A RATHER REMARKABLE SPEECH OF GENERAL
CODRINGTON.

The Journal de St. Petersburg, contains
a long despatch from General Luders, de-
seribing, at considerable length, the events
of the 14th ult. ; the visits to the camps of
the Allies: the review of French and Eng-
lish troops by the Russian general, and the
games in which the Chasseurs d’Afrigue
took part. . General Codrington’s speech
(delivered in French,) at the dinner given
at the English head-quarters, is thus report-
ed ;—

«T very much regret.that I have to speak
in a langunage in which I am unable t0 ex-
press myself with facility. For a long
time we have had before us a formidable
adversary, the contest against whom has
cost us great difficulties, enormous eflorts,
and immense sacrifices. This adversary
has proved that he was not so easy to cope
with as was at first supposed, and has given
us numerous lessons in discipline, bravery,
firmness and boundless devotion to daty.
Has been a terrible enemy to us!!! But
to-day we all wish to become his best
friends. I propose to you, gentlemen, a
toast to health of General Luders and the
Russian army.”

ATROCITIES OF THE ANGLO-ITALIAN LEGION
AT MALTA.

The streets of Valerta has been tlie scenes
of outrages committed by the soldiers of the
Angld Italian- Legion, and, unhappily,
blood-has been spiit and one life sacrificed.
On the 5th of May, a soldier of the 3rd Re-
giment, named Vincenzo Gemmini, stabbed
a comrade belonging to the same regiment,
named Domenico Ghibandi, in the side
with a stilletto. The blow seems to have
been intended for a police constable, who
was endeavouring to induce Gemmini to
follow him to the station, information hav-
ing been given to the constable by a com-
mon woman living in that part of the town,
that Gemmini had a concealed knife about
him, with which he had just threatened
her life, but the constable_having stepped
aside, Ghibandi, who was. behind him in
the crowd, fell a victim to the rage of the
infuriated soldier. Gemmini was taken
into custody, and the wounded man taken
to the hospital, where he still lies in some
danger. On the following evening a band,
to the number of 80 or 100 soldiers; parad-
ed up Strada Reale, in front of the Police
Office towards sunset, singing songs of li-
berty, and menacing the natives, using aiso
bad language ; whereupon the Police In-
disturbance, quietly led the excited soldiers
from the main street into the Strada Santa

quarters, and at the same time exhorted the
crowd of natives to disperse and - withdraw
to their houses. At this moment the Ita-
lian soldiers made a rush to the people,
using their bayonets, and some of them
even daggers and stiletti. Carnona was seen
torun in the direction of the mzin guard,
secking assistanc€s, and holding his hand
on his back, when all atonce fell in Strada
Reale, and it was then discovered that he
had received no less than f{our mortal

froni* Valletta into Marsammuscetta Har-
bour, where she cast anchor, with Admiral
Sir Houston Stewart, on board, in such a .
position as to rake the Italian encampment
along the Fort Manoe! shore, opposite to
Sliema, should they go beyond their limits.

REMARKABLE INTERVIEW BETWEEN COUNT
ORLOFF¥ AND THE EMPEROR OF THE
FRENCH. /

Count Orloff recently had an andience of
the Emperor, to ask for explanations on the
subject of the treaty of April 15, between
England, France, and Austria. The Rus-
sian plenipoténtiary represented _ihtt this
unexplained, was by -his -
%menl as a symptom of want of con-
fidence in the good faith of Russia. The
Emperor Napoleon protested against any
such interpretation,and assured Count Orloff
that he had only signed the treaty in com-
pliance with the wishes of England and
Austria, who desired to have a pledge of
nis good feeling towards them. Count Orloff
replied with as much vivaeity as it was
possible for a diplomatist to display in the
presence of a reigning sovereign, that the
treaty of peace of March 30, effectually se-
cured the independenc and integrity of the
Ottoman Empire ; that the Emperor Napo-
leon had, before the signing of th.at treaty,
gisen strong assurances of his desire to cul-
tivate the most intimate relations with Rus-
sia, and that the unexpected step which
had been taken was calculated to sow doubt
and distrust in the mind of his Imperial
master. During this remarkable interview,
the Emperor Napoleon III. preserved that
calm and impknetrable demeanor for which
he is remarkable, while Count Orloff
scarcely concealed the excitement and sur-
prise which the new situation had produced
in his mind. A Paris correspondent ob-
serves :—‘Although the above narration
comes to me from a source in which I have
great confidence, T cannot but feel the great
difficulty of reconciling it with all thatis
known of the present policy of the French
Government, which according to outward
signs, is favorable to the maintenance of
the most friendly relations with Russia. I
am, however, much struck with an ebser-
vation which has been made to me in an-
swer to my objections, that the public has
more ofterr than not been deceived, when it
has ventured to infer from premises, how-
ever apparently plain, what might be the
next step that Louis Napoleon would take.”

COUNT WALESKI ANP THE BELGIAN PRESS.

The Moniteur, after inserting the expla-
nation of the Belgian Minister of Foreign
Aflairs with regard to his speech on Count
Waleski’s attack on the liberty of the Bel-
gian press, savs: :

“We must congratulate the Belgian
Government on the care it has taken to pre-
vent its language being misrepresemed, or
its intentions prejudged. As regards the
French Government, it confined itseli to
pointing out the evil and its consequences ;
it belongs to the Cabinet of Bruseels alone
1o seek for, find, and apply the remedy ;‘the
only coneern of the Government of the Em-
peror is the efficaciousness of that remedy,
end not its nature.”

SANITARY CONDITION OF THE TROOPS RETURNED
FROM THE CRIMEA.

The sanitary condition of the troops who
have returned from the Crimea is infinitely
better than was hoped for. The period of
qtarantine for all of them will in practice
be considerably shortened.

THE SECRET SOCIETIES OF FRANCE.

The vigilancs of the Government towards
the Secret Societies seems to be remarkably
sharpened. Arrests have taken place at
Marseilles, and certain military precautions
are observed in several of ourlarge cities,
which show that orders to be onthe alert
have been received.

ESCAPING CONSCRIPTION—-CURIQUS LAW CASE.

A curiouscase has just been submitted
to the Imperial Court of Lyons.®%In 1795,
a young ‘man named Chuzeville, of Pro-
pieux {Rhone,) in order t» escape the con~
scription, induced tie mayor of a neighbor-
ing village to draw up a register’of a civil
marriage having taken place between him
and anold woman of 70, though in reality,
no marriage was celebrated, and the old
woman did hot even know that he had giv-
en himself out as her husband. Thereg-
ister being produced, was admitted by the
laws of that day, as a valid exemption from
military service, and was recorded as such.
Seven year : after, Chuzeville married reg-
ularly a young woman, and she bore him a
family. After his death, which took place
not lone ago, the husband of his youngest
daughter, in order to get possession of all
his property, c?l!c-d on a tribunal of Ville-

The reply of Lord Clarendon, April 30, to
Mr. Marey, thus eoncludes :

If such had been the
case, the Government of the United States
would have been entitled to demand, and
Her Majesty’s Government would have not

Trial of a New Howitzer at Liverpool,
Extraordinary and Miraculous Escape.

The government having giver. orders to
Mr, Whitworth of Manchester, to produce a
howitzer upol a new construetion, capable
of carrying shiot of a different weight and
form, that gentleman applied to a firm in
Woolwich and had the gun cast, and after-
wards had it brought to his own premises
to undergo the finishing process. Ultimately
it was agreed that Captain Campbell, of the
royal artillery, should accompany Mr.
Whitworth to the shores of Liverpool for the
purpose of testing this destructive weapon.
It may be well to state that the gun is of
brass, and capable of carrying shot of differ-
ent weight, the balls with which it was
tested varying from 24 Ibs. to 48'1bs. Even
this is not the full extent of its capabilities.
The ball, on leaving the muzzle of the gun,
revolves in the air; it is oval shaped, but
squared at one end, and while proceeding
in its course it utterly baffles the spectator
as to the object upon which it will ulti-
timately alight. Mr. Whitworth, who su-
perintended the experiment, was assisted
by Capt. Campbell, of the royal artillery,
and Lieut. Colonel Griffin, who agreed, on
arriving at the North Shore battery, to pitch
their range about two miles distant from the
battery, and shortly after operations were
begun, the experimenters evidently being
satisfied that not accident was likely to oc-
cur. The experimental shots, fired out of
the gun on Tuesday, which were considered
satisfactory, consisted of five rounds, and
were made with four grojecti]es of twenty-
four pounds each, and ore of forty-eight
pounds ; the following being the result :

Flight of the Tartars from the Crimea.

Of all the painful and pitiable sights
which have been presented to me in the
course of the war which is past, there was
not one which was so affecting as that of
the, Tartar Exodous and their flight out of
the Crimea. Whether they are animated,
as they say, by the dread of their Russian
task-masters, or by their desire to amelior-
ite their condition, the motive must be pow-
erful which can dnve a whole race from
their homes. They leave those peaceful
and beautiful valleys forever, and flock into
Balaklava with all their goods in the hope
of obtaining the means of escape from their
cruel oppressors. On Thursday the whele
population in the valleys outside the Rus-
sian lines began their mournful procession
They left their homes silently. = The -old
men, women and children were placed on
the arabs, above the pile of cushions which
seem to constitute all their household fur-
niture. Many of them cried bitterly. Sev-
gral of these poor pilgrims were so exhaust-
ed from illness or old age, that there was
little chance -of their ever seeing the land
they seek v gain. The women, closely

_E_nglish Banking.—More Disclosures.

Same more banking disclosures,perfectly
harmonious in their degree with those of
Strahan, Paul, & Co., the Aberdeen Bank,
the Tipperary Joint-Stock Bank, the West-
minister Improvement Commission, and
the other cases of the kind by which the
past two years have been distinguished,
have just been furnished during an exami-
nation in the Birmingham Banruptcy Court
of the surviving partner of the Liechfield
Bank, which suspended at the commence-
ment of the present year. The establish-
ment was in the name of Messrs Palmer &
Greene, and it enjoyed the privilege of is-
suing notes to the amount of £22,786. Mr.
Palmer died in 1850, and the bank had since
been conducted by Mr. Greene. In his
examination Mr. Greene admitted that the
firm had been earried on with a giadually
decreasing deficit for about thirty years.
His partner, Mr. Palmer, at his death ow-
ed the concern £45,787, and an estimate of
its position at that time showed a deficiency
of £62,570. Nevertheless the business
was kept up as usual, and would not have
becen disturbed at last but for the discretion

CAMP BEFORE SEBASTOPoL, Mavy 3.—At
no period of my aecquaintance with the
British Army have I ever known the offi-
cers to be in such a profound state of dis-
satisfaction as they are at present. The
indecent haste witl* which the reductions
were announced, the injustice of the ord .r
relating to horses, the mode in which the
instructions have been conveyed to them,
rankle in their hearts. Nothing else is
talked of, or apparently thought of, by all
classes of officers. The ink is not dry on
the Treaty, the news of ite ratification is
not received, and yet the army is at once
made the victim of the most pinching, nig-
gardly, cold economy. Scarcely was the
intelligence of peace xnown, e-e the private
soldiers were deprived of their extra 6d a
day. There was no respite evem to
the end of the month, or of the week.
A number of most deserving non-commis-
sioned officers—sergeants-major, troop-ser-
geants, &c.—have received commissions as
Cornets in the Land Transport Co:'ips; they
have associated with commissioned officers,
and have been put to expense in preparing
for their rank. ~These men ate to be ¢“de-
graded”.to the ranks. But that is not all.
The vacancies caused by their promotion
were filled up by the senior sergeants, who
became sergeants-major, and troop ser-
geants, &c., and these men are pushed
back to the rank they formerly held, and
are deprived of their just,promotion.

The Menace against Belgium.

The affair between Belgium and France be-
gins to assume an unpleasant aspect. The Bel-
gian press is net, however; the only eause of
displeasure. TItis complaired that the King of
the Belgians hastened to give to the Czar the
Grand Cross of Leopold, and made & display of
it in the Belgian Moniteur. It is. not usual to
publish the name of the recipient of such honours
in the official organ of the Government when
the recipient is & crowned head. Kings and
subjects cannot of course be put ona level. On
the other hand it is declared that theie was no
intention of bravado in the act. The order of
Leopold could not be given to the Czar so long
as he had not recogmised the Gorvernment of
King Leopold, and that recognition coming late
was all but coincident with the political situa-
tion which preceded the war. Moreover, the
decoration could not have been given without
offence to Epgland and France while Russia
was at war with those powers. Now as the
Czar appears to prize the Belgian Order beyond
measure, King Leopold took the first favourable
opportunity of gratifying his intense longing—
but nothing disrespectful, or anything approach-
in%lt, was intended by the act.

he proceedings in the Chamber of Represen-
iatives will go far to appease the uneasy excite-
ment which has pervaded the whole Belgian
nation ever since thespeech of Count Walewski
was published. And assuredly such a sedative
was urgently required. It is well known that-
the present Ministry of Belginum does not eujoy
the public confidence. The remarkable report
of an agent of the French Minister of Police on
the Brussels press, which was lately published,
indicates as much. Of eighteen journals pub-
lished in the capital of Belgium, advoeating
every shade of political and ecclesiastical opin-
ion, with'an aggregate circulation of about 40,-
000 copies, only two are Ministerial (one of
them being the official Moniteur) and their cir-
culation iz only 6,500. The remainder—
Catholic, and anti-Catholic, Conservative, Mo-
derate, Democratic, and Republican—are for
the most part in decided opposition. The Bel-
gian pdople, whose prevailing sentiments aie
thus represented, have been less alarmed by the
menacing langnage of the French Minister for
Foreign Affairs than by their doubts of the
firmness and good faith of their own Govern-
ment.

She
as found also that half-civilization is worsé
than complete barbarism. The abasement
of Russia has broken the northern league,
and the pact of the Holy Alliance has been
dissolved. Russia has lost tke supreme
patronage which she exercised over Ger-
many, which in its turn will comprehend
the necessity of foregoing theory for prac-
tice—of appling prineiples dand suiting acts
to sentiments. The war just conclnded has
proved to Great Britain that a nation which
applies itself only to commerce and indus-
trial pursuits incurs the danger of losing its
vigour and ancient magnanimity ; and tha
no people can live isolated in the world, or
deprived of sure and powerful alliance.
The two greatest countries of the world
have concluded a fruitful and durable al-
liance. Without ‘unsettling her alliance
with France, England should henceforth
seek new friends among the peoples ripe
for civil freedom, and prepared to obtain
their legitimate and natural rights in Italy
and Germany. To Germany it 1s not inde-
pendence which is wanting---it is life and
| national representation. What fruitful po-
licy can there be for England, save that
only which consists in aiding other peoples
to the acquisition of liberty ? I believe
that soon throughout civilised Europe, not
excluding there from Russia, there will not
be any despotic government save that of
Austria. This power, on account of the ex-
treme heterogeneousness of its elements,
can never pass to any other regime. As
for the pale satellites which gravitate.
round this star---Naples, Florence, Parma,
Modena, Rome---they want even the ex-
cuse of Austria, and we shall see how much
longer their government can be carried on
arbitranly and illiberally.

Louis Republican (pro slavery) and De-
mocraty furnish the following ~additional
items relative to the attack on Lawrencc.

The Democrat’s correspondent says
stores and dwellings were indiscriminately
broken open and robbed by the invaders:
A Mr. Jhonson had $2,000 in drafts, checks
and land warrants taken from him.

Col. Topliffe, who was appointed a colo-
nel of the militia by Gov. Shannon last
Fall, was forcibly dispossessed of his com-
mission, private papers, watch, and money
to the amount of $800. His trunk was
also broken open, and his clothing carried
away. He had no means for his defence,
and was oblidged to submit to see his prop-
erty taken away., After destroying the
office of Herald of Freedom, the force
under Jones set fire to the house and Jibrary
ot lAhe eflitnr, Mr. Brown, but the fire was
eJ_rtmgmshed by citizens some of Brown’s
friends.

Col. Brewer.on writes to 7he Republican
that 200 Free State men had collected at
Lawrence on the day the place was entered
by Jones, and it was thought that the gar-
rison of Franklin, where the Free State
arms had been stored by Jones, would eb
attacked on the night of the 22nd for the
purpose of recovering them.

Natural Phenomenon.

The Ottawa 7'imes says on Friay after-
noon last the wind bronght up, apparently |
from the rear of the Gatineau mountains, |
opposite the city, a vast cloud, which gra- |
dually rose to the Zenith, and finally spread
over the whole face of the heavens. A
more extraordinary appearance we never

amidst the masses of dark clouds which
prelude a hurricane on the west coasts of
Africa. It is no exaggeration to say that
the scene was a most awful one, and every
one expected a tremendous outbreak of the
powers of nature ; some predicted an aw-
ful thunder storm ; others a harricane of
wind and deluge of rain ; but nothing came |
of it ; the clouds gradually passed away |
and the evening was fine. During the
conlinuance of this dense cloud,a few ashes,
and some burnt leaves fell in the streets in
various places, and our own opinion is that
all this most remarkable appearance was
the result of an enormous fire in the forest,
far up on the Southern slope of the range
of mountains which terminate on the Sa-
guenay, passing behind Three Rivers and
Quebec.

CENTRAL AMERICAN QUESTION.

The Earl of Clarendon, in the House of
Lords, on Monday evening, said in reply to
a question by the Earl of Elgin, said the
letter signed E. Hammond was a genuine
document. It arose from the tfollowing cir-
cumstances: The agent of the Costa Ricans
in this country and some agents in the
South American States had ever since the
attack of Walker on the Government of
Nicaragua, appealed to the Government of
this country, to assist them in defending
themselves. A great variety of projects
had been laid before her Majesty’s Gov-
ernment, for the acceptance of a protecfo—
rate by this country, and giving them ma-
terial assistance. To all these requests
Her Majesty’s Government had invariably
replied in the negative, declaring that with
those States they would have nothing to
do—meaning the States of Central Ame-
rica—but at the same time the Governmeit

expressed itself extremely sorry for the
attack on Nicaragua and the deplorable
events which followed ; and they especially
regretted it because the property of British
subjects had not only been endangered, but |
had actually been sacrificed by Walker: |
therefore, Her Majesty’s government would
be very glad if Walker’s interferences were
not carried further, but they again and
again said that with the affairs of Central
America they had determined to have no-
thing whatever to do, and that all their |
actions would be limited to sending just
that sufficieut naval force to the coast of
South America which would be adequate
for the protection of British interests and
British property. Mr. Wallenstein, who
made the application in behalf of Costa
Rica, was greatly disappeinted at this an-
swer, and spoke of the vast amount of Bri-
ish property there, which he said ought to
be defended by a naval force ; that the Costa
Ricans were resolved to make a steadfast
resistance against the invasion of their
country by Walker, but they had no means
of repelling the threatened aggression ;
that the Costa Ricans are a peacefdl people
and, Mr. Wallenstein said he had no credit
in this country and was unable to buy, arms
glere, and he asked if our government would
not give a few arms in order to enable those)
unoffending people to repel this aggression.
The matter was referred to the War De-
partment and the answer returned by Mr.
Hammond, to which the noble Earl alluded.
Mr. Wallenstein did not consider himself
entitled to accept that offer,—-the arms had
never been taken, and Mr. Wallenstein had
since declined it. It was sometime since
Walker took possession of Nicaragua, and
he disposed of a gooddeal of British pro-
perty by force alone. Her Majesty’s Gov-
ernment had communicated with the Gov- |
ernment of the United States in the matter, |
and he would read an extract from a de-
spatch of Mr. Crampfon on the question. |
There had been no disguise whatever with |
the United Siates Government as to the |
object of the British Government. Avow- |
edly and openly it had been to protect Bri- |
tish interests,. On the 5th March, Mr.
Marcy said he entirely disapproved of the
existing state of things in Nicaragua and |
thought it likely. to cast a shade upon the !
reputation of the Government of the United |
States. He observed that he knew no bet-
ter plan of proceeding than for the United
States and British Governments to combine |
together for the preservation of the United |
States, and British subjects. |
