A. 1.—There are numerous books
published on this subject, but Louis
Wright’s is probably the most exhaust-
ive and best.  The price of the latest
edition is much reduced.

A. 2.—This is a difficult question to
answet, as varicties differ greatly in lay-
ing qualities. Some have claimed that

their Leghorn hens hdye layed as many
as 250 eggs in a year, but 175 is a good

will not exceed 125 a year.

A. 3—You cannot mate to produce
the different sexes at will with any de-
grec of certainty. Young and vigorous
males mated with a small number of
females will generally give a prepon-
derance of males, while mating a large
number of females to a male will have
an opposite result. Nearly.- all the
claims made by parties of their abulity
to produce the sexes at will have prov-
ed fallacious.

A. 4.—Perhaps no better means can
be employed for the purpose than to
immerse for a few seconds in boiling
water—just sufficiently long to cause a
thickening of the skin under the shell.

“JUDGING AT GUELPH, 1886.”
Editor Review :

Under above heading, in February
Review, Mr. J. C. McKay makes an
attack upon Mr. L. G. Jarvis, of Lon-
don, one of the judges at the late On-
tario Show at Guelph. - Mr. McKay
must be mistaken when he says his
pullet, which scored g2 by I. K. Felch,

I might say for the
information of Mr. McKay that 1 know
of birds being disqualified at the Lis-
towel show by Mr. Jarvis, and same
birds were awarded prizes at Stratford
by Mr. Stevens, some of them scoring

biassed in his judgmen’ ? Not a bit o
; but it shows that disqualified birds
may be awarded prizes, the disqualifi
cation,not being noticed by the judges.
A bird is not disqualified withou
cause. As to the * fair field,and no
favor,” Mr. Jarvis’ incompetence o
biassed judgment, etc., T am glad My
McKay has relieved himself in getting
that off. No doubt he feels better now.
If he will explain why his cockere,
which he says scored 9514, did not ge
a prize, and one scoring 93% wus
awarded 3rd prize, and also if ther
was a card of disqualification on coop
covering his pullet, then exhibitors will{
be in a position to judge of the matter.

Now, as to the editor’s opinion. 1
wish I could get so much correspon-
dence that I could not attend to it at
once. I have a considerable quantity
and can sell all the eggs and chicks
I can spare, cach year, before Christ-
mas ; but I make it a rule to reply to
all letters and cards immediately after I
receive them, and though I have only
about three hours after their arrival,
before the mail closes, I can generally
reply to all, at least by card, and never
miss next day’s mail at latest.

Correspondents often use cards and
generally neglect to enclose stamp, and
if the dealer in turn neglects to reply or
send his circular as requested, he loses
a possible sale, and a chance of adver-
tising his stock. :

Now, I would ask, does the mer-
chant or storekecper refuse to reply to

letters asking for quotations in default

of enciosvd stamp ? No ; for if he did,
some other firm would soon have his
trade, and ae would be locking for a
job, or working for some one else who
understood business better.

_ There are, in every legitimate busi-
ness, certain expenses, which are
figured on generally,—iz ¢, a cer-
tain percentage is added to cost
of all goods to cover these,—and
among them is postage. How would a
merchant’s account be received, if, after
itemizing a bill of goods ordered by
letter, he added four or six cents, as
the case might be, for postage? 1 do
not think that it would be allowed, or
that the purchaser would ever order of
him again, if he could buy elsewhere.

Now Mr. Editor, I do not wish to
take up valuable space, but think it
would be interesting to hear from some
of the Stamp men their grounds for
asking intending purchasers to pay
their postage for them.

. 'The second annual meeting of the
London Poultry and Pet Stock Associ-
ation was held last evening, there being
a full attendance of members. After
routine business had been transacted,
an adjournment was made to the St.
Nicholas Restaurant, where the ordeal
of an oyster supper was gone througi.
After full jnstice had been done the
bivalves.

“The health of the London Poultry
and Pet Stock Association” was pro-
posed by Mr. L. G. Jarvis, coupled
with the namces of Messrs. A. Bogue,
James F. Williams and W. R. Garner.

Mr. Bogue on rising to respond, said
it was with great pleasure that he stood
at the head of such an organization,
and he hoped to always merit the con-
fidence of the members. He spoke in
flattering terms of what had already
been accomplished through the efforts
of this society, and said he looked for-
ward to still greater things. The suc-
cessful operation of the Ontario Poultry
Association’s Exhibition next winter,
he said, depended, to a large extent,
upon the members of this Society, and
he felt confident that the exhibition by
the Ontario Associition, *o be held
here next winter, would be the Jargest
ever held in Canada. Honor, he said,
was very good in its place, but it was
not honor alone that made a poultry
show ; it was the liberal prize list and
specials offered that were the induce-
ments to exhibitors. He did not like
boasting beforehand, but, he would say
this much, that the Ontario Association
next year, would hold out inducements
that never were held nut before. It
was not on the President alone that the
success of the show hinged, but on the
united ecffort of all the officers and
members, and while he would do his
part, as he had in the past, he felt sure
the members would do theirs. While

attending the shows this winter he had
had ample opportuniiies of learning the
feelings of exhibiwors in regard to the
Ontario show next winter, and on all
hands promises had been made to turn
out in full force to do honor to the
noble cause. (Hear, hear.) There
was another matter he would like to
touch upon, and that was judging.
He did not like the idea of importing
judges as some societies had done
this year. He would say, and without
fear of contradiction, that our Canadian
judges were far more capable of apply-
ing the standard than any one that
could be imported from across the
lines. This winter’s judging had proved
this beyond a doubt, for a more dis-
satisfied lot of exhibitors than attended
the Stratford and Toronto shows could
not he found anywhere. Out Canadian
judges can apply the scoring system,
although new to them, just as well as
the American judges, and he thought
all present would bear him out in this
statement. He deplored the attack
made upon Mr. Jarvis in last number
of “REViEw,” by some one writing
under a #om de plume, and characterized
it as the basest and most scurrilous
article that had ever appeared in that
journal. He was satisfied the name
was assumed, as no one appeared to
know him or from whence he came,
and that the person was occupying
space that he should have paid ten
cents a line for, cheap advertising being
his scheme. However, Mr. Jarvis
would be a poultry judge—and one
respected by all classes of the com-
munity—Ilong after this “J. C. McKay”
had gone to roost. (Cheers.)

Felch scored same bird for me at To-
ronto at 81 points, and Mr. James at
Owen Sound a few weeks later scored
same bird at go 1-2. ‘The above cock-
erel was cut nothing on condition at
Toronto, but was cut one point on con-
dition at Owen Sound.  This cut may
be easily ascribed to the bird being un-
well a week previous to the exhibition.

Now comes the disqualifying ques-
tion Mr. Felch disqualified a P. Rock
cock for me at Toronto, which was
judged and scored by B. N. Pierce, and
had won several prizes in Chicago, on
the grounds that his comb had been
trimmed. I wrote the American breeder
from whom I purchased the bird, about
it, and he replied that the bird had no
right to be disqualified, as ‘his comb
had never been tampered with, (this
bird had just arrived the night before
the show), and that the bird had had a
desperate fight with his* large Brahma
cock afew days before shipping him.
Mr. Jarvis scored same bird at Owen
Sound at 93 points, only 14 point less
than he was scored to me by the Amer-
ican breeder. Mr. Jarvis also stated
that the bird had a splendid comb and
should not have been disqualified.
These facts will go to prove that other
judges do queer things just as well as
Mr. Jarvis. Mr. Jarvis disqualified a
B. Spanish cockerel for me at Owen
Sound for a very slight appearance or
tip of white on one of the flight feathers,
and a P. R. cockerel for a slight appear-
ance of redish or pink color down back
of legs or shanks, and dozens of other
birds met a similar fate in other sec-
tions, so that it was a fair field and no
favor between parties.

Length and shape of limb comes se-
cond. 'This point is perhaps the most
difficult to judge rightly, still it is one
that must be judged by the eye and
not by the foot-rule as is too frequently
the case. If a bird does not suit my
eye he would never suit my rule. But
swhen selecting a bird for breeding pur-
poses the rule should be employed f0
supplement the eye. For, however stylish
‘a bird may be, it is of little use to
ibrced from it unless it has a certain
.amount of “timber” in its limbs. The
I blind use of the tape measure or foot
rule has been an incalculable bane to
the Pouter fancy, and has also given tise
toa great deal of roguery.

It may be well herz to describe
the correct method of measuring a Pou-
ter's limb. The bird must be held in
a horizontal position with iis breast up-
permost, then place one thumb nail in
the notch of the joint where the leg
bone, or “drumstick” joirs the hidden
bone of the thigh, taking care to keep
the thumb nail perfectly wupright, now,
placing one end of the rule against the
nail measure to the ena of the longest
toe nail of the bird, extending the leg
along the rule to its full lengtn, but
without stretching it. With a little
practice a biid may be easily measured
single handed, but at first it is well
for one person to hold the bird and put
his finger in the notch while the other
holds the rule and takes the measure-
ment. It is obvious that a careless
person may make a bird an eighth of
an inch longe or shorter in the limb,
if he inadvertently (or otherwise) in-
clines :he thumb nail either backwards
or forwards. Dishonest persons, how-
ever, instead of measuring from Zke
nolch, put their thumb at the top of
the knuckle of the thigh, making the

bird by this means a good half inch
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measure from 634 to 7 inches, a hen
about a quarter of an inch less than
the minimum measurements. 1 have
seen one or two cocks as much as 734
inches, but anything rea/ly over 7 inches
is very uncommon. I only recollect
four hens which actually reached 7 in-

WAR DOGS.
The German war office, eva
ready to adopt any scientific de

vice which may by any possibility be of
advantage to the troops of the father
land, is trying experiments in making
dogs act as sentries. The idea seems
to be that dogs would help sentinels by
prowling around and seeing if any
enemy were creeping up unobserved
through the bushes or behind rocks. In
course of time they might become sf
acute that they would guard a sleeping
camp by themselves without requiring
any human help. At first, however,
they would only be assistant sentries
so to speak. In our own recent cam
paign in the Soudan an incident occur
ed proving how valuable canine intelii
gence might be in warning a camp o
the approach of hostile spies ; and i
shows with what care and attention
that eventful war was followed at Ber
lin that the present experimerts of the
German war office are directly attribut
ed to our Soudan experience. If the
German staff finds dogs capable d
being trained systematically for sentry
duty there can be little doubt, says 4
London paper, that the innovation will
spread to all the armies of Europe
English soldiers would take with parac,
ular readiness to this plan of putting
amimals to real use, because they ar
known to have a strong liking for dumb
brutes as camp followers.

DOG SHOWS.

It is thought by some that dog shows
are on the decline because public taste

is growing tired of such exhibitions.

This is not the case for the true lovers
of dogs are as anxious for good exhib-

itions of their pets as ever they were,
but there are several causes why they
have not usually been a success ; first,
they have not usually been successful
financially, and for want of proper or-
ganization the brunt of bearing the ex-
pense has fallen on a few enthusiastic
fanciers, who have undertaken the man-
agement. This is wrong ; we would
suggest a guarantee fund being estab-
lished, subscribed to by all fanciers in-
terested throughout the length and
breadth of the Province. We fecl sure
if the opportunity is offeted there are
enough ardent and true fanciers in
Canada willing to bear their part of the
loss—if loss there be—which we dont
by any means admit the necessity of.

Then there is the all important mat-
ter of in all cases securing the most
compet:nt gentlemen for judges, this is
generally a fruitful cause for complaint
and many fanciers refuse to exhibit,
believing that justice will not be given
them, not so much from fear of partial-
ity as from incompetency. It is a libel
on the men who act as judges to say
that they are actuated by impure

those who have resolved never to ex-
hibit again, because they think that
they cannot win with the same jndge,
from whom #hey unagine they did not
receive justice on a former occasion.
Now then a word as to how these
judges are to be obtained. We suggest
a judicious examination of men expect-
ing to offlciate as judges, with a view to
prove what ability or knowledge they
possess, this should be done by the
' committees——which by the way should
always be be a practical one—and
i should be done, if possible by having a

"dog placed before them, ¢ catch” ques-
'tions amongst others being asked.

Having once passed such an examina-
tion, heshould be required to sign his
name to the points and properies of the
breed. This document should be re-
tained by the committee, and his cer-
tificate of competency given him.

The advzintage of this plan is, that in
case of a protest, this judge could be
suspended could it be proved that he
had violated the principles he had sub-
scribed to, either through carlessness
or any other cause.
