instance, was published entitled “Statistical Report on
the Production, Value, Exports, and Imports of Min.
erals in Canada During 1886 and Previous Years,
this being the first report of its kind.

In 1900 an order in council was passed making a
new appointment to the position of suverintendent of
mines, an office in the Department of the Interior
which had been created nearly thirty years previously,
The first duty assigned to this officer was the establish-
ment of the Dominion Government assay  office
Vancouver, and in the following six Yyears a number of
technical reports on mining subjects were prepared and
published. During this period, too, important work
was undertaken in the investigation of the processes of
electric smelting of iron ores in Europe, and experi-

mental work under government auspices in electric
smelting of iron ores at Sault Ste. Marie. Another im-

portant innovation was the introduction of the Swedish
methods of magnetic surveying for exploring Canadian
magnetic deposits, and the publication of a monograph
on ‘Magnetometric Methods of Surveying.' |In 1903,
a8 we have said, the Department of Mines was created,
and it was placed under the control of a Minister of
Mines, This department consists of two branches, one
called the Mines Branch and the other the
Survey,  The function of the Mines Branch is to
collect and publish full statistics of the mineral pro-
duct’ n and of the mining and metalluggical industrios
of Canada, and such data regarding the economic
minerals of Canada as relate to the processes and
activities connected with their utilization, and to collect
and preserve all svailable records of mines and mining
works in Canadu; to make detailed investigations of
mining camps and areas containing economic minerals
or deposits of other economic substances, for the pur-
poses of determining the mode of occurrence and the
extent and character of the ore bodies and other deposits
of economic substances; to prepare and publish sueh
maps, plans, sections diagrams, drawings and illustra-
tions as are necessary to elucidate the reports issued by
the Mines Branch; o make such chemical, mechanieal
ard metallurgical investigations as found expedient ;
and to eollect and prepare for exhibition in the museum
Epecimens of the different ores and associated rocks
and minerals of Canada, and such other materials as
Are necessary to afford an accurate exhibit of the min-
ing and metallurgical resources and industries of
Canada,

The functions of the Geological Survey Branch are
a little extended from old days. They are, to make a
full and scientific examination and survev of the
geological structure and mineralogy of e
collect, classify, and arrange for oev, e
Victoria Memorial Museum such specimens as are
neceseary to afford a complete and exact knowledge of
the mln'v_ mimnlotvv nalasantalogy, eth alagy, and
fauna and flora of Canada; to make enemical ana
other researches; to study and report upon the facts
relating to water mprly for irrigation and domestic
purposes, and to collect and preserve all available
records of artesian and other wells; to ma» out the
forest areas of Canada, and to make and report upon
investigations useful to the preservation of the forest

will be seen that the combined activities of these two
hranches of the t of Mines should be invalu-
able to the country if maintained at any high rate of

efficiency, but Mr. Wilson complains that the funds

SHY AT TIMES

The liberal papers did not like what Congressman
Clark said the other day in Congress when speaking
to the reciprocity ugreement and therefore gave his
remarks no prominent place.

“1 am for it, because 1 hope to see the day when
the American flag will float over every square foot of
the British North American possessions clear to the
North Pole, They are people of our blood, They
peak our lunguage. Their institutions are much like
ours.  They are trained in the difficult art ‘of self-
government. My judgment is {hat if the treaty of
1854 had never heen abrogated, the chances of a con-
solidation of these two countries would have bheen much
greater than they are now,

“1 do not have any doubt whatever, that the day
1% not far distant when Great Britain will see all of
her North American possessions become o part of this
epublic.
