AN ELOQUENT SERMON.

Yesterday, the feast and fifth centenary of
St. Catherine ot Sienus, was celebrated with
the usual solomnity in the Church of St. Sa.
viour, Lowsr Domivick Street, & solemn Tri.
dum preparatory to the feast having been
obgerved during the week. Tle announce-
ment that that distinguished member of the
order and prince of lrish preachers, Father
Thomas Burke, O, P., whose eloquent tongune
has been so long ailent in consequence of his
severo and protracted 1llness, was to preach
the sermon on the occasion, had the effect, as
might have been oxpected, o1 filling the church
to overflowing with a congregation largely
represeniative of the wealth and the intelli-
gence ot the City of Dublin. We are happy
to say that the great Dominican, of whose un-
rivaled genius and power as a pulpit orator
his fellow conatrymen at bome and sbroad
gre 8o justly proud, ia almost himeelf again.
He looks as strong and as capable ot unlimit.
«d endurance ag ever. His fine manly volice,
with its rich and racy Connaught brogue, is
every whit as powerful and flexible as ever,
bis tall, muscular figure every whit as com-
manding, and his incomparable style of de-
livery as forcible and impressive. High
Mass, as on the previous days duriag the Tri-
doum, was commenced at eleven o’clock, ac.
companied by sacred muslc appropriate to
the occasion, and at its conclusion

Father Burke, wearing the habit of his
order, which asems rather to increase his
stalwart proportions, entered the pulpit and
prozonnced an eloguent and interesting
penegyric oun the life and labors and super-
human achievements of that

REMAREABLE WOMAN OF GOD,

St. Catherine of Sieuna. who hasalways been
regarded as one of the especial glories of the
Dominican Order. He epoke with the earnest-
ness and the ardor of a devoted son, and in
glowing and apimated Ianguage set forth as
in a plcture the aunsterites and mortification
of her early life, the strugglea and trials
throngh which she had to pass, and finally the
trinmphant is+ug which crowned her superna.
tural efforts. Among the many blessings and
favors of Almighty God to his saints were
thoen that their memory should ba remem.
bered, that their rame should never be forgot-
ten, that their glory should never perish on
thie earth, To attain this wae the highest
ambition of man in this world. How few
there were who attained to this was attested
by the fact that the highest and the greatest
names in history, even for six thousaund years
of the world’s bistory, were easily counted.
To live not merely as a remembrance, but as
a living body ; to live not only as a memory,
but in the hearts ot the people, this highest
immortality was reserved for the saints of
God. Thelr name and their glory and their
glorious deeds never pale; their name shall
© live for generations and generations. They

fled from thenotice of men; they tried to rid
- themselves from the gaze of the world ; they
kept the secret of their ganctity and their
grace most jealously. They seemed in no
wanner to court or countenance the notice of
men, much less their admiration.

THEY PLED FROM THE WORLD.

The things that men sought they gave up and
renonnced. The things that gave pleasure
to the children of their age gave them but
padn; and yet, strange to say, this very
modeaty and retirement of disposition wronght
the most wonderful influence upon the world,
purified society, and conferred the most last~
ing blessings upon all men. Dying, the
saints left behind them an immortal name,
They gained immortality by dying daily;
they lived in fame because they fled from
fame. How strange a way to achieve undying
immortality ! A thoroughly singular example
of this they had to consider that day. On
the 39th of April, 1380, five hundred years
ago to a day, Catherine of Sienna died at
Rome. Sho was a.purely illiterato woman,
without' any phase of remarkable beauty,
with scarcely any perceptible eclement ot
merely human power or accomplishment, and:
only enriched with the grace and the glory
which Christ himself had given her; and yet
to.day, after five hundred years had elapsed,
her name was in thé minds and on the lips of
hundreds of millions of the faithful - of the
Catholic Church... Loving ‘hearta by -the
thousand contemplated her; curious and
pious minds. examided her life that. they

might conform -their own lives to that bigh'
Staudard. -We would find it our advantage to'
atudy somewhat a life which was enriched by-

8o much glory ; but we could not enter into

wonderful ZSaintly, woman unless we contem-
plate the circimstances. of the age in which
she lived.

But in ad-
dition to all theee evils that sprang from the
perrexsity and wickeduess of man, Heaven
was angry. A terrible famine came upon
the land, and was succeeded by plague and
pestilence which carried off the people in
thonsands. But there was another evil, which
was counted by many the greatest of all. The
Pope was no looger in Rome. Forty years
before the papal see bad been removed from
the Elernal City, and for seventy years the
Pope was exiled in Avignon, until at last
Catherine of Sienna bronght him back in
triumph. The distinguished preacher tnld
the entire story of St. Catherine’s eventfal
life from the day on which, when six years ot
age, by a perpetual vow she consecrated her
virginity to God ; described the domestic per-
secutiona to which she was subjected, her
spiritual triale, her miraculous conversions,
her public preaching among the rebellious
people of Florence aud neighboring cities, the
grand success ot her divinely-directed mission,
and her happy death. Ho referred, in con-
clusion, to the glorious title of Protectress of
the Holy Bes, conierred upon her by the il-
lustrfous Pontiff, Pius IX.; alluded to the
present occupation of the Eternal City by
bungry wretches and usurpers, who cursed
the hour that they had left Floreace; and
expressed hia confident beliof that the day
would come—not, perhaps, in our generation
—when perhaps another Catherine of Sienna
would arlse, bring back the Pope to his
throne in the Vatican, and bring Rome to her
kuees.

IRELAND, CANADA AND THE UNITED
STATES.

[New York Sun.)

Through the action of the Amateur Rifle
Club of this city another very interesting
event is likely to be added to the attractions
which the current season offers to American
rifiemen. The Executive Committee of the
C.ub yesterday resolved to tssue a challenge
to the Victoria Rifle Club of Ontario to shoot
a long range match at Creedmoor during the
coming fall. It will be remembered that in
1877 a team representing the Amateur Club
visited Capada and won a match there by a
score of 1,082 out of a possible 1,350 points,
their adversaries scoring 1,066, The contest
now in contemplation is to be in retnrn of
that one, and it will be maintained by teams
of six men on each side. The distances are
#5 be 800, 900 and 1,000 yards, 15 rcunds at
distancs, under the usual rules. The event
promises to be a most interesting oue, aud it
is almost certsin that the Canadians will ac-
cept the invitation to participate. The com-
mittea aleo accepted the invitation of the
New Jersey Rifle Association to shoot their
extreme range matches on their range at
Brinton, N .J., and appointed Thursday, June
10, as the date of the tirst competition. This
match is shot at 1,000, to 1,100 and 1,200
yards.

LAXND IN IRELAND.

Mr, James Dalfv, in & lotter to the Dublin
Freeman, glves the tollowing interesting
figures velating to & matter of vital interest to
Irvland. He says that the official returns of
the exportation of cattle and sheep from lre-
land for the past five yeais show that about
£11,000,000 is the annual value of the exports.
Of these £11,000,000, £7,000,000, he esti-
mated, go into the pockets of the landlords
and £4,000,000 into those of the graziers.
There are, on the other hand; abbat 12,000,000
acresof land given over to the ralsing of this
stock, and £1 peraunum per acre would be
more, therefore, than & fairrevenue to assigo
tothe pasture land of the country as the pro-
duct of its fertility. He,contends, if all this
land were to be laid down uader tillage,
it would yield from £8 to £12 per acre at the
present market prices of wheat, barley and
oats, The produce of the country would
thus bave a money valuaten times as great
ag that which it now fetchea, At present
thers are about 3,500,000 acres, roundly
speaking, under tillage, while there are about
5.(;00,000 under bog snd mearsh and moun-
tain.

LORD O'HAGAN,
LORD CHANCELLOR OF ENGLAND.

Lord O'Hagan has been appointed Lord
Chancellor of Ireland, and the appointment is
ane which will be received with satisfacticn,
although the time has passed when legal ap-
pointmeuts could evoke the opposition or the
enthusiasm which in other days they called
forth. !is advancement is another evidenee
that the New Government will have none of
the bitter Frotestantism of its predecessor.
It ls impossible with a minister in power
who has already chosen Cathelics to rule over
India, to control the hoysehold ot the sove-
reign, and to preside over the Irish bench,
As a lawyer, Lord O'Hagan has suffered most
anjustly from the attackd of the brilliant but
malignant man who once sat by his side in
the Irish Court of Appeal, and it is onty fair
to the new Irish Lord Chancellor to say, that
during the six years for which he hias been an
active member of the highest court of the
realm, his judgments were received with great
respect by the eminent men who practieed
before him. As a politician, Lord O'Hagan
shared jn the unpopularity and the errors ot
the closing period of the late Government,
but the impartial bistorian will record that
he shared alao in bringing about the measures
which established religious equality in Ire-
land, protected the voter from intimidation,
and made the firat, though short and halting
step towards the settlement of the land ques—
tiop, while he was bimaelf the author of tho
act which purified the administration of jus-
tice by forever putting ap, end to the infamous
injustice of jary-packing. It ig well known
that upon the great subject which now ocecu-
ples the attention of the people of 1reland to
the exclusion of all other topics, Lord
O'Hagan eutertains liberal and enlightened
views, If in season and out of season he
will press those views upon his colleagues,
with the result of procuring the introduction
of a good Land Bill at the earliest possible
moment, he will do a great service at once to
his sovereign, to his Government, to his own
country, and to his own reputation. The
consideration of the condition ofthe magis-
terinl bench is anather mdtter which deserves
the early attention of the new lord chancellor,
The Irish attorney-genpralship has also-been
filled up by the appointment of Mr. Hugh
Law, Q.C., M.P, who held the post In the
lagt Gladstone administration. - It was sup-
posed that Mr. Law's long and distinguished
party services would have béen rewarded by
immediate advancement to the bench ; but it
is now known that the (fovernment are very
anxious to retain his services in the House,
and for an obvious reason. It is considered
on all bands that the Gavernment must in-
troduce a Land Bill, and they are anxious
that a man of Mr, Law's grsat ability and
experlence should asaist them in preparing
and introducing it. We bélisve that it was
Mr. Law who framed the Lund Act, and if
that measure ontirely fell short of the just de-
mands of the people. it was not through any
fault of the draughtsman; but through the
timidity of the statesman’ who prescribed the
limits on which it was to be constructed, and
through tMe manner in which it-was subee-
quently mangled aud emasculated in Parlia.

soclation, ttey ware bound to hold as a quall-
cation for the oftice ot director. It appeared
in the list of the directors in the prospectus,
which was privately circulated, wero the
namea of the appellants, Messrs. Dixon and
Coventry, who had not buen registered as
sharshulders, and who had not paid anything
in respect of any shares. They had attended
ono or two mectings of the foard, and then
censedd 10 act.  The question, in eflect, was
whether these gentlemen had been guiity ot
any misfearance ro as to render themselves
liablo under section 1685 of the Company's
Act, 1862, The Master of the Rolls (who
had refuved a previoue spplication to place
Dixon aud Coventry on the list of contribu-
torler) considered that they had beon guilty
of n misfeasance within the me-ning of tho
aboro section, and that they must pay by way
of compensation £500 cach, belug the value
of thu shares which they would have held if
they bad bien duly qualified. The appeal
wae allowed.

The Fall Mall Gazette has discovered that
one after another England's colonisa are fnd-
ding out that the constitutions with which
they have been endowed work much the re-
vorse of smootbly. The dead-locks which are
constantly occurring are sometimes absurdly
trifling in tl eir origin, but they not unfre-
quently produce grave eflects. It seems ridi-
culous, of courre, that one Chamber, which
contains much the #ame rort of members na
another, without special dignity or exception-
al qualifications in the wny of wealth or
ability, should be regarded as bent upon
playing the part of an oligarchy, and tumming
the democracy topsey-turvey just to see how
it would look. But that Is the sort of tone
adopted at present whenever a hitch takes
place betwoon the Upper and l.ower Houses
of Legialature in our colonies. It pleases the
people who are tho freest on the face of the
earth to be told they are slaves to a time-serv-
ing Council ; and in onecase at least popular
feeling has run so high that not only the
Ministers, but the representative of the Queen
bimself, was awept away by it, and together
sauctioned some verv improper acts. Fven
at this moment the Council and the Assem-
bly are again at varlance in two colonies;
there Is bitter dirpute still raging on a con-
stitutional question in a third ; and the whole
Constitution itself is about to undergo modi-
ficatlon n a fourth. That is surely enough
at ono time. It remains for a Liberal Minia-
ter, who cannot with the same point as a Oon-
servative be accnsed of undue sympathles
with mere property-holders, to lend his ‘aid
in the settlement of these prickly questions.
There is a growing inclination to appeal . to
the Home authorities for counsel and assist-
ance in such matters. Tho old jealousy of
the Celonial Office has to a great extent died
down, and it is now understood that advice
given is directed only towards ome cad—to
the improvement of the government of the
cclopy which applies forit.

It bas beon well sald that for the last three
centaries, history has been merely a con-
spimoy sgunst tmth, And especially has
this been true with respect to English
history, or rather, the recorded interpretation
of English prejudice. 'When & brutal mon.
arch claimed supremacy in Church and State
and severed England from the center of Catho-
lle Unity, he was meraly resuscitating the old
numeri imperatoris—tbe divinity of the em-
peror,—which, of iisell, proved the last de-
gree of corruption on the part ofthe rnler and
of abject slavery amoag the people. When
Henry VIII's calamitous rebellion succeaded,
his first move, after robbing the Ohurch of her
lawtu] property, was to compel his subjects
not only to scquiesce In his tyranny but to
positively defend it. The literateurs of that
day were easily purchasable, and writers took
their cue not from truth, but from the liking
or disliking of the monarch. His purpose was
to justily his conduct before the eyes of the
world, aud to offer an apology for deeds which
passion might mitigate but reason must con-
demn. The venal writers of his time turned
furiously upon the old Church and defaced
her by the most abominable calumnies. They
harrowed the ribald abuse of Luther, and im-
proved upon the deadly hbate of Calnin.
Every doctrine of the Catholic Church was
misrepresenied ; her practices became the
subject of gross buffoonery; her relatives
with Kings and peoples were distorted ; the
pure derations, consecrated by the ages of
iasith, were held up to Mackeny, until at
Jength, feeble old age and tottering infancy
learned only to hate, and substituted for the
piety of their ancestors the fernicious cry of
uno popery!” That cry became the only
dogma In which all belioved ; the battle cry
of heresy : From Henry’s times to our days,

the cry bas been the same.

Until quite recenily the most unfounded
charges against the Catholic Church have
been accepted, a3 a matter of courss, by the
uvufortunate heirs of Enpgland’s apostacy.
The sources of English literature had been
poisoned, nnd, though the streams pgrew
wider as it advanced, it lost little or none of
its o}d maligneney. XKach generation paseed
over the pages of falschood and misrepresen-
tation, nud the sad inheritance of prefudice
and celf-deception was handed down from
father to gon as a precious guerdon of justice
nnd religion- As we recede from the first
age of the preudo-reform the responsibllity
for this state of things decreases, and hence
we see every day great intellects opening their
eyes to the truth, and humbly seeking refuge
in thy One Fould of the One Shepherd.

This perverted literature hns even created
an atmosphere of falsehood, if I may 50 speak,
which has, to some extent, affected
cven the honest-minded children of the
Church. They seem, on certain occasions,
to decry discussion and depreciate the open.
ing up of questlons, as if investigation might
strengthen the hands of the enemy. They
are willing to allow too much to the bold
claims of heresy, and Imagine that a )ie is &
half truth when dressed in the respectable
garb of history. ¢ Lia! lie!” cried Voltaire,
« gomethiog will always stick!” Something
sticks on the human side of the Church, and
this is enough to rob thore timorous men of
tho discernment inseparable trom true Catho-
lic manhood.

My friends, there are thousands of suff-
ciently intelligent persons to-day who firmly
believe all that hus been said about the ages
that preceded the pretended Reformation.
They are the Dark Ages, eir; no enlighten-
ment, no reason, no bible, no religlon, no
learning, “no nothink,” as one of Mr,
Charles Dickens' characters might say ; lazy
mouks, intriguing nuns, fat abbots, sins par-
doned for money, moéan subserviency to kings,
deposing kings, slave to the people, friend to
the oligarchy, keeping the people in ignor-
ance that they might the better hold them in
Papal bonds, although it is not explained how
it comes that, now that the people are “up
to snuff” and ¢ posted” by the yress, they do
not abandon those unfortunate @ Papal
bonds,” and wallow in the mire of Luthernn
or - Calvinistic liberty. ¢ Don't attempt to
deny these charges, sir; thers's history | read
it, and besilent!"

Imagining that, perhaps, some honest roul
may be led to look up the grounds of his un-
questioning bellef in the tremendous light
that flooded the world with the dawn of so-
called reform, I have thought proper to insti-
tote a elight comparison between the ages be-
tween the XVIth century and those which.
have since elapsed. I need not add, of
course, that the former are the Dark, the lat-
ter the Light Ages, and that the firat fifteen
centuries were dark because they were Catho-
lie, while the last three, in England at least,
were Light because they were Protestant.

Besides, the very
nalure of errer affords us a negative proof of
the Catholic Uhurch being the sole church of
tends ts disintegration; it falls to piecea of
its own noxicus condition; it generates sects
wkich assail one another, {nst like worms in
# dead. body ; 1n fact; it possesses no consis-
tency, no principle of lasting cohesion. Let
us now fakea glance at the first enemios of
the Church of God, and common sense will:
tell us that a Church that was not of God oould
never have withstood such foes.

. In the first place, we find the Synagogue
farfously opposing the infant Church. 8No
opponent had so plausible an srgument
against the Catholic Church. The Christian
society claimed the holy books revered by
Judaism. The annals of the chosen people
were saved to the Christians. The mighty
events of the Past, patriarchs, prophets, kings
and saints, took their place in the sanctuary
of the Catholic Cburch. The Iaw, thondered
from Sinai, was the essential basis of Chris-
tian conduct, for what was that law but the
Word spoken to man, as He spoke in the
temple and by the placid watera of Gallilee.
Bat one thing the Jews refused to see: the
Word made Flesh—the Messiah, who spoke
guasi auctoniating halbeas, a8 one having aun-
thority. The Eynagogue, thersfore, uprose
againet the Catholic Church,—sought the al-
lisnce of Rome In the struggle,—pursued the
despised handfal of Christians with relentless
hate,—~had on its side wealth, intelligence,
pewer, and everything that ensures success
in & purely human combat. By all ordinary
rules they shonld have easily trinmphed over
the followers of Christ. But they failed—
ignominiously failed! Even while they
boasted of the near approach of trdumpk, the
dark legions of Vespasian and Titus were
rolling np in waves of sullen vengeance
against the hill of Ziom, and the dome of the
deserted temple looked down upon the glit-
teriap spears that closed aronnd about the
doomed walls of Jernselem. A briuf, despair-
ing struggle, and the heathen's foot crowded
the sanctuary, his hard wrapped the temple
in fire, or made the gutters of the city run
full of the blood of delcide thousands, and
Judea's glory was ended for ever.

The second formidable enemy of the
Catholic Charch is suggested by St Paul's
sermon in the presence of Grecian puiloso-
phers. God hag ever baen the #unknown
God" of philosophers. The few exceptions
prove the rale, for cven they, more culpable
thau the rest, turnod thaeir back upon Him
whom they plainly saw. There was a pecu-
liar infiluence, power, force, in Grecian philo-
sophy which is often overlooked. That
philosor by came from Lgypt and the Last.
‘The Egyptints worshipped cats, crocodiles
and cabbages, but they had an esoteric code
of doctrine and philosophy, sacred to the elite.
The iufluence of the beliefs of the Jewish
bondsmen must have been great in Egypt.
The stolid, material geniua of the tawny
dwellers by the Nile might not have enabled
tbem to fully grasp the whole truth, but that
they caught some portion of it I firmly
beticve. Tho genins of Egypt cou!d not
devise a poetic system of mythology, could
not raise the cat, the cabbage, the crocodile
up to the unsubstantial beauty of the post’s
dream. What Egypt could not do, the genius
of Greece accomplished. The old poets of
that beautiful land clothed the gross forms of
eastern idolotry with the vivid colors of an
{magination unequalled amongst men. The
p=ges of Hesiod and Homer were the well-
spring of Grecian idolatry, and captivated the
{utelligence of the people while they pervert-
ed their minds and corrupted their hearts.
But the hints which the Grecian poets had
received from thelr study of the esoteric dae-
trines of Egypt contained a certuin admmixture
of truth, which lent n counsistency to the
mythology of Greece, and, by an unbappy
perversion, which we may witness in our own
times, strengthened the grasp of falsehood on
the soul of men. XNow, auyone who reflucts
a little must admit that philesophy, as the
world understands it, is but man seeking his
end in himself, which is pride. ' The haughty
philosophy of Greece, so well entrenched in
its splendid literature, in its Plato and Aris-
totle, in its Demosthener and Pericles, in ita
Alcibiades and Xenophen, in {ts Sophacles
and -Eurlpides, in its Plutarch and Thacydides,
looked with disdain upon the simple moral
of the Christian dispensation. The Jesus
they had always despised, a..d. yet here were
Jesus coming to teach them—the heirs of
geniua and beauty—a solemn, gloomy. har-
rowing philosophy, which tanght the respon-
sibility of thought iteelf, 'and thundered
against self-indulgence and sensual delights.
Thon did Greeco take down her intellectual
weapons and step forth into the arena as the
avowed champion of Grecian agamst Chris-
tian philosophy. Lverything human was in
tavor of the heathen. Greece had the ear of
the world. Bome was her superior in all

things but mind. Here Greece reigned sun-

preme, for mere human intellect never 1eached
a grenter height than with her. The Catholic

.Church was asgailed by this formidable powar,

which held 1n its own hands all the resources
of dialectics, all tho subtle sophistries of
tralned controversy, At first the heathen
world roared with spplause, and, it is not say-
ing too much, the apparent superiority of
Greciun philosophy sharpened the weapon of
persecution in the hands of imperial Rome.
But a new era dawned upon the world. A
school of great men arose in Alexandria who
tovk Grecian philosopby, Christlanized it, and
compelled it to do duty for God and His
Church. The heathens were enraged to find
their own weapons turned against themselves.

“They exerted all their acknowledged power

the midst of desolation and death, and, in the
darkness, Christianity caught ocoasiozal
glimptes of the Divine Master walking calmly
throngh the storm, éven as He had walked
one troubled night upon the mad sea waves.
Now, though a man may.pot understand an
argument of Athanasins or Augustine, no one
can mistake the argument of death. Truth
alone can fnspire death for truth; and God
is truth. Death for anythinz but truth and
God 15 no wartyrdom; it is a mere eelf-
deluslan and a snare of the devil. In the
oourss of time, all that was worth anything
man paganism began to be profoundly
impressed by the sublims constancy in dying.
The nable wards ot the martyrs, winged wit-
nessas against the tyranny of kings and the
corruption of peoples, sank deeply into the
gouls of thousands of Romsns, so the Church
spread in the very face of its persecutors, ur-
tl the cross entered the imperial paluco and
stooped at the door of the peasant’s cabin,
Still the deluge of blood srose higher and
higher ontil at length the Almighty dispersod
the clouds, fiashed Mis beautiful brow across
the heavens, and Coustantine appesred.

Those were dark ages, looked upon from a
human point of view, but the myriads who
bear their triumphant palms in Heaven this
hour call them light, very light. The Church,
as well ag day, hath ever a crimson dawning,
and none but a divine system could have sus-
tained the dreadful conflict. Let conceited
oracles, who kpock their heads against ques-
tions they do not understandsnd mistake the
ringing in their empty akolls for ideas—who,
from pulpit and press, blow their peony
whistle once a week and imagine the nniverse
is listrning to thelr squenk—who are incap-
able of laying aslde their preconceived
notions and studying truth for truth sake—
let such as these study the Church that
taught and suflered in those terrible first cen-
turies, and they will find her to have been the
Catholic Church and the Catholic Church
alone.

It was Cusarism that urrayed the pagan
forces of Rome against the Catholic Chusch.
The “divine” emperor conld not tolerate for
an instant a religion which despised his false
deity. All was to be 130dered to Civsar; no-
thing to God; just like our Cisarism of the
present day. Now, Cu<arism does not gain &
point against God at any time. Ci'sar awakes
rome flne morning nnd finds that his abject
subjects of yestorday have become fierce,
king-killing, order-contomuing Radicals to-
day, and so his ¢ divinity” is compelled to
sneak through his own capitsl surrounded by
guards coated with mail—an iron-clad
# divinity”—dodging hiz own shadow, aud
fearing, while almost wishing for, death. A
paltry Civsar and a pitifal s divinity.”

Though a large proportion of the Roman
people had listened to the teaching of the
Church and had humbly Luwed to the voke
ot the Gospul, the great mars of the Empire
remnined wedded to the pernicious idolatry
which had dertroyed their morals, and was
now undermining their natfonal life. Fear-
ful excess of all kinds had made the Empire
effuminate, und effvminacy is the deadly foe
ot Christianity. What Lome wanted was ro-
bust manhood; viclent, no doubt, rough,
coarse, even merciless, but still manhood,
vigorous, untainted by the luxuries of the
east and the wealth of oppressed proviaces.

A wysterious influence begins to agitate
the far tribes who roamed on the outskirts of
the old Roman civilization. They were too
insignificant for specific nameg. They were
called  barbarinns. Medurn  research
hns given them names unknown to ancient
times, There never was nny principle of
unions to keep them together. They lived,
tribe after tribe, apart, and more jealous ot
one anather, than the Indians who wande:
the American  plaing  to.day. Suddenly
they ceuso their confused movemvents; some
attractlon draws them together, in spite of
ancient tribal feuds ; their louduers know not
how to explaio theimpulse that hurries them
on. Like gathering clouds, they hang,
charged with electric force, on the Lorders ot
the empire, without an ebject, without o plan
or purpose. From wild Stuppes and Sterile
plains ; from illimitable wilderneuses of ice
asud enow; from the depths of primeral
forests and from burning deserts; from
mountaing and wunknown territories, the
fierce peoples rush wildly they know not
whither or to what end. They are the Lord’s
hunters held in leash by His Almighty Hand.
The hour is about to strike and vengeanc has
prepered fts thunderbolt.

Up, up, Cvsarl Call together your legiors
and your horsemen! Invoke the ancient
spirit which Iaughed at danger and sold con.
temptously the 5Stsl ground of Cannm.
Arise, mighty Rome, in your wratb, and
sharpen your sword for the contest! Cuast
your eyes to the north and behold the awiul
specter of destruction that holds in hisight
hand the flashing spear that is to driak thy
life’'s blood! Quick, for the day of doom is at
hand !—Bat, the ancient spirit was dead !

Carpe diem! sang Rome; enjoy the pass-
ing born] Mirabeau cried in death! ¢ Crown
me Wwith roses; let me die to the sounds of
sweet musicl” That was the disposition of
pagan Rome. Her emperor was baving his
statues erected and murdering the bage com.
mon fellow who refused to fall down and
worship them. The influence of the nunen
imperatoris—of the ¢ divine emperor"—still
lingered in the imperial mind Satraps were
revelling amid the spoils of robbed provinces
and laughing at tbe agonized appeals of their
victims., The seund of the lash never ceased,
nor the patient moan of the slave. The
marble palaces ot Rome, were gay with proud
ladies and baughty nobles, who spoke soft
notbings in society and cast slaves alive into
thefr fish-ponds, to feed their carp and nels
when at home. A high, a noble, s refined
society, that talked politics, quoted Juvenal
and Horace, and sang love songs of Sapho in’
the original. A society that boasted of Numa,
of Cincipnatus, of the Scipius, of the grand
old days of Roman glory, and fancied that it
was heir of the virtues a8 well as the renown
of those illustrious times. The pleasant
Romun pgardens were thronged with the
« privileged classes,” for Rome had its Rot~
ten Row, and, like all such exclusive quartars,
it was very rotten indeed. :

- % Lot the Lord arise and let Hig enemies be
gcattered 7' The crimes of Rome, the blood of
the saints, cried to Heaven, and the word was
spoken. Like an alpine torrent, Jike the rush
of Niagara, the executors of God's wrath
swept, amid & whirlwiad of flame and blood,
over the affirighted empire. The imperial
legions” disappeared -hefore the ministers of
vengeance like snow from before the sun's
torrid ray.  Tho flames that rolled up in
billows towards the stars 1it up the crashing
walls of marble palaces. ‘‘The shrieks of
-‘Rrman ladies, stroggling in'the.rude .grasp of
‘the' barbarian, mocked the dying moments of
the jeunesse doree who hiad flitted about them in
the punshine of prosperity.’ The foundations
af soclety were shaken to pieces ;law ‘wasa
‘mockery ; brute forceruladall: . - . :

had spent its force. What?! Did the com-
paratively vouthful Church survive that
which prostrated mighty Romea? i Babold, I
am with you.” Remember thote words, and
coase to wonder! In a fow centuries we fiud
the new masters of the world sufficiently
olevated and civilized to makea Charlemagne
possible. Who was the civilizer? What
principle of law, order and homanity inform-
od the barbarous hordes and changed them
fato wholly difterent beings? It was the
glorioas Mother of Nations, the Catholic
Church! Let the enermies of that Church
hang their heads with shame when they pipe
thelr little whistles against the clviliziog, en-
lightening influence of God's true Church!
There is history ; read it and learn the truth!

One word as to Mahometanism. Constan-
tinople opposed the head of the Catholic
Church, at first in disciplinary matters, but
afterwards in more serious things. « Rome
kept people In ignorance ; tyranized over men,
and curbed thelr reason and liberty ;’ so sald
Constantinople. Strange! Rome was the
first and last foe of Islamism, while Constan-
tinople was the last victim of tha Crescent.
Rome’s ignorance waa wiser than the enlig/iten-
ment of the Lower Empire! And so it will
be found in all ages, in epito of melancholy
gentlemen who love a picus lie.

Now we have arrived at the epoch of
Chsrlemagne. Dark centurlee have been
passed, but, let me ask, does the Cathollc
Church, or does she uot, stand in a creditable
light up to the time of the resuscitation, iv the
petson of the great Frank rulerof the \Westtrn
Empire? If her mnoble eflorts for God, s0-
ciety and morality be denied, then I say no
more. A telescope is useless to a man who
will not see. Itis not the darkness of the
ages, but the darkness of his own mind that
is the trouble with the individual who is fond
of talkiny against the Cnibolic past. How
often bhas he helped to buckle on his father’s
sword for some true.-bluo Protestant feast—
5th November, for Instance—and conld it be
possible that his noble sire was a fool? BSo,
be takes for granted every story that agrees
with hia mother's words and hia father's con-
duct, and has less chance, in the midst of
civilized society, to find out the trauth than
has Cetawayo, King of the Znlus!

The empire of Charlemagne waa strikingly
providential. The Cathollc Church prepared
the way for the great warrior-king’s sceptre.
it was nocessary that a civil ruler, a great
genius,—what our Gorman friends cull &
many-sided man, — should hold wuniver-
sal sway during the traunsition period
from the oldto the new order of civilization.
It was necoessary that the stamp of equal law
and similar, though not identical statuter,
should be spread throngliout the christiau
warld, ga that when Europe was divided into
different autonomies, legislation should not
be left to the whkim of kinge, nobles or
peoples, who would of course favor each its
own class, and thus render national stability
an utter imposgibility, Tho Ler Romana, the
ler communis, wos christinniaed by the Popes
aud was muade the foundation npon which the
superstructure of Charlemagne’s vast etopire
was built. “I'bus o unity of law was arsured
to posterity, uad international obligation,
the individuality and vet respousibility of
nutions, wag permanently guaranteed. The
wotk done by the Catholic Church of that
critical period of the world's hiatory fixea
forever the spirit of Europe, which ig, nud
thallremoin christian in spite of tho rkeptical
clements let looss in the sixteenth century,

When Charlemnsgne's empire had done its
allotted work, it passed away. A vast cen-
tralization is not favorable to national pros-
perity or the happiness of peoples. The
Russia of to-day,—a mnss of incongruous op-
posiog e.ements without order or cohcison—
may be taken ns an [llustration of the truth
of my observation, History will yet furnish us
» furtber example on this continent. When
the time comes for the different partions of
the United States to assert their automoony, we
sLall see five nations emerge from the bosom
o1 tho Great Repnilic. 'The Pacific, Western,
Central, Kastern and Soutlern States will Bet
up for themselves. Cannda will cast in her
lot, a3 nature points out, with the Wesatern
power, and we shall have an almost exact re-
petition of the process by which the empire of
Cherlerrngne was broken up.

Itistime now that I should approach the
particular subject of my lecturs, merely re-
mnarking that a Church which had christian-
ized Europe and remodelled the very basis of
socluty, nrcending to the spirit of the Gospel,
would nct be likely to undo her own work,
stultify hec recard, and changse her natare
during the centuries which preceded the so-
called reformation, She had been the
teacber, the guardian, the friend of man
through thestorm. The spirit of Christ was
her spirit, therefore abe could not chamge
when thesun of prosgperity shone upon the
peoples she had evangelized and saved.

Ageuts for #« Weber,” -
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Death of a Canadian Pioneer.

On the 14th of May, Michael Foley, of
Ramsay, Lauark County, passed away from
this life full of years and honor. He was one
of the old landmark of Western Canada, came
to it when It was a wenk colony, and leit it
when it formed part of a great confederation.
The deceased gentlemen was well-known and
respected, and his loss fs unlversally re-
gmstted. He was the father of Patrick Foley,
one of the editors of the New York JIrisk
Worid. Wo clip the the following from the
Almonte @a:eite :—

In the death of Michsel Foley, Lanark
County has lost another of her earliest,
hardiest and worthiest pioneers, Mo had
been & resident of this county for the past
sixty years. Born in Co. Carlow, Ireland, in
1792, he came to this country fn 1820,and set
to work to hew outa home inthe then un-
broken wilderners. The difliculties to be en-
counterad in this herculean task were 50 very
great that many bad given it up as hopelese.
Bnt he still persoverad and finally triumphed.

His descriptions of the primitive style of
roughing {t in the woods always seemed to
carry bia listeners away back intothe early
ages of discovery and the adventurc. The
proprictor of a leading New York newspaper
while trave'ling throngh Canads, in 1875,
was 50 intensely interestod in these descrip-
tions, that he published a length report of
them in his newspaper. We give only a fow
paragraphs,

t A Caxaman Daxiee Doonk.—
But who, while contemplating Canadian
prosperity to-day, fully appreciate the hard-
ships and difficulties in the way of the early
settlers? Not many! 1 got into company
with one of these old settlers. 1lis namo is
Foley—a venerable old man of eighty-three.
Ho emigrated in  1820—fifty-five yoars ago—
the very year the illustrious Dr. England, of
Cork, was made Bishop of Charleston. In the
village of Almonte, near which hoe lives, only
one white man resided half n coentury ngo!
It bas now churches, schoolr, hotelg, raflrond
communication, and four or five woollen mills
—one of which I8 the largest In Americn. 1
passed a night in the hospitable house of this
worthy Irigh Canadian, and listened with in.
teresttohis reminiscences. Tho Qovernment
bad given him a grant of 200 acres. Round
about bia place was n dense forest. [le went
thither A young man of thirty, with axeon
shoulder, and cut a path into the midst of
hig # farm.” The primeval inbabitants—the
wolves nad bears—did not give him a very
cordial grecting. Hix house cousisted of a
hole dug inte the side ofa hill, near n stream;

THE “EVENING POST”

It may be of interest tothe readers of the
Tror WirTsess to know that the immediate
cause of the suapension of the Posr was the
witbdrawal of the fast printing press by the
owners, Messrs, Hos & Campany, New York.
When the Posr was started, the press was
rented from the Hoe Company on the follow-
ing conditions :—Messrs. Mullin and Whelan
to psy $5,500 purchase money, $1,000 down
and the balance at the end of six months,
when, if they liked the bargain, the $1,000
was to be considered part payment, but, If not,
it was to be forfelted for six month's rent and
the press to be given up to the Hoe Company.
The thousand dollars was accordingly
paid at the start, but at the end of the
six months they found another press
that suited their purpose better, and
consequently notified the Hoe Company
to withdraw the one rented, who at this junc-
ture maintained that the press would have to
be delivered In New York, free of all expense
and duty. This would involve an expeunditure
on the part of the lessors of over $3,009 for duty
slone. The proprietors demurred to this and
the affair went into the Law Coarts. After
eighteen months in litigation, Mesars. Mullin
& Whelan obtained final judgment in the
Court of Review, which gave costs against
the plaintiffs. It was during the peried the
press was in litigation that the charter for the
Company was obtained and steps taken to
raise the stock in the hope that when judg-
ment was given the money would be torth-
coming to parchase another press, or
the one in litigation if the Hoe Com.
pany were more moderate In their
demaunds. As stated in the valedictory,
however, the money was not paid up, but even
then Mr. Whelan offered Messra. Hoe 54,500,
the amount they were originally willing to
gell at, irrespective of stock and on his own
individual responsibility. The offer was re-
fused except the costs of the snit were de-
frayed us well, a demand which was preposter-
ous when the judgment is considered. This
statement is made as there is considerable
discussion carried on as regards the merits of
the case, and in order to clear up matters and
place the respounsilility for the Post suspen-
sion upon the proper shounlders, namely, those
who subscribed to the capital stock and re-
fused to pay when the calls were made. Mr.
Whelan was laid under no more obligation to
pay the money than on any other stockholder,
but he made the offer because he was sincera,
and really Lelieved, and still believes, the
Post's future would have been a brilliant one
financially, if the stockholders performed tkeir
obligations, but as events have shown, he
would still bein no better position personally
after adding this to the thousands of dollars
he already advanced over and above his
proper share, for the success of an enterprise
he was mainly instrumental in calling into
existence, not to make money, but to supply an
absolute necessity. We may add im reference
to this, that legal proceedings will be imme-
diately instituted agalnst recalcitrant stock
subscribers, when the public will be able to
form an idea as to the parties who subacribed
and who would not pay, and who are unwill-
ing to perform either a legal or & moral
obligation.

To still further attest their sincerity, the
originators of the enterprise are still not
ounly willing, but anxious to resume publica-
tion of the PosT, and bind themselves to resume
if the stoockbolders come squarely for-
ward and pay Aan amount sufficlent to
justify thelr action, and if- .those who
profess themsel ves interested take up the bg-
1ance of the stock remaining unsabscribed, so
a8 to enably them to purchase & press at once,
or if the enme parties are willing to take up
the stock af those who are either nunable or
unwilllng to honor the names they voluntarily
inscribed on the atock list. All the necessary
materials for a daily paper are still on hand,
except the prees, so that there is no difficulty
in resuming if the willingness is mnani-
fested. The services of a thorough news-
papsr man as general manager need be no
difficulty, as the Company, before the sus-
pension, were in negotiation with such a man,
and could procure his services if required. If
the money is forthcoming there will be no

THE SALVATION ARMY,

We have lately seen a detachment of the
Salvation Army comae to this continent, from
England, to conquer it to Evangelism, but we
have not yet heard if it has succeeded in
effecting its purpose. This Salvation Army
has its headquarters in London, and, as may
be inferred from its name, it affects military’
titles. Most of the officers are women, and
we read of such names as Mra., ¢« General®
Booth, Mrs, * Captain” Reynolds, «Lieuten-
ant” Mrs. Strong, and 50 on down to the
« Sergeant,” Mrs, Buster, The Salvation
Army’has no rank and file, but before the
campaign is over the great unwashed, who
are always converted on such accasions by
the great emotional, will form the corporals
and the privates of the grand army. At a
meeting lately held at Whitechapel, at which

No matter how crasy an
expedition a religious fanatio may organize in
London, money is forthcoming to assist him
or her, provided its object is not to convert
the home population, Is there a proposition
started to send a hundred missionaries to
Soudan, Exeter Hall cheerfully supplies the
cash, or & million bibles to the Maories of
New Zealand, or a cargo of tracts to Pata-
gonia, Exeter Hall is ready, and Exeter Hall,
or the class whose name is chiefly connected
with that institution, it i3 which has sent ont
the Army of Salvation. We read in Bleak
House of a lady whose heart was always
yearning to convert the natives of Central
Africa, and who was president of a large nom-
ber of societies with that and kindred objects
in view. This philanthrophic creainre might
be seen wonding her way to the meetings
with shoes down at the heel, to the neglect of
her own small children, who rosmed about
like young eavages with hair unkempt and
dirty faces, It is not unlikely that a good
many of the old dowagers who give 8o fresly
of their money for the conversion of the
world do not look at home, Ia Whitechnpel,
for inslance, where the meeting we have re-
ferred to was held, they might find a few
thousande requiring religious education,
though not of the description 8o cheerfully
given hy Lady Calrns and “ General” Mrs.
Booth. There may be many under their
sanctified noses who, like the author of the
following, might be the better for a little
conversion ;:—

* So fare you well Whitechapel birds,
And ye who kecps a fence,

I'm golng 1o Australia,
But not at my own expense.”

Itis to us a matter of doubt whether Moody
and Sankey, ¢/ hoc genusomnes, or all the camp
meetings and revivals since the days of Whit-
field, or all the emotional spouting of un-
authorized persons, have ever really con-
verted one sinmer, and it 18 doubtful if
the Salvation Army,composed, asit is, for the
most part, of foolish, iliterate women, will
bave any better success. Thers {8 a good
deal of wickedness carried onat revival meet-
ings, but little or no conversion, those re-
ported boing merely emotional creatures who
would follow a dervish or a Buddist if he
made the amount of noise necessary to attract,
and if his gesticulations was to their liking.
Let the Salvation women mind their own
spiritual business first, and if they find thelr
souls secure let them then dedicate their
spare (me to induce the English laboring
clagses to go to church at least once a week.
When these things are done it will be time
enough to attend to Americaand Ireland, and
Germany and France,

Salvatimmediately
Instituted n search, and discovered that the bali-
way was oa fire, The alarm was then promptly
sounded, but nothing more is known of the
manner In which the fire started.

THE LARKIN MURDER,
VEWDICT OF WILFUZL NURDER AGAINST DOLAN,

‘The Coroner's jury, held in re the Larkin
murder case, returned a verdict, on Friday, of
wilful marder against Martin Dolan. Larkin
was stabbed by Dolan on the 17th, and died
on the 218t of May, four days Iater. The fol-
lowing synopsls of the evidence will explain
the matter :

JAMES PRENXDERGASY testified that he and
deceased were at his (witness) moiliar’s door
on the night of Sunday the 15th, about 100°clock,
and Dolan came down the road and anked what
they weore talking nbout, and said although he
ha em. ane arm he was a better menthanthe
dec . They took Larkin into the house and
then got Dolanaway. butafterthey left him he
fo'lowed them; they took him to the csrner
again and he Rajd he would not roturn, Wit-
nessand his frlend went to his mother’s house ;
about half-past one they went out totake Larkin
home, but at the corner of Eleanor street met
Dolan agzaln ; he asked where Larkin was, and
someone said he was gone home: Larkin satd
hewas there, and Dolan raced up to Larkin:
Larkin knocked him Aagainst the fence, and
afterwards Dolan got ane hand round decensed's
neck, and with thy other secmad to be hitting
him lotheribs; Larkin cried out that he was
atabbed, and fell on his kneea: while he wns
daown, Dolan ranto hilnt and hit him in the ribs
agaln ; Larkin got up and ran, and Dotan went
after him ; witness was running to stop Dolan,
when his mother got hiold of bim. and enlted out
“Murder, Police!’ Afterwands the police came
up; witness did not know the cause of the row,
ho sald they were all tndrink.

DAXal ERWIN, emploved at Porcheron's to-
baeco factory, corrobornted the witnesses as to
the row nt 1l on the Sunday nighkt, and nlso
the second occurrence, when Larkin wwas
ftabbed. Headded: Whenthey left Prender-
gR8.’y to gohome, they hnd o nattle of beer at
the gate; befire the row, Dolan tnok a knife
from his pockst, und opened itin Eleannrstreot ;
he showed the opened blade, and &rld ** Do you
see that 2" Witness replled “Yes,” and Dolny
ithen sald , “I will rip him up with that.” Wit
ne~s eaught hald af Dolan by his arms and told
him to put the knife np: Dolan replied, if he dld
not 2o away ha would stick the knife through
him too; Dolan then ran ahead and arked for
Larkin; at that time Nolan was holding Lar-
kin against the fence: when Larkin heard hils
name called he spranc into the atreet and b ows
ensued,and Dnlan stabbed hisantaronist severnl
times: witness then ran across the road with
the witnerr McHuch to Mrs. McGauvran's, and
remained there half an hour ; then they went to
Prendergast’s and Miss Prendergast told him she
thought her brother was arrested, and they
went to the station to see, but were afraid togo
in ; they henrd Dolan talkingin the statinn;
Mr4. Prendergast came out, and they went home
with her.

Dolan was rent for trial to the next Court of
Quecn’s Bench.

COMMERCIAL UNION WITH THE
STATES.

WHAT MR. PERRAULT SAID ON BT. DENIB HTREET.

A meeting of citizens was held on St. Denis
street on Thursday night, at which about
five hundred people were present. The ob-
ject of the meeting was to take into consider-
ation the state of the country and the deair-
ubility of effacting a commercial unlon with
the States. Mr, Perrault made a very power-
fnl and eloquent speech, of which the follow-
ing is the substance :—

The present outlook was enough tomake even
the most sangulne despalr of the prosperity of
Canada. The beat established commercianl
firms, the most powerful financial institutions,
felt the welght of the burden and fell into bank-
ruptey, 11, in 1879, the declared insolvenis owed
830,000,490, and in five yeara the amount due
from insolvents was $180,000,000. Our unhappy
country cannot gatn aliving either by farming
or mechanical trades,and they are emlgmtlniby
milllons. Property, urban or agricultural, had
fallen to & half, someiimes even to n quarter, of
jta value. Andtihis would continue it the coun-
try persisted in its presont evil economical ecn~
ditions. Compare Cnpada with the Unlted
States. Beparated only by an imaginary line,
we had lands as ferttle as theirs, with mines of
eoal, irou, copper, phosphates, silver and gold.
The great River St. Lawrence, with its laterlor
seqs, bathed the shores of both countries, and
carrled the produce of both to the ocean. The
population was equally fate/ligent, laborious
and moral; yet while we saw in the United
States enormous’progress, which made them the
wonder ofthe nge for thelr lncalculable agricul-
tural, industrial and mineralogleal prosucts, n
people of 50,000,000 after only & century of axist-
ence, we saw foreign emigration, even that from
Great Britain, avolding our shores. Even our
own popnlation was regretfully leaving its own
conntry 1o swell the current flowing towards
the United States, Our Federal Government, in
ten years, has run into debt $100,000,000, whilte
the American Government has pald off
$1,000,000.000, of itsdebt, a fact without example
in the history of national inanee, The unfortu.
nate Province of Quehes owes $17,000,000, all
contracted inien years, and has an annual de-
flelt. of $800,:00, Cur whole present debt of
$400.000,000, of which the interest 18 $25,000.000,
representisa n vast aggregate of labor, whase re-
sults annually leave and lmpoverish the coun~
try. To the same degree as the United Btates
should be proud. should we be mournful over
our position. Then the United Btates, with
these 50,000,000 oI people, offer a vast mailzet for
the pro&uc of all industries, while our 4,000,000
make a fleld too limited and too poor to nourish
our manufactories. Thelr manufacturers not
only consume all the alimentary producis 6f
thelr own localities, but 80 per cent of these of
the agricultural states of the west. Our manu-
facturers, on the contrary, offer & very
insufficient market for our own .agri-
culturalists. We must,  therefore, export
them on Truinous counditions, elther to
the United States in the face of prohibitive
dutles, or to England where they can only be
sold after paylng freight, commissions, &e.,
equally disadvantageous. It 15 for us to eschew
sentiment in favor of material interests. Such
a commerclal union would restore prosperity to
our flelds and cities, would double the value of
property, wonld engaze American capital ta de-
velope our mines now lylng unproductive., We
ghould have an unlimited market for our.pro-
ducts, which would give life to our ratlways
and inland navigation, would furnish tork to
the laboring olasses, and would restore to the
country our expatriated feilow countrymen. Is
i not our duty to step this disasirous emigra-
tion, whioh continually saps froin our nation
tbe best of 1ts blood ? Manifeatly a great duty
is imposed upon us 8s citizens and men of
heart, who do not desire passively to agsist. at
this terrible spectacle of nationkl ruie. Hasita-
tion i no longer allowable ; it would be highly
culpable, @ therefors make an .carnsst ap-
peal to all our compatriots of whatever party
or whatever origin. Allke interested in saving
the nation, we ought &1l to unite in demandiog
and obtaining as our best means of gafety, com-
mereclinl union with the United States,

FNEPARATIONS FOR THR FRTE DIRU—RAIN IN-
TERFERES TO YRAEVENT THHE PROCESY10N.

The preparations for the Corpus Christi pro-
censlon this Feur were of the most elaborate and
axtensive nature, not only in Montreal bnt in
the surrouadivg localities, and hiad it not been
for the rain, which came down unintermittingly
all day on Sunduy, Montreal would have wit-
nessed the grandceat religious celebration seen in
theelly furyenrr. Thoearcheserected wereof the
mosl gorgeous description, and the general de
curations surpassed anything Montresl has ever
seen, In Cote St. Louls, St. Jean Baptiste Vii-
Inge. Hochelaga. the ‘I'muuneries and uther out-
Iying villages the efforts made were both sue-
cerstul and creditable. The roads for miles
were lined with saplings fo such un extent ax 1o
resempblo asmall forest.

There were fourteen archies erected, including
annrcade some fifty feot inlength on Nt, Joseph
street, and ali, of enurse, surmouoted by a cross.

It was sur-
mounted by n very tall glit cross und globe. and
on one side was a picture representing 8t, Peter,
and on the other the Pontlfical Armssurmount-
ed by the lpseriptinon 1ive Leon XI1IL—T1ive [e
giceesscur e st. Pierre. The other Inscriptions
on this arch were, HHosanna Alleluia, worked
1nevergreens and Kece Panis Angelorum. The
Stars and Stripes formed a coverlng to the roof.
On Mountain sireet, nt the corner of 8chools
houne street, stood & plain arch with a figure of
8t. Joseph in the centre. At a short distance
betore it was suspended & large crown and cross
covered with plok and white muslin, In the
xear of Bouaventure market was crected the
Altar at which 1t was proposed to halt the pro-
cosslon. It had been very elaborately construct-
ed and ornamented, but the rain in the morning
had caused it to be dlsmantled. On the other
stde of the street, in the suop window of No, 95
Mountaln atreet, was arrauged another altar,
The cccupants of the house had exhib.tad great
taste in glving this evidence of their plety, for
the altar contuined a number of articles, parti-
anlarly two hands worked iu wnx ropresenting
the stigmeuta, which made it very striking snd
impressive. On St, Antolne sirect, atthe corner
of Blgson street, another pretty arch was erect-

It bore two inscriptlons as follows:—Jn
Hoe Signo Vinces and Marie Conrue Sanz
Pecrhe.  Plalnarches were erected on the corner
of 8t. Antoine and Windsor streets, and on the
eorner of St. Antoine and Calhroda{ atrects, the
former belng surmounted by n very large cross
in evergreen. On the corner of St. Antoine
slreet and t¢, David's Lano stood a sptendid
arch.

MURDER, ARSON AND SUICIDE.
TIHE HOMICIDE DEAF AND DUMR,

81, JouN. N. B., May28.—A terrihle tragedy,
the like of which ias seldom oerurred in this
Province, took place on Saturday night in the
Purish of Simouds, about two miles Irom St.
John, An elderly man named John Drury shot
nod killed his brother Edward and alko shot
and serlously wounded his brother Ward ‘Cbé&
man Drury.

John Drury, the
murderer and suiclde, was a denf and dumb
man of 80 yeurs. Edward wag older and was
deaf.

Chipman Drury,
who so nurrowly esoaped death, }s Heglster of
Decds for the County of St, John. One source
of wonder 18 thet the murderer did not injure
any of the women or children in his mad nt.

he horrible afTulr has bhecen the prinecipal
topic of converration, and the sceno of the
tragedy was visited by thousandsof people to-
day. It I8 now quife clear that John Orury
committed the erime becavse of some fancled
wrongs conecrning family vraperty. His elder
brother Charlesdied a few months 1go, and left
all his property to the youngest brother, Ward
Chlpwmnn Drury, with the provisothat heshould
look after John and Edward. Johu was highly
incenscd because he was not left the property
nnd hag been sullen and disagreeable since
Charles’ death, It is thaught he was meditating
the orime during the st weel, for he spontine
1aat two days, 1t 18 eatd, in writing aletter to his
sister, the wife of Chief .Justice Allen, which
letteris expected to glve A clne to tho orlgin of
the trouble. John was atiout the house as usnal
yesterday, and no change In his manner was
noticeable. About8:30 o'clock in the svening.
evidently in nccordance with a well a~ranged
plan, he ‘set fire to nn outhouse; as soon as Lhe
fire was under hendway he entercd the house,
where he found Ward Chipman snoozing in an
arm chalr, with bischildren aronnd him. He
fired at Ward and struck him on tne right side,
Hethen rushed up stairs tolhis awn room and set
firatothe cartains, His brother Edward, seeing
the fire, and knowing nothing of the previous
ocearences, rushed up with & pailof water. Johu
motioned bim to leave, whieh he -did, but as
hlaback was turned John fired athim, the bullet
entering the backof his head, and killing him
instanily. The murderer then rushed into Miss
Drury's room, and placing the revolver to his
right temple, drove a butilet into his brain, By
thistline the fire had apread to seversl outbuld-
ings, and was reaching the dwelling. Ward
Chipman, who was first shot, was able to move
around, and under hig directions the furniture,
otc , was moved out.

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MODEST MICHAEL DAVITT.

The Land League Reception in
Jones' Wood,

A Clear and Forcible Explanation
of the present Movement
in Ireland.

X Means the Entlze Destruction of
Landloxrdism.

About 2,000 persons gathered under the
trees in Jones's Wood yesterday afternoon on
the occasion of the reception given to Mich-
ael Puvitt. The admission tec was twenty-
five cents, and $225 was taken in, but mem-
Yers of the Irish National Land League in
America wore admitted free. Among those
who accompanied Mr. Davitt to the speak-
ere’stand were M :.W. B. Wallace, President
of the Irinh National Land League of New
York City ; John Dillon, Member of Parlia-
ment for Tipperary ; James Redpath,
Btephen J. Meaney. John Devoy, and John
J. Breslin. Afterward, Mrs. Pamnell, mother
of Charles Stewart Parnell, was escorted to
he platform. She was greetsd with cheers.
Miss Anna Parnell accompanied her. On
motion of Deputy Coroner Philip E. Donlin,
Dr. Wallace was made Chairman of the
meeting.

Dr. Wallace said that the meeting was
assembled to give hearty greetlng to a man
who might be looked upon ns a voice ef the
Irish people. Michael Davitt was the father
of the present movement in Ireland. Charles
Ntewart Parnell |[cheers]), from whom the
speaker would take no jot of his well-merited
honors, had admitted that Mr. Davitt was
the parent and progeaitor of the Irish Nation-
al Land League.

Thoe following resolution was then passed
with a shout ofayes:

Resolved, ‘Tbat it is with feelings of no or-
dicary pleasure that we receive in our midst
10-day the father of the great movement now
oz foot in Ireland for the true redemption of
that country, and that we tender him oar full-
¢st thanks in the name of the I:sh National
Land League of New York City.

A delegation from the Robert Emmet Phllo-
Celtic Society stepped upon the platform, and
their leader read an address of welcome to
Mr. Davitt, from which Mr, Davitt returned
thanks in o brief address. At its close he was
introduced to the audience by Dr. Wallace.
He is over the medium height, but he carries
his head forward. He wearz close-cut black
whiskers and moustache. While Dr. Wallace
was making complimentary reference to him
in an introductory speech, the blood rushed
to his faco and his gaze was fixed upon the
fioor. He spoke plainly, and in an argument-
ative strain.”

4)r. Chairman, and ladies and gentlemen,”
ke said, *I feel it almost impossible to ex
press my deep feeling nt the waomth of my
roception to-day. I am not entitled to it. It
i worthy of one who has reudered greater
sorvices to Ireland than 1 have. Dr. Wal-
In-e has dealt too generously with mo. There
arc scores of noble men in Irelund who have
performed the work for which 1 am now
getting credit.

"The work in Parliament is to be a reflex of
werk performed among the people. In the
second place, we are organizing the people.
By the organization of the tenaut farmers of
a parish, of a barony, or of an estate we
ereate a power to oppose the landlord. The
old fable of the bundle of sticks has been re-
pented over and over again at our meeetings.
With such organizatiors in existence can the
Marquis of Sligo crush out a tenant ? If he
aiterpts it he will find the Tenants’ Union
apringing to the front. If a tenant is evicted
he has a better house provided for him by
the union. If a man is sent to prison un-
justly by a landlord the union provides for
his tamily and keeps his children at school.

« There is pot ono tenant farmer in all
Ireland that would dare to take to-morrow a
house and farm from which another tenant
farmer had been evicted. The house re-
mains unoccupied and the land remains un-
4illed. The man that dared to till the land
would have his_name placarded all over the
parish by the Iocal union, and it would be
read in Dublin, It wouldn’t be pleasunt
living for him in his parish. (Laughter.)
"Phis is the work now being performed by the
Land League, and it will be continued until
no vestige of eviotion remains. I have no
doubt that in Leinster, Munster, Connaught,
and Ulster meetings of farmers are being

There ave
generous, broad-minded Americans, to0o,
whose sympathy has gone out toward Ire-
land. There are Americans who have
climbed the hills of Connemara and visited
the mud cabing of Roscommon, aud who
have bronght back reports to their country-
men of the worst lanc-holding rystem in the
whole world, ‘The Americans are a clear-
headed people. The sentimental question,
I fear, they have never underatood, but the
practical question they will and can under-
stand. America gave more to Ireland’s re-
lief in 1847 and 1848 than all the other
countries put together. ‘Twice in the pre-
sent generation America has rescued the
Irigh from starvation. I hope this will be the
last of Ireland’s famines. We have fruitful
plains.

« The spirit of the Irishman’s ancestors is
animating him. The spirit was never so
strong before, and never were Irishmen so
well organized, The spirit has made them
Leep a firm grip upon their rent as well as
upon their cabing. I remember in Galway
standing just outside Father Coigne's little
chapel and seeing thousands of Irishmen
merching up to their place of meeting, not
marching as well, perhaps, as the Sixty-ninth
Regiment, but marching to listen to new
ideas on the Irish question. There cameo
along the young farmers ridiog down from
the mountains. I remember the young priest
steppiag from the altar ot God to that of his
country.  He told the ussembled thousands
that in 1847 and 1848 they had religion
enough to pay their rent, to go into their
cabins and stand up and live. Not long after-
ward the royal constabulary came marching
intothe parish. Fatber Coigne stepped into
his chapel and rang tho bell. Well, in a few
hours the royal constabularly bad disap-
peared.”

At the close of Mr. Davitt's speech three
cheers wera given for him. Then Mr. Dillon
wns introduced. He said tho famine was
nearly over. \When the Land Leagne agitation
began, a report was made to the kFnglish
Government that the movement was of no
account, because its leaders were men little
known and of no character. The principal
leader, it was added, was a liberated convict
on ticket of leava,

This reference to Mr. Davitt made him
blush again and brought more applause.

Wnen I started for Washington one
week before the day of the race I was in better
Physlcul conditfon than ever before in my life.

If I get over this sickness, the way will probably
be opuned for me to meet some of these men
agaln. If m{ present feelings continue I wonld
be wllling to let people think I was going to give
a raceaway, and would take pleasureinleaving
my competitors behind.”

THE POTOMAC BOAT RACE.

HANLAN AN EASY WINNER.

Washingtor D. C., May 6.

The five-mile single-soull race between
Edward Haulan, of Toronto, and James Riley,
of Saratogs, for a purse of $2,000, contributed
by theocitixens of Washington, was rowed
this evening over the Potomac River course.
Havlan took the lead at the start, and io-
creased it as he pleased, winning by three-
sixteenths ofa mile in 36 min., 2 and 4-10th
seconds. Riley's time was 37 min., 31§ sec-
onds. Very little interest in or excitement
over the race was noticeable upon tho strects
or about the hotels. So intensely dis-
gusted was the emtire community at the
Jiaseo of 1ast week, that even to the last hnur
preceeding to day’s race very many were dis-
inclined to subject themselves to the possi-
bility of again being humbugged. Probably
several thousands waited till the first gun
was fired before starting tor the river-side.
Thero was hardly any betting, only a few
small pools at odds of ten to five on Hanlan.
The weather had been intensely warm all
throughout the day, and at 5.30 p.m. when
the gun was fired for the men to get in read.
iness, hardly a breath of air was stirring
to counteract the fierce rays of the sun, which
bent down mercilessly upon the heads of the
expectant thousands, the thermometer indi-

cating 95 degrees in the shade. Notwith-
standing theso discouragements, however,

it was estimated that,at least, 20,000 pcople
witnessed the race from the shore, and the
various steamers and river crafts. Six o'clock
was the hour fixed for the race, and both men
were promptly

AT THE STARTING POINT.

at the appointed time. Lieut. Maxwood, of
the United States Navy, acted as referee and
starter. Dave Ward, of Toronto, was Judge
tor Hanlan, and Col. Frank Jones, of the
Potomac Boat Club, Jadge for Riley. The re-
feree's boat and the “Willlam Bell,” on which
members of the press embarked, were the
only rteamers allowed on the course. Hanlan
baving won the toss, rarprised everyone by
choosing the Washington side of the course,
the Virginia side having been his choice in
the previous race. This change of courses
wag made, it {8 said, with the desire to accord
Riley whatever advantage there might be in
having that side. At six o'clock the two
oarsmen backed into position, and a few
minutes later were given the start. Tbeir
oars seemed to catch water simultaneously,
und both struck out at a terrific pace. Sud-
denly, after taking half-a-dozen strokes, Riley
stopped, losing a full boat length. The cause
was not known urtil the race was over, when
it was learned he had broken one of his foot
straps. Though he lost but two strokes the
length that Hanlan gained upon him he was
never able to cut down, and the rice from the
start to the finish was virtually a stern chase.
Both pulled at the start forty strokes to the
minute,but at the first flag Hanlan had dropped
to 36, and Riley to 8. At the half-mile flag
Hanlan was leading by two open lengths, and
was evidently rowing well within himself.
His steering was faultless throughout the
race, while Riley evinced much nervous-
ness, and lost several lengths by his wild
steering.
AT THE MILE FLAG
Hanlan led by three open lengths, pulling 32
strokes to the minute, while Riley struggled
along at 36, putting into ench stroke all the
force he could command. A short distance
further on and Hanlan stopped rowing and
deliberately dipped a sponge in the river with
which be moistened his head and face, allow-
ing Riley to creep up a length or more. This
operation he repeated half-a-dozen times
durfng the race, but each time instantly made
up the loss on resuming his work. From the
mile flag to the flag marking two and three-
eighth miles from the start, Hanlan preserved
an average lead of about three open lengths.
An eighth of a mile from the turn flug he
quickened his strokes, rowing very fast to
turn, and rounding it handsomely. He
squared away for the finish in 17 minutes
54 seconds, all of ten lengths ahead of Riley.
From this point it was simply a question of
how badly he would defeat his opponent ?
Though Riley pulled pluckily to finish, he
could not close the gap between him and his
antagonist, who left bim as the successive
flags were passed more and more hopelessly
in the rear. ) i

HANLAN CROSSED THE FINISH LINE

the winner of the race and the $2,000 purse
in 36 minutes 2 4-10 seconds, which was 3 of
a minute faster than in his previous race. He
finished 1 minute 19} seconds ahead of Riley,
or about 3.16 of a mile. Riley’s time to the
turniog flag was 18 minutes and 25 seconds.
When Riley reached the finish Hanlan pulled
over to his boat and victor and vanquished
cordially shook hands. Both.oarsmen were
warmly applauded, though the sympathies of
the majority were obviously with RBlley, for
whom everybody bad a kind work.: = This
failure fo win the race evidently caused great
disappointment to the B8pectators, even
though the result had been pretty generally
anticipated, and Hanlan modestly carried off
the honors under the moral protest of those
who had witnessed his easy victory.—Montreal
Gazetle,

Irish Orangelsm. Grattan replied at once,
and after s modorate response from Pitt, who
grounded his antagonism on the plea that the
time for Cathollc emancipation had not yet
artived, the votes were taken. In that House
124 voted for and 336 against considering
the Catholic question ; thus giving intolerance
s majority of 213. At the time when
Grattan thus made his first appearance in
the British Parliament he was 59 years old.
After Dr. Duigenan, surely the heaviest and
dullest of all public men, had replied ina
verbose three hours’ speech to Fox's opening
addrese, Mr. Grattan rose, and there wasa
deep silence at that moment in a House of
450 members. The appearance of the Irish
orator was against him, but he was wonder-
fully self-possessed. His voice was clear and
strong, perbaps not quite mellow, but it was
finer than Burke's, and free from the palpable
Irish accent which was always the object of
{ll-bred merriment among the ultra-English
young members. From his very first sentence
Grattan had the attention of the House, and
speedily its admiration, the latter expressed
by looks and gesture rather than by words.
It was difficult to restrain the [rish strangers
inthe gallery. Attention, apart from Grattan
bimself, was given by the members to the
great party leaders to see how they bore them-
felves on that occasion. It was noticed that
Pitt, who sat rext to Mr. Canning, appeared
anxious but not hostile, now and then nod-
ding his approbation, and shrinking when the
orator became too Irish for the English
audience. In a foew minutes Grattan had got
accustomed to the House, and the House to
him, and the orator though singular became
undeniably successful. Gratten, replying to
Duigenan, said— His speech conslsts of four
parts. First, an invective against the religion
of the Catholics ; second, an invective against
the present generation; third, an invaective
against the past; fourth, an invective against
the future, Herethe limits of creation inter-,
posed and stopped the number. It is to de-
fend these different generations and their re-
religion that I have risen, to rescue the
Catholics from his attack and the Ptotestants
from his defence.” Here in a loud voice Mr.
Pitt cried ont—« Hear, hear, hear.” This was
the signal for his party. His followers
cheered vociferously, and the Opposition then
joined in with shouts of applause. This
scene lasted some two minutes—a long time
in such an assembly—and established
Grattan's success. From that time until May,
1819, when Grattan, making his last speech
for the Catholics, was defeated in the Com-
mons by the trifling majority cf two, his fame
was secure. He died in June, 1820, on the
fortieth anniversary of bis reception of an
address fiom the volunteers of Ireland, for
asserting the liberties of his native land.

XIINTS FOR THE MONTH OF JUNE.

—n

Corn.—Frequent cultivalion 18 necessary to
thao destruction of the weeds while they are
young. A -moot.huui harrow may be used
Wwhile the corn is small, 10 bs followed by the
cultivator and hoe, as'the planta get larger. The
double caltivator with a span of horses, iamore
eocopomical than the single cultivator and a
siogle horse, as it saves ihe labor of one man.
One great advantage of the corn crop, ia the op-

aity furnished for thorough illage, the
Eeneneinl influence of which will be felt through-
ount the whole rotation of crops. The labor
expended upon the growing oorn should be
;:hl?rged in part against the crops that are to
ollow.

Fodder Corn may be sown lu drills, 24 to 8 feet
apart, and at intervalz of ten days, for several
weekns to come. It is nhot well to sow the seed
broadcast, as the 'plunu. to do the best, need 10
be cultlvaled while young, and for Lhis purpose,
drills are necessary. The smaller varieties are

ferable on acoount of superior fineuess of the
der. The notlon that sweet corn is better for
corn fodder than the ordinary fleld sarts, 18 with-
out foundation. That thegrain 1s sweeter in the
former, doea not Indicate that the stalks are any

tiar.

Sweedish Turnips mny be sown thismonth.in
drills, 80 inches apart. A plenty of seed should
be sown, t0 ensure an even stand of plants—2
Ibs. per gave is nat too much. The land should
be well manured, and tborou%xly prepared—a
fine tiith is especially essential to success an old
ground. Thin the glnnts, when the second leal
appears, to at least 12 to 16 inches apart. Partlal
or wotal tallure Is, in many cases, to be attributed
10 defeciive thinning.

Mowhg Machines have come to be an indis-
pensable part of the inachinery of the farm, It
{s & serious loss of time and money to get tn any
large cropsof hay without usiog them. Scythes
may be used around fence coroers, trees, ete .
bat tn open felds they must glve place to the
horse mowers, many kinds of which are so near
perfection that it |5 hard 10 go astray in selecting
one,

Haylng.~Clover and Timothy should be cut
when in full blossom : If allowed to get ripe, the
quality of hay is not so ggod By beginning
early the work need not hurried. Use the
movwer afier the dew 18 off in the forenoon
Cut only ns much as can be well cared for.
It tc often remarked that the average quality
of hay is mot sn zood 8s before the intro-
dociion of the mowing machines, from the
tem;:]l.&t(ou to cut the gras s faster than it can be
cured.

Hay Tedders are Important implements in
conjunction with the mower. Frequent stirring
of the grats, to give the &ir access to all parts
without burnlog the surface in the sun, A&
great ald {n making hay of the best quality.
Grass cut ln the forenoon, aund well stirred with
the tedder, may be put into cocks in the after-
noon, when it wiil cure beiter than if syread
over the surface of the meadow.

Bav Caps are excellent things to protect the
hay from the damage that showers would other-
wise do to the curiog hn(f. They should be
made of stoul cotton, n yard or yard and a half
square, provided with loobs at the corners for
fastaping down with wcO”en pegs. £ well
cared for, a et of cngs w)ll last many years,and
save ceveral times thelr cost.

Sheep Shearlog.—Washing sheep under the
present system of buying wool, will perhaps be
the prevalling practice. If care is tagen to
Keep the sheep ro that the wool will not be
Alled with dirt, It is better nut to wash. Fleecex
should be done up with care, nicely rolled and
securely tled with light twine. When it 18
Emown that & farmer puts up his weol in neat
shape withont any tags, ele., he will oblaln the
highest price. Everywhere, but especially here,
¢+ honesty is the best policy.””

Ticke.—Immediately witer shearing, the ticks
leave the sheep for the longer wool of the
Jambs. The lambs thus Infected shounld be
dipped in a decoction of tobacco stems, which
will destroy the ticks. Several speclal dlps are
in the market.

Potatoes.—The Colorado beetle must be kept
in check by 8 free and judicious use of Pails
xreen,or the equally eflicient and cheaper Lon-
don purple. The liguid method of application,
using some sort of a spriukler, is now most
generally praciised. It must be remember-d
that these substances are doadly polsons, to be
handled with caution and stored in a seoure
place, or serious resuits may follow.

Buckwheat may be sown during this month,
and suay he made & profltable crop, especinlly

- upon newly cleaned ground where the meliow-
ing effects of tha crop are of fmportance. The
silver-hull buckwheat I8 beiter than the
comman varlety, the yleld belpg greater, and
the fAlour from itis whiter and of a Ainer quallty
than the ordiuary sort.

Poultry.—Many chickens are carried off by
hawks, rats, etc.,, unless safe cCoops are pro-
vided, which should be closed at night and not
opened until the dew is off the grasg In the
morning.

Cellars should be ventilated at mnight and
kept closely shut up and dark in the day time.
The outer alr highly charged with molsture,
if allowed to enter the cellar in the
day time will deposit much of 118 molsure upon
thoe cold walls, and the cellar 18 made more
damp instead of dryer by the day ventilation.

Summer-Fallows.—Ia rare cises it may be
weil fo summer-fallew. The object 18 mainly
to kill off weeds that have become plentiful and
are otherwlse diffcult to destroy, especlally on
heavy olay solls. There are 50 many green ¢rops
that may be grown to advantage fixr cleaning
the ground, that it seldom pays to keep a field
idle for & whole feason merely to rid it of weeds.
If it 18 decided to summer-fallow it should be
done with thoroughness that the greatest good
may come from the expensive rest thatls given
to the fallowed Jand.

Pigs for early fall killing will need a regular
and generous fecding of bran and meal slops. A

uantity of milk, with a run ta the grass, will

o meu} good. A little forcing at the stark
payskwe 1for pigs that are grown for tho early
market.

Rubbing Posts.—All who have the comfort of
their animals at heart—and, we may adad,
deslres to Preserve thelr fences intacl
—ghotuld provide u few rubbing posis for the
animals. The pleasure of seeing them used is
pay enough, but there ia more.

Snlt bngsare easliy made and are very useful.
A lew boxes {a the pasture will be 4 saving
of the salt whiol is ¢therwise thrown upon the
sofl and largely lost. Long flat troughs may be

used.

A Horse Fork.—In the hurry of haying, the
saving which is made by using a horse fork
will more than’ pay its coat In a few days
AS a time and labor-saving machine, a horse
fork should beused on every farm of an ordinary

sl 2e.

Working Hortes.—A thorough washing with
clean whaler, not 100 cold, will greatly aid in
keeping the working horses in a good condition;
it removes the accumulated and dried sweat
and dirt much better than dry rubbing. The
harness should be kept clean and sofy that it
maynot gall the anlmals. A little powdered
aloes rubbed on with the oll will keepaway any
insects trat are 1ikoly to infest the harnoss, and
will do no Injury to the horse.

Galves should have a good run of grass. The
Eushlng of them withnut overdoing must be

ept In mind. The first year’s growth deter-
mines In 8 great measure what shall he the
fature of the animals,

NOTES ON ORCHARD AND GARDEN WORK.

‘Whatever the earlier part of the season may
have been the first of June, tace one year with
another, findsthe vegetation of the orchard and
garden equally advanced. The work now Is
principally earing for the growing crops. The
sol]l should be kept free from weeds and well
stirrad, especinlly if the weather is dry. The

t time to - kill weeds s while they are
young, therefore, the hoe, cultivator, and espe-
clally the rake, should be kept in motlon.
Clean culturs {s the only one that pays, and it
c:n be practised only by keeping abend of the
weeds,

of the tent caterpillarthatit is hardly worththe
wblle to keep any such harbors for it near the
orchards.

Pear slugs when so numerous as to do injury,
may be destroyed by dusting the leaves with
l‘tza or ::Eu; even dry earth may be used with

offe .

The Borers of the peach and apple trees are to
belooked to. When once in the iree there {s no
surface remedy. Heaplog earth around the
baee of the tree, or using a close fitting paper
band;will kecp the female Insect from depositing
her eggs. For killing 1the worms the use of the
knife and wire probe is the mowt effectual. Thair
wherabouts {s knowa by the sawdust they make,
and depression of the bark. Use the knife
cauttously.

THR FRUIT GABRDEN.

Currants and Gooseberrles.—A muleh should
bo applied esrly in the season; litter from the
bara-yard, or * chip-dirt” from the wood-yard
may be used. 'or the ‘“worms,” use White
Hellebore, atablespoonful of thedry powder to
a pallful of water, the Hellelore veing scalded
before golng into the pail—apply with a syrln;r'e
or fountaln pump, repeating the application in
a fcw days, and continue until the worms are
all kllled. 1If sboots start on the bushes where
they are not wanted, they should be removed,
thus saving much pruning in the fall, and the
remalning growth is strengthened hereby.
The fruit is frequently seld with greatest profit
while greea, especlally is this the case with
gooreberries, For making jelly pick the frult
when fully colored, but before it §8 ** dead ripe."

Raspberrles.~The green shoots that are grow-
ing now are the ones to bear the next year's
fruit, the fruiting oncs this scason dying after
the berries have ripened. When the growing
shoots rench 4 feet they should be pinched off,
Thoso not required for next year areto be treated
as weeds. The old canesnre to be cut away ufter
frulting.

Blackberrics need much the same treatment
as their near neighbors, the raspberries. The
young canes ure atlowed a little longer grow: b,
and should be pinched at §or 8 feet—all not
neecded are to be removed. Both theyoung and
old canes should be kept upright by using atakes
or trellises.

Qrape vinesone year old set this spring should

row only one shoot ; let it bo the strongest and

8¢ one put forth. Old viopes recently set
should not be allowed to bear this year. The
young growing shoots of old vines should be
tied up before they fall over or are broken by
the winds ; soft cotton twine or bast bark are the
best 1or the purpose.

Btrawoerries.—A mulch of straw, cut hay, or
leaves, should be applied before the fruit begins
Lo ripen, thav the berries may be kept from the
soll,” The picking and packing for market re-
quiresa much care and good judginent. All over-
ripe berrfes should be excluded, as one such will
be crushed nnd spoll the whole basket, The
treatment of the bed after fruiting depends upon
the method of cultivation. In any case the
mulch is to be removed and ths »oll forked over.
When the plants are kept In hills, the runuaers
are to be cut as fast ss they appear. In the al-
ternate syatem they are allowed 1o tnke root be-
tween the rows, and the old plants are removed
luter in the reason. Runners struck in small
pots of sotl will bo ready to plant out tn August,
and will glve a good crop next year, Layer
the earliest nnd strongest runners for this pur-
pose.

KITCHEN AND MARKET GARDEN,

This is the time when the rake and the hos
count for so much is the success of the season’s
wark. The weeds must be kept down, or much
of the labor of preparation and planting is lost.
It is observed that the rake is put before the hos,
and it should be so in the garden! A frequent
use of along and sharp-touthed stecl-rake will
save much hard hoelng, and at the sume time
keep the soil in a better condiltion for the youog
growing plants.

Sowing for sucecession 18 8 mseful method of
prolonging the season of many vegetebler, and
should be more gonerally practised. By sowlng
benns. peas, corn, ete., at intervals of & week or
§0, these valuable vegetnbles may be had
through theseason.

Asparagus.—After peas have come the plants
should be allowed to grow up in order that the
green folinge may accumulale food for next
spring'aearly growth. A coating of manure may
be rdded. Keep all large weeds out ; the smail
ones will not grow after the ground s densely
shaded by foliage.

Beauns.—If the weather has Leon cold and
hackward, and injured the Limas, put in more
atonce. Theose and other pole benns need at-
tention 1o make them all take to the poles. Sow
bush sorts, as the ** Refuges” for successicn and
pickling.

Beets and Carrots.—Sow the matn erop if not
done already. Keep the weeds out and the soll
Jooge, A successlon of the * Egyptian” to use
while young should bezown,using thethinnings
for greens.

Cabbage and cauliflowers need frequent hoe-
ing. Plants for late sorts in seed.beds rhould not
bo too crowded ; they need weeding frequently,
and {f {nfested with the cabbage-worm, sprinkle
with ashes.

Cucumbers.—For pickles, sow until the middle
of the month. Drills are preferrcd, 5to7 feet
apart. The ground should be well manured, by
plowlpng furrows, and putting it in, and covering
with an inch or so of soll. From 12 to 20seeds
per foot In the rows, gives a falr share for the
striped bug. which is quite certaln to give them
a call. So soon a8 plants appear, dust with ashes
or fine lime, and when well started, thin Lolhree
feet apart.

Corn,—Plant at frequent Intervals, A top
dresslng of guano ta excellent. Hoo often.

Celery.—If{ the plauts inthe seed-bed gertoo
!%rzﬁ, cut off thelr tops, thus making them
stocky.

Egg plants are the Jast things to go ont ; they
do but llttle before hot weatlier comes, and If
put out too sroon, get stunted by co:d nights.
Set out the plants in rieh, warm soil. Abund-
ance of manure and care are needed for good
Bugeess.

Lettuce.~It s of llttle use to plant lettuce nt
thlﬁseason, as it quickly runs up and goes to
secd.

Onions need frequent weeding. For near
market, half-grown onlons put up in small
bluuchea. are more profitahle thian when left to
ripen.

arsnips and sals!fy should be thinned to b
Inches in the row, snd hoed frequently, that the
weeds may not get & start.

Peas.—Sow for succession, until the -hot
webn.t.her of summer comes, after which they do
not pay.

Pe‘;:pers.-Sot. out In warm well-manured

place.
Rhubarb.~The flower stocks should be kePt.
cutoff. Do noi gather the leaf stalks {oo late In
the season, as it exhaurts the plant,
Bquashes.—11e  winter sorts should be
planted now.
