VOTES AND PROCEEDINGS, HOUSE OF COMMONS.

OTTAWA, THURSDAY. 8tn FEBRUARY 1888.

To-day being the first day of the meeting of the First Session of the Fifth
Parliament, for the Despatch ~of business,—John George Bourinot, Hsquire, Clerk of
the House of Commons, Donald William Macdonell, Gustavus William Wicksteed,
Henry Hartney. and Frangois Fortunat Rouleau, Bsquires, Commissioners appointed
by Dedimus Potestatem for adminirtecing the Outh to Members of the House of
Commons, all attending according to their duty :— Richard Pope, Esquire, Clerk of
the Crown in Chuncery, delivered to the said John George Bourinot, a Book containing
a list ot the names of the Members returned to serve in this Parliament.

The aforesaid Commissioners did administer the Oath to the Members who were
present,—which being done, and the Members having subscribed the Roll containing
the Oath, they repaired to their seats.

A Message was delivered by Réié Edouard Kimber, Esquire, Gentleman Usher
of the Black Rod :—

Gentlemen, \

The Honourable Sir William Johnstone Ritchie, Deputy Governor, desires the
immediate attendance of this Honourable House in the Senate Chamber.

Accordingly, The House went up to the Senate, when the Speaker of the Senate
said :—

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate, and
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The Honourable Sir William Johnstone Ritchie, Deputy Governor, does not see
fit to declare the causes of summoning the present Parliament, until a Speaker of the
House uf Commons shall have b en chosen according to Liaw, but to-morrow, at three
o’clock in the afternoon, the causes of calling this Parliament, will be declared.

And the Members being roturned,

The Right Honourable Sir Jokn A. Macdonald, addressing himself to the Clerk,
moved, seconded by the Honourable Sir Hector L. Langevin, that George A. Kirk-
patrick, Esquire, Member representing the Electoral District of Frontenac, do take
the Chair of this House as Speaker, which was agreed to unanimously.

And the Clerk having declared Mr. Kirkpatrick duly elected, he was conducted
to the Chair by Sir John A. Macdonaid and Siv Hector L. Langevin, when he returned
his ackrowledgments to The House in the following words : —

¢ ing to our ostablished usages;’—then the Mace was laid upon the Table.

The House being met, and the Speaker elect having taken the Chair;
PRAYERS.

A Message was delivered by Réné Edouard Kimber, Esquire, Gentleman Usher of
the Black Rod.

Mr. SpeAKER,

His Excellency the Governor General desires the immediate attendance of this
Honourable House in the Senate Chamber.

Accordingly Mr. Speaker, with the House, went up to the Senate Chamber ;—
and then Mr. Speaker spoke to the following effect :

May 11 PLEASE YoUuR EXCELLENCY :

The House of Commons have elected me as their Speaker, though [ am but little
able to fulfil the important duties thus assigned to me.

If, in the performance of those duties, I should at any time fall into error, I pray
that the fault may be imputed to me, and not to the Commons, whose servant I am,
and who through me, the better to enable them to discharge their duty to their Queen
and Country, humbly claim all their undoubted rights and privileges, especially that
they may have freedom of Speech in their Debates, access to Your Excellency’s
%erson at all seasonable times, and that their proceedings may receive from Your

xcellency the most favourable consideration.

The Honourable the Speaker of the Senate then said :
Mr, SPEAKER,

I am commanded by His Excellency the Governor General to declare to you
that he freely confides in the duty and attachment of the House of Commons to Her
Majesty’s Person and Government, and not doubting that their proceedings will be
conducted with wisdom, temper and prudence, he grants, and upon all occasions
will recognize and allow their constitutional privileges.

I am commanded also to assure you, that the Commons shall have ready access
to His Excellency upon all seasonable occasions, and that their proceedings, as well

as your words and actions, will constantly receive from him the most favourable
construction.



And The House being returned,—

Mr. Speaker reported that The House had been in the Senate Chamber, and that
he had, in their names and on their behalf, made the usual claim of privileges, which
His Excellency had been pleased to confirm to them.

Mr. Speaker informed The House, that the Clerk of The House had received from
the Judges selected for the trial of Election Petitions, pursuant to The Dominion Con-
troverted Elections Act, 1574, Certificates and Reports relating to the Elections :

1, the Honourable John Wesley Weldon, one of the Judges of the Supreme Court
of Judicature for the Province of New Brunswick, and the Judge assigned to bold
an Election Court, in matters arising out of the election of a Member to serve in
the Parliament of Canada, for the County of King's, and the Judge before whom the
said election was tried,

Do certify that the twenty-fifth day of September, 1882, was the day appointed
for the trial of the matters contained in the said Petition, upon the application of the
Respondent, and reasonable grounds shewn, the trial was ostponed until Monday,
the second day of October, then to be holden at the Court House, in Hampton, in the
said County of King’s.

On which day the trial was proceeded with, and four witnesses were examined.

On this day, Tuesday, the third cay of October, when the fifth witness was
called on behalf of the Petitioners, the Senior Counsel for the Respondent addressed
the Court, as follows: :

«In view of the evidence given yesterday in this matter, and the circumstances
connected with it, and in view of the rulings of Judges, as to agency in election
matters, and after consultation with my learned friends—associated with me—I am
ready to admit that money had been spent by persons who might be construed to be
agents of the Respondent, and, on his g)ehalf, I am willing Your Honour should report
the seat vacant without going into farther evidence.”

I stated to the Counsel that this admission would justify me in declaring the seat
vacant, and I could so report it, but the Petition charges corrupt practices on the
part of the Respondent, to disqualify him, and unless the same are withdrawn, the



trial must go on, the costs up to this time would be on the Respondent, the costs from
farther proceedings on the Petition would fall on the failure to sustain that charge.

The Counsel for the Petition asked for a short time for consultation. After a con-
sultation, the Counsel for the Petitioners said: “In justice to the Petitioners he
would say that what was stated in the Petition was not without some grounds, he
therefore acquiesced in the seat of the Respondent being declared vacant, which was
the main object of the Petitioners, and they withdrew and abandoned any further
proceedings against the Respondent personally.”

T approved of the very proper course the Counsel for the respective partics have
taken; and in declaring the Election of the Respondent null and void, I beg leave to
report that no corrupt practice or the indiscretion of the witness was proved to have
been done or committed by or with the knowledge or consent of the Respondent at
the said election.

In declaring the election of the said Respondent for the Electoral District null
and void, and in pursuance of the said Election Aect, I beg leave to report, that no
corrupt act or practice has been proved to have been committed by or with the
knowledge or consent of any candidate at such election, nor have I any reason to
believe that corrupt practices to any extent prevailed at the said election.

And, I am of opinion, that the enquiry into the circumstances of the election
has not been rendered incomplete by the action of any of the parties to the Petition,
and that farther enquiry, as to whether corrupt practices extensively or at all further
prevailed than what appeared at the examination of witnesses was not desirable nor

necessary.

the Election and Return of Edouard Guilbault, Esquire, Member elected to represent
the Electoral District of Joliette in the House of Commons of Canada, at the last
General Election, and that on the 4th day of November instant, I rendered the judg-
ment, a copy of which is hereunto annexed, maintaining the said Election Petition
and declaring the said election of the said Edouard Guilbault null and void, and
rejecting the other conclusions of the said Election Petition.

I have further to report in conformity with the Dominion Controverted FElec-
tions Act, 1874, that the said election was annulled on a declaration of the Respondent
Edouard Guilbault, that he consented that by reason of corrupt practices committed
at the said election by certain Agents of the Respondent, but without his knowledge,
without his participation, and contrary to his express prohibition, the said election
should be annulled for all purposes whatsoever.

I farther report that the Petitioners, after having caused several witnesses to be
examined, and having begun to prove certain acts of corruption, declared that they
withdrew the personal charges made against the Respondent, Edouard Guilbault, and
that the Respondent, by reason of the consent he had given and of the withdrawal of
the personal charges by the Petitioners, declared that he had no witness to produce,
and as the evidence was not completed,



I consider that it is not my daty to make a special report mentioning the per-
sons who may have been proved to hare committed corrupt practices during the
said election.

May this friendship, which is so fully returned by us, be as enduring as it is natural
and advantageous to the mutual interests of both great nations. e

The steady flow of settlers into Manitoba and the North-West [Territories last
year, and the assurances received of an increased immigration durmg_the coming
season, promise well for the early development of those fertile and salubrious regions,

It is important that the laws relating to the representation of the people in Par-
liament should be amended, and the electoral franchises existing in the several Pro-
vinces assimilated. A measure for this purpose will be submitted for your con-
sideration.
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T am advised that the Judgment of the Lords of the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council, delivered last June on the appeal of Russell versus the Qeen, goes to
show, that in order to prevent the unrestrained sale of intoxicating liquors, and for
that purpose to regulate the granting of shop, saloon and tavern licenses, legislation
by the Dominion Parliament will be necessary. Your earnest consideration of this
important subject is desired.

Your attention is specially invited to a measure regulating Factory Labour and
the protection of the workingman and his family.

Bills for the consolidation and amendment of the laws relating to the Customs,
the Militia, and the Public Lands, will be laid before you.

Among other measures, Bills will be presented to you respecting the Civil Ser-
vice, the Acts relating to Banking and the examination of Masters and Mates of
vessels navigating our inland waters.

I am glad to be able to inform you that the progress of the Canadian Pacific
Railway has been quite unprecedented. Traffic can now be carried on the main line
from Thunder Bay to within fifty miles of the crossing of the South Saskatchewan, a
distance of over one thousand miles. It is confidently expected that the Rocky
Mountains will be reached during the present year, and that within the same period
substantial progress will be made on the Lake Superior Section of the Railway, and
the track laid upon a large portion of the road now under contract in British
Columbia.

I have also pleasure in stating that the traffic on the Intercolonial Railway is
largely in excess of any former year, and that the balance in favour of the roal shows
a gratifying increase.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The accounts of the last fiscal year will be laid before you.

You will be pleased to learn that, notwithstanding the expenditure on Capital
account amounted to more thun seven millions of dollars, the surplus of the Consoli-
dated Revenue, together with the proceeds of the sales of the lands in the North-West
during the year, were more than sufficient to cover that expenditure, and that the
net debt at the close of the year and the amount of interest paid thereon were
less than for the year previous.

The Estimates for the ensuing year will also be submitted. They have been
prepared with all due economy consistent with the necessary development of the
varied resources of the Dominion.

__ On the first of January, 1885, the large 5 per cent. loan will mature. A Bill
will be submitted authorizing the issue of Debontures bearing a rate of interest not
exceeding 4 per cent. for the redemption of this loan.

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate :

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Mr. Speaker also laid before The House, the Report of the Librarian of Parlia-
ment, on the state of the Library of Parliament, which is as follows : —

TO THE HONOURABLE THE HOUSE OF COMMONS OF CANADA, IN
PARLIAMENT ASSEMBLED.

The Report of the Librarian of Parliament respectfully sheweth:—

Since last Session, the Library Staff have been busily engaged—in addition te
their ordinary duties —in a careful comparison of the books on the shelves with the
titles entered in the Catalogues; a work which is necessary, every few years, in order
to ascertain existing deficiencies, attributable either to the gradual, but unavoidable
destruction, through long continued use, of books in frequent circulation ; or to the
occasional loss of books, for which no account can be given. The result of this inves-
tigation has proved very satisfactory. The number of volumes missing and
unaccounted for, is but small. At the same time, it has been deemed advisable, for
the greater security of the collection, to exercise an increasing vigilance in restrain-
ing the access of the general public fo the galleries surrounding the Library.

The increase in tha number of books within the past year was above the average.
For although the balance of the ordinary grant for purchases (after deducting suffi-
cient to defray accounts accumulated before its receipt), was inconsiderable; yet,
through the liberality of Government, a sum of about fifteen hundred dollars, stand-
ing to the credit of our contingencies—was permitted to be used to purchase certain
valuable books, unexpectedly offered for sale by auction at New York, in December
last. These books belonged to the late Dr. E. B. O'Callaghan, the well-known
historian, formerly a leading member of the Lower Canada Parliament, whose
accumulations upon early Canadian history were of peculiar interest and value. Mr.
L. P. Sylvain was deputed from this office to attend the sale, and though the com-
petition was keen, and prices generally ruled high, he succeeded in buying a number
of books which will form a mnoteworthy addition to our collection of works on the
history and literature of this country.

And here I cannot refrain from adverting to the loss sustained by the Dominion
in the death, last summer, of Mr. Antoine Gerin-Lajoie, who was the principal Assis-
tant in this Library from 1856 to 1880, when he was compelled to retire from the
service, through failing health. Mr. Lajoie was highly esteemed and widely appre-
ciated in Canada, not merely because of ths exemplary discharge of his official duties,
and for his private worth, but especially for his literary ability, which had secured
him a place in the front rank of French Canadian authors. Of late years, he had
been chiefly addicted to historical studies, and had amassed a large store of useful
knowledge on the history of Canada, which, had his lifo been spared, he purposed
to embody in some connected treatise. Meanwhile, be was always ready to render
intelligent assistance to all who sought his aid, upon topics of enquiry on which he
was known to be familiar, and all frequenters of this Library have reason to regret
the loss of his extended information, and of his readiness in turning it to immediate
practical account. ]

The charge of the department of Canadian history had been appropriately
assigned to Mr. Lajoie; and it is in this direction that, since his increasing infirmity
obliged him to relax his efforts, and finally to relinquish his work,—the deficiencies
of this Library have been most apparent. The selection, however, as Mr. Lajoie’s
successor in office, of Mr Alfred De Celles, gives promise that this loss will_ be amply
made good, for Mr. De Celles past reputation as a student and public writer is a pledge
of his competency to discharge with increasing zeal and efficiency the duties which
will devolve upen him in the future. I have, therefore, requested him to assume the
special charge of Canadian and American books, and to spare no endeavour to make
this portion of the Library as perfect and complete as possible. i

Since 1830 (when Mr. De Celles was appointed) the Library has been suffering
from - diminished pecuniary resources, owing to an excessive expenditure in former
years for the purchase of Law Books, principally for the use of the Supreme Court.
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This excess was met and covered by reducing current expenditure, as well on behalf
of the Law Library as for miscellaneous books, and no extra grant was solicited from
Parliament. But the time has now arrived when 1 would respectfully suggest that a
considerable augmentation of the Library, in all its departments, is imperatively
called for, in order to maintain its credit and to increase its usefulness as a public
institution.

The past year has been memorable in our annals for events of much import in
relation to the mental growth and advancement of this Dominion. The attention of
learned societies, both at home and abroad, has been awakened to the present con-
dition and future prospects of Canada, to an extent hitherto unprecedented. Eminent
scientific associations have met for the first time, or have announced their intention
of soon assembling, on Canadian soil, to prosecute their philosophical enquiries.
Moreover, through the energy and foresight of His Excellency the Governor General,
a Canadian Royal Society of Literature and Science has been instituted. In the
deliberations of this now association, which includes representative men from the
geveral Provinces of British North America, each of whom had achieved distinction in
some field of labour for the public benefit, we have proof that the mental activity of
our people has kept pace with the rapid and extraordinary increase of the country in
population and material wealth. To meet the intellectual wants of such a class, and
to aid their literary labours, by making due provision for the requirements of those
who devote themselves to study and research, strenuous efforts should be made to
enlarge and perfect this, the only public Library in Canada. The Government have
spared no pairs and grudged no outlay which they considered needful to develop the
physical resources of this vast Dominion ; it is not, therefore, unreasonable to antici-
Bate that they will be equally prepared to recommend to Parliament whatever may

e needful to promote its intellectual progress, and to supply the higher wants of
Canadians, in their mental and scientific cultivation. I therefore confidently rely
upon the willingness of Government to recommend, and of Parliament to grant,
whatever sums of moncy may be required, in the future, to place and to maintain
this Library in an adequate degree of completeness and efficiency.

Perhaps I should add, that no difficulty would occur in accommodating a very
considerable increase of books, in the existing apartments. Pursuant to the directions
of the Library Committee last Session, several thousand volumes of English and
American Law Reports have been removed to the Supreme Court Building, for the
greater convenience of the Court. This affords space for other works; besides which,
the shelving elsewhere available would readily suffice for the deposit of many
thousand additional volumes.

The charge of the Library Accounts has been recently assigned to Mr. James
Fletcher, of this Department, whose previous experience in the Bunk of British
North America, enables him readily to undertake this duty. Heretofore, and until
the Library of Parliament was constituted a distinct Department, the Clerk of the
Senate was the official custodian of moneys voted by Parliament for the purchase of
books. He deputed this service to Mr. R. W. Stephen, Assistan' Accountant to the
Senate; who, for several years after he ceased to be officially responsible for the
same, continued punctually to keep Accounts on behalf of the Library. In reporting
the introduction of the new system, which has been effected by desire of the Auditor-
General, I gladly avail myself of the opportunity to record my thankful recognition
of the value of the services which Mr. Stephen has gratuitously performed for so long
a period, and my hope that they may not remain unrewarded.

Within the year the Library has been enriched by a considerable number of
Donations ; a complete list of which is hereunto appended, together with an enumer-
ation of the works deposited under the Copyright Act.

Conspicuous amongst the Donations, in value and bibliographical interest, is the
gift received from Mrs. John Carter-Brown, the widow of the late John Carter-Brown,
of Providence, Rhode Island, the eminent and learned Book-collector, whose magnifi-
cent Library of early printed books relating to this continent, is probably the finest
and most complete in either hemisphere. The donation consists of a copy, in 4
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volumes, of the Catalogue of Books, concerning North and South America, to be
found in this Library, and which were printed between the years 1482 and 1800.
"This catalogue is enriched with fac-similes of early title pages, of illuminations and
portraits, of copies of ancient maps, and similar embellishments, and is annotated by
an experienced American scholar, Dr. John Russell Bartleit. Very few copies of this
catalogue were printed, and these only for private circulation. Mrs. Brown has
received applications from several of the great Public Libraries of Europe, and from
many similar institutions on this continent, for a copy of the catalogue, but she
thovght there should be one, at least, in the Dominion of Canada. She, therefore,
generously responded to my earnest appeal for one of these remarkable and sumptuous
cataloguer, to be deposited in the Library of Parliament.

I would also call attention to the list of Books received from General Horatio
Rogers, an American officer of distinction, who visited this Library about a year ago,
for purposes of literary research, and who, in grateful recognition of the assistance
then afforded him, kindly forwarded to the Library, the Books enumerated in the
Appendix, under his name. ;

The number of volumes in the Library, last year, was estimated at 100,800.
Since then the total number has increased to about 104,000.

any provision of Sections 40 or 43 or of the Sections 46 or 51 of the Bank Act; and
by amending the form of the monthly returns and the provisions respecting parties
unlawfully styling themselves Banks or assuming any designation implying that
they are acting as a chartered Bank or as an agent of any such Bank.

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KING'S COUNTY, P.E,I., CONTROVERTED ELECTION.

In the Supreme Court of Judicature for the Province of Prince Edward Island.
Tae DominioN CoNTROVERTED ELECTIONS AcT oF 1874,

Election of 'two Members of the House of Commons for the Electoral District of
King’s County, in the Province of Prince Edward Island, in the Dominion
of Canada, holden on the Twentieth day of June, in the year of our Lord
one thousand eight hundred and eighty two.

The Petition of the Complainant is in the following words, viz:

Dominion or CANADA,
ProvINOE oF Prinoe EpwaArp Isnaxp,
To wit :— ;

The Petition of Ephraim Bell Muttart, of Souris, in King’s County, in the Pro-
vince of Prince FEdward Tsland, aforesaid, Physician and Surgeon, whose name is
subscribed. :

1. Your Petitioner Ephraim Bell Muttart is a person who was duly qualified to
vote at the above Election and was a candidate thereat.

2. And your Petitioner states that the Election was holden on the Twentieth
day of June A.D. 1882 when your Petitioner Ephraim Beli Muttart, Augustin Colin
MacDonald, Peter Adolphus Mgc[ntyre and James FEdwin Robertson were Candidates
and the Returning Officer has returned the said Peter Adolphus MacIntyre as being
duly elected one of the Members of the said Electoral District and owing to some
questions raised as to the competency or qualification of the said James Edwin Robert-
son who apparently polled the next greatest number of votes the Returning Officer
made a special or double Return concerning the said James Edwin Robertson and the
said Augustin Colin Mac Donald who polled the greatest number of votes after the
said James Edwin Robertson and the receipt of said Return was published by the Clerk
of the Crown in Chancery in the Canada G'azette of the date of the Twenty-ninth day
of July A.D. 1882.

3. And your Petitioner says that before during and after the said Election the
said Peter Adolphus MacIntyre, by himself and his Agents and by and with other
persons on his behalf directly and indirectly corruptly gave and provided and did
knowingly allow to be given und provided and was accessory to the giving and
providing of and did wholly or in part pay for meat drink entertainment and
provisions to and for divers persons having votes at the said Election, and to and for
other persons on behalf of such voters in order to be elected and for being elected
and also for the purpose of corruptly influencing such persons and other persons to
§_1ve or refrain from given their votes at the said Election, and did also so do to

1vers persons on account of such persons having voted or refrained from voting or
being about to vote or refrain from voting at the said Election.

4. And your Petitioner says further that the said Peter Adolphus MacIntyre by
himself and his agents and other persons on his behalf was guilty before during
and after said Elcction of corrupt practices and his said Election and return were
and are undue illegal and wholly null and voidjand that the said corrupt practices
}ve;re used for the purpose of procuring the Election of the said Peter Adolphus Mac-

ntyre.

5. And your Petitioner says further that the said Peter Adolphus MaclIntyre by
himself and his agents and by and with other persons on his behalf was guilty of
bribery, treating and undue ‘influence before during and after the said Election
whereby and by means whereof his said Election and return were and are undue
illegal and wholly null and void.

6. And your Petitioner says farther that before during and after the said Election
the said Peter Adolphus MacIntyre by himsglf his agents and other persons on his
behalf directly and indirectly did give and lend and did agree to give and lend and
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did offer and prowmise to procure and to endeavour to procure money and other
valuable consideration {and also offices places and employments to and for divers
persons having votes at the said Blection, and to and for other persons on behalf of
such votes in order to induce such several voters to vote or refrain from voting at
gaid Election and did also corruptly make such gifts loans promises of money and
other valuable considerations and of offices places and employments to divers voters
at the said Election and to other persons on their behalf on account of such voters
having voted or refrained from voting at such Election and did also make such gifts
loans offices and promises procurement and agreements as aforesaid to divers
persons in order to induce them to procure or endeavour to procure the return of
the said Peter Adolphus MacIntyre to serve in the House of Commons of Canada for
%e said Blectoral District of King's County and the votes of divers voters at such
tlection.

Wherefore your Petitioner prays that it may be determined that the said Peter
Adolphus MecIntyre was not duly elected and returned and that his Election was
wholly null and void.

The hearing of the cause commenced at Georgetown in King’s County on Tuaes
day the 12th day of December A.D. 1882 and was continued from day to day unti
Friday the 13th day of December A.D. 1832 when it was adjourned to meet at
Charlottetown in Queen’s County on Thursday the 4th day of January A.D. 1883
when by several adjournments it was adjourned until T)lymrsday the 1st day of
February instant when the Chief Justice delivered the following Judgment.

Having therefore bestowed every attention in my power to the Law and the facts
affecting this case and all due consideration to the able advocacy offered in support
of the Petitioner’s case; and acting as I have endeavoured to do in following the
current of the many and among the many, not a few conflicting authorities as cited
on the hearing and argument and guiding myself by what I conceive to be the true
spirit of those authorities T find that I cannot accede to the prayer of the Petition
before me. ¥ ,

T therefore’ declare that the charges of corrupt and illegal conduct set forth
against the Respondent and his agents in the Petition before me are not sustained
by evidence: and I do adjudge and declare that the said Peter Adolphus MacIntyre
is and has been daly elected to a seat in the Parliament of this Dominion; which
seat I do hereby confirm and I dismiss the Petition of the said Eplraim Bell Muttart
with costs to be paid by him to the Respondent. :
