Problems of Village Life

England is. turning her attention to
the removal of the evils which, deep®y
ingrained into the life of. that older
land, have already made their appear-
ance in Ontario., One of the latest
volumes in the Home University Series
deals. with rural depopulation. 'K, N.
Bennett's summing up of the tondi-
tions which have driven the &trong
men from the fields to crowded streets,
and his indication of a curative policy
will be of interest t¢ many in Toronto
who have studied the free breakfast
figures published each Monday morn-
ing by the superintendent of the
{ Yonge Btreet Mission. Mr. Bennett
‘does not solve the problem. It will
| take more than a book to do that:
“Problems of Rural Life” points out
some features of the situation which
seem as tho they might be correctable.

Mr, Bennett's preliminary sketch of
English rural history -closes with the
statement that by the end of the nine-
teenth century the- laborer had ‘“gen-
erally relapsed into apathy and hope-
lessness.” TheV serf, deprived of any
real opportunity of securing an in-
dependent livelihood, looking ahead to
a long, hard life and pauperism to-
finish up with, had one privilege de-
nied to his forefathers.

In the third place, the power of the
aristocracy, curbed 4in the house of
lords. has asserted itself in the mili-
tary arm. We have no desire to em-
phaslze the scriousness of this phase
of the situation, but whether slight or
serious, the intimation given of the
attitude of the aristocratic military
officers is sufficient to imark the pro-
gress of the conflict from the hustings

But the novelty of the whole situa~
tion consists in the fact that the new
<onditions have reconstituted the rela-
tions of all the old parties. The deo-
mocracy of Ulster, which represents
the sturdiest and staunchest of the
old covenanter breed, repudiates the
old causes of democracy and decen-
tralization, and is aligned with the
army and the aristocracy., The forces
which looked with little favor on
“Dirty James that lost Ireland” are
at one with the British democracy in
the demand for popular government
and ‘decentralization. The aristocracy
and the army, inherently supporters
of law and order and constitutional-
ism, arc in deflance of the government
of the day, and almost on the verge
of "acts which might precipitate the
gravest crisis, and they have already
called forth the reprobation of an im-
portant section of the British press.

In any other country.in the world
such a state of affairs would have led
to open ‘revolution. But in Britain
the stock market is unaffected, Busi-
ness goes on as  usual, Democracy
will work out its destiny,

ORDER IN THE COUNCIL.

Controller Church successfully car-
ried out a premeditated attack on the
order of the city council when he
lashed  himself into hysterical fury
and defied the maygr.

IHe may become
the rival of the great obstructive, Jos-
eph Biggar, but e will not in this way
advance the business of the city, nor
enhance ‘a reputation which the reluc-
tance of the police did not adorn,

FUTILE CRITICISM.

“Maguire riddles bond sales, Low-
est price on frecord.” *“Mayor tries to
defend bond sales.” These are typi-
cal headings from a paper whose cam-
paign against Mayor rlocken has been
marked with an unscrupulousness and
iraccuracy which are remarkable even
for it.

The only criticism _that had any
point was that of $4,500,000 bonds to
N. W. Harris. These were hydro-
electric bonds, which had been hy-
pothecated two or three times, and
were sold to bring 5.13 per cent. About
the same time the harbor commission
sold exactly the same bond to bring
5.16. There is no criticism of the
harbor commission, but much of the
mayorj.who mads the better bargain.

Ald. Maguire wanted to know why
the city did not accept an offef for
$1,000,000 a month for eleven monihs
when $11,000,000 were wanted {im-9
mediately. Ald, Magaire would not
have asked such a question except
under dictation.

It cannot be forgotten that the con-
gestion of securities which Mayor
Hocken and Controller McCarthy had
to deal with was a legacy from the
Geary-Church-Foster - Coady regime,
and the ratepayers are very well satis-
fled to have had the mess so satisfac-
torily cleaned up. The more the facts
are known the greater will. be Mayor
Hocken's credit, and the less that of
his predecessors.
