CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

HoPrE has taken hold of the lumber
trade, now that the month of Maich is
entered into. The feeling, at least, is one
of expectancy, and also of confidence.
\With favorable weather, work in the
woods is more advanced for March than
is usually the case at thistime of the year.
Already shantymen are commencing to
change their base of operations. This
will give activity to business that 1s not
common to the dead of winter. Navigation
will also open out a little later and bring
help in the same direction. These, how-
cver, arc mcthods of business, rather than
actual business itself. The logs must be
moved to the mills, and the mills must cut
these into Tumber, before they a~e mer-
chantable , but query  What about buy-
ers? As yet these are tew. Careful en
quiry among mill men and wholesalers
brings ou. ti~ information that buyers
are fewer in Ontario at this season
of the year than is usual, and enquiries
by letter are none 100 many. A spirit of
caution marks the iovements of the
trade. The writer asked a represen
tative wholesaler a day or two sinee, it the
firm’s travelling representative had visited
the eastern states very recently, and the
significant teply was that advices from
there showed that there was little nced as
yet for sucha trip.  Nobuy.ng of any con-
sequence was being done. In another
column we note a considerable sale of
lumbet.by a pruminent Oatarnio mill. The
price is reported by this concern to have
been satisfactory, and yetbetween the lines
one reads that the hope had been that
this might have been better. There isa
disposition in making large sales to shade
prices a little, rather than to fail in
disposing of the stock. This does not
mean that prices, which it must be ad-
mitted have continued decidedly firm for
some months, arc breaking. On the
whole, these contiaue to-day just as firm
as cver, but it is to be remarked that they
arc not showing any tendency 1o increase,
something that had Leen hoped for carlier
in the year.  Several sales of limits have
taken place within the past few weeks, a
new sale of some importance being re
purted in our Stocks and Prices column
this week. There is no disguising the
fact that unscttled monctary conditivns in
the United States are proving a barrier to
that whalesomne developmient of trade that
is so much to be desired.

" QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK,

The lumber trade 1n Quebec maintains
a marked quietness, and there will be no
change in tlus respect until well on to the
end of the month. Much will depend on
the shape that business will take in Great
Britain. At prescnt reports tell of a slow
trade. Stocks are heavy. Prices, too,
unfurtunately do not show any improve-
ment in the British market. The same
conditions apply, :0 a measurable extent,
i New Brunswick. Some shipments
keep going forwmd each wcek to the
United Kingdom, but they are compara-
tively trifling, both as to size and charac.
ter. Lumbermenin the Manume I’ro-
winces are hopeful that the organization
of the Northeastern Lumbermen’s Asso-
ciation, in which they have more than an
incidental interest, will give a health.
ful character to the spruce trade. Mlore
than ever the spruce industry s falling in-
to the hands of a4 few large concerns.
l'crl'mps, on the whole, this will be better
for The lumber industry.  As Mz, James
puinted out at the Boston miecuny, withia
a year or two the price of spruce lumber
must necessanly advance, because an
ever inucasing propottion of the sume s
demanded for the manufacture of pulp
wood. This demand must soon have its
cffect upon the supply for building ma-
tenals.  How completely Canadian spruce
lumbermen will be helped by this in-
cicased demand wili depend to some ea-
tent on tariff legislation affecuny spruce.

BRITESH COLUMBIA

Some improvement in lumber is re-
poited from British Columbia. A satis-
factory settlement of the red cedar difh-
culty with the United States will help
that end of business. Shipments of red
cedar have been poing forward o the
Uhnited States, undcr protest, but it can be
understood that the disposition of lum-
bermen has been to move  cautiously
whilst the duty trouble temained in an un-
settled condition. The steps that are be-
taken to secure legisladon giving encout-
agement to ship-building in British Col-
umbia and which, it is confidently expect-
cd, will be successful, cannot otherwise
than bencefit the lumber tades. Themove-
ment o fact s directly in the interests ot
this great industry of the Coast Provinee.
The granting of assistance by the United
States Longress towards the building of
the Nicaragua canal does not mean that
that work il Ue completed o a day, but
any entam evdence that the project wall
go forward without hindmnce will inspire
lumuer eaportcrs with confidence and a
buouyant fechng.  Domiestic trade s took-
g up a litle, and improvement will be
stecady along these lines as spnng  ap-
proaches.

MANITOHA.

It lovks somewbat doubtful whether
Lake of the Woods lumber will be
purchased largely by American lumber-
men like Messis. Pate & Gunton. The
difficulty 1n the way will be that ot sats-
factory freight raies, and it is a question
whether the tiouble here can be success-
fully overcome. Then the complaint 1s
made by the representatives of United
States lumber inteiests that lumber s
held attoo high a figure n the Lake of
the Woods district, and that when freight
charges are added to the figures now ask-
ed that it would Lo useless to try and
place lumber 1n the States at 2 price to
compete with the product manufactured
there. The Northwestern Lumberman
gives the rate to Port Arthur at 23¢ a
hundred by rail or over $5 a 1,000, and
$r.30 10 32 a 1,000 from Port Arthur to
Chicago or a total cost i freight charges
of $6.50 to $7 a 1,000 practically, 1t s
daimed, a prohibitive wanff.  Following
the meeung in Winoipeg of the West-
cern Rewail  Lumbermen’s  Assouiation,
fully reportedin the March monthly edi-
uon of the Cadata LuMBERMAN, an an-
uouncement was imade of 4 1eduction in
prices on several classes of lumber by the
pine manufacturer.  The new prices have
gonc into effect and show @ reduction of
$1 per thousand on luge sizes of umber
and $2 on timber anging from 6 A 6 to
¢ x 8 and snaller.  Un duncnsion their 1s
a reduction of 5ucentson 12 fect long and
over, also a reduction of 50 cents on
second and third coinmon boards and cult
boards, and ju cents a reduction on second
common stock. On ship lap theres a
reduction of 5o cents on all sizes 6, 8 and
10 inch, but none on culls.  In flooning,
siing and ceding there s a reduction of
$1 on thurd white pine. First red pine
flooring 1> reduced $4 to the same price
as seccond red pine formetly sold at, and
second grade remains the same. Thys
first and sceond red pince flooring, etc., are
now quotcd at the same price.  There is
a reduction of $1 on third and fourth red
flooring, siding and ceiling, lath are re-
duced 1oc. These reductions are all in
quotations delivered ¢. i. . Winnipeg,
The cffect of the change is to make the
reductions prnncipally on the lower grades
of lumber.  Delivered quotations at other
ponts 1 Manutoba are undcerstood to
show a proportionate reduction to Win-
mpeg prices. The wanufactuters aow
give ¢ f. dehiveted prices at all points.

UMNITED STATEN

An advancement fivin winter weather
to somcthing more ncarly approaching
spring will, of itsclfy bave a helpful in
flicnce on the lumber trades.  Loggers
will soon be at work on the streams, in
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place of being housed n the woods, and
it cannot be long now before the buzz of
the saw mill resounds throughout the land,
With spring will also come the extension
of building operations which have been at
a standstill for some time. The prospects
m this particular, in the leading cities of
the States, are encouraging. Reports, that
come to us through correspoudence, and
lumbermen from this side of the line who
have visited the country ucross the border,
tell of a hopeful outlook in this respect.
With a large amount of soctal discontent
in the republic, there is unfortunately, at
this season of the year, the least likely
sensible time to hint at such athing, rum-
ors of possible strikes. \Ve hear some-
thing of these already, but it can only be
hoped that wise counsels and plain com-
monsense will be allowed to prevail ; and
ata time when workmen need work so
much, and capitalists are desirous of mak-
ing use of their capital, that the wheels
of machinery and commerce will be al-
«owed to operate without any block. In
the white pine districts, it is to be noted
that orders are reaching manufacturers
less eagerly this season than has been the
case at corresponding periods in other
vears. Buyeisare holding back, und aot
placing their orders as eatly as has some-
times been the case. \We do not know that
thisis indicative of any widespread depres-
sion, but 1s rather an exercise of that cau-
tion which has grown upon business men
everywhere, because of the continued dull-
ness of business and the relapses in trade
that have taken place frequently of late
years. Once satisfied that there is busi-
ness to do, and orders will follow as a
natural consequence. \Vhat is needed
more than anything else to settle business
in lumber, as well as in all other lines of
trade, is a settled money policy in the
United States. J.egislators who have
this matter so largely in their own hands
ought to recognize this fact. Commerce
is an article that cannot be fooled with,
as one may fool with politics.

FOREIGN.

Severe weather has not been confined
to this continent. Great Britain has, re-
latively, had a stronger taste of the ele-
ments than we in this western country,
and these have proven a drawback to the
lumber business there as here. A result
of heavy storms was to make trade during
the first two months of the ycar exceed-
ingly quiet. \Vhat the near futwme is go-
ing to show one can hardly say. Stocks
are heavier than the trade would desire,
and thereis a want of finnness in prices.
With a revival in buildivg and manufac-
turing lines the depression would be ma-
terially lessened, and these are things that
are earnestly hcped for. Better word
comes from Australia, and it looks as
though the long and severe season of com-
mercial depression that has afilicted that
country was passing away, and in any
change of the kind lumber business
will be strengthened. This is the advice
that 1s reaching us at thistime, Business
in South America is in only a fairly
healthy condition. Nothing better can
be saia.

HARDWOODS.

Any reasonable improvement in many
lines of industry, where wood goes into
consumption in the manufacture, will have
a good influence on hardwoods. In car-
riage building, wagon making, stave man-
ufacture, furniture trades, car building,

and other industries, fresh life is expected
on the opening of spring, and as we enter
March, there are evidences already show-
ing themselves that business will shortly
improve in these lines of manufacture,
With this the case enquiries for hardwood
are becoming somewhat more numerous.
Mill men will enter with energy into the
cutting ot ash, elm, birch and maple, with
very little delay, there being a good call
for this class of lumber, It cannot be
said that any advance is taking place in
prices of hardwoods, nor is it 1o be re-
corded that prices are dropping. They
are quiet firm.
SHINGLES.

If there is anything like decent activity
in building circles the shingle trade will
feel the benefit, and this will come as a
pleasant reaction after a very dull
winter, \We must be frank in saying that
shingles are not looking up, so far as the
present is concerned, but better things are
to be expected. Washington Territory
shingle men are eager to combat the state-
ments that have been current, that
manufacturers there have been selling
shingles at ridiculously low prices. [tis
admitted that some purchases of poor
grades were made at a sacrifice price, but
the regular shingle trade, it is claimed, is
in a better condition just now than has
been the case for some time. Prices are
firm and orders are coming in fairly well.
Itis estimated that about one half of the
shingle mills of that territory are now run-
ning.

STOCKS AND PRICES.
CANADA.

The portable mill at English Settlement,
Kings Co., N. B, has cut over 500,000
feet of lumber for Lynch & Soas.

The Royal City Mills, of New West-
minster, B. C,, shipped five car loads of
lumber the past week to Minnesota.

Among the week’s shipments from St.
John, N. B., are 1,250,000 fi. of lumber for
the United States, and 134,000 pine boards
for Cuba.

Lumbermen of Westmoreland Co., N. B,
report only a two-third cutas compared
with this date last year, on account of
deep snow in the woods. '

The proposition of Messts. Pate;and
Gunton, ot Chicago, to invest in Rat Por-
tage lumber, has fallen through, the dis-
tance and freight rates being against
them.

James Scott, Irondale, Ont:  Basswood
and pine shingles are in fair demand.
Very little first-class stock is held at this
point.  Prices are advancing slowly.
Little new stock 1s being taken our this
year.

Messrs, Davidson & Hay have sold (X3
000,000 ft. of their Cache Bay stock to
castern states parties at a price which
Mr. Davidson says is satisfactory to the
fiimm. They havestilla considerable stock
onhand, and as yet no contracts have been
made for the new cut.

The sale by the Muskoka Mill & Lum-
ber Co. of berths Nos. 136 and 1 37, em-
bracing 72 square miles, on the North
Shore is one of the most important lum-
ber transactions of the new year. The
purchasers are Hale& Booth, of Pembroke.
The price paid has not been given out by
either parties to the sale, but is believed
to bein the neighbothood of $330,000,
The new owners intend to operate the
limits, which so far have been untouched,

and possess a fine quality of timber, and
expect to take out next winter not less
than 30,000,000 ft. of logs.

Mr. Otis Sheppard, of the Sheppard-
Morse Lumber Company, of Ottawa and
Boston, speaking of trade, said: * Busi-
ness is very dult; duller than }'ve seen it
for a long time.  As an wnstance, in 1873,
freight to South Ametica was as high as
$25 a thousand ; to day it is §5 per thou-
sand in large vessels, and $6 to $6.50 in
smaller ones. This is something un-
precedented.  Well, even at that figure,
South American firms won't buy lumber.
We have been cabling out considerably,
urging them to take it, but they woy't
touch it. Canadian prices have held up
better on account of the English call for
Canadian Jumber. Lumber from the south
—yellow pine—is selling lower than for a
great while, and is largely glutting the
American uarket ; we hav2 gone into it
ourselves ccnsiderably.”

UNITED STATES.

Birch is reported in good demand in
Buffalo.

Prices for birch and oxk at Grand
Rapids, Mich., have advanced $1.

A Bay City report says Canadian Jogs
are bringing $8 to $11, and the demand
is fair.

Hitchsock & Bialy, of Bay City, Mich.,
are shipping 400,000 feet of lumber to
Buffalo Ly rail.

Soft elm will be in good demand the
coming season at Manistee, Mich.,, as
stocks are low.

About 20,000,000 feet of lumber held at
Alpena, Mich., has been sold since Jan-
uary, representing about one half of the
stock carried over at that point. .

A conservative estimate places the total
stock of lumber on hand on the milldocks
and yards on the Saginaw river, at 500,
000,000 feet, and possibly slightly in ex-
cess of this figure. Thisis equivalent to
a full season’s output of the mills.

AUSTRALIAN CONDITIONS.

Fraser & Co, Ltd., Melbourne, Aus
talja, say: Business in tinber may,
taken on the whole, be generally regarded
as satisfactory, though the heavy pur
chases made during the previous two or
three months have prevented any import.
ant clearance being effected, and sules
have muinly been concluded to meet de-
mands for previous contracts requiring
certain sizes and classes of timber whick
were not, for the time beiny, in the stocks
held by sawmillersin the town and country
districts. It is, however, a good sign to
observeindications of improved operations
in the building, mining and other indus-
triesof this colony whereintimberis greatly
utilized, and, should it continue we look
for business in timber during the year
1895 to show some considerable increase
on 1894, und, at least, be able to vecord a
less irregular demand for all classes of
importations that we have had to repon
from time to time within the period men-
tioned. N

All descriptions of Baltic woods, Ore
gon, general American lumber, Canadian
spruce and New Zealand timber have
been in more or less demand, and upoe
the opening of business in the new vear
we anticipate some good sales will be «on-
cluded at existing rates.

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A $100,000 LUNBER FIRE,

Between six and se: »n million feet of
sawnlumberowned by . mour& Hughson
went to ashes a few nights since at Iron-
sides, ‘The loss is estimated at from $100,-
000 10 $120,000, and embraced a consider-
able quantity of lumber of the better
quality worth from $20 to $22 per thou-
sand.” A large part of the lumber had
been sold to the Oswego Lumber Co.,,
otherwise the Standard Oil Co., rad a
small quantity was owned by McArthur
Bros & Co., (Ltd.), Toronto.” The Iron-
sides yards were swept away by fire in
1871, the year of the great forest fites
when the St. Louis dam had to be cut to
save Ottawa, A coincidence, somewhat
remarkable, was thit the very day the re-
mains of the late Col. Allan Gilinour,
founder of the Ironsides yards, was laid to
rest, the lumber yards he established
should go to ashes.
