OHICAGO’S VENCEDOR BEATEN IN A
BREEZE.

No Third Race Required for Camada to
Capture the Championship of the Lakes
—=Clever Work by Skipper Jarvis and'
His Gallant Crew—Another Immediate
Challenge for the Cup in P &

—
HURRAN, BHURRAH FOBR CANADA!

The result of yesterday’s race was, to
some extent, unexpected. It has been as-
serted ever since Vencedor's win in Cleve-
land that the Chicago boat would prove
decidedly superior in a strong wind. The
breeze yesterday at times exceeded 25
miles an hour and was accompanied by a
choppy sea, yet Canada won.

It had been ded by V: dor’s most '
enthusiastic and ‘ardent admirers that the
Cavnadian yacht outcl d her opp t i
in light weather, but they wished it to be,

Toledo, Aug. 26.—After an exciting con-
test the Canada won hgr second race from
the Veucedor to-day by the narrow margin
of 26 seconds corrected time, and with it
captured the beautiful Toledo challenge
cup, the international yachting champion-
ship of the lakes and sixty per cent. of
the $1500 purse offered by the citizens of
Toledo.

The race was salled In a flne 20-knot
breeze, Which ranged from southwest to

west, and, while the Vencedor actually
beat the Canada three minutes thirty-one
secouds over the course, and proved her-
setf 4 wouder in a breeze, she had to aliow
the Royal Cauudian yacat a handicap of
turee minutes aud fifty-seven secpuds.

1u spile of the Canada's big allowance
the \euncedor wouid have bearen her but
for the fact that ber skipper made a num-
ber of unnecessary tiacks on the way to the
bowe mark in the first round, and finally
overstood .it, losing néarly two minutes,
which uitimately caused the American
yacht's defeat.

A bail was tendered the visiting yachts-
men, their famiiies and friends to-night by
the International Yacht Race Association
of Toledo at- Pythian Castle.

might have been. Perhaps the fact
that he was ‘called upon by the com-
mittee to give a hurried opinion may
account for the ambiguity we com-
plain of. Twenty-four hoursisa short
period to allow even the most emi-
nent counsel for the giving of an
opinion that may involve the interest-
ed party in a disastrous lawsuit. Will
some of the aldermen who are look-
ing after the interests of the eleven
thousand petitioners in favor of a Sun
day service and of the rest of the citi-
zens who desire such a service kindly
interrogate Counsel Fullerton on these
points:

On what grounds, Mr. Fullerton, do

you base your opinion that the right
to operate cars on Sunday is “except-
€d,” “is not included,” and “therefore
is excluded” ? Please cite the por-
tions of the agreement that confirm
you in this opinion.
.. As to your opinion “that such right
will not be conferred by the mere
fact of the vote of the people result-
ing in favor of such a service”—please
relieve us of the ambiguity attach-
ing to this statement. Do you mean
that the agreement between the city
and company gives the latter no con-
ditional right to operate cars on Sun-
day? You state that “such right (a
right to operate cars on Sunday) is
not conferred by the mere fact of the
vote of the people resulting. in favér
of such a service.” We are aware of
that fact. The vote itself confers no
right to the . franchise for Sunday.
‘What,we want to know is if you are
of opinion that the agreement itself
gives the company no right, condi
tional or otherwise, to operate cars
on Sunday. This is not an occasion
for hair-splitting. The issues are too
momentous to permit of legal subter-
fuge and quibbling, Tell us straight
whether the company has or has not
any interest in the Sunday franchise
under the agreement as it stands.

Do you state, Mr. Fullerton, that
the grant to the Railway Company
of the Sunday service is not com-
plete if the citizens vote in favor of
it? We want a straight opinion on
this point, o0 that the public may
know where you stan on this mat-
ter, and if you are prepared to take
the consequences of such an opinion,

The public wants to know whether
Mr. Fullerton means what he appears
to say or whether his opinion is Jesu-
itical, to be. interpreted on Jesultical
lines when he may be called to closer
account for this peculiar opinion. To
us it looks as if there is an African
in the fence.

We' trust Mr. Fullerton will himself
make his opinion clearer on the points
that we have raised. If not some
member of the committee will do a
public service if he interrogates him
on these particulars,

A MAGNIFICENT LAWSUIT AHEAD,

Mr. Fullerton contends that the city
still retains in its hands the franchise
for a street car service on one day
in the week. According to this view
the city can refuseéto negotiate with
the company in regard to the proposed
Sunday.. service duriq,(* the whole of
the unexpired term( of \the agree-
ment, some twenty-six :?Jrs. The city
would not be obliged any time to
submit the question of/a Sunday ser-
vice to a vote of the citizens. That
is the contention of the city. That
is the reason underlying the council’s
proposed refusal to' subn.it the ques-
tion to a straight vote of the eciti-
zens. Now, suppose Mr. Fullerton
is wrong ‘in his contention. Suppose
the city acts on his advice and abso-
lutely refuses to submit the simple
issue of cars or no cars on Bunday to
the citizens, what position will the
city occupy in that event? It appears
to us Counsel Fullerton is taking a
fearful risk on his shoulders. Sup-
pose the Railway Company is right
in its contention that it is legally en-
titled to have a vote of citizens taken
on the simple issue of cars or no cars
(modified by the mutual agreement
of the city and company as to the
character of the service to be put in
force), then the company can afford to
take matters quietly and allow the
city to pursue the policy outlined by
Mr. Fullerton. If the Railway Com-
pany is in the right they will have
a claim for damages against the
city for the estimated profits of
every Sunday during the interim be-
tween now and the time the city con-
sents to the vote being taken. Should
Mr. Fullerton’s opinion be approved
by the council then it is not only pos-
sible, but probable, that all negotin-
tions between the city and the com-
pany will be off, and as far as the
company 18 concerned it looks as if
they will be off for the unexpired
portion of its franchise. From the
very moment the council.acts on Mr.
Fullerton’s advice and refuses to ne-
gotiate with the comipany, from that
very moment the company will be in a
position to file a claim of perhaps
$2000 "a week against the city, continu-
ously till the expiration of its fran-
chise. And what is more, we believe
the company is legally entitled to such
a claim, and we belleve it can colfect
it. If the Railway Company is right
and Mr. Fullerton is wrong the city
will have to pay the company the
profit it would have made through a
Sunday service, and citizens will have
no Sunday cars. We advise Mayor
Fleming ‘to proceed slowly. He is
treading on dangerous ground. He
may involve us in a law suit bigger
than any we have yet had the pleas-
ure of defending.

There
can be little doubt that it would be
a popular act to select a gentleman
to accept the vacant portfolio from
amongst the representatives of East-
ern Ontario, and while we only stand
for the principle of fair representa-
tion, and would not presume to nomi-
nate the man, we feel that no more
popular selection could be made than
the popular and energetic member for
West Peterboro, Mr. J. R. Stratton.
We do not expect Hon. Mr. Hardy or
his colleagues to go into spasms of
activity to follow our advice, but we
n suggést that the general course
fnadlcategdg abo‘r}? Woutd ‘by no means
mean any loss of stréngth or popu-
laritv.

WHAT THE PROJECT INVOLVES.

Since Mr. Laurier gave publicity to
his opinions on the proposed inter~
national deep waterway ,hat ques-
tion has assumed an importance, in
this country at least, that it never
before possessed. Hitherto the pro-
ject has attracted the attention only
of those who are more or less directly
interested in the question of freight
rates, such as vesselmen, grain deal-
ers and the representatives of agri-
cultural interests, together with en-
gineers and capitalists. The project
will now likely attract the attention
of the statesmen of both. countries
and the people generally. What the
proposed deep waterway to the sea
really involves is not very well under-
stood by the public, or even by a cer-
tain portion of the press. The schcme
is practically this: Teo deepen or re-
construct existing channels so as to
afford a clear and unobstructed water-
way for vessels drawing twenty or
twenty-one feet between the citles of
the great lakes on the one hand and
the cities of Montreal and New York
on the other, The Americans, it is safe
to say, will assist in no scheme that
does not give them a deep waterway
to New York. This much has been
gathered from the discussion that has
taken place at the various interna-
tional conventions that have been
held. One of the greatest authori-
ties on modern canal building is Mr.
L. B. Cooley, who has charge of the
construction work of the big Chicago
drainage canal. According to Mr.
Cooley's estimate it will take $50,000,-
000 to construct a twenty-one-foot
waterway from Lake Erie to Mont-
real. Furthermore, it will cost $50,000,-
000 to make a similar channel from
the St. Lawrence to New York, via
Lake Champlain. As faras the con-
struction of the lafter is concerned the
United States would not.look to Can-
ada for any financial assistance. Can-
ada, however, would have to afford
a right of way through a small por-
tion of her territory to permit of the
construction of this waterway. As far
as the question of expense goes the

two countries will be jeintly concern- .

ed' merely with the channel to Mont-
real. Now in ‘this connection it is
proposed to leave the Welland Canal
Just as it is. The American idea Is
to build a new canal from Tonawanda
to Lake Ontario, altogether in United
States territory. This canal will be
constructed according to the  latest

ideas in canal building. Not one-third ,

of the locks used in the Welland Canal
will be required. The estimated cost
of this new canal i§ placed at $23,000,~
000, and Engineer Cooley thinks this
amount is ample: to allow. Twenty-
seven millions is put down as the cost
of deepening the St. Lawrence Bys-
tem from Kingston to Montreal. The
question reduces itgself to this: Is Can-
ada prepared to give the United States
a right of way through the deepened
St. Lawrence canals in exchange for a
right of way through the proposed
American canal connecting Lake Erie
and Lake Ontario? The $50,000,000 in-
volved in the work should, as a mat-

secondary consideration. The advan-
tages to be gained by both countries
by the proposed deep channel are so
great that the expenditure of fifty
‘million- dollars to attain them would
be a comparatively . small matter.
Canada could certainly afford: to con-

cost of a fifty-million dollar project
for obtaining a twenty-one-foot chan-
nel from Montreal to  Port Arthur.

The construction of this single
waterway would in itself prove of
greater benefit to farmers of Canada
and the United States than ‘the half
dozen trunk railways that have been
laid across. the continent. Each ome
of these trunk lines has cost between
one hundred and two hundred 'mil-
lion dollars. We -could afford to
undertake this work jointly even at
the risk of having some portion of
the waterway inh Canadian or Ameri-
can territory blown up by & hostile
fleet every twenty years or so. = It
F would ‘be an' economical undertaking
even with that improbable contingency
ahead of us. .

THE MISTASSINI. TRIP.

For the Mistassini trip we embark
on the steamer Colon at the wharf in
front of the hotel at 830 am. The
steamer Colon is light draft and speci-
aily built for the work in which she
is engaged, and notwithstanding a
strong professional rivalry existing be-
tween the captain and “Lapierre de |
Cook,” our party has a very pleasant
time. In the clear air of the early
morning we steam away, passing on
the left the extensiyve miMs owned and
operated by Mr. Scott before referred
to, and in the distance, with its tow?
ers and minarets resembling an eastern
palace, rises the Hotel Roberval, in its
many acred park and picturesque sur-
roundings. As the Colon skirts the
norther&shore we notice to what a
remdrkdble ‘extent the depth of the
water in the lake varies, being no
less than 27 feet between high and
low water mark. Looking raway to
the south it has all the appearance of
the majestic stretches of Liake Ontariog,
with the same deep, dark and beautiful
blue that

“Gives and takes its
Colers from -the sky.”

Neat little French settlements, with
! their quaintly roofed houses painted
clear white,/dot the rising shores. Land
is not 'visible to the south -Wwith ‘the
naked eye, but to the east, a faint
blue serrated line shows where the
upper Laurentian chain bounds the
shore. & ,

Indians with their bark canoes are
passed in the fimner  channels. The
birch canoes here are superior in con-
struction to any others, being cleaner,
more symmetricgl and evidently more
carefully framed. They have also a’
smoother surface, offering less resist-
ance to the water and are therefore
swifter., Guides, who are adept canoe-
men, can ‘be readily engaged here at
any season. On a sharply defined
point and reddish sand beach on the
left a gaudy spire often fiashes in the
morning sunlight. - This is Point Blue,
an Indian reserve where the H. B. Co.
also have a post. The point has in
the distance a bluish apearance, there-
fore its name. Beyond Point Blue
there are wide stretching prairies
along a deep bay, into which the Ash-
uapinouchouan River.empties. At the
head of this river is another lake, on
the shores of which is located the
French-Canadian farming settlement
of St. Felicien. A point to the right
over the starboard bow appears the
settlement of Perribona, at the mouth
of the river of the same name.

‘ The course of the steamer is now
directed up the Mistassini River, with
the island-studded entrance of the

Tikouabe River to the left.

Agent Mas Been Suggested.

The butchers who occupy stalls
in the market now want the fish
stalls moved away. The Property
Committee, however, could not see its
way clear to do ithis, but om the re-,

er the number of the stalls will be re-|
duced and their position. slightly al-
tered.

Ald. J. J. Graham wrote in  refer-
ence to the use of the Parkdale Water-
works, suggesting that the building be |

the caretaker might live there during
the winter and protect the properiy
from damage. ® Ald. Jolliffe urged
that the work be ‘done at once, but
Ald. Sheppard, Davies and Saunders
thought tnat as the bathing season
would end in a few days the matter
might safely be laid over until next
year, much to Ald..

The City Commissioner, upon being ap-
pealed to, stated that he had been
informed that an architect had been
appointed by some one, he "did not
know who, to make ‘plans for the
building. +

Secretary Littlejohn stated that so
far as he knew the Board of Control
had not appointed anyone.

Chairman Burns expressed some
surprise that the Property Committee,
which has charge of all the city build-
ings, had not been consulted in the
matter. He pointed out that the Board
of -Control had also ignored the com-
mittee in reference to the purchase of|
the property upon which it was pro-
posed to erect the building.

An estimate prepared by the City
Commissioner placed. the cost of put-
ting ‘a new boiler into the jail build-
ing for heating purposes at $1600.
There was quite a discussion as to the
necessity for incurring the expense
this fall, but Jail Steward McMillan
stated that the boiler now in use had
been condemned by the Boiler Insur-
ance Company. The committee will
take the matter dp for serious con-
sideration at the next meeting.

A number of accounts were submit-
ted for payment, among them half a
dozen for lumber amounting to about
$500. Ald. Sheppard wanted to know
why this material was not purchased
by tender, as required by the bylaws.

THE TROUBLE IN CRETE,

4
Propased Terms of Settlement as Fixed by
the Powers.

London, &ug. 26.—The Chronicle this
morning says: It is learned that Rus-
sia, France a;gxd Great Britain agreed
a month ago. that no Cretan reforms
could be effgctive unless carried on
under the continuous control of the
foreign consuls. The present scheme,
which advices from Constantinople
indicate have been accepted by the
Sultan, grants virtual autonomy to
Crete, similar to that granted to Le-
banon, the consuls of the great powers
formihg an advisory cduncil. It is pro-
{posed, according to this scheme, that
'a fixed tribute amounting to 10,000 Tur-
kish pounds shall be paid to the Sul-
tan by the inhabitants of Crete. The
insurgents will accept the proposals
of the powers upon condition that the
powers insist upon a reduction in the
garrison of 2000 men.
