MRS. PANKHURST. MRS. DRUMMOND.

Mrs, Pankhurst Had Slapped Police Inspector’s Face
—Many Windows Stoned and Byoken.

LONDON, June 29.—The thirteenth vain attempt of the mili-
tant suffragettes to obtain access to Premier Asquith by deputa-
tion resulted in exciting scenes in Parliament Square to-night and
the arrest of more._than one hundred women,

‘The plan of campaign followed the lines previously employed by
the suffragettes. The women’s parliament assembled in Caxton Hall at
8 o'clock in the evening and sent a deputation, headed by Mrs. Pank-
hurst to endeavor to see the prime minister who had ' previously
decided not to see the deputation.

Enormous erowds of onlookers assembled in the vicinity of parlia-
ment house before the time set for ‘the raid upon the house, around
which large bodies of police, numbering three thousand on foot and
mounted, had taken up strategic positions, s

The first noteworthy incident was the arrest, after a great deal of
trouble, of a buxom equestrian suffragette who tried to penetrate the
police cordon to take a message to the premier. :

ASSAULTS POLICE INSPECTOR.

Next appeared the deputation under command of Mrs. Pankhurst,
and it was received by the erowd with wild cheers.

Escorted by the police the deputation arrived at the St. Stephen's.

To have these pre-
gented to us as uvnattractive or unim-
portant is algo Injurious.”

Parades and Processions, passed by the
Board of Police Commissioners of the City
of Toronto on the Wth ulto., and now in
force, is hereby published for the infor-

* mation of all concerned :

1. No procession or parade shall be al-|*

lowed upon any highway unless at least
twenty-four hours’ notice in writing of
the intention to hold the same is given tq
the Chief Constable, and to be effectual
such notice must state : (a) The place of
assembly and hour of starting therefrom.
(b) The proposed route of the procession,
. and its destination. (c) Approximate num-
ber of persons forming procession, stat-
ing : Number on foot; number mounted;
number of bands -of music; number of
carriages.

2. On streets upon which there are car
tracks, the procession-shall march on the
portion of the highway between the street
car tracks and the curbing, so as not to

‘ obstruct the running of cars, and on
other streets shall, march on the right-
hand side of the roadway, leaving room
for other traffic thereon to pass.

3. The progession shall cause no unmec-
essary ioterruption to the street car or
other traffic, and the persons forming the
procession - shall obey the directions of
the police constables as to allowing street
cars or other traffic to pass through the
procession,

4, Persons in charge of street cars, or
other vehicles, ‘and other persons upon
the highway, shall obey the directions of
the police constahles as to stopping, or
as to passing through the procession, and
persous in charge of vehicles (other than
street cars), and pedektriaus shall obey
the directions of the police constables as
to the routes of tyavel to be observed
during the passage of any .procession.

6. The above regulation requiring notice
to be given shallznot apply to processions
of persons less than fifty In number.

6. The Chief Constable may, if he deem
it expedient and necessary, require the
procession to take a different route from
that indicated in- such notice, and the
procession -shall adhere to the route ap-
proved by the Chief Constable. i

7. At the Intersectjons or other fre-
quented portions of the highways, on all
occasions or times, when the highways
may be thronged or liable to obstruction,
police coustables are authorized and di-
rected to order all traffic to cease in one
direction for g sufficlent time to allow
traffic in the other direction to proceed,
and may generally direct the traffic (ex-
cept street cars) at such places, with a
yiew to keeping order and preventing col-
Ifsion of traffic. Persons in charge of
street cars or other vehicles, and other,
persong upon the highway, shall obey the
orders and directions of the police cou-
stables, given in accordance herewith.

NEW OLD FELDSWEST
OF T, WLLIW ON G2

World Man Goes In From Wako
and Sets Up Camp Near
Conture Lake.

CONTURE LAKE (Sturgeon Lake
District), June 20.—(Special Correspon-
dence.)—We leit Fort Wiiliam on Friday
morning on the G.T.P. for Wako. The
trip out was very fine and owing to the
kindness of Mr. Hill, the G.T./P, pay-
masté¥, who allowed me to use -the
back of his car, I was able to make some
nne views. ‘lne G.T.P. parallels- tne
C.P.R and C.N.R. for about twenty-
five or thirty miles, showing some very
fine views of the three great transcon-
tinental roads, especially at Dona on
the G.T.P., where the Kaministiquia
River flows in sigant of the three roads
tor about ten miles, giving glimpses
of the three tracks and its own mag-
nificent scenery. The G/T.P, for 2
new road, is a wonder and to J e
tfrom the way the inhabitants along
the route rusn to their doors and gaze
after the semi-weekly train, it has
not . yet lost its charm of newness in
teir eyes. 'We arrived at Wako about
eight o'clock in the eyening and were
directed to° a -very good hotel The
rates are similar to those at Elk City
and other new camps,

Saturday merning saw a downpour
of rain, so bad that the gasoline line
did not leave until’ late in the morn-
ing. We were, however; lucky enough
to catch the M. J. O'Brien on Sturgeon
Lake. The O'Brien was built last win-
ted by the railway contractors of that
name and is used on Sturgeon Lake
for freighting and passengers, She
is built after the style of Mississippi
River boats with a large paddle wheei
astérn, carries about 100 tons freight’
and draws about three feet of water
when loaded. Good meals were served
on the boat on the run up to the hotel
or Trapper’s Cabin, :

Sturgeon Lake. = .

Sturgeon Lake is about sixty miles
in length and the widest place is
about 15 miles. There is good: fishing
and splendid scenery. The boat makes
the trip in about five hours. The lake
is dotted with islands much the same
as Temagami, but is much larger.

We arrived at the hotel on Sturgeon
about three d’clock. This is about half
way up the lake and nearly opposite
the Hudson Bay Post, which is on the
other side of the lake. The proprietor,
Mr. Halgren, ‘runs & very fine house,
and the accommodation was much bet-
ter than one would expect. After stay-
ing around there a ‘day and listened
t the stories of different prospectors
who had already staked out claims, we
decided to move for Conture Lake. "’

Man of Many Claims.

One old prospector said he bhad one
hundred and fifty c¢laims staked when
I talked to him first, but‘l came to
the conclusion that it was owing the
brand of Hquor he was drinking, ‘which
I found out afterwards was palnklller
and lemon extract. Some time after-
wards 1 talked with him again and it
was two hundred. 1 decided right
then that he had had another drink.
This i8 without a doubt a wery rich
camp. This morning we visited the
St. Anthony and were shown over the
workings by the manager, *Mr. Mec-
Ewen, who has been in charge of oper-
ations there for some time. Mr. Mc-
Ewen showed us in an open cut and
in a small pit, ‘“‘gold mative,” which
looked almost fhe same as Cobait
silver ore, except that it is gold. He
said the samples would assay $15,000
to the ton. This mine has been in op-
eration for the last flve or six years
with some intervals of inaction. ’

It has a fine plant installed. Two
one hundred and 'fifty horse power
bollers, a large compressor engine, elec-
tric light plant and a ten stamp mill,
to say mothing of machine shop and
yp-to-date camps.
