The G.W.r. read his Report as fgflows, which was referred to 
the Committee on the State of the Order :
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Huntingdon, June 20, 1855. 

Officers and Brothers of the Grand Division, C. E.

Eight months have rolled round since I had the honour of being 
placed at the head of this Grand Division, and since we had the 
pleasure of greeting one another with friendly voices, on the
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occasion of an Annual Session of this body. It is indeedl de­
lightful privilege thus to come together from various and dis­
tant portions of Canada East, to meet each other in Love, Purity, 
and Fidelity. And it has become my agreeable duty to present 
for your consideration a Semi-Annual Report, of the state of the 
Order in Canada East. I am happy in being able to say that 
our noble Order in Canada East is in an increasing state of pro­
gress j and I understand is still more so in every Province and 
State around us, wherever its pure and spotless banner has been 
unfurled. What reason then of gratitude and future and in­
creased obligation to offer the grateful homage of our hearts to 
the Giver of every good and perfect gift, who has so mercifully 
dealt with us, and to supplicate for a continuance of His great 
goodness. The increase of Subordinate Divisions and Members, 
and the general .prosperity of our Order since your last Annual 
Meeting, afford gratifying evidence that the Lord is with us. I 

happy to state that I had the pleasure to place my signature 
to two Charters for two new Divisions, and had the pleasure 
to organize one of these in person, viz., Balaklava Division, No. 
30, in Leeds, County Megantic. The other hails from Claren­
don; and lam also happy to state the reestablishing of Chatli 
Division, and still have hopes of ere long the rising to life of 
Point Levi Division. I, like my predecessor, hayrë 'to complain 
of the negligence of some of the D.G.W.P’s in not making out 
fheir Official Quarterly Reports, for the information and guid- 
ence of the G.W.P. Those- in default are the D.G.W.P.’s of 
Ormstown, Aylmer, St. Andrews, Lancaster, Lochabar, Clarence- 
ville, and Point Fortune, which certainly shows great laxity 
of interest towards the Subordinate Divisions under their respec­
tive care. I trust a word to the wise is sufficient. I therefore 
call their particular attention to Art. 3, Sec. 3, page 75, By-Laws of 
Grand Division. The D.G.W.P.’s of Montreal, Portage du Fort, 
Huntingdon, Lnchute, Lacolle, St. Johns, Point a Cavngnol, and 
Bristol, have attended to their duty in this matter, and have 
sent to me favourable and encouraging reports of the respective 
subordinate Divisions under their charge ; the only complaint 
being the working of the new Ritual. The D.G.W.P’s. of the
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last mentioned localities will please accept my thanks for their 
kind co-operation in assisting me in carrying out the working of 

noble Order. I have the pleasure in announcing to you the 
final passage of the Act of Incorporation, (the extension of the 
Act for Canada West) for which petitions were laid before Parlia­
ment, and would congratulate the Order in Canada East upon 
the important position they occupy, and the great influence they 
have at command ; and would take occasion to impress upon 
this Grand Division the necessity of the greatest caution in the 

of the power they now possess, that we may convince our 
fellow citizens, who are not members of our Order, that we are 
worthy of the confidence placed in us. In obtaining this Act, I 
avail myself of this opportunity of bringing to the notice of this 
Grand Division the two gentlemen in Parliament, viz., Messrs. 
Cook and Hartman, who so kindly interested themselves in hav­
ing this our Act brought before the notice of the Legislature. I 
would also beg leave to suggest the propriety of furnishing each 
subordinate Division with definite instructions how to proceed to 
make the provisions of the Act available. This could be done by 
a circular, embodying the necessary instructions.

I would most respectfully call the attention of this Grand Di­
vision to the condition of the Order of Cadets of Temperance, 
in Canada East. In my opinion there is great cause and neces­
sity of a greater interest for their welfare on our part. At onr 
last meeting we had anticipated ere we should again assemble, 
that an Act for the prohibition of the sale of intoxicating liquors 
would have passed our Legislature, and shortly become the law 
of this province ; however in this important mailer we have been 
disappointed ; it being thrown out on a point of order in its last 
moments before the House, after being so nobly fought for by the 
Temperance members. It is all for the best ; it will more plainly 
show to the country the strength of the house on this important 
question. We must again buckle cn the armour, and to battle 
go. It appears to my mind that at the next meeting of Parlia­
ment the petitions for the Maine Law must be innumerable, 
and wotdd suggest that the petitions should define the particulay
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r law desired “ whether with or without importation.” We must 
be united in our determination to expel the hydra-headed monster 
alcohol from his legal fastnesses, and like one in days gone by, 
cease not to cry agitate ! agitate ! ! agitate ! ! !

The Grand Scribe’s report will contain a more- statistical ac­
count of the Order under this Grand Division, showing, with 
other information, its strength in numbers and divisions also, 
what divisions have made their quarterly returns, and those that 
have failed in that all important duty.

The Grand Treasurer’s report will show the financial state of 
the Grand Division, and I would recommend, if in our power, 
that the loans from the Howard and Gough Divisions, with in­
terest thereon, be returned to them.

In conclusion, brothers, I congratulate you on the elevated 
position you occupy in the cause of Total Abstinence, and again 
remind you of the great responsibilities your position imposes, 
and fervently returning thanks to our Heavenly Father, for the 
evidence of his goodness in the past, I sincerely pray that he 
may, by His Divine Spirit, influence the deliberations of our 
present meeting, that He may increase our numbers ahd useful­
ness as an Order, and use us as instruments, for a speedy refor­
mation in this part of the British Provinces, far surpassing all 
our sanguine expectations.

Montreal, June 20, 1855,

Officers and Brothers,

Since the last meeting of this Grand Division, two new 
Divisions have been instituted, viz. :—

Clarendon Division, No. 29, Instituted 21st March.
Balaklava Division, No. 30, Instituted 19th April.

In regard to those Divisions reported at last Annual Meeting as 
having ceased working, I have but little to report. I wrote to 
each locality, but got no reply from auy of them. There seems 
good hope, however, of Chatham Division, being again this 
summer put in working order, — and Brother Wanless of St. 
Andrews Division has had full powers granted to him for that 
purpose.

The following Divisions have adopted the degrees, been 
supplied with Rituals, and are now in full working order, viz. 
Howard, Montreal ; St. Lawrence, Quebec ; Cameron, St. Johns; 
Bristol, Bristol; and Clarenceville, Clarenceville; — and just 
before leaving Montreal for this meeting, I received an order 
from Aylmer Division for the necessary Books, Sec., for instituting 
degrees there.

As this Grand Division at its last Annual Meeting, when 
adopting the degrees, made no laws for the uniform guidance of 
the Divisions using them in Canada East, I would 
mend that at this session some action be taken in this matter. 
The Grand Division of Canada West, at its last Annual Meeting, 
adopted certain rules for the Degree Divisions, which this Grand 
Division might examine, and prepare something similar.

At the meeting of the Grand Division held in June l&st, How­
ard Division made application for the return of, tho money loaned 
by them to this Grand Division ; but as the Grand Division had 
no funds to meet this demand, it empowered the Grand Scribe

recom-
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to endeavour to raise a loan from some other Division, and pay 
the amount borrowed from Howard Division. Your Grand
Scribe was not able to accomplish this before the Annual Meet­
ing of the Grand Division, when the subject was again brought 
up, and talked over, —and the names of several Divisions 
tioned, which it was then thought would grant such a loan, if 
application were made to them. Soon after your Grand Scribe 
made application to them, but found that none of them had funds 
at their disposal to grant the required loan.

On finding that the amount required could not be raised in 
the way expected, the Grand Worthy Patriarch and several of 
the Divisions were consulted on the subject, and they unani- 
mons’y recommended that an appeal be made to the Divisions 
under our jurisdiction, and asked to contribute as much as they 
were able towards the paying off of the debt incurred at the 
commencement of this Grand Division, viz : the sum of Thirty 
pounds, which was borrowed from Howard and Gough Divisions, 
£15 from each.

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t Clurenreville Division in urging this 
mendation offered to contribute One pound five shillings, and 
hid no doubt but that each Division would at least give this 
sum, towards so desirable an object.

On the strength of this recommendation and with the consent 
of the Grand Worthy Patriarch, 1 made this appeal to the Divi­
sions under our jurisdiction, with the full persuasion that it would 
be generally responded to.
