JANES PENDER DEA

One of St. John's Captains ef In-|
dustry Passed Away  This

Morning |

In the death of James Pender, which
occurred suddenly this morning, St. John
lost one of her most prominent citizens,

a leader in the industrial life of the city
and a picturesque figure in public life‘i

The Late James Pender

Mr. Pender was a pioneer in the wire
nail industry in. the maritime provinces
and, through his own efforts, built up
one of the largest of the city’s indus-
tries. His chief interest centred in his
business and his plant but he found
time to take an active interest in poli-
tics and was a candidate of the Liberal
party for the dominion house at one
general election. He was noted as a
man. of firm opinions with a vigorous
method of expressing them but the some
time brusqueness of his manner did not
conceal the kindliness of his disposition
and his generosity and by those who
knew him best he was held in thé highest
esteem. 7

Mr. Pender had been in failing health
for the last year and suffered a slight
stroke a few months ago. Yesterday
he took a bad turn and this morning
at eight o’clock passed away. Death
was due to congestion of the brain.

He was born in New Jerusalem in
1849. As a young man he came to St.
John and entered the employ of a local
hi.rdware dealer. A few years later he
became a member of the firm of Pender
& Moore, and opened a cut nail and spike
business where the Union Station is now
situated. In 1891 he started at the pres-
ent site of the Pender Nail Works in
Charlotte street, and since that time the
industry has developed into one of the
largest of its kind in eastern Canada. He
was a most zealous and industrious
worker and the marked success which he
attained won for him the name of a care-
ful and successful manager.

He could converse intelligently on any
topic of the day. He traveled extens-
ively and while doing so familiarized
himself with business methods in his own
line, i Western Canada and the United
States.

Besides his wife he is survived by one
son, J. Vance Pender, of Brooklyn. N.
Y., and one daughter, Mrs. C. W. Baillie
of Wentworth street, also two brothers
in California.

For the last few weeks there has been
much comment as to the way that the
armory, which was recently taken over
by the Military Hospitals Commission
command was being left idle. This
morning the Times learned some of the
facts regarding the armory and the rea-
son it was not being turned over to the
military authorities, but being held by
the Military Hospitals Commission. It
appears that about a year ago the com-
mission was advised from . London to
make ready for the accommodation of
about 1,000 active treatment soldiers a
week, as that number was to be sent
back to Canada. The commissiog secured
accommodations at Quebec, Halifax and
St. John. At St. Jobhn . they secured
from the Toilitary’ department the arm-
ory, which they converted into a hos-
pital, to accommodate 450 such soldiers.

Soldiers soon began to arrive, and it
was learned by the commission after all
arrangements had been made that what
the imperial anthorities meant by an
active treatment soldiers and what the
Canadian authorities meant were two dif-
ferent things. The imperial authorities
meant one who was convalescing, while
the Canadian authorities interpreted the
phrase as meaning soldiers who were
aisabled and would have to be confined
to hospital treatment for several months.
‘Then, again, the admiralty instead of the
C. P. R. took over the contract of con-
veying these men from the old country
to Canada, and so landed them at Hal-
ifax. Had the C. P. R. been conveying
these men to Canada they would have
been landed in St. John, or at least part
of them. When the hospitals commis-
sion found out that the mistake was
made, ,they then had no immediate use
for the armory, but still they feel that
they will have in the course of a few
months and that it would not be advis-
able to have it converted back into an
armory, since they have gone to such an
expense. They consider the armory
now, since it has been remodelled, as be-
ing one of their best hospitals and in the
couﬁse of time fully intend using it as
such.

IFTER BRNG NEWS

Sigmaller P. L. Harrington Sends

“I have been wounded slightly, but
am still all right and carrying on the
good work. I was hit by a small piece
of shrapnel, not enough fortunately to
confine me to hospital.

Many
friends of Signaller Harrington will be
overjoyed to learn that his wound was
not serious and that he is still actively

BIGLOSSES 70" AUSTRIAN
SHIP OWNERS IN THE WAR

London, May 80—A Vienna despatch
forwarded from Amsterdam by °‘Ex-
change Telegraph says that at the ;‘mn'ua.l
meeting of the Austrian ILloyd Shipping
Company yesterday, it was stated that
the company’s losses in 1916 were more
than 8,000,000 kromer.

Manufacturers Consider
Problems Of Importance

Maritime Branch of

The modern attitude of employers to-
ward their employes was well ilustrated
at the opening session of the convention
of the maritime branch of the Cana-
dian Manufacturers’ Association, which
opened here this morning. The greater
part of the session was devoted to the
consideration of matters relating to
workmen’s compensation acts, and the
chief concern of the manufacturers
seemed to be to safeguard their men
fiom accidents and to settle with them
on as fair and equitable basis as possi-
ble whea accidents did occur. Legisla-
tion which aided the achievement of
th’zse objects was approved by the gath-
ering.

The necessity of pressing forward the
work of shipbuilding was another im-
portant matter dealt with; some pro-
gress along this line was reported, but
greater efforts were urged and the or-
ganization pledged its support and co-
operation in the revival of the wooden-
shipbuilding industry.

A motion protesting against the legis-
lation which prevents manufacturers fix-
ing the retail price of their products
was laid over for consideration this
afternoon. bt

A deep gloomn was cast over the gath-
ering towards the close of the session
when announcement was made of the
sudden death of James Pender.

Before the morning session the mem-
bers visited the Simms factory at Lan-
caster, and at noon they had lunch at
the Manor House. The business ses-
sion will be continued this afternoon,
and a public meeting wil be held in
the high school assembly hall this even-
ing.

Welcome By Mayor

When the meeting was called to or-
der in the Board of Trade rooms, the
president, A. McColl, expressed the plea-
sure it gave them to meet in St. John
and then called upon Mayor Hayes.

The mayor heartily welcomed to the
city the representatives of the manufac-
turing interests—the backbone of the
country’s prosperity. He referred to the
fact that in the past, the maritime indus-
tries had not been able to offer suffi-
cient attractions to keep the young men
at home, but he was gratified by the
change which had taken place. The’
lower provinces had provided leaders in
all parts of Canada in industrial, busi-
ness and political life. Today politics
should be a secondary consideration
and it was necessary for all to unite to
aid in winning the war, a cause in which
the manufacturers must play a promin-
ent part. After many vicissitudes St.
John was showing substantial growth
along industrial lines and the last year
had been the busiest and most prosper-
ous in its history, although no one
would wish to rejoice over prosperity
arising from the war. This prosperity,
kowever, had enabled the city to meet
the heavy demands for patriotic pur-
poses, and he felt the city was in a po-
sition to stand any strain or stress which
might come.

E. E. Shaw of Sydney suggested the
need of some other judge of a man’s con-
dition than his own doctor.

The chairman said that the added re-
sponsibility on the employers would
mauke them more careful of whom they
employed.

W. D. Piercy of 'Halifax expressed his
approval of the Nova Scotia act. In On-
tario the rate had risen from forty to
geventy cents, but thig'was due to an in-
crease in the number of accidents; the
way to keep the rate down is-to prevent
accidents, but the manufacturers also
should watch to protect themselves
against malingerers.

Mr. Kidner announces that one of
the outbuildings which is still preserv-
ed will be thoroughly renovated and
remodelled - inside for class rooms- and
workshops. The other old shacks will
be removed.

It is proposed that the Fredericton
convalescent hospital shall be the centre
for caring for that class of patients in
the province, and it will also be the
only re-education centre between Hali-
fax and Montreal. Vocational training,
the commission’s experts say, is carried
on for a double purpose—to give the
men occupation during the stay in hos-
pital, because a busy man convalesces
more rapidly than an idle one, and to
improve their chances of obtaining posi-
tions when they are discharged.

Re-education, however, is a much
more important and difficelt work, al-
though fewer men require it. Re-educa-
tion is for the men who are so disabled
that they -cannot return to their former
occupations. Many wonderful instances
of the benefits of re-education have al-
ready occurred, but the difficulties are
not small.

“There are many trades for which it
is easy to train partially disabled men,”
explained Mr. Kidner, “but théy might
not be able to get much work in them.
The market for any class of labor in the
province of the soldier’s residence must
be considered, as must his physical con-
dition and his personal tastes before a
trade or occupation is selected.”

Classes in general subjects to enable
poorly educated men to brush up their
ordinary education before taking voca-
tional training are carried on in all hos-
pitals. Commercial subjects, agriculture,
including poultry and gardening, shop
trades and motor mechanics are all to be
méide available as openings for the New
Brunswick men at the Fredericton con-
valeseent home.- The spacious grounds,
close to twenty acres, give excelliyn op-
portunity for the agricultural work, *nd
the militia department turns over all\its
broken down motor cars to be repaired
and rebuilt by the patients in the hos-
pitals.

Sir George Foster stated in reply to
Dr. Pugsley that the ships being built
under contract with the Imperial Muni-
tions Board were for the British gov-
ernment and were built to specifications
furnished by that government. The size
of the ships were, of course, determined
by the British authorities. As far as
Canada was concerned, the government,
he said, was building no ships of less
than 2,500 tons.

What Happened
To the Meney

Something over a year ago, early in
March, 1916, a farmer by the name of
Daniel Canning, living some miles out-
side of the town of Sussex, murdered
his sister and her husband. The news
of the tragedy reached Sussex in a very
few hours and the chief of police of the
town, Mr. Asbell, along with some
others, went to the scenc of the crime,
arrested the murderer and took him to
Sussex.

They also took possession of Can-
ning’s effects and found $1,764.95 stowed
away upon his person and in one place
or another. Most of this was in gold
and Asbell made an exact inventory of
the money as found, an inventory which
was afterwards produced in court and
read as follows:

Thirty-nine dollars and ninety-three
cents paper, silver and copper; $1,725
gold.

When the supreme court opened Cann-
ing wags placed upon his trial but it was
very evident as everybody had supposed
all along that the man was insane and
should be in the provincial hospital rather
thaa in the county jail.

In the meantime there was nearly $1,-
800 of this poor criminal lunatic’s lying
idle in the bank. Then before the trial
of Canning took place D. J. Foohey, of
Norton, wnose wife is a distant relative
of Canning apparently took charge of his
business. Foohey and George W. Fowler
got power of attorney and the money
which kad been deposited for-safe keep-
ing in the Bank of Nova Scotia at Sussex
was pliced on deposit April 4 in the
names of D. J. Foohey (in trust) and
Gecrge W. Fowler, and another phrase
connected with the deposit was, “Both to
sign.” This was on April 4, and on Anril
19 the first check apparently was given
out to Fowler and Freeze for $500 for
services as counsel in defence of D. Cann-
ing. There were two other checks, one
on April 27 to Fowler and Freeze “Ser-
vices re case D. Canning $800.” There
was another check on May 16 to the same
firm as follows, “Fowler and Freeze bal-
ance legal fees Canning case $800” mak-
ing a total to Fowler and Freeze of $1,100.

In the meantime apparently Foohey
had taken charge of Canning’s property
had sold his horse and sheep and had de-
posited the proceeds in the bank at Sus-
sex to the credit of himself and Mr.
Fowler in trust. The account as fur-
nished by the Bank of Nova Scotia to
the cheirman of the provincial hospital
commission, Premier W. F. Foster, is as
given below and shows that after all the
“expenses” had been paid there was the
very small amount of $406.98 to be placed
to the credit of the provincial hospital for
the keep of Daniel Canning whose whole
property had amounted to $2,088.48.

Although
the question is not yet before parliament,
it is before the country and is being
bandied about, and all sorts of prejudices
set playing upon it, until, difficult as
it was at best, it hourly becomes more
so. There is a psychology in such mat-
ters that makes only one course possible,
and that is to adopt the course of action
and motion. It will not do to sit down
and wait for the people of the country to
decide that they are willing to follow.
The essential thing is for those who are
willing 1o lead te go ahead and do it.

There is little being done for, and
everything possible is being done against,
conscription. Before the premier an-
nounced his policy Hon. Mr. Blondin
and General Lessard were touring Que-
bec in favor of recruiting, and were be-
ing well received. They were, in fact,
doing 4 good deal of talking on the plat-
form in support of this very idea of rais-
ing forces equitably by selective draft.
Wten the premier spoke they quit and
returnzd to Ottawa to await what would
follow. Those meetings ended. Now
meetings, denouncing conscription, took
their place, and neither in parliament nor
out of it is anything being done to offset
the anti-conscription campaign now
under way, and which gains interest
hourly because it has the whole stage to
itself. ;

Chicago, May 27.—Existence of a plot
to wreck the’ American Association and

form a third major league was revealed
at a special meeting of the association
here yesterday. The meeting was for the
purpose of formally cancelling the inter-
league series of 48 games with the clubs
of the International League. The vote
for the cancelation was unanimous.

The plan to disrupt the association
was outlined in a statement jssued by
Thomas J. Hickey, president of the or-
ganization. While declining to mention
the names of persons alleged to be back
of the movement, Hickey said that a
meeting of the association club owners
would be called in the immediate future,
and “all members will act in concert Lo
defeat such disrupting efforts.”

Joe Tinker, president and .manager of
the Columbus club, said he understood
the plan for the formation of a third
major league included disruption of both

in each organization were to be selected
to make up the new league, he said.
The club owners pledged themselves to
reduce the salaries of high-priced players
25 to 50 per cent. Players refusing to
accept the reduction will be released, it
was announced. Probably a dozen men
will be asked to accept a cut in salary.
James C. McGill, president of the In-
dianapolis clubs O. H. Wathan, of Louis-
ville; and Roger Bresnahan of Toledo,
the three who opposed calling off the In-
ternational League series, did not attend
the meeting. They were represented,
however, by Thomas A. Barker, an at-
torney of Louisville, who demanded that
the proposal to play two schedules of 77
games each, instead of the inter-sectional
series, be dropped. As a result it was
decided to add 42 games to the present
schedule, increasing it to 154 games.
Edward G. Barrow, president of the
International Ieague, is understood to
be willing to abide by the decision of
the American’ Association in regard to

the cancelation.

New York, May 25—Owners and
trainers of horses now gquartered in the
vicinity of Jamaica, Belmont Park, and
the other race tracks in the vicinity are
agog over the rumor that racing tests
in Canada may be discontinued after
July 1.- In view of the fact that many
horsemen who are now racing here find
the class of theit charges better suited
with that which they meet over the bor-
der after that time there is usually an
American invasion in June, in as much
as the topnotchers and other good ones
hereabouts manage to make it unprofit-
able for any other type to be sent out
under colors.

It is known that the conscription pro-
cess will prevent any Americans between
the ages of twenty-one years and thirty
vears inclusive from journdying into
Cenada, so that a number of the horse-
men will be unable to make the trip over
the border as has been their wont for
years. With this prescription and rac-
ing it would appear that the Hamilton,
Fort Erie and Windsor tracks will labor
under hardships from the standpoint of
attendance as a great part of the spec-
tators at these tracks are residents of
the States who cross the line each day
to fcllow their favorite sport.

That there has been an undercurrent
of feeling against the use of oals and
fodder for horses in training at the Can-
adian tracks was known and that it
might manifest itself in the shape of ad-
verse legislation was the idea of some in
close touch with the strings in the land
of the Maple Leaf. That it will work
a hardship on many grain dealers who
have fpund horsemen liberal purchasers
is a seeming certainty if the sport in
the dominion receives the black eye and
the harmful results which the abolition
of racing must bring to the communities
wherein the sport has held sway.

Should racing be stopped in Canada it
would certainly mean that there would
be a gathering of the zelling race owners
clan in these parts, as the rank and file
of the ordinary type of thoroughbred
will have to seek. some such pasture as
the metropolitan circuit, where the
sport is on a better plane than it has
been since the killjoys attempted to put
an end to it.

Great Damage Done—Each Vessel
Fires Two Hours, Smashing
Hangars, Flattening a Railway
Station and Destroying Railway
and Viaduct

(By Percival Gibbon.)

Grado, Gulf of Trieste, May 27—
Dawn breaks early at this season. On
Thursday last it was already light be-
fore”five o’clock, when the British mon-
itors wallowed out to the firing stations
off these island-dotted lagoons and got
into position for action. 'I'hey were vet-
erans of the Dardanelles and had been
assigned long since to a part in the great
battle which® Italian troops ashore upon
the Carso are driving so effectively
home. Their post was midway up the
gulf, where their great guns could bear
upon airplane hangars and multifarious
military establishments which surround
Prosecco and Contovello, twin villages
upon the main road and railway to
Trieste, both constituting important de-
pots  for the Austrian air service and
general supplies. Vessels piloted them

1o their stations, where their great guns

commanded the targets. When the first
gnn spoke, a great shell went hooting
into th- amethyst distance, and an Ita-
linn scouting hydroplane duly marked it
down as true and precise upon-the rail-
way line south of Prosecco; the second
shot landed a little north of the first.
Fortune and good shooting contrived
it should hit the railway again at a
point where a Trieste bound train was
passing. The train vanished into a
ghastly ruin.

The other monitors arrived at their

stations and the bombardment continu-
ed in tremendous measured rhythm.
Each monitor fired two hours. They:
smashed hangars, flattened the railwa;
station of Prosecco, destroyed the ra
way and viaduct and produced a great
fire near Contovello, whose peak of
bright flame was visible from here. Aus-
trian hydroplanes attacked them vici-
ously, but their supporting Italian air-
craft fought them off, shooting down
two machines, whose four occupants
were rescued, though it proved impos-
sible to save the machines under fire
from the Austrian batteries of Punta
Ronco and Punta Prete, south of Trieste.
These captured officers related that they
were first aware of the presence of the
monitors through an agitated telephone
summons from Trieste stating: “British
and Italian navies in Gulf. of Trieste
preparing to bombard the coast.” Motor-
craft which had scouted the gulf ascer-
tained the presence of two Austrian sub-
marines, which issued from Trieste just
after the monitors left”

NATIONAL MONUMENT TO
A POPULAR SCOUT

Plans for a national monument to the
memory of Col. William F. Cody, known
the world over as “Buffalo Bill,” have
been facilitated by official action of the
city of Denver,” which has dedicated a
most appropriate site for the last rest-
ing place and monument of the popular
plainsman and army scout. The site sel-
ected is on Lookout Mountain, near Den-
ver and 2,000 ft. higher than that city,
from which the proposed equestrian sta-
ture will be visible. Territory lying in
four states—-Colorado, Wyoming, Ne-
braska, and Kansas—which were the
arena of the great scout’s famous ex
pleits, may be seen from Lookout Moun-
tain, and a painting ‘which depicts Col-
onel Cody leaning forward in the saddle
in typical western scouting attitude has
been chosen as a model for the monu-
ment.

The first amendment provides for the)
sale of alcohol “in sufficient gquantities” |
to manufacturers and those engaged in |
mechanical pursuits upon the written |
authorization of the chief inspector, re-|
moves the limit of ten gallons formerly |
fixed. This is done to allow manufac-
turers of essences and others to carry
on legitimate business without incon-
venience or embarrassment. -

The second amendment, introduced at|
the request of physicians, permits nurses !
or attendants, as well as parents and}
guardians, to give liquor for medicinal
purposes to a minor,

Believing that widespread advertis-
ing of liquors for sale; for importation
into the province was defeating the pur- |
pose of the act, the temperance people |
have asked to have the section relating|
to advertising made stronger. The|
amendment would forbid the advertis- !
ing of the manufacture or sale of liquor !
“upon any circular, poster, price-list, !
newspaper, periodicals or otherwise pub- |
lished in this province.” !

Section 89 is amended to remove the |
limit from alcohol used in the preserva-:
tion of specimens for scientific purposes '
and from the quantity of wine imported |
or kept on hand for sacramental pur-|
poses. !

In the original act no provision was!
made for the licensing and restricting the |
sale of non-intoxicating drinks and Sec-
tion 180 is amended to define such
drinks and to provide for the issuing of!
licenses. Section 181 tells what may be
sold under a beer licénse and specifies
that no license shall be required for the|
sale of soda waters or other beverages |
containing' no alcohol. ~ A sub-section |
provides a penalty for selling “temper- |
ance” drinks without a license. I

The final amendment eliminates Sec-|
tion 104 which authorized contracts for!
the sale and 1 ation of liquors be-|
tween this and other provinces; the|
elimination of this section does not (pro- |
hibit such transactions, but brings them
under the provisions of 6-7 George V,
Chapter 19, the “Doherty Act.”
