THE LAW REGARDING SALE
OF LIGUOR TO SOLDIERS

Inspector Jones has been receiving
numerous enquiries concerning the law
regarding the sale of liquor to soldiers.
He said the law reads: “That no person
shall sell or supply any intoxicating
liquor to any officer or man on the active
militia of Canada or of an overseas con-
tingent, if such officer or man be fully
or partly dressed in uniform.”

Regarding soldiers entering a bar to
purchase temperance drinks or cigars he
said the law did not go so far as to
prohibit them. He was of the opinion
that all dealers should refuse to serve
them and to discourage officers or men
from entering their premises at any
time.

PROVINCE OF MANITOBA
WILL ESTABLISH BANKS

Radical Move Made to Give Money Aid
to the Farmers :

Winnipeg, Dec. -18—The Manitoba
government has' decided to use $3,500,-
000 of trust funds deposited in lacal
banks as loans to farmers.. It is now
drawing 8 per cent, but the banks
threaten to reduce it to 2 per cent, hav-
ing all the money they require at pres-
ent. :

These deposits are in the form .of
telephone replacement fund, telephone
construction fund, aid to municipalities®
fund, good roads fund and sinking funds.
At 8 per cent. interest the province gets
$67,500 per annum, while at 2 per cent.
the province would receive only $45,000.

There is a further million dollars of
trust money which the government bor-
rowed from the telephone system re-
cently for five years at_ five per cent.

When asked for reasons for the pro-

posed reduction in the rate of interest,
one minister said:
_ “T'he banks have so much money Iy~
ing around that they feel they don’t
have to pay 38 per cent. Here they have
been paying us 2 per cent and loaning it
out in other places at 10 or 20 per
cent. on call. Now they won’t loan any
money to speak of injthe country, and
the result is they have more money than
ever they had and more * than they
know what to do with.”

The government’ idea is to establish
provincial banks.

EIGHT OF A ZEPPELIN
CREW FROZEN TO DEATH

London, Dec. 18—Eight of the crew
of a Zeppelin airship, which raided
Lopdon on October 13, were found
frozen to death on their return to Ger-
many, according to the Daily Express,
which, although it is unable to 'vouch
for the truth of the story, says it has
been openly discussed in Germany,
where it caused a profound impression,
and possibly acted as a deterrent to
further raids.

On New Year's Day a great campaign
will be inaugurated to fill the ranks of
the 115th Battalion, under Lt. Col.
Wedderburn. It will be a fitting begin-
ning of the New Year. The chief busi-
ness of the year 1916 will be war. The
men of New Brunswick who are now in
the trenches are calling for the assist-
ance of their conirades, and wonder why
more do not enlist. There can be no
thought of peace, no assurance of safety
for our homes, no guarantee of the free-
dom we enjoy under the British flag, un-
til Germany has been utterly defeated.
No man or woman in St. John can evade

responsibility. Infinitely more import-
ant than any business, any social move-
ment or church work at home, is the
need that the devil of greed and selfish-
ness, the “blonde beast” of lust and
plunder and savagery that threatens our
lives, our civilization, our liberty, even
Christianity itself, be utterly destroyed.

We did not seek war. We do not
glory in deeds of blood. *We love our
sons and brothers and want them spared
to us if they may be spared with honor
to themselves. But it would be better
for them and for humanity that they
go, even to death itself, than that
our Christian civilization perish from the
earth and humanity be crushed beneath
the iron yoke of Prussian militarism.
This is a holy war, a war for all that is
just and noble. If we mourn our losses,
what of Belgium and Serbia and Po-
Jand? What of Britain and France?
What of Russia and Ttaly? What of lit-
tle Montenegro? Surely it is a great
brotherhood of men arrayed against the
forces of might and murder that seek to
rule the world.

And we in St. John are a part of that
great brotherhood. This is our fight,
and we must see it through. The ranks
of the 115th must be filled. There are
now five battalions in process of forma-
tion in this province. They must all be
filled—and more. The campaign to be
jnaugurated here on New Year's Day
should set in motion a wave of enthus-
jasm that will sweep from Fundy to
Chaleur and from the Gulf to the bord-
ers of Maine, bringing to the colors
thousands of strong men who love their
country and value honor more than
slothful ease and a safety and comfort
bought by other men’s'blood.

If the address delivered by Warden
McLellan yesterday in the discussion of
the grant to the Children’s Aid Society
could be delivered from every pulpit and
platform in St. John it would do a great
deal of good.

John to be tash that should not be left
to the care of a few ‘voluntecr workers,
but should be taken up by the municipal-
ity itself. His plea for the development
of g community spirit, that would over-
come individual selfishness and bring
about united effort to improve the social
conditions which now threaten child-life
with gréat dangers, was backed with
proofs of the need. His address was a
fitting opening of a discyssion in which
no dissenting voice was heard, and it is
greatly to the credit of the council as a
whole that it expressed and proved its
entire sympathy with the work of the
Children’s Aid Society and child-welfare
work in general.

Of eight girls brought by the So-
ciety before the court it was necessary
- for their own good and that of the com-
munity to commit three to institutions,
and while the other five were given an-
other chance and went home with their
parents, another offence on the part of
any or all of them would result in their
removal also to a place of safety. Ward-
en Mclellan said that he feared = the
number of cases to be dealt with (hu'iug1
the next twelve months would be nearer
eighty than eight; but many or few,
the police department and the Children’s
Aid Society, which are working in close
harmony, will be the better able to deal
with them as a result of yesterday’s
vote, which enables the Society to estab-
lish a shelter or detention home. The
next important step will be to secure
a list of desirable foster homes in the
city or country, for children which may
become wards of the Society.

It is worthy of note just now that the
Union of New Brunswick Municipalities
last summer passed a resolution urging
the provincial government to appoint a
superintendent of Neglected and Depend-
ent Children for the province. This
should be done. Nova Scotla, Ontario
and some other provinces have such an
officer. His duty would be to aid in
organizing societies, co-ordinating the
work, and bringing the benefits of the
Children’s Protection Act to all parts of
of New Brunswick. St. John has led the
way, Fredericton is organizing a so-
ciety, and other centres may be expected
to follow the example.

In the meantime, surely recent events
in this city will make all parents more
careful and lead them to take care to
know where their children are, not only
in the evenings, but between the close

of school and supper time. It is largely
the failure of parents to do their duty
that compels society in its own defence

The most notable feature of this new
movement of national aspiration is the
sudden disappearance of ‘German pres-
tige: and influence:- For years Germany
had been building up a commanding
position in the commercial, financial and
industrial affairs of Italy. The Triple
Alliance was the political bond, but Ger-
man business men were doing more than
the politicians. Practically the entire
import of foreign goods, except coal, was
controlled by Germany. German capital
established great banks, built and oper-
ated railways, electric light plants, fac-
tories, hotels with German managers and
German waiters. Some of the most in-
fluential capitalists of Italy were of Ger-
man origin or with German backing, and
gradually German influence became lit-
tle short of predominant in Italian af-
fairs. Even in political and internation-
al affairs German ix;\ﬂuence was often
felt. g

But the vast fabric of German influ-
ence in Italy was swept away almost in
a day by the new movement for the
realization of Italy’s national aspirations.
Up to that time, just before Italy entered
the war, Giolitti had been the great
power in Italian affairs, believed by
many to be the .greatest man since Cav-
our. He had more than three hundred
of his partisans in the chamber, and his
word was law. Early last May he came
to Rome determined to keep Italy out
of the war, and with the chamber full
of his partisans about to meet it was
supposed Giolitti would prevail. But the
force of the new movement for national
aspiration was under-estimated. It was
led by skilful new leaders, with their own
newspaper. The popular -imagination
was excited by appeals to get back the
lost provinces and for a greater Italy.

Wild enthusiasm suddenly took pos-
session of the people. Mobs formed in
the streets; Giolitti’s house was Storm-
ed. His supporters in the chamber were
hooted and insulted. It was even fear-
ed that a revolution might spring out
of the intense popular feeling. Gradu-
ally, however, the soldiers and police got
the upper hand. But the new movement
had triumphed; the fulfilment of Italy’s
national aspirations was the watchword
from that time forward, Giolitti and his
followers disappeared from the scene and
are in seclusion. Italy denounced the
Triple Alliance and on May 28 declared
war against Awustria. Since then all of
Italy’s energies have been. concentrated
on redeeming the two lost provinces, and
the fighting now going on in Trent and
along the upper Adriatic is merely the
latest phase of this great movement for
the rcalization of Italy’s national aspira-
tions.

Bid For World Mastery
Must Be Turned Down

No Possibility of Peace at Present—A
Long Contest Is Ahead

N  (From the New York Tribune)

The words of the German Chancellor
should destroy completely the illusion,

where, that peace is possible at the
present time, or that any one of the
larger nations involved is ready to dis-
cuss the question of peace on terms that
any other would consider possible.

A peace today could only-be a truce.
Another peace of Nimwegen or Amiens.
A peace now would be a time of pre-
paration for another trial of strength
because the issue of the war rémains un-
decided. And the war has but one is-
sue. Until the German people are ready
to recognize what the French, recogniz-
ed a century ago that there can be no

| dominant and compelling nation in Eu-

rope, that the task of world supréemacy
is beyond the resources of any one peo-
ple ,any settlement would be transil-
ory,.a mere truce.

What the world now faces is one of
the great conflicts which represent the
bid of a race for world mastery, an ef-
fort.to reproduce more or less complete-
ly that greatness which Rome did
realize, which Spain and France in
their turns strove for and failed to re-
alize. H

.1 Similar Epochs in. the Past

When Louis XIV. began his long
reign and his great wars with an at-
tack upon the Dutch his position was
not largely different from that of Wil-
liam' II. He had an organized and cen-
tralized country.. He .had. the best army
in Europe. He faced a disorganized and
unsuspecting continent. He faced an Eng-
land become negligible in foreign affairs.

Yet under the shadow of the French
peril: Europe rallied. Louis XIV’s first
drive from Charleroi to the very gates
of Amsterdam was as brilliant as the
German advance of last year over many
of the same roads. But Louis XIV.
failed, paused, agreed to the Peace of
Nimwegen, which was but a truce, a
breathing spell, a period in which to
prepare for a new blow while guarding
against previous errors. Nearly forty
years of war were to follow before the
Peace of Utrtcht ended the first bid of
France for the supremacy of Europe.
France exhausted, bankrupt, fell away
to the abyss of the revolution.

In the Napoleonic time the situation
was but little different. France united
again by the first wars of the Revolu-
tion, breaking forth into new strength
and power, organized by the genius of
Napoleon, paused only for the briefest
time, in 1802 at the Peace of Amiens,
and Europe knew that new wars were
soon to come.

It was not until the Moscow cam-
paign and the Leipzig disaster that
France gave over ‘her. dream of world
‘empire and 'abandoned "Napoleon who
fell because France .did:not rise to the
invasion of 1814 as-it had to that of
1792.

A Dream to be Renouaced

What is taking place in Europe now is
nothing more or'less than a new bid for
world power by another race relatively
recently united, now feling the greainess
of its power and accepting the teachings
of .its rulers and teachers that it has a
mission of world supremacy to fulfil.

Until Germany renounces this dream
there cannot be peace. And how can
Germany renouncé it when her triumph-
ant armies are in Warsaw, in Belgrade,
in Brussels, when her frontiers have
reached ths Dwina and the Aisne and
her generals are at the gates of Riga
and approaching the frontiers of Al-
bania and Greece? :

Peace under existing conditions would
be the vainest of delusions. Germany
would return tomorrow or the next day
She would seek to separate the present
coalition, she would await the moment
when Russia andyGreat Britain were
again at odds to strike one and then the
other, she would.recoil to leap farther,
a year hence or two years hence.

But the
German danger will be laid, and until it
is laid, peace is the greatest of all the
evils that can be expected.

No Basis of Agreement

There can be no peace now because
there is no basis of aggreement. Therc

offer. The French cannot talk peace
when the loss of national territory is in
the conversation. Russia has lost Poland
and most of Lithuanias her Balkan in-
fluence is gone. But she has men, she
has resources, she has allies. Great Brit-
ain cannot talk peace.because to talk
peace now, when she has suffered the
greatest series of defeats and humilia-
.tions in her long: history, is to invite
new attacks and face the eventual dis-
integration of the empire.

Peace could be written by Germany
in Versailles, once more, if she could
but take Paris; in London, if she could
cross the Channel. Peace ‘might be writ-
ten in Moscow, although Napoleon toolk
Moscow 'and did not win peace. But
Germany cannot write the terms of a
victorious peace at the Aisne or the
Dwina or along the Danube.

All that has been won so far in Eu-
Europe Armed Against a Purpose
rope has been won by the Germans. but
no victory compares in circumstance or
consequences with Austerlitz or Jena,
and these did not bring Napoleon per-
manent peace or enduring poyer. Eu-
rope, perceiving his purpose, rallied, and
he fell.

Peace talk will persist. The 'weak, the
foolish and the designing here, as in
Europe will continue to use the casual-
ty list and the spectacle of the human
misery and suffering as a text and as
an argument.

London, Dec. 15—“Only organized ef-
fort on an unprecedented geale will avert
the tragedy of the collapse of the self-
restraint of the Belgian people, which
must come when they face starvation,”
says the Lord Mayor of London. “In
caring for the 200,000 Belgian refugees
in this country, we are apt to forget that
the great bulk of the Belgian nation—at
least seven millions of them-—are living
under conditions of such misery as can
scarcely be conceived by a people who,
like ourselves, have been spared the hor-
rors of invasion,

“Faced with a situation from which
there is no immediate escape, deprived of

Belgium only ask us for enough bread
to keep thcmselves alive. Shall it ever
be said that we denied them this?”

It is appeals such as this made by the
Lord Mayor of London that, in the past,
,have been met with responses that have
kept the Belgian people from starvation.
Canada’s response early in this year was
remarkable and another shipment of food
supply is expected from that source soon.
An appeal is being made direct from
Belgium—almost from the starving peo-
ple themselves, although they are slow to
utter complaint—anad it is anticipated by
those who are working for the Belgian
cause here that this appeal will- be an-
swered as generously as previously.

" The decision to hold the conference iv
war time was reached by the commit-
tee on two grounds, the first being that
the dominion government are continu-
ing their good roads policy, and that
therefore the interchange of views on
roadmaking should not be interrupted,
and the second being tersely expressed
in the slogan of the association: “Good
roads are a national asset and form part
of the defence works of a nation.”

The aims and objects of the . 1gress
need no detailed comment. It is now a
permanently established organization
and the two congresses already held
have been most successful from the ed-
ucational, business and practical stand-
points. The active propaganda carried
on for’ years has converted the people
at large to the principle of good roads

WON IMMORTALIT

Survivor Tells Story of Their
Last Stand

WORD'S FINEST FIGHTING FORGE

Only Eighteen Unwounded Sur-
vivors—College Boys Now Up-
hold the Battalien's Splendid
Record

From Corporal William B. Kysh,
now discharged, comes a graphic story
of the end of the Princess Pats, told to
a reporter of the New York Herald. The
Princess Pats made their last stand
against overwhelming odds in rolling

unwounded survivors. It is true that

the traditions of the regiment are still
kept alive, but not by veterans of prev-
jous wars. The standard is upheld by
boys who were .mostly college students
a few months ago. The Princess Pats
‘had scarcely arrived at the front before
they ‘were ordered into the trenches, and
their first spell -was for seventy-two
hours,: while shells burst over them every
minute. In this baptism of fire they lost
a few men, among them Captain New-
ton. They rested forty-eight hours, and
then went back to their trenches at
60, not' far from Ypres, where some of
the most terrible fighting of the war
has taken place. Enough lead has fall-
en about Hill 60 to make a bigger hill,
but its possession was important to both
sides, and so the Princess Pats had to
hold it at all costs.

The First Charge.

It was ot until toward the end of
February that the Pats had the chance
they had been waiting for—a charge at
the Germans. For two days previous the
artillery had, hammered at the German
trenches, and at last the ‘signal. was
given for'a charge at four o’clock in the
morning. Says Corpal Kysh: “We
scrambled over the trench and ran for
the ‘Germans-sixty ydrds'away. They
swept us with machine guns and bored
