Berlin Denies It

London, July 5—The Russian report
egarding the destruction of a vessel of
he Deutschland class is denied in Berlin.

The Russians are said to have fired fif-
teen hundred shots at the Albatross, of
which only twenty-five were hits. An
eyy witness of the naval battle asserts
‘hut nearly the entire stern of a Russian
warship was shot away,

iTALY’S FIGHT,

Rome, July 5—Several attacks by Aus-
trians on Saturday were repulsed. The
italians captured 300 prisoners, two field
cannon, guns and munitions. According
to prisoners, the Austrian losses, especi-
ally from artillery fire, have been serious
ir the last few days.

Food for the Swiss,

Rome, via Paris, July 5—The Tribune
announces a satisfactory conclusion of
the negotiations between Italy and Swit-
zserland for provisioning the latter coun-
try. This neutral state has been having
difficulty in getting food supplies. It is
6aid assurances have been given that all
supplies from nations in the quadruple
entente will be cdonsumed solely in
Switzerland. .

New York, July 5—The American line
steamer St. Louis arrived today from
Liverpool. She was escorted down chan-
nel by two torpedo boat destroyers to a
distance west of Daunt’s Rock, probably
owing to the presence of D. A. Thomas,
British capitalist and coal operator on
board. He comes here to supervise and

the allies.

The two destroyers remained with the
St. Louis two days and nights, it was
said, and did not leave her till the war
zone was cleared. When the St. Louis
docked here, Mr. Thomas was met at
the pier by Sir- Cecil Spring-Rice, the
British ambassador to the United States,
and Willard D, Straight of J. P. Morgan
& Company.

“I have come to America prepared for
en indefinite stay,” said Mr. Thomas. “I
may stay till the end of the war, and
I don’t know how long that will be. It
looks as if the war might last a long
time,, but no matter how long it lasts,
there can be but ‘one ending—Germany
must be defeated, and will be. i

“My business/in the United States and

Canada. (I expect to go to Canada very
soon), is to co-operate with Mr. Mor-
gan’s firm and firms in Canada in the
rurchase of munitions of war for Eng-
land,
_“In this connection, I want to say that
there has been no criticism of the man-
rer in which Mr. Morgan has fulfilled
his contracts. What criticism there has
been was chiefly in Canada and was to
the effect that they had not been favored
so much in the award of contracts as
the United States.”

In 1914 the victims were nine
killed and 601 injured.

The fire loss yesterday was $66,550,
as compared with $76,035 last year. The
causes of injuries yesterday were:—Fire-
works, sixty; cannon, twelve; firearms,
nineteen; gunpowder, twenty-five; tor-
pedoes, fourteen; tov pistols, thirty-six;
’runaways, eight; bomb canes, three.

'MIGHT HAVE KILLED
MR MORGAN AND

New York, July 5—Efforts were made
here at Glen Cove, L. 1., and in several
other cities, ‘today, to clear up the mys-
tery said to surround the identity of,
Frank Holt who attempted to assassnn-!
ate J. P. Morgan. One of the important |
questions was raised by the police of
Cambridge, Mass., regarding the possible |
identification of Holt as Erich Muenter, !
a former Harvard instructor who disap-|
peared from that city after the death of |
his wife, from alleged poisoning in 1906. |
Statements from relatives of Muenter |
and men who know him as a student in!
Chicago, comparing descriptions of Holt
with their recollection of Muenter, were ]
read with interest by the detectives|
working on the case. Photographs of |
Muenter were compared with those of |
Holt.

Until late last night Holt was ques-
tioned by police officials from New York
and Washington. Major Pullman super-
intendent of the Washington police en-!
deavored to locate the room that Holt
occupied while in Washington, before
exploding the bomb in the capitol but
was unable to do so.

In the course of his examination Holt
disclosed a plan, entertained when he
entered the Morgan hame, to hold Mrs.
J. P. Morgan‘/and the Morgan children
as hostages in their own home, or to kill
them if Morgan refused to use his influ-
ence to stop the exportation of war mu-
nitions.

Despatches received here from Dallas,
Texas, stated that Rev. O. F. Sensa-
baugh, Holt’s father-in-law, had taken
steps toward engaging Martin W. Lit-
tleton as counsel for Holt, but Mr. Lit-
tleton said he had not received such a
! request.

Rev. J. James McCaskill addressed the
Rotary Club this afternoon on Canada’s
part in the war. He said in part:—

For nearly a twelvemonth Canada has

been listlessly and indifferently waging
a war against the two central empires
of Europe—most formidable antagonists.
Instead of exerting to the full her great
strength and power, she has fought
curing that time like a giant with" one
arm tied and the other bandaged. She
has 'been asleep and all she has accom-
plished has been but the uneasy stirring
in her slumber. If Roumania came into
the fight tomorrow she would have half
a million men in shining armor in her
front line of battle on the day following.
In the most liberal estimate Canada has
accomplished less than one-tenth of ikat
in a year. Roumania is an obscure
nation in the Balkans with a population
of about six millions; Canada is a frée
cocuntry in America with a population
about one-third greater.

Let us get into this thing seriously.
All that has been accomplished so far
in the whole country might well have
been done by one province. For weeks
in New Brunswick we have been in-
dolently endeavoring to fill one regiment.
We have ignominously failed to ac-
complish even that. ILet us talk no
longer of what we have done at Ypres
or of our showing at Valcartier last
September. It is like the foolish boast-
ing of Hubert, in one of Scott’s tales,
of the bow his grand-father drew at
Hastings. Great things are going for-

ward in Europe; let us hawe our full
part in it. Our brethren ave fighting in .
Flanders under the shadow of crosses
upon which many Canadians have been
impaled, and by the edge of the open
graves in Belgium, while our country
mm;im t,butblitl:le more than a pleasant
market for buying and selling, haggli
and defrauding. . g = s
Let us arm for mortal combat. Human-
ity and civilisation are struggling to beat
their way back from the gates of heli
Let the country arm her young men
that she may take her true place as an
ally against barbarism.

Winnipeg, Man., July 5—The commis-
sion investigating charges of a bargain
between the Roblin and Norris govern-
ments resumed this morning with . Sir
Redmon Roblin on the stand. He said
he dictated his letter of resignation and
showed it to members of his own cab-
inet, but not to any Liberal. If there
were any change from the wording
Judge Phippen had suggested, he made
it himself. So nearly as he could recall,
he dictated the resignation from mem-
ory without the Phippen memorandum
before him.

He thought when he stated Mr. Hud-
son’s charges had been substantially
proved, that he was complying with the
promise he had made.

We had rea-
son to believe that. I preferred to resign
rather than be dismissed,” he said.

HAD TO PAY DUTY
ON TOBACCO SENT
HIM FROM HERE

“Not Allowed Much Money” and
John Donohue, Wounded, Ad-
vises That No More be Sent
Him

“I guess you'd better not send me any
more tobacco for a while, much as I
would like to have it. I have to pay
duty on it, and we’re not allowed very
much money”.

CONFERENCE OVER GERMAN
PRISONERS IN AMHERST

(Amherst News)

General Otter accompanied by Major |
Oulton, Mayor -Douglas.. an d E. N.
Rhodes, M. P., held a conference in Am-
herst this ‘week with regard to the em-
ployment of the German prisoners on
road work and on ‘public property that
would not interfere with local labor. J.
L. Ralston, M. P., and R. S. Carter, M.
P. P, also arrived and the matter was
further discussed with them.

While final arrangements have not as |
yet been made we understand that there!
is a possibility. of German labor being
employed on the Dickey Park, the Hos-
pital grounds, and some of the outlying;
streets of the town. This is work that,
would not in the ordinary course of|
events be reached in the next ten years|
by the town of Amherst. The prisoners
are paid a nominal wage by the Imperi-
al gdvernment which is charged to Ger-
many and:the final adjustment will be
made after the war. A number of them
may also be employed on the Experi-
. mental Farm, and, if the Loval Govern-
ment so desires the labor can also be
utilized on the s  in  Cumberland.
The town authorities, the local govern-
ment or-the Dominion government will
not be asked to pay anything except per-
haps to furnish the implements of la-
bor. They will not be put at any labor
that will in any way inderfere with local
labor, for instance, at the Experimental
Farm they may be employed in clearing
land from stumps and underbrush, work
that would ngt otherwise be done.

MORE ARMY BOOTS
MADE IN CANADA

Montreal, July 5—Ames Holden Mc-
Cready, Limited, report that their fac-
tories are buysy on war orders for the
Canadian soldiers.

BOSTON DOCTOR TELLS
OF VICTIMS OF THE
\ GERMAN POISON GAS

How Intensely the FEnglish soldiers suf-
fer who have been “gassed” by the Ger-
mans, is described by an eyewitness, Dr.
Charles S. Butler, 257 Newbury street,
Boston, who recently saw several vic-
tims at the Casino Hospital, Boulogne.
He writes:

“At the ‘Casino’ Hospital in Boulogne,
when I visited it in May, some gas
cases had died; many other cases had
improved enough to permit their evacua-
tion to England; but others were yet
under treatment. The colonel, medical
officer in charge, explained to me the
early difficulties in devising treatment
for them; as well as the suffering of the
men, during the week after being “gas-
sed’; He said the martality on the field
of battle, in the trenches, had been over

|ten per cent. , that those severe cases

surviving long enough to be removed by
stretcher bearers, were blue or black in
the face; gasping for breath, and con-
tinually and panfully coughing from the
poisonous gas irritation, and that if the
stretchers were so lifted that the that
their heads were lower than their legs
and body, then the lung secretion pour-
ed in a stream from the patients’
mouths.

good care of the English nursing sisters.
‘We soon came to a bed almost éentirely

canopied, where we saw a man propped
up, breathing in short, snallow, difficult
breaths, as if the next would be his last.
He, the medical officer said was. a mild
case. His face slightly blue, his frequent
cough and anxious ex»ression made
clear how he suffered. In reply-to my
question, he whispered with great diffi-
culty that he was_better today, but had
much pain all around his chest, with
every breath. Another soldier, a youth
of eighteen years, showed worse effects,
although ‘gassed’ six days b@fore. His
face was a dusky hue; his breathing, or
better his gasping, was interrupted by
painful coughing in a whisper he asked
t.th doctor for something for greater re-
lief.

The medical officer said that these
cases, seen that day, were, by compari-
son, mild; that many cases wheu first
received from the front, were agonizing
to watch; that no methgd of treatment
could do more than partially relieve the
acute suffering, andf that not one o
these ‘gassed’ soldiers had a scratch or
wound on his skin. The one thought of
the men seemed to be that they had not
had a fair chance to fight their enemy.

The treatment of the :gas poisoning
is varied in different hospitals. At the
‘Casino’ at Boulogne, the patients have
been kept in enclosed cages or under
canopies and given oxygen and moist
steam with menthol vapor. In. severe
cases the poison gasses have probably de-
stroyed the delicate lung tissues, and
little can be done for permanent cure.”

mew conditions and the war debt. Por-
tions of D;'. James’s article are worthy
to be quoted in full and carefully con-
pidered. He says:—

“We have talked so much about de-
veloping the material assets of this
country, that we have largely overlook-
ed the fact that the greatest good, men-
tal, moral and financial, will result from
the right development of Canadians.
Money intelligently invested in the edu-
cation, betterment and direction of the
people gives the best returns,

“And what of the people? Have we as
yet developed educational systems as
efficient as those of other countries?
Have we model factory legislation and
inspection? Have we perfected any sys-
tem for caring for the widows and the
aged who are left unprovided for? Is
it not a fact that we have moved much
more rapidly in the direct development
of material resources than in the de-
velopment of our greatest and only réal-
ly important asset, our people?

“We are too closely watching the im-
migration statistics. We do not need
aore people to be brought to our coun-
try so much as we need to improve the
the producing

mbility of those who are here. We have
g campaign on now for increased produc-
tion, and the key to it s, or should be,
to make work more effective. What we
need now is national stock-taking. We
have largely overlooked that, buf the
war has brought us to a standstill, ghd |-
we are face to face with™ the test
problem that we have ever knowh. My
unswer to your question then is that we
should sit down and reason together and
prepare plans looking to the care of our
people and increasing the efficiency of
ull classes. If we do that the future
Canada is asSured. For a generation
the legislatures and most of the press
have shied at direct taxation, and now
pee where we are. Every province in
Canada is unable to carry on its work
efficiently for lack of money. The edu-
. cation and care of the people are en-
frusted to the provincial legislatures, and
Mmany of the most important lines of na-
tional development are either uncared
ifor entirely or are cramped for lack of
* money.

“Either the British North America
Act should be revised or the provinces
should be courageous enough to raise
money by direct taxation. Ontario, for
4nstance, could, without any hardship,
raise over $5,000,000 annually for making
the people of this province more effic-

“I hold no ofticial position,” Sir Thom-
as said, “and the purchase of war mu-
nitions and supplies is in the hands of
David A. Thomas, who will arrive here
very shortly.

Sir Thomas went on to say that the
Canadian Pacific Railway would act fi-
nancially in Canada for the British gov-
ernment in a similar manner to what J.|
P. Morgan & Company are doing in
the United States as intermediary in
the accumulation and shipping of sup-
plies.

“It is the intention of the Canadian
Pacific Railway officials,” he said, “to
reconstruct the manufacturing equip-
ment of the company so that it can
make any and every sort of material
that may be called for by the war of-
fice in England. The entire staff of the
purchasing department of our railway
will be placed at the disposition of the
government and the offiiciais will see to
the shipment of all supplies and war
munitions.

“At the present time all the vessels
belonging to the steamship department
have been taken over by the admiralty
for carrying troops and stores, and I
shall arrange to chaige tonnage to han-
dle the crops which we expect to be
25 per cent greater this year than they
have ever been before. The United
States did receive more contracts for
war munitions than Canada, because
there were greater facilities there for
making shells and ammunition. At the
present time the Canadian firms have
all the ammunition contracts they can
handle.”

GERMANS PLAN MAINE BASE?

| Washisgton Hears That Submacines Wil

Utilize Island Off Coast

Information has reached Washington
that there is a strong probability of the
German admiralty launching a submar-
ine campaign from a secret base on this
side of the Atlantic in an effort to halt
the procession of munition-laden ships
from the United States to British and
French ports. It is known that Grand
Admiral von Tirpitz contemplates a
more vigorous campaign against freight

raiders attempting to establish a secret
base on one of the islands off the New
England coast at a point from which
German submarines might make sallies
to attack munitiqn freighters going from
New York and Boston to England and
France.

The establishment .of such a base on
the 'American coast would constitute a
flagrant violation of neutrality; but the
correspondent’s informant insisted that
the report had come in so definite a
fashion that it could not be ignored. It
is known that the possibility of such ac-
tion by Germany has been brought to
the attention of officials, who are giving
the matter very serious consideration.

It is by no means an impossibility for
the latest models of German submarines
to cross the Atlantic. It is now known
that the largest and newest of them have
a cruising radius of not less than 5,000
miles. ;

Once a German submarine base had
been secretly established, it would be
+ a comparatively easy matter to provis-
ion it with fuel shipped from American
ports in craft not known to be in the
employment of the German government.

The Maine coast is within easy strik-
ing distance of the Atlantic. steamer
lanes, which run farther north in the
summer than in the winter. It was
pointed out that the ordinary maps do
not clearly show the nearmess of the
steamer routes to that coast, and that
this fact could be fully appreciated only
by studying a globe and drawing great
circle sailing routes from New York and
Boston to England and the Channel,

HOW "TO PURIFY POLITICS.
(Toronto Globe.)

If\the people of Canada really want
to purify politics they can do it. At
the foundation of the rottenness now be-
ing revealed from time to time through-
out the country—at Fredericton, at Ot-
tawa, at Winnipeg—and of much that is
deplorable at other capitals which never
may be revealed, are to be found the
promoters, manufacturers, and contract-
ors who are prepared to provlde cam-
paign funds for both parties in return
for railway bonuses, contracts for sup-
plies at excessive prices, or tariff favors
which are often a more certain source of
wealth than either. It is difficult to say
how the.vicious business began: whether
the men who carry the kag for the par-
ties made the fisst advance or were
tempted by the voluntary subscriptions
of contractors and concessionaires to shut
their eyes to the looting of the public
till. The bluht truth is that political or-
ganization in Canada has become fear-
fully expensive, that many electors ex-
pect to get a big haul at election time,
and that the bulk of the money to main-
tain the machinery of the parties comes
not from the rank and file, but from
men who have received financial favors
* in the past or expect them in the future.

Until recently the politicians have
manipulated pitch without being defiled.
What they did was for the party. For
their own profit they* would have scorn-
ed to take toll of a contractor who in
turn was permitted to rob the Treasury.
Men who spent money which had been
doubt.fully obtained upon their political
campaigns lived and diéd personally poor
and honest. They may have been ‘“re-

» * ceivers” of stolen property, but they, did

not convert it to their own use. There
have been signs of late that some of the
men in our politics are becoming per-
\sonally corrupt, and that a considerable
part of the money now secured from ex-
ploiters and contractors is diverted to
the pockets of men in public life instead
of being used “honest y" in corrupting
the electorate or in carrying on the legi-
.timate work of party orzanization which
becomes more expc: .ce every year.
Were the Garlands in ; olitics to become
.numerous, Canadian pubhc life would

Constituencies in which the
giving or taking of bribes are shown to

. be prevalent to be  disfranchised for a
"This provision,
if rigorously enforced, would make decent
citizens active agents in the stamping
out of corruption, for no honest man
cares to be deprived of his citizenship be-
couse of the misconduct of the dishonest
minority about him. And finally, no
corporation or individual receiving a sub-
sidy from or having a* contract to per-
form work or service for the government
to be permitted to subscribe to election |
funds on penalty of imprisonment of the
"officers of the corporation or the individ-
uals benefiting from such contracts to
any mgtena.l extent.

Ten years’ vigorous enforcement of the
proposals outlined above would make
bribery and corruption most unpopular
ventures in crime.

There
is not a household in the land which has
not in one form or another made its con-
tribution and taken its risk. In the little
place where I live—it is a very small
town, I do not know that we ever turned
out a soldier there befare, T cannot récol-
lect—there is hardly a family there now
which has not got its soldier either ut(
the front or waiting for the summons to
go there. (Cheers.) What is true of that
little town is true of every village and
tcwn, great and small, throughout the
land. Some one was telling me today,
“Everybody I meet nowadays is either
a soldier or is the parent or brother of a
soldier.”

Just see what that means. When this
war is over-it-will be something that will
be talked about in every family and on
every heurthstone till this generation
passes away. Every man and every wo-
man will have their toll of sacriflce.
There will be many with their toll of
heroism. It will be talked about, it will
be a ,topic of conversation, and just
think in those days bf those who have
got works—how it will fare with them.
They could say: “When the summons
came to us {0 do what we could to sup-
port our troops at the front, we never
waited. We turned our works at ouce
to the purpose of producing every' shell
that our machinery could possibly yield.”
It will be a matter of pride and of boast,
and of legitimate pride and boast, as
long as they live, that they so behaved
(Cheers.) Yes, but just you think of the
others when the talk goes round of what
heppened, when somebody says to them,
“When the government asked you to do
your best to support our soldiers, what
did you do?”

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CRIMES FOR WHICH
SOLDIERS ARE SHOT

There are more than a dozen offences
for which a soldier may be sentenced ta
death while on active service.

The first on the list of death offences
applies to a commanding officer, and
reads: “Shamefully delivering up a gar-
rison when in conmand of troops, with-
out dire necessity—punishment, death.”

A soldier can be shot for throwing
away his rifle or sword in the presence of
the enemy, for cowardice, or for leaving
his .commanding officer in order to;
plunder. If he forces his way past a{
sentry on active service he may be sen-!
tenced to death, or for assaultmg any- |
one bringing up provisions for t:her
troops. .

Soldiers are expressly forbidden w}nle,
on active service to commit any offence !
against a ‘regident of the country in
which he is fighting, under pain of |
death; nor may he break into any house
in search of plunder, or discharge his
rifle intentionally to create a false alarm
on the march. /

A soldier while acting as sentry who
is found sleeping af his post may be
shot. Any man causing or joining in a
mutiny is liable to be shot. Desertion
or attempt at desertion while on active
service is naturally a death offence.

War Products.

BEAUTIFUL ADVENTURE"

“Why fear death? It is the most
beautiful adventure that life gives us.”

Faith in immortality is not less in our
day than in his, but greater. It is a
growing belief in all avenues of life, and
it sometimes sounds the “one clear call’
where it is, to say the least, not the
most expected. The Lusitania is num-
bered among the most awful sea traged-
fes. of the opening twentieth century, but
Charles Frohman’s words survive and
will shine on luminously through the
years: “Why fear death? It is the most
beautiful adventure that life gives us.”—

New York, July 4—An attempt to
assassinate J. P. Morgan, the financier
who is the British government’s financial
agent in the United States, was made
at Mr. Morgan’s country estate near

lGlen Cove, Long Island, shortly after 9

o'clock yesterday morning.

Mr. Morgan was ehot, but not danger-| -

ously wounded. His assailant said he

was F. Holt, an instructor in French at|.

Cornell University, and also of Dallas,
Texas. The Cornell University records
contain the name of Frank Holt. He
was in instructor in German there during
the last year. He was to go to the Uni-
versity of Texas as an instructor in Ger-
man for the coming term.

The man who shot Mr. Morgan came
fo Glen Cove yesterday morning on the
8.58 train, hired an auto and went to the
Morgan home on Matinicock 'Point. He
rang the bell, and when the butler an-
swered called for Mr. Morgan. He said
that he was an old friend of Mr., Morgan,
but was refused admission to she house.

The man then pressed a pistol against
the stomach of the butler, who screamed,
and pushed his way past him into the
hall toward the breakfast room. Mr.
Morgan was approaching the hall at the
time. He ‘asked what the trouble was.
The answer was a shot, which took ef-
feet in his hip. -

Mr. Morgan staggered and fell into a
chair. ' The butler, once the asailant’s
back was turned, picked up a brass coal-
hod from the fireplace and brought, .it
down'on the assailant’s head, but too
late to prevent a second shot.

The
quantity of blood he had lost from a
terrific blow on the head—a blow that
knocked him unconscious as he grappled
with Mr. Morgan and his butler on the
floor of a hallway in the Morgan home
—Wwas great, and the strain told on him
during the afterndon.

When night came and with it his con-
fession of the Washington outrage, Holt
was a wreck.

“I am surprised fo hear that the wo-
men are keeping the men back,” "writes
Sergeant A. Ellis, who left St. John at.
the outbreak of war and has been in
France ever since. “If such women only
could have been on the Amiens road in!
last October to have seen how helpless
women and innocent little children were
driven along like so many cattle; wo-
men with newly born babes in wheel
barrows; poor old white haired women
who could hardly drag one foot after
the other. All night long this sad pro-
cession went on; there must have been
thousands of these poor eouls. If the
Germans can treat in this manner people
against 'whom they have' nothing, how
would they treat the women of the Brit—]
ish Empire? |

“I wrote you the day we finished up;
that gruesome little job at Neuve Chap-|
pelle, which I can assure you wag rather!
