Canadian Customs Authorities
Take Herbert Green at
North Sydney.

North Sydney, N. S., Dec. 20—The
steamer Herbert Green, Captain Vat-
cher, was seized by the Canadian cus-
toms authorities last night at this port
for an infringement of the customs
regulations. Twenty-nine cases of li-
quors, not declared on the steamer’s
manifest, were found on board by pre-
ventive officers.

The ship’s registry was seized by’
Captain McKinnon of the revenue cit-
ter Vagrant, and a watch placed on
board. A search of the steamer dis-
closed the suspected contraband liquor.

He was b8 years of age and was one
of the charter members of the Fred-
ericton Division, Ancient Order of Hi-
bernians.

Steamer Is Forced
Into Halifax Port

Halifax, Dec. 20—The French steam-
er L’Aurock, 458 tons, Captain E.
Genau, put into Halifax last night foi
repairs after battling with heavy seas
and violent storms since leaving North
Sydney on November 29. The
1Aurock arrived here in a crippled
condition, covered with ice, one mast
dismasted and her stern badly dam-
aged.

It is estimated that the damage will
amount to approximately $24,000. The
steamer now has on board a cargo of
8,500 cases of champagne, wines and

CHARGES OF THEFT

Statement Follows Acquittal on
Conspiracy Charge in
‘Toronto Court.

Toronto, Dec. 20—A. E. Bryant and
Norris, P. Bryant, charged with con-
spiracy to defraud the public in con-
nection with the defunct brokerage
firm of Bryant, Isard & Co., of Toron-
to and Montreal, were last night
acquitted on the conspiracy charge but
t4d their business methods condemned
by a verdict reached by the jury after
five bours of deliberation.

Immediately following the verdict on
the conspiracy charge, Mr. Justice
Masten, on tbe application of Mac-
Gregor Young, K. C., counsel for the
crown, directed that the accused must
stand trial on eight charges of theft
alieged *o have taken place in Toronto
and which were traversed to the Jan-
uary criminal assizes. Sureties of $50,-
000 were furnished as bail for each of
the accused on these charges.

POPE NAMES
CARDINALS

Solemn Ceremony Takes
Place Today at The
Vatican,

SPEAKS OF EUROPE

Pontiff Says Peace Condi-
tions No Better—Pleads
for Suffering.

(By Canadian Press.)

Rome, Dec. 20.—Pope Pius at a
secret consistory today created two
Italian cardinals. They are Evariste
Lucidi, papal auditor, and Mgr.
Aurelio Galli, director general of the
Vatican Museum.

In his allocution Pope Pius pointed
out that peace conditions in Europe
had not changed for the better since
his last consistory. He recalled the re-
cent visit of King Alfonso and Queen
Victoria of Spain and announced that
the Irish question was approaching a
seitiement.

Pope Pius recalled that the letter he
addressed to Cardinal Gaspari, papal
secretary of state, relative to relieving
the calamities of Central Europe, was
having happy results, but he said much
still remained to be done because of
the continued bitterness and antagon-
ism. Needs of all kinds werg increas-
ing, especially with the approach of
winter. Cardinal Gaspari has appealed
for help to the nuncios of accredited

ntries— having st “-abundance of
wheal, and the Pope sald be trusted
this appeal might bear results euffi-
cient to relieve the suffering..

Today’s function was held In the
consistorial hall of the Vatican amid
all the dignity and splendor that char-
acterizes onr of the most solemn func-
tions of the Roman Catholic church.

College arrived at the Vatican they
found the Swiss Guards, in full dress
uniforms and equipped with breast
plates and helmets, drawn up in the
court of St. Damascus to receive them.
From the court the Cardinals ascended
directly to the consistorial hall, there
to await the arrival of tbe Pope.

General Obregon’s Forces
Completely Defeat Rebels
in Big Battle.

PLAN NEW ATTACK
Fate of Revolution I-fangs in
'the Balance—Many Pris-
oners Taken,

Mezxico City, Dec. 20.—Gen-
eral Obregon’s forces complete-
ly defeated the rebels in the
battle for San Marcos. The
insurgents retreating from that
important railroad centre burn-
ed bridges and tore up tracks
behind them.

The Federals, however, ex-
pect to turn their attention to
the Jalisco front once more and
to launch a decisive attack on
Thursday.

Scores of rebel prisoners were
taken when the De La Huerta
forces were defeated at San
Marcos, and these were to be
released tonight. President Ob-
regon returned from the east
front, apparently in good health,
although he had a slight cough.

Tells of Success’

He received the Mexican and for-
eign press in his bffice at the Nation-
al Palace and announced the success
at San Marcos. Obregon said the
Rebel General Figuroa still was oper-
ating in the State of Guerrero, but that
in view of the fact that he was iso-
lated ard doing no harm his activities
were not considered important.

Sends Available Troops

General Castro, commanding the
forces which occupied Puebla after its
evacuation by the federals under Gen-
eral Almazan Friday, was instructed
to send all available troops to co-op-
erate in the San Marcos engagement.
The message likewise informed Gen.
Gonzalez that Gen. Maycotte had an-
nounced that he was sending two con-
tigents from the Oaxaca district and
that reinforcements had been ordered
from Oriental and from Mananana-
tiales.

Available information at the war
department, according to an official
statement, indicated that the De La
Kuerta troops were unable to muster
more than two thousand effectives at
San Marcos, although possible rein-
forcements might swell the total.

Gen. Topete, commanding the federal
cavalry, was unofficially reported
yesterday to have executed a flanking
movement and attacked the revolution-
ary forces from the rear, east of San
Marcos, isolating two thousand fr-
regulars in San Marcos and forcing
them to give battle. Confirmation of
this could not be obtained at the war
department.

LEVELS CHARGE AT

Vancouver, B. C., Dec. 20—F. W.
Cowan, head of the opium narcotic
drug section of the Department of
Health in Ottawa, wrote to the direct-
vor of prosecutions, also of Ottawa on
August 18, 1921, charging that cus-
toms officers were in collusion with
smugglers, according to information he
had received from special agent F. W.
Eccles. This evidence was given yester-
-day at the investigation of charges
made by Hon. A. M. Manson, attor-
ney general, against the narcotic drug
detective section of the Royal Cana-
dian Mounted Police, when a copy of
, the letter sent by Col. T. A. Wrought-
on, was read at the inquiry.

Further evidence of a similar char-
acter was given to Cimmissioner J. P.
Smith, K. C, by Detective Constable
-W. L. Smith, who said that in the
Ah Gow case, owing to lack of co-
operation on the part of the customs
officers, the police were prevented from

taken to prosecute these men for their
}urt in this contemptible and dastard-
ly traffic.”

WANT EXPORT DUTY

Canada Pulp and Paper Asso-
ciation Issue Statement; Ad-
vise Conservation.

Toronto, Dec. 20.—At a recent con-
vention the United Farmers of Ontario
endorsed the attitude of certain set-
tlers in Rainy River district who con-
demned the export duty proposed on
pulpwood, as they need the harvest
from the forest sto keep them going
until the land can be brought under
cultivation, and they claimed that
without the competition from buyers in
the United States, the Canadian firms
would not give the settlers as good
prices for pulpwood as with the market
open.

MAY REVIVE PLAN

OF APPRENTICESHIP,

Canadian Department of Labor
Report Says Something of
Kind is Needed.

Ottawa, Dec. 20.—(Canadian Press)
—According to the annual report of
the Department of Labor “there is a
growing conviction on the part of em-
ployers, employes and educationists
that a revival of apprenticeship in
some form suitable to modern indus-
trial conditions is needed for the train-
ing of Canadian youth. -

“In some of the larger industrial
centres” continues the report, “the vo-
cational schools are making special pro-
vision for the training of apprentices
in part-time and evening classes, but
very little effort has been made to as-<
sist employers in selecting 'suftable
boys for apprenticeship or in providing
suitable shop training for boys. Ap-
prenticeship offers one of the most
hopeful fields for the development of
vocational education and the Canadian
schools are missing a splendid oppor-
tunity in not co-operating with indus-
try in this connection and assuming
the leadership where necessary.”

MEMORIAL CHAPEL
(5 OPENED TODAY

Tablet, With Names of War
Heroes, Also Unveiled
at Rothesay.

With appropriate ceremonies the
memorial chapel at the Rothesay Col-
legiate School was opened this morning
and the tablet on which are inscribed
the mames of twenty-four graduates
of the school who laid down their lives
in the great war was unvelled. The
services opened with Holy Communion
at 8 o’clock this morning and at 11
o’clock service was held in the chapel.
Rev. J. H. A. Holmes, rector of St.
Jude's, had charge of the service and
read the opening prayers. The first
lesson was read by Rev. W. B. Arm-
strong and the second lesson by Arch-
deacon Crowfoot. Rev., Dr. Hibbard
gave a short history of the building
and a list of the gifts which had been
made, among which was a very hand-
some picture of Sir Galahad, presented
by the Duke of Rothesay Chapter, I.
O. D. E. The sermon was delivered by
Bishop Richardson and the tablet was
unveiled by J. H. A. L. Fairweather.

The subject of Bishop Richardson
was everlasting life and he pointed out
that while in the eyes of men those
whose names were on the tablet were
dead yet their names would live for-
ever.

The new building is a handsome
structure. It serves as a memorial to
the brave boys of the school who gave
their life in service to, King and coun-
try and it also supplies accommodation
for the steady growth of the school. It
will give rooms and studies for 80 stu-
dents and a suite for the matron. Tt is
built of red brick, with stone trime
mings. The chapel is in front and the
living quarters are in the rear. The
dining room is on the ground floor and
is 80 by 88 feet. This adjoing the serv-
ing room which opens into the pastry
room and the kitchen, which is 18 by
24 feet. The remainder of this floor is
taken up with storerooms, furnace
space and coal storage. The chapel,
which is on the upper floor, is prac-
tically the same size as the dining room.
The students’ and matron’s quarters
are on this upper floor. The idea has
been to erect a fitting memorial of the
boys who paid the great price, all of the
200 of whom enlisted voluntarily.

vacancy in the Dominion Parliament

Kent County is sparsely secttled by
a people of French Acadian and Eng-
lish stock in fairly equal proportions,
devoted for the most part to agricul-
ture and fishing.

Italian Cardinals

(Continued from page 1.)

Cardinal Vincenzo Vannutelli, th
venerable dean of the Sacred College
greeted his brothers and divided them
into three groups—the cardinal bishops,
the cardinal priests and the cardinal
deacons. Other Vatican officials were
also present, so that the long hall, with
its big windows and its gorgeous drap-
ings, presented an animated scene.

Arrival of Pontiff,

Suddenly a door was thrown open
and a distant chant was heard, grad-
ually coming nearer, until the 'whxte
robed singers of the Sistine choir ap-
peared, marching to the throne which
had been erected at one end of the
hall. After the choir came the Swiss
Guards. Immediately behind them,
flanked by moble guards with crested
helmets and drawn swords, walked
Pius XI, robed in white and wearing
on his breast a golden cross. All pres-
ent knelt until the Pontiff with a ges-
ture bade them arise.

As soon as Plus was seated on the
throne the ceremony of the kissing of
the ring took place, each person in t}}e
hall, according to his rank and sensi-
ority, kneeling before the Pope and
touching with his lips the papal em-
blem. When this part of the ritual was
finished, the Pontiff pronounced the
“exeunt omnes;” which was the signal
for everyone except His Holiness and
the cardinals to leave the hall.

As soon as the doors were closed
Pope Pius offered a prayer to the Holy
Ghost to be with him and the cardinals
on so solemn an.occasion. He then
delivered his allocution at the end of
which he pronounced in Latin the sac-
ramental formula that runs roughtly
as follows:

“Venerable Brothers, many of your
colleagues have paid their debt to
eternity. The cares of the government
of the church are increasing. daily,
therefore 1 have thought of strength-
ening the sacred college, raising to your
sublime’ dignity the following: Aurelio
Galli and Evariste Lucidi, persons full
of doctrine and zeal. _

DR. CARTER’S ADDRESS,

Last year’s report shows the largest
school attendance in the history of
New Brunswick. More teachers were
employed, with better salaries. The
Normal School and University fresh-
men classes were larger than in any
previous year, and a larger number
of school buildings erected or planned.

This summary by Dr. W. S. Carter,
Chief Superintendent of Education, is
very satisfactory, but he also makes it
very clear that there is mich yet to
be done which is held up through lack
of funds. He agrees that we -must
limit our expenditures, but points out
that the province expends less than
$50 per pupil for education, while On-
tario spends nearly $80, and some of
the western provinces more than $104

We have, however, greatly increased
our expenditure on education in ten
years. Dr. Carter points out that in
1912-13 this province spent $1,009,334
for education, exclusive of the Univer-

sity, vocational, elementary agriculture, |

health, and schools for the blind and

deaf, while in 1922-28 the expenditure
was $2,657,046. Making the same com- |

parison for the City of St. John, the
annual expenditure in ten years in-

creased from $250,484 to $539,232; and |

the bonded indebtedness for -schools
from $569,000 to $1,108,500.

The cost of the schools of St. John
is $2,700 per day, but our s¢hool build-
ings are over-crowded, and there are;
many improvements only held back |
because the funds are not available. |

‘The Times-Star commends to its
readers a careful perusal of the con- !
densed report of Dr. Carter’s address
to the Teachers’ Institute today. L_Ii
contains much information of great |
value, shows progress made and im- |
provements needed, and deals with |
suggestions of one kind and another |
that are made by citizens who feel that ;
this or that change could be made to |
advantage. He rightly says that edu-
cation fixes the rank of a nation in
the scale of civilization, and that how-
ever far we may advance “there will
always be something just ahead.” .

Referring particularly to St. John,
Dr. Carter points out that despite the
doubled cxpenditures in ten years our
schools are too miuch crowded and the
manual training and household science
rooms are not up to date. He notes
that a vocational school building is
being considered; that a grant not to
exceed $5,000 has been made for the
kindergarten, and six departments for
subnormal pupils provided. Regard-
ing the last mentioned, he says this is
the first school bosrd to make such
provision and he highly commends the
‘example set.

It is satisfactory to note that as a
resuit of fixing a minimum salary for
%ers and providing loans to assist
~ udent-teachers in passing through the

«ormal School, the shortage of teach-
ers in the province is being overcome, |
although it was still necessary to is-
sue several local licenses last year.
We have still to face the fact that
salaries are lower in New Brunswick
than in some other provinces which
attract some of our teachers.

Dr. Carter in his address deals with
the questions of courses of instruction,
the niimber of pupils in a class-room,
promotions, home study, intelligence
tests, length of high school course and
Normal School course, junior high
schools, and Parent-Teacher Associa-
tions. What he says regarding each
I8 worthy of careful consideration by
parents and others, :since he speaks
with personal knowledge of existing
eonditions and needs. The meeting of
the Teachers’ Institute is an event of
importance, because on these teachers
the parents depend even more largely
than they should for the education of
their children. The teachers deserve
far more co-operation and support
than they ever receive.

THE BOY DOBSON

The swift punishment meted out to
young Dobson yesterday by the Police
Magistrate should be a warning to
other youths in this city who have no
regard for law and to boys who per-
haps have been listening to evil counsei
or maging up their minds that they
may do as they choose without fear of
counsequences. It is a serious reflec-
tion upon our social system that there
are 80 many boys who go wrong. The
first responsibility rests upon parents;
but, when they fail, society must look
to its own protection, and it has also
a moral obligation to surround boys to
as large an extent as possible with
heaithy influences. Though but sev-
enteen, young Dobson is an old of-
fender. He was sent to the Boys’
Industrial Home, but escaped and re-
sumed his criminal acts. What might
have happened in his case if there had
been a juvenile court aund probation
officer to dea! with him when he com-
mitted his first offence it is of course
impossible to say, but is there not a
presumption that he might have been
saved? If so there is need of the
juvenile court and probation system to
save others from following in his foot-

steps.

Press Comment

A GREAT OBSTACLE.

(Ottawa Citizen.)

The hostility of the controllers of es-
tablished things to new ideas is prov-
erbial. When people of the present day
are told of the neglect and hardship
that the great research workers of form-
er generations had to endure, often
amounting to persecution, every one
agrees that such treatment was outrage-
ous. But persecution is still the lot of

thinkers who take a public stand in ad-
vance of the thought of the period, even
in this age of enlightenment. Estab-
lished things are still so controlled that |
the way of the original thinker is made
as difficult as possible. When ideas can |
no longer be suppressed, they are ap-
propriated hy psople who originally op-
posed them. Too often, instead of thas
benefit of industrial research being made;
available for humanity in general, new
discoveries are used as means more
firmly to bind the ghackles of servitude
upon the toiling maeses. Increased pro-
duction gives no guarantes of increased
benefits to the producers.

One of the great obstacles to the pro-
gress of clvilization, 18 the dominant
position of the comtrollers of money-
power who are not primarily interested
in public welfare. Profesor Fredarick
Soddy, one of the greatest living au-
thorities on radio-activity has sxpressved
the opinion that the problem of releds-
Ing the stored-up energy of the atom
could be solved, if the monay were made
available for research workers. The so-
lution .of that problem would. be so
revolutionary that it would sound like a
fairy tale to mention some of the con-
quests that could be made over the
forces of nature.

PORTUGAL’S TROUBLES.

(Boston Herald.)

Portugal is to be pitied. Ne other
Furopean country is more lamentably
afflicted with political unrest.

But some of Lher: have
been at it again, upsetting a c:binet
and making sure of a fight wiia some
bloodshed; before ending the demon-
stration.

The Nationalist cabinet of Antonio
Genistal Machado was not one monih
old, having been formed on Nov. 16,
when Senor Carvalbho, who was ninis-
ter of marine in the rebel ministry
which rose on the outrage of 1921, de-
cided to foment: a naval mutiny,
storm the palace and overturn the
cabinet. Fortunately for the country,
he miscalculated his power and di § nol
reckon on the loyalty of Lisbon gar-
risons or the influence of a fearless
President. The mutinous crew of the
destroyer Douro fired the signal and
Carvalho’s mob twice attacked tLhe
palace; but President Gomes calmly
directed the defence, the cavalry and
police cleared the streets, and the lead-
er of the rising is in prison. Trix-
eira Gomes became President of the
republic in Afdgust last, after twelve
yvears’ service as Portuguese ambassa-
dor in London. He is a stronger
man than the revolutionaries expected
to find him. It will be well for Por-
tugal if he can control them and en-
able her to rise above the Bulgarian
level.

FIRE THE WORST ENEMY.

(Toronto Globe.)

Our forests, it is reported, are being
depleted at the rate of five billion
cubic feet a year. The annual cut for
saw logs, firewood, pulpwood, ties,
poles and other forest products ex-
ceeds 2,600,000,000 feet, while the
damage done by- forest fires, insects,
fungous diseases and other destric-
tive agencies is calculated at 2,400,-
000,000 feet. The export of pulpwood
is only five per cent. of the cnt and
2.7 per cent. of the annual depletion.

In 1908 Canada exported nearly gwo-
thirds of the pulpwood cut. But ow-
ing to increased domestic consumptirn
the exports in 1922 were only « guar-
ter of the total. Figures for this year
indicate an increase which may be die
to a large extent to the threatened em-
bargo. The embargo may be a wise
measure, but as it is a “coatroversial
matter it has been the subject «t an
immense amount of publicity, while the
far greater ravage by fire has not
received anything like the atization it
deserves. Money spent on prortection
from fire is a highly profitable invest-
ment, and the Federal and Provincial
Governments ought to incrzase the
scope of their operations in this di-
rection.

FEAR AND HEALTH

Although the effects of fear are
disastrous so far as the full attainment
of our life’s object may be concerned,
its physical effects on body functioning
are far greater.

In cases like personal contact with
enemies, fear of animals, worry and ex-
citement 8ver financial situations or
failure to govern the desire of revenge,
the brain cells undergo a destructice
change. Subjection to.the inroads or
stimulus of fear, whether temporary or
prolonged, results in a distinct loss in
brain power. Without unimpaired ac-
tion of the brain to do your bidding in
the direction of body work, loss to act
and partial paralysis of real bodily
health results,

Whether the brain is exhausted by
work or fear, its restoration is 1 mat-
ter of rest and sleep, together with
strong resistance. But fear continues its
destructive inroads and unless arrested
in time, will cause nervous and brain

disarrangements of most serious conse~
quesces to your health.

This let-down in brain power seems
to start other bodily losses. Fear
causes heart impairment through over-
work which results from jumps, strain
and increased action when fear grips
the body. A prostration sensation of
despair and prostration with a sinking
feeling, sometimes accompanied by cold
sweat, tremors and perking muscles is
produced.

Knights Disclose Real Nature
of “Obligation”’—Offer Re-
ward of $25,000.

New York, Dec. 20.—A reward of
$25,000 is offered by the Knights of
Columbus to anyone in New York state
who can prove that a bogus oath, which
they allege is being distributed, is the
one taken by fourth degree members
of their organization.

The knights disclosed the “obliga-
tion” such members assume, by which
they swear to support the United
States constitution and to “conscien-
tiously perform” the duties of citizens
“in the interest of my country, regard-
less of all personal consequences.” They
also obligate themselves “to preserve

the integrity and purity of the ballot

and to promote respect for law and
order,” and to practice thelr religion
“consistently and faithfully.”

“No other obligation is taken,” as-
serted State Deputy Daniel A. Tobin,
“and we give notice that anybody we
find distributing the bogus oath, which
was designed from the beginning as an
instrument of religious bigotry, will be
accountable to the law, as we have
already secured several convictions in
other states for the circulation of this
criminal libel.”

The linen may be doilies, a gay
breakfast cloth spread over the bare
table, runners and mats, or a large
breakfast square used over the silencer.

The “set-up” usually consists of
knife, fork, dessert spoon and butter
spreader. If whole fruit is used a truit
knife should be placed at the extreme
right. If half an orange or grapefruit
is served the spoon is placed at the
top of the plate. If soft-boiled vcggs
are served a teaspoon is placed at the
right of the knife. If a knife is not
needed it should not be placed on the
table. Only the pieces of silver-needed
should be on the table.

Proper Positions,

Forks are always placed with the
tines upward, spoons with the bowl
upward and knives with the cutling
edge toward the plate. Forks are
placed to the left and knives and
spoons to the right of the plate.” This
silver is laid one inch from the edge
of the table, each piece an equal dis-
tance from another.

If the coffee is served at the table
the hostess puts the teaspoon on each
saucer before it is passed.

The center piece may be a dish of
fruit attractively arranged or a low
bowl of flowers.

The early breakfast is perhaps the
“gketchiest’” meal of the day, for the
average housekeeper usually has more
duties than she has time for. But it’s
quite as expeditious to set a neat, pre-
cise table as a careless one, and the
food tastes much better.

Finger bowls after fruit may seem
unnecessary, but when you sty to
think that they prevent stained papkins
they are very much worthwhile.

DR. CARTER ADDRESSES
TEACHERS™ INSTITUTE

Provincial Expenditure Doubled in 10 Years—
Attendance is Record—Some Needs—Course
of Instruction Discussed—Advocates No Home

;- Study in Lowest Grades; Few Night Lessons

Below High School.

made yesterday at the closing exer-
cises at the St. John High School to
the effect that the system of education
in New Brunswick was behind that in
other provinces, was sharply challeng-
ed by Dr. W. S. Carter, chief superin-
tendent of education for N. B. at the
opening session of the St. John County
Teachers' Institute here this morning.
Dr. Carter said that he was under the
impression that Judge McKeown was
misquoted and that bis references were
to vocational education, but if he did
not, Dr. Carter challenged his state-
ment.

There was & large attendance of
teachers from all over the county when
the institute opened. Hedley V. Hayes,
the president, was in the chair, and

~ntal on the platform with him- were
Dr. Carter, G. J. Marr, inspector of
schools for the county, and S. A. Wor-
rell, assistant superintendent for the
Ceny schools. f

The secretary, Miss Ida A. Kedgth,
reported a credit balance of $79.88 in
the finances of the instilute,' Miss
Theodora Wilkins was chosen as
assistant to tbe secretary during the
sessions.

The members voted by a large ma-
jority to keep the annual registration
fee at 25 cents and after the teachers
had registered, the chalrman delivered
a very fine address. He was foilowed
by Dr. Carter and Mr. Marr and the
session closed with an interesting and
instructive paper on Physical Geogra-
phy, which was discussed by Messrs.
Grover Martin and E. J. Alexander.
The High School orchestra was present
and. rendered seversl excellent selec-
tiops during the morning.

"The institute adjourned at noon to
regume this afternoon at 2 o’clock.
Pgpérs scheduled to be read this after-
nown were: Reading Lesson, Grade 1,
by Miss Vetura Machum; Arithmetic,
b Amos O’Blenes, and Nature Study
by A. C. Gorham.

President’s Address,

In his opening address Mr. Hayes re-
gretted that Dr. H. S. Bridges was un-
able to be present. He paid a high
tribute to his work in the city schools.
To him was due the present efficiency
of the schools and he was always a
champion of the teachers and continu-
ally urged better sck~ols and equip-
ment, Mr. Hayes said. He would be
greatly missed at the present delibera-
tions.

The first teachers’ institate to be
held in New Brunswick, Mr. Haves
caid, was in Kings county in December,
1877, while St. John was organized in
June, 1878.

Mr. Hayes stressed the importance of
cducation, and urged the teachers to
use every means to perfect the work
which they had in hand.

He pointed out the importance of
sustaining a relationship between
teachers, parents and pupils in the
imparting of education of children, and
he urged the teachers to use their best
offorts to develop independence in the
pupils. :

Mr. Hayes scored a habit of allowine
children to leave school early to attend
entertainments and he also denounced
the freeing of children to assist in col-
lecting funds for any object, no matter
how worthy.

He was of the opinion that the
closing of the school for three half days
-arnival week last year was against the
interests of the school discipline.

In closing, he urged the teachers to
strive to give their best in carrying out
the work of thelr profession.

The County Inspector.

Mr. Marr, in addressing the St. John
County Institute for the first time, said
that he was pleased to do so, and all
those whom he had not met personally
he hoped to do so in the next two
months.

He urged all teachers to use their
best efforts to see that all the schools
were provided with a flag, and to see
that the salutation ceremonies were
carried out. He also touched upon the
matter of the teachers using their in-

fluence to have the appearance of the‘

schools improved.

Mr. Marr was of the opinion that
the present seaxon of the year was not
the best one for gatherings of the kind
now being held, but he urged all to
take part in the discussions which
wonld take place during the institute.

The predictions made now are that
turkeys will be about one-third lese
than the price of last year and yester-
day they were being quoted in the
market at 85 to 40 cents per pound. At
this time, last year they were selling
at 60 to 70 cents per pound.

18 cents per pound.

EFFECT ON BUSINESS

Says Conditions in Nation
Should Not be Disturbed
by Election.

(By Canadian Press.)

Detroit, Mich.,, Dec. 20.—Declaring
that he believed the “United States safe
with Coolidge,” Henry Ford, automo-
bile manufacturer, whose name has
been mentioned as a possible candidate
for President in 1924, declared here
yesterday that he would not oppose
President Coolidge. Mr. Ford said
that a presidential election was reputed
to have a disturbing effect on business
conditions, but there was no reason
why business should be disturbed. He
said further that he did not believe the
President should be required to take
any of his time or strength for any
sort of political campaign.

The anneuncement of Mr. Ford’s
support of President Coolidge came
simultaneously with the filing, in
Lansing, of petitions to place Mr. '
Ford’s name on the Michigan presiden-
tial primary election ballots next
spring.

It is too late for Mr. Ford to with-
draw from the Michigan presidential
primary election of next spring, James
W. Helme, who filed Ford petitions at
Lansing yesterday, declared. Mr.
Helme was Mr. Ford’s unsuccessful
opponent on the Democratic ticket in
the 1918 Michigan senatorial primaries.

fair and of a constructive nature.
Education is very expensive in these
days, and must become more so. Na-
tions rank in the scale of civilization
in the order of their expenditure for
education. It is or should be the “chief
business of the state.”

“In this province,” said Dr. Carter,

for our expenditure. We could do more
if our means were greater, but we
shall never get all the money we could
use profitably for education. There

“As it is sometimes weli to be re-|

“Though  there are many improve-
ments in our system remaining to be
accomplished, requiring more money,
it will be admitted by all fair minded
people that this province is expending
a creditable amount for the support
of its schools.

What St. John Has Done

“I desire to draw your attention to
what has been and is being done in
this city in support of educgtion in the
public schools. In ten yearsithe annaal
cost has more than doubled, and tae
bonded indebtedness, for buildings
largely, has nearly doubled May I
point out in relation to the latter, that
more than 50 per cent. additional
would have to be added, if thete were
no rented school buildings. These are
now quite as modern and up to date
as those owned by the city and in-
clude possibly a larger number of new
buildings during the last ten years.

“The City of St. John has done well,
but notwithstanding an expenditure of
more than a half million a year and
an increase of that amount in bonded

indebtedness, they still have over-
crowded departments, in the High
Schools especially. Manual training and
household science rooms are not up to
date, and 1 understand the board has
under consideration a vocational school
building at the beginning of the present
school year.

Two notable additions were made to
the courses heretofore provided by the
Board:—A grant not exceeding $5,000
for kindergartens, and six departments,
called opportunity schools, for subnor-
mal pupils. This ‘is the first school

board to make provision for such

schools and the example is worthy of]
all imitation. To those who light-|
heartedly propose half-holidays, whole |
holidays snd longer vacations, it may |
come as a surprise that each school day |
thus lost costs the city $2,700.”

After paying a very high tribute to |
the chairman and members of the |
Board of School Trustees, and pointing |
out how much time they must give up
to the work, Dr. Carter declared the
city owed them a debt of gratitude. Of
general expenditure on the schools of
the province, he said:—

“New Brunswick expends a substan-
tial sum for education, but it does not
vet reach $50 per pupil. Ontario
spends nearly $80, und some of the
Western Provinces more than $100.
They have added additional work and
subjects that we up to this time have
not been able to undertake.

The Supply of Teachers,

“For some years before the war the
supply of teachers was not nearly
equal to the demand. This became
emphasized during the war, as the
salaries of skilled labor do not respond ]
to increased cost of living in the same
way as those of unskilled labor; and,
as there was scarcely any increase in

the teachers’ salaries during the war, |

we soon found ourselves in the position
of issuing temporary licenses in large
numbers. I estimate we were more
than 400 teachers short each year.

“In addition to the demands of our
own schools, our teachers migrated to
the provinces paying better salaries,
or went into banks and business offices
or other occupations which were paying
better salaries. The situation became
serious. Our Normal School attend-
ance fell to the lowest number in recent
years. We adopted the emergency
provision for two years of allowing
students to enter at the age of sixteen,
instead of seventeen, without a very
marked improvement. Finally a com-
mission was appointed consisting of
representatives of both political parties,
a representative trustee and teacher,
with the Chief Superintendent as chair-
man., Minimum salaries were pre-
scribed, and improvement has been go-
ing on ever since. I believe it saved
the situation.

“In- order to assist students to pay
their way through Normal School, the
expenses of which are nearly threc
times as great as'in the olden days, the
Board of Education lends any student
who qualifies to enter Normal School,
for any class above third, a sum not
exceeding three hundred dollars in any
year. This, with the improved pros-
pects in the teaching profession, has
given us a record atiendance at the|
Normal School. In fact we have more
students than we can well accommo-
date, 'but we have been very anxious
to catch up with the demand for
teachers. Even with last year’s large
attendance of students the supply is
not yet quite equal to the demand, and
we have had to issue several local
licenses during the year.

In addition to the demands made
upon school districts the county fund
has been doubled, and the Government

has contributed a sum of approximate-
ly one hundred thousand dollars ($100,-
000) per year in order to equalize the
government grants of male and female
teachers. While our salaries have been
more than doubled during the last ten
years they still rank low in compatison
with some of the other provinces of
Canada. During the time, of scarcity
competition has forced salaries up
somewhat beyond the minimum pre-
scribed, but as soon as supply equals
demand competition will cease, salaries
will come down out of proportion with
the cost of living, and our best teach-
ers will migrate as in the past to other
occupation or places that are willing
to pay more than we do, therefore [
regard the maintenance of our salary
schedules as bound up with our supply
of good teachers. It will enable us
also to raise our standards—scarcity of
teachers always goes along with im-
paired or reduced standards.”

The Course of Instruction.

On the question of the course of in-
struction in the schools, Dr. Carter
said:—

“On the one hand we have those who
claim that the course of study is over-
loaded, on the other there are constant
attempts to add to the tourse. Among
both are to be found those who are
quite willing to shorten school hours,
abolish home study, and lengthen
school holidays, and ye. expect their
children to grade. They do not con-
sider time as an element in good work,
and it pupils do not' grade, they blame
the course of study or the teachers.

“Qur course ‘is one of the most
meagre in Canada. No obligatory
subject has been added for twenty-five
years. Such subjects as music, manual
training, household science and voca-
tional work are optional with school
boards. Latin has been made optional
—it was formerly not so. Geometry
has been. relegated to the high school.
The amount of algebra required - in
Grades VII and VIII, is insignificant,
and may well be relegated also to the
high school. We caunot be a law unto
ourselves as to courses of instructions.
Our boys end girls have to compete
with others outside our bounds and
must not be at a disadvantage. Al-
ready because of the absence of
physics from our matriculation re-
quirements, some students are not able
to enter outside colleges without sup-
plementaries.

Dr. Carter agreed that there should
be fewer pupils in each room, but that
would mean more school buildings and
more teachers, to which the taxpayer
would object. He _approved of semi-
annuai promotions, and said there
should be as few written examina-
tions as possible. «Local school
boards should not require writte'n ex-
aminations for promotion in primary
grades, and it is doubtful if they are
necessary in any common schooi grade
in which there is a monthly paper
given and class standing is recorded.”

Abolition of Home Study

«This would surely involve longer
school hoirs, and a strict curfew
law. It has, wherever it has been

adopted. Young, inexperienced teach-
ers often make mistakes In assigning
home work. No home study should
be required in the lowest grades, and
few home exercises in any grade be-
low the high school. Any well pre-
pared normal boy should be able to
prepare his home work in from oue to
two hours if he knows how to study,
and in the high school in from two to
three hours per day. I am here sneak-
ing with reference to a pass mark.
Ambitious pupils egged on by prizes
or their parents to attain class honors
or position, have to spend more time.
They may even overwork, and .a:n
the course of study is blamed for over-
pressure. We disclaim responsibility
in such cases, as we do in the :asecs
of those pupils who are ill prepared,
below average ability, are under no
restraint as to the movies, attendance
at parties, late hours and unlimited
access to fiction of the lightest char-
acter.

Referring to a four years’ high
school course, Dr. Carter said most
provinces had adopted it, but doubted
if our Board of Education would favor
it, aithough it would relieve all grades
down the line, and make possible to
transfer some subjects now in grade
eight, and also to add some neces-
sary subjects to high school work.

Longer Teacher Training

With regard to a longer period of
truining for the higher class teachers,
Dr. Carter said:

“I'his has long been regarded as a
defect in cur system, but in the fact
of a supply of teachers not equal to
the demmand, it has not been possible
to remedy ii. I have the expectation

be established at the University in
close touch with the Normal School,
thus enabling first and teachers of the
highest class of license to have an ad-

ditional year's training. The Normai

School is now overcrowded, as is also
the University,” and the latter is in
freat need of money to make necessarsy
changes in harmony with more mod-
ern requirements.

“It wouid be of great assistance to
teachers and other students of extra-
mural courses could be arranged in
connection with the University. This
is now being very generally done by
universities. Several teachers at-
tended such courses at Queens Univer-
sity during the last summer vacation.
A good summer school for the prov-
ince is advocated by many and I am
in entire sympathy with the proposal.
We have already two stimmer schools
here, and to widen them to include
teachers upon the same terms as to at-
tendance, would cost a great deal of
money. Where authority is divided it
is not so simple a problem as it may
stlzlegl to organize one school embracing
all.

Dr, Carter pointed out, ¥n regard to
intelligence tests in school. that these
would have to be given by specia [is.

“Some school boards have adopted
them in place of the existing modes of
examinations, Shall we do the same?
While I am most favorably impressed
by what I have read and heard of these
tests, we must all Tecognize that fhey
are not yet universally accepted; and as
I have more than once pointed cut we
can not afford to experiment.”

Our County Schools.

“During the past year In company
with your superintendent I visited a
number of the country schoois of St.
Joha and Charlotte counties There
have been many changes since I for-
merly visited them as inspector. The
most striking is the difference in the
mode of - conveyance, the condition of
the roads as contrasted with former
times, and the number of people using
them, chiefly tourists. We-advertise
the province and each community by
the appearance we make to these pec-
ple, by our school houses and public
buildings. I need not point out to you
that many of them present a most
creditable appearance, while others
leave much to be desired. Teachers
can assist greatly to bring about im-
provement.

“We are greatly assisted each vear
in schoo! welfere by Women’s Insti-
tutes, the I. O. D. E. and Red Cross.
There are at least two excellent
parent-teacher associations in the pro-
vince, one in St. Stephen and the other
in Milltown. I think there are others
on the way. In the western provinces
these associations are very pumerous,
and in Vancouve: there is one 'n coun-
nection with every large school build-
ing. Whatever may be said of country
teachers, I do not think our city teach-
érs come as intimately in touch with
parents as-they should and very o‘ten
because of this there is a lack of sym-
pathy and co-operation in our work.”

Dr. Carter made a very strong plea
for parent-teacher associations, and
concluded his address as follows:

“We are poor advertisers—perhaps we
do not do enough of it. Las' year's
report shows the largest schoo. attend-
ance in our history. This year’s will
be even better in. many respects. There
were more teachers employed with
better salaries than ever before. Our
Normal Schoo! and freslunan ciasses
are la.ger than in any other year. 1
do not recail any previous year in
which there was a larger number of
new school buildings erecte¢ or pian-

Says They Are Competent.:

Mr. Jacobsen describes these emi-
grants as farmers, educated and in-
structed in farming, some of them ex-
pert dairymen. In fact, he said that
Denmark was one huge dairy farm and
their settling in Canada would not only
be a tremendous benefit to themselves,
but to this country. He felt, however,
that while immigrants were needed in
these Maritime Provinces it should be;
unnecessary for Scandinavian people to
journey to the far west in order to ob-
tain land and take up the agricultural
industry.

He spoke of the success that had al-
ready attended the efforts of Scan-
dinavian immigrants in the northwest-
ern part of this province and contended
that if our Provinclal Department of
Immigration would Issue pamphlets,
which he would be glad to have trans-
lated into the language of the country
where they were distributed, describing
the advantages of farming in New
Brunswick, the results might be more
than satisfactory.

Says All Are Literate.

Mr. Jacobsen says that the class of
Scandinavian emigrants is superior per-
haps’to those from any other country.
There are no illiterates among them—
all of them can read and write; they
are not disturbers of the peace; they

announcement that the new buildings
were to be erected was issued several

months ago the selection of the sites
for them had been the subject of long
debate.

John W. Sterling of the law firm of
Shearman & Sterling died July 5, 1918,
leaving an estate of upward of $20,-
000,000, of which about $18,000,000 was
bequeathed to Yale University, of
which he was an alumnus.of the class
of 1864. He was one of the wealthiest
Jawyers in New York, and a director
of many railroads and other corpora-

The new libraries, it is said, will
anark the first steps Yale is to take on
a great building programme on which
it is expected that about $64,000,000
will be spent. The libraries are
ed to be the finest of their kind in the
‘world, and will probably be of Gothic
design. “All the new bulldings to be
erected by Yale will be of a type sim-
flar to that of the Harkness Mem-
orial, according to James Gamble
Rogers, consulting architect of Yale,
and designer of the Harkness Memorial
buildings.

From the announcement it Is indi-
cated that the libraries will take in
two squares, one consisting of Elm,
York, Wall and High streets, and the
other consisting of York, Wall, High
and Grove streets, This means, of
course, that & new site will have to be
found for the Carnegie Gymnasium,
which is considered inadequate to the
demands of the students.

The selection of these two squares
for the library buildings necessitates
the removal of at least fifteen stores
on Elm and High streets.

The year of 1924 will bring many
important developments to the school,
including new buildings for class-
yooms and the building of a larger legul
library. Funds are already on hand
for the new library.

Plans are already being made for the
celebration of the 100th anniversary of
the founding of the law school next
year.

have toddled sadly over the hill to the
poorhouse, today march over the hills
of Hollywood to the movie studios to
earn a livelihood as extras and charac-
ter bit players.

In the “Grandpa” of the picture

They get closer to the core of movie
making, achieving sometimes even a
belated career.

Not the least among the latter is J.
J. Smith, technically known as “a
beard” because of his hirsute adorn-
ment. Facetious youth may “spot”
him as a “beaver,” but Smith’s beard
spots him among directors as a desir-
abale character man.

Smith will surrender his whiskers
when art demands, but between these
rare occasions he guards them jealous-
ly. No nap in the barber’s chair for
him: eternal vigilance is the price of
position in his rank of the profession.

«Old folks,” says Smith, “is inclined .

to act coltish when they slick them-
selves up, especially old men who shave
off the beard of a lifetime.

DOUGLAS AVENUE
UNDER DISCUSSION

Matter of Diversion and En-
croachments—Suggestion
* re Split Rock,

The City Council this morning fur-
ther discussed the matter of a diver-
sion of Douglas avenue and decided
to have the city engineer prepare a
report on present or prospectice en-
croachment on the reserved area. The
order issued by the Board of Rail-
way Commissioners was read by Com-
missioner Frink but action was de-
ferred until the report had been re-
ceived from the city engineer. The
proposed extension of Cranston ave-
nue was also discussed and progress

reported.
Commissioner Wigmore laid on the

sion of Douglas avenue. Commis-
sioner Frink read the order of the
Board of Railway Commissioners, in
which they agreed to bear 25 per
per cent, of the cost of the grade sep-
aration, not’ however, to exceen #$15,-
000 and apportioned the balance of
the estimated cost among the C. P. R.,
New Brunswick Power Co., and the
city in the following proportions: 50
per cent. to the C. P. R., 25 per cent,
to the New Brunswick Power Co., and
25 per cent. to ihe city. The con-
crete arch over the railway was to be
built by the C. P. R. and the ap-
proaches by the city. Under this
order the work was to have started
within three months of the issuance
of the order and completed within
nine months. The date of the order
was Feb. 2, 1922, -

He expressed the opinion that it
was time something was done and he
understood this order could be ex-
tended. He realized that a start
could not be made until the decision
of the Supreme Court on the appeal
of the Province from the- decision of
Judge Grimmer had been handed
down but there should be at least a
report on the matter from the city
engineer in view of the fact building
operations were proposed on the area
of the diversion.

Warned ds to Risk,

G. G. Hare, city engineer, said the
lend damages had been included in
the estimate of $110,000 for the work,
$15,000 being included for that item.
In connection with the bvilding now
ln course of erection by Mr. King-
ston he had gone over and staked out
the proposed diversion and wacned the
builder that he would place a build-
ing there at his own risk. Mr. Hare
also suggested that it would be wise

On wmotion of Comwissioner Frink
it was decided to have the city en-
gineer prepare a repogt on any con-
struction under way at the diversion
and upon any intended encroachments
and to have all papers and orders :a
council dealing with this matter laid
on the table before further discuss-
ing it.

Blow Up Split Rock.

Commissioner Frink in speaking
about the traffic under the bridge
suggested that Split Rock might be
blown out and this would give a
wider channel. Mr. Hare said he had
been told 'by those who used the
channel that removing Split Rock
would so change the current that it
would be harder than ever to use
the channel.

Cranston Avenue,

Commissioner Frink submitted
some photos of Cranston avenue show-
ing the location of the proposed street
to the sub-station and reported pro-
.gress on the negotiations. He said
if the road were carried on the orig-
nal lines there  was considerable
quantity of rock which would have to
be excavated and this could be used
for street work. He said that In an-
other year the rock would be quarried
out on the Shamrock grounds and it
might be a good thing to have this
available for a quarry. He was in
favor of having the New Brunswick
Electric Power Commission expropri-
ate the street.

On motion of Commissioner Bul-
lock a renewal lease of a lot in Lan-
