BAD ROADS AT SALISBURY
CAUSE OF SOLDIER'S DEATH

Vancouver Highlaader Slipped While
Dodgmng a Motor Car

London, Deec. 19—*“Accidental death,”
was the verdict of a coroner’s jury yes-
terday in connection with the death of
Hugh Alexander Peden of Vancouver,
a private in the 16th. Battalion, Canadian
Highlanders, who fell under a motor
lorry.

The evidence showed that Peden, who
was with the advance guard on a route
march last week, sprang aside to avoid
the motor, but slipped and fell under
the vehicle, receiving internal injuries
which proved fatal.

The accident exemplified the dangers
of marching in the muddy roads of
Salisbury Plain, as the fatality was due
to the slippery nature of the footing.

THE WAR NEWS.

The allied armies in Belgium made
substantial progress during the last
week. A considerable territory has been
cleared of the enemy, and a number of

" places they occupied are now in posses-
sion of the Relgians, British and French.

In this part of the field the tide of bat-
tle has set against Germany, and it is
probably true that the Allies are now
able so to outnumber the enemy as to
prevent them from again taking the of-
fensive with any hope of getting through
the allied lines. |

From the eastern theatre of war the
news is not so satisfactory. The Rus-
sians and Austrians are claiming vic-
tories, and a London cable says there
seems to be no doubt that the Russians
are retreating at some points, al.though
they claim that they are merely straight-
ening their line of battle, and have not
suffered any serious reverse. The news
from that quarter is very conflicting,
but it is difficult to believe that, with
the enormous masses of troops which
Russia is claimed to have in the field,
the Germans and Austrians could gain
any decisive advantage over them. Fur-
ther news, however, is awaited with very
deep interest, because it had been as-
serted earlier in the campaign that be-
fore Christmas the Russian armies
would be well on the road to Berlin;
while, as a matter of fact, they have not
yet successfully invaded German terri-
tory except in a small portion of East
Prussia. Failure on the part of Russia
to accomplish what she had asserted her
ability to do in the east makes it all the
more necessary for the Allies in the west
to strengthen their armies and press
their attack with greater vigor.

Britain’s counter stroke against the
Turk, by proclaiming a British protec-
torate over Egypt and appointing a Sul-
tan in the person of an uncle of the
Khedive, will no doubt be well received
in Egypt. Prince Hussein Kemal has
accepted the Sultanate, and Turkish con-
trol in Fgypt is forever ended. As a
British protectorate Egypt will develop
more rapidly, and there will be a greater
development of the principle of self-
government than was possible under
Turkish rule. It is doubtful if any
large section of the Egyptian people will
be disposed to rebel against the new
order of things and declare themselves
on the side of Turkey in the present
war. Britain has already conferred in-
calculable benefits upon Egypt and the
Egyptian people, and the new Egypt
will be still more free and progressive.
At the same time that the British pro-
tectorate over that country is pro-
claimed with the full assent of France,
il is announced that England approves
of the French protectorate over Mor-
occo, which was declared in 1912.

The establishment of a French court
in a portion of Alsace that is now oc-
cupied by the French was hailed with
great joy by the people. The people
of Alsace and Lorraine have long walted
for this hour, and the restoration of
these provinces to France will right a
wrong of more than forty years.

In the town of Malmo in Sweden an
historic conference is today in progress.
The Kings of Sweden, Norway and
Denmark have met to consider the situa-
tion of those countries, and, if possible,
to complete an understanding for the
protection of their mutual interests.
They have no reason to sympathize with
Germany. At an earlier stage of the
war the Allies might have regarded such
a conference as this with some misgiv-
ings, but Germany has since done so
much to alienate the sympathy of all
nations that it is inconceivable that the
Scandinavian countries would for a mo-
ment consider an alliance with her.

Flemming, in whom I have every confi-
dence and for whom I have the highest
respect.”

Sir Robert Borden, who sat beside
him, did not applaud this remark by his
colleague. In fact Sir Robert’s face was
a mask. Perhaps he was thinking of
the pleasure in store for him if he should
ever he called upon to welcome to par-
linment as a fine example of Conserva-

* tive statesmanship the man who was
found guilty by a Royal Commission,
appointed by the government of which
he was a member, of taking $2,000 “by
compulsion” from a railroad contractor,
and “settigg the seal of his approval”
on the activities of Mr. Berry and Mr.
Teed. One wonders whether Major-
General Hughes, in the multiplicity of
his duties, has really learned what has
been going on in New Brunswick dur-
ing the last few months. Some polite
Nova Scotians, who also perhaps are not
as well informed as they should be,
started a little scattering applause when
Major-General Hughes made the re-
mark, but the tribute was strangled in
its - birth.

CITY GOVERNMENT.

In the city of Winnipeg there is now
an agitation for a better system of city
government. A Taxpayers’ Associa-
tion has been organized, and city candi-
dates are asked to pledge themselves “to
work for the ‘appointment of a special
commission to report before July next
as ‘to tae form of municipal government
best adapted to the needs of Winnipeg;
to move for an immediate detailed in-
vestigation into present civic adminis-
tration, with a view to greater econ-
omy and efficiency; to advocate the
abolition or radical curtailment of the
ward feature in electing aldermen, and
to limit city initiative in local improve-
ments to cases of special urgency.”

At present Winnipeg has a mayor and
council and board of control. Some of
the citizens are in favor of the adoption
of the commission plan of government, |
and some favor a general manager, with |
a board corresponding to the board of
directors of a railway system. Emphasis !
is laid upon the fact that whatever plan'
of government is adopted it can only be
suecessfully carried out by continued
vigilance on the part of tae citizens, and
the selection of able men to conduct civic
affairs. Referring to the commission
plan, Canadian Finance says:—

“There is always the danger in a new
plan that once citizens have secured its
adoption they will rely upon the plan
and not upon public interest and insist-
ence for progress; and it is said that this
is what too largely happened after St.
John, N. B, instituted the commission
form of government.” Canadian Finance
plaintively says it hopes “that Winni-
peg’s new Taxpayers’ Association will
take itself seriously enouga not to die
away after the municipal elections as
quickly as it was born before them;
since the requirement for continued self-
education in good citizenship is greater
than any emergent need for influencing
this year's clvic election.”

Winnipeg has become a great city,
and the administration of its affairs un-
doubtedly calls for ability and disinter-
ested service. It has tried the board of
control, and evidently is not satisfied
with results. The advantage of the com-
mission plan is that it reduces the num-
ber of responsible administrators, fixes
responsibility in a more definite way,
and, if able. men are chosen as the com-
missioners, greater promptness is en-
sured in carrying out needed reforms.I
Of course, if tae citizens take so little in-,
terest in civic affairs as to let their sys-.
tem of government degenerate into a|
sort of ring rule, no mere plan of gov-!
ernment can save them from the inevit-|
able results.

| The game which is bound to be popul-
lar in any country is the game which the
Ipoor hoy can play without great ex-
jpense. One of these is baseball, another
1is soccer. Both are open air sports and
‘both require about the same qualities,
viz., speed, brains and skill.

Soccer is the game of the proletariat
in England; cricket the game of the
wealthy. Seccer has spread to all corn-
ivrs of the earth in the wake of the col-
onizing Englishman. It has spread all
over Furope and the soldiers in the great
{war play it between battles. It has
grown with rapid strides in America un-
til now there are teams here which can
put up creditable exhibitions of the
sport. Some of the great English teams
have been known to come over here and
get a se¢p back they no more expected
than did the American baseball teams
that first went to Cuba and found the
islanders could every now and then put
one over on them.

In fact soccer in the United States is
labour as well played in comparison
with the best in the old country as is
baseball in Cuba in comparison with
that of the big leagues.

Speed, brains and ability to use the
feet with as much accuracy as the hands

!soccer player. It is seldom that a play-
ter who has not been at the game from
ichildhood is of much use, as the kicking
iis the hardest part of the game to learn.
Tt requires more practice than hockey or
lacrosse or baseball as in these games
the hands are used most, while in soc~
cer the hands are out of the game.

Soceer is a comparatively new game.
It is not fifty years old. In the early
{seventies it was tried in England and
an. association formed in which the
‘l(ug‘l»y game was discarded and - the

Among the American and Canadian
