Paris, Dec. 19—The French War Office this afternoon gave out an official 
announcement as follows:—

"During the day of December 18 we organized in Belgium the territory 
won from the enemy the evening before to the south of Dlrmuric, and we ad­
vanced our front to the south of the ton at Korteker,

"Our advance to the south of Ypres has been continued over a very dif­
ficult and swampy territory.

"From the Lys to the Oise, we have progressed in the regions of Notre 
Dame de Consolation, to the south of Lebassee by more than one kilometre. 
During the last two days we also made progress to the direction of Carency, 
St Laurent and Blagny.

“In the region of Albert, during the night of December 17-18 and during 
the day of the 18th, we advanced under a very violent fire of the enemy, and 
we reached the barbed wire entanglements of the second line of German 
tranches. To the north of Maricourt, we were obliged to abandon a trench oc­
cupied the night before, and set on fire by the enemy by means of hand gren-

"Severat German trenches have been occupied to the region of Mamets, and 
to the vicinity of Liehons three violent counter-attacks on tile part of the Ger­
mans were repulsed.

“In the region of the Ainse there have been artillery engagements and to 
Champagne the artillery of the enemy showed decreased activity as compared 
to the 17th. In the Argonne, in the forest of La Grurie we blew up a German 

trench. Near St Hubert the enemy, by a very spirited attack, 
succeeded to making slight progress.

"It has been confirmed that on the heights of the Meuse our fire directed 
by aviators demolished two heavy batteries of the enemy and damaged a 
third battery.

"From the Meuse to the Vosges there is nothing to report. In the Vosges 
there has been spirited German rifle firing but no attack."

The chief justice in giving judgment 
said that there were two joints in 
the case—one, whether the ceremony 
which was said by Mrs. Wiggins to have 
taken place in New York whereby she 
became, as she said, the wife of Mr.

They even hint t'.iat the future Belgian 
ruler will be Prince Otto of Windlsch- 
graetz, who married Princess Elizabeth, 
now Countess Tonyaya, daughter of the 
late King Leopold.

It would appear 
from the statements made by the deputy 
postmaster general and by the officials 
at the St. John post office that the mails 
are being handled as expeditiously as 
possible, but owing to war conditions it 
has been found necessary to suppress 
the names of the vessels by which mails 
are forwarded and the routes that are 
being employed and this is responsible 
in some degree for the complaints which 
have been heard.

It was said by postal officials here 
that two British mails a week were be­
ing forwarded from St. John, and that 
in a few days there would be three 
mails a week. Last winter only two 
mails a week were despatched from the 
St. John office for Great Britain.

The attention of the board of trade 
having been called to the fact that St. 
John was not mentioned in the adver­
tisement of the Royal Mail Steam 
Packet Company which appears in the 
Shipping Illustrated, the matter was 
taken up with the New York agency 
of the line. They have promised to 
give effect to the St John board’s sug­
gestion.
