Troops were called
out and finally restored order.

The annual ‘report of the minister of
mines for British Columbia for the calen-
dar year ending December 31, 1910, which
is the official account of the year’s min-
ing operations in the province, is issued.

The statisties of productiom, carefully
compiled from tHe most reliable data ob-
‘tainable and presented in tabulated form
%0 as to clearly exhibit the position from
a comparative point of view, are of much
practical value to those using the informas
tion thus made conveniently accessible.
From some of these it is ascertained that
the net increase in value of the produe-
tion of 1910 as compared with that of 1808
is $1,934,041, the respective totals for the
two years being $26,377,066 and $24,430,025.
Incidentally it may be mentioned that
last year's total value was the greatest
of any year in the history of mining:in
