Laeour is a king’s camelot, or Royalist. 
Bernstein had seven fierce sword bouts 
with Pujo and the latter was wounded in 
the right forearm.

The annual report of the minister of 
mines for -British Columbia for the calen­
dar year ending December 31, 1910, which 
is the official account of the year’s min­
ing operations in the province, is issued.

The statistics of production, carefully 
compiled from tile most reliable data ob­
tainable and presented in tabulated form 

to clearly exhibit the position from 
a comparative point of view, are of much 
practical value to those using the informa­
tion thus made conveniently accessible. 
From some of these it is ascertained that 
the net increase in value of the produc­
tion of 1910 as compared with that of 1909 
is $1,984,041, the respective totals for the 
two years hieing $26,377,066 and $24,430,025. 
Incidentally it may be mentioned that 
last year’s total value waa the greatest 
of any year in the history of mining in 
British Columbia, the previous highest re­
cord having been that for 1907, with a 
total of $25,882,260. The proportions -of 
the several minerals included in last year’s 
total of production, and the reapective in­
creases and decreases are shown in th« 
following excerpt from one of the tables;

Ottawa, July 27—When the house met 

this morning Sir Wilfrid Laurier tabled 
the full report of the proceedings of the 
Imperial Conference. In doing so he ex­
plained that the report -reached His Ex­
cellency Earl Grey on the very day thgt 
F. D. Monk made his motion calling upon 
the government to bring 'down a detailed 
account of the proceedings. The report, 
as presented, is. not accompanied by the 
report of the proceedings at the confer­
ence between the British admiralty and_ 
representatives of Canada and Australia" 
on the subject of the status of the domin­
ion navies. This is the all important ques­
tion which the leaders on both sides, as 
well as Mr. Monk, the head of 
tionaliet wing of the opposition, say they 
are anxious to djscuss.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier read some corre­
spondence which has passed between Earl 
Grey and the Imperial authorities, which 
shows that m the. view of the Imperial 
government the report of the defence con­
ference should tie. tended simultaneously in 
Canada and Australia. As the report has 
npt yet reached Australia it cannot be 
tabled in Canada unless the permission of 
the British government is secured.

Sir Wilfrid said that he had conferred 
with Earl Grey and His Excellency had 
cabled the home authorities asking for 
permission to tqble the report in the Can­
adian parliament at' once.

With regard to such pests as the potato 
beetle aûd potato blight, the percentage of 
loss due to them is large, and the report 
says:—“It is evident that knowledge is 
required in the use of insecticides and fun­
gicides. Many who have carefully sprayed 
their potato crops report the only loss to 
be the cost of the spraying material. More 
farmers should read the agricultural reports 
each year.”

The report states that 60 per cent, of 
the farmers get water from wells and 35 
from springs, and adds that it is evident 
not enough care and attention is given to 
the question of a pure water supply for 
the farm house. On 11 per cent, of the 
farms there had been typhoid fever with­
in ten years, ^ condition that would not 
exist if the farmer would protect his water 
supply from pollution. “This percentage,” 
says the report, "goes to show that there 
must be great carelessness regarding the 
water supply and the. sanitary conditions 
of the farm house; and there is much room 
for improvement in the conveniences and 
handy appliances of the farm to convey 
water to the house.”

The report concludes with the statement 
that "many of the farmers seem to realize 
that they must soon handle their farms dif­
ferently by cultivating more thoroughly, 
paying more atention to shorter rota­
tions, selecting seed and adopting methods 
to exterminate or çéntrol the weeds, and 
also to the keeping of more and better 
stock, and purchasing less chemical fertil­
izer."

A SIGNIFICANT REPORT
"The general conditions of the farms in 

[ this district showed that there was not 
enough order or system in their general 
mangeaient, as well as in the rotation of 
crops and caring for stock.”

The district referred to in this paragraph 
is the. province of New Brunswick, and the 
statement is made in the agricultural sur­
vey in the 1911 report of the Canadian 
Commission of Conservation.

Such a statement, from a source so well 
informed, should attract universal atten­
tion in this province, and it should be the 
aim of the government, the agricultural 
societies and all our people to improve the 
conditions and get better results from farm­
ing operations.

The report takes up different phases of 
the subject and deals with each. At the 
outset it notes the fact that of the area 
visited 40 per cent, was under crop, 19 
per cent, in pasture, and 41 per cent, in 
woods, Taking up the rotation of crops 
it says:— .

1 "About 50 per cent, follow no systematic 
Rotation of crops. About 20 per cent, fol­
low a fairly systematic rotation, the short­
est, however, being of four years’ duration, 
as grain, roots; grain, hay or pasture. The 
balance follow a long course rotatilfc such 
as roots, grain, with hay or pasture from 
three to four years or indefinitely. Many 
of the farms are being carelessly worked, 
with very little attention to systematic 
crop rotation or the use of clover and other 
leguminous crops as a means of improving 
the fertility of the soil. There is a lam­
entable lack of system in many of the 
Term operations ; carelessness and neglect

J The dredge had been sent there and set 
to work on the understanding that all 
dredging done would be paid for at the 
rate of the lowest tender received, and 
that if a tender lower than the Maritime ( 
Company’s was received the lowest ten-i 
derer should do the remainder of the work. I 

The situation was an exposed 
the work difficult. The Maritime company 
was the only one which had tendered and 
their tender had been for ninety cents. 
The work was commenced in the fall. A 
storm carried away and destroyed the tug 
and scows of the company. They lost so 
much money and encountered such weather 
difficulties they refused in the following 
spring to continue the work at any price. 
A year later the government dredge Mac- 
Kenzie had carried the work further and 
arrangements were now being made for 
completion of • the Work.

“The work is needed/* declared Hon. Mr. 
Emmerson, “and if it is not carried to com­
pletion the government need not expect 
the continuance of my support or the sup­
port of the peole of that district.”

Mr. Crocket had insinuated that the 
work had not been undertaken because it 
was needed but because Hon. Mr. .Pugsley ! 
wished to favor the Maritime Dredging 
Com any. Such a view could only come ; 
from a diseased brain and imagination. Such 
views indicated that Mr. Crocket was like- j 
Jy to die from the starvation of his small 
nature.

Crocket—Mr. Speaker, I protest. ^ 
Emmerson—If the member for York will 

possess his little soul with patience I will 
modify the remark by saying that his views 
must have originated in a brain storm, j 
The engineer’s estimate of twenty cents a1 
yard for work that had cost ninety cents ; 
applied only to dredging in the sheltered 
portions of the harbor and river. Unless ; 
the harbor were opened the people would 
be unable tb take advantage of reciprocity, 

they now had to rail their lumber and 
dried fish to Tormentine for shipment.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley followed with a state­
ment similar to that made .by Hon. Mr. 
Emmerson. Learning that a dredge Qf 
the Maritime Dredging Company was to 
be shifted and .would pass Gaspereaux 
river, where tenders for dredging had been 
called, Dr. Pugsley said he had gone to 
Mr. Moore and asked that the dredge be 
stopped there and start dredging, the work 
to be paid for at the rate of the lowest 
tender, and then be moved on if another 
firm offered to do the work at a lower 
figure than offered by the Maritime Dredg­
ing Çompany.

This practice had been followed when 
the Conservatives were in power. There 
was nothing unusual or improper in the 
transaction and nothing to warrant the 
insinuations made in regard to it. Every 
dredge owner in Canada had been invited 
to tender for the work. There was open 
competition. If there had been a great 
wrong in connection with this transaction 
it was strange that Mr. Crocket had not 
brought it up earlier in the session and 
not delayed, so as to obstruct reciprocity 
with it.

The transaction had been investigated 
in committee in 1910. The fact was the 
transaction had been made the basis of an 
unfair attack. I have observed throughout 
my life there are always a certain num­
ber of persons to be met who delight to 
listen to and spread untruthful slanders, 

sg who delight to attempt to destroy the 
characters of men who have been more 
successful than themselves. The words of 
such men are evidence only of their mean 
and contemptible spirit, of their low and 
sordid minds.
