out among the children and largely increased our death-rate, their little* 
feeble bodies not being able to stand the severe strain of that distress­
ing disease ; since thenVe are happy to say that they have been fairly 
well, the cool summer, their bright arfd airy nursery, together with the v . 
doctor’s kind care, has done-much to ameliorate the miserable condi- 

v tion that many, nay, most of them are in when admitted, as it is a rare 
thing for us to receive a really healthy child, the dreadful piactices of 
^pugging and baby-farming that they are subjected to before coming 
to us, greatly impairing their constitutions. And while speaking of 
the health of tte children, we desire to express our gratitude for the 
voluntary and uhremitting services of the medical staff, who have been 
most faithful in the discharge of their self imposed duties, and most 
successful in theirVreatmennrf the little ones^

Our lady superintendent and matron continue to fulfil their dufies 
in the most conscientious and painstaking manner, and none who 
not know something of the daily working of such Institutions 
derstfcnd what these duties are, or the constant calk that a 
made upon their patience and forbearance. We much regret to -have 
to record the severve and prolonged illness of Miss Gwyn^ which has 
for some weeks completely incapacitated her for performing her duties, 
but we have every reason to hope that we shall soon see her restored 

. to her usual health.
The Sunday, and week evening services have been kept up with 

great regularity, Canon Osier, Mr. W. H. Howland, and Mr. Dixon, 
taking the morning and afternoon services on Sunday, Mrs. Meredith,
Miss Chapman, and Mr. Sims, the Bible classes during the week,
Miss Cooke, Miss Mulock, and Mrs. Parspns, kindly undertaking the 
music.

We regret extremely that owing to ill health Mr. Graham, who has 
so kindly audited our accounts for some years past, has been obliged 
to resign ; and we desire to tender him our thanks for the great care 
and trouble he has taken on our behalf.

The work-room, under the able superintendance of Mrs. Hodgins, 
and Miss Greig, continues to supply the women and children with 
clothes ; and we feel deeply indebted to the many ladies who have 
so kindly and iiidefatigably given their services there during the past 
year ; and also lor the many gifts of clothing that have been sent.

Last Christmas, a sale of beautiful dolls, the gift of Mrs. Grantham, 
was held at the/Home, the proceeds of which wçnt a long way towards 
replenishing bur treasury. A strawberry festival was held in Jply, in 
the beautiful grounds of Mr. E. B. Osier, at Rosedale ; and in Sep­
tember a fancy felè at the Horticultural Gardens, helped us to meet

some of our liabilities, for the size of the Home and the larger number 
of inmates admitted, greatly increases our expenditure, and requites us 
to re double our efforts to keep ourselves free from debt. Indeed we 
find that it is impossible to keep up the Home under an incotne of 
$5,000 per annum. The government and city grants, together\ith 
the board fees of the children, assist, but still leave a very large margl^ 
to be filled by voluntary contribntions.

On the 13th of September we were greatly honoured and gratified 
by a visit from our rmich-Toved patroness, the Prvntess Louise, who 
during her short and rrnlch occupied stay in Toronto, made ti

Home. She thoroughly inspected the wards, and declared z 
herself much pleased with their neat and clean appearance, and (jtindhr 

' consented to continue our patroness, requesting that a Report \nig*t 
be sent her annually. Z /

Through the thoughtful care of Mrs. Alexander Cameron, the. Home 
has been provided with a fire escape, a most necessary adjunct to a 
building containing so many inmates. Mrs. 'R. Gooderham also gave 
$50 for tiinds, which add greatly to the comfort oj, the house. And, 
speaking H gifts, we must not forget to mention a large .donation of 
clothes, the work of the girls of the Johft Street School/ and another 
from the children of the St. Paul’s. Church Sewing Class. We are 
heartilv glad to see these dear children working for our homeless and 
friendless little ones, and would remind them of the words of one who 
said, " Inasmuch as ye did it unto one of the least of these, ye did it 
unto me.”

If not trespassing too much on your time, we should like to say a 
word in regard to one of the most stringent rules of the Home. It 
has been said by many that such an Institution only Serves to screen 
and encourage vice, but we would beg you to understand that it is 
only the homeless, the friendless, the poor, who are in many cases far 
more sinned against than sinning, that we shelter, hoping that by this 
means they may in some measure retrieve the past, and begin a better 
and purer life, but not those who in a higher position, and better cir­
cumstances, simply wish to place their children here, that they may 
rid themselves of the responsibility and disgrace ; did we consent to 
receive such we should have an overflowing treasury. Our books are 
open for inspection at any time, and contain a full history of, each in­
mate as far as we can obtain it. . X

In closing our Report we cannot refrain from expressing our thank­
fulness for the help given us during the past .year, and would earnestly - 
entreat that your prayers, and your gifts may continue in double mea­
sure in the year on which we are entering.

Obituary.—We deeply regret tb have to record the deat 
Mulock,one of our most energetic lady managers, whose interest in the

Ladies and Gentlemen,—We have the honour of presenting to you the > 

first annual report of the Medical Board, since we have been in occupation 
of our new and beautiful Home.

We hope that the care and attention which has been given to the Sanitary 
and Hygienic arrangements will result in a most beneficial effect on the 
health of our little ones.

Unfortunately, this year we were visited by a severe epidemic of whoop­
ing cough, which was fatal to eleven of our infants and undermined the 
strength of many others, so that although they recovered in some measure ‘ 
from, the disease, t^cv ultimately became victims indirectly to the -same 
scourge. The epidemic was in no way due to the sanitary arrangements, 
which are in every way perfectly satisfactory.
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dying state
These latter are, of course, included in the general table. We therefore 
would beg to call attention to the suggestion of the Medical Board of 1881, 
namely, That all children brought into the Home in a dying condition, be 
taken to the infirmary, and also that their names be placed on a separate 
roll

With the exception of the months of February and March, during which 
time the whooping-cough epidemic visited us, the rate of mortality was very 
low, and compares favoiably with preceding years; the mortality of the 
months being as follows October, 1 ; November, 1 ; December, 2 ; Jan- 
uary, 4 ; February, 13 ; March, 12 ; April, 1 ; May, 8 Juoe> 3 ; July, ;
