a8 the Romans were of the then known
world eighteen centuries ago:

MUSIC OF ANCIENT ISRAEL.

Splendor of the Seryices in the Days of
King David.

The musieal performances in the Tem-
ple of Jerusalem in ancient ages were of
variéd character, and, in trying to get
an idea of them in modern times it is
necessary that account should be taken
not only of the instriments then in use,
according to the Bible, but also of the
choral and orchestral music and the
Levitical musicians. There have been
many speculations upon the subject, and
there are many books about it, but it
would be hard to find & more satisfactory
digest of existing knowledge concerning
it than that recently prepared by a musi-
cal scholar, Rabbi Wolfers, for publica-
fion in a British periodical.

'The first Biblical reference to a musi-
cal instrument is in the book of Gene-
sis:  “Jubal was the father of all such
as handle the harp and the organ.”

The “kihenor’” or harp was empldyed
by the Hgyptians and Assyrians as well
a8 ‘by the Israelites upon joyous oceas-
ions, such as consecrations, festive as-
semblies and triumphs. It was used
by King David when singing songs of
praise, and he danced as he played upon
it. "bhe Levites also danced to its music.
Though there is no exact description of it
in anciént records, it is known that it
was small and light, that the frame of it
was of wood, that it had ten strings, and
that it was played, mot with the fingers,
but with a small stick, plectrum, or quill,
It is often called the pleasant narp.

The organ or *“engal” of antiquity did
not resemble the modern instrument of
that name, though the Hebrew word by
which it was known bears evidence that
it was a wind instrument,
tradition it was composed of a number
of slender reed pipes strung together and
played with the mouth, These two musi-
cal devices, the harp and the organ, are
all that are associated with the illustrions
name of Jubal.

Many other musical instruments came
into use in Israel after Jubal's time, and
were employed in the sacred services.
The “naibel” bore some resemblance to
the modern guitar. It was an instru-
.ment of ten or twelve strings, was made
of firwood, was played with a plactrum,
was used in sacred music in the time of
' David, was exceedingly popular for ages,
and was probably of Phoenician inven-
tion. It is spoken of in’ the Bible, Its
rame leads to the opinion that it bore
the shape of some of the primitive Phoe-
nician jars. The instrument known as
the “thof” was like . the tambourine
of modern times. It was a shallow or
sauce-like shape, its body of leather or
parchment, and its Tim of wood,  in
which jingling discs of metal were in-
serted. ‘It was held in ome hand ana
beaten with the other. It served as an
accompaniment to the Song of Moses
on the shore of the Red Sea, and its
econds were evoked by David in days
of gladness. The piped instrument, “cha
lil,” which. was blown only on twelve
days of the year, was made of bone or of
wood, and was heard -upon-sorrewful

phet Isiah speaks of it repeatedly (in the
Hnglish translation of the Bible) as “the
pipe.” There was in the temple service
an instrument called the “metzaltzin,” or
the symbals, a pair of shallow metal
plates, which, when struck together, pro-
duced a.ringing, musical sound, or series
of sounds. “David and all the house of
Israel played on cymbals before the
Lord.” The ram’s horn, or “yoble,”
was the ancient trumpet of Israel, and
its sounds proclaimed the jubilee. There
were two other kinds of trumpet; one of
which' was ordinarily used in musical
services of the temple, to be played not
by the Levites, but by the priests. Moses
was commanded to make two trumpets
of silver, and the objects of blowing one
or both of them at different times, ac-
cording to divine order, are set forth in
the tenth chapter of the book of Num-
bers.

Several of the instruments referred to
in the Bible cannot be described, as
their character is wholly unknown. No
knowledge of them is to be obtained
from the writings of the ancient rabbis.
In Israel, however, as may be seen by
the accounts giver here, there was a
sufficient variety of musical devices.

It does mnot appear that the musical
art had grown beyond its simple forms
up to the time of Moses, but it was evi-
dently advamiced in the days of Job, who
speaks of the organ, ithe harp end the
timbrel.  Durimg the reign of David in
Jerusalem there ‘were many stringed
and wind and other instruments of high
quality. Rabbi Wolfers believes that
the power of prophesying was closely as-
sociated with music, which seems, in-
deed, to have been an indispensable fea-
ture  of the prophetic function. There
are allusions -to this peculiarity in the
first book of Chronicles and the second
book of Kings. ;

The instrumental music was performed
mainly by the Levites, one class of whom
formed the temple musicians. A full
choir consisted of as -many as’ 24,000
men;, divided into three great bands, and
separated one from another upon wvast
platforms. This enormous body was im-
structed by 288 masters, who were them-
selves under the direetion of three su-
*"periors, the names of whom Asaph, He-
man, and Yeduthun—are prefixed to some
of David’s Psalms. The Levites appoint-
ed to sing or play had no other duties to
prerform, and were thus enabled to devote
the whole of their time to the perfection
of their art.

After setting forth the results of his
researches into the ancient music of
ferael, Rabbi Wolfers speaks of its
spiritual power. “No adequate idea,”
he says, “can be formed of the grand in-
fluence of the temple music upon the wor-
phippers. The melodious strains of the
thousands - of instruments, coupled with
the trained and harmonious voices of
the host of singers as they chanted the
noblest sacred songs of any people in
any age of the world, swept beyond the
walls of the temple, and could be heard
far away.”—New York Sun.

NOT A RICH MAN. = '

The Murdered President of Franse
““Very Poor Man.

New York, July 26.—A dispatch from
Paris says the exécutors of thz estats of
the late President Sadi Carnot ade an
official Teport to-day of their finul nven-
tory, and the official statement s the
subject of universal comment abont the
boulevards and in politieal eirzles. It
had generally been supposed that tke
murdered president was well endowed
with the world’s goods, but the opposit_e
proves to ‘be the case.  Althoagh his
salary as president of thfe repwbie has
been regarded not only as ample for ail
emergencies, but-also to leave a fair pel-
ance for savings or*investment, it trans-
pires that the late president not only liv-
ed ‘up to every dollar of his official :n-
come, but also drew upon the returns
from some small holdings of -eal #¢state
in order to maintain what he rozarded
as the dignity of his position. - The bal-
ance to his account in bank on the day
of his assassination was less than 4v,-
000 francs, or in the meighborhood £
$8,000, not ‘more than sufficient, based
on the current expenses of the Elysee
for the past year, to provide for the re-
quirements of the executive mansion for
a couple of weeks. .In the face of these
disclosures the self-sacrifice of Madame
Carnot in absolutely refusing a pension
of $5000 a year suggested by the cabi-
net council is universally commented
upon. The widow of the murdered pres-
ident to-day took possession of the apart-
ments engaged for her on the Rue St.
Houore, which' she will occupy until the
flat leased at 14 A Avenue de Alma by
the late president in antieipation of his
retirement at the end of his term, has
been decorated and furnished. Tt is es-
tiinated that the real estate of the late
president will yield a revenue of $1000
yearly. ©Oautside of this the widew of
the late president has nothing to depend
on until the death of her mother, Mme.
Dupont-White, who has an jincome of
$10,000 per annum. . This at ber death,
according te French law, will be equally
divided between Mme, Carnot and her
gister, Mme, David. The committee of
members of the senate and chamber of
deputies. will wait 'upon the widow of
the murdered president early in the com-
ing week and will urge a reconsideration
of her refusal to accept the penslon prof-
fered by the cabinet council.

THE ROBBIE BURNS.

A Case of Great Interest to Mine Own-
ers—Alleged Jumping.

“The case of Granger v. Fotheringham,
Askwith, MeMurdo, irving, #0ihis and
MecCabe has been in progress before Mr.
Justice Crease in the supreme court at
Vancouver all of Thursday. The action
is brought, says the World, to recover
possession of the Safety mineral claim,
sitnated in MecMurdo basin on the mid-
dle fork of the Spallumcheen river, in
East Kootenay, as located by the plain-
tiff, and to e >ree the adverse claim of
the plaintiff as against the Robbie Burns
and Rebert H. Burns mineral claims.

It appears that the claim was located
first as the Robbie Burns. The survey-
or was entrusted with doing the neces-
sary ‘advertising in the WiOlden paper
and in the iGazette. Hverything was
thought to be correct and $20,000 was
expended in developing the claim. ‘When
title papers were applied for it was
found that the surveyor had put the ad-
vertisement properly enough in the Gold-
en paper, but that he had failed to put
it in the Gazette. On this account the
title could not be issued. Mr. MecCabe,
a free miner, then went up and restak-
ed the claim under the existing act, tak-
ing greater area than the original Robbie
Burns. ‘iHis interest im this he sold to
the owners of the latter. Then Mr. Gran-
ger, an employe in the gold eommission-
er’s office, had the claim re-staked as the
Safety, and set up his adverse claim
against the other two.

The plaintiff sets up his case based
on the above circumstances. He claims
that the Robert E. Burns was virtually
# re-staking of the Robbie Burns, but
that the owners—or locators—did not in:
tend to go on with it unless the Robbie
Burns was attacked. - The Safety eclaim
takes in all of the original Robbie Burns
claim and part of the Robert E. Burns
claim.: ‘The defence set up that they
were in possession and also rely on the
correctness of their claim to the Robert
BE. Burns location. This the plaintiff
attacks on the -ground that the Robert
E. Burns is defectively staked and cov-

It was fired with "
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stake, it is also asserted, is mot dated.
The plaintiff also states that as the R.
B. Burns is 'a re-staking of the Robbie
Burns the location of it in MegCabe's
name was simply a device to escape the
penalty of the clause that sdys permis-
sion must be obtained before any claim
can be re-staked. “The plaintiffs claim
then simply simmers down to thig; That
the Robert ‘B. Burns is not ‘properly
staked to comply with the law; that Me-
Cabe’s: action was re-staking on behalf
of the owners, and that anyway Me-
Cabe was a part owner and had no right
to re-stake.

The property is a very valuable one,
and the Robbie Burns and the Robert
K. Burns people have expended a large
sum of money on it and on the ma=
chinery to develop it. They have full

confidence in the justice of their claim }

and set up that Granger took advantage
of his position to jump their claim.

COLLIERY DISASTBR.

Bottom of a Cage Gives Way—The Oc-
cupants Fall Down the Shaft,

iWilkesbarre, Pa., July 26.—A most
frightful . accident occurred at West

Pittston this morning that cast a gloom
over town by the taking away of two
prominent citizens in a horrible manner.
& number of woihcials connected Wwith
the Lehigh Valley Coal company, who
have been on a tour of inspection, ar-
rived at ‘ten o’clock this morning at-the
Bxeter mine, which is one of the com-
pany’s collieries, located -en the out-
skirts of West Pittston. The party com-
prised Col. Addison G. Mason, division
superintendent = of the Lehigh Valley
Coal company; William. Wilson, inside
foreman at the colliery, both of West
Pittston; Robert iS. Mercer, assistant
division engineer at ‘Wilkesbarre; Joseph
Burrell, an instructor of mathematics ‘at
Lehigh university, and Joseph-Gales, a
miner, acting as guide. After having
inspected thé workings they started for
the surfaee, and got upon the iron cage.
The engineer was gignalled to hoist, and
when they were 50 or more feet from
the bottom the cage guides in the shaft
gave way and .the bottom fell out, which
precipitated them all to the slope below,
Gales, who is an old “miner, felt the
timber slipping, and before it gave way
he grabbed the side of the bunting and
held on until he was rescued from his
pertlous position. Uolonel wMason -was
instantly killed by the shock. The de-
ceased was 55 years of age and was one
of the best known mine officials in the
state. k

During the late war, for his bravery
at  the battle of South Mountain and
other engagements, he was selected by
General Robert F, Meade as a mem-
ber -of his staff, snd at the time of his
death was an honored member of the
Loyal Legion. He leaves a wife, two
daughters and -one son.

Joseph Burrell was also sent to the
hospital, where he is suffering from a
broken ankle and contusions about the
body, besides being badly cut on the
face and neck. He will recover.

Canton seems destined to haye an-epi-
demic of cholera. Tt was almost impos-
gible to get reliable mews. ~The Hong
Kong Telegraph in- its issue of July 2,

ublished -a, dispateh anpouncing it to be
g. fact, .and saying that 40 had been
afflicted with it in one day. It stated al-
80 that it was in the filthiest part of Can-
ton, and ‘there s almost 1o hope of
checking it by ordinary sanitary meas-
ures. The Yokohama Advertiser of July
11tk says: “There can be no doubt that
the poor people of Canton have now to
deal mot only with the plague but aiso
with the cholera.  Inspector Quineey,
the welt known and able Chinese officer
of the Hong Kong police, who bad been
sent to Canton by the authorities; has
written that cholera is raging with ex-
sreme violence in the eity.” -

Drs. Aoyawa and Tshigami, who with
several other Japanese doctors were sent
to Hong Kong to study the plague, have
taken the dread disease and are very ill.
The official gazette of June 10 contained
telegrams from Dr. Kitasabo with refer-
enve to the condition of Drs. Aoyama and
Tshigami. From these it appears that on
the morning of the 8th the state of Dr.
Aoyama gave rise to some anxiety, as
cerbain complications had arisen in - his
case, On the ifollowing morning, how-
ever, he was better. Dr. Kinoshita was
to leave for home on the 10th. Dr. Kit-
asato telegraphs 'to the home department
that Dr. Aoyama was a little better.”
Dr. Yerzin, who was sent by the French
government to imvestigate ithe disease,
has succeeded in cultivating the bacilli
and has sent a consignment to Paris.

A Yokohama paper of July. 16 has the
following: “Telegraphic adwvices of an
itmperial deeree which will cause con-
gpernation throughout-the Ilength and
breadith of the empire reaches here, said
the China Gazette, from Pekin on the
morning of June 8th. It is to the follow-
ing effect: - A short time back the Viece-
roy Li Han-chang recommended to the
thitone one Luh Weichu for the rank and
office of Taotai, to be employed in Can-
ton. At the same time L’iu Kun-yi, the
viceroy at Nanking, sent up the names of
Li Ching-chu, an expectant Taotal in
this provinee, and a son of the viceroy
1;i- Hung-chang, for a similar post. The
decree received bo-day announces that the
Hmperor has had the two candidates be-
fore him for audience and found that Li
Chimg-chu was fintensely ignorant, and
knew nothing whatever about foreign af-
fairs or the duties he would be employed
¥t if his nomination had 'been approved.
But as he is'a son of a grandee of the
empire, the Emperor, instead of follow-
ing the usual course with ignorant, pre-
tentious aspirants to .high office, simply
issues this decree and allows Li Ching-
chu to go about his business. 'The other
person. whose mame was sent up by the
QOanton viceroy was also found utterly
unfitbed for the post of Taotai, and so
wis also sent:about his business, while
thé*viceroy Iii Han-chang is remigded
that in recommending candidates for im-

. portant offices, all personal considerations

are to0 be set aside, and no man whose ca-.
padlties are mot equnal to the task should
be recommended for imporbant posts in
the government service. So muacht for the
two viceroys, but what of the indirect
thrust which the decree delivers at the
great man of the north, whose son has
been thus ignominiously rejecbed by the
emiperor?”’

The Boyeki reports that the trade of
Chfinese®in Yokohama having been al-
miost at a standstill of late, owing to the
Corean affair Wing Yee Wo and four
other Chinese merchants, elected by pub-
lic vote a few days ago, have addressed a
memorial to the Peking government
through the Chinese minister at Tokyo
expresing their desire for the amicable
settlement of the trouble between Japan
and China.

The Advertiser of July 13th says: “A/
telegram received on July 1st from Pe-
king states that the Corean complications
having been memorialized to the throne
by the viceroy 'Li and the Msungli Ya-
men, the emperor asked H. 1. M., the
empress-dowager’s advice what to do.
Her majestey with her usual patriotism
and energetic way declared that “where
the honor and “face’ of the empire were
at stake such a thing as the birthday |
celebrations must be subordinated to the
former. ‘China’s tributary must be pro-
tected, and a large army must be sent
to enforce law amd order in Corea. En-
ergy and a bold face for justice at the
present crisis, with a little self-denial,
will be instrumental in-preserving peace
and the integrity of Corea.” The above
words have been credited to the empress-
dowager, and they seem characteristic.
Her majesty is also said to have given
the emperor permission to use the celebra-
tion funds in case of a depietion in the
imperial exchequer. Count Cassini, the
Russian minister to Peking, 'who was go-
ing on leave and had been subjected to
the usual farewell fetes at Peking and:
Tientsin, has postponed his departure
from China in consequence of the Cor-
ean affairs. . Am officer belonging to the
Nanyang squadron at ‘Woosung says:—
Large quantities of arms and ammunition
have been sent by the Kiangman Arsenal

"here to the vessels of the squadron and

the forts at 'Woosung. Coal also has
been taken sufficient for the sgquadron
for a cruise of three weeks at full speed.
Aidmiral Kuo Pao-cl¥ang, who has ar-
rived in the steel cruiser Paoming, has
been busy every day imspecting the ves-
sele under him as well as the forts, ‘and
a great many changes have been made
both in the personnel and ecopomy of
forts and fleet.” - Admiral Ko Seems to
possess the confidence of his men to a
great degree. 'On July 2nd the left and
right senior captains of the Nanyang
squadron (the left according to Chinese
etiquebtte comes before the right) Messrs.

Captain Day found it
necessary to make this trip, because all
telegraph communication = with Corea
had been ruptured.

‘I’he importance of this. contest De-
tween China and Japan is almost ex-
clusively in its possible bearings upon
the commerce of the Chinese and Japan-
ese. [Hach nation has a considerable na-
vy—the JUapanese a powerful one with
which it might be possible for it to at-
tack any one of Tthe leading Umimese
ports. The Japanese minister here as-
serts positively that Japan would avoid
interference with any Chinese port which
by treaty was opened to American or
Furopean powers. But if either side has
formally ‘“‘declared war” against the
other, by the well defined provisions of
international law it would be required to
gerve notice on all powers having treaty
relations in regard to_ commerce, and
on reasonable notice to such powers it
might be justified in establishing a
blockade or otherwise interfering with
commerce.

The action brought by Robert Ward

continued  to do so until 1892, ‘when the
defendant sold his eannery on the Naas
river to the Federation Brand S..C. Co.
At that time McLellan paid plaintiffs
about $58,000 in full settlement of their
account. Since then Ward & Co. hayve
discovered that they credited McLellan
with 850 cases of salmon, worth about
$1500, as received in 1892,  but which
were really bought from some one else,
and of course should mot have been: in
the account. A few small items besides
were also found not charged. They now
sue for the mistake, but do not seek to
upen the ‘account. The defendant says
the settlement was complete, and as
there was a dispute about it at the time
and a compromise was arrived at the
aceount cannot mow be re-opered. He
further says that if the account is open-
e? at all it must be taken from the be-
girming,”and he will show that plaintiffs
have charged interest at 8 per cent, for
360 days, computed quarterly, while

The hearing was first set for
June 1st last, and after several adjourn-
ments eventually commenced to-day.
Mr. George E. Powell in opening told
the jury the faects in connection with
the case as alleged by his clients; Fraser
Lantz, Edson Refuse and Daniel Mc-
Gillivray. On the 4th of November last
the plaintiffs, and the-defendant emtered
into ‘a contraet - whereby the plaintiffs
agreed to proceed to China creek and by
the first day  of December commence
boring on three tunnels of the Golden
Bagle mine, in which -the Duke of Mon-
trose was interested, and whieh Col.
Baker was managing. This they did,
and "continued to work until the first
week in February, when the work on
all the tunnels was stopped. The con-
tract contained' a provision whereby the
defendant agreed to pay the plaintiffs
the sum of $1000 in case the work was
stopped -before completion. Fraser Lantz
was the first witness. He said he and
co-plaintiffs- bought tools and provisions
here and proceeded to China creek as
agreed. Harold Hyde Baker was the
superintendent at the mine, and after
they had been working some considera-
ble time, Mr, Carmichael, the govern-
ment assayer, and an expert came up
and inspected the mine. On their return
to Alberni he gave Harold Baker an or-
der to send out six hundred pounds of
provisions, but avas told they had better
get about enough for ten days only, as
“it was looking blue,” and they would
probably soon knock off work. They
waited about ten days, and as Harold
Baker did not come back and their pro-
visions were running out they went into
Alberni for a fresh supply and to hire
a couple of men. . When in Alberni he
and Refuse saw Harold Baker, who
told them to knock off work, as that
was the order from his father. e also
told them he had instructions not to de-
cide about the $1,000. They got a cer-
tificate for work done up to the time
they left off, and then came to Victoria.
There was then a balance of about $108
coming to them under the certificate,
which the defendant’s son refused to
pay -unless they signed a receipt in full.
He further told them his father might
make them a present om account of the
$1,000.  They . refused to do so, and
sued. Under the contract they received
about $1,660°and had actnally paid out
in the neighborhood of $2,600. The esn-
tract was a paying one, and had they
been atlowed to go on they could have
made money. The defence will be that
the men left the work of their own ac-
cord. :A. E. McPhillips and G. E.

DENIES THE CHARGE,

Captain, Carroll Says the Bear's Nest,
Mine Was Not Salted.

Capt. James Carroll, of the steamer
Queen,‘ made the following statement,
respecting the suit brought against him

and the other original owners of the

Bear’s NeSt mines, Alaska, by A, G.
Re‘»‘nsh‘aw, an Emglish eapitalist:

Thl.ﬂ man Renshaw, the plaintiff, is
a foreign promoter. He went to Alask:
some years ago looking for an opportun-
ity to place some English capital, He
p&d no difficulty in finding the opportun-
ity., We had just located and * partly
brospected the Bear's Nest mimes.  He
wanted and we gave him an option. én
the property. Returning to England,
Mr. Renshaw and his backers sent out
three miming experts, claimei to have
been !:he best in the world, who at differ-
ent times thoroughly investigated the

property, and semt their reports to Kng-

land. The mine embraced an area .of
600x1,500 feet, amd it would have taken
more .than a ton of gold to have salted
the mine, had we been so disposed. Sub-
s.equeptly the English syndicate began
negotiating - for the property, and we
agreed to sell the mine for $750,000.
They paid $100,000 in cash,issued stock to
us for something over $60,000, and were
to pay the remainder when the property
was more fully developed. They had
évery opportunity . for examining - the
mine, sinking shafts and testing the ores.
No false representations were made or
held ‘out to them to effect a purchase.
They seemed satisfied and anxious to
buy the property. We were not particu-
lar about the.deal, as other parties were
anxious to get the property.

They erected a 120stamp mill and
started to work the ore, hut suddenly
.ceased operating .without fully develop-
ing the ledge. From their “actions iwe
concluded they were trying to job séme
of thg London capitalists who had be-
come interested. Mr, Murray, one of the
defendants of the ocase, megotiated the
sale.  Further than this, T know nothing
about the deal. and I most emphatically
deny ' any comneection or ‘knowledge of
any scheme omn the part of James Tread-
'w:ell. John Treadwell. M. W. Mupray,
N. A. Fuller, G. J. Smith or myself, to
kwindle or defraud the syndicate repre-
sented by Renshaw out of a dollar, as
they allege in their complaint. The fact
of the matter is this: They purchased the
property upon the recommendation of
Emglish theoretical mining experts, and
not knowing the practical manner of de-
veloping Alaska mines -have become
frightened at their speculation and are
tr_y'm,r: to evade the respomsibility. The
mine i8 good property and some not far
distant day will be paying handsome divi-
dends.” ;

The
fact that the drill hole has been taken
in as part of the Treadwell property
strengthens tne belief among prominent
local mining men that Ebner’s statement
is correct.

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THE DOMINION FRANCHISE.

The Conservative Hamilton Spectator
disapproves of the present Dominion
franchise act, and of the amending act
which* Sit John Thompson introduced
but afterwards dropped during the late
session. . Its views as to the proper me-
thod of reform are thus expressed: “It
“is to be hoped that when the time comes,
next session, to amend the Dromunion
act, the whole thing will be wiped cut—
body, boots_and breeches, and a simple,
uniform qualification established, with
the registration system for making the
lists,  The registration system has been
in use in the United States for many
years, and has given the best satisfac-
tion. . In Toronto this year the registra-
tion System was tried as an experimenr,
and the experiment was most successful,
giving entire satisfaction to all parties.
Under the registration system no list is
made, npor is any expense incurred uuless
there.is going to be an election. There
is no annual revision of the lists, no ex-
pensive courts, no costly machinery 1o
be moved every year, elfection -or no

- election,  When an election  is decided .

upon the voters lists are registered. The
preparation of the lists under this sys-
tem is inexpensive. The lists are up to
Jdate; a vast deal of canvassing is mad2
unnecessary, and personation is cenfirely
prevented. There cannot be any Jdoubt
about the great advantages of the regis-
tration system. The marvel is that it
-was not long ago adopted in'sCanada.
When Sir John makes a change in the
franchise act we hope to sce the regls-
tration system adopted.” In this matter
the Spectator is undoubtedly right, and
‘we sincerely hope it will convert the
government and the majority in parlia-
ment to its opinion. Patching the pres-
_ent franchise act is worse than useless,
for it can mnever prove anything but a
failure. It causes revision of rhe listy
when no election is to be held, putting
the country to needless expense..  On the
other hand, it has brought about _the
use of old and out-of-date lists in elec
tions, a result which nobody can hon-
estly commend. If Sir John Thompsdn
will only introduce an' act embodying
manhood suffrage, the one-man-one-vote
principle and a simple system of self-
registration, with revision of the lists
only when an election is to -be “held,
he will do something material in sup-
port of his’ claim to- be considered a
statesman.

PREFERENTIAL TRADE.

A few weeks ago a cable dispatch
quoted Sir William Harcourt as saying
that it had never been conceded that
the colonies werg included in the words
“‘other nation or other country”. in theg
favored-nation clause of Great Britain’s
commercial treaties. This was taken
to mean that.the treaties did not pre-
clude a preferential trade arrangement
between portions of the empire. Now
another cable dispatch reports Sir Ed-
‘ward Grey, the foreign office secretary,
as saying that while the treaties would
not prevent Great Bri@ain giving trade
preferences to the colonies, they would
prevent the colonies discriminating in
'faivor of the mother country as against
woutsiders. If Sir Edward Grey’s opin-
iion i8 correct the notion of a preferential
itrade arrangement is pretty thoroughly
“%knocked out,. The situation in such case
is that Great Britain could discriminate
4n favor of the colonies, but will not,
while the colonies cannot discriminate
however. willing they may be. We do
not know' that there is great importance
attached to the fact that British offieial
opinions yary as to the interpretation: of
this favored-nation clause, for the pref-
erential trade idea is a chimerical one
at best. There is no likelihood of Great
Britais fallifg in with the idea, let the
colonies favor it ever so warmly.
While her: trade with outsiders has a
voluine many times as great as that of
her trade with the colonies the. mother
country will scarcely face the risk of
reduciﬁg the ome to secure a small in-
crease in the other. In short, the pref-
erential scheme is but a fad which Ca-
md‘nin politicians of a certain stripe de-
light to play with, largely beeause they
faneysit distracts the people’s attention
from the mournful failure of the N.P.

MR. HUME'S POSITION.

Utterances of the West Kootenay pa-
pers hardly support the assertions made
by the government press in regard to Mr.
Hume, the member-elect for the south
riding. Even the Miner, while it “en-
deavors to show that Mr. Hume was
clected because of his personal popular-
ity and not because he was an opposi-
tignist. does pot venture to say that he
will support the government. On the
eontrary, it winds up with the following
wail, which eeems _highly significant:
«We are sorry for-Kaslo. She did what
she could and we faney that other parts
-of - the disirict may ere long have cause

to regret the impulse which led them to

forsake a government which has done
so much for them and to put their inter-
ests into the hands of an opposition,
without influence, without even unity.”
fThe testimony of the XKaslo Times is

quite direct. -I% says: “The election eon-

test in ‘the south widing of West Koote-
nay:is over. The battle has been fought
and won, Victory has rested with the
o ts of the present government

ment. 'The ‘platform of, the opposition
was definite. Its enundciation of prin-
ciples clear. The candidate took his
stand firmly upon it. He spoks with no
uncertain sound and won favor by the
frankness of his enunciation. He has
every reason to be proud of the support
accorded him. His .campaign was one
of prindiples. He had no extraneous
means or msethods upon which he coula
rely. He did not seek them. He did not
need them. The campaign has too hap-
pily been a clean omne. There has been
no public recnimination; no mud eling-
ing. ‘Both candidates were irreproach-
able in their lives' and no one has ven-
tured, or could venture to say other
wise,””

The Tribune talks no less decidely.
In-its iesue of the 21st it expressed the
opinion that: “The result of the election
in the south riding can only mean thab
the Davie government has net.the condi-
dence of the people, for in no constitu-
ency in the province were ‘the. ¥ssues
more clearly defimed.” On._ the 28th it
spoke as follows: *In commenting on:the
election in- South . Kootenay, the Revel-
stoke ‘Mail says the contest was strietly
a persomal one between Mr, Hume and
his opponent, and that Mr. Hume is in
full accord with the government and will
sit on ‘the government side of the house.
It then maively asks, if this be so, ‘Has
the Tribune been thrown - overboard?
Mr. Hume was nominated by a conven-
tion that condemned the action of the
government in the Nakusp .& Slocan
deal and for bringing down and passing
an unfair redistribution measure; Mr
Hume was elected as an opposition can-
didate; and as ‘Mr. Hume is known to
be -an honorable man, he will be found
on the opposition: side of the house at its
next session.” Al of which is respect-
fully commended to the Colonist.

THE SAILMON REGULATIONS.

When Mr. D. J. Munn pleaded guilty
to depositing fish offal in the Fraser, in
confravention to Mr. Wilmot’s precious
regulations, he acecompanied his plea with
the following address to the court, which
is well wornth reproducing in full:

“I plead guilty, your honmor, and by
your pleasure I wish to make a state-
ment. In pleading guilty, I do so in the
belief that it is utterly impossible for
canners to comply with the present law
in its entirety. In the eyes of the regu-
lations, I am mot more guilty than every
other canner operating on any iiver in
British Columbia, and I may. speak for
others as well as myself in saying that
any regulation which courts evasion
by pretended compliance in things
that are impossible, is not regarded with
favor where high character is an import-
ant factor in carrying on business.- Th-
present law cannot be complied with in
any other was than by shutting dowm
the industry. From a thorough acquaint-
ance of the .men engaged as canners and
fishermen, T venture to state that jine
teen twentieths of them are positively
opposed to dumping the offal in the gulf
at the entrance of the river. Why?
Because they believe it to be injurious to
the industry at present and to :ts future
Are the people so engaged mot as much
interested in the permanency of the in-
dustry, as oapable of conceiving errors
by .their close observation and experi-
ence, as outsiders are? 'We have yet to
learn of food having been found in the
stomach of salmon caught within the
river. That they feed in salt water is,
of course, a well-known fact. Now, if
I were to tell you that salmon were
caught with fresh offal én their stomachs
last week, some gix miles from the en-

was picked up from Point Roberfs or
from the Fraser river dumping ground,
it matfers little, would you mot feel con-
cerned. as to the effect of the dumping
of hundreds of tons of it there would
have on the salmon run? This has con-
cerned many of us for some time, but
I can tall you that cases in-point were
80 observed by some of our fishermen at
Sea TIsland cannery, although the fish
were then very scarce. 1 leave the com-
seguences of the practice of putting offial
there to the authorities who have imn-
duced and are now enforcing it. Mean-
while I enter my .emphatic protest
against their trifling with a matter so
important to this community amd the pro-
vince.”’ -

The magistrate, Capt. Pittendrigh, the
report says, concurred in the argument
set forth by Mr. Munn, and gave sever-
al" instances whidh had come under. his
own notice, but, of course, he was oblig-
ed to carry out the law as laid down.
It is rather unfortunate that a pig-headed
official like Mr. Witlmot should be at lib-
erty to devise regulations which are bad
for the fish and bad for the canners.
There is unfortunately mo -ground for
hope that his mind will ever be .more
open to réason than it is now.

EDITORIAL NOLES.

On looking over ‘the country’s finan-
cial situation and the government's sub-
sidy policy the Toronto Mail comes to
thig conclusion: “Yet, if there was ever
a time ‘when we ought to be moderate
in our expenditures and careful how we
enter upon new. enterprises, that time
is the present. The government has
been forced by  the pressure of public
opinion to reduce the customs imposts.
What the consequent fall in thg revenue
will be it is impossible to estimate; but
there can be little doubt that it will
.be considerable, The reéduction will be
more marked owing to the drop in the
aggregate of importations. In the Unit-
ed States the revenue has fallen $70,000,-
000 through the testriction in. the de-
mand for outside goods; and we may de-
pend upon it that our public income will
also shrink from the same cause, though
not to the same extent, nor even in the
same ratio. . The income for 1893-4
shows a total fall of a million and a

revenue gduring the next féw years, even
though our ‘export trade may be largely
augmented, we need not look, We want
our:peeople to use the results of their la-
bor for some time hence in the paying
off of debts, and not in the buying of
dutiable luxuries, This being the situa-
tion, present and prospective, we believe
it to be the patriotic duty of our public
men to revise their policy on the subsidy
question, and to resist firmly and suc-
cessfully all wild cat demands upon the
treasury. The fast service may be a
good investment if it carries our per-
ishables to market with the necessary
speed, But the railways under the sea
and the ship traffic over the land; the
aiding of branch lines to meet the con-
venience of a score of people, the dig-
ging of camais for a country already
served by railways, all these projects
ought to be allowed to stand, that the
people nunder lower taxes and economical
living may recuperate.”

To-day’s report from Shanghai that
the Japanese fleet has worsted the Chi-
nese in a fierce battle removes all doubt
as to the waging of war over the Co-
rean question. The results of the naval
engagement so far justify the predic-
tions. of & good ‘many observers who
looked upon Japan’s. fleet as superior to
that of China. That is not to wsay,
though, that Japan will be victorious
in the end if the conflict-is fought to a
finish, for China has the weight of vast
numbers and vast wealth on her side.
In the meantime the struggle, if prolong-
ed, will be watched with deep interest
and anxiety by the Occidentals;, and it
is more than likely to result in profit to
Russia alone, if to anybody.

Manitobans are exercised over the ap-
pearance in their province of the Russian
thistle, the weed which has caused such
aerious trouble in. Dakota and Minneso-
ta. This vegetable muisance will find
difficulty in tumbling itself into British
Columbia, but it would mevertheless be
well to keep on guard against it.  Con-
gress has voted the sum of one million
dollars for the work of extirpating it
in the States, from which fact 'a judg-
ment as to ‘the formidable nature of the
pest may be framed.

Hon.John Costigan is reported as say-
ing that all idea of dissolving parliament
before -another session has been aban-
doned.  Hon. John may know, and again
he may not. It may also be that such
statements are intended to throw Liberals
off their guard and cause them to neglect
the voters’ list. Are the lists to be re-
vieed now for an eleetion to be held next
year?  We advise every Liberal to see
that his name-is enrolled now, so that
all may be in readiness for a contest.

The Teronto Globe has come to the
conclusion that “the unit.of representa-
tion seems an uncertain factor in British
Columbia,” which conclusion it amply
fortifies by quoting the numbers of elec-
tors and representatives in the districts.

THE FIRST STRIKE.

The Flute Players of Rome Set the Ex-
ample 300 Years Ago.

Livy, in his famous book, “The An-
nals,” ix., 30, relates in- the following
suggestive words the story of a singular
strike which occurred at Rome in the
year 300 B. IC. and was probably the
first strike ever knewn: “That year oc-
curred an event little worthy of being re-
lated, and which I -would pass in silence
had it not appeared ‘as involving relig-
ion. ‘The flute players, dissatisfied be-
cause the latest censors had forbidden
them to take pait in the banquet in Jupi-
ter’s Temple, according to the ancient
cnstom, withdrew, every one of them, to
Tibur, so that nobody was left at Rome
to play during the sacrifices. This im-
cident shocked the religious sentiment of
the senate; and the senabors sent mes-
sengers to invite the inffabitamts of Ti-
bur to make. every effont in order that
the playerss hould be restored to the Rb-
mans. - The Tiburtines, having promised
not to negléet anything necessary” for
that purpose, caused th& flute players to
come to the place where ithe senate met
and exhorted them to go back to Rome.
Seeing that they could not prevail upon
them tio «do so, they employed a strata-
gem in keeping with their chamacter. O%
a day of festival, on a pretext that mu-
sic’ would increase the joy of the feast,

every citizen invited the flue players in-

dividually o his house, and wine, of
which people of that profession are usu-
ally fond, was igven to them in such
guantities that they fell into. a deep
sleep; ' They ‘were tthen thrown into wag-
ons and trans ported to Rome. They on-
ly_became aware of what had happened
the day after, when dawn surprised
them lying on the carts, which had been
left in the Forum. A large crowd had
assembled, @and they were indueed: to
promise ‘that they . would remain at
Rome. The right of attending the ban-
quets was restored 'to ‘these flute play-
ers.

A most” interesting decision has just
been given by Recorder DeMontigny of
Montreal.  On June 24 last, Norman
Murray, a local character, was arrested
on a charge of interfering with a 'St
Jean Baptiste procession. He was brought
beflore the recorder the following day for
trial, but objected to the recorder. on "the
gronnd that the latter was a Roman
Catholic and a papal zouave,~and that
his obligations to the pope prevented him
from granting an impartial trial. Recor-
der DeMontigny overruled his objeetions,
and tn an elaborate judgment which he
has published, he rules that there is noth-
ing in his obligations as a Catholic or as
a papal zouave to prevent him- from
granting fair play to all men, and he
orders the case to proceeds
