There are are some people who have
an idea that if harbor commission is
adopted it will be aburden upon the port.
Take the port of Montreal that is closed
6 or 7 months in the year, that nature
has done, you may say, nothing for,but a
great deal against. When we recognize
what the commissioners there have had
to contend with and the tremendous ex-
nditures they have had to make and
then, look at the charges, what do we
find? Their report for the year 1886 says
“The tonnage dues of the port of Montreal
in 1880 were equal to 12 cents per, ton
against 6 cents in 1886, or over 50 per
cent reduction. The dues on imports
were respectively 18 cents. and 134 cents
or 25 per cent reduction.”

When the harbor commissioners
of Montreal have . made such an
enormous reduction, is it reasonable
to suppose that, with our comparatively
concentrated harbor, where the difficul-
ties are not anything like those Mon-
treal has had, the commissioners of the
harbor of St. John should have to increase
the rates beyond what they are at pres-
ent. Is it not more reasonable to suppose
that with increased facilities the increas-
ed trade following that it would greatly
lessen the harbor taxes.”

Capt. W  Chisholmm of the
International  steamship - company
said :—“I am in favor of put-

ting the harbor in commission be-
cause it requires a large amount of mon-
ey to be sgznt in improvements, and the
Common Council is such a changing body
they will never be able to do_anything
with it.

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THE BI.IRDEN OF THE HIRBOR

The Globe last evening published what
purported to be a statement of the re-
venue derived from the harbor, and the
cost of its management which was in-
tended to show that a profit was derived
from it by the city. As a sample of the
Globe’s assurance and accuracy we may
quote from this article the following
t :—“The citi were not tax-
ed one dollar this year for interest on
what is known as the old city debt, as the
whole amount of the interest will be
met by the  receipts from various
sources, which include harbor wmaster’s
fees, anchorage dues, vessels in the
stroam, &c.” This reminds us of the
famous argument of Ald. T. Nisbet Rob-
ertson last year in favor of the expendi-
ture of $20,000 on the Pettingill wharf.
He said that the improvements . he sug-
gested would not cost the city anything
becanse the city had the money.

As it isgwell known the old city debt
took from the city last year $20,250 for
interest, we fail to see in what way the
taxpayer was much helped by the fact
that there was no direct assess-
ment made for it. The sum of $20,250
was paid out of the revenues of the city
and our resources decreased by so much.
It is a funny argument to say that the
payment of a debt with money which a
man happens to have in his pocket costs
him nothing, but itis quite on a par
with the usual reasoning of the Globe.
That veracious journal continues as
follows'—

On reference to the city accounts for
last year it will be found that the re-
ceipts from the harbor, exclusive of the
fisheries, were $21,396.20 and the ex-
penditures, $2,937.16, leaving & balance of
$18,459.04. 'Of this balance the following

fums-were used for interest and sinking
funds:

Making a total of. $6,312.35
and leaving a balance of $12,146.69 in
favor of the harbor.

We do mnot know
process of arithmetic the  Globe
teached these figures; but they
‘are utterly absurd and misleading. The

' gross receipts from the harbor exclusive
of the fisheries amounted to $28,405. but
the expenditures, instead of being $2,-
937,16, reached the large total of $£8,457,
leaving a balance of $19,948. This is
less than the interest of the $500,000 of-
fered for the harbor at 4 per cent. But
we are not paying 4 per cent on the debt
which the payment of this $500,000
would enable us to retire but 6 per cent
or £30,000, so that on the plainest show-
ing we lost $10052 last year
by retaining the harbor, instead
of placing itin commission. But itis
well known that these old bonds, al-
though nominally 6 per cents are really
equal to $7.32 per cent because they are
exemptfrom taxation. Therefore to reach
the total of our loss from having them
afloat we must add $6,600 to the £30,000
for tax emption, so that the loss would be
really $16,652 for the year 1888. Against
this ought to be placed the receipts for
the fisheries which last year netted
$8,550, a much larger sum than usual,
This reduces our loss, on account of un-
dertaking to manage the harbor our-
selves, to $8,102 which is very much
below the average loss of the previous
six yvears. This reduction in our net
loss on harbor account has been due
largely to the fact that the wharfage
rates have recently been doubled by the
Common Council.

HARBOR COMMISSION AND THE LUMBER.
TRADE.

Some of the most vigorous opponents
of harbor commission are persons en-
gaged in the shipment of lumber from
St. John, who apparently are afraid that
thieir enormous profits will be lessened
by the imposition of higher harbor dues
on vessels engaged in the shipment of
lumber. Their fears are voiced in the
following feeble pipe from the Telegraph,
written no doubt by the man who fears
he may lose his birthright:—

We have shown that Montreal harbor
commission, which isheld wup asa
paragon by the advocates of the harbour
sale here, imposes a tax of 10 cents' per
thousand feet on all the lumber handled
in that port. A like tax imposed here,
under the name of harbor dues, would be
quite in the power ~of the harbor com-
mission to impose under the act of 1882.
Ten cents per thousand on the lumber
shipped at St. John would make a tax of
about $200,000 per annum on the lnmber
trade of this port. It may be said that
the commission wonld not impose any
such burden. But the expense of the
commission must be paid 1n some way,
and the pretext would nodoubt be found
to levy dues on lumber.

Now there is not a particle of proof
that our harbor dues will be increased
under a Commission, or that 10 cents
per thousand feet will be imposed on
all the lumber handled at this port, as
is the case at Montreal. That is purely
an imaginary state of affairs, for the
conditions that prevail at Montreal, and
which have made that port an expensive |
one to create and maintain, do not pre- |
vail here at all. We have no St. Peter's
Lake Channel to beglredged, but an
open port flush on the sea, with a good
depth ot water, nothing but the exercise
of a little common sense being required to |
keep our harbor in good condition at a |
moderate cost.

is §858. It is a matter of no consequer.ce
to Mr, Gibson whether 8t. John harbor
is in good condition or not so long as a
ship can come here for a cargo of deals.
Last year Mr. Gibson shipped from St.
John 95,633 thousand feet of deals and
no doubt his profits on this great busi-
ness were large enough to enable him to
pay 10cts per m. on this shipment or
$9,563,30, which after all is no great sum
for a lumber king to pay. But, as we
have already remarked, there is no proof
whatever that any such tax wiil be im-
posed, the probabilities. are wholly
against it.

The tax alarmists, who like the foolish
editor of the Telegraph, fear that a tax
of 10 cents per thousand will be imposed
on lumber by the harbor commission, go
a step further and say, that if the harbor
is put in commission Mr. Gibson will
take his lamber by rail to the North
thore ports and ship it there. Let those
who are forced to listen to such absurd
statements inquire how far the sam of
10 cents. would carry a thousand of
deals. Last winter Mr. Schrieber, re-
fused to carry deals from Bathutst to St.
John' for $1,50 per thousand and de-
manded $2.00 as the lowest rate that
would pay, "The distance from Bathurst
to St. John is 214 miles, so that Mr,
Schrieber thought a¥ate equal to about
one cent & mile, for edch thousand of
deals was as little as he cotild adeept in
order not to logse money by the transac-
tion. At thisrate Mr. Gibson for 10 cents,
could carry his deals about eleven miles.
He could not take them from his mill on
Nashwauk, to Newcastle or Chatham, for
less thau a dollar per thousand, and Mr.

Gibson is notithe man. to spendha *dollar
in order to save ten cents.

i ﬁ!T LOST $105,400.

What has the city of St. Jobn got to
show for that lost $105,400, which has
been realized by them in the past seven
years because of the management of the
harbor remaining in the hands of the
Common Council? Nothing, absolutely
nothing except a lot of wharves in vari-
ous stages of decay, which promise at an
early day to become a great cost to the
city. The Reed’s Point wharf will soon
require an expenditure of at least $50,000
to prevent it from tumbling into the har-
bor. A great deal of dredging will have
to be done to enable us to
maintain even the semblence of having
a deep water wharf available for a large
steamship, but so far as the past seven
years are concerned the only thing we
have had in the direction of harbor im-
provement has been the doubling of the
rates of wharfage. Over $105,400 is total-
ly lost and there is nothing to show for
it but this. We think tonat the rates of
wharfage might have been doubled at a
less cost to the citizens.

The opponents of the harbor com-
mission scheme are always telling us
of the enormous increase in harbor dues
that would follow if the harbor should
be placed in commission. They told the
people that in 1882 and by dint of vigor-
ous lying and certain legal proceedings
sueceeded in preventing the harbor from
being plated in commission. Yet as an
immediate result of this act which was
announced as being in the direction of
economy, the rate of wharfage in the
harbor of St. John has been doubled and
the citizens of St. John are out of pocket
$105,400 besides.

WHY DID THEY CHANGE.

Mr. Mulligan Elhs has not yet found
time to explain how he who at one time
was an advocate of placing the harbor in
Commission has become so unfriendly
to the scheme. Neither have we been
told why Mr. J. Nisbet Robertson who
voted in favor of the harbor commission
afterwards voted against it. Certainly
there was no change in the
circumstances 1o account for so
sudden a change of opinion. No
one believes that the opposition of these
men to harbor commission isdue to
anything but envy, hatred and malice.
As Mr. Ellis has spent a large part of his
life in attempting to injure St. John, it
is guite in keeping with his record, that
he should now do his best to prevent a
measure likely to be of the utmost benefit
to St. John being brought about.

ORATORY AS A FINE ART.

ELASORATE TRAINING OF A SPEAKER
IN THE OLDEN TIME.'

Long Windedness Cultivated as a Fine Art.
The Decline Due to the Diffusion of Cheap
Literature—Good Speaking as Important
Now as Ever.

In antiquity the training of .an orator
was almost as elaborate an affair as the
training of a race horse {8 with us. Not
only the voice, but the whole man, phy-
sical, intellectual and moral, was care-
fully prepared, with conscientious mi-
nuteness of detail, for the great business
of life, the making of speeches. In his
system of education the development of
the voice naturally held ‘a large place,
and the phonascus, or voice driller, was
an indispensable accessory, not only of
every school of oratoryr{)ut of many
formed orators. Of the methods of the
phonascus we know little, but we find
hints in someof the classical writers that,
like certain of his professional brethren
in more recent days, he was not disin-
clined to magnify his office, Seneca, in
one of his lotters, warns his friend
against living, vocally speaklng, in. sub-
jection to his phonascus, ‘and implies
that he might as well keep another artist
to superintend his walking. ' In our own
day the phonascus ‘still survives in pub-
lic life, though perhaps more as a lux-
ury than an acknowledged necesssity. .

SIX HOUR SPEECHES,

A ted novelist, d
and orator, who passed over to the great
majority many years , used always
to put himself under the gmdmoe of a
vocal mentor before deli: ‘speech.
Every tone, every pose’ - ges-
ture was carefully prepaved ﬂd- indus-
triously practiced, under the: direction
of Mr. Frederick Webster, er of
the celebrated comedian, Be: n Web-
ster.

PRESENT NEED OF TRAINING.

If the Romans carried the culture of
the speaking voice to a pedantic extreme,
we, on the other hand, undonbtedly n
lect it too much. Tt is not that we spea
less, but that we have lesss
than the ancients had -of oratory as s
fine art, and we are therefore more tol-
erant of mumbling utterances and slov-
enly delivery, Many an inarticulate
speaker, who' in theua dag- hums and
haws an hour or two of dreary
platitudes, Would have been héoted down
in five minutes by a Greek or Romah au-
dience.

The comparative decay of .erators in
modern times is due to the diffusion of
cheap literature; the function of ithe
public speaker has been to a great extent
made obsolete by the daily newspapers.
Information and arguments on political
matters, which had formerly 'to be sup-
plied by word of mouth from the ros-
trums, are now served up, spiced to each
reader’s taste, by innumerable “able
editors.™

But though the necessity for what 1
may call professional orators ne longer
exists, a large part of the business of the
state in a free country muststill be car-
ried on:or controlled by talk;and the
living voice must always  have a power
of stirring and swaying popular senti-
ment—the collective feeling of large
masses of men, which is something more
than the sum of their individual feelings
--far beyond the reach of the pen.

John Bright’s exquisite purity of style
would have made him a mest effective
writer, but would his greas ‘speeches, if
cut up into leading articles, have stirred
the national heart as did his burning
words, thrown red hot among a living
mass of enthusiastic hearers? '

On the whole, I think we use the voice
in public even more than the ancients,
and there is, therefore, all the more rea-
son for its being properly trained.  Good
speaking is nowadays important, not only
from the artistic, but from the business
point of view; and even for “‘practical
men” it cannot be o waste of time to ac-
quire so valuable a faculty.—Sir Morell
Mackenzie in Contemporary Review.

The Musquito’s Polson Glands.

The bloodthirsty musquito is not ma-
levolent, as he is commonly described, if
wo may accept the investigations of
Professor George MacLoskie. He has
been able, by staining and dissection, to
show that the poison gland is ons of
three minute glands (the others bein
ordinary salivary glands) on each side o
the head, and connected with a minute
duct which traverses the length of the
long pointed piercer which forms an im-
portant portion of the mouth parts of
thejmusquito. Thewriter maintains that
this fluid is intended ' mainly to prevent
the coagulation of the proteids of plants
which the animal sucks from the tissues,
and that its poisonous effect upon other
animals is only secondary. If so, it
would perhaps follow that it is not in-
| troduced intothiehuman flesh as a poison.,
-It is difficult to see what purpose the ir-
ritating effect of the bite upon other
animals can serve the musquito, since it
must make the chance of its getting
nourishment from the blood of other
animals many times less than it other-
wise would be.

DIED AT THE STAKE,

Horrible Story of Lynch Lawonna
Negro in Kentucky.

LovisviLLg, Ky., Sept. 3.—The following
story was telegraphed to thiscity from
Somerset, Pulaski county, this morning
and if true will be made the subject of a
judical investigation by the State
anthorities.

The story is that Henry Day, a colored
man, was burned at the stake yesterday
for an outrageous assault committed on
the beautiful sixteen-year-old daughter
of Thomas Oatts, a prominent farmer of
Wayne County, hy whom Day was
employed.

'The assault is alleged to have been
committed ten days ago during the tem-
porary absence of Mr. and Mrs. Oatts.

After satisfying his brutal passion the
negro fled to the woods.

The girl dragged herself toa neigh-
bor’s house and told the story of the as-
sault. A posse of men at once started in
pursuit of Day.

On the way Mr. Oatts was met, and he
at once headed the party of pursuers.

Day and night they scoured the woods
for the negro, but did not overtake him
until yesterday morning.

They found him so weak from hunger
that he could not stand up. He was
lying face downward in a clump of
bushes.

His feet were bare, he had lost his hat
and his clothes hung in shreds on his
emaciated frame.

The white men made savage by their
long hunt in the woods, tied a rope
about him and dragged him into a clear-
ing, where they tied him to a stake.

They builta pen of pine rails close
about him, covering his head until he
was literally imprisoned.

Negro and wood were then saturated
with coal oil and the match applied.

The pile burned fiercely. The nergo
crooned weakly, but as the flames reach-
‘ed his body, his cries became horrible
to hear.

His executioners stood silently about
without one expression of pity for the
wretch and watched him until wood and
flesh were burned to the ground.

The ashes were then scattered to the
wind and the men returned to their
homes.

Horrible as the negro’s crime .was it
is lost sight of in the more horrible
brutality ofthe men who coolly burned
him to death.

A Stiek in His Ear 16 Years.

A very strange circumstance took
place at the office of Dr. March, North
End, on Tuesday morning. One of the
street car drivers, a young man named
W. Everitt Earle, entered the office and
informed the doctor that he had a stick
in his ear that had been therea number
of years and that he wanted it taken out.
Dr. March laughed at the idea but the
young man was sure that the stick was
there and said that by stickinga pin into
the theear the whole length he could
touch stick. He succeeded in getting the
doctor;to work and in a short time, greatly
to the latter’s surprise, he found and re-
moved a piece of wocdimeasuring about
1 of an inch in length by about an eight
in diameter.

The young man says that he got the
stick in his ear while playing when he
was about 5 vears of age. His parents
would not believe that the stick was in
his ear, for they thought it would hurt
him more. It pained him for about a
fortnight then, but has given him very
little trouble since except at intervals
when he might have a cold. But his
friends could never persuade him that
the fact of a stick being in his earso long
was an impossibility, and when it began
to pain a little worse than usual on Tues-
day he made up his mind to have it
taken out. ‘He is now about 21 so that
he has carried the piece of wood in his
ear fully 16 years. As the stick had
penetrated the drum of the ear he has
always been deaf on that side, but it is
most remarkable that the stick should
have remained so many years so deep
into the ear without causing him any
very serious inconvenience or pain.

THIRTY-FIVE MILLIONS.

What Corp. Tanuner Paid Out in July
and Aungust.

Wasursgron, D. C, Sept 4.— Thirty-
five millions of dollars was drawn out of
the treasury for pensions during July and
August. This is $10,000,000 more than
the amount drawn for pensions during
July and August last year. It has re-
sulted in an increase of several
millions in the public debt.
