President Shaughnessy Does

(Special to the Times).

Ottawa, June io.—In the article on 
Asiatic immi^htiop contributed to the 
last issue of the Standard of Epiptre, 
the new Imperial paper, which reached 
here to-day, Ralph Smith points out 
the complexity and gravity of the pro­
blem from both national and imperial 
aspects. He declares that although 
the diplomatic endeavors of Canadian 
statesmen in pealing with the question 
have indicated we are not neglectful 
of our imperial obligations, neverthe­
less the unalterable policy of Canada 
mfist be that Oriental immigration is 
incompatible with the desire to build 
up Canada with an Indigenous dem­
ocracy of British typeë.

It is worthy of note, hé says, that 
the rapid increase of British settlers 
in British Columbia began with the 
checking of immigration from Asia. 
For years that province had suffered 
because of the reports that fifty per 
cent, of its population were Asiatics, 
trhite people held aloof from a land of 
great opportunities because of the 
presence of Orientals there in large 
numbers. .

“As an Englishman,” he says, "T 
can quite appreciate the feeling of the 
average man in the Old Country that 
our policy of restriction upsets all 
notions of Christian brotherhood as 
well as the general question of demo­
cratic equality and uniformity of 
British citizenship, but those views 
seem to be rendered, untenable by the 
extraordinary conditions under which 
competition between white and yellow 
racés, is carried on. I take it as a 
principle that the Empire does not de­
viate from its policy of affording pro­
tection to its colonial people, but that 
would not force us to accept in Can­
ada the people of British citjzaqship 
whose presence would be an injury t(i 
our civilization. The special condi­
tions as to this which obtain In4 Brit­
ish Columbia must be considered. Ill 
that province there is strong senti­
ment in favor of direct- exclusion, and 
let me - say no more loyal people exist 
in any part of the British Empire than 
those in the Pacific province.

"They will risk their lives for the 
flag. They stand for British tradi­
tions and fair play, and ‘ whatever 
they cherish as the inheritance of the 
Saxon they gladly insist should be 
extended to the Oriental British sub­
jects In the country. Although thev 
oppose colored immigration this is 
shown when in the state of Washing­
ton, Hindus were driven from certain 
towns British Columbians were indig­
nant that British subjects were so 
treated.

"To sum up let me say I believe y» 
loyal British sentiment in Canada is 
most uncompromisingly opposed to 
making ahy sacrifices which would In­
volve the settlement of any part of the 
country by alien people whose stand­
ard of living would threaten the econ­
omic existence of white Inhabitants.’’

'to seu her» the Wreck has deteriorated 
to such an extent that the salvage 
company believes a high bid would not 
repay them.

H. F. Sullen, of the' B. C Salvage 
Company, stated to the Times to-dag 
that the purchase of the Saratoga In 
her present condition was too high a 
risk to offer a large price on her, and 
that the local company was not at' all 
anxious to buy her. He denied that Mr. 
Pharo, who was formerly manager for 
the local company In Seattle, and has 
now outfitted the steamer Santa Cruz 
as a salvage vessel, had anything to do 
with the B. C. Salvage Company. There 
was no combine in bidding.

The Santa Cryz, despite the an­
nouncement that the Saratoga will not 
be sold at the price offered, is outfit­
ting for sea, and a Seattle dispatch 
says that Mr. Phâro has stated that he 
will dismantle the wreck as soon as he 
can reach her. Action on the part of the 
underwriters is awaited with interest 
in shipping circles.

States, each country being quite will­
ing to see her a permanent resident of 
the other. The trouble all arises from 
thé fact that she told the American 
authorities that she was bom in Can­
ada, while to the Canadian authorities 
she was quite as positive that she is a 
native of the United States.

After she had paid her Ane she was 
handed over to the Dominion immigra­
tion authorities for deportation as an 
undesirable, as she had told the local 
police authorities that she was bom In 
the United States. When the officer 
appeared at the Wharf with her on 
Thursday to put her on board the Prin­
cess Royal to be taken hack to Seattle, 
from where she came to Victoria, the 
American immigration officials refused 
to allow her to go on board saying that 
she had told them a few days previous­
ly that she was a native of Winnipeg, 
Manitoba. The American officers an­
nounced that if she did go over on the 
boat she would not be allowed to land.

In view of this Capt. Hughes, of the 
Princess Royal, demurred at taking 
the woman on board, but when the 
Canadian officials pointed out to him 
that he was liable to a Ane of $1.000 if 
he ref used to do so the captain allowed 
her to board the boat. He was then, 
hpWever, in as bad a position as before 
for he was .threatened with a Ane by 
the American authorities if he allowed 
the woman to land at Seattle. Accord­
ingly he brought her, back with him 
yesterday afternoon and again took 
her over to Seattle at 4 o’clock. Thus 
Sylvia will continue to travel until the 
authorities are able ‘ to deAnitely Ax 
the place of her birth. While the 
thorities are trying to do so she is en­
joying herself.

She is ohe of the 
largest carriers, in proportion to her 
tonnage; that have been seen in these 
waters, taking 1,500,000 feet, without 
deckload, and having a degistered ton­
nage of 1,600. Moreover, although 
built twenty-two years ago, the Wllhel­
mine holds her own as a smart sailer 
and possesses a reputation for quick 
passages that few vessels of her class 
have won.

Coming up from Panama on the trip 
which she has Just qoncluded, the Ger­
man ship occupied sixty-nine days to 
the time of her arrival in the reads, or 
sixty-seven to the entrance of Juan de 
Fuca strait. Her performance was a 
breditable one for the reason tnat sne 
was faced at the outset with the task 
of clearing the Bight of Panama, a 
place of tantalizing and continuous 
calms, whose adverse infiuence is ac­
centuated by the presence of a current 
with a southward.set. Thirty long days 
were spent in taking advantage of 
“morning and evening” airs to clear the 
doldrums, the distance covered during 
the whole month being only a little 
over 900 miles.

Capt. Erdmann says that the wind and 
sea were "just as he wanted them" for 
fast travelling, 'and his log bears out 
the truth of his statement Thirty- 
seven days were occupied from the time 
that the Wllhelmine started travelling 
north and the passage to Cape Flattery 
was without incident.

Capt* Erdmann has visited Victoria 
on two previous occasions, once when 
the Wllhelmine was loading at Vancou­
ver and again when tie brought her 
t<j the Roads. The last occasion was in 
December, 1906, and since that time the 
WilhelmtiM| has been home, made a trip 
to South Africa, thence to Australia, 
where she was delayed through the 
’longshoremen’s strike and other cir­

.Since she was built at Stockton-on-

The announcement in the Times Sat­

urday afternoon that Charles B. Brat­
ton, local superintendent of the Metro­
politan Life Insurance Company, hag 
been arrested on the suspicion that He 
was the firebug who has made such a 
determined effort to burn down the 
business section of this city, created 
one of the biggest sensations that the 
city has known for years. The suspic­
ions of the police had been particularly 
directed toward Bratton earlier in the 
day as a result of a fire in the alley be­
tween Copas & Young’s grocery and 
Weller’s furniture factory and after 
shadowing him for some hours they lo­
cated him coming out of the basement 
of the Board of Trade building, where 
a fire had just been started. From the 
story told it appears that as James 
Tubbs, son of the caretaker of the 
Board of Trade building, in which is 
located the Metropolitafi Life offices, 
was starting downstairs to do some 
work Bratton, who wasi in the 
basement, called to him for help as the 
place was on fire and rushed upstairs 
carrying a burning box.

He was met by Detectives Palmer 
and Perdue, who had been shadowing 
him for several hours and who had 
rushed itir the place un seeing smoke 
pouring out of the basement windows. 
Bratton, who appeared very much ex­
cited and perturbed at the appearance 
on the scene of the detectives, was 
promptly placed under arrest.-' So dis­
concerted was he that he could hardly 
speak for some time. Since his arrest 
he has passed his waking hours rest­
lessly pacing up and down the police 
station corridor or up and down the 
little courtyard between the, cells and 
the court room.

Bratton’s arrest has caused much 
speculation as to why, it he Is really 
the man wanted by the- police, a man In 
his position should coirimit such a 
crime as' the one with which he is 
charged. One of the most reasonable 
explanations is that the man’s mind 
had been affected by drink, as it is 
known that he was addicted to liquor 
and had been going quite a pace late­
ly. He is known to have had strong 
opinions as to the efficiency of the Vic­
toria brigade and has also expressed 
strong views on the water question. It 
is possible that his mind may have be­
come a little affected on these ques­
tions as a result of his drinking habits.

During his two years’ residence in 
Victoria Bratton has made a large 
number of acquaintances, his business 
bringing him into contact with an un­
usually large number of people. Pre­
vious to coming' to this city he was in 
the employ of the Metropolitan Life In­
surance Company at Salt Lake City. 
Previous to entering the service of the 
Metropolitan he had been engaged in 
secret service work for the United 
States post office department and . also 
for the Pinkertons, and was in charge 
cif a squad of men belonging to that 
agency at Boise for some time follow­
ing the murder of Governor Steunen- 
tierg.

Fpllowlng his arrival In Victoria, 
Bratton lived for some time at the 
boarding house of Mrs. George W. 
Miles, 813 Heywood avenue, remaining 
there until Christmas last. While a 
boarder at this place he was often 
heard to express the opinion that the 
Victoria fire brigade did not know how 
to fight a fire and he was also wont to 
discuss the water situation enlarging 
upon the city’s danger from fire on ac­
count of it. Of course the fact that 
four members of the Victoria fire bri­
gade lived at the same house may have 
had something to do with Bratton’s 
outspokenness regarding the work of 
the brigade. He may have been having 
4 little fun at their expense.

Among the friends whom Bratton 
made shortly after his arrival in the 
city was Edgar A. Wallace, manager of 
Fiewln’s gardens, who, however, has 
not seen much of film for the past three 
months. Mr. Wallace says that In the 
time that he knew him Bratton ap­
peared a rational and a wideawake 
business man. He has never heard 
him discussing fires, the fire brigade or 
the water question. He cannot give 
any reason why Bratton should be 
guilty of the crirries charged against 
film.

It was through the fire that broke 
out In the alley which runs off Broad 
street between Copas & Young’s and 
Weller Bros.’ furniture factory that the 
police suspicions really fastened them­
selves up*» Bratton, although other 
circumsteaces had already directed the 
àttentton of the detectives to him in 
connection with Friday’s fires. He was

But, 
taking his speech as a whole, it left a 
wrong Impression of that service, and 
lost sight of a very serious defect of 
the British civil service, as It shows It­
self abroad.. The service is nearly all 
right in England, where it-Is kept In 
check by a dominent public, opinion; 
but abroad It is autocratic, unsympa­
thetic and sometimes corrupt. It was 
the aloofness and autocracy of Sir 
Owen Lanÿon and his coterie of British 
officials that caused the insurrection of ' 
the Boers in 1880, which led up to the. 
retrocession. They found it impossible 
to put themselves Into sympathetic re­
lation to the Boer people; they had .not 
the patience that is necessary in deal­
ing with a backward race;tney çould 
not temper their innovations with dis­
cretion; they offended the Boer preju­
dices at every turn; they kept appli­
cants for favors or-qd vice waiting for 
hours on the door steps of their offices, 
and exercised In small matters a ty­
ranny that no free people will tolerate. 
The Dutchmen, consequently, went 
home and took dqwn their rifles, and 
went out to listen to Oom Paul. Such 
officials in Canada—where a delicate re­
gard for the feelings and peculiar pre­
judices of the diverse elements of 
latlon is essential, and where a certain 
amount of adaptability to changing 
conditions is a qualification for employ­
ment in the government—would be en­
tirely worthless, and the system, which 
has produced the English red tape and 
the peculiarly hide-bound characteris­
tics and circumlocution of thè English 
officialism at heme, Is not one which 
should or can be adopted holus bolus, 
or one which can !be adopted even In 
principle. There are some features that 
may be Introduced with Advantage; but 
nothing must be introduced that can­
not be properly assimilated, for the 
civil service of a country, to be a suc- 

must have its roots in, and con- 
to, the social atmosphere, needs, 

conditions and public opinion of the 
country to be administered. Great Brit­
ain is settled, its national and social 
characteristics have cryitallzed Into 
definite form, and Its civil service has 
reached a stage that permits of more or 
less cast iron classification. The col­
leges and- universities have adapted 
parts of their curricufa to the require­
ments of aspirants for civil service em­
ployment, and a young man, when he 
enters the service, enters it generally 
for life, intending when he reaches old 
age, to take his pension and spend the. 
autumn of his existence in corpulent' 
ease. It Is a quiet, steady-going life, 
very regular and correct, and, while 
things are by no means standing still, 
the changes fhat are going on are of 
that ruminant order which are so grad-, 
ual and undisturbing as to be scarcely 
noticeable. The advancement of a 
humble employee In the general body of 
the service is checked by time limits 
and examinations, and he has to have 
an abnormal amount of energy or in­
fluence to rise to a prominent position. 
He has to mind his p's and q’s, and be 
very discreet. There are very strict 
rules which, If broken, mean dismissal.

Canada, on the other hand, Is the 
theatre ot great movements. Each 
newcomer asks for his ideas a place In 
the pattern oftrar life, and there is a 
struggle as to what is fittest to sur­
vive. Forelgri'and unsuitable ideas die 
hard, but they do eventually die out, 
and the best suited to the environment 
and the developments of Industry and 
commerce at last prevail. But all this 
shows that there must be elasticity in 
the service, and a man must bè chosen 
more for ability In dealing with human 
beings and their concerns in a practical 
and business-like manner than for Ms 
aptitude to pass a scholarly test.

The circumstances of Canada call, 
moreover, for Initiative werk, which is 
not permitted In, Great Britain, be­
cause the people look more to Individu­
al enterprise than to government ac­
tion. Here we haVe commissions, 
boards and inspectors .directing trans­
portation matters,- Interfering .in com­
merce, and assisting agriculture. There 
is muclr qcope for practical and techni­
cal Intelligence, which is not to be ob­
tained altogether through book learn­
ing, but must be picked up In the large 
school of experience. In a busy world. 
There are situations’ and conditions In

About 10:30 the brigade was called te 
a roof fire on Lowenberg’s warehouse, 
due to suspicious origin.

Between 11:30 and 11:45 Major Ridge­
way Wilson left his office in the Burnes 
building for about a quarter of an hour. 
In his absence Dr. C. J. Newcombs 
called and left a note for him. On Mr. 
Wilson’s return he found his desk on 
fire, all that remained of the note 
which Dr. Newcombe had left being 
the signature. This fire was easily ex­
tinguished.

At 12:05 the brigade was called to 
1805 Government street to extinguish 
a fire in the work rooms of “My Ward­
robe” upstairs over the Bismarck 
saloon, the result of a boy putting a 
match too close to a pair of pants that 
had Just come out of the benzine tank, 
after being cleaned. In the excitement 
following the pants taking fire, the 
table on which they were was upset 
arid the fire spread to the benzine tank. 
The chemical sufficed to put out the 
fire and the biggest damage is the loss 
of the pair of pants.

The heat from the fire melted seven 
of the B. C. Telephone Company’s 
cables and the result is that a large 
portion of the city is without tele­
phone communication to-day. The dam­
age is being repaired as rapidly as pos­
sible. By to-morrow it is expected the 
service will be in shape again. The 
loss is several hundred dollars, cov­
ered by a policy in the Aetna Insur­
ance Company, written by Hall &' 
Goepel.

George Carter, Jr., went home at noon 
to-day, locking the door of, the office 
and sample room in the basement of 
the Law Chambers. While he was away 
someone opened the door and set a 
light to some papers on a trunk beneath 
a counter just inside the door. As it 
happened these papers consisted of 
catalogues inside of envelopes, so that 
the fire did not make any headway, 
and burnt itself out before Mr. Carter 
returned, at about half-past one. At 
that time the door was locked, and 
there was no sign of anyone having 
been in the room except for the burnt 
papers. The Law Chambers 
threatened also last night when fire 
was kindled in the rear of the adjoining 
building occupied by Johnston & Bax­
ter.

The fire was 
confined to this flat, but the occupants 
ol the ground and first floors suffered 
heavy loss through water. The first 
floor was occupied by J. C. M. Keith, 
architect; W. D. O. Rochfort, architect; 
Charles D. Miller, draftsman; C. C. 
Pemberton, real estate; J. Howard A. 
Chapman, commission agent. E. A. 
Morris’s cigar and tobacco store, The 
Fairyiew Greenhouse’s salesroom and 
F. Landberg’s curio and novelty store.

The fire was first noticed by Con­
stable Carlow, and be at once turned 
in the alarm, the brigade, nothwith- 
standing its previous calls, answering 
promptly. At the time that Constable 
Carlow first saw the fire it was break­
ing through the Government street 
windows on the top floor. Two engines, 
the Waterous and the Merryweather, 
were brought out, and the firemen did 
excellent work with the streams se­
cured from them. In a comparatively 
short time the brigade had got the fire 
under control. In this connection the 
highest praise is accorded the fire bri­
gade for its work by those who watch­
ed its work. One man who has seen 
fires fought in many parts of the world 
said that never had he seen better 
judgment used or less regard for their 
personal safety shown by firemen. Had 
it not been for their good work on this 
occasion the whole of the block, and 
likely much adjoining property, would 
have gone.

One of the principal losers is Hlbben 
& Co., who own the building, and who 
occupied the top story as a paper box 
factory. This latter Is utterly destroy­
ed, as well as a large number of city 
maps and a great amount of office 
filing devices which were stored there. 
The basement of the block was occu­
pied by Hibben & Co. as a paper ware­
house, and there again the firm suffer­
ed heavy loss, for the place was com­
pletely flooded. The firm are unable to 
state their exact loss, but Including 
the damage to the building it will like­
ly be at least 316,000.

E. A. Morris, who occupied half the 
ground floor as a ’, tobacco and cigar 
store, suffered heavily from damage by 
water. His .entire stock, valued at about 
$20,000, is, according to G. B. Dunn, 
manager of the store, practically a 
total loss. Mr, Morris carried 
$16,000 Insurance, $7,100 of it with Duck 
& Johns.ton, and the remainder with 

,other firms. Mr. Dunn immediately 
' OTeghèphed to W.Morrle, who-was in- 
Vancouver at the time, 
arrive to-night. x

Next door was the sales place of the 
Fairview Greenhouses, the damage to 
which is entirely by water and is only 
nominal. Adjoining this was Lands- 
berg’s curio and novelty store, in which 
is carried a stock valued at between 
$5,000 and $9,000, which is badly dam­
aged by water. Mr. Landsberg carried 
$2,500 insurance. It 4s worthy of note 
that Mr. Landsberg lost his home In 
the big conflagration of last year.

Upstairs the principal loss was that 
of J. Howard A. Chapman, commission 
agent. Mr. Chapman makes a special­
ty of postcards, of whteh he had In 
stock about 1,000,000 and in . addition 
had hundreds of pounds of chocolate, 
cocoa and candy, besides samples of 
umbrellas, hats, etc. All this stock is 
such as would suffer greatly by the 
water which simply poured down from 
the floor above on It. Mr. Chapman Is 
at present in Calgary on a business 
trip, and Gordon McKenzie, who Is in 
charge of the business in his absence, 
estimates the loss at about $5,000, but 
does not know what insurance Mr. 
Chapman carried.
,w. D’O. Rochfort, who recently open­

ed an architect’s office in the building, 
is a loser to the extent of $L70D. All his 
papers, including his agreements with 
the exception of that for the Yacht 
Club boathouse, and all his drawings 
and plans were destroyed through the 
burning celling falling Into this room. 
J. C. M. Keith had papers, plans and 
books in his office valued at $5,000, but 
all escaped practically without dam­
age, this corner of the building suffer­
ing the least. C. C. Pemberton will 
suffer some loss, the amount of which 
is not at present known, while Charles 
D. Miller, who had a drafting office in 
the building, sustained a loss of about 
$250 in instruments and plans, etc. The 
most valuable that Mr. Miller had in 
the place was a tracing of the Repub­
lic of Mexico, from which he was mak­
ing prints and which he valued at $400 
was saved by his son, Robert Miller,” 
who went .up the fire escape in the rear 
of the building and placed it in a place 
where the water could not reach it.

No insurance was carried by Messrs. 
Keith, Rochfort or Miller.

The building was bought about two 
years ago by T. N. Hibben & Co. from 
D. W. Higgins for about $55,000, and 
within six months they were offered 
$85,000 for it, but preferred to keep it 
for their own use. It was erected for 
the Colonist by Mr. Higgins In 1882, 
and was occupied by that paper until 
1897, when it moved into its present 
quarters. When it was erected it was 
one of the finest buildings in the city. 
Building was cheap in those days, and 
it was put up for a little over, $15,000, 
the land costing $11,000.

The building has undergone improve­
ments since it was erected, and Hibben 
& Co. carried $15,200 insurance on it. On 
their stock and plant the firm carried 
insurance as follows: The Manitoba 
Assurance Co., $1,000, Conyers db Co.; 
Phoenix Assurance Co., $1,000, B. C. 
Land & I. Co.; Hartford■ Insurance Co., 
$500, Turner, Beeton Co.; Phoenix In­
surance Co., $760, Matson & Coles; the 
London Assurance Corporation, $500, 
Wm. Monteith; Phoenix Assurance Co.,' 
$500, B. C. Land & In. Co.; Phdenix In­
surance Co., $250, Matson & Colee; to­

Eleven fires within 17 hours, eight of 

^«vhlch were unmistakably of incendiary 
origin and another of which was also 
apparently due to the same cause, Is 
Victoria's record 
evening and noon to-day. Only one 
oi the fires, one of those of Incendiary 
origin, did any great damage, 
one broke out in 
building, owned by T. N. Hibben & Co.

A special meeting of the executive 
cohimittee of the Canadian Club was 
held yesterday afternoon In the rooms 
of the Tourist Association at which a 
most important proposal was dis­
cussed. Something has been said in 
the newspapers about holding a pa­
geant in the city of Victoria for the 
purpose of taking the place of the Em­
pire Day celebration, but nothing of 
a very definite nature has been sug­
gested as to the programme. In fact, 
pageants are not very well understood 
In this country, for the reason that, 
very few have had the opportunity of 
witnessing what in its most .modern 
form is something quite new. The re­
cent revival in Great Britain of the 
historical pageant has become quite in­
fectious and has set more than one of 
our citizens thinking on the subject.

It appears that R. E. Gosnell, vriio 
witnessed successful performances in 
England, became thoroughly Imbued 
with the possibilities of a celebration 
of the same nature on this coast, and 
some time ago wrote to the secretary 
of the Canadian Club here suggesting 
the advisability of considering Its feasi­
bility and after deliberation It was 
decided to ask Mr. Gosnell to address 
the executive on the subject, which he 
did yesterday afternoon at the meet­
ing, in question. Mr. Gosnell was seen 
by the Times this morning and asked 
as to the nature of the celebration pro­
posed. Since seeing and hearing so 
much about them in England, the Idea, 
,he said, had taken strong hold in his 
mind as a feature to be developed in 
British Columbia, and in an interview 
in the Province of Vancouver upon his 
return had put it forward. A letter 
written to a friend In^Vancoifver about 

Ahe same time on the same subject had 
also been published In the News-Ad­
vertiser; but It was something that re­
quired a good deal of public ventila­
tion to make It take root. However 
being natutally very much Interested 
ir, such proposals he was resolved, he 
said, not to let it go by the board until 
at least the public had an opportunity 
of Judging, of Its merits.

“To appeal to the popular Imagina­
tion, it must be on a grand scale or 
not at va.ll,” said Mr. Gosnell. “There 
are pageants and pageants and, there­
fore, for the purposes of, and within 
the limits of an appropriation for a 
local 24th of May celebration, it could 
not be made sufficiently impressive or 
speculative.®*"

As stated in a letter by Mr. Gosnell 
to Mr. Clarke, the secretary of the 
Canadian . Club, we are now, In this 
province, entering upon a series of 
interesting anniversaries—the hun­
dredth of the' exploration of the river 
that bears his name by Simon Fraser, 
the fiftieth of the gold discovery on the 
Fraser river and the formation, of the 
two colonies of Vancouver Island and 
British Columbia under direct imperial 
control, and the twenty-fifth of the 
completion of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway In 1885. Several important ones, 
those of the coming of Vancouver and 
Mackenzie and the meeting of the 
first legislature of Vancouver Island, 
have been allowed to go by.

Thfe proposal is to hold one celebra­
tion next or the following year which 
will combine the whole series, and dp it 
on a comprehensive scale and la an 
effective way. The idea of submitting 
the proposal for the consideration of 
the Canadian Club is not that that 
body should become responsible for 
it, but that the members might have 
an opportunity in a preliminary way 
ot deliberating upon it as a scheme, 
and expressing an opinion thereon as 
an introduction to public notice. In 
a national sense, it has the same gen­
eral interest as, for instance, the ter­
centenary of the founding of Quebec, 
and should appeal even more strongly 
to the members than the latter, as be­
ing local. Every word spoken by Mr. 
Mackenzie King at the recent 
luncheon applied with equal force in 
favor of a historical pageant In this 
province.

For fear there should be some mis­
apprehension as to what is proposed, 
Mr. Gosnell outlined the main features 
as they suggest themselves to his 
mind. The Idea would be to review the 
entire history of the Pacific coast, the 
events of which lead up to the present, 
from the sighting of the Pacific by Bal­
boa, from the heights of Panama, to the 
arrival of the first Empress, including 
the rounding of the Cape by Magellan, 
the landfall of Drake, the arrival of the 
Spaniards on this coast' prior to Cook, 
the anchoring of the latter famous 
navigator at Nootka, the meeting of 
Quadra and Vancouver at the 
place in 1792, the overland coming of 
Mackenzie, the coming of Lewis and 
Clark, and the Astor party, the blowing 
up of the Tonquin, the founding of 
Fort Vancouver and Fort Victoria, the 
arrival of gold miners, etc. A good 
many of these could be represented by 
tableaux at night with gorgeous ef­

fect, but, having a suitable campus, the 
main events might be presented In the 
afternoon with the usual stage ar­
rangement, costumes, scenery, libretto 
and musical score. One grand feature 
for the evening would be a procession 
of phantom ships from the time of Co­
lumbus, at intervals, demonstrating the 
development of sea power on this 
coast. This could be done on a stage 
or on the water.

Such a celebration, as at St. Albans, 
coaid easily occupy a week. There the 
grand stand was crowded at every per­
formance, the chief seats costing a 
guinea, and graded down to 2s. 6d. It Is 
not necessary to refer to the Instruc­
tive nature of such a performance. One 
learned more of the early history of 
England In a way that Impressed it 
upon the Imagination, in an afternoon, 
than in volumes of history written 
however attractively. And

Moreover, it would be of internation­

al interest, and through the interven­
tion of the local and Dominion govern­
ments, might be participated iri by of­
ficial representatives of Great Britain, 
the United States, Russia, Spain and 
Mexico, all of whom were interested ât 
one time or another in the settlement 
of boundaries on this coast.

No monuments to the pioneers of this 
coast have ever been erected, at least 
on any adequate scale.

The Initial expenses would be con­
siderable, but not great as compared 
with’the holding of one agricultural ex­
hibition.

to select school sites in the northern as 
well as In the southeastern portion of the 
city, have completed the purchases in 
both cases, and their choice will likely be 
endorsed at a special meeting of the 
board to be held next Wednesday even­
ing. The site In the northern portion of 
the city on which a school will be erected 
this year comprises 16 lots, of a total area 
of about 21 acres. The lots, which are 
part of block 5, have a frontage of 480 
feet each on Princess street and Queen's 
avenue and of 240 feet on Chambers street. 
The price paid was $8,900, the deal being 
put through by D. McIntosh.

The site selected in the southeastern 
portion of the city Is located at the cor­
ner of Moss street and Fairfield road and 
consists of about two acres, the price paid 
for it being $6,800. It is not proposed to 
erect a school on this property for some 
time to come at least, but the board con­
sidered it wise to secure a site for a school 
in that rapidly growing section of the city 
before the property is all sold off in sep­
arate lots for homes, after which a loca­
tion for a school would be difficult to ob­
tain.

The figures at which the sites were se­
cured are considered most reasonable and 
will leave a good margin for the erection 
of the new school in the northern portion 
of the city. The amount voted by the 
ratepayers for the new school and the 
sites was $70,000. The cost of the sites is 
$16,700, so that $54,300 is available for the 
erection of a ten room building in the 
northern portion of the city. The erection 
of this school will be taken up at the 
meeting next Wednesday evening.

Just before completing business yes­

terday afternoon, and during the re­
port of the plan of work committeJl 
the delegates of the W. C. T. U. con­
vention became exercised in their minds 
somewhat regarding the payment of a 
salary of $50 per month with $30 per 
month expenses to Mrs. Spofford, the 
president, who has undertaken the 
work of organization for the coming 
year. Several matters on the proposed 
plan of work were passed without dis­
cussion and the organizers’ vote also 
nearly passed on the first call, when 
one of the delegates asked if the or­
ganizer intended to give her full time 
during the whole year to the work, 
or if she was to receive the salary 
whether working or not working.

Mrs, Grant, the treasurer, on behalf 
of the president, explained that th-i 
president was going to give her full 
time. In view of the coming local op­
tion campaign she said it was neces­
sary to have some one in the field and 
that she would" attend to the organi­
zation, press and letter work for that 
sum.

The question was about to be put to 
the vote when Mrs. Macken, of Van­
couver, asked how the money was go­
ing to be paid. Her inquiry elicited the 
information that there were thirty-five 
unions to share it among them, when 
a third delegate said that some of the 
unions were only struggling and could 
not afford the added expense. She in­
timated that she was inquiring for the 
benefit of the whole, as when she re­
turned there would be many questions 
put to Jaer on the matter and she 
wished information as to how they 
were to be answered. Many had made 
economies in their homes to carry on 
the work, and just how, and just why 
the $50 was to be paid she desired in­
formation to take back to those shj 
represented.

Mrs. Cunningham endeavored to 
throw light on the matter and told the 
convention that Mrs. Spofford was the 
best organizer the union ever had. She 
supported the plan of work outline! 
with its payment named. Mrs. Grant 
said that the amount required 
amounted to $17 per union and that 
could easily be raised, and advised 
delegates to throw a broad light on it.

Mrs. Betts, in reply, asked If the $50 
covered the whole liability per month, 
or were there travelling expenses in 
addition.

The president left the chair tempor­
arily, and explained that the work she 
had done this year had been done at a 
cost of $30 per month for expenses and 
without regular salary.

“The organizer," she said, “goes fhto 
a strange field where she is not want­
ed. One woman gives her a meal, 
other a bed or a stretcher or on the 
floor. If you can get a woman to flo 
this you are fortunate women. I have 
been referred to as this woman, but I 
want to tell you I cannot do the work 
and pay for it myself. I have never 
had sufficient money for my entertain­
ment while on the field; I have had to 
depend on the charity and assistance 
of those whom I have been among." 
p Miss^ Murcutt took the floor and did 

ter the delegates by her treat­
ment of the subject in hand. She sided 
with Mrs. Spofford and said she would 
refuse the office at $5,000 per year.

The secretary was powerless to make

bama, Arkansas." but his voice was 
swallowed up in the mad uproar. Grad­
ually, however, the curiosity of the 
multitude conquered their enthusiasm, 
and they lapsed into silence to hear 
the roll call.

HINDUS LEAVING VANCOUVER.

Will Work on Sugar Plantations in 
Hawaiian Isles.

Vancouver, June 18.—When the R. 
M. S. Manuka sails for Sydney to-mor­
row she will have fifty Hindus aboard 
for Honolulu. This departure of Hin­
dus, all of whom have paid their fare, 
is the beginning of a moderate exodus 
to the Hawaiian islands, where the 
climate is more agreeable and where 
the Hindu is sure of his pay when he 
has done the work he engaged to do.

It is a further evidence of the fact 
that the Hindus are not so destitute as 
has been stated and can pay the fare 
when they have to. It is a well known 
fact that they practice the old Chin­
ese trick of sending their money home 
to friends and then getting them­
selves deported on some pretext or 
other.

There is said to be quite a demand 
for labor on the Spreckles and other 
sugar plantations on the Hawaiian 
islands and the Hindus are deeming it 
more advisable to work where they are 
sure of getting their wages. Many of 
the Hindus claim that they have had 
trouble in collecting wages for work 
done in Vancouver.

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Strict Measures With Respect 
to Licenses—Prohibitive 

Provisions.
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The following is the full text of the 
British Columbia fishing regula-e

new
lions which appeared In the Canada
Gazette recently:

His Excellency the Governor-General 
in Council Is pleased, in virtue of the 
provisions of section 54 of the Fisheries 
Act, chapter 45 of the Revised Statutes 
of Canada, to order that all the general 
fishery regulations for the province of 
British Columbia, heretofore establish­
ed by orders in council, shall be and the 

hereby rescinded in toto, and 
the following substituted therefor:

1. No fishery license m British Colum­
bia shall be granted to any person un­
less he is a British subject and resident 
in the province of British Columbia; 
and (a) he shall make application for 
such license on an official form, to be 
filled in with the necessary details re­
quired on such form, and shall deliver 
it to the local inspector of fisheries be­
fore the issue of any fishery license;

(b) At the end of the fishing season 
he shall make a true return of his to­
tal catch to the district inspector of 
fisheries, or the nearest fishery officer.

2. No license shall be transferable 
unless by special permission obtained 
from the local Inspector of fisheries.

3. Indians and explorers in unorgan­
ized districts may take fish for pur-

* poses of food without license or permit; 
but they shall report to the nearest 
fishery officer the place and time and 
the quantity and kinds of fish taken 
for such food purposes.

4. No new calmon cannery or salmon 
curing establishment shall be erected 
or shall commence operations unless 
the permission of the minister of ma­
rine and fisheries has been obtained, 
and a canning license has been issued 
for such establishment; but each exist­
ing salmon cannery in the province of 
British Columbia shall be eligible and 
entitled to such license, the fee for 
which shall be $50 per annum.

5. No license for salmon cannery or 
salmon curing establishment shall be 
Issued unless favorably reported on as 
to its sanitary condition by the in-

- spector of fisheries in the district, or by 
some officer authorized for the purpose, 
w.ho shall make an annual inspection 
of all canneries and salmon curing es­
tablishments, and shall report to the 
department of marine and fisheries at 
Ottawa, at the close of each season, on 
the cleanliness, water supply and other 
accesory conditions of each cannery or 
curing establishment; such report to 
be made on an official inspection form,

Sturgeon.
8. The annual fee for a gill net or 

drift net license for taking sturgeon 
shall be $2.50; the maximum length df 
net shall be 150 fathoms (300 yards); 
and the mesh shall not be less than 
twelve inches extension measure.

Smelt and Sardine.
9. The annual fee for smelt and sar­

dine gill nets or drift nets shall be $1.
Other Fish.

10. The annual fee for gill nets or 
drift nets for fish other than those al­
ready specified shall be $1.

' Salmon Traps.
11. The annual fee for a salmon trap 

net license, either staked or floating, 
shall be $76. Each net shall be located 
on a definite site specified on the li­
cense, and shall be at least four hun­
dred fathoms distance from the nearest 
adjacent net. No salmon trap net shall 
have a mesh less than six inches exten­
sion measure in the leader or lead, or 
less than two inches extension measure 
In the heart, crib and pot.

Salmon Purse Seine.
12. The annual fee for a purse seine 

license for taking salmon only shall be 
$60, and the piaximum length of suqh 
net shall be 500 fathoms (1,000 yards), 
and the mesh shall not exceed three 
inches extension measure. No purse 
seine license shall be issued in any har­
bor, or in any reserved areas specified 
by the district inspector of fisheries.

Salmon Drag Seines.
13. The annual fee for a salmon drag 

seine license shall be $25, and the maxi­
mum length shall be 300 fathpms (600 
yards), and the mesh shall not exceed 
three inches measure.

Herring Drag Net.
14. The annual fee for a herring drag 

seine license shall be $50; and the maxi­
mum length of net shall be 100 fathoms 
(200 yards), and the mesh shall not ex­
ceed one Inch extension measure.

15. Not more than one net shall be In 
use or operation under any net license; 
and in the case of a license gill net, 
such net shall be used or operated only 
by the person In whose name the license 
is issued.

Prohibition of Export.
46. (a) Salmon: No sockeye salmon

(b) Herring: The export l# prohibit­
ed of fresh herring frem British Colum­
bia, or of herring which have been pre­
served In salt for a period of less than 
nine days, or of herring of any kind 
intended for curing, canning or other- 
■wfise preserving, or converting Into 
guano, fish fertilizer, or oil, outside or 
beyond the boundaries of the Domin­
ion of Canada; provided always that 
fresh herring taken In gill-nets In the 
waters of British Columbia may be ex­
ported in a fresh, unsalted condition for 
Immediate consumption, and the onus 
of proof that such fish so exported were 
taken by gill-net shall rest on the pos- 
sesor or possessors of such fish.

20. Fishing with nets in the province 

of British Columbia, except under li­
cense, Is prohibited.

21. No sunk salmon nets or diver sal­
mon nets shall be used in salmon rivers 
or the estuaries or approaches to such 
river in British Columbia.

22. Salmon gill net licenses shall be 
valid in any of the waters of British 
Columbia in which such nets are legal 
for the taking of salmon; but no li­
censee shall fish under such license in 
any fishery inspector’s district other 
than the district in which it was is­
sued until such license has been en­
dorsed by the fishery inspector of the 
district.

23. No nets of any kind shall be so 
used as to enclose any bay, cove, creek 
or inlet; but in all cases one-third of 
the width of such bay, cove, creek or 
Inlet shall remain open anfi unobstruct­
ed for the passage of fish,

24. Nets for the taking of fish are en­
tirely prohibited in the fresh water 
lakes and the non-tidal waters of Brit­
ish Columbia.

26. The use of bare, unbaited hooks 
or grapnels (crosslines) for the taking 
of sturgeon is prohibited.

26. The export of fresh clams or oth­
er edible shellfish, other than oysters, 
from the province of British Columbia, 
is prohibited, provided they may be 
shipped to any province of the Domin­
ion of Canada.

27. No saimon under three pounds in 
weight shall be taken by means of nets 
in British Columbia, and if taken shall 
be returned to the water alive.

28. No trout under éight inches In 
length shall be taken In the waters of 
British Columbia, and If taken, shall 
be returned to the water alive.

29. Nw-trout- under- three pounds In 
weight shall be bought, sold or exposed “ 
for sale In the province of British Col­
umbia.

30. The introduction of non-indlgen- 
ous, or non-native, fish alive Into the 
waters of British Columbia, except by 
special permission of the minister of 
marine and fisheries, Is prohibited.

31. Fishing Limit, 
bridge, Fraser river.

No person shall fish for sockeye. sal­
mon above New Westminster bridge on 
the Fraser river, unless under authority 
of a special license, which shall be 
Issued only to British subjects actually 
resident on either side of the Fraser 
river above, that Is, east of the New 
Westminster bridge; such license to. 
bear conspicuously stamped across its 
face the words: “This license valid 
between Westminster bridge and Mis­
sion bridge."

A number of men employed at the 
camp are of the opinion tffkt he was, 
and they strongly advise that the po­
lice follow up this clue.

Slocan, June 19.—I. G. KeUum, re­
presenting the Wabash Gas Company 
of Pittsburg, owners of the Howard 
fraction group, is here prospecting the 
claims and inspecting the work that 
has been in progress for over a year 
under the direction of J. M. M. Bene- 
dum.

(c) The brand shall not be affixed by 
such officers to herring which on exam­
ination are found to be not.of good 
quality, or to be torn or broken; and 
such herring must have been gutted 
with the proper knife and cured and 
packed within twenty-four hours after 
being caught; (d) Standard herring, in 
order to be entitled to be branded shall 
be “full” or "matje” herring, and shall 
be gutted, roused, packed and pickled 
as set forth in the Dominion Fisheries’ 
Bulletin of 1906 before mentioned.

(e) The branding shall be affixed to 
the packages of herring only, ot which 
at least seven per cent, have been ex­
amined by a duly authorized officer;

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Discoverer of Stout’s Gulch.
Ned Stout, at Yale, to whom I referr­

ed in a former letter as the discoverer 
of Stout’s Gulch, was an expert boat­
man and made periodical trips from 
Quesnel to New Westminster in boats 
built by himself at Quesnel. The 
dangers of this trip will be appreciated 
by the readers of the foregoing, or of 
Fraser’s journal, or numerous other 
records, or by any other person who 
has a personal knowledge of the tortu­
ous course of the Fraser, of its many 
rapids, eddies, treacherous currents 
and hidden rocks. His trips, he says, 
were made without accident or loss of 
life, and in almost every case, if not 
invariably, without portaging, 
are many other instances which if not 
recorded are at least well known, to 
which I shall not refer here, although 
they were usually accomplished by 
making short portages around danger 
spots in the river. How many lost their 
lives in this way history will never re­
cord. In my next I shall give the story 
of Stout's adventures as a boatman, 
but a word about this pioneer himself 
before concluding. He is German by 
birth, of good family, though I have 
my doubts that Stout is his real name. 
He is gentle mannered and speaks very 
good English, and several other lang­
uages, including local Indian dialects 
“in the original.’* As a youth he was 
incited by the love of adventure and 
came as described by himself, to Amer­
ica, in the early forties, and has had 
an adventurous and romantic career.

There

He married the daughter of a Missour­
ian in Yakima, who did not look with 
favor on the match. He describes with 
spirit, after marriage, his escape from 
the Indians who were on the warpath 
when he left Yakima on his way back 
to British Colupibia.' He has three 
daughters married, one at Yale, one in 
Ballard, near Seattle, and another in 
Nevada. He intends to die in Yale, the 
only place in which he made himself 
contented and happy. Stout is one of 
the few of the flfty-eighters left, and 
thinks that the government, instead of 
sending the wornout miners of that 
period to the Old Men’s Home, a place 
extremely distasteful to them, should 
make . them an allowance, at least 
equivalent to their cost in that institu­
tion, so that they could live in their 
own way, and be happy.

Like all the other oldtimers of his 
class, he periodically yearns - for £hè 
mountains’, and still does prospecting, 
hoping to strike it rich. He has staked 
a number of quartz claims, and has one 
still left in the mountain above Yale, 
although he does not appear to be en­
thusiastic about its prospects. He is 84 
years old; is still smart and walks 
erect; with few gray hairs, he does not 
look a day over 70. He attributes his 
good form to his careful manner of liv­
ing and looking after himself, having 

dissipated and alwayfe havingnever
gone to bed and slept while others were 
carousing.

the further he proceeds, running can-^ 
yons never before or since attempted as ; 
far as any record shows, carrying 
canoes and cargoes up high hills and 
down dangerous descents, Fraser makes • 
his way slowly to the ocean.” Judge 
Howay in writing his admirable paper, I.

But, 
after all, great as they were, the physi­
cal impediments in his way were to 
him at least not the worst he had to 
face. Like Mackenzie, he had other 
evils to contend with, which, however, 
we shall leave to Scholqfield and New- 
combe to portray.

In estimating the character and per­
formances of Fraser we gather from 
stray hints of contemporaries and inci­
dental sidelights that in many respects 
he was not a saint, as saints are pic­
tured to us in books. In common with 
many of the brusque, vigorous, west­
ern-trained heroes of the fur trade, he 
had weaknesses of temper and short­
comings Which might mar the biogra­
phy of a saint; but granting this, per­
haps, we must judge him by what he 
did. While a granite monument is to 
be erected to his memory this year in 
New Westminster, as the man who 
stands indubitably and first for the 
Fraser delta, of w'hich it is the metrop­
olis, his discovery and deeds will re­
main in our history more enduring than 
the letters carved in stone to perpetu­
ate his fame. However, “as of granite 
was the man,” states a corrsepondent, 
“so shall his monument be,” and it is 
fitting.

.was what Dr. McLoughlin and subse­
quently James Douglas ruled over al­
most absolutely as kings. At the time 
of the union, Douglas, among many 
other of the servants of the Canadian 
company, were grievously dissatisfied 
with the new arrangement, and he seri­
ously contemplated returning to Scot­
land.

EXCELLENT EXHIBITS 

WERE MADE YESTERDAY NELSON’S PUBLIC SCHOOL.

A new sensation was sprung to-day 
(Wednesday) in the case of George A. 
Walkem, who is under conviction of 
having counselled the committing of 
an operation on Miss Blanche Bond In 
Seattle, says the Vancouver Province.

Miss Bond has made a confession in 
which she declares that some of the 
most important features of the evi­
dence she gave in Vancouver against 
Walkem are false. It is understood 
that this confession was made in a let­
ter sent to a legal representative of 
Walkem in this city. Miss Bond is now 
recuperating In the pretty little town 
of San Bemadino, Cal. It Is from 
there, It Is stated, that she wrote the 
letter which Is now of such particular 
Interest.

The case came before the full court 
last week and though the argument on 
appeal was completed, no decision has 
yet been given out. In the meantime 
a prominent Vancouver lawyer has left 
for Ottawa to there place the facts of 
the case before the minister of Justice 
with a view of securing a new trial 
should the full court refuse the appli­
cation of the defence upon the young 
man who was found guilty by His 
Honor Judge Cane.

It is not likely that the statements 
contained In the letter will be placed 
before the minister.

Miss Bond says that she swore false­
ly when she said that Walkem had 
counselled her to go to Seattle to have 
an operation performed. She adds that 
he did not do anything except to re­
quest her to go to Seattle to have an 
examination made by a competent doc­
tor to diagnose her complaint.

The second feature of the confession 
is that the medicine given by Walkem, 
which she said at the trial contained a 
drug for a specific purpose, was merely 
a blood medicine ; and that the ergot 
pills were sent to her by Mrs. King In 
Seattle.

In her statement. Miss Bond says 
that she was very ill at the time of the 
trial in Vancouver and declares that 
that ordeal was forced on her at a 
time when she believes her mind was 
affected. Since going south she has 
had time, she adds, to think calmly 
over all the facts and wishes to rectify 
the mistakes she made.

She declares that she would have 
made the matter right before leaving' 
Vancouver but that her “particular 
friends’’ were the only ones whom she 
was allowed to see and though she 
wished to see representatives of Wal­
kem she was not allowed to do so. It 
is declared that her present statement 
is voluntary and she hopes that Wal­
kem will hot have to endure punish­
ment for her errors.

In Walkem’s behalf, It Is also urged 
that new evidence has been obtained 
in Victoria to show that It was impos­
sible, because of treatment she receiv­
ed several years ago, that she could 
have been In the condition she said at 
the trial she was in, and for which she 
had been sent by Walkem to Seattle to 
obtain relief.

The new turn that the case has 
taken Is probably unique In the crim­
inal history of British Columbia.

The baskets, bowls and vases 
were undoubtedly the most Interesting 
part of the exhibit, for they brought 
out the Individuality of the grower in 
the arranging of the blooms. On the 
whole there was not very much origin­
ality shown in the arrangement, and 
there was decidedly too much bunching 
of blooms. In some instances it seemed 
as if they had been picked from the 
trees in such a way as to avoid cutting 
away much of the wood. The show on 
the whole was a splendid exhibit, but 
now that it Is over it Is well to take 
note of such things as these.

While the Interest taken In the show 
Is undoubtedly great, there are still 
many rose growers who were not re­
presented among the exhibitors. This 
should not be.

Last evening an orchestra was pres­
ent and provided' an excellent pro­
gramme.

One of the most notable "features of 
the show was the fact that the 'prize 
for the best three white named tea 
roses was taken by the Kingston street 
school. This school, which is in charge 
of Miss E. Lawson, has for a long time 
been pioneering in the matter of school 
gardens. Last year the rose trees were 
a great sight, the admiration of all who 
passed that way. The school Is to be 
congratulated on Its first exhibit, and 
it is hoped that other schools will fol­
low suit.

Further identification of the body 
exhumed by Constable Cox, of Alberni, 
and brought to the city on the steamer 
Tees recently, as that of Horace Wat­
ers, was presented to Superintendent of 
Provincial Police Hussey yesterday af­
ternoon by Roderick McKinnon, who 
identified a watch chain found on the 
the body at the time of discovery at 
Shaw-in. Since the exhuming of the 
body under the direction of Constable 
Cox the chain has been in his char 
at Alberni, and only reached here yes­
terday when Constable Gox arrived to 
make his report to the superintendent. 
The chain wras then at çnce recognized 
by Mr. McKinnon1 as one given' by him 
to the dead man several months ago. 
Further proof is shown in that the 
chain produced is said to have been 
that which the dead man wore on 
March 23rd last when he was last seen 
at Nootka. There seems consequently 
that there is little doubt remaining but 
that the body recovered is that of Hor­
ace Waters. McKinnon has further 
identified the clothing found on the 
body at the morgue.

Constable Cox says that tiè is unable 
to offer an explanation of the death of 
Harvey or of the whereabouts of the 
missing brother, but he discredits the 
idea that Indians were responsible for 
the death of the man whose body has 
been found. At the time of the two 
brothers’ arrival at Shaw-in 
were, he has discovered, but one or two 
Indians in the vicinity, and he holds 
that for several reasons it is unlikely 
that they could have called their men 
together in time to do the brothers any 
harm. Regarding a sum of money in 
their possession at the time it has been 
learned that the missing brother was 
at the time carrying the money and as 
he has not yet been traced it is more 
than likely that if he is alive the 
money is still in his possession. Con­
stable Cox is, however, of the opinion 
that the brother was drowned in the 
river and the body carried out to sea.

The inquest will be resumed on Wed­
nesday when the report of Constable 
Cox will be taken as evidence. In view
