The brigands who attack­
ed Miss Stone’s party were disguised in a 
Turkish fez and cloak, but two of them 
threw back their cloaks during the at­
tacks, thus revealing the uniform of the 
Macedonian committee. They were re­
cognized, too, as Bulgarians. Moreover, 
they spoke poor Turkish, but good Bul­
garian, and ate ham and bacon.

“The leading members of the Bulgar­
ian government agree, I believe, that the 
brigands are willing to surrender to the 
Bulgarian troops, and that in this case 
there would be no danger to the captives. 
The Turkish troops are under orders not 
to attack the brigands, even if they are 
fired upon.”

Stone’s age can hardly have survived the 
hardships, hunger, cold, exposure and 
being rushed from place to £lace. Valu­
able time has been lost in discussing all 
possible sides of the issues, while the 
main question of the rescue of the hap­
less victim, stupid diplomacy, has been 
neglected. The thing to do is to first 
get the captive, by paying the ransom, 
and then recovering the amount from the 
responsible government.”

Shanghai, Oct. 25.—The newspapers

TO OBTAIN IÏIONEÏBOTHA'S FORCES Berlin, Oct. 26.—Colonial affairs and 
the establishment of the emigration bur­
eau have been widely discussed during 
the week. The object of the bureau is 
to guide German emigration into the 
colonies, but the press is largely scepti­
cal of its success".

Prof. Hans Meyer, who has travelled 
in the colonies recently, wrote a series 
of articles for the Tageliche Kundschaur 
in favor of a radical change in the sys­
tem of governing the colonies. He says 
the government must abandon the cen­
tralization, which, at Berlin, holds the 
colonies in bonds, claiming it is better 
to give them self-government, and to 
abolish the imperial appropriations for 
the colonies except in the case of pro­
viding for the troops and naval stations 
for their protection.

The Colonial Zeitung, organ of the co­
lonial bureau and colonial society, re­
jects Prof, Meyer’s plan, which, it says, 
would injure the colonies immensely.

The Freissinig Zeitung points tot the 
fact that self-government is impossible 
for German East Africa, since there are 
only 289 Germans there.

The . Tageliche Rundschaur claims 
that the present system of government 
from Berlin has dissatisfied the friends 
of the colonies and that the Germans 
who live in Africa are affected by the 
colonial pessimism. The paper says that 
the present state of things cannot be im­
proved by festivities, patriotic speeches 
and the circulation of literature.

The Friessinig Zeitung endorses the 
above remarks, but says the fault is not 
with the system of government, but in 
the fact that these African colonies, ex­
cept in quite unimportant districts, are 
wholly worthless and cannot be improv­
ed J)y any sort of a recipe, 
situation is regarded as being entirely 
obscure. , The pauefrs complain that 
Clytncellor von Buefiow does not show 
his hand, and that the government’s in­
tentions are carefully disguised.

Berlin, Oct. 26.—The' Pan-Americaa 

congress at the city of Mexico has 
caused much press discussion here, the 
general ton© of which is belittling and 
sceptical of its success. It is interpret­
ed as being a scheme of the United 
States to increase its influence 
Latin-America. Any alliance between 
the United States and the latter is re­
garded as chimerical, owing to the ra­
cial differences, the only connection be­
tween them being pronounced, to be 
merely geographical.

“TherefOrb,” - says 
este Nachfichten, “PaiirAraericauism is 
more lacking in a practical basis than 
l'an-Slavism.”

The paper continues: “The Pan-Ameri­
can idea is solely capable of develop­
ment upon the basis of the subjection of 
all America to the hegemony of the 
United States. The republics of Anglo- 
Saxon and Latin-America differ so 
greatly respecting territorial conditions 
and the composition cf the populations, 
that a closer union is only conceivable 
upon the pre-supposition of a decided 
predominance of the United States.”

Dr. Hans Wagner discusses the sub­
ject at length in Der Tag. He says the 
Monroe doctrine no longer means Am­
erica for Americans, but North Ameri­
cans. Dr. Wagner hopes for an interna­
tional combination which will prepare a 
well-merited grave for “the beautiful 
Monroe phrase.”

The whole business was most dis­
creditable and unfortunate from every 
point of view. The ministers played in­
to the hands of unscrupulous men; they 
connived, probably innocently, in the 
plundering of innocent investors, and 
in doing these things they struck a 
blow at British Columbia from 
which she has not recovered to this day. 
The memory of these boom days still 
lives in the minds of investors, and it 
may be years before confidence is re­
stored.

The total number of deaths in South 
Africa from the beginning of the war 
to the close of last month was 17,472— 
824 officers and 16,648 men.

Adding the missing prisoners and in­
valids sent home, who have either died 
or left the service as unfit, we get a 
total reduction of the forces in South 
Africa of 22,289, making a rate of over 
11,000 a year.

The actual causalty roll for the two 
years is 75,562. No less than 57,470 of 
these, however, are officers and men 
invalided home, the great majority of 
whom have recovered and rejoined for 
duty.

During ^the past month 24 officers and 
386 men have died in South Africa. 
Adding those missing, captured, or in­
valided home, the totals reach 98 offi­
cers and 2,710 men.

September Losses.

were $195,641,838, as against $106,440,- 
244 in 1895, showing an increase for the 
six years of $89,201,594. During this 
period the exports of produce of the 
mine increased by nearly $33,000,000, to 
■which the gold output from the Yukon 
contributed in a very large degree. In 
1895 our total lexports of manufactures 
amounted to $8,737,284, but last year 
they had grown to $17,845,935, a gain of 
over $9,000,000. Last year exhibited tbe 
greatest expansion, when the increase in 
the value of manufactured goods sent 
from the Dominion was nearly $3,000,- 
000. In the preceding year the advance 
was $2,447,093. Forest products were 
over $6,000,000 higher last year than 
they were in 1895. The exports of ani­
mals and their produce gained nearly 
$22,000,000, while agricultural products 
show a betterment of $19,033,779.

present time. A considerable amount of 
correspondence on the subject has ap­
peared in til© Canadian Kennel Gazette. 
The solicitor of the Canadian Kennel 
Club has -drawn attention to the fact 
that the poisoning of dogs is a criminal 
offence and falls within the jurisdiction 
Of ‘ the Dominion Parliament. The Crim­
inal Code, section 501, provides that 
“Everyone is guilty of an offence and 
liable on summary conviction to a pen­
alty not exceeding $100, over and above 
the amount of injury done, or to three 
months’ imprisonment, with or without 
hard labor, who Wilfully kills, maims, 
wounds, poisons or injures any dog, 
bird, beast or other animal, not being 
cattle, but being either the subject of 
larceny at Common Law or being or­
dinarily kept in a state of confinement 
or kept for any lawful purpose.”

The Boers assumedforces in motion, 
the aggressive at once and were with
difficulty checked in their career to-, 
wards the ocean by the British garrisons 
and field forces. In these two years of 
stirring events some military reputations 
have been made and not a few lost. 
General Buller, as the man from whom 
most was expected, has been the chief 
sufferer. He went forth heralded as the 
embodiment of British courage and de­
termination. To-day he is considered un­
worthy of a command because he re­
fused to abide by the British tradition 
that when once the nation sets its hand
to an undertaking there shall be no 
turning back. If he had been discreet 
and held his peace he might have suf­
fered nothing worse than the recall from 
South Africa. But, as the iron cross 
upon his breast testifies, he is a man of 
courage. He stands Dy his opinions and 
he publishes them to the world, 
which is not a wis»- thing to do when 
they are unpopular, as many a man has 
found out before General Buller. The 
British public likes to remember heroic 
acts and to honor the doers of heroic 
deeds. If Ladysmith had been surren­
dered possibly the result might not have 
been so disastrous to the British as some 
authorities believe, but it would have 
brought immediate prestige to the Boers, 
and would have been regarded as a dis­
aster to the British and one of the most 
stirring and heart-moving chapters would 
have been eliminated from the history 
of the war. These things could not be 
tolerated. Let the tacticians and the 
humanitarians settle the question as 
they please, the British public has its 
opinion and it will not be changed in 
this generation.

Canadians have had their share of the 
honor and glory that have been gathered 
in the campaign. Many of our young 
men are still in the field, some of them 
in* very responsible positions. One oc­
cupies a post second only, it is said, to 
that of the commander-in-chief. Not a 
few will return no more to the homes 
of their fathers; their dust will mingle 
with that of the sons of the Empire who 
had gathered from all its part to defend 
its cause. The only son of the best- 
beloved and most popular British gen­
erals lies there iu company with the 
hope and pride of the head of the Can­
adian militia.

What 
his motive was^ was not known, but 
when a man wre,nt deliberately into a 
room full of sojjliers and shot among 
them he must have a malicious motive 
and a bad h‘eart1(indeecL

It Avas fortunate for one man that 
the remark was pjiade, as Mahonçy, who 
was nearest him, turned and the bullet 
passed him and cptered Clinnick’s body. 
He would not ' suggest a motive, but 
merely say that $çme one was shot, and 
that the prisoner ,was responsible for it.

Dr. R. L. Fraser was then called. He 
said he was at Work Point on the 15th 
and made a post tnortem in the morgue 
on a body there;v He found no marks 
excepting two bullet wounds. The wTound 
of entrance wras.' 2% inches above and 
to the right of 'the left nipple, 
wound of exit was at the point of the 
right shoulder blade. Such a wound 
wduld penetrate i the heart, portions of 
both lungs, and the effect would be in­
stant death.

Cross-examined by Mr. Belyea, wit­
ness said the direction was generally 
horizontal. The. body had evidently 
been sitting, and the direction of the 
ballet was slightly upwards.

Gunner Fred Ionison was next called. 
He had known Gill eighteen months. 
He also knew Clinnick. He saxv the lat­
ter -on Sunday evening, the 13th, in the 
canteen, about 6.30. Riley, Murphy, 
Lee and others were there. Clinnick 
came in and got a mug of beer. Just 
after tiie witness left and went to the 
barrack room. Sapper Gill came to him 
there. ‘Several gunners were with wit­
ness. Gill asked for Gunner Masky. 
Witness replied that he was not in. Pri­
soner then asked for the loan of wit­
ness’s carbine to settle a bet about the 
indicator on the side of it.
