JUNPED T0 DEATH

FROM FIRE ESCAPES

MANY LIVES LOST IN
PHILADELPHIA TO-DAY

Nineteen Persons Are Known to Be Dead |

—Several Victims Buried by

GENERAL BULLER
REFUSED T0' RESIGN

‘WAR SECRETARY ASKED
FOR HIS RESIGNATION

King Edward Wrote to the General
Disapproving of His Recent Speech
—A Stormy Interview.

London, Oct. 25.—The leaders of the
Liberal organization deny that any meet-
ing of the Liberal leaders had been =all- |
ed, as cabled to the United States by a
news agency, to consider the advisabil
ity of issuing a manifesto to the country
calling on the government to resign or
call a special session of parliament to
aiscuss the Boer war, the dismissal of
General Buller, and other matters.

SHE - IS SATISFIED.
Woman Goes Over Niagara Falls in a
Barrel—Escaped Serious
Injury.

Niagara Falls, N. Y., Oct. 24.—MTrs.
Annie Edson Taylor, 50 years old, went
over Niagara Falls on the Canadian
side this afternoon, and survived, a feat
never before accomplished and indeed
never attempted except in the deliberate
commission of suicide. Not only did
she survive, but she escaped without a
broken bone, her only apparent injury
being a scalp wound 114 inches long, a
slight concussion of the brain, some
shock to her nervous system, and bruises
about her body. She was conscious
when taken out of the barrel. The doc-
tors 'in attendance upon her say that
she was somewhat hysterical but her
condition is not at all serious, and that
she probably will be out of bed within
a few days.

Mrs. Taylor's trip covered a mile ride
through the Canadian rapids before she
reached the brink of the precipice. Her
barrel, staunch as a barrel could be
made, was toppled and buffeted through
those delirious waters, but escaped seri-
ous contact with rocks.
over the brink it rode at an angle of
about 45 degrees on the outer surface
of the deluge and descended as graceully
as a barrel can descend to the white
foaming waters, 153 feet below. True
to her calculations, the anvil fastened
to the bottom of the barrel kept it foot
downward, and so it landed. Had 1t
turned over and.landed on its head, Mrs.
Taylor’s head must have been crushed
in and her neck broken. The ride
through the rapids occupied 18 minutes.

Philadelphia, Pa., Oct. 25.—A fire, in '

which the police say 17 persons lost their
lives and many more were seriously and
perhaps fatally injured, occurred to-day
in the heart{ of the business section of
the city. The nine-story building at
1,219 and 1,221 Market street, occupied
by Hunt Wilkinson & Co., upholsterers
and furniture deajers, and two uuncccu-

pied buildings at’:l,i"i and 1,225 Mar- !

ket street, were destroyed. Many other
buildings were damaged, and the loss is
estimated to be upwards of $3500,000.

The fire started at 11.30 o’clock. It

is supposed to have bheen caused by an |
explosion of benzine or naphtha, which, !

with other materials used in the manu-
facture of furniture, was stored in the
cellas. .

There were 320 employees, men and
women, at work in the different depart-
ments at the time. Those on the second
floor were the first to see ,the flames.
Instantly there was a wild rush for the
fire escapesx, but owing to the highly in-
flammable nature of the material- used
by the firm the blaze spread with re-
markable rapidity, dealing death to the

unfortunates as they made frantic but |

unsuecessful efforts to escape, while the
fire escapes were filled with panie-
stricken men and women. The wall col-
lapsed and eight persons were buried in
the ruins.

Vhen the firemen reached the rear of
the building, which faces on Commerce

street, a small thoroughfare, they found |

the streets literally piied up with vie-
times who had been carried down by
the falling wall. These were hastily
conveyed to the nearest hospitals,

At 2 o'clock reports from various
sources led Director Inglis to estimate
the number of known dead at nineteen.

Philadelphia, Pa., Oct. 26.—Another
body was recovered warly to-day from
the ruins of the Hunt, Wilkinson &
Co.’s building, 1,219 Market street,
which was yesterday destroyed by fire,
making the number of known dead 29.

There are still 11 missing, and it is
generally believed that the bodies of
these are buried under the debris. The
body recovered this morning was that
of a man, but was so badly charred as
to be unrecognizable. It was taken from
the pile of bricks and stone which had
been the rear wall of the building, and
which fell into Commerce street, bury-
ing many of the unfortunates who had
leaped from the windows.

A force of men was at work ‘all
through the night, but little impression
was made upon the tons of debris, and
it will be some days before the number
of fatalities can be determined.

Committee Are Implicated—Miss .
Stone Still Alive.

New York, Oct. 25.—The fact that the
brigands who kidnapped Miss Stone have
permitted communication to be establish-
ed is taken to mean that Miss Stone is
alive and safe from harm for the present
at least, says the Sofia, Bulgaria, corre-
spondent of the World.

C. W. Dickinson, the diplomatic agent,
envoy of the United States in Bulgaria,
as well as consul-general at Constanti-
nople, in an interview said: “I have ab-
in the
crimé of some members of the Maecedo- |
nian committee, The brigands who attack-
ed Miss Stone’s party were disguised in a
Turkish fez and cloak, but two of them
threw back their cloaks during the at-
tacks, thus revealing the uniform of the
Macedonian committee. .They were ra-
cognized, too, as Bulgarians. Moreover,
they spoke poor Turkish, but good Bal-
garian, and ate ham and bacon,

“The leading members of the Bulgar-
ian government agree, I believe, that the
brigands are willing to surrender to the
Bulgarian troops, and that in this case
there would be no danger to the captives.
The Turkish troops are under orders not
to attack the brigands, even if they are
fired upon.”

New York, Oct. 25.—Discussing the

000; Switzerland, £250, and Belgium,
£800,

gards the settlement as most favorable
for the American claimants, of whom
there are only fifteen. The average,
after'the expenses are deducted, will be
£333 for the Americans, against £63 for
the claimants of other countries.

“The terms are generous,’ said Mr.
Crane, “inasmuch as no court would
have ,compelled Great Britain to pay a
penny. The amount is fourteen per cent.
of the eclaims, while the award under
the treaty of Washington to British sub-
jects who suffered in the civil war was
‘three per cent.”

NEW FRENCH WARSHIPS,

ing of the First of One Hundred.

Brest, France, Oct, 26.—Presiding at
the launching of the cruiser Leon Gam-
betta, the Minister of Marine M. de
Lanessan said she was one of a new
contingent of upwards of 100 warships.

GERMAN EMIGRANTS,
An Effort Will Be Made to Guide Them
Into the Colonies,

Berlin, Oct. 26.—Colonial affairs- and
the establishment of the emigration bur-
eau have been widely discussed during
the week. The object of the bureau is
to guide German emigration into the
colonies, but the press is largely scepti-
cal of its success.

Prof, Hans Meyer, who has travelled
in the colonies recently, wrote a series
of articles for the Tageliche Llundsehaur
in favor of a radical chaunge in the sys-
tem of governing the colonies, He say
the government must abandon the cen-
tralization, which, at Berlin, holds the
colonies in bonds, claiming it is better
to give them self-government, and to
abolish the imperial appropriations for
the colonies except in the case of pro-
viding for the troops and naval stations
for their protection.

The Colonial Zeitung, organ of the co-
lonial bureau and colomal society, re-
jects Prof, Meyer’s plan, which, it says,
weuld injure the colonies immensely,

The Freissinig Zeitung points to, the
fact that self-government is impossible
for German East Africa, since there are
only 289 Germans there,

The . Tageliche Rundschaur claims
that the present system of govermment
from Berlin has dissatisfied the friends
of the colenies and that the Germans
who live in Africa are affected by the
colonial pessimism. The paper says that
the present state of things cannot be im-
proved by festivities, patriotic speeches
and the circulation ef literature.

The Friessinig Zeitung' endorses the
above remarks, but says the fault is not
with the system of govermment, but in
the fact that these African colonies, ex-
cept in quite unimpertant districts, are
wholly worthless and cannet be improv-
ed by any sort of a recipe. The tariff
situation is regarded as being entirely
obseure. . The papers complain that
Chdncellor von Buelow does not show
his hand, and that the government’s in-
tentions are carefully disguised.

WIRELESS TELEGRAPE,

Naval Attaches”- Inspect the Orling-
Armstrong System—Steering
Torpedoes.

London, Oct. 26.—The naval attaches
of the United States, German and Aus-
trian embassies, in London to-day offi-
cially inspect the Orling-Armstrong
system of wireless telegraphy and tele-
graph in which earth currents are used,
Commander Clover, representing the
United States, operated the transmitter.
Messages in Morse characters were sat-
isfdctorily sent a distance of three-quar-
ters of 2 mile. A short iron rod was
struck in the ground at the sending and
receiving stations and the instruments
were connected with these rods. The
inventors claim to have operated in a
similar manner ovet a distance of 20
3\01\“[;*5. In the next experiment the in-
striiments were conuected with a sema-
phore apparatus, the arms of which
were thrown up and down at a distance
of three-quarters of a mile. An attempt
to control the steering apparatus of a
torpedo at the same distance was more
or less successful, but the trial of tele-
phonic communication failed,

Commander Clover also went to Wake-
field, Yorkshire, to inspect a specially
constructed pressed steel boat, several of
which have been ordered for the British
and Russian navies. These boats are
likely to supercade wooden ships boats
as they are lighter and do away effec-
tually with the danger of splinters,

MANY WILL HAVE
10 REMAIN BEHIND

PREPARATIONS AT NOME
FOR A SEVERE WINTER

There Will Probably Be Much Suffering
Among the Destitute—Gold Output
of the Klondike.

Port Townsend, Oct. 28.—Two steam-
ers have arrived from Nome with over
1,200 passengers, the Senator bringing
525 and the Garonne 700.

The Senator sailed from Nome on Oc-
tober 19th with $500,000 in gold. For
several days before sailing snow was
falling, ice fermed and preparations
were being made for a long, cold win-
ter. The Queen, the Valencia and the
Roanoke will be the last steamers from
Nome. They will bring about 2,000 peo-
ple, and there are many more who would
return if transportation could be se-
cured, besides a large number of desti-
tutes who will be compelled to remain
at Nome and face an Arctic winter de-
pendent on charity.

The telegraph line between St. Michael
and Fort Gibbon, on the Tanana, has
been completed and is in working order.

Judge Wickersham has rendered an
opinion which gives gerneral satisfaction
among miners. ~ In the deecision he sus-
tains the original locators and declares
that the miners’ rules and regulations
are inoperative when they assume to
override or are in conflict with the min-
ing laws of the United States.

Gold From the Klondike.

Seattle, Oct. 28.—The official records
at the gold commissioner’s office at Daw-
son, where expert certificates for all
gold going from the country must be ob-
tained, show that the gold shipments
from Dawson for September amounted
to $3,000,000. This brings the total for
the last four months to $21,640,000.

The steamer City of Topeka has ar-
rived from Skagway with $100,000 in
bullien from 'Treadwell, and $100,000 in
dust from the Klondike.

THE DUCHESS'S ILLNESS.

Condition of Her Royal Highness Re-
ported to Be More Serious Than
First Thought,

St. John's, Nfld., Oct. 26.—It is un-
derstood that the illness of the Duchess
of Cornwall and York here on Thursday
was morc serious than was at first
thought, The accouchment of the
Duchess is excepted to occur in April.

It is denied in official circles that the
Duke intended to abandon his visit to
St. John’s if fog were met on the way
from Halifax. On the contrary, it is
announced that the schedule for the
voyage from Halifax to'St, John'’s was
purposely extended 12 hours to allow
for delay resulting from fog, hence the
arrival of the Ophir at daylight Wed-
nesday. She was not due according to
schedule before the afternoon, but meet-
ing no fog she made the run in 12 hours,

FREE TO ENTER.

Washington, Oct. 16.—Earl Russell,
who was convicted by the House of
Lords of bigamy for marrying a second
wife in this country after he had been
granted a divorce in Nevada, is free to
enten this country, if he so desires. As-
sistant Secretary Taylor, of the treasury
department, who has general jurisdic-
tion over immigration matters, so decid-
ed to-day, over-ruling the commissioner
of immigration, Mr. Powderly.

San Francisco, Oct. 26.—The Call
says: “J. Pierpont Morgan has purchas-
ed a large tract of Bay Shore land ad-
joining the Standard Oil Co.’s property,
above Pt.

On October 9th, about two years ago,
QOom Paul issued his ultimatum, and
lost time thercafter in setting his
forces in motion. The Boers
the aggressive at once and were with
difficulty checked their to-
wards the ocean by the British garrisons
and field forces. In these two years of
stirring events some military reputations
have been made and not a few lost.
General Buller, as the man from whom
most was expected, has been the chief
sufferer. He went forth heralded as the
embodiment of British courage and de-
termination. To-day he is considered un-
worthy of a command because he re-
fused to abide by the British tradition
that when once the nation sets its hand
to undertaking there shall be no
turning back. If he had been discreet
and held his peace he might have suf-
fered nothing worse than the recall from
South Africa, But, as
upon his breast testifies, he is a man of

HOW POLICE OFFICER
MADE A LARGE HAUL

Little Fellows From Orphanage Had an
Escapade, But Slept Very Soundly
Last Night.

Constable Munro, of the city police
force, established a record yesterday
afternoon by capturing unaided thirteen
additions Sof the most elusive fugitive—
the incorrigible small boy.

Yesterday morning a number of the
youthful inmates of the Protestant Or-
phanage conspired to leave the precincts
this spacious institution and roam
whither ‘they would. - There
teen of 'them, all boys ranging
seven to ten or twelve years,

Some of them scorned such encum-
brances as hats and other clothing ac-
cessories, and free as the air they wan-
dered  unmolested alorg the highways
and byways which lead to Gordon Head
and other delightful resorts. Their es-
capade was detected at the Home, and
when the lads did not return in the
afternoon the matron became auaxious.
The police were notified, and Constable
Munroe was dispatched on the very un-
satisfactory mission of first locating, and
then capturing the boys.

Over in the Work estate he gathered
up three of them. They were tired and
didn’t care very much. Ascending the
hill, not -far from the Home, he dis-
cerned what he at first took -to be a
number of rabbits scurrying in and out
among the rocks. As he drew near he
found that they were his quarries, They
had seen him long before, suspected
what he was after, and were prepared
to lead him a. bonny dance. Here in-
deed was a-diversion. ‘It is not every
day that an opportunity to play hide-
and-seek with a constable offers.

There is every reason to believe,
however, that Constable Munro was at
one time a boy himself. Therefore he
did exactly just ‘what the little. fugitives
did not expect. He did not dash at the
nearest grinning, httle elf. He gradu-
ally but deliberately worked around un-
til he had the boys between him and the
Home. He then slowly moved forward,
his manoeuvres being very comprehen-
sive and effective. The boys were sur-
prised; surprise turned to fear and the
result was a general route, the retreat
being in the direction of the Orphanage.
They might have skipped past their re-
lentless pursuew, but his plan had stag-
gerved - them, and they threw up the
sponge.. 'The operations ended when the
little faces appeared at the entrance an‘d
the constable retursed to town victori-
ous. He had accomplished not a little.

Last night thirteen little fellows slept
sounder than nusual, and possibly they
came to the conclusion that there wasn't
so much romance in their day’s escapede

“NOT GULTY” PLEA-
“0F SAPPER GILL

ARRAIGNED FOR MURDER
OF GUNNER CLINNICK

Ugly Rumors Which Were Circulated at
Barracks Probably Be Made
Basis of the Defence.

The Assize court was crowded with
spectators this merning te witness the
unusual spectacle of one of His Ma-
jesty’s seldiers arraigned for the mur-
der of one of his comrades, The pri-
soner, 'a husky young fellow, dressed in
the scarlet uniform of a sapper, occupied
a place in the dock, and: Lieut. Elliott
and another .officer of the R. A. were
present representing the corps to which
the man belongs. Gunner Mahoney, the
man who escaped the bullet which™ kill-
ed Clinnick,- so namewly,” was also pre-
sent in charge of an escort of artillery-
men;, he being a member of R. G. A.

Hon. D. M. Ebeérts, attorney-general,
personally appearédd for ‘the crown,
while Messrs. E. Powell and A. L. Bel-
vea represented the prisoner.

The charge of murder having been
read by the registrary while the prisoner
rose in his place, the latter was asked
what he pleaded. i :

“Not guilty, sir,” responded the pri-
soner in a clear voice.

He
took no ammunition, nor did he ask for
any. He went to.the canteen, the sec-
ond time, and bpeught the gun to the
shoulder. His a¢t was noticed and one
of the soldiers said, ‘“He’s bringing his
rifle to the present.” With that he fired,
the ball entering Olinnick, passing
through his heartyand out of his shoui-
der, killing him instantly. He was seized
and taken to the, guard house. As the
remark was madg he reversed the gun as
though about to,club some one. What
his motive was; was not known, but
when a man went deliberately into a
room full of soldiers and shot among
them he must have a malicious motive
and a bad heart,indeed.

It was fortunate for one man that
the remark was pade, as Mahoney, who
was nearest him, turned and the bullet
passed him and eptered Clinnick’s body.
He would not "suggest a motive, but
merely say that some one was shot, and
that the prisoner svas responsible for it.

Dr. R. L. Fraser was then called. He
said he was at Work Point on the 15th
and made a post tmortem in the morgue
on a body therei” He found no marks
excepting two bullet wounds. The wounq
of entrance was. 2l inches above and
to the right of:ithe left nipple. The
wound of exit was at the point of the
right shoulder ' blade. Such a wound
would penetrate cthe heart, portions of
beth lungs, and the effect would be in-
stant death. ;

Cross-examined by
ness said the direction was generally
herizontal. The .body had evidently
been sitting, and the direction of the
bullet was slightly upwards.

Gunner Fred Imison was next called.
He had known:Gill eighteen months.
He also knew Clinni¢k. He saw the lat-
ter on Sunday evening, the 13th, in the
canteen, about 6.30. Riley, Murphy,
T.ce and others i'were there. Clinnick
came in and got a mug of beer. Just
after the witness left and went to the
barrack room. Sapper Gill came to him
there. Several gunners were with wit-
ness. ill asked for Gunner Masky.
Witness replied that he was not in. Pri-
soner then asked for the loan of wit-
ness’s earbine to settle a bet about the
indicator on the side of it. He lent-him
his carbine, suspecting nothing.

The carbine was here produced and
witness identified-it as his own and the
one he lent Gill. ' Witness said he gave
Gill no ammunition. He stayed about
two minutes and then left with the car-
bine. Afterwards he was passing over
to the canteen and heard a shot. When
Gill came for the carbine he appeared
in his msual manmer and way. He never
saw Clinnick alive after he left the can-
teen.

Cross-examined by Mr. Belyea, wit-
ness said prisoner was about three min-
utes in the room when he called for the
carbine. It was about four minutes af-
ter Gill left that witness left the room.

Questioned regarding whether any
stories. were current of Gill and Ma-
honey being in St. George’s inn, and of
something that transpired there, he
heard whispers, but did not know where
the stories’ came from.

Harry Levicke, who was next called,
and who belongs to the Royal Engineers,
hiad known the prisoner Gill for eighteen
months, He saw the murdered man
about 7.30 on the night deceased was
shot, He was not at the same table as
deceased at the time the murder was
committed. Witness had his back to the
door. Gill was about a yard or two be-
bind him. After the shot was fired he
got up immediately, and seized the pri-
scner. He helped to throw the prisoncr
cn the floor and hold him. Prisoner had
said: “I am glad I done it,” Witneas

DAIRYING IN THE WEST,

Mr. Ruddick’s Opinion of the Progress
in British Columbia.

J. A. Ruddick, ascivtant Dominion
dairy commissioner, is back in Ottawa
from British Columbia, where he insti-
tuted a travelling dairy school under the
direction of J. E. Hopkins and C. W.
MacDougall, two competent instructors
from the Northwest Territories.

Mr. Ruddick visited a number of agri-
cultural exhibitions during his stay in
British ‘Columbia, and noticed several
fine displays of vegetables, butter and
fruit. The quality of the butter was
excellent, British Columbia is making
considerable progress in dairying, said
Mr. Ruddick to an Ottawa reporter, al-
though that progress is somewhat slow.
The reason for this is that it is difficult
to bring the land under cultivation, owing
to the heavy timber. There are 8ix
creameries in operation in the. pro-|
vince, all doing a successful business. |
Their total out;ut would probably be
about half a million pounds, The pro-
duct was sold to merchants for thirty
cents a pound, and by the latter retailed
at 35 cents. Mr. Ruddick before return-
ing visited all the government creameries i
in the Northwest Territories, Their total |
output last year was over 600,000
pounds, but this season the total quan- |
tity of butter produced will be much |
larger. Most of the butter was disposed !
of at good prices in British Columbia. |

As regards pas-
senger accommodation, the steamer which
is to be the flagship of the C. P. R.'s
Northern fleet will eclipse that of any ves-
sel now on this Coast. Her interior fit-
tings will follow somewhat after the style
of the steamer .(‘lty of Seattle, but her fur-
nishings will be ,even more sumptuous than
those of that vessel, which have been laud-
ed by Seattle for many a day as the very
acme of perfection.

“The new Northern flyer will be an iron
hulled vessel and double bottomed, there-
fore practicaliy unsinkable. She will be
of the single screw type, but her engines
will be the most powerful that it is pos-
sible to obtain consistently with the
strength of hnll construction.

Twin Screw and Swift.

“It is worth while noting that the new
steamer to replace the Charmer on the
Gulf ferry route will also be iron hulled
and double bottomed, it having been deter-
mined that in this regard such construction
is the best for the navigation of the waters
of this Coast. The Vancouver-Victoria
ferry will be a twin screw vessel, and
capable of steaming at the rate of not less
than 18 knots.

The New Vancouver Coal Company
have about completed the preliminary
work for the energetic working of what
is known as the lower seam in the Pro-
tection Island shaft. This seam is now
connected with the upper seam by an in-
cline, up which the coal will be hauled
to the bottom of thd shaft. The coal is
of the best quality, and more than the
average thickness. It will be worked on
the ‘“long wall system,” the mining be-
ing done by coal cutters driven by com-
pressed air. By this means it is ex-
pected that the coal will be more eco-
nomically worked, and thus counter-
balance the extra cost of hauling. The
opening of this lower seam, together
with operating the Harewood shaft, will
enable the management to very ma-
terially increase their output,

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HEARING OF LIBEL
(ASE CONCLUDED

STRONG ADDRESS BY
DEFENCE’S COUNSEL

Elucidation of Eaw of Libel by Mr.
Davis—Strong Arraignment of the
““ Unique ’ Connection.

'

The case of Rex vs. Nichol was con-
tinued in the Assize court, when counsel
for the crown addressed the jury on the
plea of justification advanced by the de-
fence.

Resuming after luncheon, Mr. Cas-
sidy said the plea of justification meant
that the claimed that the ar-
ticle complained of was true. There
was absolutely no truth, he held, in the
charges which had been made.

He held that the document of justifica-
tion was in reality an aggravation of the
libel, and positively insulting. It re-
iterated the charge that the ex-minis-
ters lent their positions and knowledge
to the promotion of mining companies.

In England it was held to be undesir-
able for publie men to associate them-
selves with companies. Here it was held
to be desirable and beneficial to the '
country, because through identifying
themselves with compgnies, prominent
men assistéd in directing capital to the
opening up of our great resources.

The plea of justification plainly in-
timated that the salaries the ex-minis-
ters received was in the nature of a
bribe.

The sclection of Mr. Turner's son as
secretary and of Mr. Pooley as soli-
citor for {he company were also intro-
duced—surely a paltry thing upon which
to base so grave a charge.

1t was absurd, also, to suggest that
the identification of these men with the
company was necessarily improper. As
a matter of fact, as socon as it became
bruited about that their connection with
these companies was not entirely proper
a cable was sent by Messrs. Pooley and
Turner intimating that if everything

defence

was not strictly honorable their names
as directors must bé withdrawn.

In reply to this they received a tele-
gram which was entirely reassuring and |
aseribing the opposition to ‘‘blackmail- |
ing sheets.”

The statement that his clients were |
“in a position to obtain early and reli- !
able information” implied nothing im- |
proper.

While the company was incorporated
to d> business in British Columbia, that
was merely a draughtsman’s term—the
active field of operations being the Yu-
kon, about which the plaintiffs had no
better opportunities of knowledge than
outsiders.

The suggestion that there had been
something corrupt about the building of
the provincial buildings, and that the
government could be bought as a sugar
cured ham, was purely ornamental.

In conclusion, the charges made were
entirely untrue. To put in a plea of
justification was an aggravation. What
had Messrs. Pooley and Turner to do
with what the company was saying in
England. Every man who went into a
company knew that he would be ex-
ploited in advertisements. This was a
mining company, and the only way to
get money was by means of speculative
enterprises.

The two gentlemen concerned were to
receive $1,000, but got only $500. Min-
ing companies often came yto grief, but
that was ne reason why their connection
with it should be condemned,

Mr. Pooley then took the box, and was
<cross-examined by Mr. Davis. The tele-
gram referred to in Mr, Cassidy’s ad- |
dress, in which the papers which were
condemning their connection with these
eompanies were referred to as ‘“black-
mailing . organs” were then proved by
the witness. Mr. Davis then asked if
this telegram was the only inquiry made
by witness in regard to the standing of |
the promoters. Mr. Boscowitz, witness
replied, stated that the men who were
going on to the board were men of high
character. Mr. Davis suggested that
only one of the promoters was of high
character, and he withdrew.

Mr. Davis—“You know that Flack is
in jail in consequence of this thing.”

Witness—*“I do not, nor do I believe
it.”

Mr. Davis—“You know there was a |
criminal proceeding in connection with
this company.”

Witness—*“I do not. On the contrary,
I heard there was not.”

Mr. Davis—*“Why did you not inquirs
of some one beside Mr. Boscowitz?”

Witness
added that the Bank of British Colum»’
bia would tell him of any of the persons
“who were of shaky character in the com-
pany, even although he did not ask
Ahem to do so.

He had scen the attack in no other pa-
yers excepting ‘“‘trashy” papers such as
IMr. Davis had produced.

Mr. Davis—“You call the Saturday
Review a trashy paper do you?”

Witness—“Yes, if it does not receive
a good advertisement.”

Mr. Davis—‘““And you call the London
Times a trashy paper?”’

Witness—*“It likes a big advertisement
as well as other papers.”

Mr. Davis—“The same remark applies,
1 suppose, to the twenty or thirty Eng-
lish and Scotch papers in which adverse
criticism appeared?”’

The witness was asked if he knew
what the capitalization of the two com-
panies was. Fle said “No.”

Mr. Davis—“But you know that a di-
rector is responsible for a prospectus,
don’t you?”

Witness—“I was not a director on one
of the companies. I was only on the ad-
visory board. My name was put on as
a director against my knowledge.”

Mr. Davis—“But you had nothing
changed in the prospectus.”

Witness—“How could I after it was |
issued 7’

Mr. Davis—*“What was the difference '
between being on the directorate and
ihe advisory board?’

Witness—*“T'he directors have eontrol

cf the company, the advisory board have
not.”

Witness said he was to receive $1,000
a year from the companies. The com-
panies finally went te smash. They lost
their money in Klondike. He never re-
pudiated his position in either company,
and he received fees up to May, 1898.
He didn’t resign tuwen, but payments
were stopped.

Thore were no formal meetings of the
advisory board, nor was there any busi
ness done by the company in British Co-
lumbia, although several negotiations
were opened for three or four mines.
Beyond that there was no work which
he and Mr. Turner did.

His firm were solicitors for both com-
panies, and he received fifteen £1 -fully
paid up shares in cach company.

Mr. Davis—“The Klondike company
paid a dividend out of capital as the
liquidator reporter, did it not?”

Witness—*“I believe so.”

This concluded the cross-examination
and Mr. Cussidy read the admission of
publication by defendant.

His Lordship then read Mr. Tur-
ner’s evidence as submitted at a previous
trial. This concluded the evidence.

Some difference arose as to who was
first to address the jury, Mr. Cassidy
finally being obliged to precede the coun-
sel or the defence.

In addressing the jury Mr. Cassidy
urged that the attack was made for
political purposes; that there was nothing
improper in the connection, and that the
charge of libel- had been fully proved.
Unfortunately, owing to political feeling,
a jury had not been found with sufficiént
manliaess to agree on the case. He
hoped the present jury would be able to
agree that the attack was libellous and
unjustifiable. Regarding Mr. Nichol
they regarded himi as a mere employee.
If they could get the real man they
would not mind punishing him.

Mr. Davis said a commission in Eng-
land had been necessary to prove that
these mer received fees, paid up shares.
ete., things the prosecution would not
at first admit.

In libel there were two branches.
There was the private individual abused
in his private capacity, as distinguished
from the other branch, as applied to the
press. It had always been held in Eng-
land that it was for the public good, and
this was based on common sense, that
the press should be allowed to criticize
public men as to their public acts with-
out too close scrutiny, so long as there
was evidence that it was penned hon-
estly and not from private spite.

He read a number of extracts from
the English press in which the judges
held that the newspapers might ecriticize
to the fullest extent a public man.

In the present case the men attacked
did not even kunow the defendant. The
case was therefore shorn of all animus
and the criticism was levelled at two
Fair comment was as fol
lows: The facts must be true; the in-
ferences must be fairly drawn. The
facts here were, whether the positions
of the men were made use of; whether
their names were paraded; whether
they received money for the use of their
names—these were the facts. If these
were true all they had to consider was
whether the inference, for instance, of
“political strumpet,” could be fairly
drawn—whether or not the men had
prostituted their positions. Could such
an inference be drawn from these facts
by a man not animated by spite?—that
was the question for them to decide.

The facts set out in the article were
as before indicated, with the additional
statement that the English papers at-
tacked the companies very strongly. Mr.
Pooley suggested that this was because
they had not received advertisements.
He left the jury to judge of that.

It had been proved that the position
of these two men had been paraded; that
they were paid; that they received paid
up shares, and that a discreditable pros-
pectus had been issued.

A man named Catton had floated the
companies—a man who with Flack
might be described as a promotor of the
poorest and most dishonorable kind.
The companies were = over-capitalized.
Where the money went to they could
presume—and presume.the better, know
when the companies were
wound up things looked so bad that a
report had been made to the Attorney-
General requesting an investigation.

Mr. Davis in his own inimitable way
then took up the prospectus of the com-
pany immediately below whose adver-
tisement in the London Times were the
most absurd statements. Capitalists
were not caught by these flamboyant
advertisements. They caught the ser-
vant girl, "vidows and orphans, and no
public man should allow his name to be
used for such a dishonest purpose.

The most attractive thing to the or-
dinary man was that the premier and
one of his ministers in British Colum-
bia war2 connected with that company.
He didn’t wish to say anything more
unkind than he could of Messrs. Pooley
and Turner, but the jury must judge his
client by the fact that he did not know
these men and that he judged them by
surrounding circumstances. Catton and
Flack, wild-cat promoters as they were,
knew exactly what those names were
worth. Did they receive $1,000 for the
work they did?

If Messrs. Pooley and Turner were in
the company purely for philanthropic
purposes, it was odd that they derived
these revenues. (The sum of $1,000 a
year for doing nothing was surely some-
thing more than a corsideration, paltry
as it might appear to his learned friend.

The use of the statement that the two
gentlemen had means of “obtaining
early and reliable information” either
meant that ths company was to obtain
government secrets, or else money was
obtained through it wunder false pre-
tences.

Assuming that the two gentlemen had
not seen the prospectus, they acted reck
lessly in allowing their names to be used
by these promoters. The only precaution-
ary step Mr. Pooley took was to wire
to a man who was himself salaried by
the company, inquiring regarding the
bona fides of the company. Was this
the way Mr. Pooley would invest his
own money in London? Had Messrs.
Pooley and Turner taken their chances
in these companies? Had they sunk a
dollar in the enterprise? Yet they de-
ceived the poor man who put up his
20s. on the £ in good faith.

The connection of Canadian public
men with banks and insurance com-

| panies was no parallel to the present

case. Sir Johp Maecdonald and Sir

. Oliver Mowat put their money into the

institutions with which they were con-
nected, and their connection with them

"was not for the purpose of influencing

investment in them. What they had to
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consider was his client’s point of view.
The connection of these men with the
companies was, to say the least, a seri
ous sign of weakness.

He did not suggest that these men did
not go into the companies for the good
of the country, yet he doubted if they
would have joined them -had they not
had salaries attached to them.

Mr. Mulock’s name had been brought
in. Yet what had he done? When be
found that honest men had invested in
a company with which he had been iden-
tified and which had failed he took
$£250,000 of his own money and met the
shortage.

If the inferences were not fair from
the particular facts as proved, then the
jury ‘must find his client guilty. But if
these inferences were fair they could do
vothing but find him not guilty.

His Lordship, the hour being late, in-
timated that he would defer his sum-
ming up until this morning, at the same
time#cautioning the jury to discuss the
case with no one in the interim.

TO-DAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

His Lordship charged the jury this
morning. In opening he defined the law
of libel which was anything written or
printed of another which held him up to
ridicule.

There were exceptions to this rule with
which the jury had nothing whatever to
do. When newspaper publishers reported
macetings accurately they were not re-
sponsible for libel.

In the present case the libel was pub-
nshed at a time when there was a cer-
tain amount of political feeling. It was
about the time of an election, and Messrs.
Turner and Pooley were members of the
government at the time. The newspaper
in which the libel appeared was an op-
position one,

The charges in the paper were that
Messrs. Pooley and Turner were either
directors or on the advisory board of twc
companies started in England for the pur-
pose of operating in Dawson and else-
where, In the first place it was held
that it was highly improper for a cab-
inet minister to have anything to do with
industrial enterprises of that character.
There was no law against that, how-
ever, In this Dominion members of the
government were not in the position of
members of the cabinet in England,
where they have handsome salaries, out
their presence in the cabinet was al-
most an ‘accident of being a member of
the legislature, These representatives
were of all classes, farmers, merchants,
ete,, and their election did not interfere
with the prosecution of their respective
businesses. These men did not look on po-
litics as a means of livelihood. They
were on an entirely different footing
from those in England,

Many people held that it was improper
for public men in this country to be as-
sociated with these companies. This,
however, was a matter entirely of opin-
ion, and of comment. The holding of
these positions was a matter quite opzn
for comment for a newspaper.

But this article went on to make cer-
tain assertions in consequence of these
men allowing their names to be exploit-
ed possibly.in large type. At any rate
it was inserted in the ¥nglish papers
that they were members of the board,
and would be of invaluable assistance to
the company.

This was the main foundation of the
attack. Mr, Pooley, of course, denied
any knowledge of the prospectus until it
was published, and stated that it was
done by the people at home without his
knowledge. Therefore he was not »e-
sponsible for inserting it. Asked what
steps he took to ascertain whether his
colleagues. were reputable peopie or not,
he produced telegrams which he had
sent. in reply to which he was informed
that they were the first men in London.
It was alleged by the defence that they
were, on the contrary, of shady char-
acter, That was not the question, but
simply whether or not Messrs. Pooley
and Turner took reasonable steps to us-
certain the character of the men with
whom they were associated.

The article also went on to enumerate
a variety of charges in connection with
these men .holding such a position. In
former times the greater the truth the
greater the libel. In later days if a man
said that what he had stated was the
truth it constituted an answer. The
truth is an answer to a libellous charg..
The defendant had adopted that course
here. Where a number of offensive
charges were made against a person the
defendant must prove every one that is
rraterial. If three or four charges were
rade, and the defendant pleaded justi-
fication, yet on trial could only prove one,
the prosecution was still entitled to a
verdict, he must prove his charges ex-
actly as he made them.

His Lordship then outlined the several
distinet charges made in the libel and re-
iterated in the justification that the two
cen were prepared to place official in-
fcrmation at the service of the companies
and that they were prepared to sell them-
selves for purposes alien to their posi-
tions in the government. There was a
distinet charge. He was not the judge
to say whether or not it was a libel.
Trhat was for the jury to decide, and also
whether the evidence disclosed had war-
tanted the defendant in making the
charges.

Mr. Pooley had given an account of his
connection with the company. He was
to receive a certain sum for advice to
the company as to investments. This
was his duty..  In addition it was made
a grave charge against him that his
legal firm was retained as solicitors for
the company. That had no bearing
whatever on the question, being perfectly
legitimate. The charge of which they
complained was that defendant charged
them with selling information for the
benefit of the company,

In dealing with this matter he had to
point out that a newspaper writer was
entitled to comment on any matter of
public interest. Public men and public
deeds were matters on which every man
was entitled to comment. The question
was, was the language used fair com-
ment on the proved facts?

: He quoted the opinion of an English
judge in which it was held that criti-
.cism must be fair, the only limitation be-
ing the mode of expression. - The defini-
tion of fair criticism lay with the jury.

The press was not entitled’to throw
imputations on a man’s character need-
lessly. They are entitled to discuss and
comment on public acts. Private char-
acter was a different matter, The pre-
sent question for the jury was whether
the language used was fair criticism of
the acts of Messrs. Pooley and Turner.
He left it to the jury to say whether it
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was libel or not, and whether if libel, it
was justifiable or not,

In conclusion His Lordship referred to
the fact that the suit had been instituted
three years ago, and that two juries had
aiready disagreed on it. The fact that
tke case was continued could not, how-
ever, be construed as persecution, for
libel law was peculiar in some ways., It
was perhaps better that it had been de-
layed for any political feeling which had
been engendered had time to die out, and
he hoped if such was suggested in their
deliberation it would be put to one side
and a conclusion would be reached so
that the matter would not come up again
in any shape or form.

Not Guilty,

At 2.40 this afternoon the jury returne
ed and the judge took his seat on the
bench,

The foreman reported that they had
found the prisoner not guilty.

Mr. Davies then asked that the pri-
soner be discharged. This was done, and
the court was adjourned.
