IMMIGRANTS OUT OF CANADA

Some Drasttc Changes to be Made in the Imimgrat«on Law|
—A Board at Every PortofEntryw:lIPassonthe
Qua!nﬂcahons of Newcomers.

respecting immigration, which has. now
tbeen printed in:revised form,'‘codifies ‘ex-
isting statutes and gives statutory effect
to several recent orders-in- councll nzspectv
ing immigration.

There are also a number of new sedhone
respecting the details of immigration policy
which are ly modelled upon the United
States immigration act. The' time “ limit
during which an immigrant is liakle to be
deported ‘is increased from two:to three
years. It also provides that “the time
Bpent by an immigrant' or alien, in any

domicile.”

Among the prohlb)ted class who are for-
bidden to land or who, \if landed, must
be deported, are “immigrants. wh‘ose‘ pas-
sage to Canada has Been paid-wholly or in
part by any charitable organization or out
of public moneys."”

The board also provides for a perman-
ent. board of inquiry at ports of “entry,

of passengers seeking to. land in.Canada
and detained under this act, and no court
or judge shall have jurisdiction to review,
quash, reverse, restrain or otherwise mter-
fere with such summary ' determination.”
An appeal, however; lies from the ruling
of the board to the minister of the inter-
ior.

The master of any vessel is forbidden to
land any passengers without written per-
misgion from the lmmlgratmn officers.
