BERLIN, Sept. 14.—Walter Wellman, 
head of the Wellman Polar expedition 
has sent the folowlng cablegram to 
the Lokal Anzelger from Stromsoe:

America did ex­
cellently but an increasing wind soon 
gave us a hard struggle, and storm 
drove us toward some high Jagged 
mountains near the coast, where the 
airship would have been destroyed if 
she had struck. There ensued a hard 
fight between the storm and the motor. 
The latter triumphed and we slowly 
rounded the north end of Foul Island 
In the teetlj of the wind. Our confi­
dence In the Albertca had so increased 
tn the meanwhile that I gave the order 
to start for the North Pole.

"The wind, however, increased to 
twelve miles an hour and the snow fell 
so thickly that we could not see a

TORONTO, gppt 16.—Word was re­
ceived here last evening of the death 
by drowning la New Ontario of Rev. 
Cyril Reginald Jamieson, one of the 
best known of the recent graduates of 
the -Toronto University. It seems that 
a week ago last Saturday he, with his 
wife and a lady friend, started out on 
a boating trip on the French River. 
During à storm they had to seek re­
fuge on a remote Island. The boat was 
lost and the party were marooned.

The sufferings of the women became 
such that young Jamieson determined 
to try я.пд reach the mainland by 
swimming. He bade his companions 
a fond farewell. They saw him reach 
another island some distance away. 
Then he was lost to view. Two days 
later the women were rescued by a 
passing launch, after having been with­
out food or shelter for,the entire four 
days. It was then learned that Mr. 
Jamieson had not reached shore. 
Search for the body has so far proved 
futile.

Dr. Jamlesoit was an exceptionally 
bright student and was highly regard­
ed by the faculty and student body, a 
clever writer. A series of letters In the

A PLAGUE OF LOCUSTS.

How the inhabitants of the Philippine 
Islands are destroying locusts is told 
by the Manila Times:—“Tremendous 
swarms of locusts have appeared in 
different parts of Panay and the pros­
pects for a crop of rice or sugar look 
decidedly gloomy at the present writ­
ing. As a result the anxiety of the 
people has become of noticeable con­
cern, and in the Town of Balasan, ac­
cording to El Tiempo, they have cap­
tured and destroyed approximately two 
thousand cavanea (the cavane i| a 
measure equal to 3.47 cubic feet) of 
these destructive insects. Miagao also, 
it is stated, has caught about half that 
number. The only time efforts to catch 
locusts can produce very effective re­
sults is while they are yet too young 
to fly, and the method that has proved 
the most successful is that of digging 
a hole two or three feet deep in the 
ground and then placing by it broad 
boards or sheet iron fastened together 
in a V-shape, so that the hole is in 
the hollow of the V. When this is done 
nearby where they are, swarms of 
young locusts can be driven into the 
hole and effectively buried. This meth­
od has been in limited use for several 
years and has been encouraged by the 
Government. The provincial board of 
Iloilo has bought sheet iron, which is 
to be distributed in the districts most 
infected, for the purpose of destroying, 
as far as possible, the dreaded pest."

CANADA WILL LIKELY APPLY

FINANCIAL TEST TO IMMIGRANTS IN 
FUTURE-INCREASE IN COMMERCE

Ol'TAWA, Sept. 15,—Canada’s com­
merce continues to show remarkable 
growth. For the twelve months end­
ing with the first of August, the aggre­
gate trade of Canada amoiinted to 
$634,672,345, an increase of seventy- 
eight and a half millions over the cor­
responding period the year previous. 
In the year ending with August, the 
value of the imports was three hundred 
and sixty-four millions, a gain of 
sixty-nine millions; exports were of the 
value of two hundred and sixty-nine 
million dollars, a gain of nine millions. 
Fifty-seven million dollars was col­
lected in duty, an increase of ten mil­
lions.

There is a recommendation before 
the Dominion government, which is 
likely to be acted upon for a further 
restriction being placed on immigrants 
coming to Canada. It is proposed to 
change the immigration laws so that 
persons coming to Canada will have to 
be possessed of a sum of money as a 
guarantee that they are not destitute 
and are not likely for a time to become 
a charge on the public. At present the 
law will only allow Canadian immigra­
tion officials to refuse admission to per­
sons who are deficient in physique,

mentality or who have bad 
moral records. The United States has 
been applying the financial test for 
some time, and it is thought that its 
use by Canada will lead to the im­
provement of the class of. immigrants 
arriving from Europe and will facili­
tate the controlling of the immigrants 
from Asia who arrive at Pacific coast 
ports. This change has been strongly 
recommended by the Superintendent of 
Immigration W. D. Scott, who has just 
completed an inspection of Canada’s 
imigration office and organization in 
England and on the continent. Mr. 
Scott reached Ottawa Saturday with 
W. H. Corey, Deputy Minister of the 
Interior, who has been in England on 
business.

Mr. Scott says that in Great Britain 
and on the continent xthere was never 
a better prospect for Canada obtaining 
a large volume of high class immigra­
tion. The indications are that at the 
end of the year the immigration de­
partment will be able to report an­
other great increase in the number of 
arrivals in Canada. Probably this in­
increase will amount to from thirty to 
fifty per cent. The total is Ikely to 
reach four hundred thouand.

til Quiet at Vancouuer—Japanese Public Not Excited

) OTTAWA', Sept, IS.—The special en­
voy. of the Japanese to report on the 
Japanese questions In the 
States and Canada reached Ottawa 
Sunday afternoon. He is K. Ishii, su­
perintendent of consulates. He will to­
morrow confer with Sir Wilfrid and 
other members of the 'government, and 
the attitude of the Dominion will be 
made dear to him. The government is 
going to insist that there shall be some 
arrangement agreed to by which Can- 
adan can control Japanese immigra­
tion. At the prepe 
undertaken to limit the annual émigra, 
tion to Canada to about five hundred. 
However, under the treaty Canada has 
now power to enforce that understand­
ing which the figures of immigration 
show has hardly been adhered to. It is 
confidently expected that the Japanese 
government will agree to some ar­
rangement for the enforcing of the 
limitation to which the Japanese gov­
ernment has already agreed. Mr. Ishii 
said that he had no statement to make 
tb the press beyond the fact that all 
Was quiet when he left Vancouver.

Consul General Nosse claims to have 
received a cable from Токіо from a 
source which he declines to disclose, 
and which gives an estimate of Japan­
ese public opinion upon the Vancouver 
anti-Asiatic disturbances.

The. message is as follows:
"The feeling, in spite of the character 

Of the disturbance being very much 
greater than that of San Francisco, is 
throughout the empire most friendly to 
Canada. Whilst greatly regretting that 
this deplorable incident occurred, with­
in a dominion of the British Empire,

He said there was much more 
material in the lot and thought the ar­
ticle would be worth about $15. *

MASSES INDIPNT 
OVER CRIMINAL’S ESCAPE

Had Boon Sentenced to Death for 
Atrocious Murder But Later Given 

Life Imprisonment,

PARIS, Sept. 15.—The increasing in­
dignation of the masses against the 
escape from the guillotine of Soleillant, 
knoxvn as the “monstrous violator and 
murderer,” whose sentence to death 
for the murder of a girl 12 years old* 
was commuted last xveek by President 
Fallieres to life imprisonment, xvas 
expressed today in a series of the 
most curious public manifestations 
that have occurred in France for a 
long time. The demonstration, despite 
the fact that several arrests were 
made, was almost entirely au orderly 
one. Many xvomen participated, 
was organized not so much against 
Soleillant as to express the X’oice of 
the populace against the xvave of un­
speakable crimes committed on little 
girls, which lately has increased to 
an alarming degree and xvhich, It is 
feared, the commutation of the sen­
tence of Soleillant v;: : 1 onl*/ stimulate.

The rage of the women has been 
great since President Fallieres shoxved 
clemency to Soleillant, and they assem­
bled this afternoon xvith their hus­
bands and many others of their sympa* 
thizers. Many parades led by xvomen 
with children in their arms, traversed 
the boulevards of the city.

Many of the nexvspapers of Paris con­
demn the failure of President Fallieres 
to permit the laxv to take its course, 
and all agree that the commutation 
signifies the passing forexcr of the 
guillotine. from France.

BARK WILDWOOD
TO BE MADE A BARGE

Sold to Gypsum Company of Windsor, N. S. 
Will be Towed Across Bay.

The bark Wildwood now lying at the 
Charlotte street extension, 
sold by E. Lantalum, M. P. P., to the 
Gypsum Plaster Co., of Windsor, N. 
S. Capt. Daniel Monroe and crew ar­
rived in the city on Saturday last and 
are now staying at the St. John Hotel. 
They will take the vessel across the 
bay on Tuesday next. A local tug xvill 
tow the bark below the island and the 
tug Gypsum King will then take the 
vessel to Somerxille, N. S., where the 
copper will be stripped from the hull 
after which it will be converted into 
a barge. The Wildxvood was one of the 
largest square-rigged vessels ever built 
in a St. John shipyard and xvas launch­
ed at a timç xvhen the wooden ship­
ping xvas at ‘its height.

The conversion of the vessel into a 
barge removes what xvas practically 
the last of the wooden ships oxxmed in 
this port. The majority of the old St. 
John vessels noxv afloat are under the 
Norwegian and Italian flags.
