JOE MUISSE, THE INDIAN GUIDE.

Chief Clark last evening informed
the Sun that he had telegraphed to
several places in Nova Scotia, and the
replies received shed no light on the
absentee’s movements. Muisse’s father,

the chief of Nova Scotia, is at present
in Digby, and has not seen his son
since he has been reported absent from
home. An inquiry sent to Bear River,
where it was thought perhaps Muisse
had gone with the man Hancock, who
was 'with him at the Opera House on
the evening of Friday, the 12th, “has
elicited the fact that the men have not

It is highly improbable that Muisse
and the man who the police believe to
have accompawnied him, have gone to
Nova Scotia, as the officers of the
steamer Yarmouth are guite positive
that no persons answering their de-,
scription crossed the bay on the
steamer since the time of Muisse’s dis-
appearance.

The affair becomes more of a mys-
tery every day, but the fact that Han-
cock cannot be found . either would
secem to lend color to the belief that
the guide and Hancock may have gone
away together. The missing man’s
brother, howeéver, is positive that he
Is dead.

“It Joe ‘was alive,’”” he says, “'he would
let his wifée know where he wase. He
never did such a thing before.” This,
in fact, is the opinfon of all Muisse's
relatives. | They base their belief prin-
cipally’ on the fact that Joe was so
fond of his wife that it would not be
possible for him to let her remain in
doubt and anxiety concerning him,
were he alive.  Nothing can shake their
conviction in. this respect. This esti-
mate of Muisse’s character is conﬂx;med
by Charles A. Clarke, who has known
Muisse for many years, and who thinks
most highly of him.

Speaking to the Sun about the mat-
ter, Mr. Clarke recalled one occasion
when Muisse was doing some work for
him in the city, which could not be fin-
ished in time for the guide to go home
the same evening, He only eonsentedx
to stay over night on condition that;
Mr. Clarke telephone his wife, giving
the reasons of his continued absence.

Mr. Clarke i® much worried over the
guide’s disappearance, and thinks the
police should make greater efforts than
then are to lecate him or discover his
fate.

Mrs. Muisse was in the city for sev-
eral days last week, interviewing the
police and a number of Joe's friends,
but returned home to Musquash dis-
couraged and fearing the worst.

WILD DISORDER IN
BRITISH PARLIAMENT.

L]

Members Called for the Police, and Speaker
Had to Adjourn the House—It Arose

Over Fiscal Policy.

LONDON, May 22.—In the house of
commons this afternoon, Premier Bal-
four replying to questions on the sub-
jeet, said he did not consider himself
pledged to inaction in regard to colo-
rial preference except so far as parlia-
mentary action was concerned. He re-
iterated that the government did not
intend to deal with the fiscal gquestion
in the present parliament. The matter
of colonial preference might, however,
be submitted to a colonial conference
in 1906, even though the country had
not previously had an opportunity of
expressing an opinion on the subject.
The decision of the conference, how-
ever, would not be binding without
legislative action.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, the
liberal leader, charged Mr. Balfour
with violating the pledge he had made
in his Edinburgh speech, and moved
the adjournment of the house to dis-
cuss the matter.

The debate on Sir Henry Campbell-
Bannerman’s motion came up at the
night session and was marked by
scenes of the wildest disorder. The
liberal leader demanded a plain an-
swer from Premier Balfour and Alfred
Lyttelton, secretary of state for the
colonies, rose to reply. The members
of the opposition drowned the efforts of
the secretary with cries of “Balfour,
Balfour.” After continuing for about
ten minutes, Mr. Lyttelton sat down.
‘Winston Churchill then attempted to
speak, but the ministerialists drowned
his efforts, the nationalists joining in
the din and shouting for the police.

After a number of members had
failed to secure a hearing the premier
rose to a point of order and a tem-
porary lull | followed. Mr. Balfour
said he thought it highly improper
that he should be immediately expect-
ed to follow the leader of the opposi-
tion. He said he had never known the
opposition  to refuse to hear a minis-
ter, ‘and he insisted that . the honse
should hear Seerctary Lyttleton; as
otherwise the dignity of the house
could not be maintained. -

Mr. Lyttleton.again made an attempt
to speak, but the uproar was renew-
ed. Finally the speaker said it was
obvious that the scene could not con-
tinue, and he would therefore adjourn
the house under the rules empowering
the speaker to take such action in
cases of grave disorder.

The speaker had been unable to se-
cure even a semblance of order after
howls and counter howls lasting over
an hour.

Tonight’s unprecedented and undig-
nified scenes grew to some extent out
of the Balfour-Chamberlain . corire-
versy with the addition of the heat en-
gendered on the opposition side by the
premier's alleged breach of his pledge

»
not to deal with the subject of colonial
preference without first appealing to
the country. The members generally
were in feverish expectation that the
debate would indirectly provide the
terms of Mr. Balfour’s answer to Mr.
Chamberlain’s compromise proposals.
It was also anticipated that Mr. Cham-
berlain himself would make an im-
portant speech on the fiscal question.
Then when Secretary .. Lyttleton was
put up to speak, instead of Mr. Bal-
“four, a storm burst such as has not
been heard in the house of commons
since the days of the Gladstonian Irish
debates.

The opposition interpreted the gov-
ernment’s course as an attempt to
stifle - discussion, although meoderate
members admit that Mr. Balfour’s at-
titude was perfectly correet. The pre-
mier himself, in appealing to the
house to mpermit Mr. Lyttelton to
speak, maintained that he (the pre-
mier) was ‘‘a prisoner in the dock,”
and ought not to be put on his defense
until he had heard +the accusations
against him.

Except when Sir Henry Campbell-
Bannerman taunted him with being the
sole cause of the disorder and Mr.
Balfour flagshed rather an angry reply,
the premier was most = composed
throughout the sitting.

Mr. Lyttelton. also showed the great-
est self-possession in his difficult posi-
tion. Standing at the treasury table,
flushed but immobile, times out of
number he essayed to speak, always
beginning ‘the prime minister.” and
always being shouted down with cries
of “Balfour, Balfour. Let him defend
his own honor. Let him fight his own
battles,”” etc.”. Whenever the storm

Two Routes Surveyed For
Grand Trunk Pacific.

One, Across Gountry, is 90 Miles
Shorter Than the L. C. R., but

Will lavolve Heavy Grades.

OTTAWA, May 22.—The first report
of tie transcontinental railway com-
mission wag presented to parliament
this afterncon.

Dealing with the section from Que-
bec to Moncton, the reilway commis-
sioners say that the line would Tun
through a most valuable country.
Commissioner Wade recites the objec-
tien,s which were raised that it would
not be pessible to get a good line round
nthe angle of Maine. Two routes are
being surveyed from Quebec to Monc-
ton, one of which it known as the
crosgé country route and the other the
river route. The cross country route
can be made shorter than the I. C. R.
route, but how much shorter the, com-
missioners are not in a position to say.
If the same grades are adopted as on
the I. C. R. there will be a saving of
90 miles. As it is, a line can be got
with a grafle of four-tenths of one per
cent. going east, and not more than
six-tentha cf one per cent. 'in a few
places going west. The average of the
curves will be four degrees, and in a
few instances will not exceed six de-
grees.

Mr. Butler, assistant engineer, makes
some interesting calculations. He
states that a standard locomotive on
the I. C. R. can haul 22 cars of thirty
tcns each, or a total of 660 paying tons.
Going east, the national transcontin-
ental would be able to haul 42 care
withone standard locomotive, or 1,260
pay tons. Going west, the new road,
with the same motive power, could haul
83 cars, or 930 pay fons.

If ‘the grades were Increased to the
I. C. R. standard the distance over the
N. 7 R. would be 403 miles, as againei
493 by the I. C. R.; or an annual sav-
ing of $548,937, which, capitalized at
four per cent., would mean $13,723,438.
The commissioners declare that it
would not do to use the I. C. R. for
the eastern section of the trans qon ﬁ(_v-
entdl road. ' If it were inténded to §hi=
prove the standard of the I. C. R. up
to what the N. T. R. would be, it
wolild inerease the distance by over
100 miles, and not open up the new
country.

The report mentions there are two
points on the line between Chaudiere
and Moncton where it may be found
desirable to put in “pusher” grades of
one per cent. If this were done, twen-
ty-five milés can be saved. It is a
mere matter of calculatipn, however,
whether it will be more économiical or
not to put in ‘these grades, As the
heavy traffic will only last five months
in the year east of Quebec, the com-
missioners think there is much to be
said in favor of the “pusher.” Dealing
with the estimates, the commissioners
state that the line from Moncton to
'Quebec will not éxceed $33,000 per mile;
and they hope to be able to refuce
this estithate. Y

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STORY OF FRANK OLIVER
AND THE PRAYER BOOK.

More Particulars of

Deal - *Additional

Autonomy

OTTAWA, May 17~The story is told
on what authority deponent knoweth
‘not, that some ten years or so ago,
when Frank Oliver, now. minister of
the interior, was a green .member of
the house, he strolled into St. George's
Episcopal church one Sunday morning
and modestly took a back seat. As
the service opened one of the sides-
men or church wardens, seeing ‘that
the visitor wag unprovided with a
Book. of Common Prayer, stepped up
and tendered the hon. gentleman a
copy. “Thank you,”  replied Mr.
Oliver, “but it would be of no use to
me, a I don’t know anything about
this church procedure.” From the
manner in which he dally talks in the
house, it is evident that the Hon.
¥Frank does not know ahy more ag to
how a minister should conduct him-
self in a parliamentary debate than
he did at that Dback date about the
lAnglican lturgy. -

The long drawn- out debate on the
autonomy bills may appeéar monotonous
to the general reader, but the fact re-
mains that every day brings its dis-
closures with respect to the determin-
ation of the govermment to dominate
and impoverish the two new provinces,
so far ag federal legislation can ac-
complish that end. lLast night P. Tal-
bot, the liberal M. P. for Strathcona,
N, W. T., made a bad break, which
might have possibly -escaped the no-
tice of eastern members, but was in-
stantly pounced upen by John Her-
ron, the keen-eye, practical conser-
wvative representative from Aljberta,
and whose post offlce Address is
Pincher Creek. Mr., Talbot's remarks,
which were made while the land clauses
«of the bill were under consideration,
mre worth giving in full. He said:
“I would like to draw attention to a
source of provincial revenue which has
attracted little notice, and that is our
gchool lands. According to estimate,
we have at least eldven milllon or
twelve milllon acres of school lands,
whiéh in time will be =s0l4& and the
money held in trust by the dominion
government, and on that money we.
will be paid three and a half per cent.
yearly, every half year. The policy
has been to hold these lands until they
are worth $7 to $10 an acre. We will
have, therefore, ten million acres,
which will eventually be sold at $10 an
acre, or $100,000,000, on which we will
receive an annual income of
cent., or three million ‘dollars per year.
That amount, along with what ig ar-
ranged in this bill would be sufficient
for the new provinces.”

Mr. Herron, who followed, said Mr.
Talbet had given one of the best rea-
sons why the Laurier government is
not treating the Northwest & properly
in the matter of lands. “If ten mil-
lions of acres of school lands are go-:
ing to give the amount of revenue Mr.
Talbot mentioned, and that almost
immediately, what about the hundreds |
of miilions of acres of land which this
government is keeping from us, and in
return for which it is giying us but a
million dollars a year?”

any Rural Schools Are
In a Disgusting Qondition.

New $20,000 School For

Sussex Propbsed'—lmpor-

tant Educational Meeting on Thursday Evening. '

One of the most progreseilve educa-
tional meetings in the history of Kings
county was held Thursday evening in
the Oddfellows’ Hall, Sussex. - There
was a large attendance, in which the
ratepayers as well as the pupils of the
grammar school were well represented.
Although the speakers dealt -largely
with the school problems, pressing for
immediate solution uponlthe town of
Sussex, the general educational needs
of the province were gone into quite
fully. The ratepayers of that town
were doubtless inspired with higher
ideals of education and induced to take
broader views on the school question
than they held previous to the meet-
ing. At the close of the meeting, to
show their willingness to act on_the
suggestions given, on motion of the
trustees of the school it was decided
to have a committee of eight rate-
payers, including the three trustees,
make a thorough inquiry into the mat-
ter of school accommodations generally
and bring such information and sug-
gestions as they could collect before
the next annual school meeting, to be
held in June.

J. Arthur Freeze presided at the
meeting, and with him on the platform
were Dr. Inch, chief superintendent of
education; Professor Kidner, director
of manual training for New Bruns-
wiok; Professor Brittain, instructor in
science at the University of New
Brunswick; Hon. A. 8. White, Inspec-
tor Steeves, ikev. Frank Baird, Rev, I.
B. Gough, Rev. W. Camp and J. A.
Humphreys

Mr. Freeze opened the meeting with
an excellent speech, in which he re-
ferred to the want of a new school
building in Sussex. He spoke of the
debt under which the school district
had been laboring for several years,
and announced that he was holding in
his hand the last paper to show that
the bonded debt had been cleaned up.
Regarding the inadequacy-of the pre-
sent school building he stated that it
was nothing less than criminal to
crowd 50 children into a room made
for 25. g

DR. INCH.

Dr. Inch, chief superintendent of
education, was called first. He spoke
of the unfitness of the present school
building of Sussex to meet the démands
of the present generation of young peo-
ple of that town. The ratepayers of
Sussex were now paying 53 cents on a
hundred dollars taxes, If they added
50 per cent. today he would guarantee
not a man would feel the poorer of it
in a few years. Sussex needed a good
stone or brick school building of 12 or
at least 10 departments. The building
would cost at least $30,000. This was
not a sum which should frighten the
people of a town such as Sussex. He
would not advocate a consolidated
school for a town like Sussex. It was
able to take care of itself. The great-
test difficulty which he had to face
was our wretched rural schools. A
short time ago he visited a school near
Hampton, where the teacher had ony
four pupils through the winter, and
three of these were members of his
own family. In a case of this kind the
advantages of a consolidated school
could not be disputed. And still he had
yet to find a single district that fa-
vored consolidation.

In closing, he referred again to the
sickening sights which met his view
when he visited some of the country
schools. The children were crowded
out on the streets, the walls and floors
were broken, and the rooms were gen-
erally dilapidated, dirty and hardly
decent.

PROF. KIDNER.

Prof. Kidner, director of manual
training for New Brunswick, was the
next speaker. One of the chief criti-
cismsg which were levelled at our school
system, he sald,” was that the pupils
did not get enough practical training.
He went on to explain that the manual
training was intended to meet this de-
mand for a more practical education.
So far, we had been treating our chil-
dren as though they had heads and no
bodies. Manual training was intended to
develop the body as well as the brain.
He compared the work of the manuil

training room with that seen in the|

ordinary school room. In the manual

training room there was no repression, {

and yet no question of order arose.

| The children were working industrious-

ly of their own free will at their tasks.
The progress of the manual training
schools in Canada during the past
few years had been marvellous. In
the maritime provinces we have al-
ready sixty of these schools. For the
girls there is a department now be-
ing introduced into some of the
schools which corresponded to the
manual training department for boys.
This was the domestic sclence depart-
ment where the girls were taught to

| cook, sew, wash, do laundry work, ete
. These cooking lessons were particular-

ly desirable. There was a tremendous
ignorance among the women of today
with regard to the value of certain
foods. There were at present fifteen
of these domestic science schools in
the maritime provingces. One was to
be opened next week at Kingston.
In closing Prof, Kidner stated as

one of the strong points in favor of

manual training ' that he had not
known a school that ever dropped the
work after once having taken it up.

PROF. BRITTAIN.

Prof. Brittain of the DUniversity ot
New Brunswick, in opening his speech
drew forth prolonged applause from
his audience by announcing that he
was an old Sussex boy and that he
had begun his teaching career not far
away Iin a little old country school
house with long desks meeting the
walls on both sides, and no backs on
the seats. Since that time he had
passed through various vicissitudes,
and finally landed in the University of
New Brunswick. Mr. Brittain went on
to give the history of school garden-
ing and to show its advantages. The
boys-and girls could not sit quietly at

school and attend to their work for
five or six hours a day. . They would
only work a portion of that time and
the rest of the time would be do-
ing something they shouldn't do.
Now, how much better it would be for
them to be putting in part of that time
rambling in the woods and fields and
learning something of .the birds, trees
and flowers. These were surely inter-
esting subjects for study. THe bob-
olink had -ralready returned thies year.
Many of them had come five thousand
miles or more, and yet after their com-
ing so0 far there were probably not a
dozen people in Sussex who knew they
had returned.

In ¢losing, Prof. Brittain produced a
number of bottles containing 6mall
water plants and gave a typical sci-
ence lesson to the young people pre-
sent.

HON. A. 8. WHITE,

Hon. A. 8. White dealt briefly with
the matter of establishing a manual
training department in Sussex. He
had no doubt as to its success. He
urged that the ratepayers all attend
the coming school meeting and have
the matter of a new school building
settled right away. The present school
was 80 crowded that many of the
teachers and pupils had suffered in
health. In closing, he moved a vote
of thanks to the gentlemen who had
come down to this town to assist them
80 ably in this meeting.

INSPECTOR STEEVES,

Inspector Steeves was the last
speaker of the evening. He said if he
had time he could teil the people of
Sussex some things about their school
building which they had never learned.
He referred briefly to the repulsiveness
of the building and grounds. Condi-
tions, he said, were actually rank. He
would be plain with them. Their school
building and grounds were a disgrace
to the place. ‘“Now is the time for
the people of Sussex to .rise to the oc-
casion and put up’' a school bullding
they will be proud of, and for which
generations yet unborn will rise up and
call them blessed.”

One or two of the local ratepayers
opoke briefly at the close. expressing
their appreciation of what had been
said.

J. M. Mcintyre moved that the pre-
sent board of trustees be a committee,
with power to add five more citizens
to their number, with the object in
view of obtaining information regard-
ing school accommodcation from all
possible sources, and reporting the
same to the annual school meeting to
be held on June 17th. :

The motion was seconded by C. H.
Perry and carried unanimously.

Negro Teamster Killed by
Bartender.

The Latter Shot by Policeman, and a
Saloon Into Which He Was
Taken Demolished.

> »

CHICAGO, May 21.—Rioting resulted
tonight at 29th and Dsarborn  streets,
when James Gray, a negro non-union
teamster, was shot dead by Harrry
Bernstein, a bartender, during an are
gument over the teamsters’ strike.
Bernstein was mortally wounded by
Policeman Tinsley, colored, and 1,000
persons partly demolished a saloon in-
to which Tinsley had taken the un-
conscious bartender.

The street fighting tonight is the
latest of several clashes between ne-
groes and whites since Enoch Carl-
son, 8 years old, was shot and killed
several days ago by two men, aleged
to have been negro strike breakers.

In a discussion of the strike and the
shooting of Carlson, Gray and Bern-
stein fought in the street. Bernstein
drew a revolver and fired four shots.
Two of the bullets toox effect in Gray’s
body and he fell dead. £

Two negroes, attracted by the noise,
seized the bartender and a fight for
the revolver began. 8pecial Policeman
Tinsley ran up, Bernstein swung the
revolver towards Tinsley, and, it was
said, discharrged the weapon. Tinsley
drew his own revolver -and fired four
shots, each bullet taking effect in
Bernstein's  body. Tinsley - carried
Bernstein into a saloon. A crowd, com=
posed largely of negroes, cried for ven-
geance for the killing of Gray. Tins-
ley shut and barred the saloon door.
The mob rushed at the building, but
being unable to fo-ce the doors open,
large stones and other missiles were
thrown at the *uilding and every win-
dow and fixture in the place was de-
molished.

Tinsley in an effort to save Bernstein
from the mob had the wounded bar-
tender taken into the basemerk and
telephoned to a police station. Two
patrol wagons and an ambulance filled
with polieemen hurried to the scene,
but it was only after a desperate fight,
in which several of the rioters were
bruised with policemen’s clubs, that
the mob was forced back from the
saloon. The police told the crowd that

the unconhscious bartender on a

stretcher, covered his face and showed |

the body to the crowd. This had a
quieting effect on the crowd, and the
rioters soon dispersed.

After he had been revived in a hos-
pital, Bernstein declared that he had
killed the negro in self-defense.

OF CHASTISEMENT,

Peculiar Case on a French Vessel

A SINGULAR DECISION:

Chief Justice Weatherbee has given |
a rather startling decision in the Hali-
fax election case. It is opposed to all|
other recorded judgments on the same|
issues, including those recently givent
by two Nova Scotia judges. The un-|
fortunate feature of the case is that
this judgment is8 on a preliminary
proceeding, and there is said to be no,
appeal from it. .

The petition is against Messrs Roche;
and Carney, the two liberal members
for Halifax. It is charged that these!
members were corruptly eleoted. The
chief justice has decided that before
the case against the respondents is
heard the court must try the counter-'
petition against the petitioner Hether- |
ington, and that if ‘any charges agalnst |
him are sustained the case against the
sitting members falls to the ground,
and can never be tried at all.

If this view of the election law 18
sound the right of a constituency to|
have its members honestly elected does |
not amount to much. The law oughti
to promote fair and pure elections by]
punishing those gullty of offenses and |
by depriving of their seats the candi- |
dates corruptly elected. But according
to the Halifax judgment an election
trial 18 a sort of match between a peti-|
tioner and a member elect. If the!
petitioner has done anything wrong
the member ele¢t may hold on to all
that he has got. The electors, who are
the persons supposed to be chiefly con-
cerned, must be represented by a man
corruptly elected, if some other man,
not a candidate, one of whom, perhaps, |
the most of them never heard before
the petition was filed, has illegally con-
veyed an eleotor te the polls.

It is not supposed to be law that
every policeman who catches a thief
in the act and arrests him must be
firet put upon his own trial and made |

i

to show that he has always been a
i law abiding man, and that if he falls

to do so the thief shall be released
from custody and allowed to retain
the stolen goods.

The Halifax judgment may be bad
law. But if there is no appeal it is
good enough to stand off the trial of
two members alleged to be corruptly
glected, and perhaps to afford them a
way to escape and retain ill-gotten
positions. If the parliament of Canada
meant this it was a queer parliament.
If it meant only to take care that
petitioners should come into court with
clean hands, it would have been pro-
vided that a suitable petitioner could
be substituted for the one found to be
at fault.

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A REAL LEADER.

Premier Whitney of Ontario can be
an autocrat on proper occasion. When
the session of the legislature was with-
in a few days of the close a powerful
electric railway corporation displayed
great eagerness to push through a
bill conferring large franchises in sev-
eral towns. Mr. Whitney succeeded
in getting a copy of the bill on the
morning of the day that it went to the
committee. He called his colleagues
together and  they agreed that the
measure was too serious to be allowed
to go through with a rush, as had been
the custom with such billg in other ses-
sions. The premier sent a message to
the promoters asking them to with-
draw their bill for this year. But the
men in charge had lobbied the meas-
ure skilfully and found that they had

a fair chance to get it through the
committee in spite of Mr, Whitney.
Accordihgly they refused. Hearing
what was going on the premier walked
straight to the committee room and
explained what had happened, declar-
ing that so long as his government had
a majority in the house there would
be no more franchise bills rushed
through the legislature -without con-
sideration in the last hours of a ses-
sion, nor would any perpetual fran-
chises such as were now asked be given
on any terms. After Mr. Whitney re-
tired the vote was taken. Every lib-
eral and one conservative voted to re-
port the bill, which motion was defeat-

A

! ed by the casting vote of the chair-

man, a member of the Whitney gov-
ernment. The action of the premier is
commended by every journal of both
parties in Toronto, but one, and that
one is silent.

“In 1896, at the age of 15, she was
committed to the state industrial
school. She was placed, after a time,
by the trustees in the care of various
families, whence her moral delinquen-
ciés compelled her removal, and finally
her commitment to the state alms-
house. Thence, in 1898, she was placed
in the school for the feeble minded,
where she remained until July 1800,
when it bécame impossible through the
! mild disecipline of the school to longer
control her perversé and immoral pro-
pensities. She was examined by Dr.
George F. Jelly and Dr. Arthur C.
Jelly, certified a= insane, and duly
committed by the probate court of Suf-
folk county to Taunton insane hospi-
tal.

Grace Darby is no longer in Bangor.
Several telegrams arrived for her in
rapid succ‘ession late last night. She
left the house where she has been
staying in a carriage about 2.30 this
morning, and, it is esaid, took the St.

The
beauty of these huge mountains  of
orystailine purity ‘cannot’ be imagined
by those who have never seen them,
and the effect 1s all' the more charm-
ing in the glow of the blood-red Lab-
rador sunset.

Of the people who form his parish-
foners, D1, Grenfell hag nothing but
good words; a hardy class of men,
feariess, as those who go down to the
sea in sghipgs always are, true as steel,
hard workers, full of gratitude for any
kindness, - and above all, Christians.
It 18 a pleasure to work among them.
And the natives of the country, too,
are a satisfactory race. The Eskimoe
are always smiling, and it_is as good
a8 a day’s rest to be with one of them
for an hour. :

Dr. Grenfell’'s work is both in teach-
ing and healing. Many aceidents oecur
on the fishing vessels and in the vil-
lages; much sickness brevails. On his
firat visit he found a man in a sod hut,
suffering from pneumonia. It was a
place such as an ordinary self-respect-
ing dog would not live in,. and the
man was eating food which many dogs
would avoid. In cases of sickness such
a8 this, where the surroundings are
not all that could be desired, the pa-
tient is removed to one of the hospi-
tals. There are fractured bones, many
cases of blood poisoning from fish
bones, and diseases Such as prevail
elsewhere. These are all taken care of
in some way. The patients are brought
to the steamer if they can be moved;
if not the doctor goes ashore. Dr, Gren-

fon the greatest ememy to sailors is
strong drink; the tides, the fogs, ice
and winds may be dreaded,but they are'
innocuous when compared with strong
drink. As a -man "eatnestly engaged.
in this work I have looked into the
conditions governing it with close at-|
tention; I have sailed with filshermen
and I know their life. It is not enough
to distribute wholesome pamphlets
among them, you must mingle with
them and personally set the example
of loving your fellow man. Away out
in those latitudes, when sickness and,
accidents occur the surest, truest kind
of Christianity is the ministering to
the suffering; to heal their wounds,
cure their diseases, and do all possible
to make their homes and lives com-=
fortable.”

Dr. Grenfell then threw upon the
screen the photographs taken by him-
self and his comrades while in the
north country, explaining each view
as presented. Some of the views had
been painted to represe the natural
colors of the surroundings and were
splendid specimens of the photomph-,
er's art.

The first showed a picture of the!
schooner which the doctor formerly
used In the work. The steamer which
he now uses and which was presented |
to him by a Cambridge friend cost!:
$60,000, Its expenses amount to $15,000
e year and it earns between $10,000
and $12,0000 By means of a map Dr.
Grenfell showed the extent of the
country traversed and the location of,
the three hospitals which have been
erected along the coast. One of these
is at the point of the land opposite the
Belleisle Strait, and the others are
over 200 miles distant each way. The
collection of views of icebergs was a
fine one, On another view wag a plc-
ture of the ill-fated steamer Scotsman.

One remark which evoked consider-
able applause wag the declaration of
the sanctity with which the Sabbath
is observed by the fishermen in the
north and natives cof Labrador. One
man even refused to protect his nets |
on that day, from drifting ice, and |
would allow his almost sole support to !
be destroyed rather than break the
commandment,

During the winter the doctor's
steamer lays up, and he iravels over
the country by dog sled. This steamer
has proved most valuable. In the ear-
lier years of his work he had a small
schooner, but found that he could not
get about very quickly. On one occa-
slon on going to a certain settlement
he learned that there had been 29
deaths from diphtheria when he did
not even know previously that there
was any sickness in the place. Then
he went to Lord Strathcona and told
him his troubles. Strathcona asked,
“What do you want ?”

“A steamer,” answered the docton

“Well, I'll give you one,” and he did.
That steamer was lost by belng car-
ried away in the ice after three years’
service, and the present one was se-
cured.

For short journeys and in those
places where the steamer cannot go,
the doctor travels in a rowboat, and
he states that he has frequently rowed
for days at a tilme. While in the
States recently he was given two
launches, one of them being a present
from the New York Yacht Club, and
these will be of great assistance in his
work. .

For winter travel the sled drawn by
8lx dogs is always used. The dogs
look meek and innocent enough, but
they are treacherous and have to be
carefully watched. Byt they  are
strong, and can stand any amount of
exposure, so are most valuable in this
work, The dogs are not beaten as a
rule, the long whip béing used only for
cracking, in order to prevent the ani-
mans from shirking. Beating, how-
éver, is often necessary when they got
into a fight,

In the navigable season the beauties
of the Labrador coast are seen at their
best, and Dr. Grenfell states that he
hss never seen any scenery half so

; chests of books are in use.

fell told several amusing stories about
& certain woman who had to have aleg
amputated. She went around on one
leg for some time till finally a wooden
one arrived from a New England
clergyman—a Congregationalist. This
leg fitted the patient and Dr, Grenfell
wrote back thanking the clergyman,
and adding that though the woman
had a leg of another denomination the
rest of her body seemed to flourish.
The minister thereupon gave the his-
tory of the leg. A certain Baptist wo-
man had a husband who was a Meth-
odist. He died and she, hearing that
artificial limbs were wanted in  the
-north, sent the leg to the Congrega-
tional minister, ‘who forwarded it to
Dr. Grenfell. The doctor added that
his patient was a Cathélic. In the
north among these persons ministered
to by Dr, Grenfell creed is unknown.
Moravian brethren, Salvation Army,
Catholic and Protestant, are all treat-
ed alike and with the greatest respect.
Men who are busy will leave all their
work for days to render any service
to ministers passing through the place.
In that vast country, with the mag-
nificence of nature everywhere, there
is no sect or denomination, but only
the worship of one and the same God.

One feature of the work which is
now demanding much attention is the
care of orphan children. Frequently
parents die and the little ones are left.
These have to be looked after, and
there were so many tifft an orphanage
had to be built. Sixty men with
thirty dog teams went to the woods
and came back with the lumber. The
building is now in occupation and af-
fords shelter for the little ones wuntil
homes can be found for them. g

Of the lady nurses who are so nobly
assisting in the hospital® work Dr.
Grenfell could not say too much. “They
are angels,” sald he, “with very little
disguise.”

An effort has been made to establish
& circulating library. Twenty-three
A chest is
left at a certain village and when the
vessel calls again it is taken away and
another left in its place. Mr. Oar-
negie was asked by Dr. Grenfell to aid
this' library, and sent a check for a
thousand dollars.

Dr. Grenfell dealt with all phases of
his work in the north, but was of
course able to touch but briefly on
each point. The lecture was a treat,
a surprise to many, and was listened
to with the closest attention.

In conclusion, Dr. Grenfell thanked
the people of St. John for the interest
and kindness displayed by the citizens,
His appeal for supplies to his mission
resulted In a public donation of bales
containing 1,080 garments, and includ-
ing a large amount of literature. This
will be forwarded today to Halifax
and will be sent along from Halifax
with the supplies raised in New York
and other American citles. Among the
latter contributions are an aeolian.

The proceeds from the lecture in the
York Theatre totalled $112 net profits.
This at Dr. Grenfell’'s suggzestion will
be devoted to the general expenses.
The doctor expressed himself as being
very pleasud with the reception ten-
dered him in this city. He was glad
to see such evidences of earnestness in
the people. Crowds throng to horse
shows and operas, but they do not dis-
play the same interest in such philan-
thropic work. Several generous dona-
tions have been made by St. John cit-
izens, but Dr. Grenfell did not feel at
liberty to mention amounts or names.

Yesterday aftermoon was devoted to
a visit to . the Rothesay Collegiate
School. The boys were addressed by
Dr. Grenfell, who told of his life among
seafartng men. The students were
much impreseed with Dr. Grenfell's
Wopds, and accorded him & hearty wel-
cemne,

z,. early train for Halifax. Om Tues-,

¥y will ltave that port for New-
foundland, and will then veturn to his
labers. His tour in the States is said
to have netted $15,000 for the Labrador
work.

[ That the people of this city have

a very deep interest in the great work
which is being done by Dr. Grenfell
was strikingly ‘manifested by the large
audience - which. fllled = St.’ Stephen’s
Church to overflowing yesterday mor-
ning,

Dr. Grenfell occupied the pulpit, tak-
ing as the basis of his re-
marks the fifth chapter of- St.
Luke. The dominant note of his
address was sincerity. It is impossible
to hear him and /not be convinced of
his great and self-abnegating love for
his fellow man, Without going into
details the audience were given a
glimpse of the heroic character of the
hardy people of the Labrador coast,
who have been humanized and imbued
with high purposes by the splendid
work of Dr. Grenfell, who also paid a
high tribute to the courage and loyalty
of the brave fishermén among whom
he labors.

Jesus was not ashamed to talk to the
fishermen, said Dr. Grenfell, and His
inflyence upon them was remarkable.
The fishermen to whom Jesus spoke on
the occasion referred to in the Scrip-
ture lesson were tired and discouraged
because of their lack of success in fish-
ing that day. Jesus told them to let
down their.nets again, and they be-
came filled, They were greatly im-
pressed when this took place, but when
Jesus commanded them to leave all
and follow Him the men demurred be-

cause they felt they were not good]

enough to live with Jesus. On that
occasion we are told that the fishermen

got so many fish that the boats began
to sink.

“I have seen fishermen do the
same,” said Dr. Grenfell. “What lives
have been more useful to the world
than these fishermen’s? They accom-
plished great things. ¥ach one of us
should be able to do something for the
advancement of Christ’s kingdom. It
was not necessary to have the voice of
angels. in order to talk of Jesus. A
man said to him on Saturday night
that he was greatly surprised to find
that so many persons were interested
in missions, as shown by their attend-
ance at the meeting held in'the theatre.
This was the view held by a great
many people, but deep down in the
heart of every man was the love of
things that make for righteousness.

‘What we should realize is that God's
presence with a man ennobles him and
can transform a brutal, lustful man
into a noble gentleman. In his experi-
ence this fact had been demonstrated
many times. These poor fishermen of
Galilee forsook all to follow Jesus and
become fishers of men. “How many
of the rest of us have forsaken any-
thing for Jesus?”

He had been the means of making
.the blind see and the lame walk, and
had been the almoner of the charity
of the peoplé of St. John, but what
was of more real and actual value to
the fisher folk among whom he labor-
ed was the gospel of Jesus Christ.

Dr. Grenfell referred to the great
temptations that beset the men who
80 down to the sea in ships. They are
men of strong physique and great
physical passions. When they reach
port after battling with the elements
they are ruined body and soul by the
saloons and haunts of vice, which
abound in every seaport town.

The fishermen’s missions and sail-
ors’ institutes in these places are usu-
ally much' less attractive than those
lights. He
did not blame the sailors and the fish-
ermen for not wanting to go into
these dull and as is too often the case
altogether uninviting missions.

In closing Dr. Grenfell referred to
the little hospitals that had been
established along the coast, where the
fishermen were able to get medical
treatment, and the stores which had
been started, where what the people
had to sell might be disposed of at the
most’ advantageous prices, and what
they had to buy was sold as cheaply as
possible. Small schools had also been
founded and mills erected, where em-
ployment was furnished,

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TWELVE FAVORITE RECIPES.

Tomato Bouillon with Oysters—One
can, tomatoes, one and one-half quarts
of bouilion, one tablespoonful of chop~
- ped onion, one bay-leaf, six cloves, one-
fourth of a teaspoonful of celery, one
half teasponful of peppercorns, one pint
of oysters. !

Mix the ingredients except the oys-!
ters, bring to a boiling point, and let
simmer twenty minutes. Strain, cool,
and clear. Add the parbolled oysters,
and serve in bouillon-cups, with small
croutons,

Bouillon—Five pounds of lean beef
from the middle of the round, two
pounds of marrow-bone, three-quarts
of cold water, one teaspoonful of pep-
percorns, one teaspoonful of salt, one
third of a cupful each of carrot, tur-
nip, onion and celery, all cut in dice.

Wipe the meat with a piece of cheese-
oloth wrung out of cold water, and
cut in inch cubes. Put two-thirds of
the meat cubes in a sovup—ketfcle, add
cold water, cover and let soak thirty
minutes. Brown the remaining meat
cubes in a hot frying-pan and marrow
from the marrow-bone. Put the brown-
ed meat and the bone in the kettle.
Heat to the boling-point, skim thor-
oughly, and cook at a temperature be-
low the bolinig point for five hours.
Add the seasonings and vegetables,
cook one hour, strain, cool, and remove
the fat, then clear.

Fillets of Halibut with Dutch Sauce
—Remove the skin and bones from a
glice of halibut weighing one and one-
half pounds, and cut into eight fillets.
Sprinkle with salt and pepper, brush
over with lemon-juice, roll each fillet
separatery, and fasten with a small
wooden skewer. Put in a shallow pan,
cover with buttered paaper, and bake
twelve minutes in a hot oven.

Dutch Sauce—Yolks of two eggs, two
tablespoonfuls of olive-oil, one table-
spoonful of vinegar, one-fourth of &
cupful of hot waten, one=fourth of tea-
sponful of salt, a few grains of cayenne,
one teaspoonful of finely chopped par-
sley.

Mix the yolks of the eggs, olive-ofl,
*}inegar and hot waterin a small sauce-
pan. Put the saucepan in a larger one
containing hot water, and cook, etir-
ring constantly, until the “mixtpre
thickens; then add the salt, cayenne
and parsley.

Fish Timbales with Normandy Sauce

—Remove the skin and bones from a
thick piece of halibut, chop fine, anc'l}
force through a sieve; there should be1
one and one-thir@ cupfuls. Pound in a,
mortar, adding gradually the whites’
of two eggs; then add one and one-;
fcurth cupfuls of heavy cream. Sea- |
son with salt, peper and cayenne, Tum
into buttered timbale molds, “set them
in a panful of hot water, cover wim:
buttered paper, and bake until the fish'
is firm. Turn on a serving dish, and |
pour the Normandy sauce around
them.

Normandy Sauce—Cook the skin and
bones of the fish with three slices of
csrrot, one slice of onion, a eprig of
parsley, a bit of bay-leaf, one-fourth
of a teaspoonful of peppercorns a.nd?
two cupfuls' of cold water for thirty
ninutes, then strain; this should makeg
one cupful of liquid. Melt two table-"
spoonfuls of butter, add three table-|
spoonfuls of flour, and add gradually |
the fish stock; then add one-third of &
cupful of heavy cream and the yolks of |
two eggs. Season with salt, pepper and |
cayenne.

Braized Ox Joints—Cut two ox tails |
at the joints and parboil for five min=<
utes. Wash thoroughly, and saute inf
butter (to which one small sliced onion!
has been added) until well browned.|
Add ome-fourth of a cupful of flower, |
two cupfuls each of brown stock, water |
and canned tomatoes, one teaspoonful |
of salt and one-fourth of a teaspoonful |
of pepper. Turn into an earthen dish,
cover, and cook slowly three hours and
thirty minutes. Remove the ox tails,
strain the sauce, and return the ox
tails and sauce to the oven. Cut car-
rot and turnip, using a vegetable-cut-
ter, in pieces one inch long and about
as large around as a macaroni; -there
should be two-thirds of a cupful in:
each. Cook in boiling salted water for
five minutes, drain, and add to the ox
tails. Cook until the vegetables are
soft, then add more salt if necessary.

Cheese Croquettes—Three tablespoon-
fuls of butter, one-fourth of a cupful
of flour, two thitds of a cupful of milk,
yolks of two eggs, one cupful of mild
cheese cut in very small cubes, one-
salt and pepper, a few grains of cay-
enne.

Melt the butter, add the flour, and
pour the milk on gradually swhile- stir-
ring constantly. Add the yolks of the
eggs without beating, and stir until
well mixed; thén add the gratsd cheese.
As soon as the cheese melts remove
from the fire, fold in the cheese cubes,
and season with salt, pepper and cay-
enne. Spread in a shallow pan, and
cool. Shape, dip first in crumbs, then
in egg, and then in crumbs agzin. Fry
in deep fat, and drain on brown paper.
Arrange on a serving-dish, and insert
s small paper frill in the top of each:
croquette. :

Rajsed Hominy Muffins—One cupful
of warm cooked hominy, one-fourth of
a cupful of butter, one cupful of scald-
ed milk, three tablespoonfuls of sugar,
one-half teasponful of salt, one-fourth
of a yeast-cake ,one-fourth of a cupful
of lukewarm water, three and one-
fourth cupfuls of flour.

Mix the hominy, butter, milk, sugar
and salt together. When Ilukewarm
add the yeast dissolved in lukewarm
water, and flour. Beat thoréughly,
cover, and let rise over night. In the
morning cut down, fill hot buttered
gem pans two-thirds full, let rise, and

bake in a moderate oven.
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Harvard Salad—Cut two pieces from
each lemon, leaving what remains in
the shape of a basket with a handle,
then remove the pulp, and keep the
baskets on ice or in cold water until
ready to fill.. Mix equal parts of cold
cooked sweetbread or chicken, and cu-
cumber. cut in small cubes, and one
fourth the quantity of finely cut celery,
and moisten with cream dressing. Fill
the baskets with the mixture, smooth
the top of the baskets, and cover with
dressing. Pare round red radishes as
thinly as possible, and chop the par-
ings very fine, Chop parsley as fine
as’ possible. Sprinkle the top of half
the baskets, with. chopped parsley.
With a small wooden skewer make an
incision in the centre of each handle,
and insert a small sprig of parsley.
Arrange red and green baskets alter-
nately on lettuce leaves.

Cream Dressing—One teaspoonful of
mustard, one teaspoonful of salt, two
teaspoonfuls of flour,.one and one half
teaspoonful of powdered sugar, a few
grains of cayenne, one teaspoonful of
third of a cupful of hot vinegar, one
melted butter, yolk of one egg, one
third of a cupful of hot vinegar, one
half cupful of heavy cream.

Mix the dry ingredients, add the but-
ter, and egg-yolk slightly beaten; then
add the vinegar slowly. Cook over hot
water, stirring constantly, until the
mixture thickens; cool, and - add to
heavy cream beaten until stiff,

Brazilian Salad—Remove the ekin

‘and seeds from white grapes, and cut

in halves lengthwise. Add an equal
quantity of shredded fresh pineapple,
apples pared, cored, and cut in small
pieces, and celery cut in small pieces,
and fourth the quantity of Brazil nuts
cut in pieces. Mix thoroughly, season
with lemon juice, and moisten with
mayonnaise dressing. Trim saltines
on ends so that when put together they
will make squares. Put four crack~
ers on each salad plate, and tie in
place with a narrow ribbon to form a
small case. Insert in each case a nest
of lettuce leaves, and then fill with
the salad mijxture. Garnish with green
leaves and red berries.

Chocolate Pudding—One fourth of a
cupful of butter, one cupful of sugar,
vyolks of two eggs, ane half cupful of
milk, one and three-eighths cupfuls of
flour, thrée teasponfuls of baking pow-
der, whites of two eggs, one and one
third ounces of cooking chocolate, one
eighth of a teaspoonful of salt, one
fourth of a teaspoonful of vanilla.

Cream the butter, and add half the
sugar gradually, continuing to beat
meanwhile. Beat the yolks of the eggs
until thick and lemon-colored, and add
the rémaining sugar gradually. Com-
bine the mixtures, and add the milk
alternately with the flour mixed and
sifted with the baking powder and salt;
then add the whites of the eggs beaten
until stiff, melted chocolate, and van-
flla. Bake in a buttered angel-cake
pan; then remove from the pan, cool
slightly, and place on a serving dish.
Fill the centre with whipped cream

: sweetened and flavored with vanilla,

£ !0 pour it around the mold.

iate Sauce—One cupful of sugar,

if cupful of water, a few grains

of cream of tartar, one and one half
ounces of cooking chocolate, one fourth
of a teaspoonful of vanilla.

Boil the sugar, water and cream of
tartar to a thin syrup. Melt the choco-
late, and pour the hot syrup on gradu-
ally; then add the vanilla.

Coffee Souffle—One and one half cup-
fuls of boiled coffee, one half cupful of
milk, two thirds of a cupful of sugar,
one fourth of a teaspoonful of salt,
three eggs, one half teaspoonful of

vanilla, one tablespoonful of granulated
gelatine.

Mix the ocoffee, milk, half the sugar,
and  gelatine, and beat in a double
boiler. Beat the yolks of the eggs
slightly, and add the remaining sugar
and salt. Add this to the first mixture,
and cook until the mixture thickens.
Remove froem the range, add the whites
of the eggs beaten until stiff, and the
vanilla. Turn into individual - molds
which have been previously dipped in
cold water, and chill. Serve with thin
cream.

Caramel Bisque Ice Cream—Three
eggs, one third of a cupful of sugar,
two cupfuls of milk, a few grains of
salt, two thirds of a cupful of sugar,
two thirds of a cupful of chopped wal-
nut meats, one and one half teaspoon-

fuls of vanilla, one cupful of heavy
cream.

Beat the eggs slightly, and add one
third of a cupful of sugar, the milk
and salt; then cook over hot water
until the mixture thickens, then strain.
Put the remaining two thirds of a cup-
ful of sugar in an omelet pan, and stir
constantly over the hot part of the
range until melted to a syrup that is
light brown in color; then add the wal-
nut meats, and turn into a slightly
buttered pan. Cool, pound in a mortar,
and pass through a puree strainer.
Add this to the custard, then add van-
illa, and cream beaten until stiff.
Freeze, using three parts of finely
crushed ice to one part of rock salt,
to insure a smooth, fine-grained cream.

Birthday Cake—One half cupful of
butter, one and one fourth cupfuls of

_brown sugar, -yolks of two eggs, three

fourths of a cupful of milk, two and one
founth cupfuls of flour, three and one
haif teaspoonfuls of baking powder,
one teaspoonful of orange extract, one
teaspoonful ef vanilla, one half cup-

ful of raisins seeded and cut in pieces,
one half cupful of chopped walnut
meats, one third of a cupful of cur-
rants, two tablespoonfuls of candied
orange peel cut fine, whites of two
eggs.

_Cream the butter, and add the sugar
w_ndually, continuing the beating;
then add the yolks of the eggs well
beaten. ' Mix and sift the flour and
baking ' powder, and add alternately
with the miik to the first mixture.

And yet, as Edgar Poe once wrote,
one might almost trace one’s way to
these sunken hoards by “the trail of
Lones of those who have falled to find
them.” Five expeditions have failed
to run the so-called !‘Kruger millions”
to their lair on theqTenédos reefs, and
the last of them cost the lives of
twenty gallant men,

One might fill volumes with stories
of these rainbow chasers, many of
them startling and dramatic. No one
has ever found the Ban Pedro, the
five decked Spanish galleon which sank
in the Margarita Channel off the
Central American coast ninety-two
years ago, carrying untold millions in
gcld and jewels to the bottom of the
sea. There were two chests which
held more than £6,000,000 in - doub-
loons; there were gold images and
precious stones almost beyond number,
placed on board for safety, from
Catholic churches; and there were mil-
lions of treasure to pay off the
garrisons' and Spanish warships along
the American coast.

In all, the tregsuves of the San
Pedro were valued at £13,600,000. Syn-

rescue these riches from Davy Jones’
clutch; fortunes were squandered in
the search. Many lives were sacrificed
in the chase, but all. to no purpose.
Davy is still gloating over his doub-
loons and golden images as he gloated
first nearly a century ago., YSHE B A5

Then there is the Huzzar, an Eug-
lish man-of-war, which sailed away, to
the west in 1780, laden with gold to
pay British soldiers and sailors. It
is said the Huzzar had nearly £1,000,-
000 aboard when she ran on a rock
and sank in 70 feet of water, less tha.n‘
100 yards from the shore of the East
river. For more than a hundred years
one attempt after another has been
made to snatch this treasure from the
deep, but so far not even the locker
has been found.

Not many years after the Huzzar
disappeared under the water of an
American river the sloop-of-war De
Braak went to the bottom in a gale
off the Deleware capes, taking with
her a rich spoil of two captured Span-
ish galleons laden with gold and gems
of fabulous value. Governments
and private individuals have vied with
each other for a century in the chase
of these treasures,.- but they still re-
main as seductive and elusive a lure
as when Davy first laid greedy hands
on them.

If any one geeks for fortune nearer
home, it is to be found ot many
miles from the Lizard, in Cornwall,
where they say, a Spanish galleon
with $17,000,000 in her hold lies
“buried under the 'sands and rocks
where the richly freighted vessel was
battered to pieces by the flerce Atlan-
tic waves.” Although many companies
have tried in vain to recover this sub-
marine hoard, there is no doubt of-its
existence, for coins are constantly
being washed up by the tide as tan-
talizing evidence of the richness of the
coffers from which they have drifted.

In a cave in the Auckland Islands
rhay still be recovered all the gold
that the good ship General Grant was |
carrying when she started in 1866 on
her voyage from Melbourne to London
with a passenger list of miners return-
ing with their riches from the Ballaret
diggings. ; .

This is not their avowed
mission., They are sent by a Japan-
ese school to study the ways of the
women of this country, but the chances
are that they will teach the American
girl quite as much as they will learn

njtes about the litile Japanese  woman
is her grace. It is not her size that
ntakes her graceful, but her flexibility.
S1e is as lithe asg she is little, and
though she is exquisitely supple and
even agile, the Japanese woman attri-
butes her grace to several causes, each
of which she considers very important.
The first of these is her custom of
keeping her muscle supple.

‘“If it were not supple,” she as much
as tells, “how could I be graceful?”

‘When the Japanese woman sits down
to rest she sits upon the floor. This
shows the way in which she keeps her
muccles in good working order.

For the average American ‘woman
to it upon the floor is a task. She
cannot get down easily and she can-
not get up quickly. The little Japan-
ese woman, #n the other hand, sits
down upon the floor with all the ease
'in the world and rises just as easily.

If you want to be as graceful as
& Jaranese woman practise sitting up-
on the floor. Bit down slowly and
get up quickly. It is *etter exercise
for the woman who wants to be grace-
ful than practise with the swinging
rings and vaulting. ;

There is a woman’s althletic club
in town where the members practise
sitting upon the floor. For the stout
members of the club this -i8 one of
the most trying.exercises. Yet is is
an exericse that helps to reduce the
weight, besides making one graceful.

The Japanese woman does not think
of resting her hands on the floor as
she seats herself. And as pshe rises
she does so by a rhotion of the mus-
cles of the body. At-the athletic clubs
where this {8 a part of the day’s
work the members are required to sink
and to rise without so much as touch-,
ing the tips of the fingers to the
floor.

The sécond lesson in grace is learn-
ing to bow. You can bend your head
almost to the floor if you ~will, and
after a little practise the process of
doubling up ‘will come naturally to
you.

The Japanese exercises in grace are
three in number. ‘The first is that
of sinking to the floor and rising again.
This is done with the knees, which are
trained to be very strong. The second
motion in grace is a bowing motion.
The third is to stand gracefully.

The Japanese woman, besides being
very graceful, is very smooth of,com-
plexion. This, she will tell you, is due
to her out of door work. She will tell
you that fresh air, exercise, digestion,
complexion and grace all go hand in
hand.

BANGOR, Me., May 18. — Grace
Evelyn Hathorne Darby, the hand-
some young woman whose escape
from Taunton insane asylum May 4th
caused one of the biggest sensations
of the kihd for many- years, has been
a guest of friends in the vicinity of
this city for ten days. She is msafe
and well, happy and cheerful ™ the
hopes that she is about to begin life
anew and earn her own living by the
deft fingers so long in unwilling ser-
vice.

She is with the family of Joseph Page
on Fruit street, in the heart of thg
city, and kindly cared for. While
scores of detectives and others have
been scouring New ‘England for her
she has been in or near Bangor since
the 6th, carefully shielded by her
friends until she and they were fully
assured that she could not be taken
back to the Taunton asylum. Until
today her friends have denied any
knowledge of her whereabouts.

She has had the assurance of no less
an authority than Attorney General
Parker that she is protected by the
law against being taken back to a
Massachusetts asylum.

+ Miss Darby keeps as a profound and
cherished secret the names of those
who aided her in her escape at differ-
ent points. She was supplied with
money enough to get to Bangor, and
since coming here has been Kinflly
cared for.

Her only idea is to work and support
herself: She has already -accepted a
place in a family in the city and will
begin work ‘‘as soon as the excitement
Is over,” she says, adding, “If it
wasn’t for the notoriety I would be at
work now."”

“So I am going to be a servant girl;
domestic, I guess, is the usual name.
I am going to work right near here,
Just as soon as the excitement has
died out. My friend has got me a po-
sition in a nice family,, where they
know who I am and have confidence
in me. I have met the people and I
know I shall like them. I shall try
very much to make them like me, too,
and shall work just as hard as I can.

“I shall not be a guest of my friends
here very long—only until people get
through talking about me and report-
ers stop trying to find me. Then I
shall go to work. I shall prove to
those people in Massachusetts that I
am as compsatent to earn' my own liv-
ing as they are.”

Of her experience 1n the Taunton
asylum, Miss Darby says that she was
kept constantly at work.

In
Fall River and Augusta there was a
wage cut of ten per cent. in 1903, .and
an additional one of 12 1-2 per cent. last
yvear. The French Canadians are
withdrawing from some of these fac-
tories as rapidly as possible, and an
undesirable element from Eutopean
and Asiatic countries are taking their
places.

be able to be rafted down this season.

Advices from Bangor are that the
boom there ig expected to start up at
once. The logs which were frozen in
when the river closed last fall and
were held in the lumber docks and the
coves above them during the winter,
were rafted out and taken to the mills
to which they were consigned. The
season’s rafting will begin on logs
which were left last fall at Nebraska
and Pea Cove booms. There are about
2,000,000 feet of logs in those booms,
and it is expected that they will reach
the Bangor boom this week. There are
enough logs to keep the crew at the
boom at work for a couple of weeks,
and it will not be long after that time
before the advance logs of the drives
are running in. The quotations are:

AERIAL TORPEDO.

New Weapon Rains Shrapnel Over an
Area of 400 to 500 Feet.

NEW YORK, May 19.—Joseph J. Mc-
Intyre, president of the American Pro-
jectile Manufacturing Company, dem-
onstrated today the power and efficien-
cy of a new weapon of his invention,
which,; he declares, may revolutionize
the modern methods of warfare under
cértain condisions.

The new projectile i practically an
aerial torpedo, shaped like and operat-
ed in the manner of a huge rocket. The
shells are fired at any angle or’ trajec-
tory, rapidly sailing a distance of from
1,000 yards to a mile. Immediately on
striking on any object they explode
with terrific force, scattering a hail of
shrapnel steel bullets over an area of
400 or 500 feet in circumference,

Today's trials were made at Belle
Harbor, a barren waste of land and
sand hills at the eastern end af Rack-
away Beach.

It is claimed that the aerial torpedoes

{ can be easily carried about, 50 rockets

being a light load for a pack mule
over rough country, and in case of ac-
cident all possibility of premature ex-
plosion is guarded against.

Mr. MclIntyre also constructs his
deadly weapons so that they will ex-
plode in the air, without impact of any
kind, if it be so desired.

A THRILLING RESCUE.

Sydney Man Saves Another From
Watery Grave in Bras d’0Or Gut.

NORTH BYDNEY, May 20.—~Joseph'
A. Clark, a laborer at the new Camp-
bellton coal mines, bravely rescued a
comrade, James Butler, from drowning
yesterdav.

The latter, however, did not notify
the men till Monday morning. The
manager explains that the word re-
duction is not a proper word to use in
connection with paying the weavers
45 cents for a cut instead of 48 cents.
The cloth which was being woven at
the time of the strike was%a new line,
and he alleges that the sum of 45 cents
a cut is proportionate to the price paid
for other lines, and that the weavers
are making more wages for the coarse
work they speak of than ever before,
that is, within recent years. The rate
would not have been 48 cents a cut if
it had been fine work.

“As for the weavers, they are still
out. All of them went to the office of
the cotton milll yesterday at ten
o'clock to get their fortnight’s pay, as
the regular pay day is Friday (today).
The hands are paid fortnightly on a
Friday. The manager asked them
what they intended to do; that the mill
was there, and the whistle would blow
in the morning and they could all go
back to work. Then men replied that
they would go back, but not for 45
cents a cut. No settlement was effect-
ed.

OFFERED WORK AT ST. JOHN.

“It is said that one of the strikers
wrote to the superintendent of the
cotton mill in St. John, and that today
a létter was received from that super-
intendent that he would give employ-
ment to all the weavers and ring
frame spifnners that would come, and
that if they had no money he would
pay their travelling expenses. The
weavers assert that if this matter is
not settled before Monday the most of
them and of the spinners will accept
this offer and go to St. John. It is a
consummation devoutly to be wished
for that this dispute may be settled
tomorrow. It is hoped that some of
the influential citizens of Windsor will
offer their services to the contending
parties and make an arrangement be-
tween them. This strike is a deplor-
able thing all round, for the employes,
the company, and the town of Wind-
sor.”

George West Jones, president of the
Cornwall and York mills, when asked
by the Sun as to the truth of the above
statement said there was nothing in
it.

John B. Cudlip, manager of the
mills, confirmed the statement of Mr.
Jones and said the report was non-
sense. They were somewhat short-

- handed in the Cornwall mill, but were

discharging and engaging people all
the time. They could not possibly
give employment to the number of
people that were out on strike at the
Windsor mill, and had made no such
agreement as reported in the Chronicle.
The report, he said, was made out of
whole cloth no doubt to suit the pur-
poses of the strikers.
