The first bill, introduced In 1903, provided for a series 
of four L’O-minute cliunges to be made In the spring, to 
lie recompensed by four similar counter cliunges In the 
uut umn of each year. The Select Committee of the ilouse 
of Commons, however, recommended that the time should 
be altered to the extent of one hour only. Instead of 
eighty minutes; and that the complete hour should be ac 
« minted for in one duy. instead of dividing it Into sections. 
Thus, at 2 o'clock on the third Sunday in April, standard 
iltue should advance 60 minutes, and at 2 o’clock on the 
third Sunday In September, Ihe time should be retarded 
t>0 minutes. A Sunday in April would only have 23 hours 
and a Sunday In September would count 25 hours. The 
results of this seemingly simple matter are shown to be 
very far-reaching.

Expenditures on artificial light would be reduced for 
live months of the year, and on this raving alone It has 
been computed that in 25 years, one year's supply of fuel 
would be economized; not only this. but. the lesser 
umount of coal being consumed would mean a purer at­
mosphere. The diminished use of artificial light would 
menu an appreciable benefit to the eyesight. But of 
course, the great desideratum is the extra hour of daylight 
each summer day which can be used for outside recreu 
tton. And this extra hour of daylight in waking hours 
will mean an extra hour of darkness during the time when 
the vast majority of people are sleeping. e

In a review of the booklet from which this summary 
Is taken, the Manitoba Free Press recalls that In Fort 
William. Ont., the principle of the bill has been In opera­
tion lor three years, the time being advanced an hour In 
May and pot back an hour In October. The results have 
proved very satisfying.

Montreal New York, May 9.—The tone of to­
day's market for the greater part of 
the session was more steady and 
strong than at time since last Friday, 
when prices underwent their first re­
versal In some weeks. Dealings were 
again In moderate volume, bin the 
movement was fairly broad, taking in 
a number of the equipment issues us 
well as other semi-active shares. There 
was further buying of American Can, 
the preferred shares risin 
high record at 120. All 
issues were higher, with the usual 
degree of activity in t ailed States 
Steel and Reading. The former rose 
sharply iu the early afternoon, when 
it became known that the United 
States Circuit Court In New Jersey 
had refused to grant an Injunction ask­
ed for by the federal gov 
connection with the inquiry now pro­
ceeding in this cif.y.

In the final hour the entire market 
reversed itself, beginning wltli a fur­
ther decline in Illinois Central, which 
fell to 120% Its lowest price in four 
years. A selling movement then en­
sued which wiped out the greater part 
of the previous rise, and reduced net 
gains to wiser proportions. The 
break in Illinois Central was attribut­
ed to the heavy losses the property is 
Supposed to have IncxMred as a result 
of ity- disastrous floods in the Missis­
sippi Valley.

Reduction of the Bank of England 
discount rate from 3 to 2% per cent, 
was one of the few important develop­
ments of the day. The new rate is 
the lowest in over a year and only 
twice.In the past 13 years has Great 
Britain's finam-ial bulwark deemed it 
wise to post, as low a rate, in May of 
190S and in March of 1905. Crop 
of the day lent confirma'ion t 
recent adverse advices, despatches 
from the northwest stated that the 
cool weather of the week ami general 
rains in North Dakota, and MUine.-ota 
had given a check to seeding. From 
the middle west came additional word 
of more or less discouraging condi­
tions, while the damage caused by 
rains to cotton in some of the south­
ern states was reported to be very

American stocks were strong in Lon­
don. presumably dye to buying for 
New York account.

London's operations here were in­
considerable. with a small balance on 
the buying side. Private cables to 
our bankers indicated that London 
would proceed cautiously iu the con­
duct of its financial affairs as a result 
of the British Premier's speech to the 
home bankers, in which he dwelt on 
the advisability of giving heed to the 
present era of labor unrest and warn­
ed them against their attitude of 
"complacent optimism."

Aside from its reduced discount, the 
Bank of England's weekly statement 
was interesting In showing increase in 
its proportion of reserves to liabilities 
and a moderate gain of bullion. The 
German Bank statement disclosed a 
reduction of over $21 .OuO.uuu iu dis­
counts of $15.000,000 in loans, and a 
nominal Increase of gold
of France reduced its dis......nty b>
$36,000,000 and also slightly strength 
ened its gold holdings

Paris cables reported something of 
a wheat scare, with prices the highest 
on record.

The world wide ease of money at 
the moment seems to have spiead to 
India, the Bank of Bombay following 
the Bank of England in reducing its 
bank rates. No change was reported 
in local money rates, the,supply con­
tinuing abundant with demand com 
paratlvely light. New York banks 
have lost thus far this week sotne- 
thlnk like $6,500.000 which is more 
than double Iasi weeks drain.

The bond market maintained a fair­
ly steady tone today, but a few issues 
tended lower. Total tales, par value, 
amounted to $2,500,000. United States 
government bonds were unchanged on 
call.
