Conflicting Reports Sent
from Theatre of
War

ALLIES INACTIVE

ALL ALONG FRONT

Montenegrins Still Balk-
ed. by Fortifications at
Scutari—Servian Siege
Guns Brought to Assist
in Attack — Greeks at
Janina.

London, Feb. 26—The operations
of the five Armies engaged in the Bal-
kan war have been brought practical-
ly to a standstill by the wintry wemh:
er, which is jed by freq
snow storms and by the deplorable
ctate of the roads. The daily official
despatches, upon which the world is
now compelled to rely on for news of
occurrences in the theatre of war, for
the most part repeat the almost stere-
otyped statement that ‘“nothing of
importance -has occurred.”

A despatch received from Constant-
inople today, however, goes & little
further and states that there has
been skirmishing on the Tchatalja
lines before Constantinople by Tur-
kish volunteers, who it is claimed
have met with some successes. These
must have been of a minor nature as
the Bulgariang earlier in the week
were said to have withdrawn further
to the westward. The roads in that
neighborhood are in such a frightful
condition that the tramsport columns
found it difficuit to keep the troops
at the front supplied with provisions
and ammunition,

The news from the nelghborhood:
of the fortress of Adrianople is of
an even more conflieting nature. The
Bulgarian war department at Sofia
says only desultory fighting hag been
in progress, while a despatch receiv-|
ed from a French correspondent in-
side the city says that since February
3 the Bulgarians have been delivering
desperate but inéffective assaults on
the fortress and bombarding it cruel-
1y and uselessly.

Quebec, Feb, 26—Nearly all the
witnesses exumined at the pilotage
commission today were apprentice pil-
ots. They had put in from three &
five years of their apprenticeship.

Pilot St. Laurent said he was pilot
for the White Star Dominion Line st
season. He drew $1600 wages from the
corporation.

Armies In Winter Quarters.

Even less has occurred in the vicin-
ity of Bulair in the Gallipoli penin-
sula, than at the Tchatalja lines, Here
the Bulgarian and Turkish armies are
entrenched and are awaiting a break in
the weather,

The only heavy fighting, except that
at Adrianople, since the war was re-
sumed, after the fallure of the peace
negotiations, has taken place around
the fortress of Scutarl, where the
Montenegrin army now assisted by
Servian troops, has again falled in
ite task of levelling the fortress. The
Austrian military experts say the
Montenegrin siege guns are placed
too far away to do serious damage to
the Turkish works, and that, King Nic-
holas of Montenegro will not permit
them to be moved forward as he fears
a gortle .by the Turkish garrison
might result disastrously for him and
his guns, ¢

He is now awaiting the arrival of
big Servian selge guns, which have
been shipped there from Saloniki, The
Montenegrins are most anxious to ¢ap-
ture the fortress, as Russia has agreed
to the Austrian demand that it should
be included in the future Albanian
state, With the town once in his pos-
sesgion King Nicholas belleveg that
his brother Slavs would insist on the
retention of the place by Montenegro.

The Gréek army seems to be just
as idle before the Turkish fortress of
Janina, as are the Bulgariang at Bul-
alr.  An occasional report comes
through of a movement by the Turk-
ieh troops in Macedonia, showing that
they are not entirely disposed of,
while the failure of the Greeks to
take the fortress Janina, which is
thelr object, is regdrded as another in-
dication that there is a lot of
left in the Ottomans in that part of
the country vet. ;

Washington, Feb. 26.—Paper mills
in Washington and California have
appealed to the Treasury Department
to rescind its order of some time ago
admitting paper from British Colum-
bia free of duty. This request fol-
lows the Treasury's recent refusal to
abolish the duty on paper from
Quebec, Canada, on the ground that
Quebec had not removed export re-
strictions from wood and woodpulp,
but only from paper.

The Treasury has informed the
western mills that if they prove con-
clusively that British Columbia would
refuse to remove export restrictions

Canada’s E—peditian to
Reaches of Far
North

WILL BE ABSENT
FOR FOUR YEARS

Party Sails from Esqui-
mault in May and Ves-
sel will Return Each
Winter — Will not At-
tempt to Find Pole.

New York, Feb. 26.—Vilhjalmar
Stefansson, discoverer of the Blonde-
Eskimo, made public today his plans
for the four year expedition which h'e
plans to lead to the Arctic next May.
During this time he hopes to wipe off
the map much of the white space indi-
cating the unexplored regions of thd
mr\north.

Stefansson and his companions -=
eight or ten picked men of science—
will sail out of Esquimalt the latter
part of May or in early June, on the
247 ton steam whaler Karluck, bark-
entine rigged and purchased for the
expedition by the Canadian govern-
ment.

The Karluck now lies in San Fran-
cisco harbor; during the next ten days
she will be fitted up as a government
vessel. She will fly the British flag
as the entire cost of the expedition is
to be borne by the Canadian govern-
ment and will carry a crew of four-
teen. i
Spend First Winter in Beaufort Sea.

weather and the winds from
the east, they expect in September to
reach land somewhere in the Beaufort
Sea, now unexplored. There they will
establish a base, sending the vessel
back and remaining during the winter.

But, if the western winds prevail
and the Beaufort Sea is filled with ice
the expedition will probably land at
Herschel Island, remain there a week
to establish a primary base, return to
Prince Patrick Land and either there
or at Herschel Island spend the win-
ter. In the spring they will go north.
They will return to civilization in Sep-
tember, 1916.

Dr, R. M, Anderson, who was with
Stefansson on his last trip will be
second in command, the others have
not been selected as yet.

Will Have Powerful Wireless.

A powerful wireless apparatus de-
signed to carry messages 1,000 miles
will keep the explorers in: daily touch
with the world. This apparatus will

.be erected at Herschel Island or the

unnamed land where tlrey will estab-
lish their base on the shores of ‘the
Beaufort Sea. .

For food the explorers will have
pemmican and malted milk while
sledging over the ice; while they are
on land their own rifies must keep the
larder filled. Caribou, seal, ptarmigan,
muskoxen, foxes and other polar ani-
mals will provide food.

Not Searching for Pole,

A million square miles of snow and
ice north of the North American con-
tinent and Siberia will be explored so
far as possible. The party is not
searching for the pole; if they found
it it will be by accident, Mr. Stefansson
said. What they want to do is to open
the locked land and seas of the north.
They do not contemplate going with
the ice drift as Rouald Amundsen
plans to do with the Fram; but they
will send the Karluck back each au-
tumn to Esquimault and bave her re-
tyrn to the base each spring.

Stefansson will visit the blond Es-
kimos again and’ bring them back to
America in moving pictures. To bring
them back in the flesh, he says, would
be murder; théy could not survive the
“germs of civilization,” while in the
neighborhood of itheir stamping
ground, he expects to explore the in-
terfor of Victoria Land and there ex-
pects (o define the extent of what he
belioves to be the largest and one of
the richest copper countries under the
sun.

Mr. Borden Writes.

In connection with his other work,
the explorer expects to chart a net
work of magnetic gtations over Vic-
toria Land. This will be done for the
Carnegie Institute, Washington. To

SUDDEN DENTH

Andrew McKinnon Found Dead
in Summerside Hotel—Foul
Play Suspected but Jury

Charlottetown, P. E. I, Feb. 26—
Andrew McKinnon, a carpenter, aged
67, unmarried, a boarder at the Hotel|
Homestead in Summerside, was found |
dead in his room there early this|
morning. He was in his night clothes
lying on the floor face downward A
wound on the face aroused rumors of
foul play.

A number of men were in the hotel
all night drinking and carousing. At
2.30 they heard a fall upstairs and on
going to McKinnon’s room found him
dead. A post mortem revealed a dis-
eased heart and a pneumonic con-
dition of the lungs. The wound was
found to be an old one partially heal-|
ed. The inguest was concluded to-|
night the jury finding death due tof
heart fallure and acute lobal pneu-|
monia. They called the attention of
the authorities to the state of affairs
at the hotel where liquor was served
out to a girl of fifteen.

McKinnon was a respectable man
not connected with the carousing,
which was to celebrate the release of
the hotel proprietor from jail after
serving a sentence for a breach of the |
Prohibition Act. McKinnon had re-|
tired at nine o’clock last night.

At Leighon-Sea, in Es-
sex, & mob broke up a suffragetto
saudwich board parade today, injur
ing two women., At Walsal, in the
County of Stafford, a mob wrecked
the woman's social and political union
Lshop, whieh is-devoted to the sale of
suffragette literature.

At a suffragette meeting at South-
ampton, Miss Kenny and other mili-
tant speakers were howled down. At
Nottingham today suffragettes drop-
ped into many pillar boxes, tubes con-
taining phosphorus which burst iuto
flames and destroyed considerable
mail. A meeting of the suffragettes
at Worthington was also howled
own, Mrs. Israel Zangwill, wife of
the author, and “general” and Mrs
Flora Drummond were unable to get
a hearing, despite the appeal of the
mayor of the town to the audience to
be “sportsmen and Englishmen.”

THE HUMAN PROCESSION

New British Ambassador to United
States 54 Today—Is the “Baby” of
Diplomatic Corps.

Although he will celebrate his fif-
ty-fourth birthday today, S Cecil
Arthur Spring-Rice, the new Britis!
Ambassador to Washington, is an in
fant among diplomats, being the
voungest of Great Britain's corps tc
hold ambassadorial grade. Sir Ceci
will need al] c¢f his acknowledged abil
ity to “fill the shoes” of the Right
Hon, James Bryce, who has been re
lieved of the Washington post to be
come a member of the Permanent
Court of Arbitration at The Hague.
Mr, Bryce will not go to the Dutch
capital until next August, when Sir
Edward Pry, president of the British
delegation, will retire.
Sir Cecil was born Feb, 27, 1859, and
was educated at Eton and Oxford. He
entered the service of his country as
a clerk in the War Office, and later
in the Foreign Office. He was next em-
ployed as assistant private sécretary
of Earl Granville, and In a similar
capacity by the Earl of Rosebery. As
secretary at Brussels, Washington,
Tokio, Berlin and Constantinople, he
had a wide and varied training for
his dirlomatic career, and he hagk
many friends in the TUnited States
capital to which he will now return as
ambassador.
He was charge d'affaires at Tehe-
ran, Persia, in 1900, British Commis-
sioner of public debt at Cairo a year
later, and First Secretary of Embassy
at St, Petersburg from 1903 to 1905.
Then for two years he was British
Minister to Persla, and fn 1508 went
to Stockholm as British Minister to
Sweden,
As a linguist Sir Cecil will have few
equals at Washington, as he speaks
nearly all of the European languages,
is thoroughiy conversant with the
Persian tongue, and has a speaking
:}(«luainlnnce with Japanese and Arab-
ic.
Sir Cecil married nine years ago,
Florence, daughter of thé Rt. Hon.
Frank Lascelles, then British Ambas-
cador to Germany,
The first visit to Washington of the
new Ambassador wag as Secretary of
Embassy during the regime of Lord
Pauncefote, who represented Great
Britain in the formulation of the now
famous Hay-Pauncefote Treaty. Sir
Cecil’s official residence in Washing-
ton is a plain, almost ugly structure,
and not very well suited to the social
affairs which are no small part of the
dutieg of a diplomat in the capital of
Yankeedom, although the edifice is the
largest of its kind in Washington,

COUNTY TURNS DOWN -
ALL OPTION SEEKERS

Ceuncil had Offers Yesterday
for Options at $150,000
and $152.500, but will open
Field to All Comers.

The county couneillors declded
yesterday to sell the Municipal Home
by tender. After two long sesslons
in secret the counecillors decided not
to grant either of the applications
for an option on the property. The
Eastern Trust Company wanted gn
option to purchase for $150,000, and
Cyrus Inches wanted an option to
purchase for $162,600. It was said
that neither of the option seekers
informed the councillors what they
wanted the property for.

A committee consisting of Council-
lors Agar, Schofield, Bryant, Dean,
Black and Shillington were appoint-
ed to look into the matter of secur-
ing a site for a new municipal home.
Several possible sites are men loned.
Some of the councillors favor the
erection of a new building on the
grounds now ‘occupled by the Tsola-
tion Hospital; -others think the
county should purchase the old Bap-
tist seminary at St. Martins, and
convert it into-asmunicipal home, as
it is in a fine location with plenty
of land suitable for farming. This
building was recently purchased by
St. John mep, with the idea of open-|
ing a summer hotel at St. Martins.
