“Further Information received regarding Monday’s battle shows 
that the fighting was of an exceptionally fierce nature. Seven German 
divisions were engaged on thle front from Crolelllee to Oavrelle. Sev­
eral peinte of tactical Importance changed hands more than once, but 
eventually all these remained In our possession, except for a few build­
ings north of Foeux.

“Not only were frequent hostile counter-attacks shattered by our 
massed artillery fire, but those of the enemy who eucoeeded In pene­
trating our barrages were out down by our rifle or machine gun fire.

“One British corps took prisoners from no lees then four German 
divisions. Our troops advanced along the whole front.

British Advance.
“Today there has again been consid- 

able fighting, though somewhat less 
fierce in nature, at. several points on 
the battlefield. Between the Sensee 
river and Monchy-Le-Preux our pro­
gress has Been continued and our 
line has been advanced to within a 
few hundred yards of Fontaelpe Les- 
Crolsilles and Cherisy.

“During the afternoon, in the neigh­
borhood of Oavrelle, a hostile counter­
attack by strong forces was broken j 
up by our artillery, and driven back in 
disorder under our fire.

"More than 2,000 prisoners have 
passed through our collecting sta­
tions since Monday morning, and 
there are others yet to ctxme."

A Huns Lose Heavily.

With the British Armies la France, 
via London, April 24.—The intensely 
bitter ground fighting of the past two 
days has been reflected In the air, and 
the British royal flying corps yester­
day established a new record by bring­
ing down forty German machines. 
Fifteen of these were actually seen to 
crash, while twenty-five pollapsed or 
ell In spinning nose dives, complete­
ly out of control.

Taking our total revenue at $232,-

them either to the Government or to 
private shipbuilding companies. This 
work le in charge of inspector P. A. 
Donahue who is co-operating with the 
Municipal Employment Bureau and 
the State employment offices.

The great difficulty will be not to 
obtain materials or yards, although 
every shipyard is working at top cap­
acity. but to get the highly trained 
men necessary tor the actual work of.
ship-construction. At many points 
near the city where smaller craft are 
being built, the yards could soon be 
got ready for the 3,000-ton cargo ves­
sels which the Government purposes 
to build. Thus, it was learned that lu 
one yard at City Island, live 110-toot 
submarine-chasers are now under con­
struction, and tliat the yard could pro­
bably be equipped in a short time for 
the construction of larger craft.

Enrolling Men Rapidly
The Department of 1-abor is enroll­

ing ships’ carpenters here as rapidly 
as they can be found, and similar 
measures are being taken throughout 
the United States, especially along the 
Atlantic Coast.

John Rice, secretary and treasurer 
of the District Council of the United 
Brotherhood trf Carpenters and Joiners 
with which the ships’ carpenters are 
affiliated, said that he estimated the 
skilled shipwrights available near 
New York at about 4.000.

"The drawing capacity of our mem­
bership among the house carpenters is 
between 40,000 and 50,000." said Mr.

Hon. Arthur J. Balfour. Minister of 
Foreign Affairs in the British Cabinet, 
is to head a mission to this country 
within the next two weeks lends ad-- 
ditkmal interest to certain statements 
made by Mr. Balfour concerning the 
meaning to Great Britaiu and America 
of the German phrase, "the freedom 
of the seas.” They are contained in a 
chapter written by him. and included 
in the symposium of official Allied 
opinions, which has been published by 
Doubleday Page ft Co., under the title 
"The War of Democracy."

Mr. Balfour’s contention is that, the 
kind of "freedom of the seas" desired 
by Germany Is not freedom so much 
as it is a restriction of Anglo-Saxon 
naval power, for the reason that it 
over-matches German power. In the 
light of current events, it Is somewhat 
amusing to find him writing many 
months ago of the joint Interests of the 
United States and his own country, 
remarking that. “I am well aware that 
in even hinting at the possibility of 
cooperation between these two coun­
tries. I am treading on delicate 
ground."

"The phrase ‘freedom of the seas" is 
naturally attractive to British and Am­
erican ears." says Mr. iBalfour. "for 
the extension of freedom into all de­
partments of lofe and over the whole 
world has been one of the chief as­
pirations of the English-speaking peo­
ple, and efforts toward that end have 
formed no small part of their contri­
bution to civilization. But freedom’ is 
a word of many meanings, and wo 
shall do well to consider In what 
meaning the Germans use it when they 
ask for It. not (it may be safely said) 
because they love freedom, but be 
cause they hate Britain.

What Maritime Freedom Means
"About the ‘freedom of the seas." In 

one sense, we are all agreed. England 
and Holland fought for ft In times 
gone by. To their success, the United 
States may be said to awe its very 
existence.

“For if. three hundred years ago. 
the maritime claims of Spain and 
Portugal hod been admitted, whatever 
eJse North America might have been. 
It would not have been English-speak­
ing. It neither would have etqployed 
tlie language nor obeyed the laws, nor 
enjoyed the institutions which, in the 
last analysis, are of British origin.

“But the ‘freedom of the seas* desir­
ed by the modem German is a very 
different thing from the freedom for 
which our forefathers fought in days 
of old. Haw, indeed, can it be other­
wise: The most simple-minded1 must 
feel suspicious when they find that 
these missionaries of maritime free­
dom are the very same persons who 
preach and who, practice upon the 
land tiie extremest doctrines of mili­
tary absolutism.

“Could anybody suggest after our ex­
perience in this war, after reading Ger­
man histories and German theories of 
politics, that Germany would be pre­
vented from taking such a step as bo 
cast to the winds ’the freedom of the 
seas" by the mere fact that it was 
a breach of international treaties to 
which she. was a party1—she would nev­

The foregoing extract taken almost 

at random from the teaching of Ger­
many’s greatest strategist affords a 
fairly accurate idea of the point of 
view of the present day military 
schoolmen of Prussia. Similar teach­
ing permeates the writings of Trelt- 
echke, the most noted historian the 
Prussian school of thinkers has pro­
duced. It is apparent that to all of 
these thinkers it has appeared per­
fectly plain and incontrovertible that, 
of all the nations upon the face of the 
earth, none other has progressed so 
far in material, moral and spiritual de­
velopment as the people of Germany, 
end hence it has become their supreme 
duty to impose, by all means, their 
type of civilization Upon the whole

Such was their teaching that was 
promulgated before the war deluged 
Europe in blood and which, be it said, 
was far too little appreciated by the 
vast majority of the people of all the 
other nations. The successive months 
of the war have revealed how diligent­
ly the Germans had planned and plot­
ted in every part of the world to make 
effective this intended world conquest 
by their arms when the day to strike 
eliould have at length arrived.

Every government on the face of 
the earth has witnessed the under­

The world is growing very tired of 
despots. The more powerful they have 
become the greater aversion by which 
they are regarded. Such a war as the 
present would never have drenched 
the world in blood had the people of 
Germany not been deceived by their 
rulers. An illuminating article appear 
ed recently in the Outlook. New York, 
dealing with the Two Germanys. in 
which the writer, 'Paul W. Brown, 
suys: "During the eighteenth ,century, 
in France and in the English colonies, 
the mind of mankind began fiercely to 
question the right of kings to oppress 
peoples. This was no mere intelleo 
tual movement; in fact, men do not 
think unless they have to, but burden­
ed men and wronged men seeking lib­
erty and freedom naturally look every­
where for help. Among other possible 
sources they turn to theories of gov­
ernment and of popular right.”

Hence the French Revolution, with 
the severe but effective medicine in­
vented by Dr. Guillotin, and applied to 
the despots of that day by the aroused 
people of France, 
spread over Germany at that time this 
war would never have occurred, for 
the conditions that have brought it 
about would not have existed. The 
power of government would not have 
been within the iron grasp of an ir­

Washington, April 24—Lleut.-Gen- 
eral Bridges, a member of the British 
commission, declared here today In 
a talk with newspaper correspond­
ents, that the British democracy had 
become almost fanatical over uni­
versal military service.

The pürposo and disposition of the 
Kaiser to impose German uniformity 
upon t^ie whole world must be abso­
lutely ^checked and defeated. Writing 
of this matter In the London Daily 
Chronicle, Lord Bryce declared that 
“The world is already too uniform, and 
went on to affirm that although the 
great states are stronger and more 
populous their peoples are not neces­
sarily more gifted and the extinction 
of minor languages and types would 
be a misfortune for the world’s future 
development"

The world advances not as the Bern 
hardi school would have us believe, 
by fighting, but by thinking, and in 
this realm at least the smaller states 
have time and again proved themselves 
to be not a whit inferior to those that 
were numerically greater.

Aqua Vitæ.
WHISKY—the liquor distilled from 

grain and malt, probably originated among 
the Celtic inhabitants of Scotland, as the 
name is from the Celtic, meaning "Water of 
Life." It was first known as AQUA VITAE 
and used only as a medicine; it was first 
used as a drink in Scotland in the XVII. 
Century.

Shipping Illustrated: The designs 
for the wooden ships will, it is said, 
present a radical departure in con­
struction. The new designs have been 
drawn by adapting the principles ot 
steel construction to wooden vessels.

Dover, England, April 24—The bod­
ies of fifty victims of Friday’s naval 
battle, which resulted from the Ger­
man destroyer raid on Dover—twenty- 
eight German and twenty-two ft-ittsh 

burled here today with full 
honor*. All Dover turned out to wit- 

the ceremonies, which began in 
the Market Place. Ttie coffins were 
placed on gun carriages, those of the 
Germans being draped with fhe Ger­
man flag.

The German coffins bore floral 
wreaths, from the vice-admiral at 
Dover Inscribed: "To a brave and gal 
lant enemy."

Eight of the interned followed their 
dead comrades to the cemetery. While 
the ceremony was In progress four 
airplanes circled overhead.

Commissioner Fisher presented a 
plan of a comfort station prepared by

He claimed that the chief of the fire 
department had not issued this order, 
although he understood that since it 
had been issued the chief endorsed it.

Commissioner McLellan thought 
the safety commissioner had as good 
an idea as any person as to the re­
quirements of the fire department and 
if the commissioner of public works 
was as familiar as hei should be with 
the city charter he wpuld know that 
the commissioner was supreme in the 
department at all times, and explain­
ed that one of the reasons for the 
order issued was the fact that last 
summer It had not been possible to 
get men from the public works depart­
ment to help on the carte. He would 
be willing to consider allowing the 
use of the fire department horses pro­
vided the public works department 
would undertake to provide men for 
the carts, to assist the driver, and 
would remove the dirt from the North 
and South Market streets. No action 
was taken by the council and the 
heads of the two departments Involved 
will try to come to some mutual agree­
ment In the matter.
