Have Agreed on Scheme of Doc­

trine.
Principal Patrick then proceeded to re­

view the work that had been done by the 
sub-committee of the joint committee as 
regards the scheme of doctrine, scheme of 
policy and scheme for the education of the 
ministry. These have already been made 
public in connection with the report of 
the proceedings of the third conference of 
the joint committee held in Toronto last 
December. In connection with the scheme 
of doctrine, which was embraced in the 
nineteen articles, Principal Patrick re­
marked that if any body had predicted 
five years ago that the churches could 
agree upon a common scheme of doctrine 
it would be regarded as utopian and yet 
they had evolved a scheme which in 
the nineteen articles embraced the great 
verities as understood in the three 
churches.

As regards the scheme of policy, Prin­
cipal Patrick said that there were many 
details still to be considered. One of the 
greatest weaknesses of the Presbyterian 
church was the absence of an executive 
and that point had still to come up, as 
well as a number of minor questions, but 
the broad features had been decided upon. 
The scheme in its broad lines, provided 
that in the case of evangelical congrega­
tions all their franchises and local usages 
should be maintained, their local usages 
would be in as full effect in the united 
church as in their own church. The Pres­
bytery practically remained unchanged ex­
cept that the function of ordination had 
been transferred from it to the higher 
court.

As regards the general assembly it was 
unchanged except that it would meet ev^ry 
year and that it was proposed to relieve 
the moderator from other duties and to 
clothe him with executive power.
No Time Limit to Pastorate.

There had been a cordial recognition in 
the other churches of a pastorate without 
a time limit and of the principle that no 
minister should ever be without a congre­
gation and no congregation ever be with­
out a minister. Wherever no change was 
sought, no change would take place.

As far as the scheme for the education 
of the ministry was concerned they were 
sending it down to the synods of the col­
leges and the church at large for sugges­
tions.

Principal Patrick explained that it w^s 
the desire to have as many suggestions as 
possible in time to- be considered by the 
joint committee at its next meeting in 
which would be held in September

Principal Patrick then moved for the 
adoption of the report.

Rev. John MacKay, of Montreal, moved 
in amendment that suggestions should be 
asked for from the church on the whole 
question and the desirability of union in 
principle.
Principal Gordon.

Principal Gordon of Queen’s seconded 
the resolution in a speech which was fre­
quently interrupted by loud applause. At 
the outset he referred to the differences 
of opinion that existed as to the inter­
pretation of the Lord’s words regarding the 
unity of the church. Principal Gordon ex­
pressed his strong conviction that there 
was a duty resting upon them all as mem­
bers of Christ’s Church, a duty to seek 
after union with all other members 
far as it were possible to attain it.

In conclusion he said that an oppor­
tunity was offered to the churches in Can­
ada that had not been offered since the 
formation, and with the opportunity 
came the call to use it. Could it be pos­
sible that Canada would have the glory 
before any other portion of the empire

Toronto June 10—Alexander Warden,

His father, he said, never made 
an investment on behalf of Knox Col­
lege without consulting the chairman of 
the board, Lieut.-Governor Clark, and a 
memo had been left showing that Clark 
had been consulted regarding investments 
in Dominion Coal oil which a loss was 
suffered. “The purchase of that stock,” 
said Mr. Warden, “was not illegal. Un­
der its old charter, there was unlimited 
power of investment on behalf of Knox 
and my father was given a free hand and 
used his judgment. If he erred the re­
sponsibility is oil the board of trustees 
who put power into his hands. The loss 
credited against my father includes a de­
ficit of between $30,000 and $40,000 which 
lie took over with the treasurership of 
the church. But even if his loss were 
as big as reported, and my father were 
to blame, for the whole amount; which 
he is not, what would even that lose be 
compared with the sums 
ability made for the church.”

THE DYNAMITERS
Reports concerning the wholesale killing 

of trout in lakes and streams in several 
counties, St. John included, have been fre­
quent of late, and some of the more cir­
cumstantial etoriee will be the subject of 
careful investigation within the next few 
days. The Telegraph has been informed 
on several occaeicyis recently that trout 
secured in this manner have been bought 
from the criminals for a few cents a 
pound and sold in this city and other 
centres as if they had been taken by 
legitimate methods. It goes without say­
ing that few miscreants would make this 

of dynamite if they did not know 
where to find a market for the slaughtered 
fish. Investigation may show, in fact, that 
dealèrs who profess ignorance as to the 
means employed to provide trout for the 
market are really encouraging a practice 
which will be resented by the general pub­
lic, and which sportsmen will take pains 
to stop even if it necessitates some ex­
penditure of time and money.

The Fredericton men who are taking 
steps to organize an association for the 
protection of fish and game in New Bruns­
wick have opened up this matter not a 
day too soon. Such an organization, as 
soon as it is in working order, could do 
nothing which would so quickly prove its 
usefulness as to look into the use of dyna­
mite and its connection with the appear­
ance of suspiciously large “catches” of 
trout sold for a song to men who know 
where and "when they are to be had.

Prof. Gumming next delivered an ad­
dress on the steps to be taken to combat 
the moth. He mentioned that the bounty - 
of three cents a nest which* was offered 
by the prbvince at the beginning of May 
had resulted in about 1,000 nésts having 
been destroyed. An, interesting feature 
was shown in the fact that hundreds of 
nests were collected by school children^ 
one girl alone having 169 to her credit.

At this meeting, Mr. McIntosh added, al 
committee was formed to draw up a reso­
lution to bring the urgency of the mat tec 
to the notice of the provincial govern­
ment.

Higher Interest Rate Tempted 
Treasurer.

Principal McLaren told the assembly 
that in order to obtain a higher rate of 
interest on the college funds the late 
treasurer had made investments in other 
than the trust fund securities sanctioned 
by valid authority.

The auditors report shows to what ex­
tent the liking for industrial enterprises 
entered into the late treasurer’s invest­
ments on behalf of the college.

It was evident that the whole affair 
was very painful to Rev. Principal Mc­
Laren,- to whom the assembly showed re­
spectful consideration in their obvious de­
ference to his views that the late treas­
urer had been actuated by honest mo­
tives.

Sir Thomas Taylor, of Hamilton, in ex­
pressing his regret at the looses which 
the college had sustained, fcoincided with 
the principal’s opinion of the late treas­
urer’s intentions. Sir Thomas further 
stated that all investments not within the 
line would be disposed of by the college, 
and the proceeds placed in authorized se­
curities.

The report of the board of manage­
ment of the Presbyterian College, Hali­
fax, was read by Rev. Dr. McMillan, who 
referred to the loss which had been sus­
tained by the college in the resignation 
of Principal Falconer, to whose catholicity 
of spirit tribute was paid.

Principal Falconer, who has been ap­
pointed principal of Toronto university, 
is succeeded by Dr. Magill, while his pro­
fessional chair falls to his brother, Rev. 
J. W. Falconer. Principal Magill, who

Quebec, June 7—Not since the memory 
able visit here of the Prince and Princess 
of Wales several years ago has the his­
toric city of Quebec witnessed such an ela*, 
borate and auspicious celebration as that, 
which marked the arrival on Canadian; 
soil of lire Imperial Highness Prince Fash-» 
imi, heir to the throne of Japan.

A drizzling rain and a cold east win»* 
somewhat marred and interfered with tlia 
beauty of the exterior display but despite 
these disadvantages the distinguished 
visitor was tendered a reception so impos* 
ing and enthusiastic that the memory will 
undoubtedly brighten his journey through 
Canada and cling to him long after he ha* 
returned to the island empire of the east.

It was exactly noon when he stepped 
from the steamer on the King's wharf* 
and the sight which met liis gaze was on* 
of unusual splendor. The Empress of Ire* 
land arrived in port early in the morning 
but it was about 11 o’clock" before his ex­
cellency the governor-general and Lady; 
Grey were taken from the vessel and con­
ducted to the King’s wharf. As the gov­
ernor-general descended tha gangway the 
assembled militia presented arms 
royal salute welcomed him back to ^ 
ada.
