that our Commoners were coerced to this
course, aud that it offered the only means
of warding off the greater danger. Never-

OUR BOSTON LETTER.

Anniversary Week—A Female Philan-
thropist—Swindling Superseded —A
Bind in the Hand of Democracy—
Valient Valmaseda--Black Friday
and the Drama.

_ Boston, May 27th.

The present week is, by time-honored
custom, devoted to anniversaries of various
benevolent, religious, and political asso
ciations. There is an influx of country
delegates, women of stern, Hominy-like
character, and men of all deictiptiom,
with ideas as diverse and sometimes as
quaint as their garb. One feature is com-
mon to all—a ‘deep sincerity and earnest
devotion to theircherished views. Another
outward and visible sign of the delegate is
an umbrella. . 1t is the oriflamme of the
vanguard of progress. It is a sign of
worldly wisdom, too. For it always rains
on anniversary week. Be the clerk of the
weather never so unwilling ; let the pro-
phetic signal service bureau be as Cassan-
dra-like as it may, the wise Bostonian goes
around with his trasty ambrella, when the
carpet bag of‘the delegate is seen in the
street. Whether the pluvial plague is the
cause or effect of the anniversary meeting,-
scionce fails to determine. The fact re
mains ‘that they are co existent. and the
moral to be dedughl is that white hats are
unseasonable at present.

THE WOMAN QUESTION,

by which is meant that of female suffrage,
is to be agitated this week also. [t is a
turiouns feature of discussions on this ques
tion, that woman’s abstract right to the
ballgt is less often considered - than the
record of strong-minded women in the past
aud present. The argumentum ad hominem,
—perhaps I should say ad feminam,—is
eloquently brought for¥ard, for and against
the measure. Joan of Are, until demol-
ished by iconoclastic antiquariauns, was a
favorite model with the supporters of
woman’s right to be manly. So was Poca
hontas, but as ruthless historians have
shown her virtues to. have been rather of an
athletic, not to say circus like nature, her
disgasted admirers have abandoned her.

bring in a return equal te the average of

 other conductors, he is dismissed. Should
tie e honest, the other conductors and
drivers league against him, to diminish his
receipts, by modes of obstruction and an-
noyance well understood, and in conse-
quence he is driven to becoming a rogue
and sharing with his fellows. This is
¢ knocking down.”” The obstruction to

honesty most favored by his persecutors,
consists in blocking his way with other
cars, which secure all passengers, leaving
him to return a small amount of fares and
be suspected of the.very dishonesty he has
sought toavoid.

Toremedy these evils, the Metropolitan Co.
have put on their line & new style of car
with but one entrance, in the rear, where
the conductor has a seat behind a desk to
receive fares. The money is deposited in a
small box with glass sides to show that the
amount is correct. Each passenger deposits
his fare himself, the conductor making
change if necessary from a sum given him
atstarting. This expedient is calculated
to suppress dishonesty, and as it is said
that the salary of the conductor has been
raised to a decent figure, it is probable that
the terptations, as well as the means of
theft,have been removed. But the conduc-
tors don’t like the innovation, there is no
field for enterprise left to them,. and they
talk of resigning. .

Abandoning the errors of Republicanism

LIFE IN CHINA.

A Cruise through Shangha: with a
Barrel Organ and a Monkey —Music
hath Charms for the Celestials—Eu=
ropeans in the Black Hole--A French
Priest to the Rescue ! ;

(BY A RESIDENT OF ST. JOHN )

Sunrise next morning found us on our
way rejoicing in the delicious c)olness
peculiar to that part of the day in those
latitudes, and passing, as we went, a prison
where the culprits of the night were er-
rayed under a shed fdcing the road, each
one of them with his hands tied behind
bim and his pigtail tied so tightly to a
beam overhead as to keep the unhappy
victim coutinually on tiptoes, & mode of
detention simple and ingenious, bat scarcely
humane. We strack a course as straight as
we could manage for the nearest City gate,
and reached it about 11 4. m. Here there
was a little mystification with the soldier
guards, who evidently surmised that our
barrel organ was something contraband,
and was bent on confiscating it. As nci
ther of us knew a word of the language,
there was nothing for it but practically to
test the truth of the adage, ** Music hath
charms, &ec.,”’” so at it we weat.

THE EFFECT

Indian Hostilities Threatened.

There are now collected at a point lying
sonthwest of Fort Perthold, a distance of
about 120 miles,about 2000 hostile Indians,
composed chiefly of members of Una papas,
Minneconjons, Ogallalas, Sansarcs, Brules,
Blackfeet and Catheads, who have declar-
ed their intention to oppose the progress of
work on the Northern Pacific Railroad this
summer. They have torn up the stakes
planted by the surveying party which
marked the route of the road in the Powder
River country. The above-mentioned tribes
' ave been engaged in war during the past
winter, with the Crows and Nez Perces, in
which the former lost a large number of
horses. This has rendered them desperate
and they have expressed the determination
to.obtain horses to replace those lost, and
to this end. from about the 1st of May
small parties bave been detached from the
main body to endeavyr to capture horses
and other property from Forts Buford,
Stevenson, Rice, and Totten, and from the
sutlers and others in the neighborhood of
Apple Oreek. When the railroad company
shall have pushed their work to the west
side of the Missouri, these Indians contem-
plate the concentration of forces for a
general hostile movement against the com-
panies. All are well armed and equipped.

In the Commons, after recess, details of
the Pacific Railwty scheme were discussed
in Committee to a late hour. !

Efforts are being made to agree upon &
resolution which will be substituted for
Chauvean’s amendment, It expresses the
regret of the House that the Act recently
passed by the New Brunswick Legislature
is unsatistactory to a portion of the people
of that Province,and hopes that at the next
meeting of the Local Legislature it may be
80 modified as to remove all just canses of
complaint. This motion will receive the
almost undivided® support of the Nova
Scotia members. Tilley, Tupper, Howe,
and Hon. Wm, MeDougall will also vote
for it. Intense excitement prevails on this
su;)ject, and the Government fears the re-
sult.

1o the House of Commons in answer to
Costigan, Howe said the Government would
take steps to secure to the white settlers
on the Tobique Indian Lands in Victoria,
good titles to the lands occapied by them.

Debate on Costigan’s motion relating o
the New Branswick School Law aod amend ;
ments thereto was resamed.

Smith pointed out the vital import» - ce of
this question to the Maritime Provivce .
He said if Constitution were to he changea
to meet the political necessities of the hour
the weaker Provinces would have no seca-
rity, and would loose all confidence in the
Constitution. He argued that the New
Brunswick School Act was constitutional,
and therefore should not be interfered with
by the Dominion Government. and cited
the report of the Minister of Justice on the
Act in support of that view. There was
great alarm in New Brunswick, and if
Chauvean’s amendment passed it would
lcad to disastrous results. If Quebec set
this example of changing the Constitution
it might in future be used against her ire
terests. The House might express regret
at the pussage of the New Brunswick
School Act and hope that it would be mo-
dified, but he appealed to Ontaric and Que=
bec not to force the proposed change on
New Brunswick. It would restrain the
Local Legislatare from ever resorting to
direct taxatien for School purposes.

Colby considered New Brunswick School
Act constitutional and pointed out the
dangerous ¢ourse of ri 8 rting to vote powergd
He also opposed appeal to Imperial Parlie-
ment as it would be an unwise precedent.
He had faith that the N. B. Legislature
would do justice to Catholics and he gave
notice that if Chauveau’s amendment was
voted, down he would move ‘ That the
House} regrets that School Act recently
passed in N. B . is unsatisfactory to & por-
tion of the inhabitants of that Province and
hopes it may be so modified during next
Session of Legislature as to remove any just
ground of discontent that now exists.”” He
would be appalled if either the original
motion or Chauvean’s amendment would
pass, as it might drive Loyal Provinces into
rebellion.

Costigan asked if Chauveau’s amend.
ment met the approbation of Government,
Gnd if thai_v should sapport it as he had un-

erstood it was their intentian to do.

Sir John said on bebalf of the
