claas of cars for tha land transporta.
tion of cattle. 'Wo see that the. last
Harper's Weekly, eontains an illustra-
tion and description of an improved
cattle car, which appears Lo be a great
improvement over ihe common car.
It was on exhibition at the Unien
Stock Yards r few days ago, where it
attracted the attention of a large num-
ber of cattle-dealers and railroad men.
It-is the size ef an ordinary car, but
is so arranged that each animal has &
stall to itself. The space is so econo-
mized that the car aceommodates
twonty head of cattle, or four more
than an ordinary car. By a mechani-
cal contrivance, which is operated
from the end of the car, the cattle can
be fed and watered in their stalls all
at the same time, and as often as is
necessary, the feed being stored in
the top of the car.

A load'of cattle was brougbt to New
York from Cincinnati in this ear
without being let eut once, and on ar-
riving there showed a loss in weight of
only two and three:quarteys per gent.
With ordinary cars the cattle have to
be unloaded and fed three timeson the
trip from Cideinnati, and generally

show a loss of from eight to twelvo
per cent., besides being bruised and

otherwise injured by being huddled
together. The use of a car like the
one described, it is said by stock-deal-
ers, would improve the quality of the
meat, and be a saving to dealers and
railroad companies, besides serving

The cultivation of small fruils has
increased largely within a few years
and no well  ordered garden is now
without' them. Every farmer with
a little pains, can supply his family
with delicious fruits in their season,
and aside from the enjoyment they
ive, they are venductive to  health.
he acid contained in all the oultivat-
ed small fraits, is that which the sys-
tem eraves and needs X) aid digestion
and keep the stomach in a healthy
condition Nearly all professional
men who have their gardens, have
portions devoted to the culture of the
strawberry, raspberry and b'ackberry,
and ‘the same is true of mechanics
while the number of farmers who give
attention to these so-called minor
matters is comparatively few.

Land in good eondition for corn
will produde goed berries and a fourth
of an acre will laid out and cultivated
will produce a generous supply of
each of the fruits above named.
Weeds should be exterminated before
the plants are set out. The land
should be ocultivated several times
during the spring, and theroughly
pulverized. After the ground is once
prepared and the plants set out, for a
topgrmiljguu wellcomposted manure
in which weod ashes are & Iiberal con-
stituent. In planting, the rows
should be sufficient far apart to permit
the cultivator to pass; this will great-
ly lessen the labor and cost of eculti-
vation. During the winter the vines
should be mulched with etraw or some
othér coarse material; evergreen
boughs make a good protection.
There are various ways of oultivat-
ing the strawberry, each having its
advocates, but the matted row system
is as good as any. The plants should
be thickly set in rows four feet apart,
and the runoers se trained as to form
rows two.|feet in .which, the spaces
between the rows after being well cul-
tivated may be mulched with straw to
keep down the weeds and to retain
moistare. After taking off the third
crop, the space between the rows may
be plowed and harrowed until well
pulverized ; then runners may ' be
trained te root between the original
rows and the next spring the old roots
may be plowed up. By this method
the cultivation will be easy and. the
plantation renewed every three years
without the loss of a crop.
Raspberry plants may be set to ad-
vantage in rows four feet apart, and
three feet in the row. Good, thrift
g‘hnu, true to name should be secured.
They should be kept well muiched
and cut back severely to induce
branching, a stoocky growth and lib-
eral bearing. For a succession ' of
fruit,—for early, the Davidson, Thorn-
less and Dootittle, will be found sate
isfactory ; for later varieties, plant, the
Mammoth Cluster. There are other
varieties just as good, but we think
none better. The Turner is one ef
the best red berries. For blackberries.
which we esteem above all  berries,
about the same treatment as for rasp-
berries, should be given. In field
culture or in large gardons, they
should be set from five to seven feet
apart between the rows and four in
the row, and well cut back. In small
gardonl they must be set nearer.
uccess in this as in every kind of
fruit, culture depends on therough
cultivation, and careful attention at
the proper time:—Ezx.

In;oét Hnemies.

With the advent of warmer weather,
myriad forms of insect life will spring
up, most .of them harmless to the
farmer, but some of them are among
his worst enemies. If it were not for
birds which .are the farmers’ most
potent allies in the destruction of in-
sects hurtful to vegetation, we should
be able to get but little retarn for our
labor in tilling the soil, for if left to
themselves, the natural-increase of in-
seots is enormous- and about in pro-
pertion .to the amount of food they
can find to subsist on. The: farmer
will therefore understand that it is far
his interest to protect his frignds, the
birds, to the extent of his ability frem
the lawless degrodnzions of bunters,
and to afford them every faeility for
iucreasing their numbers. Thero are
mapy insects which the farmer him-
self can keep in check by the exercise
of little timely care.

The disgusting tent caterpillar has
doubtless the germs of life in many a
fruit tree, and warm weather will
soon have the effect to make things
lively in the little camp and, if left te
themselves they will shortly begin
their ravages upon the tender foliage
of the tree. So soen as the eggs
batch the farmer should ‘*‘go for
them” without delay and remove
them from the tree at once. These
“ werms " sometimes straggle during
the day but they are sure to come to-
gether into the tent at night, and if at-
tacked early in the morning, the
whole family may be easily destroyed.
A golo with & swab attached te the
end, saturated with spirits of turpin-
tine or kerosene, will answer a good
purpose as an implement of destruct-
ion. The borer leaves signs in the
shape of fine chips. Mechanical treat-
ment is effective. A wire or wale-
bone probe will reach them. The
carculio comes a little later and stings
the younger frait. Jarring the trees
in the early morning after the fruit
has set, will bring them down; they
shonld be caught upon sheets and
burned.

Level Culture.

A correspondent of the American
Farmer says:—At the beginning of
farm life, in.order to learn the. most
jmproved methods, I employed s first-
clags farmer and gardener, fresh from
He persisted in-a mode of
cultivation precisely the reverse of
what I'had been used to see—allow-
ing the mangels and sugar-beets, corn,
petatoes, pease, cucumbers, melons,
tomatoes, cabbages, ete., to go witheut
any hilling up. The mangels and
sugar-beets ‘stood high above the
groand, the bulbous parts expesed to
the sun, many of the mangels, falling
over and growing crooked.. The part
of the cucumbers above ground, which
I insisted was rather a root than a
stem, and should be surrounded by
earth, was left entirely exposed to the
sun. - I thought the sun would parch
the roots and they would break or be
injored when the atem should fall
from the upright te a horizontal posi-
tion.

The Englishman would bhave his
way, but agreed I should treat some
of each sert of plants in my own
way. So a fewof all sorts were hilled
up, and fully as well werked in other
respects as his, during the season.
Fer a few weeks mine grew as well as
his, and the cuonmbers, pease, etoc.,
bloomed as early. After one gather-
ing of cucambers, pease, etc., and the
dry season setin, mine perished, while
his continued to bloom and bear; and
so of the melons. My potatoes made
about balf u erop of small tubers, dug:
from dry hills; his yielded bounteous-
Iy of large ones, dug from moist earth,
at the same time in the same field.
Bo with the mangels, sugar beets, eto.
The hilled pease, beaus, etc., fired
early in the season, and sucoumbed to
the drought. Without this experience,
if one had said that hilling up growing
plants would kill them, I should have
‘loinod in the response of a million

armeors- denouucing it as false and
centrary to experience, because they
did not perish on the day that they
were hilled up. Ever since I have
avoided hilling and ridging about
rowing plants, and cultivated the
soil aa levelly as possible.

Window Gardening.

A correspondent, of the Farmer's
Friend, writing on this subject, says:

“ He or she who first thought of
window gardening, or growing the
beautiful flowers in the house, was a
real benefactor of the human race.
Plain and simple directions are always
welcome to the amateur window gar-
dener; much that is essential te in-
door gardening must be learned by
experionce; it is somotimes dearly
bought, but it is the only true mentor.
The very best soil for all plants, and
ono in which they will nearly all
thrive, is made by mixing fine fibrous
soil, from under sods in an old pas-
tare, or good gardem soil, with well-
decayed stable mamure or leaf mould
and clean sand, in the })ropqrtion of
two parts soil to one of the others;
the proportion of each, however, may
be varied to suit the plants te grow in
it. The ‘proportions as given suit
geraniums, oleanders, caloeolarias and
such plants; for fuchsias, the decayed
manure or -leaf mould- could be in-
oreused 10 nearly one-half -with good
advantage. Ferns, orchids -and like
plants should have two-thirds of the
soil composed of leaf-monld and sand
in equal parts. Cactus should have
one-half sand and lime rabbish, or old
plaster; camillias and azeleas should
have & pire loam. Roses shounld have
over a third of decayed manure or
leaf-mould. DPrainage: I would ad-
vise amateurs, when potting plants,
to place a piece of potsherds over the
hole in the bottem ; a piece or two of

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Promptness in Farm Work.

Promptness is animportant element
of success in ‘every oalling. Work:
done too Iate is rarely as o#eotunl as
that done in season, besides being
often’ uchk more expensive. The
farmer déals chiefly with Nature, who
is al::!s punctual. We never heard
of weeds ceasing to grow because the
ocultivator was - behind time, or a
harvest delaying its ripening because
the farmer was not ready te gather it.

Rheumatism in the Horse.

Rheumatism in the horse is most
commen in the foro quarters. Some-
time ena fore extremity, and oecasion-
ally both are affected. The following
medicine may be given night and
morning for a week: Onedrachm of
iodide of potassium, one ounce of sul-
phuric ether, and four drachms of
cream of tartar, mixed with a pint of
thin cold gruel. Meanwhile the
affected joints may be well rubbed
every- night with soap liminent, to
every pint of which may be added a
quarler of a pint of spirit of hartshorn.
Change the food frequently, give com-
fortable quarters, curry and brush his
body daily, and blanket him.—Prairie
Farmer.

Give the young chickens a weekly
feed of chopped onions. It helps to
keep them healthy. A medinm sized
onion minced very fine is enough for
a brood. If you have been enterpris-
ing enough to get early chickens,
don’t let them die for want of a little
extra care. Give them one feed daily
of rice and another of oat meal. You
can get cheap qualities of both. Let
the other meals be any sort of kitchen
scraps, occasionally a little cracked
eorn..

Evernal vigilance is the price of liberty.
The advantages of free government may be
lost in great ‘part by the ignerance, sloth or
indifference of the people.

Close, tyrannous, monopolies may be es-
tablished amidst free institutions. Railway
and Telegraph and other corporations may in
a republic wheére the people is sovereign but
supine, plunder (or do something equivalent)
the country, like asthe rebber Barons \did
throughout the Empire ef - Germaay, when
royalty was weak, when the power of the
emperor was at its lowest point.

A new kind
of telephone has been invented to which thé
name of Electrophone is given, by means of
which a conversation was kept up “viva voce,”
betwixt Dover and Calais.

¢ Not only were the words whispered into
the apparatus at Calais distinctly heard at
Dever, and of course vice versa, but the listen-
er at one end was perfectly able to distinguish
by the mere tones of the voice the perton
who was speaking st the ether end. The
scientific specialists p t were astonished
at the difficulties successfully overcome in
the enormous cendensation produced by the
metallic covering which protects the cable,
and in the induct;on anudh:)y the simul-
taneous of telegraphic despatches
along other wires of the cable. It should be
observed that while the human voice was
being transmitted through one of the wires
the other was empleyed for the transmission
of ordinary telegraph messages. Moreover,
the experiments-were cenducted between the
hours of ten and four, that is in the busiest
time of the day when the wires are in in-
creasing requisition. The voice of the

e wires were joined to the apparatus, and
conversations were carried on without inter-
ruption in the presence of Sir Jumes Car-
, chairman of the Submarine Tele-
ph  Company.

Floods in the West,

The following account of the great floods
in the Western States is taken from Harper's
Weekly, and shows the widespread destruc-
tion they have occasioned :—

The melting of the vast accumulations of
snow in the Nerthwest has caused extraordi-
nary floods in the Missouri, Missiseippi, and
ather rivers, which although unattended by
the great loss of life that accompanied the
inundations at Szegedin, in Hungary, and at.
Seville, in Spain,;resulted in a deporable de-
struction of &mporty. Immense tracts of
country have been covered with water te a
depth of several feet, towns and villages
have been inundated, and farm-houses, barns,
horses, and cattle have been swept n;.n&
By the overflow of the Missouri nearly
people were made homeless in Kansas alone,
and but for immediate and energetic measures
for relief, there would have been great suffer-
ing among them. Many dams and bridges
were swept away, and much damage was
done te railways. The oldest settlers in the
Northwest say that nothing like this in ex-
tent has been known within their momory.

‘We have net space to describe all the dam-
age that was done in the country overflowed,
but an account of the rise of the Mississi
at Fort Pisrre will “enable our
form some_ conception of the suddeness and
extent of the calamity. On the morning of
April 27, the river at that place presented a
grand spectacle. Enormeus blocks of ice
were borne swiftly by on the seething cur-
rent, and hundreds of people stoed watchiag
on the bank of .the river, apparently without
a thought of danger. Suddenly, owing to an
ice blockade below, thers was a check in the
current, and within ten minutes the water
rose four feet. The peeple fled hastily to
bluffs. taking what they could of their house-
hold goods.. The houses were szeon torn
from their foundations, crushed, turned over,
and jammed together, while the luckless
inhabitants were making temporary camps
on the bluffs. The scene of terror continued
all day. Soon after night-fall the ice block-
ade was broken, and the river fell as rapidly
a8 it had risen, But the next morning dawn-
ed on the ruins of the town and on humdreds
of homeless people. -

At St. Paul, Minnesota, the water rese on]
the 20th of April to a height of more than
nineteen feet four inches above low-water
mark, and nearly 2000 people were driven
from their homes. They were provided for
by the city suthorities, and much suffering]
was averted by this timely aid.

New Postal Agreement.

New articles of postal agreement between
the United States and Canada, have been
signed by President Garfield and Hon. Alex.
Campbell. They provide in effect—

double rates on Unihdpgl.:tu printed matter
breught into Canada and posted in Canads
for distribution in the United States in order
to evade the United States postal law. This
latter provision is made in consequence of &
practice which has began to sssume con-
siderable proportions. The Canada pestsl
rate on certain classes of printed matter
being about only one-half that of the United
States rates, business firms in the United
States desiring to distribute numbers
of printed circulars weuld send them to
Canada by express and have them mailed in
Canads for their destinations in the United
States mO order to take udvln‘ﬂtago of lower
rates of Canadian pestage.

At a meeting of the Executive Committee
in Shediac, on the 10th inst., it was decided
that the National Acadian Cenvention sball
meet in Memramcook on the 20th ef July,
and pass several days under the hospitable
roof of St. Joseph's College—* the first source
of the intellectual new birth of the Acadian
race in New Brunswick.”

A stirring Address inviting all the French
parishes in Nova Scotia, Cape Breton, P. E.
Island, and Madeleing Islands to send dele-
gates to the Convention is published in the
Monsteur Acadien, signed—P. A, Landry. It
portrays in somewhat dark colors, the con-
dition of the French Acadien population in
the past, shrouded in a dark veil of ignorance,
painfully languishing on the soil cleared by
their ancestors, and disclaimed by their con-
querors. Treated with scorn and looked

their finest feelings outraged, their most just
aspirations paralysed, and were forced to
bend beneath the yoke of superior power.
But amidst their dark and painful trials they
never despaired but trusted in the justice
and sacredness of their cause. The con”
sciousness of right inspired them with a
belief that success would crown their honest
efforts. This perseverance, almost unparalled
in the history of unfortunate people, now
seee its efforts crowned. with success. The
address goes on to shew what great things
the schools and colleges have done for the
rising generation, and refers to the coming
cdayention whose object eught to be te bind
t*'ather the Acadians of the Maritime Pre-
vinces, in a union, indispensable, if they are
to.become a people, capable of asserting their
right to live, and their power of showing
themselves friendly to progress and solicitous
for their future.

The Dark Day in Canada.

In seme interesting and graphic reminis-
cences of Montreal sixty years ago, Mr. J. II.
Derwin writes to the Montreal Star as
follows :—

“ What was the strangest occurrence of
that time, or rather the strangest thing that
ever happened in the history of this country ?
It was what has been always known as the
¢ Phenomenon of 18]9." On the morning of
Sunday, November 8, 1819, the sun rose u
on a cloudy sky, which assumed, as the light
grew upon it, a stran i
ing ia places to an i lackness. After a
short time the whole sky became terribly
dark, dense black clouds filling the atmes-
phere, and there followed a heavy shower of
rain, which appeared to be something of the
nature of soapsuds, and was found te have
deposited after settling a substance in all its
qualities, resembling soot. Late in the after-
noon the sky cleared to its natural aspect,
and the next day was fine and frosty. On
the morning of Tuesday, the 1Oth, heavy
ouds again covered the sky, and changed
npid‘l{ from a deep green to a pitchy black,
and the sun, when occasionally seen through
them, was sometimes of & dari brown or an
unearthy yellow coler, and in bright
orange, and even blood red. The clouds
constantly deepened in color and density,
and laterona m't{: nszr seemed to descend

the ball at its foot, fell to the ground with a
crash’ and was shivered to pieces. But the
darkest hour comes just befere the dawn.
The glow above gradually subsided and died
out, the people grew less fearfdl and returned
to their homes, the real night came on, and
when next morning dawned everything was
bright and clear, and the world was as
natural as befere. The phenomenon was
noticed in a great or less degree from Quebec
to Kingston, and far into the States, but
Montreal seemed its center.

Other secur-
ities of all kinds held by British investors,
including cannls, docks, shipping, Irnd, final-
cial, iron, coal, mining, manufacturing and
indastrial companies—in short, commercial
jeint stock companies of all kinds—bring up
the grand totnlp.t:“ £8,465,000,000, or $17,-
.825,000,000, or nearly ten times the Ameri-
can national debt. The average interest is
said to be 4} per cent.. and to aggregste

The suggestion is
here thrown in that the telephone must of
necessity be some day applied to the ocean
cable service, and then on applying the ear
to the instrument in Toronto we may listen
to the roar of a great battle in Europe.
