Unemployment, wage reductions and 
decisions of the international labor 
officers will be among the problems 
dealt with at the 38th annual con­
vention of the Trades and Labor 
Congress of Canada. The conven- 

tion will be held in Montreal, com­
mencing August 21, and will con­
tinue in session until business is 
completed. The call, issued by Pres­
ident Moore, of the congress, and P. 
M. Draper, secretary-treasurer, de- 
clares’ that "the effects of the long- 
continued trade depression and con- 
sequent unemployment are undoubt­
edly being severely felt by our affi- 

: liated unions."

"You 
can't go five feet in the States 
on July 4 without seeing the 
Stars and Stripes," he says.

Postmaster Duncan notifies the public that as Saturday, July 1, 
is a public holiday, the day will he observed in the London post- 
office as follows:

The general postoffice will be closed on that day except between 
the hours of 8 a.m. and 10 a.m., during which period postage stamps 
will be on sale and the general delivery and registration wickets will 
be open.

There will be one delivery by letter-carriers, but special delivery 
letters received at the London postoffice will be specially delivered.

The outgoing mails due for dispatch after 12 o'clock noon, will 
be closed at that hour. The night mails will be dispatched as usual. 
Two clearances will be made from the street letter boxes, commenc­
ing at 7:30 a.m. and 7:30 p.m.

Money order, savings bank and postal note wickets will be closed 
for the entire day.

shall ride, drive, or propel any vehi­
cle, whatever the motive power may 
be, or any particular kind or class 
of vehicle, upon any public street 
within the limits of the city of Lon­
don, after dusk and before dawn, 
without carrying thereon side-lights 
visible from in front of and from 
behind such vehicle."

The penalty for violation of the 
bylaw is a fine not exceeding $50. 
exclusive of costs, in default of which 
a jail sentence of six months or less 
may be imposed.

To date no convictions have been 
registered under the new law. Chief 
Birrell, in making a statement con­
cerning the bylaw, said that he con­
sidered it unfair to country people.

Hiram F. Slater and Leslie J.

I ONDON, June 29.—(Canadian Press Cable).—At the end of a long 
L speech in the House of Lords today, dealing with the confer, 
ment of king’s birthday honors generally and the ease of Sir Joseph 
Robinson's peerage in particular the lord chancellor. Lord Birken­
head said Sir Joseph had written a letter to the prime minister de­
clining the proffered peerage. The lord chancellor read the letter, 
which was as follows; .

"I have read with surprise the discussion which took place in the 
House of Lords upon the proposed offer of a peerage to myself I 
have not, as you know, in any way sought the suggested honor. It 
is now some sixty years since I commenced as a pioneer the task of 
building industries in South Africa. I am now a very old man, to 
whom honors and dignities can no longer be matters of much con­
cern.

"I should be sorry if any honor conferred upon me were the 
occasion for such ill-feeling as was manifested in the House of Lords 
yesterday, and though I deeply appreciate the honor which has been 
suggested I should wish, if 1 may without discourtesy to yourself and 
without impropriety, to beg His Majesty's permission to decline the 
proposal."

OTTAWA, June 29.—When 
John Webster chose to 

spend three months in Hull 
jail in lieu of paying a fine of 
$1.000 and costs for having 
liquor in his place of business 
he joined his wife and only 
son. who are now in jail.

John Webster was sentenced 
during the spring to spend six 
months in jail for a liquor law 
infraction. The son. Percy, was 
sent down for three months a 
few days ago.

Webster was arraigned be­
fore Judge Honore Achim, K.C., 
in Hull this morning. The evi­
dence adduced by Mr. Noel 
Beauchamp, who prosecuted, 
was very clear. Webster asked 
permission to go to his home 
and lock up his possessions, 
but the judge remarked that, 
the favor could not legally be 
granted, so some kind neigh­
bor will have to look after the 
Webster home until the family 
leaves jail.

"Perhaps it is a good thing, but has 
been turned by the way it has been 
handled or the way it has worked out 
into a colossal blunder—or fraud— 
perhaps both."Ona of the misfortunes 
in this class of case was that the ac­
cused were men of previous good 
reputation and of good family.
