s HEREAS his Majefty, by his Royal Proclamation, bearing date the
¢ V'V feventh day of Otiober, 1n ‘the third year of his reign, thought fit to
¢ declare the provifions which had been made in “refpefl to certain couritries,
¢ territoiies, and iflands in dmerica, ceded to his Majefty by the definitive
¢ treaty of peace, concluded at Paris, on the tenth day of February one thou-
¢ fand feven hundred and fixty-three : And whereas, by the arrangements
¢ madc by the faid Royal Proclamation, a very large extent|of country, within
¢ which there were feveral colonies and fettlements of the {ubjetts of France,

without any provition being made for the adminiftration of\ciVil governmenc

tants of the faid Province of Canada, under grants and conceflions from the
Government thereof, were annexed to the. Government of| Newfoundland,

VIII. And be it further cnacted by the authority aforefaid, That all his
Majefty’s Canadian fubjetts within the Province of Quebec, the religious Or.
ders and Commsnities only excepted, may alfv held and enjoy their property
and pofleflions, together with all cuftéms and ufages relative thereto, and ail
other their civil rights in as large, ample, and benelicial manner, as if the faid
Proclamation, Commiffions, Ordinances, and other A&lts and 1nltruments,
hall not been made, and as may confift with their alegiance to his Majetty,
and fubjeétion to. the Crown and Parliament of Great Brutain ; and that in
all matters of controverfy, relative to property and civil nghts, retort thall be
bad to the Laws of Canada, as the rule for the decilion of the fame; and all
Caufes that thall hereafier be inftituted in any of the Courts of Juftice, to be
appointed within and for the faid Province by his Majeity, his-heirs and fuc-
ceflors, fhall, with refpett to fuch property and rights, bé determined agree-
ably to the faid Laws and Cuftoms of Canada, until they fhall be varied or
altered by any Ordinances that fhall, from ume to time, be pafled in the faid

X. Provided alfo, That 1t fhall and may be lawful to and for every perfon
that is owner of any lands, goods, or credits, in the faid Province, and that
has a right to alienate the faid lands, goods, or credits, 1n his or her life-time, .
by deed of fale, gift, or otherwile, to devife or bequeath .the fame at his or
her death, 'by his or her laft will and teftament’; any Law, Ulage, or Cuftom,
heretofore or now prevailing in the Province, 'to the coatrary hereof in any
wife notwithftanding ; fuch will being executed, either according to the Laws
of Canada, or according to the forms prefcrnibed by the Laws of Englaid,

¢ XI. And whercas the certainty ahd lenity of the Cruminal Law of Eng-
¢ land, and the benefits and advantages refulting from the'ule ot 1t, have been
¢ fenfibly felt by the inhabitants, from an experience of more than nine years,
¢ during which it has been uniformly admimftered ;' Be 1t therefore turther en-
atted by the authonty aforefard, That the fame fhall continue to be admimf-
tered, and fhall be obferved as Law in the Province of Quebec, as well in
the defcription and quahty of the offence as in the method ot profccuuon and
trial ; and the pumfhments and forfeitures thereby inflicled to the exclufion of
every other rule of Cruminal Law, or mode of progeeding thereon, which did
or might prevail in the faid Province before the year of our Lord one thoufand
{even hundred and fixty-four; any thing in this Act to the contrary thereot 1n
any refpeft notwithftanding; f{ubjett neverthelels to {fuch alterations and
amendinents as the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or Commander in
Chief, for the'time being, by and with the advice and confent of the Legifla-
tive Council of the faid Province, hereafter to be apponted, fhall, from uwme
to time, caufe to be made therein, in manner heren after diretied. -

¢ X1I. And whereasit may be ncceffary to ordamn many regulations for the
future welfare and good government of the Provitice of Quebec, the occa-
fions of which cannot now be forefeen, nor, without much delay and in-
convenience,, be provided for, without intrufting that authority, tor a cer-
tain time, and under proper reftrittions, to perfons refident there; And
whereas 1t is at prefent incxpedient to call an Aflembly ;* Be 1t thevetore en-

of any Civil Government of the United Statés of America, and are therefore
not coguizable by any jurifdi€tion whatever; and by reafon thereof great
