W HEREAS it is desirable to make better provision Preambte.
for the Administration of Justice in the unor-

ganized tracts of country in this Province, bordering upon
and adjacent to Lakes Superior and Huron, including the

5 Islands in those Lakes which belong to this Province,
and also ail other parts of Upper Canada which are not
now included within the limits of any County or Town-
ship, and to provide for the laying out of roads therein,
and for the general well-being and protection of those
who may resort thither for purposes of settlement or tem-

10 porary residence connected with mining, lumbering or
other business pursuits, and to deter evil disposed per-
sons from inciting the Indians and half-breeds frequenting
or residing in those tracts of country to the disturbance
of the public peace, or to the committing of any other

15 indictable offence, and to prevent and punish such disturb-
ance of the public peace and violation of the laws: Be
it therefore enacted,, &c.,

That it shall be lawful for the Governor of this Province Governor
