CHRISTOPHER Joseph GaYNOK (the 
first name was seldom used, and by it he 
was little known) was born in the city ol 
St. Jolm, January 3lsl, 1795. Ilia father 
vti origin illv from Ireland, and as well as 
bis mother—whose maiden name was Seely 
—came to this country, being both staunch 
Loyalists, at the time of the American Revo­
lution in 1783—the former from Newport. 
Rhode Island, the Utter from Connecticut. 
The former settled in St. John, the latter, 
with her parents, on Lung Island, in the 
river St. John.

Of He broth.-rs and two sisters, one ol 
each of which still survive, Joseph appears 
io have Wn the second ; hut of his early 
life no records are Uui.d amongst the papers 
he has left behind him, until in the year 
1817 lie is found occupying a position as 
clerk in a =!ore in the city of Fredericton, 
from which period h was a .resident in the 
same city un'il the time of his death.

He appear* at this time to have become 
the subject of serious impressions, which 
eventuated in his conversion to God in the 
early part of the following year, at which 
time he became a member of the Wesleyan 
Church. Many who have heard the narra­
tive from Lti own lips, ns well as the writer, 
will remember the humiliating record of his 
position anterior to this time, the extremity 
of which served only to fix his feet the 
firmer in tin- position which he immediately 
took as a living witness of the grace mani­
fested in his salvation.

There is just now a solemn pause in the 
prosecution of the great conflict in the East, 
and the interest of mankind concentres no 
longer on embattled hosts on the distant 
shores of the Euxine, but turns to the heart 
of Europe—to France and to her capital, 
where the representative statesmen of the 
nations of Europe are met in conclave as 
negociators for Peace. But in the prepara­
tions for the renewal of hostilities there is 
on either side no pause. To employ to the 
best advantage the interval which the pre­
sent armistice affords for providing the mu­
nitions of future aggression or defence, is 
felt to be not only a prudent precaution but 
an absolute necessity. Nothing but uncer­
tainty surrounds the negotiations now pro­
ceeding at Paris. They are uncertain in 
their progress, uncertain in their issue.— 
Conducted in absolute secresy, no whisper 
on which reliance can be placed is suffered 
to permeate the outer atmosphere. Noth­
ing, therefore, can at this crisis be really 
affirmed, but that the hostile nations are 
talking as if anticipating Peace, and toiling 
as if expecting War.

While the great question of Europe pre­
sents this doubtful aspect, the cloud which 
has for some time been gathering on our 
Western horizon seems to become more 
dense, and it is impossible to say whether 
we may not yet be plunged in all the hor­
rors of active hostilities between Great 
Britain and the United States of America. 
From what we learn, the correspondence 
passed between the respective Ministers is 
of no conciliatory cast ; and matters of com­
plaint which one would think might have 
been with proper moderation speedily set 
at rest, have given rise to recriminatory 
controversy which may ripen into resolute 
warfare. We will not, however, do these 
nations the injustice to believe that they 
will precipitately abant^in the mutual advan­
tages of their pacific position towards each 
other, and hasten to assume that hostile 
attitude which would inevitably bring injury 
to both. The American Government, there 
is no doubt,—the correspondence publish­
ed lias made it known—demands the recall 
of Mr. Crampton, the British 3Iinister at 
Washington, and of some of the English 
Consuls. Affairs have therefore reached a 
critical point. Still we must continue to 
hope that judgment and moderation, of 
which there appears to have been hitherto 
far too little, may yet attain their rightful 
predominance and save us from the fright­
ful event which seems to threaten.

We are interested in the maintenance of 
friendly relations between England and the 
United States not merely on commercial or 
political grounds, however weighty the argu­
ments based upon these should be in the 
minds of statesmen, but as Christians we 
must feel 6 deep and earnest desire for the 
preservation of amity between the two great 
Protestant nations of the earth.

It is pleasant to find the departure of Mr. 
Buchanan from." England—who is recalled 
at his own request, and is succeeded by Mr. 
George M. Dallas, a gentleman of English 
lineage and noble descent—it is pleasant, 
we say, to find Mr. Buchanan's departure 
seized upon by the Lord Mayor ot London 
as an opportunity to give expression to the 
high estimate in which that gentleman is 
personally held, as well as to the feelings 
which the commercial mind of England en­
tertains towards the United Slates of Ame­
rica. Mr. Buchanan, indeed, could not he 
present at the banquet to which the Lord 
Mayor had invited him, having received 
Her Majesty’s gracions request to dine with 
her on the same day as that appointed for 
the civic entertainment, but the guests in­
vited to meet him were there, and the fact 
of rumoured differences between England 
and her independent daughter were referred 
to in a becoming strain of deprecation.

The Sabbath in England.
We rejoice to find the Parliament of Great 

Britain vindicating its Christian character by 
so notable an act as the rej ction, by a majority 
of 876 to 48, of Sir Joshua Walmesley’s motion 
“ that in the opinion of this House it would pro­
mote the intellectual improvment ot the working 
classes of this metropolis if the collections ot na­
tural history and of arts in the British Museum 
and the National Gallery were open to the pub­
lic inspection after morning service on Sundays.” 
This insidious and yet bold attempt to destroy 
the sanctity of the Sabbath has therefore met 
with its merited defeat. The subject for lamenta­
tion is that a member of the House of Commons 
could be found to present for its acceptance ouch 
a motion and that no less than 48 of that House 
were ready to sanction it. it is matter of honest 
prido on the part of Scotchmen, to which the 
Presbyterian Witness ot this city does not fall 
to refer, that of the 53 members from the north 
of the Tweed not one recorded his vote in favour 
of the desecration. Nearly half of the minority 
came from Ireland. Wesleyans, we need not 
sav, In anticipation of the contest, discharged 
faithfully their duty. By petition to Parliament 
and deputation to the Premier they made their 
views fully known, and we presume that few 
statements were belter calculated to produce ef­
fect than the brief but pregnant sentence which 
the venerable President of the British Confe­
rence addressed to Viscount Palmerston at that 
interview which he was honoured to have in com­
pany with the Primate and the representatives 
of all classes ot Christian Society in England,— 
“ Reluctant to occupy his Lordship’s valuable 
time he begged briefly to stale that in the Com­
munion which he had the honour to represent, 
which, as his Lordship would be aware, v • 
very numerous, there wire "H tu t opinions 
the proposed measure.”

From our valuable transatlantic cotemporary, 
the TFafcAmon.we extnet the following observa­
tions on the division itself, as compared with 
that of last Session, when the same Resolution 
was brought forward and rejected ; on the mark­
ed improvment in the tone of the debate ; and 
alse on-the prospects now before the maintain­
ed of the observance ot the Lord’s day.

“ As to the first of these points, it will suffice 
if we remind the reader that, last year, on Tues­
day, March 20th, in a House of 283 Members, 
Sir Joshua Walmslev’s Resolution found 48 sup­
porters, 285 opponents, and was accordingly ne­
gatived by a majority of 187 ; while last week in 
a House of 424 Members, the same Resolution 
was again supported by 48 votes, was resisted by 
376, and lost by a majority of 328. So conclu­
sive a defeat was not foreseen by the mover of 
the Resolution, when be opened the debate of 
Thursday evening, but it was when ho rose to 
use, we cannot say enjoy, his privilege of having 
the last word. Sir Joshua, at the commence­
ment, spoke like an English gentleman, said lie 
trusted that he should not find, at the division, so 
many opposed to his motion as there had been 
the year before, and protested that he would ut­
ter no syllable which could irritate or annoy the 
most sensitive person ; but Sir Joshua at the 
close had lost all his equanimity, told Hon. Mem­
bers that they were going to vote against their 
conscience, and that, if he had but his favourite 
“ ballot," his Resolution would be carried.— 
What an argument that is for the ballot I—that 
it would enable hundreds of gentlemen to vote 
contrary to their own engagements and the 
wishes of their constituents. However, as until 
ballot is established constituencies will retain 
a reasonable hold on their representatives, we 
ask all persons who believe the character, mo­
rality, and prosperity ot a nation to be depen­
dent on the observance of the divine laws, and 
of that of the Sabbath as one especially related 
to the welfare of the community, of the family, 
and of the individual, not to forget that a candi­
date’s principles on this subject may be of more 
consequence than upon administrative reform, 
or the endowment of Maynooth, or (may we 
add ?) upon Church Rates themselves ; and we 
earnestly recommend that every name, as set 
down in another column, which appears in the 
list ot Sir Joshua Walmaley’s ignoble minority, 
may be kept in merited remembrance.

“ The debate itself was a great improvement 
upon that ot last year. Lord Stanley was fairly 
confronted and thoroughly vanquished, point by- 
point ; his authorities were met by other autho­
rities, on this question greater ; his theories re­
futed by facts ; his plausible declamation was 
overwhelmed by masterly argument, especially 
in the speeches ot the Member lor Dublin Uni­
versity and the member for Plymouth Lord 
Stanley’s friends say that he took high ground in 
proclaiming that he stood upon the rights of 
conscience. Is conscience wounded because the 
State will not open public buildings on the Sab­
bath ? How the pleasure seeker’s conscience is 
concerned in that refusal, we shall be unable to 
see until Lord Stanley favours us with a new 
definition of moral obligation. When lie has 
done this, we shall know whether It would justi­
fy a Parisian in demanding that theatres be kept 
open, or a Spaniard in asking for bull fights, on 
the Sunday, lest conscience should be violated.

“ It is easy to see that, after Mr. Napier’s ex- 
cellent address, Lord Ebrington felt that he roee 
too late ; and, in fact, after a short and ineffec­
tual attempt to retrieve the day which was al­
ready hopelessly lost to his party, he turned ab­
ruptly and almost fiercely to attack the legisla­
tion which leaves the myriads ot this overgrown 
city the victims of sanitary conditions that infect 
their homes with vice as well as pestilence, re­
fuses to relieve the shop-keeper who longs for a 
Seventh Day’s rest from the competition of ri­
vals who care nothing for it, and encourages 
“ gin-palaces and public-houses, which offer to 
the masses greater attractions than the temples 
of the Most High where the Gospel ot salvation 
is preached." With much of this invective we 
strongly sympathize, only thinking it a pity that 
Viscount Ebrington and bis younger friend Lord 
Stanley canne: find in the Earl of Shaftesbury a 
better model than in Sir Joshua Walmsley, Mr. 
V. Scully, or Mr. W. J. Fox, in whose company 
we regret to see these two noblemen. To Mr. 
Baxter, Mr. Cairns, and several others, we are 
under obligations for the share taken by them in 
the debate, while their chiefs and usual leaders 
on either side of the House had nothing more 
than a silent vote to give us ; and to honest Mr. 
Muntz, who spoke a good word at the last mo-

Lord's Day from respect to their numbers and 
character, not from adhesion to their principles. 
He thinks the step which Sir Joshua Walmsley 
asked the house to take “ unimportant in itself ;" 
he balances the arguments pro and con on the 
beam ot expediency ; and he decides for us hes­
itatingly, ond with a mere “ on the other band."* 
That is to say, Lord Palmerston i' guided as we 
long ago foretold he would be, by external facts 
“ Considering," he says, “ the great amount of 
feeling, entitled to the utmost deference on the 
part of this House, wbieh has been expressed 
from all parts of the country, I think it would 
have a very bad effect on ihe moral sense of the 
country if this House should set itself in opposition 
to that feeling, proceeding from such a vast num­
ber of persons whose opinions are entitled to re­
spect ; for nothing could be worse than that Par­
liament should appear to be less carelul of the 
moral and religious feelings ot the country than 
the people of the country themselves. I there- 
foie shall, undoubtedly, without any h esitation, 
give my vote against the motion." And so he 
did. Let it be remembered, too, that the bulk 
■Of the press, from the Times downwards, is bit­
terly against what we think the ordinance ol 
God, and the highest temporal as well as 
spiritual interests, as distinguished from the Sab­
bath indulgences, of the entire community. If 
religious men of all denominations can still re­
main united and watchful, so great a success as 
that of last Thursday may be preserved and im­
proved ; but it the churches become paralyzed 
by sectarianism or commit themselves to repose 
with the thought that the vktory is won, it may 
be snatched from them in the next or even in 
this Session of Parliament.’’

On the other hand, the Greeks, Armeni­
ans, and Nestorians will naturally look to 
us for the assertion not only of their own 
rights, but of the rights of Christianity in 
the East. The Sultan is making large con­
cessions, and the Turkish popu'ation ol his 
capital will be profoundly scandalised at the 
style in which, he is trampling dow n the bar­
riers of etiquette at a ratent which no Mus­
sulman ever did or dreamed of before.
Three weeks ago he went to a masked ball 
given by Lord Stratford de Redcliffe, watch­
ed the dances, and gossipped with the la­
dies ; a few days afterwards he proceeded to 
another ball at the French embassy, enjoy­
ed the quadrilles again, and conversed as af­
fably as George IV. could have done with 
the, brilliant circle of European dames and 
damsals who sat around him. The light 
leaflets falling from a lady’s bouquet upon 
the water will show how the. current is 
flowing, and so much worth at least have 
these diplomatic dissipations at Stamboul.
But it must have been an uncomfortable 
thought for some of the fair guest», if they 
had time to think of such a matter at all, 
that any Mussulman who should apostatize 
from Islam to the faith held by either of 
their hosts, Lord Stratford or M. de Thou- 
venel, would be liable, under the gentle 
reign of Abdul-Majid, to the same penalty 
which would have been inflicted by the Se­
cond Solyman or Amurath. We observe 
with pleasure and thankfulness that one ar­
ticle in the new emancipation and reform 
act of the Porte, is “ the abolition of prose­
cution and punishment on account of change 
of religion ;" and this may be all that we 
could desire, but until the firman itself is 
published, we cannot be quite sure how the 
Mussulman population is effected by it.—
Lord Palmerston was asked on Friday whe­
ther the Sultan’s recent edict, granting civil 
and religious equality to all hi? subjects, 
abolished the penalty of death in case a Mo­
hammedan convert to Christianity ; and 
could only reply that, if the abolition of such 
penalty did not form part of the edict, no ex­
ertions should ba wanting to induce the 
Porte to make this further concession. It is 
to be hoped so indeed, for if not obtained 
now it may never be until a new dynasty 
reigns at Constantinople.

The Congress; Russia and 

Turkey.
From tbe London Wetohman of F«b. 20.

Lord Clarendon, together with his Ex­
cellency Lord Cowley, who had for a few 
days left his post in order to receive the full­
est and most confidential instructions from 
the Prime Minister and the Government, ar­
rived at Paris on Saturday evening, a week 
before the day on which the Peace Confe­
rence was expected to open. Count Buol 
reached the great rendezvous almost at the 
same moment. One of the Russian Pleni­
potentiaries, Baron Brunow, had been mak­
ing himself agreeable and renewing old ac, 
quaintanceships in the gay capital of France 
for nearly a week previously; but his col­
league and superior in the négociation- 
Count Orlofl, who Is believed to carry with 
him the private mind and the last bid of his 
friend the Czar, had to travel all the way 
from St. Petersburg, a long journey for a 
man of his years, and to spend a short time 
in confidential intercourse with the Court 
of Prussia, so that his appearance at Paris 
was not to be expected at Paris until to­
morrow. Her Majesty’s Mininter for Fo­
reign Affairs is accompanied by his Countess 
and will be surrounded in the French me­
tropolis by his young family—a truly Eng­
lish incident of the négociation, and from 
which we are led to infer that “ the noble 
Earl contemplates a somewhat prolonged 
sojourn.” To settle the affairs of the Con­
tinent after the confusion of such a war as 
this has been, to re-adjust the compass of 
the good old ship “ Europe,” shattered as 
she has been by the tempests of the last two 
years, and fit her out for another voyage, 
under a new commaud, upon tbe perilous 
sea of the future, is a task which all the ex­
perience and ingenuity now concentrated in 
Paris will hardly accomplish in the course 
of three weeks. It will be enough if we 
have in so short a period a moral certainty 
of a satisfactory peace.

The news of Russia’s acceptance of the 
bases of a pacification has for some time 
been known in the East, and has prevented 
the chance of any serious tollision in the 
Crimea and in Asia Minor. One grand la­
bour only remained to be completed—the 
destruction of the docks and forts of Sebas­
topol, and this is now effected. The French 
blew up fort St. Nicholas a fortnight ago ; 
the English had finished their share in the 
vengeful work of devastation two or three 
days sooner. Sir Wm. Codrington's two 
last despatches, giving nn account of these 
operations, deserve to be graven on a pillar 
set up on Cathcart’s Hill amidst the monu­
ments of those who fell before Sebastopol. 
The southern arsenal of Russia is only “ a 
picture of destruction, desolation, and si­
lence ; there lies against the quay the half- 
sunken hull of a vessel, and, in the harbour 
beyond, the only things breaking the surface 
of the water are the lower masts of sunken 
ships of war.” That Sebastopol will long 
present such a spectacle to future tourists, 
we believe no more than we do that the 
Euxine will always remain, in virtue of the 
peace of 1Î56, a “neutralized” commercial

Opening of the Conferences.
Count Walewski, we believe, received the 

compliment, on Monday last, of being elected 
President of the Congress of Twelve Penip> 
tentiaries from whose decisions Europe expects 
her fate. On the same day an armistice was 
concluded, which is to be in force until the 31st 
of next month, but is not to interrupt any block­
ade already existing, or that may be established, 
on the enemy*s coast. And thus the work ol 
pacification is well begun.

The Emperor of France is near, while the 
Emperor of Russia is far cfT; and neither the 
telegraph nor the presence of two Austrian me­
diators can hinder the circumstance ot this per­
sonal presence f/om having its influence on the 
delibeiations. For, if a Treaty negotiated in 
hie own capital, with his Minister tor F-reign 
Affairs presiding over the Conferences, and 
under his own eye, should turn out to be unsafe 
for Europe, and unworthy of France and of the 
war in which she has taken a leading and bril­
liant part, the consequence would be serious to 
Louis Napoleon. The honours of the war are 
divided with hie Generals, but tbe glory or the 
censure which the peace must bring, will be, 
not indeed exclusively, but specially his own.—
This is the greatest historic act of which he has 
yet been tbe centre, and if rightly performed it 
will place him almost as pre-eminently amidst 
the thrones of Europe as the vote of France 
placed him amidst contending chiefs and dynas­
ties.

nnenta so kindly sent for the filthy carross, 
which about two-thirds of them wore in the 
morning. A large number of adults assembled. 
pbe women were greatly pleased with the 
nsedles and thimbles supplied from the same 
source; ami, as many of them can sew a little, 
snd all arc aspiring to decent clothing, thye 
will be very useful. At the close of the day 
revend addresses were given by Christian na­
tives ; ringing and prayer followed ; and all 
rjtired delighted ai.d encouraged.

In the English department, our work a fiords 
grei? cause for gratitude A steady increase 
to the number of hearers has taken place, and 
our chapel has become too small for the num 
hers who were desirous of worshipping God 
with us. In consequence of this, it has been 
told, anti a larger building hired, in which we 
at present conduct our religious services.— 
Ucartiuir, we have commenced preparation for 
the erection of a new and larger building, mote 
suited to the wants of the place. This we hope 
to bate complete in about twelve months.— 
Our apphrations tor financial aid are being met 
by our friends and congregation with^ a spirit 
of liberality which leads us to expect that the 
new chapel, when finished, will be almost, if 
not entirely, free from debt. This is the more 
pleasing, as within the present year the debt on 
the chapel just soid has been paid, and an ex­
cellent seiapbine purchased at a co-t of £65 
sterling.

In the means ol grace the Lord has also great- 
1,. b/es ed us, and a good number of persons have 
been converted to God The power of grace 
bis been shown in some ol these instances, in a 
verv marked and sinking manner. Some of the 
most besotted drunkards, and the mo.-t open and 
bold blasphemers, have been subdued, and 
clanged and renewed, and are now consistent 
Christians. This gracioua work has not been 
confined tc the civilians only, nor indeed chiefly ; 
but among the military the “ "Lord has triumpb- 

- ed gloriously." A short time ago we had but four 
or five church-members among ■ the military sta­
tioned in and around the town ; at the present 
time we have upwards o; fifty ; part ol these are 
in the town, and part at diflerent military outposts 
near. At one ot these " post»” the work has 
b-eu carried on in such a way as to excite the 
wonder ol many. At its commencement we had 
one member there : he, with a pious Scotchman, 
also a soldier, retired from time to the bush for 
prayer. Subsequently one or two joined with 
them,and gfiurwards more. In dne season their 
e\ea were opened, and they began to seek mei 
ry I visited them, and formed them into a class, 
appointing the man whom God had blessed to 
them their leader. Their numbers have contin­
ued steadily to increase ; iliev have now tweilty 
meeting in c'a;-- at this post, in addition to ten 
who have t een retrieved to other posts, where 
tie.I is alto b:Vising them. 1 have this day beard 
that at one of the stations to which five of them 
were sent, and where they immediately “ erect­
ed their standards,” as they term holding their 
daily prayer-meetings at day dawn, and meeting 
again tor tea-ring and Christian conversation ai d 
prayer at night, five others have joined with 
them. Tiiis work is not characterized by great 
outward excitement. A deep sorrow distinguish­
es-the peniten', and a deeper joy such as find 
peace with God; while, as a wnole, the conduct 
otdhe men is, in every respect, such as any one 
who is anxious fur their salvation, could desire. 
It is pleasing often to hear them express their 
admiration uf that mercy which, though slighted 
in their own highly-favoured England, has found 
them out in these African wilds. Our own 
countrymen, thus giving themselves to God, are 
the fruit of Christian Missions to the Heathen.

The regiment in which this work is taking 
place is in daily expectation of being ordered to 
the seat of war. 1 should regret their removal at 
the present time : 1 would rather see them re­
main until the men were more fully established. 
But to piuvide as tar as possible tor this, we are 
euieavouriug to prepare three or four of the 
most suitable ol their number to act as Clase- 
Leadtrs, and iu other respects to watch over the 
spiritual Intelesis ol their emrades. At the 
present time they bave my pastoral oversight ; 
but, excepting this, no civilian assists them in 
conducting any ot their religious services. They 
are, iu fact, fifteen miles (torn the town. I am 
inclined lo hope that, should they be removed, 
they will be iu a good degree prepared to con­
tinue their ciass-mcctmgs, and other means ol 
grace, and to maintain their integrity, even 
though cu* off for a season from our direct over­
sight

ciple—which was to remove a fair share of the 
burden imposed from the shoulder ol the poor 
man to that of the rich man—which is only fair, 
and is according to the principle of making every 
man do according to lbs ability.

The hon gentleman was followed by Mess

WESTERN RAILROAD.
Hon, Mr. Johnston moved his Revolutions on 

the Western Railroad. The object was to as­
certain how far the house was disposed to assist 
private parties or a Company in constructing a 
Railway from Windsor to Digby. The main 
question of constructing Railroads by Govern­
ment or Companies had gone past ; and these 
Resolutions were not intended to be hostile to 
the present Railroad works, hut to work in har­
mony with them ; and when the Government 
line reached Windsor tbe traffic brought by tbe 
additional line would be a great advantage. If 
private individuals would undertake to make 
this read, tbe Province would profit largely ; 
but they desired tbe Province to divide the 
risk with them. The population of the Western 
Counties—their valuable productions—the level 
nature of the country—all conspired to render 
this Railroad of tbe most promising character. 
He had every reason to believe that the popula­
tion of the country through which the Railroad 
was to pass would take an active interest in it 
— aud he had no doubt it would prove a power­
ful auxiliary to advance to prosperity of the 
country.

Mr. Morrison and Hon. Mr. Wier, maintain­
ed that it was monstrous lo suppose that this 
country would incur to large a liability in favor 
of any Company opening a Railroad.

The Attorney Gen. considered that these re­
solutions wonld embarass the present Railroad 
operations.

Mr. Wa le did not approve of a denunciation 
of companies, but thought these resolutions 
should lay over for a year.

Mr. Archibald was willing to guarantee two 
thirds—to go to the full length ot these resolu­
tions would impair our credit abroad.

Mr. Wier—Joint Stock Companies are form­
ed without State support. The Mining Asso­
ciation of ibis Province do not ask aid from us, 
if they did would we give it to them ?

Mr. Wade — A Mining Company or any 
company has not tbe claims of one which will 
open the country by a Railroad. Mr. W. 
strongly advocated the principle of the resolu­
tions^ and declared that when the Railroad 
reached Windsor, he would press for tbe west­
ern line.

Hon. Mr, Jolibston—The moment a Railroad 
is made, every man saves time in travelling, and 
the aggregate saving is immense. Such works, 
then have far superior claims to any other compa­
ny. Then, the work I» too Urge lor ordinary 
companies. Delay would be illusory. •' A 
bird in tbe hand,” &c.

Mr, Annand—Tbe Counties ought to be in­
corporated, iaise half the guarantee in Munici­
pal debentures, and he would give the other 
half on the liability of the Province,

It ia therefore with con­
fident expectations of great and lasting benefit 
to the best interests ot the Frovir.ce, that we hail 
the formation ol a powerful company for working 
these mines on a scale worthy ol their importance. 
Among the director» are influential parties con­
nected with tlie Steel Trade ; and with the aid of 
sufficient capital and the requisite «kill there 
seems no reason to doubt that the undertaking 
will be highly remunerative to the Shareholders 
There are other public works and undertaking*

liich cannot tail to derive effective support and 
encouragement from tile establishment of com­
panies such as this, for developing our internal 
resources.

ft is worthy of notice that while all the har­
bours on this continent north of Charlestown 
have been, during the past winter blocked with ;

“ After a full discussion of all the points rais­
ed by Mr. Robertson, he expressed himself per­
fectly sati.-fied with the whole arrangement, and 
united with me in assuring Mr. Bates that in our 
opinion (hey had met us in a generous and liber­
al spirit.

“ I agreed lh.it the first loan should be £600,- 
000 sterling, running over a period'of years for 
wlvch £50,000 would be required this year, and 
that afterwards the expenditure should not an 
nually exceed the raie of £200,000 ; that the 
Debentures should be redeemable in thirty 
years, payable with interest at six percent semi­
annually, in London, all negotiated through theii 
house, as in the case of Canada and Nova Scotia.
I stated that it would be the interest and duty ol 
the Government of New Brunswick to regulate 
the expenditure from time to time in consisten­
cy with the means of the 1’iovince aqd the rate 
of labour, and th^t when tbe fust sections of tbe - 
Road were finished, the nature and extent of 
immediate future operations would depend en 
tirely upon the state of things then existing ; that 
as to mere di vidend, I did not expect the first 
lines would pay immediately, though I hail no 
doubt they would ultimately yield a fair return ; 
that the benefits lo be derived by the country 
from their construction were the great collateral 
advantages which I believed would result to all 
its interests ; that the wild lands alone, under a 
a good system of colonization, would provide 
means to girdle the Province with iron. I found 
that great Importance was attached to the ten 
millions of acres ot ungranted lands ; and that 
the increase in the value of wild lands in Cana­
da since tbe opening of the Railroads had been 
marvellous, and was likely to exercise a most be­
neficial influence upon our interests.”

The following extract will show tbe nature of 
the arrangement made with Jackson St Co. for 
the surrender of their contract :—

“ Mr. Robertson carefully examined lbe ac 
counts with one of the Engineers, aud afterwards 
with Mr, Betts ; and we also had several other 
interviews, which resulted in an agreement ex­
ecuted by Mr. Robertson on the part of the Com­
pany, which I assented to for the Government, 
subject to the assent of the Legislature. Tbe 
Contractors agree thereby to relinquish their 
Contract, transfer to the Province all the work 
done on the Road, and materials therefor in the 
Province, with Surveys, Plans, &c.—They also 
relinquish any shares they have in tbe Company 
and the Company’s Bonds, the whole for the sum 
of £90,000 sterling, including tbe Debentures 
already given them ; payment to be made on the 
first day ol June next in Debentures redeemable 
in thirty years. It was also agreed that if this 
arrangement was not adopted by the Legislature 
Messrs. Jackson & Co. were to have three months 
further time to complete their Contract, which 
in all other respects was to remain iu force— 
Head Quartert.

Names of New Ships —New Brunswick is 
peculiarly a ship-building country, a large 
amount of its exports consisting of new vessels, 
rhich are sent to the United Kingdom for sale. 

As might naturally be expected, there is some 
difficulty in providing suitable names for the 
new «hips, as every ship builder is anxious to se­
lect a name for his ship that can be identified at 
tea, and one that is not common among the ship­
ping already afloat. Almost every local name 
connected with New Brunswick has been made 
use of, including our cilié», Rivers, Governors 
and leading gentlemen ; and after tbe present 
war broke out with Russia, the name of every 
place where the allied armies bad bean victori­
ous was greedily seized upon by our ship, 
owners and ship-builders, alter which to name 
our vessels—which also tenth d lo show, we 
think, that there is a deep loyal feeling prevail­
ing, and that the attachment between England 
aud New Brunswick is strong. The following 
are some of the names of vessels which have 
been launched in this Province since this disas­
trous was broke out, evincing something of a 
war spirit among us:—War Spirit, War Eagle, 
Fury, Allie», Buxine, Varna, Silistria, Bospho­
rus, Crimea (2 vessels), Kertch, Perekop, Alma 
(6 vessel?), Inkerman (2 vessels), Malakoff, 
Sebastopol (not yet launched). 1 here has not 
been any called after Kars, but one may short 
I y be expected. Vessels have aha been named 
after the following persons, who have been con­
nected some way or other with the war :—Sul- 
tan, Lady Raglan, Eugenie, Emperor, Empress, 
Florence Nightingale, and Cathcarf. The fol­
lowing names fpight also be mentioned as con­
veying indirectly ideas connected with the war : 
British British Trident, Victory, Con.
queror. Conquest, 8t. Cloud, anil Olive Branch. 
Some time previous to tbe war breaking out, 
we had—Nugget, Gold-finder, Gold-hunter, and 
other commercial names in abundance. War­
like names appear now to have the preference. 
— Courier.

We have seen in the office of the Board of 
Works in this City, a very ingenius model of a 
wharf, which has been furnished by Mr. Boyd, 
with the view of its adoption in the Town ot 
St. Andrews, where from the peculiarities of 
the shoio and the extreme high tides, the com­
mon build of wharves has been found defective. 
It is so constructed that by an inclined plane 
from the surface, a second and lower landing 
may be obtained at certain heights of the tide ;

rhile the upper level is suitable for landing at 
high water. We have no doubt that this con­
trivance may be made useful in many parts of 
the Province ; and there are few who have ever 
disembarked at St. Andrews who will not own 
that there at least it is particularly necessary,— 
Fredericton Reporter.

England.
Smollett, in his continuation of liume’s His­

tory of England, describing the rfatc of society 
in Ibis country just s century ago. says, *• The 
interior economy of Great Brila n produced 
within the circle of this year nothing else wor­
thy of historical record, except a series ol enor­
mous crimes arising from ihe profligacy of indi­
viduals, which reflected disgrace upon the moral? 
and the polity of the nation. Rapine and rob­
bery bad domineered without intermission ever 
since the return of peace, which bad been at­
tended with a reduction ol the army and navy. 
But now crimes of a de-qier dye seemed to lift 
up their heads in contempt ot law and humanity. 
Every day almost produced Iresh instances of 
perjury, forgery, fiand, and circumvention, and 
the kingdom a most amazing jumble of virtue 
and vice, honour and infamy, compassion and 
obduracy, sentiment and brutality." With a 
very slight alteration, this description is unhap 
pily as true of this country just now as it was a 
hundred years ago, the principal difference 
being that the crimes now m rife among us are 
of a still deeper dye than those adduced by Smol­
lett. More titan once of late I have alluded in 
these letters to the enormous inci ease of crime 
here—tbe unusual prevalence of the meanest 
and most degrading «ffences amongst those 
whose high social position and professional cha­
racter might alone have caused them to shrink 
from their commission, and the dreadful fre. 
quency which homicide had acquired, present­
ing in many cases a realization of the fictitious 
horrors of the worst school of romance. The 
most terrible of the tragedies recently inscribed 
on our criminal records—though not tbe latest 
of them— was brought to light on last Sunday 
morning, when the perpetrator, a man named 
B -ndsfield, surrendered himself at the Bow-street 
police station, and staled that he had murdered 
his wife. The police, on proceeding to his 
home, a few streets off, found not only the dead 
body of his wife, but those of their three chil­
dren, the throats of all four having been cut by 
the wretched husband and father in the course 
of the previous night 1 Tlie cause of the four­
fold crime was unfounded jealousy respecting 
the wife on the part ol Bonstield, for which 
there appears to have been no ground whatever, 
the poor woman being described as bearing an 
excellent character, and supporting the family 
bv her industry, while her husband was an idle 
ai i utterly worthless person. On Wednesday 
a man named Corrigan, in a respectable position 
tfi life, was sentenced to death at the Old Bailey, 
tor the murder of ,bis wile, on the day after 
Christmas-day, by stabbing her to the heait in 
the house of a friend with whom they were 
spending the day. Yesterday, tbe man Wes- 
tron, also moving in a respectable circle, whom 
I mentioned in a recent letter as having shot 
through tbe heart, in the public street at noon­
day, his attorney and relative, Mr. Waugh was 
convicted of the murder at the Old Bailey, but 
was recommended to mercy by tbe juiy on the 
g rotin if of a supposed predisposition to ir sanity 
The tendency of jurors lately has been to acquit 
the perpetrators of great crimes on the presump 
tiop of insanity, but in this ca<e the jury have 
committed the extraordiuary blunder of declar­
ing tbe culprit guiliy, and then interfering to 
screen him from punishment on the ground of 
an alleged tendency which their verdict of “guil­
ty" asserts net to have been in operation at the 
time of commission of the offence ! Tho recom­
mendation, however absurd when coupled with 
a verdict ol guilty, has saved his life, though de- 
votlnif him to perpetual imprisonment in an asy­
lum. ■ Meantime, the remains of Mr. Cook, one 
of the supposed victims in the “ Rugeley poison­
ing cases,” baa been exhumed for further exam! 
nation ; and the preliminary proceedings in an­
other case of the alleged poisoning of a fa'hcr 
by 1rs aon, for the double purpose of concealing 
a forgery and obtaining the property of the de­
ceased, are at present pending before the Man­
chester police court.— Corr. Chr. AJc. -V Jour.

Suicide of Mr. J. Sadleir, M P.
A most painful sensation was created by the 

announcement that Mr John Sadleir, for many 
years connected with the Irish representative 
body, and identified with several of the leading 
monetary and commercial despatches in the City 
of London, bad committed suicide under circum­
stances ol the most distressing character. The un­
fortunate gentleman was found cold and lifeless, 
at half-past eight o’clock on Sunday morning,in a 
secluded portion of Hampstead-heath, near tbe 
Jack Straw Castle Hotel. Beside him lay a 
a large bottle, whicn contained the essential oil 
of bitter almonds ; and it was but too evident that 
with this powerful poison he had terminated his 
existence in the prime and vigour of manhood. 
Awful as suicide must always be, it has sel­
dom shocked the world by inch deliberate 
perpetration and by antecedents so terrible.— 
Had Mr. Sadlier survived,—his dishonesty, 
hie breach of trust, his forgeries, and 
the ruin caused by his speculations would have 
thrown tbe case ol tbe convict Bankers fat into 
the shade. One of the witnesses at tho inquest 
was tho bolder of a deed assigning as security an 
estate which appeared to have been purchased 
through the Irish Encumbered Estates Court.— 
Tbe estate really exists, and the seal of tbe Court 
which tbe deed bears is genuine, however obtain­
ed ; but the signature of twn ComtfTTSsioners of 
that Court, and of two attesting witnesses, are all 
forgeries. Imminent detection, from the design 
of the bolder to have the deed registered, precip­
itated the catastrophe. The stoppage of the 
Tipperary Bank is another proof that Mr. Sad­
lier was under no delusion when he wrote, a few 
hours before his death, “ 1 have ruined hundreds 
through my villany." The Morning Adcertixer 
and the Time» prepare us to expect that before 
the adjourned inquest ia concluded it will be 
found that thin Member of Parliament, not long 
ago a member also of Government, “ has swin­
dled the public to an amount little short of halt 
a million.” He haa left behind him one moral— 
•* Oh that I had resisted the first attempts to 
launch me into a peculation ;" but these last 
words of a man self-doomed are mineled, as 
might be expected, with complaints which vainly 
attempted to throw some of his crimes upon fate. 
He wishes that he “ had less talents of a worthless 
kind, and more firmness as if any talents could 
in themselves be worthless, and as it the moral di­
rection and control of them did not constitute 
the essence of man’s responsibility.

With a sufficiency of these, the East can 

The 
tunes are such as to stimulate every New 
England Farmer, to look around him with 
earnestness to increase their production, 
and improve their efficiency. The immense 
importation of guano into ibis couniry, dur­
ing the year, of 175,849 tons, according to 
the treasurer’s report, as a cost to the con­
sumers of over eight militons of dollars, 
shows it most conclusively to be a subject 
of very deep interest to the agricultural 
community, These being the foundations 
upon which farming operations rest, they 
are worthy of the most careful consideration 
of every agriculturist. First, the greatest 
i.mount in the best possible condition, from 
e'l home sources should be carefully sought 
alter aud secured. Water conducted into 
the barn yard for t ’ cattle, is a matter that 
conduces greatly I, ibis end. Driving cat- 
lie to g distance for water, is attended not 
only with a great loss of time, (and time is 
money) but with a very serious detraction 
Irorn the amount ol manure, which the far­
mer might otherwise have in his yard ; to 
say nothing of the perplexities and mishaps 
attendant upon their locomotion in an icy 
time in the winter. It is believed, that 
many farmers arc t to slow to avail them­
selves of those facilities, which their belov­
ed New England hills, springs, and risers 
afford to them for conducting water to their 
dwellings, and yards. Nature has kindly 
furnished unwonted means for us to tee,
“ the fresh fountain from the botiom hoil,” 
and that too, in just the place our interest 
and convenience may wish to see it. Who 
then delays longer to put thj^p gifts of na­
ture under immediate contribution, that they 
may thereby minister to our convenience, 
wealth and comfort l The location of the 
cattle yard tit such a position, that its drain­
ings may serve to enrich the surrounding 
land, is another source of increasing fetttl- 
ity.

It is sad to see a yard so situated, that its 
overflowing* pass away without enriching 
the faimer's premises, Another source ol 
increase is, lo restrain the stock in winter 
froui rambling at large over the premises, 
and to keep them yarded. The surface of 
the y atd should be hollowed, so that the li­
quids may be retained as much as may lie. 
In summer, experience has amply demon­
strated that it the nightly additions are eve­
ry ino ning collected and thrown into this 
hollow, that a great increase in quantity and 
qmiity is affected ; as by its compactness, 
and ihe moist collected in the hallow', it es­
capes almost wholly the very great waste 
effected hy evaporation consequent upon 
the solar heat and drying winds. The 
bottom should also be oveilaul with dirt 
waste hay, or some vegetable substance for 
the absorption of liquids. It is believed that 
the old met hud ol constructing stables is ca­
pable of great improvement. The fi ,ors are 
usually loosely laid upon ilie surface of the 
ground below, and are entirely lost. The 
excrements are usually shovelled outside, 
and from drenching rains, and sometime» 
from fermentation, suffer much loss.

Many farmers aware of this have dispen­
sed with floors altogether ; and after over­
ling the surface with a heavy layer of 

muck, or uirt, leave the accumulating con­
tents undisturbed till spring.—This method 
saves all the liquids, fermentation is entire­
ly prevented, and the whole is secured and 
kept in the best possible manner. Another 
good method i», where the ground will ad­
mit, to construct a cellar, or vault, beneath 
the barn, lay a loose plank floor, and drop 
the excrements beneath it by raising a plank 
or trap door. The liquids in this case drop 
direci / upon the manure as it accumulates, 
and a.-s entirely absorbed thereby. In this 
cava « a necessary in keep the accumulat­
ing heap levelled off, and keep one or two 
yearling! fed m the vicinity, to tread over 
it ; tlm. will prevent fermentation, and the

The Virtue of Snow.

The Snow.—The snow was proverbially

of winter. An examination of snow m Si­
beria showed that when the temperature ol 
the air was eeventy-lwo degrees below zero’ 
the temperature vl the enow a little below 
the surface was twenty-nine degrees above 
zero, over one hundred degrees difference. 
The snow keeps the earth just below its sur­
face in a condition to take cn chemical 
changes which would not happen if the 
earth were bare and frozen to a great depth. 
The enow prevents exhalations from the 
earth, and is a powerful absorbent, retaining

Last Days of Judge Jeffreys,
As soon as William became King, many 

of the Whigs began to demand vengeance 
for ail that they had suffered from (he 
Tories. The king recommended to Parfis- 
mem mi act of general Amnesty to guard 
the public mind. Inquiries were at length 
instituted. Among the many culprits 
brought before the House, there was one 
who htood alone end unapproached in guilt 
and infamy, and whom Whigs and Tories 
were equally willing to leave to the extreme 
rigor of the law. On that terrible day 
which was succeeded by the Irish Night, 
the roar of a great city, disappointed by its 
revenge, had followed Jefferies to the draw- 
bridge of the Tower. Hts imprisonment 
was not strictly legal ; bill he at first accept­
ed with thanks and blessings the protection 
which those dark walls, made famous by so 
many crimes and sorrows, afforded him 
against the lury of the multitude. Soon, 
however, he became sensible that hts life 
was still in imminent danger. For ■ lime 
lie flattered himself with a hope that a writ 
of Habeas Corpus would liberate him from 
his confinement, and that he should be able 
to steal away to some foreign couniry, end 
to hide himself with a part of his ill-gotten 
wealth from the detestation mankind ; but, 
till the Government was settled, there was 
no Court competent to grant . writ of Ha­
beas Corpus ; and, aa soon as the govern­
ment had been settled, the Habeas Corpus 
act was suspended.

\\ hether the legal guilt of the murder 
could be brought home to Jefferies may be 
doubled. But he was morally guilty of *o 
many murders, that, had there been no 
other way of reaching hie life, a retrospec­
tive Act of Attainder would have been 
clamorously demanded hy the whole nation. 
A disposition to triumph over the fallen, has 
never been one of the besetting eiua of En» 
glishmen ; but the hatred of which Jeffreys 
was the object, was without a parallel in 
our history, and partook but too largely of 
the savagenesa of hi* own nature.

He 
spoke with peculiar asperity of Sprat, who 
bad undoubtedly been ihe most humane 
and tnodcrat#rnember of the board.

It soon became clear that lbe wicked 
judge was fast sinking under ihe weight of 
bodily and menial eutiermg. Dr. John 
Scott, prebendary of St. Paul’», a clergy, 
tnan ol great eai.cmy, and author of llie 
Christian Life, a treatise once widely re­
nowned, was summoned, probably on ihe 
recommendation of his intimate friend 
Sharp, to ihe bedside of the dying man.— 
It was in vain, however, that Scoti spoke, 
as Sharpe had already spoken, of ihe hide­
ous butcheries of Dorchesier and Tauulon. 
To ihe last, Jeffreys continued to repeat 
that those who lbought him cruel, did not 
know what his orders were, tliut lie deserv­
ed praise instead of blame, find that bis 
clemency had drawn on him the extreme 
displeasure of hie master.

Disease, assisted by strong drink and 
misery, did ha wotk fast. The panent’* 
•totnach rejected all nourishment. He 
dwindled in a few dayi from a portly and 
even corpulent man to a mere skeleton.— 
On the 18ih of April he died, in the forty- 
first year of bis age. He had been Chief 
Justice of Ibe King's Bench at thirty-five, 
and Lord Chancellor at thirty-seven. In 
the whole history of the English bsr, there 
ia no instance of so rapid an elevation, or 
of so terrible a fall. The emaciated corpse 
was laid, with all privacy, next to the corpse 
of Monmouth, in the Chapel of ihe Tower. 
—Macaulay.

Notes & News. Dyspepsia Manufacturers.

Antiqcjtiis at Roms —The excava­
tions in the Aventine hill are being aclively 
continued, under the direction of the Dom­
inican Fathers of Saint Sabine, and are 
constantly producing objects of greet inter­
est, which date from the time of ancient 
Rome. All these articles are placed in a 
large hall of the Dominican convent, and 
the intention li to form a museum of them 
after a little time. Excavations are also 
being affected in the Appian way, and al­
ways with satisfactory résulta, and works of 
restoration are proceeding without ceasing 
in the Coliseum. In fact, if the popedom 
of Piue IX. ia to be remet k a ble for nothing 
else, it will be celebrated for ita archeolo­
gical labors.

Mineral Wealth oe Russia.—Miner­
als of the most valuable and useful kinds 
abound in Russia, Sail is found in various 
places ; bul there ia a district of country on 
her southern frontier, extending nearly in a 
lute parallel wuh ihe inn them coast of the 
Sea ol Aral and the Caspian, arid to the 
north of the line mentioned, and bel ween 
both, where salt is lound of the finest quali­
ty. Immense beds of sulphur have lately 
been discovered about Secamars, Volga ; 
and vast gold fields have been discovered 
around Ihe sources of ihe Lena. Silver is 
most ebundini st Narlsbmsk, on llie Chin­
ese boundary. There i* good reason to be­
lieve that all Siberia abounds with the pre­
cious metals Very large fields of fine coal 
have been lound in different parts of Russia 
especially in the iron districts. To Ihe 
westward of ihe Ural Mounts.n», and on 
ihe Don, a vast field ol Ihe very finest an­
thracite coal haa been found and ia now 
working. The coal produced in the Ural 
Mountains wat in 1851, $12,000,000.—
Besides go'd and silver, Russia has a vast 
extent of iron mines, yielding metal of ihe 
very finest quality. There are lien large 
mines of plalina. copper, lead, and zinc.

Curious Russian Custom.—In connec­
tion wuh the subject of Russian agriculture, 
we may advert to the whimsical mode of 
perpetuating the knowledge of the bounda­
ries of estate. There are no hedgegs, no 
trenches, no alone walla in Russia to define 
the limita of a proprietor’s land; instead of 
these, mounds of earth, either natural or ar­
tificially thrown up, eerve the purpose. On 
these mounds, whenever a new division of 
the land takea place, or when, as ia the case 
at certain interval!, a new survey ia thought 
necessary, some juvenile aerf, unwary 
enough to be caught on the spot, is stripped 
in the scholastic fashion, and soundly flagel­
lated with willow wands borne by the sur­
veying party It is m>t until he hss re­
ceived a castigation sufficiently impressive I 
lo rival the fact upon his memory, that he , 
is allowed to escape ; snd as this species 
of practical instruction is administered to a j 
tolerable number ol juveniles in the course 
ofaroui.it is supposed and wuh reason,1 
that for fifty years at lees', somebody will 
be found to be able to testify unmistakably 
to the ancient landmarks.
