"With sincere satisfaction and a deep sense of gratitude to the Author and Giver of
all good, am I enabled to congratulate you on the prosperous and improving condi-
tion of the Province. By the Divine Blessing, the late fne season has proved re-
markably favorable to agricultural pursuits, and the greatly increased enterprise and
exertions of the people have, in general, been rewarded with the most bountiful re-
turns ; whici will have the happy effect considerably to diminish the importation of
foreign supplies for the consumption of the inhabitants. The gradual but steady im-
provement in the Commerce and Staple Trade of the Province, as indicated by the
present state of Revenue, is also a most pleasing circumstance.

"JMr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the âssembly,

" I shall order to be laid'before you, vithout delay, theTreasurer's Accounts and
other documents therewith connected, which, I am happy to acquait von, will be
found highly gratifying ; the Revenue of last year being more productive than had
been anticipated, and largely exceeding that ofthe former. It wifllnot, :hôwever, be
prudent to calculate on the permanency of this prosperous degree ofthe Provincial in-
come ; for, without apprehending the adoption of any other measures affecting the,
Trade of the Northern Colonies, the commercial arrangement, recently concluded
with the Government ofthe United States. .must have an immediate tendency greatly
to lessen the amount of Revenue to be collected in this Province, under the Acts of
Parliament.

" I rely with confidence onyour making the usual provision for the Ordinary Servi-
ces, and for such other objects of general utility as may be recommended to your fa-
vorable consideration.

,.iUr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the .Bssembly,

"Upon the perusal of the documents to be submitted for your consideration, con-
cerning the Grants of last Session for additional Light-Houses, you will perceive
.that, by accurate Surveys and Estimates, it.has. been ascertained that the sums yet
appropriated by Lower-Canada and this Province, for the erection of the contem-
plated Light-House on Saint Paul's Island, are quite inadequate for that service.
It has therefore been considered advisable, in concurrence with the opinion of the
late Governor General, His Excellency Sir James Kempt, to defer the further pro-
secution of that important undertaking, (much although delay in such a case is to be
regretted) until the deficiency can be provided for ; it being likewise most desirable
that the respective proportionsof the expense for the future maintenance of the Es-
tablishment, according to the comparative advantages.therefrom to be derived by the
Canadas and New-Brunswick, should be agreed on.

" Considering thevast importance of good Roads of Communication with all parts of
the Province, I feel ,pereuaded, that subject with all other objects and institutions
which, for the welfare of the Country, have been under the fostering care of the Le-
gislature, will continue to receive the wisdom of your unremitting attention and 1-
beral support.

" The great want of a Public Penitentiary in this Province, so rapidly increasing in
population, having on a former occasion been generally adnitted, I need only now
beg permission to recall to your wise consideration that important object.

"To all your measures for promoting thetrue interests and prosperity of the Coun-
try, it will afford me great satisfaction to contribute my hcarty concurrence."

"THE hIUMBLE ADDRESS OF THE HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.
" MAY IT PLEASE YOUR HONOR,

"i E, the Representatives of His Majesty's loyal subjects, the people of New-
Brunswick,. thank Your Honor for the Speech you have been pleased to make to us,
at the opening of this Session of the General A ssembly.

" We feel obliged by your Hlonor's intention of laying before us copies ofthe Offi-
ciai Despatches, which announced the lamented death of our late Most Gracious
Sovereign, and the consequent auspicious accession of His present Majesty, to the
throne of his ancestors.

" The prosperous state of the Province, as communicated by Your Honor, affords
us much gratification, and we are happy to learn that the labours of the husbandman
have been so bountifully rewarded the last year.

" The improvement in the commercial concerns of the country also gives much
satisfaction, although we cannot but apprehend the most disastrous consequences in
that. important branch of our prosperity in future, by the operation of the late treaty,
concluded between the Mother Country and the United States.

" We thank Your Honor for the assurance that the Treasurer's Accounts shall
be speedily laid before us, and learn with great pleasire that an improvement has
taken place in the Revenue ; we, however, fully agree with Your Honor, that we
cannot anticipate the permanency of the Provincial Incone, affected as it must ne-

necessarily.
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cessarily be, for the causes previously adverted to, by a reduction both in the Ordi-
nary and Parliamentary Duties.

"For the Ordinary Services of the Province, and ail other objects of general util-
ity, we will make the necessary provision.

"The contemplated Light House on Saint Paul's Island, as well as other matters
of a similar nature, will receive the fullest consideration. Your Honor may rely
upon such provision being made as will comport with the circumstancs of the Pro"-
vince, for the Roads throughout the Country ; a subject, of all others so intimately
connected with its general prosperity, should and will have our unremitting attention.

"We feel deeply sensible of the necessity that exists for the establishment of a
Provincial Penitentiary, and Your Honor may be assured that proper consideration
will be given to that important object.

"The sane zeal which has distinguished Your Honor's Administration, in co-
operating with us in such measures as will advance the true interests of the country,
we are satisfied, remains unabated."

Being returned, Mr. Speaker reported that lis Hlonor had been pleased to make
the following reply thereto:-

" Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Assembly,

"I Beg your acceptance ofmy best thanks for this gratifying Address of the loyal
Representatives of the people of New-Brunswick, as conveying at once your ready
assurance to make provision for the ordinary services and all other beneficial ob-
jects, and to bestow your diligent attention on the other matters recommended to
your favorable consideration.

"The Humble Petition of Your Majesty's Council and House of 1ssembly, of the

Province of New-Brunswick in General 1ssembly, convened.

"MAT rr PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY,

"YOUR Majesty's most faithful Subjects the Council a4d Assembly of New-
Brunswick, being greatly alarmed at a report which has reached this Country of an
intention entertained by your Majesty's Ministers, so to alter the duties upon Wood
imported into the United Kingdon, as to destroy the protection afforded to Colonial
over Foreign Wood, by the existing systern of duties ; a neasure (ifcarried into oper-
ation) fraught with consequences so ruinous to all Your Majesty's North American
Colonies, and to New-Brunswick more extensively than to any other, beg leave to
lay at the foot of the Throne, this our humble representation,

"IUnder this protecting system, originally adopted for thepurpose of rendering the
Mother Country independent of Foreign Nations for a supply of Wood, a trade of
vast magnitude has grown up, in which British Capità alone is ensged, and British
Interests alone are promoted.

" We have not at command the documents froma which we can accurately ascertain
the actual extent of this trade, but from the information which we possess, we are in-
duced to believe, that the number of Vessels employed in the whole trade with the
Canadas and the lower Provinces, des not fall short of two thousand annually, and
that the number of Sailors required for navigating tbhri amounts to twenty five
thousand.

" This is the Staple Trade of New-B'runswick. In its two Branches of ton timber
and deals, nearly the whole commercial industry of the country is enterested, while
the commercial establishments and outlay of capital are altogether arranged vith a
view to its prosecution.

" We have as yet no article of export which would find a market in the United
Kingdom but the produce of the Forests, and if our means of paying for British manu-
factures cease, the importation of these manufactures must cease also.

" With a sinking commerce, our credit with the British merchant must wear away,
the Revenues of the Country must dwindle, internal improvement be stopped, and
the settlement of the Wilderness Lands in a great measure suspended.

" That the commercial intercourse between the United Kingdom and the Northern
Colonies, especially this Province of New Brunswick, would be very greatly reduced,
if not altogether annihilated, by withdrawing the protecting duties on our Wood, and
the consequent increase of supply of this article to the Mother Country, from the
Northern powers of Europe, we fear, is too evident to need any proof, and we there-
fore contemplate the disastrous consequences of such a measure, with no small de-
gree of discouragement and dismay.

" But the commercial evils which would ensue to these Colonies, are not
the only ones which we apprehend, we very much fear that the ruin of the
Wood Trade with the United Kingdom, following so soon after the opening
of the West India Cilonies to the -United States, would be viewed by ail
the North American Colonists, as such an abandonment of their interests
in Yeur Majesty's Councils, as could not fail to excite discontent, and have
a strong tendency to shake the loyal affection, which they have hitherto
cherished with .such honest zeal towards the Parent State ; and there is no
political evil which the Inhabitants ofthis Province would more seriously deprecate,
than, a weakening of their ties to that country, which they, and their fathers before
them have so steadfastly adhered to, throughout every.change of fortune, prosperous
or adverse.

"We forbear to enlarge upon the effects %which a change .of the existing policy with
regard to the Colonial Wood Trade would.have upon the general Interests of the Em-
pire in its bearing upon the shipping interests, and as a nursery for British Seamen
these are topics upon which Your Majesty's Ministers.must have far more extended
ineans of information, than are within our reach. But there is one most important con-
sideration connected with this trade, which wecannot refrain from distinctly bringing

to

to notice. and tlhat is,the facility which it affords for the einigration to tiese Colonies
of ite surplus population ofthe United Kýingdom, and the meansofemploynent which
it lavs open to the Enigrant afier his arrival ii the Colony ; circumstances which we
do not hesitate to declare, arc both of thern absolutely essential to the conitinuance of
that.tide of emigration, which now so fortunately both for the Mlother Country and
.he Colonies, is directing its course to these British American shores. Ifthe Colo-
niial Wood Trade cease, there will be ricither ships to bring out the Enigrants, nor
business in the Colonies to give theni wages for their labour, until they can clear
and cultivate their lands, nor a market for the produce of the soil, after their cultiva-
tion of it has rendered it productive.

" The Council and Assembly, therefore, most humbly implore Your Majesty to
take the foregoing circumstances into Your Most Gracious consideration, and ear-
nestly pray, that Your Majesty's Governnient rnay not be induced to alter the pre-
sent system of protection to the Colonial Wood Trade, which is so vitally important
to the interests of these North Anerican Provinces, as constituent parts of the Bri-
tish Empire.

" And as in duty bound will ever pray, &c.

where such offence as is herein before stated, shall be committed, shall immediately
be discharged without paying any costs or fees; but if not an inhabitant or inhabitants
as aforesaid, he, she, or they,:shall or may immediately be ordered by such Justices,
before whom sùch convictionshallbe had, outof the said City,Countyor Place, tohis,
her, or their former abode or place of residence, or out of this Province ; and if any
person or persons having beem so ordered out of such City, County or Place as afore-
said, shall remain therein for the space of five days, or return thereto within twelve

months
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inonths after such order, the person or persons so remaining or returning, shall be
forthwith apprehended and again receive such sentence of fine, imprisonment, public
labour or corporal punishment, as a like Court of Magistrates shall in its discretion,
order and direct (not extending tolife or limb) as aforesaid."

expenses in going to St. John, amounting ta £5 : 6 : 3, are, in the opinion.of your
Cominittee, wholly inadmissible.

It may be proper to observe, with reference ta the accounts generally with this Su-
pervisor, that he will be required ta account to the Province the next Séssibon for
£95 : .10 : 4, the balance established ta be due from hira on receipts and expendi-

tures,

Contains copies of general accounts current, of G. F. Street, EsquireTrea-
surer, with the College,ofincome and expenditure ; commencing September, 1S22, and
ending l9th February, 1831, made up from year to year, and shewing a balance in the
hands of the Treasurer at the last mentioned date of 4071. 14s. 9d.

No. 3. Is a statenent of the Lands possessed by the College, and the income deriv-
ed therefrom ; also, an account of monics at interest, secured by bond and mortgage
on real. estate.

No. 4. Is a general statement of debts due the College, and particdlarizing how
those debts are secured.

No. 5, Is a statement of monies received from 1823 to 1S30, inclusive, for timuber
cut on College Lands.

These accounts are not at all satisfactory, made up as they are in the rnost confus-
ed manriner, and consequently rendering it impossible for -your Committee to make
such a report as would have shewn to the House, at one glance, particulars ofthe in-
corne and of the expenses chargeable against the same, to which ·te Institu-
tion is now subject ; information absolutely necessary to govern them in their
appropriations tovards its support. They cannot, however, avoid adverting
to .the charge of Commission made by the present Treasurer, on monies
which have gone through his hands, amounting in all to 631. 12s. 4d ; part
-of which has accrued to him, in the payments made to the Contractors *for
building the College ; in one instance, 5 per cent. on 2,800; for ierely endôsing an
order to the said Contractors on the Province Treasurer ; a charge"vhich your Coni-
mittee cannot think is sustainable-onany grounds, particularly as the large amount of
5,789L. 1s. 3d. which appears by account No. 2, to have gone through the hands: of
*VMr. Secretary Odell, and appropriated tovards the same object, has been received
and paid without any renuneration : and besides, they -view with astonishment the
sum of 251, charged on the' 1st July, 1830, by the Treasurer, stated to be an allow-
ance made te hi by the College Council, for extra services on the 7th July the pre-

ceding
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ceding year. They also notice, that 471.3.8, have been deducted from warrants on
the Treasurer at sundry times, which appears to have arisen from their having been
solt, for the want of money in the Treasury to meet them ; a circumstance which your
Committee conceive requires investigation.

Your Committee, on the whole, respectfully recommend, that in their opinion the
House should disallov these accounts, and that an application should be made to His
Hionor the President, for such statement upon which a Committee could make a re-
port, of a more satisfactory description than the presen't one.

It appears that since 1829, the Treasurer has received an annual allowance of £100,
and no Commission has been charg'd since that period.

by the Government of Canada as well as those furnished by the Commissioners of
this Province, for erecting the contemplated Light House and House, with Provi-
sions, &c. for wrecked Mariners, on the Island of Saint Paul's, in the southern
entrance of the Gulf Saint Lawrence, the Committee are of opinion : that as
all vessels going to or f rom Canada, must, from its situation, derive essential
benefit from this Light, and in an equal degree to those visiting the Gulf side of this
Province; the Comnitte2 cannot but think that Canada, with such an immense increas-
ing trade, while that of the eastern parts of this Province is likely to decline in ton-
nage ofshipping ; that the Government of Canada should contribute upwards of two
thirds of the expense oferecting and niaintaining this establishment. The Commit-
tee from all the information f irnished and their own observation as to lights which
are placed too high, being often cnveloped in fog, are decidedly of opinion, that two
low lights on places that may prove suitable, would be prefera ble to the one as re-
commended in the report of Messrs. Adams and Young, in their report to the Ge-
vernment of Canada, as the necessity fqr this establishment lias long been evident,
and it cannot but be deplored that so much delay lias arisen to the risque of life and

property. The Committee would recommend the directions of the House to the Com-
missioners to proceed to advertise for contracts, for building two Liglts vith a House
for shipwrecked Mariners, ai! of Wood, as soon as the Government of Canada shall
bave voted £3500, towards the erection and fitting out of this establishment ; and £350
per annum for its maintenance so long as the Light shall be duly kept. The Committee
are induced to recommend this proposition, from finding that His Excellency Sir
James Kermpt vas pleased to express his intention of recommending to the Legisla-
ture of Canada, to nake a Grant in this way for the erection and maintenance of this
establishment, and place the responsibility of erecting and maintaining it in this Pro-
vince, as more convenient than the Ports of Canada, and to prevent any division as to
the arrangement further preventing this work going into operation.

"IAY IT PLEASZ YOUR MA.ESTY.

"T HF House of Assembly of New-Brunswick, with the deepest feelings of venera-

tion for Your Majesty's Person, and attacliment to Your Majesty's Government, beg
leave most hunbly to address Your Majesty, regarding the Custom House Establish-

nient of this Province ; a subject of great impoitance to the country, and which they
have previously brought under the notice of Your Majesty's Royal Predecessor.

- It will be'unnecessary to reiterate on the present occasion the dissatisfaction that

so universally prevails in the minds of Your Majesty's most faithful subjects, residing
in this Province, at the circumstance of such large sums being annually withheld by
the Officers of the Customs, under the direction and by the authority of the Lords of

Your Majesty's Treasury, without the consent of the Legislature of this Province ;
these facts having been brought under the consideration of His late Majesty, in the

Addressabove alluded to, and to which the House of Assembly now most humbly beg
reference. On the contrary, the Assenibly feel that they would be discharging the

high trust reposed in them by their Constituents in the best manner, by bringng un-
der Your Majesty's nost gracious notice, a Schedule of Salaries, which the Assembly
Most humbly conceive would be an ample renuneration for the services of the Officers

connected with the Custom House Establish-ment.
"'This scale has been made up with reference to Officers holding Provincial appoint-

ments, provided for by the Legihlature with a degreeof liberal:.y, which the Assembly
Most humbly hope, vill be viewed by Your Majesty in a nost favorable manner; and
althouigh the rátes flbl far short of those which are now enjoyed by the Officers, and
which, in the aggregate amotuint, His late Majesty's government, in the communication

made to the House of Assembly through the Lieutenant Governor of the.Province,
were of opinion they were 'entitled to, the Assembly cannot imagine that it could

have been the intention to place the Collector of the Port of Saint John, in point of

incone, upon a better focting than the Chief Justice of the Province, and far beyond
that ofthe associate Judges; situations, above all others, the most dignified and re-

sponsible in the Province. ..
Of all Officers in this Colony, the duties of the Provincial Treasurer are by far the

most arduous, on a salary of six hundred pounds currency, for which the services are

cheerfully and faithfully performed, with a heavy degree of responsibility, and under

bonds by law for ten thousand pounds; and the House of Assembly most humbly trust,

that the offer of provision now made for the Collector of Saint John, exceeding as it

does that for the Treasurer, will be deemed by Your Majesty as amply sufficient, con-

sideration being had to the services rendered respectively by both.
« The Assembly are aware that the Legisiature of Nova Scotia acceded to the scale

submTitted to them by His late Majesty's Government; and this contested subject, with.

reference to that Colony. has therefore been happily settled ; and the Royal assent ha-

vin- been riven to the Bill which passed that body, the Assembly most humbly beg
leave to bring to Your Majesty's notice, that the right hitherto and still contended for

by the Assembly of New-Brunswick, that no other power but themselves had the au-

thority to appropriate-any taxes raised within the Province, was fully establisbed and

rcagmîzedl.
rTne House of Assembly would not have adverted to a subject so long settled and

determined, were it not that a cor.trary practice has prevaled and does still prevail,

with regard to the Salaries cf the Officers of the Customs in this Province, and that it

was necessary to bring under Your Majesty's consideration the relative condition of

the two Colonies. £«Nova
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" Nova Scotia is one of Your Majesty'soldest Colonies. Her revenues arelarge and
increasing, and her capabilities to b.ear byrthens are.much beyond those of this colony.
New-Brunswick, on the other hand, is yet.quite in her infancy. * Her revenues are
small in comparison with those of Nova Scotia, and a, great portion of her territory is
yet in a state of wilderness, with a thinly dispersed population. Under these circun-
stances, costly establishments are felt aý extremely oppressive, and it. vas consequently
a matter of impossibility for the Assembly of New-Brunswick to accept the terms offer-
ed by His late Majesty's Government, fora permanent provision to the Officers ofthe
Customs, made up as it was, nearly on the scile of that offered ta Nova Scotia, without
reference to the capabilities, the resources, or the revenues of the respective Colonies.
And besides, the advantages derived from the abolition of Custom House fees, so for-
cibly dwelt upon by the Lieutenant Governior of. this .Province, in bis .commufication
to the Assenibly, previously -noticed, bear no comparison in the two Colonies; for while
the trade of Nova Scotia is almost e.xclusively çarried on,.both foreign and coasting, in
her own ships ; New-Brunswick owes her trade in a great measure to the, shipping of the
Mother Country; and consequently, -the benefits of the abolition, with the exception
of the coasting trade, (small with reference to Nova Scotia) and the few vessels enga-
ged in foreign trade owned in New- Brunswick, have been enjoyed by the British ship
owner residing in some part of the United Kingdom.

Your Majesty will, the Assembly rnost humbly trust, see the inequality of thebur-
thens contemplated by His late Majesty's Govern ment to be borne by each Colony,
arid which the Assembly conceive never could have been taken into -consideration by
His late Majesty's Governrnent, when-the propositions were submitted to both Legis-
lattres.

" The House of Assembly offer the Schedule to the consideration of Your Majesty,
with great subtrission, as before expressed, with a comparative reference to other high-
ly important offices within the Province, and not with a view to interfere with Your
Majesty's Government, in their undoubted right to give such compensation to the Qfi-
cers alluded ta, as they in their wisdom may deem meet ; and the House, therefore,
would feel great pleasure, if such should be Your Majestf's Royal Will, ta make a per-
manent Grant, equalta tohe amount of Schedule, ta Your Najesty, to be apportioned for
the payment of these Officers, as in Your Royal wisdom You might think necessary ;
at the same time the Assembly most humbly conceive that if Your Majesty.should be
of-opinion, that the amount now offered is insufficient for the payment of the Officers,
auyf difference should be made up by the Imperial Parliament, in copsequençe as before
rentioned of the abolition of Custom House fees having been so highly beneficial tu
the British shipping, in their trade with New-Brunswick.

"The House of Assembly, therefore, most humbly-pray; that'this their humble re-
presentation, will meet with a favorable reception -uand that Your Majesty may be gra-
ciously pleased to signify the same. to the Administrator of the Government, through
the Colonial Minister ; when the Assembly will make a permanentgrant to Your Ma-
jesty of four thousand two·hundred and fifty pocxnds sterlingr per annum, for the pay-
ment of the Officers, either in gross or in such other way as Your Majesty'may direct,
payable =nnually out of the duties secured.by virtue of the Acts of the Imperial Par-
Jiarment, in the event of all such duties being paid -over to· the Treasurer of this Pro-
vince. "And as in duty bound, will ever pray.

No provision is made in the above list for Controllers at Miramichi and St. Andrews,
the offices at these ports being wholly unnecessary; although if Ris Majesty's Govern-
ment should think proper to continue the Officer at Saint Andrews, the sum put down
for contingencies will amply provide for that officer. In fact, it is considered in the
Province that the Office in any Port within it, is of no use, the original intention of es-
tablishing it as a check upon other Officers, having long since been lost sight of in this
Colony.

Compurative Statement ofthe proposed Salary for the Collector of Saint John with

" THE PETITION OF THE HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

"MAY IT PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY.

"IW E, Your Majesty's faithfuil Commons of the Province of New-Brunswick, most
humbly beg leave to approach Your Royal Person, in behalf of a portion of Your Ma-
jesty's faithful and loyal subjects, the Clergy of Dissenting Protestant Congregations

of
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of Christian Worshippers in this Province; wrho, by a Law enacted by the General
Assembly, in the early settlement of the Province, (by those British American Loya!-
ists, who at the close of the American Revolution pi eferred an asylum in this then un-
settled and wilderness region, to remaining in their native country under a republican
government,) are excluded from the privilege of celebrating and soleunizing Marriage
in their several and respective Congregatiozs.

Your Majesty's faithful Commons of New-Brunswick beg leave most humbly to
state, that the reasons which might have existed when the Law herein alluded to was
enacted, forlimiting the privilege ofcelebrating and bolemnizing rarriage to Ministers
of the Church ofEngland, the Kirk of Scotland, the Rurnan Catholics, and the peo-
ple called Quakers, have long ceased ; and Your Majesty's faithful Commons of the
Province have long been of the opinion, that the piivilege of celebrating Marriage
under the several and respective requisitions of the existing Laws of the Province,
should be extended to the regularly ordaiied and settled Clergy of the Dissenting
Congregations in this Province.

"Your Majesty's faithful Commons of this Province. fror a deep sense of the duty
which they owe to the rights and wishies of the Dissenting Clergy and their Congre-
gations in this Province, (who form a large proportion of Your Majesty's faithful and
loyal subjects within the same) have for several years in succession passed a Bill to ex-
tend the privilege of celebrating Marriage to sucli Clergy, subject to the requisitions
of the Provincial Act for the registry of Marriages within this Province ; but for rea-
sons unknown to your Petitioners, such Bills have not been concurred in by the other
Branch of the Legislature.

Your Majesty's faithful Commons being fully persuaded of the firm aitachment
and loyalty to Your Majesty's Person and Government, of that portion of Your Majes-
ty's subjects for whom they now most humbly entreat Your Majesty's Royal favor,
pray Your Majesty to take their case into favorable consideration, and that Your Ma-
jesty will be pleased graciously to give instructions to the Adminiistrator of the Govern-
ment, to recommend the Legislature to pass such Bill as lie nay deem proper, to obtain
Your Majest's Royal sanction, for the purpose of extending the privilege of celebra-
ting and solemnizing Marriage to the regularly ordained and settled Clergy of Dissent-
ing Congregations in Your Majesty's Province of New-Brunswick, or otherwIse, as
Your Majesty, in your Royal Wisdom may deem meet.

" And, as in duty bound, will everpray."

The Petition was then handed to the Committee of the House to wait upon His
Honor the President therewith, to request His Honor -will transmit thesame.

THE HUMBLE ADDRESS OF THE HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

MAY IT PLEASE YoUR MAJESTY,

"T HE House of Assembly of New-Brunswick, beg leavemosthumbly toapproach.
Your illajesty, with a reiteration of the sentiments of veneration and attachaient to
Your Majesty's Person and Government, professed in their Address of the 80th.in-
stant, on the subject of the Custom House Establishment.

" Deeply sensible of the paternal affection entertained by Your Majesty for the wel.
fare of all Your Majesty's subjects, however remote their situation from the Parent
State, the Assembly most humbly venture to bring under Your Majesty's notice the
grievances which Your Majesty's loyal subjects residing in this Colony endure from
the office established here, called the office of Department of Crown Lands and
Forests.

"By the operation of the system practised in this office, very large sums are taken
from the people of this Province or Licenses to cut Timber on Crown Lands, and
although the Assembly do not question the right Your Majesty undoubtedly has to
the lands in question, they think that the tremendous powers with which the Commis.
sioner is vested, with regard to impositions of Tonnage Money and the enormous ex-
actions for fees, to be incompatible with a free government and to require redress.

" It is generally understood, as well as universally believed, that the Commissioner
in question is under no control in this Province, and to this may be ascribed the mode
in which Licences to cut Timber are issued in very many cases, in quantities less
than 100 tons, subject to a duty of [s. 3d. per ton, and the excessive fee on each of
45s. By this mode, a large part of the recepts is paid in the shape of fees, at once
injuring the subject without benefiting the Revenue ; and the Assembly feel convin-
ced, if the office were under Colonial management, that while the oppressions would
be removed, the Revenues would be more productive. And besides, the Assembly
cannot but view with just clarm that the day may possibly come, when, by a single
mandate from the Office, exactions of such magnitude may be made, as literally to
stop the export trade of the country ; a power which no person should have even the
shadow of authority to exercise.

" The Assembly, at an early day the present Session, by an Address to the Admin-
istrator of the Government, sought for documents regarding this office, to enable
them officially to bring the subject more in detail under the consideration of Your Ma-
jesty, but this information, so highly desirable and necessary, has been withheld from
them ; and the Assembly, therefore, with great submission, lay before Your Majes-
ty herewith a copy of the said Address, with the reply thereto, for Your Majesty's
gracious consideration.

" It will by that be seen, the objeets eontemplated by the Assembly ; no less that
relieving Your Majesty's Government permanently from the burthen of the whole Ci-
vil list of the Province, a subject which the Assembly humbly conceive to be of great
advantage to the Parent State, and only requiring that the Revenues, from whatev-
er souree or sources derived in, or collected within the Province, should be placed
under the control of its Legisiature.

" The Assembly have so of.en brought under the notice of Your Majesty's Royal
predecessors, the privations endured by your loyal subjects, the firet settlers of the
country, and the unswerving attachment to the British Constitution, that induced
them to abandon their homes and seek an asylum under British protection, in a wil-
derness country, that they deem it unnecessary to dwell upon that interesting topk
on the present occasion.

" But they humbly beg leave to represent to your Majesty, that although, as before
expressed, they do not deny the vnquestionable sovereignty of your Majesty to
the wild lands in this Colony, they momt humbly conceive tbat:the revenues derived
from them, when the trying circumstanc.né uder hih-this Province was original
sttled, are duly considered, should be bndertbe controt'ofthe Legislature, althoug
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from the comparatively small vailue of the ungranted lands, with those granted, but
little can be anticipated, ifter the grant fees are first paid; and it will, therefore, be
to the timber duties almost alone, the Assembly may expect any addition of revenue
in part provision for the Civil List.

" The Bouse of Assemhly, therefore most humbly pray, that this their representa-
tion may meet froin Youir Majesty a gracious reception ; and that .Your Majesty will
be pleased to give such directions to the Administrator of the Government, as will
enable theAssembly to carry these important objects into effect."
