Municipality to Enforce Law.

The Food Controller has ordered that
the wilful waste of any food or food pro-
ducts where such waste results from
carelessness, or from the manner of
storage thereof, oris due to any other
avoidable causc, is hercby prohibited.
It shall be the duty of each municipality
in Canada to enforce this regulation
within its municipal limits. The Canada
Food Board shall have power from time
to time to make orders prescribing the
amount of any kind or kinds of food or
food products that may be purchased or
held by any person whether such food er
food products are purchased or held for
sale, exportation or private consump-
tion, and may seize any food or food
product thercafter purchased or held in
excess of the amounts so prescribed.
Any food or food product so seized shall
thereby be forfeited to His Majesty and
shall be disposed of in such manner as
the said Board may from_ time to time

The world demand for wheat in 1918
justifies the greatest possible effort to-
wards increased production. The small
acreage of Fall Wheat put in last fall
will mean increased acrecage in Ontario
available for Spring \WWheat. The Ont-
ario Government is co-operating with
the farmers in order to provide seed. It
has purchased 50,000 bushels of No. i
Marquis Spring Wheat Seed through
the Seed Branch of the Federal Depart-
ment of Agriculture. More will be pur-
chased if necessary to fill needs.

DISTRIBUTION.—Seed is sold only
in 2-bushel bags. Carloads will be plac-
ed at certain peints in the Province
where less than carload orders can be
filled.

WHERE TO BUY.—Purchases may
be made either in the warehouse at the
distributing points, OR orders may be
placed with the nearest district Repre-
sentative of the Provincial Department
of Agriculturc, OR they may be sent
direct by mail to the Markcts Branch,
Department of Agriculture, Parliament
Buildings, Toronto.

PAYMENT IN CASH.—Price is $2.74
per bushel at all local stations. In all
cases, without exception, cash
must accompany order. Send re-
mittance by marked cheque, postal note,
post office or express money order made
payable to Ontario Department of Agri-
culture, Markcts Branch:

ORDER EARLY.—In the event of
the requirements of the Province being
underestimated, there may not be
enough seed to go around. It is edvis
able in order to insurc having their or-
ders filled that purchasers should place
erdcrs as soon as possible.

We marched down a road nearly a op lighted

Income Tax Forms

Are now available
Returns must be filed on or before 31st March

HE Dominion Income War Tax Act requires you to fill in une or more of
the five special Forms provided before 31st March, 1918. In order to
assist the public to understand just what is required of them, information

on each Form is given below. Read carefully, then get three copies of the
form that fits your case and fill them in. Answer all questions fully and
accurately. For making false statements, a penalty of $10,000 or six months’
imprisonment, or both, is provided.

Individuals.—All persons unmarried, and all widows or widowers without dependent children;
whose income is $1500 a year or more, must fill in Form T1. Al other persons whose income is
$3000 or more, use the same Form. Where any income is derived from dividends, list amounts
received from Canadian and Foreign securities separarely. Fill in pages 1, 2 and 3 only. Do not
mark on page 4. Partncrships, as such need not file returns, but the individuals forming the part-
nerships must.

Corporations and Joint Stock Companies, no matter how created or organized, shall pay the
normal tax on income exceeding $3000. Use Form T2—giving particulars of income. Also
attach a financial statement. Under Deductions, show in detail amounts paid to Patriotic Fund
and Canadian Red Cross or other approved War Funds.

Full particulars
of the distribution of income from all estates handled must be shown as well as details of amounts
distributed. A separate Form must be filled in for each estate.

Employers must use Form T4 to give names and amounts of salaries, bonuses, commissions and
other remuneration paid to all employees during 1917 where such remuneration amounted in the
aggregate to $1000 or over.

Cerporation Lists of Shareholders.—On Form T5 corporations shall give a statement of all
bonuses, and dends paid to Shareholders residing in Canada during 1917 stating to whom paid,
and the amot

Figures in every cace are to cover 1917 income—all Forms must be filed by 31st March. For
neglect, @ fisze of $100 for cach day of default may be imposed.

In the ccce of Forms T'1 and T2, keep one copy of the filled in Form and file the other two with
the Inspector of Taxation for your District. In the case of T3, T4 and T5, keep one copy and file
the other two, with the Commissioner of Taxation, Dept. of Finance, Ottawa.

Forms may be obtained from the District Inspectors of Taxation and from the Peste
masters at all leading centres.
