the death list remains at six. A skele­
ton which was unearthed early in the 
day on Grove street, proved to be a 
wired model used presumably by a phy­
sician or medical student, and the ru­
mor of a second body being found to? 
day proved unfounded. Medical Ex­
aminer G. B. Magrath tonight gave out 
the official statement that but six 
bodies had been recovered.

There was a seventh wictim of the 
fire, however, In the death at the Sol­
diers' Home in Chelsea of Frank Ma­
han, aged 15 years, who died as the re­
sult of being kicked by a horse during 
the fire Sunday night-

Notwithstanding the careful guard 
of property maintained by the police 
and militia all last night, looters were 
able to open up a safe in the ruins of 
the Whitman studio on Broadway and 
escape with the contents, consisting of 
money, bank books, checks and other 
valuables.

The Chelsea Savings Bank opened up

The .great need in this province .to­
day, said the Rev, A. B. Cohoe at the 
Every Day Club yesterday afternoon, is 
a Leader who will gather about him the 
sentiment that undoubtedly exists, and 
direct it with true leadership against 
the liquor traffic. Nothing is done or 
can be done except as the people get 
down to hard work against the vested 
interests that uphold the business,.

To their little children, in their earliest 
years, the parents stand in the .place 
of God Himself, but there are many 
children who as they grow older learn 
not to honor but to despise their father, 
because of his manner of life. It is a 
terrible thing when a son loses faith 
In his own father. Mr. Cohoe dwelt 
upon the sacredness of family life and 
the responsibility of parenthood, and 
the evil wrought to both by the liquor 
traffic. - - - - .

are known to have lost their lives, a 
number of boatmen are reported miss­
ing and dozens of persons were Injured 
today as the result of a furious wind­
storm which set in here this afternoon. 
For hours the wind raged, and accord­
ing to the local weather bureau ranged 
generally between 40 and 50 miles an 
hour, but at times its velocity register­
ed as high as 59 .miles. Pedestrians 
suffered much discomfort besides being 
in constant danger from falling signs, 
shutters and awnings,which were torn 
from their fastenings. A boat contain­
ing three men was seen to upset In 
Petham Bay. Persons on shore saw the 
men drown.

Some, he said, had Imagined that 
Japan’s warlike preparations were in­
tended for China, but he declared no 
one could conceive how a great new 
navy would be needed, whereas there 
is scarcely a Chinese gunboat. The 
United States, he said, could not Ignore 
the fact that warlike activities have 
been going on in Japan “at a feverish 
rate” since the war with Russia. He 
said Japan had made great purchases 
of war material broad. He pointed 
particularly to the fact that ^.merica, 
had supplied 750,000 rifle barrels, “ftl- 
though our own troops have not yet 
been supplied with new rifles.” Neith­
er could the United States ignore the 
fact, he maintained, that two naval 
bases had been established In Formosa 
and the Pescoderes Islands, down near 
Luzon, and that as soldiers were dis­
charged at Hiroshima they emigrated 
to Hawaii.

Mr. Hobson charged that Japanese 
spies have been diligent and active 
throughout the Philippines, in our out­
lying possessions, throughout all parts 
of America, in our forts, arsenals, ship­
yards, and particularly up and down 
the coast along the Pacific, in noting 
the elements of America’s defense and 
mapping and charting harbors and ap­
proaches from the rear to our coast­
wise forts and to our cities.

Mr. Hobson went so far as to say 
that fifty million dollars in battleships 
would have enabled the United States 
to force Russia to evacuate Manchuria 
at the time she agreed to do so, and in 
that case the war between Russia" and 
Japan would have been averted.

“The war clouds are gratherlng,” Mr, 
Hobson said in conclusion, “and fail­
ure on the part of America to build up 
a naval power adequate to keep peace 
in" the Pacific ocean will be liable to 
entail not only a war between Am­
erica and Japan, but ultimately a war 
between the white race and the yellow 
race, and engender a hatred and anger 
between the races that would prevent 
the carrying of the gospel of peace 
throughout Asia.”

A spirited debate followed, which was 
still in progress when the House ad­
journed.

WASHINGTON, D. (V April 11 — 
Pointing out what he declared to be 
the precarious condition of the national 
defense of the United States, both in 
the Atlantic and the Pacific Oceans, 
Capt. R. R. Hobson, of Alabama, in 
the House of Representatives today 
made an earnest plea for two battle­
ships of 25,000 tons displacement in ad­
dition to the t vo authorized by the 
naval appropriation bill. He said that 
a conservative estimate would indicate 
that for the minimum basis of security 
and safety In the Pacific Ocean, the 
United States should lay down at least 
four big ships a year for many years 
to come, “until Japan concedes to us 
what is Inevitable—the American COO- 
tiol of the sea around which our pos­
sessions are scattered.” As a minimum 
for the Atlantic Ocean the government 
should lay down six bal tleships a year, 
he said.

The possibility of a conflict with 
Japan was discussed at length by Mr. 
Hobson. He said it was but perfect­
ly natural for Japan to aspire to dom­
inate the commerce of China, the com­
merce of Asia and of the Pacific Ocean. 
And he added it was perfectly natural 
for JapanTo seek to control the policies 
of China and to attain supremacy In 
the Pacific Ocean, and to lead the 
Yellow race toward a recognized sup­
remacy in the world.
ÀWith regard to the great nations of 
tne white race, Mr. HobSon said, “it Is, 
of course, clear to the Japanese states­
men that America is the one great na­
tion standing athwart of the realiza­
tion of these ambitions. It is true that 
America only asks a fair chance and no 
favor—simply the open-door policy in 
China—but this policy goes counter to 
Japanese ambitions.”

Pursuing his analysis of the condi­
tions in the Pacific, Mr. Hobson de­
clared that "we cannot ignore the fact 
that Japan has undertaken stupendous 
v-ar preparations, preparations which 
have doubled the national debt of Ja­
pan since the war with Rusia was 
over. It Is estimated that she has be­
tween 300,000 and 400,000 men under 
artns, yet there is Ho menace from -the 
armies of Siberia or the armies of 
China or the armies of Europe.

To \ accomplish 
this necessarjf worE fully, it may be 
required to explain the sections in a 
series or instructions on the subject of 
marriage.

Special attention is "called to the fol­
lowing points of the new legislation:

1. The law binds those wtio have 
been baptized in the Catholic church, 
whether in infancy or later by 
Sion, even though they should after­
wards have fallen away from the 
church.

2. The law binds all those persons 
even wheh they make engagements or 
contract marriages with non-Cath- 
ollca

2. If neither the bishop nor the pas­
tor can be had, and If this difficulty 
should last for a month in any district, 
marriage may be validly and licitly 
contracted by formal declaration of 
consent made by the parties before two 
witnesses, no priest assisting.

The proper keeping of the marriage 
records according to the new legisla­
tion is a very serious matter, and ob­
liges the pastor sub gravi t< attend to 
tire proper registry of the marriage in 
every particular case,

(c) If either or both of the contract­
ing parties cannot write, this fact 
should be stated in the contract, and a 
third person must also sign the docu-

/ ment besides the pastor, bishop, or two 
witnesses.

Concerning marriages, it is necessary 
to distinguish between those things 
that are required for the validity and 
those required for the lawfulness of 
the marriage contract.

1. In order that the marriage con­
tract may be valid and binding, the 
following conditions must be fulfilled?

(a) The marriage must be contract­
ed in the presence of the parish-priest 
or bishop of the diocese where the mar­
riage takes place, or else In the pres­
ence of a priest who has been appoint­
ed by either to perform the ceremony.

There must be no compulsion or force 
exercised on the clergyman to induce 
him to assist the ceremony, and he 
must ask and receive the matrimonial 
consent Jf both parties.

(b) Besides the clergyman there must 
be at least two witnesses to the mar­
riage ceremony.

Very serious consequences—following 
on an invalid marriage—will result 
from the non-observance of any of the 
conditions mentioned in this article. The* 
marriage of Catholics, contracted before 
a priest outside his own parish limits, 
unless he has the permission of the 
parish-priest, by a minister, or a magis­
trate, or other civic officer, or a mar­
riage contracted without two witnesses, 
is invalid and is no marriage at all. 
This is also true of mixed marriages.

2. It is on the conscience of the pas­
tor to make every provision that mar­
riages within the limits of his parish 
be licit as well as valid, and, in order 
to their lawfulness, the following pre­
scriptions are to be observed:

(a) The pastor must be satisfied in 
conscience that the parties are free 
from every canonical impediment to 
marriage, and, If they are strangers, 
théy must have testimonial letters 
liberi status.

(b) He can perform the ceremony for 
his own parishioners only, or such as 
have acquired a domicile by at least 
one month’s residence within the limits 
of his parish.

(c) Should strangers present them­
selves, those, viz., who are neither par­
ishioners nor have lived one month in 
the parish, the pastor is obliged to se­
cure the permission, and that explicit, 
of the pastor or bishop of the bride ; 
and If there be substantial reason why 
this should not be done, the permission 
of the groom’s pastor or bishop should 
be obtained. While grave reasons may 
excuse from either of these obligations, 
the priest should in this case consult 
his own bishop before the ceremony.

(d) As has been the custom generally 
in this diocese, marriage should also 
in the future be contracted before the 
pastor of the bride.

(e) In case strangers should present 
themselves for marriage In this diocese, 
no priest should presume to assist at 
such ceremony without havipg obtain­
ed permission from the bishop, unless 
delay should be evidently inadvisable 
by reason of some urgent necessity.

Two exceptional cases are mentioned 
In the decree, for which provision is 
made, should they, perchance, arise:

1. In imminent danger of death, if 
neither the pastor nor the bishop can 
be had,and the deathbed marriage be 
necessary to ease conscience or legiti­
matize children, marriage may be con­
tracted before any priest and two wit­
nesses. ,

Hence it is evi-

demar.ds on their 
pastor, to give him timely notice of in­
tended marriages, and to assist him in 
every way possible to acquire all 
necessary information concerning pos­
sible impediments, and of 
birth and baptism. Inasmuch

sible parties intending marriage, when 
they come from outside 
countries, should

certificatee before marriage, and thus 
render easy and feasible the obliga­
tion of the priests to transmit copies 
of the marriage records to their 
destination. It will also facilitate mat­
ters, if parties intending marriage 
should enter into communication in 
good time with the pastor of the dis­
trict where the bride resides.

From the context of the decree, as 
well as from the explicit statements of 
this circular, it is abundantly evident 
that the church, considering marriage 
as a sacrament, is legislating for the 
protection of her own children only, 
and has no desire or intention of in­
terfering with the mgrriage of 
Catholics among themselves, whether 
they be baptized or not.

To remove dangers and doubts con­
cerning the validity of marriage for 
want of proper jurisdiction, the bishop 
of this diocese hereby declares that all 
priests doing parochial work in the 
diocese, whether in charge or assist­
ants, are parish-priests in ordine ad

Kinflly read and explain this letter 
as fully and clearly as possible to all 
your people at your earliest conven­
ience, so that they may be spared the 
grave and serious evils and disadvant­
ages of invalid or doubtfully valid 
marriages.

Further details have been,- and are 
still, appearing in the columns of the 
New Freeman, which paper, it is 
hoped, is already entering most of the 
Catholic families of the diocese.

While we have every reason to .be 
grateful to God that there is in our 
country to perceptible trace of the 
errors condemned by our holy father 
in the recent syllabus and the encycli­
cal on modernism, yet, to guard against 
the danger of such incursions, we 
cheerfully obey the prescriptions made 
by the pontiff in regard to diocesan 
censors and a council of vigilance. The 
duty of the censors shall be to exam­
ine the various publications circulating 
among the people, and that of the 
council of vigilance to inquire into the 
doctrines taught or implied, in the ef­
fort to discover the first signs of con­
tagion and to apply the proper reme­
dies. For this purpose the Rev. A. J. 
O’Neill of Silver Falls and the Rev. 
D. LeBlanc of Shediac are hereby 
appointed censors for publications in 
the English and French languages re­
spectively. As a council of vigilance, 
the Very Rev. W. F. Chapman, V. G., 
the Very Rev. J. Hebert, V. G., and the 
Rev. L. Guertin, superior of St. Jo­
seph’s College, and the Rev. A. W. 
Meahan, are Hereby appointed; and 
lev. pastors of the diocese are request­
ed to give every generous co-opera­
tion to these officers in the perform­
ance of their duties.

When, in addition to a high mass of 
requiem, there is required the funeral 
service, the ordinary stipend will be 
five dollars, which may be increased 
when extraordinary ceremonies are re­
quired and supplied.

Crossing Broadway it spread out over 
the entire section southeast, but did not 
reach the water front on Chelsea Creek 
until after crossing Willow street, so 
that its southwesterly, bounds 
Second street, Essex, .Middlesex as far 
as Willow, and then to the waterfront, 
along which it burned, until it met the 
tracks of the Boston and Albany di­
vision of -tha New çYork Centred,, short­
ly after they branch off from those of 
the Boston and Maine Railroad.

The burned area was in the nature 
of an ellipse about one and one-half 
miles on its long axis and from a third 
to three-quarters of a mile on its 
short axis.

The westerly end of the ellipse where 
the fire started was the most densely 
populated section of the city. The 
three story tenements held from six to 
eight families.

Most of these families consisted of 
from six to eight persons, with many 
small children, and almost invariably 
someone aged and infirm.

So rapidly did the fire sweep along 
that nearly all were driven into the 
streets with scarcely more than the 
clothing which they wore at the time.

To the east of Broadway the houses 
were more isolated, and averaged about 
2 1-2 stories in height.

Nearly everyone in these houses real­
ized the danger by noon, but 
then there were many persons who re­
fused to leave their homes until their 
roofs were blazing over their heads. 
Some were able to save 
goods, but those who heaped them in 
great piles in Bellingham Square 
everything swallowed up by the flames 
an hour afterward.

PHILADELPHIA, April 13.—With a 

half-starved crew, who 
water nor food when help come to 
them, the British bark Clan Graham 
was sighted in mid-ocean by the Brit­
ish steamer Mokta, which arrived in 
port yesterday from Huelva.

For days their only food was taken 
from the elements. It consiste?Kof fish, 
which they caught, and rain water, 
which they gathered in. sails. As 
suit of this diet the crew were almost 
exhausted 
Mokta.

It was on Marc-h 27, when in latitude 
35 degrees north, and longitude 40 de­
grees west, that the Clan Graham was 
sighted, with signals of distress flying 
from the masthead. As the Mokta 
ranged near another signal went up, 
which read: “Need immediate supplies 
of food and pure water.”

From the steamer a boat was lowered 
with a stock of fresh water and pro­
visions, and sent to the bark. When 
the chief officer went on board he 
found the crew half dead from starva­
tion, and so emaciated that they had 
hardly strength to brace the yards 
aback, so. that the boat could range 
alongside. .

After the crew had been sufficiently 
revived with draughts of water from 
the cask which had been hoisted on 
board and had eaten a bit of food, Cap­
tain McIntyre of the stricken vessel 
said the bark had sailed from Chem- 
ainus, on the west coast of Smith Am­
erica, August 2, bound for Havre, with 
a cargo of copper ore, but had encoun-. 
tered a series of baffling gales. This, 
with the fact that they had not met 
with one vessel from which they could 
obtain provisions, made the voyage one 
of extreme hardship.

On November 30 the Clan Graham 
was compelled to put Into Montevideo 
In distress. Making necessary repairs, • 
the bark again sailed, only to once 
more qieet with batting winds and 
storms. •

Before leaving the bark, Captain 
Dawson of the Mokta placed on board, 
sufficient provisions to enable the be­
lated craft to continue her voj-age to 
France.

“While the policy of the goyernment 
is as strongly aggressive as ever in the 
direction of securing the settlement of 
the land by desirable people, it is at 
the same time just as strongly restric­
tive and exclusive in regard to unde­
sirables, £o those who are not likely to. 
become good and permanent citizens of 
the country, or to those for whom con­
ditions as they are today do not offer 
such fair and reasonable opportunities 
for their well-being as they should 
have. The policy of exclusion and re­
striction is the counterpart of our pol­
icy of aggressive attraction. With the 
territory and resources Canada pos­
sesses it must be admitted that her 
pressing need is more people to occupy 
the one and develop the other; but 
while that is so she needs only the 
people that are suited to meet her re­
quirements. Others, who are unsuit­
able, are liable to become a burden up­
on development and not an aid to it.

"When it is considered that the im­
migration of last year amounted to 
277,376, an increase of 62,000 over thé 
previous year and of 260,641 over 1896, 
and when the sudden change in labor 
conditions Jast fail is remembered, it'is 
cot a matter for wonder tly.t there 
should have been some congestion of 
labor in the centres of population in 
eastern Canada during the past win­
ter. The fact that there was so little 
disturbance of labor conditions shows 
the stupendous absorbing power of 
Canada, that the need for this immense 
number of immigrants existed, that 
without an accession to her population 
her progress must have been seriously 
retarded, and that if her progress is to 
be maintained immigration effort must 
be continued."

on and so on, at the bidding of a vivid 
imagination to which the bounds of 
fact form no obstacle.

In cross examination by Mr. Jonah, 
Buebee stated that although the ma­
chine wasted the grain from the first 
he. did not notice it until using it for 
four days and that on going back to 
the places where he bad threshed he 
found loose grain among thé straw to 
the extent in one place of six of seven 
bushels out of thirty of thirty-one 
threshed. This was barley, but with 
oats, the grain1 was left on the straw. 
After using the machine about a week 
a small root, not more than two inches 
square broke the iron concave which 
was about an inch thick throughout 
its entire length, and the block of hard 
wood to which It was bolted.

HALIFAX, IN. S., April 12.—Hie im­
migration department at Halifax has 
furnished another subject for govern­
ment investigation. Formal complaint 
has been made to the Ottawa Govern­
ment of. what amounts to inhuman ' 
treatment of a large number of the 
1,100 passengers who came by the Al­
lan steamer Tunisian from Liverpool. 
The official who is charged in this 
complaint is Dr. A. C. Hawkins, the 
chief medical officer, without whose 
certificate no passenger can leave the 
detention room, at the immigration 
shed. , >

The passengers had breakfast on 
board the steamer and many of them 
were kept without food till 11.30 that 
night, when the last of the crowd was 
passed. .

Dr. Hawkins began 'his examination 
at 3 o’clock in the afternoon, the people 
then tired out with the long wait. He 
worked for three hours and stopped at 
six, then leaving the building not to 
return till 9.45 p. m., when the task 
was resumed on an almost famished 
assemblage of an angry people. He got 
through shortly before midnight.

Not only did this terrible delay mean 
that the passengers were kept in con­
finement and without food for a day, 
tut everything at the imigration sta­
tion during the doctor’s absence, was 
at a standstill. Four trains were de­
layed for six hours and all the other 
imigration officers and the railway 
men were kept idle.

The doctor is conducting an election 
canvass, which may account for hi» 
absence, but this 'did not mitigate the 
condition of the hundreds of passen­
gers who were practically prisoner* 
without food.

We have not yet learned 
the lesson Herbert Spencer sought to 
enforce when he drew attention to the 
utter ignorance which disqualifies the 
majority of parents for the correct 
performance df their self-appointed 
tasks. With all oür educational 
schemes we have not yet learned to in­
struct youth in. the ajt of home-making 
and child-education. Most of our so­
cial problems arise from the fact that 
parents either do not possess the abil­
ity or the willingness to instruct and 
safeguard the youth who chance to be 
under their care.

Furthermore, as every intelligent 
man knows full well, there are habits 
into which it is possible for boys to fall 
which cannot be guarded against by 
legislation and which demand a pat­
entai supervision much more difficult 
to render than that required in the 
case of cirgarettes. Legislation of a 
prohibitive sort may protect the boy 
from a few bad habits, but by far the 
more serious evils that wait upon 
youth demand the more searching and 
effective, treatment of domestic educa­
tion. While It may hot be wise to

GOVERNMENT’S IMMIGRATION 
POLICY

Mr. W. D. Scott, superintendent of 
immigration, has taken occasion to cor­
rect a geneial misapprehension of what 
is being done by the Dominion govern­
ment in regard to immigration. In a 
lengthy and comprehensive interview 
with the Ottawa correspondent of the 
Toronto Globe, Mr. Scott explains that 
the somewhat general idea that the im­
migration policy of Conada. is the policy 
of "the open door" is entirely errone­
ous. While there was a time when 
such was the case, the government has 
come to recognize that with the con­
tinuance of aggressive immigration ef­
fort there must also be a measurable 
degree of restriction and exclusion. 
Mr. Scott repudiates the Idea that the 
bonus system is responsible for the 
congestion of labor and the presence 
pf undesirables in some centres of popu­
lation in Eastern Canada. , There is, 
he says, and has been for several years 
pest, an outflow of people from Europe 
to both the United States and Canada. 
The movement to the United States 
has been actively discouraged from the 
very first. But notwithstanding the 
requirement of an actual cash payment 
to enter the United States, a strict 
medical examination, and throughout a 
decided policy of exclusion, it was 
found that probably forty-five per cent, 
of the million Immigrants into the 
United States in 1907 
classes which in Canada today are 
deemed undesirable. Therefore, Mr. 
Scott naturally concludes that as 
bonuses were not used to draw them to 
the United States, neither were bonuses 
needed to attract them to Canada. It 
was simply the favorable conditions of 
the labor market In both countries up 
to the end of fast summer, and so long 
as these favorable conditions 
neither country complained, 
the change In the labor conditions 
which constituted a large part of thjs 
immigration undesirable, not 
change in the character of the Immi­
gration itself. The conditions which 
were necessary for the well being of 
this class of immigrants had ceased to 
exist and consequently they became 
undesirable. For this charge the im­
migration policy of neither country 
was responsible.

■Mr. Scott clearly points out that the 
Canadian government has used bonuses 
as a means of encouraging only desir­
able immigrants, and in no sense can 
it be construed that they are, as at 
present administered, any assistance or 
inducement to the immigration of un­
desirables. Assisted imigration is in 
no form a part of the immigration pol­
icy of the Dominion government. 
Money is spent for publicity but not a 
cent for assistance. «

G. T. P. CONSTRUCTION
The figures given by the Minister of 

Railways in parliament yesterday re­
lative to the construction of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific provide effective contra­

BARCELONA, April 14.—Jule Rull, 
and three of his accomplices who had 
been on trial here for complicity in 
the recent series of bomb explosions 
and anarchist outrages, were yester­
day found guilty. The evidence adduc 
-ed showed that Rull and his associa­
tes were the authors of the attempts 
to assassinate King Alfonso at Mad­
rid and Paris and 
rages in different parts of Spain. Rull 
was sentenced to death and the others 
to imprisonment.

While admitting that an increase in

Millions of Expressions
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from the actual 
message and was able to make a trans­
lation such as “When will you ship?” 
might readily think that he had the 
correct meaning, whereas the person 
to whom it was addressed would read: 
“Have you made arrangements, etc.”

The simplest form by which changes 
like these are made is through a sys­
tem of preconcerted signals. On Mon­
day, perhaps a man will know that his 
signals should be read ten words back. 
On Tuesday, ten words forward. Ob­
viously, an unscrupulous person Into 
whose hands such a message might fall 
would be unable to make use of it.

Perhaps the smallest codes are those 
used by stock brokers who deal with 
foreign clients in about 20 active stocks. 
Figures Instead of words are used, and 
they cover names of stock, prices, mar­
ket conditions, etc., all typewritten or 
wrinted xm a slip of paper that will fit 
into a pocketbook. r -

Cable companies will not accept more 
than five figures in a group and expert 
code men say there is danger in tele­
graphing numerals, although their use 
is convenient to brokers who wish to 
work rapidly. Each single figure of a 
group has a special meaning and should 
one be changed accidentally by a cable 
operator, the intended message would 
become another. Consequently, through 
mutilation a man might buy when he 
should sell or he might buy at a wrong 
price.

WASHINGTON, April 16.—In view 
of the recent theft from the American 
legation at" Bucharest of a copy of the 
state department’s cipher, used in pri­
vate correspondence between Washing­
ton and the American diplomats abroad 
one of the few expert code makers in 
Washington was asked whether it 
would be possible for a person to in­
terpret the government's code, if he 
were unfamiliar with It. 
maker thought the cipher might 
be read, if it were a cryptograph/ as 
he believed it to be, and the 
Washington with regard to the stolen 
copy gave point to his remarks and 
seemed to Indicate the significance of 
the “leak.”

Code makers are frequently caled up­
on to decipher messages which have 
puzzled their recipients, and they us­
ually succeed in making a sensible in­
terpretation; indeed, they are able to 
read any cipher unless it has been al­
tered by preconcerted signals. This is 
one reason why business houses re­
quire absolutely secrecy on the part 
of the experts they employ to make 
their codes, and why the books are 
so carefully guarded thereafter.

Since the early days of cabling, bus­
iness men have found it convenient 
and economical to convey information 
by means of single words or phrases. 
Such a word as “Jones” might mean, 
“The price of wheat has gone up,” and 
contain other facts regarding the grain 
market. But these codes were crude 
as compared ’ with those to he devel­
oped later, and now a man may have 
a little book, weighing half à pound or 
less, representing millions of expres­
sions.

It is estimated that 300,000 persons 
in this country use codes regularly and 
some firms pay 3100,000 and even $250,- 
000 a year for cabling. Thus the code 
expert's profession is important, and 
it is necessary for him to be able read­
ily to grasp tlje details of a business 
when he begins to evolve à code" for its 
■requirements.
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J ■ COST OF COMPLICATION.
The cost of compiling codes ranges 

from $100 to $20,000 and some large cor­
porations are in the possession of pri­
vate codes for which they have paid 
from $5.000 upward. An expert code 
maker, who works in the office of a 
client, receives, as a rule, $66 tor a day 
-of four hours, two hours in the morn­
ing and two in the afternoon. He does 
not work four hours at a stretch, on 
account of the nervous energy and vi­
tality his calling demands. A house in 
business from 30 to_ 40 years expects 
the compiler to incorporate all its re­
quirements in a code within a short 
space of time and the strain upon him 
is therefore heavy. If, you ask him. 
he will say he is underpaid.

In order to insure absolute secrecy 
in the compilation of Its code a firm 
will sometimes require an affidavit 
from the code maker, stating that all 
sheets and papers bearing memoran­
dums have been delivered, and that 
the type has been destroyed after 
printing.

Codes are first turned out in type­
written form, and thus printed, the to­
tal cost being about $10 a page. If the 
work is extremely technical or the com­
piler is compelled to visit another city 
in pursuing his subject, the cost of 
producing the whole work is necessar­
ily greater.

Some mechanics employ cable clerks 
who are competent to made codes, and 
they doubtless save a good deal of 
money in this way, especially when 
they are obliged to send a number of 
copies to correspondents and custo­
mers in foreign lands. A West Indian 
merchant, who, by the way, makes his 
own codes, and distributes them 
among his customers in foreign mtiver 
among his customers, said the other 
day that he regarded them not only as 
economical , conveniences, but as 
"getters" of business. "If a man,” he 
said, “forgets to order something by 
mall, he will not hesitate to use the 
cable when by doing so he can save 
time and expend only a dollar or two."

Banking firms and express companies 
which sell letters of credit also have 
codes printed for the convenience of 
their customers, and business men 
nowadays take their codes to sea wltH 
the purpose of sending messages hr, 
wireless in case of necessity.

FOUR CLASSES OF CODES.
Codes may be divided into four class­

es. First, there is the private code, 
which is written speclaly for an in­
dividual-or firm; second, there Is the 
general conversation code, of which 
thousands are printed, some selling as 
high as 75,000? copies, and bringing as 
much profit assa “best selling novel.” 
The first general code of importance 
was written in 1888, and It has ibeen 
followed by many others of similar de­
sign. Copies of each general code are, 
of course, identical, and for the buyer 
to communicate with the seller, or vice 
versa, it is necessary only for them to 
agree to use a certain book.

A third type is a public code design­
ed for a specific line of business. There 
are codes for the grain and timber 
trades, for mining, and even for the 
theatre.

The fourth' type is the blank code 
made up of code words with blank 
lines attached, or the numerical sys­
tem, which enables a person to make 
a code covering his Individual require­
ments. If he chooses to do so. In 
speaking of the various classes a code- 
maker said:

“The science of coding is made to 
follow certain vital points. They are 

1 economy, secrecy, ehmprehensivenees, 
and safety in telegraphing. Safety 
means the use of words which an op­
erator can’t mutilate easily. In the 
making of a code, one point or another 
is "frequently sacrificed ; for Instance, 
economy for comprehensiveness, or 
vice versa. In certain businesses, like 
that of "Tstock exchange houses, all 
points may be subordinated to rapidity. 
A stock broker’s code must be so ar­
ranged that the user can readily find 
what he xyants. A message is sent to 
London, and an answer is received in 
from three to four minutes; so you will 
see the necessity for a code that will 
work quickly.”

Before the International Telegraph 
convention of 190$, code makers were 
supposed to use only dictionary words, 
with a maximum of ten letters, from 
the English, French, Dutch, Italian, 
Portuguese, Spanish and Latin lang­
uages. In their compilations they gath­
ered a set number of phrases, which 
were supposed to cover the general re­
quirements of à business. It will read­
ily be seen that a certain Individuality 
entered into the compilation of general 
codes, because in their efforts to reduce 
the bulk of the books authors eliminat­
ed those phrases which they did not 
think necessary.

For Instance, If an author thought 
that a phrase in the negative was im­
perative he would put it in the code, 
but if lie did not consider the affirma­
tive of the same phrase to be impera­
tive he would leave it out. If he would 
have incorporated every expression in 
the first, second and third persons, with 
questions and answers, past, present 
and future, negative and affirmative, 
his code, as thick and heavy as it was 
would have reached immense 
tions.

Sweet-Faced Widow Operates Two Looms 
Simultaneously In Delaine Mills—

Was Beautiful Ctrl.
PROVIDENCE, R.. L, April 13—At 90 

years of age, Mrs. Jane Moffat, of 
Providence. R. 1., is working daily in 
the Delaine mills, operating two looms 
simultaneously. She is the oldest 
man operative in New England.

Mrs. Moffat is considered one of the 
most wonderful women in the East. 
She is a widow, and Is today, just as 
she has been for more than twenty 
years, responsible for her own liveli­
hood.

The task of keeping two looms going 
is not an easy one by any means, yet 
she does the work as handily as some 
mill girls who have not yet reached 
their majority.

Mrs. Moffat is a native of Scotland, 
and came to this country some twenty 
years ago.

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BANGOR, April 15.—C. S. Stetson Of 
Auburn, master of the State grange, 
has issued a proclamation to the gran­
ges of the state to the effect that there 
shall be nb more dancing in grange 
halls. This action on the part of the 
state master of the grange Is directly 
in line with the policy which has been 
pursued for many years $nd with 
gaining strength every year until now 
it is considered that the action of State 
Master Stetson will be final and that 
henceforth there will be no more danc­
ing in halls of the grange.

All during the time, Hon. Obadiah 
Gardner, of Rockland, was master of 
the State grange he endeavored to 
have dancing in grange halls abolished. 
To this end he issued a proclamation 
to that effect several times while he 
held the office of state master. In a 
large part dancing in grange halls was 
stopped, but there were a few. granges 
which still held dances© in their halls.

The grange, numbering among its 
members as it does people of all de­
nominations, naturaly has many sided 
views on sueh a subject as dancing. 
There are many members of the grange 
who do not believe In dancing, and 
while they do not attempt to carry 
their belief beyond their own circles 
they do not believe in prohibiting dan-, 
cing in grange halls. The views of 
these members of the grange, many of 
them among the most prominent and 
most respected membert of the organ­
izations, are entitled to respect, and as 
the holding of dances in the halls is 
not at all essential but is likely to 
create dissensions it has been deemed 
best by the officers of the grange for 
some years to prohibit dancing in the 
halls of the granges.

There are, -of course, some granges 
In which there is no sentiment against 
dancing or where the sentiment 
against it Is in such a decided minority 
as to be of no account. In these gran­
ges there has been no apparent reason 
why daneing should be tabooed. In 
other granges dances have been found 
to be a very Important source of re­
venue. These granges have been in 
debt for their hall and other property 
and their members have held the idea 
that they might as well raise the 
money by holding dances and serving 
suppers rather than by takiitg the 
members of the grange. Consequently 
dancing has flourished and has been a 
source of considerable revenue as well 
as enjoyment to the members of the 
grange and others who attended.

But In "the others who attended,” 
there Is another objection lodged 
against dancing by those opposed to 
it. If the dancing had been merely 
among the members of the granges the 
objection perhaps might not have been 
so strnuous but when the doors were 
opened to anybody and everybody who 
would pay the price of admlssioA the 
other members of the garange found 
their sentiment against dancing to be 
more marked than ever.

The argument that dancing is a 
source of revenue no longer holds water 
With those members of the garange 
who are opposed to dancing. The 
grange has grown so that it is one of 
the greatest organizations In the coun­
try. The grange properties, all over 
the state represent large resources and 
the generosity of the grange Is well 
known. A struggling grange has 
other means of securing revenue than 
by holding dalces and on that account 
this argument has lost weight.

While many of the officers of the 
grange may not have any objection to 
dancing they see In its continuance in 
grange halls the source of dissensions 
which may tear down the structure of 
organization which has been built up 
by so many years of hard work. In 
many cases of dormant granges report­
ed at the annual sessions of the grange 
the reason given for the decline of 
these granges has been the internal 
dissensions caused by danefng, on the) 
propriety of which the grange has been 
dielded. Then many members of the 
grange have sons and daughters whom 
they wish to become members of the 
grange as soon as they reach the legi­
timate age of 16 years. They want these 
sons and daughters brought up in an 
atmosphère of propriety

and, being opposed to 
dancing, they do not want their child­
ren to become connected with It. In 
view of all these things the officers of 
the grange have put their foot down 
oil dancing In grange halls and there­
fore it must gq.

(MONTREAL. April 15.—Water In the 
harbor of Montreal has dropped a foot 
during twenty-four hours, registering 
this afternoon 36.8 on the canal sill, 
which maans that there is a total 
depth of 52.1 in the ship channel.

The water raced at Longueuil and 
other south shore points but it is yet 
within comfortable distance of the 

Ihouses.
There is a stretch of open water out­

side the guard pier, but in front of 
the city and below it the ice is solid. 
There is a ridgè M ice piled thirty 
feet high from Longueuil shore to be­
low Maisonneuve.

To understand what is meant by 
measurements from the canal till, 
from which point all measurements on 
the Commissioners’ gauge Is made, it 
must be realized that the canal sill is 
15.5 feet above the ^dredged bottom of 
the ship channel. Extreme low water, 
the lowest point ever reached in the 
history of the river since observations 
have been compiled, was -26 feet in 
the channel. >

The highest water reached, was on 
April 18, 1886, when the water rose 
to a height of 44.4 on the canal sill. 
The old revetment wall had a height 
of 38.6 below the sill so that the 
water was practically 6 feet deep in 
Commissioners and Common Streets.

The present flood protection wall tfe 
1.8 feet higher than the highest point 
reached in the' big floor of 1886. It 
might be suggested by one not ac-' 
quainted by the conditions of the river 
and its banks that it is possible that 
the water at some time will reach 
over the top of the dike. However, it 
may be said that before the water 
would have reached the top of the 
wall it would have overflowed the 
southern banks qf the river and would 
have inundated all the low lying 
lands along tl-at shore, immediately 
relieving live pleasure on this side.

The Marine telephone service today 
reported that there was open water at 
Three Rivers for a distance of two 

This indicates that the ice ismiles.
breaking away at that point and this 
will permit the upper ice to move out.

Spring floods of this season are 
twelve days ahead of last season and 
it is probable that navigation will be 
In active operation by just that dif­
ference in time. On Sunday the Riche­
lieu river ice passed out, leaving that 
stream free of Its winter garb from 
Sorel to the Lake. It is agreed by 
river sharps that when the Richelieu 
t^e passes out into the St. Lawrence, 
the Ice will move off the latter river 
just an even week later.

It may appear -rather puzzling that 
the Richelieu Ice should enter the St. 
Lawrence Nvhile the latter is yet bound. 
It must be explained that the ice from 
the smaller stream glides below- that 
of the larger one, the current carrying

Tenders before 
the public accounts committee from the 
Midland Dredging Company and Pene- 
tang Dredging Company were in the 
writing of the secretary of the Midland 
Company and this indicated collusion. 
He asked for the production of the ori­
ginal tenders.

Sir Wilfrid said that if the docu­
ments were in the custody of the public 
accounts committee he had no control 
over them.

Dr» Pugsley asked if a matter before 
the public accounts committee could be 
discussed before it was reported to the 
house.

The Speaker ruled that papers before 
the public accounts committee could 
not be referred to.

Mr. Bennett said the prices paid for 
the dredging at points mentioned-gave 
the companies too large a profit. He 
objected to an extension of this con­
tract on the same terms.

The integrity of 
inspectors had to be relied upon to 
look after dredging contracts and it 
vas unfortunate that some of these 
men had acted improperly. However, 
they had been dismissed as soon as this 
was found out. Every precaution was 
taken to see that inspecting was well 
done and inspectors had to certify to 
quantities of material and that they 
had inspected every scow load. A cir­
cular letter had been sent to inspectors 
warning them that neglect or inaccur­
acy would mean their Instant dismis­
sal. It was impossible to prevent con­
tractors getting together before send­
ing in tenders, but unreasonable prices 
would not be paid by the department. 
The work at Tiffin‘had to be finished 
by October and that was the reason 
the contract to the Owen Sound Dredg­
ing Company would be extended.

The Grand Trunk Pacific was putting 
in a two million bushel elevator at Tif­
fin and wanted the harbor"equipped so 
they could handle the grain crop this 
autumn. The dredging was being done 
at. the reasonable price of 26 cents a 
yard. The Victoria Harbor work was 
being done at the very tow price of 8 
cents a yard, and the government 
would lose nothing by enlarging this 
contract.

Speaking of the order-in-council au­
thorizing him to extend the time for. 
completion of these various dredging 
contracts lie said that for time past 
large interests at Winnipeg, Port Ar­
thur and elsewhere had been 
considering the question of dredg­
ing the great lakes harbors to 
a greater depth than 22 feet. 
The new American lock at the Soo 
would have a depth of some 24 feet, and 
it had been urgdd in view of this that 
Canadian great lakes harbors should 
have a depth of 25 feet.

He was now making inquiries into 
the matter. As yet he was not sure 
whether he would recommend under 
the authority given him, under the 
order-in-counictl mentioned, that he be 
allowed to change the contracts under 
which the work was now being done, 
so as to have the dredging done to the 
greater depth.

The chief engineer of the department 
informed him that even with the depth 
of 24 feet at the new American lock 
it was not unlikely that a depth of 22 
feet in the Canadian harbors would be 
sufficient, but if it should be found 
best to have a depth of 25 feet it would 
require some arrangements to enable 
the necessary changes in contracts.

Mr. Bennett gave Dr. Pugsley credit 
for framing instructions which would 
make it impossible for contractors to 
get advantage from loose or improper ; 
inspection.

MONCTON, April 14.—Ice stiU holds 
on in the Petttcodiac river and the op­
ening of navigation promises to be de­
layed for a week yet or perhaps a 
longer period.

No movement 
has yet been made with regard to a 
second steamer for river traffic which 
was talked of last season.

HALIFAX, April 13.—An interesting 
experiment is now being carried on by 
the officials of the Marine and Fisher­
ies Department, the success of which 
will mean much tor the lobster indus­
try in Canada. Yesterday a shipment 
of 1,620 live lobsters was made to the 
pacific Coast, and is expected to reach 
its destination in about seven days. 
Several shipments have been made pre­
viously, but did not prove very satis­
factory, and extra care is being taken 
this time. The lobsters were placed 
in fifteen specially constructed refri­
gerator packages. These packages are 
about four feet square and each, con­
tains twelve metal traps. The traps 
are made in sections, and one lobster 
was placed in each. On top of the re­
frigerator is an ice pan and under­
neath ere air spaces through which, 
circulation of air can be maintained, 
and attached to each '.a a thermometer 
Bach lobster is packed in a bed of sea 
weed. In the car were taken 145 gal­
lons of salt water in jars and casks, 
and each day the lobsters will bo sat­
urated with salt water. The lobsters 
were specially selected, being caught 
this week, and they passed direct 
from the fishermen to the refri­
gerators. The shipment was made in 
a special car provided by the Domin­
ion Express Company, and is in charge 
Of H. A. Cunningham, Superintendent 
of Fish Culture, Ottawa, and Alex 
Finlayson, Inspector Fisheries, Otta­
wa. These Officials are going through 
to the pacific Coast with the shipment.

On arrival at Vancouver a steamer 
will take the lobsters on to Victoria, 
where a special pond has been con­
structed to receive them. Extensive 
experiments will be conducted there, 
and the outcome will be awaited with 
interest, as promising the transplant­
ing of this valuable Atlantic fishery to 
the Pacific Coast.

MONCTON, April 14.—Peter Clinch, 
Secretary of the Board of Fire Under­
writers for New Brunswick, has sub­
mitted his report to the Moncton water 
system, compiled on his recent visit to 
this City, when he made tests. As the 
result,of his visit he has made a num­
ber of important recommendations, the 
principal one of which is that a new 
pump should be installed at the pump­
ing station ae the present pump cannot 
be expected to run up to its original 
capacity, and the city should not be 
left without pressure on toe high lev­
els while boilers are being cleaned- 
The present pump, the report says, is 
a magnificent one, but it has run con­
tinuously night and day at full capac­
ity for nearly twenty years. There 
should be deplicate pumps and addi­
tional boilers. Among other recom­
mendations are that hydrants should 
he immediately placed on the corner of 
St. George and Enterprise, and corner 
of Dominion and Park streets. Eight 
end twelve inch mains on 6t. George 
street should be connected at several 
intermediate points, 
should also be purchased and the new 
pumping engine should not be of less 
capacity than three thousand gallons 
Per minute. Mr. Clinch says the City 
has expanded so rapidly that it has 
outgrown its water system, and now 
it proposes to supply the new shop 
which when working will consume an 
immense amount of water and will 
further reduce the already weak pres-

The wa­
ter began to flood, but the wind had 
grown so strong that two tugs could 
get ;the Preussen only as far as the 
Scotland lightship, where she anchored 
again, to remain until the wind mod­
erated and the tide served-

The Preussen left Btamburg on March 
10. Capt. R. R. Peterson is in charge 
and she has a crew of flgty-eight men. 
She is to go to Constable Hook and 
load case oil for Ne>w Zealand. She- can 
stow away 200,000 cases, or nearly 2,000,- 
000 gallons. A fair cargo for the aver- 

ship is from 70,000 to 80,000 cases, 
s Preusron is four years old, but 

ehè has not visited this port before. 
She is 410 feet long, rigged with five 
masts, and her gross tonnage is 5,081. 
She is built of steel and carries steel 
spars, and on her five masts can spread 
68,000 square feet of canvas.
