With six bodies to open the In­
quest upon, initial procedures of en­
quiry into the disaster were taken 
to-day by Coroner Jolicoeur, who 
swore in a jury of coinpetent men 
at Moison's morgue in this city, 
where most of the bodies recovered 
have been taken.

The widest scope will be given 
the coroner’s inquest and not only 
will Coroner Jolicoeur go through 
the ordinary course and formula of 
a coroner’s inquest, but extensive re­
searches will be directed to find the 
exact cause of the disaster.

Expert advice will be at hand at 
the inquest to help establish the phy­
sical causes of the accident to tha 
centre span of the bridge and on the 
jury men of mechanical and engineer­
ing training will be heard.

To-day’s inquest will be Imme­
diately followed to-morrow by a 
more extensive investigation that 
will be held at the court house with 
the attorney-general through the 
coroner directing the researches.

The announcement 
made towards the end of what is re­
garded here as the worst week tlie 
German armies had had since the 
first week in July. Guillemont, Fal- 
fement farm, Leuze wood, and more 
lhan 1,090 prisoners had fallen io 
the British, who had just captured 
ail that remained of the German sec­
ond line of defense from Mouquet 
farm to the junction with the 
French.

despite the complicated time table 
methods of a modern offensive, that 
lie could go further. The command­
ers ot British corps oj all kinds, 
from cockneys to the clerks, stock- 
hrokeis and farm hands of the new 
army made the same decision co they 
worked in conjunction, as every­
thing in these big moves must be co­
operation and team play.

“Confound the Cost.” “

ves strained to breaking point in 
their determination to make good on 
their first offensive. When the word 
was given they started for Courcel- 
ette which they were ordered to take. 
Now this village had been “less 
crumped" t liait any yet captured.

Great Destruction Wrought 
There By Bursting of a 

Large Dam.
By Courier Leased Wire.

London, Sept. 19.—Many lives 
have been lost and enormous damage 
has been caused near Gablonz, Bo­
hemia. by the bursting of a dam in 
the valley at Weissendesse, accord­
ing to despatch to Reuter’s from 
Arsterdam, quoting a telegram re­
ceived there from Gablonz.

The dam was eight meters in 
length and twenty in depth. The on- 
rushing water carried away numer­
ous glass polishing factories, and it 
is feared that there are many vic­
tims. The bridges were not destroy­
ed, but are in danger of collapse.
