THED STRAWBERRY INDUSTAY.

Jood Prospants for the Crop this Soason.—
s f the ¥ 1 G B

Far gometime past we have been
veceiving letters from different parts
of ‘the country, acking as to tho pros-
peets of the strawberry crop for the
pregent senson, and wishing o get the
addressof parties who would be likely
to have a quaniity to dispose of: Dux-
ing the past week we took a drive out
throngh tho strawberry district and
found the prospects geod for a large
crop this season, although in one or
two localities there were compiainta of
the depredations cf a swmull insect
that was working in sotze of the pateh-
es. This parasite attacks the stem,
and one furiyer told us that hehad
found hundreds of stems that were
cat off near the ground. ‘This is
som thing that should be looked after
by those engaged in“the culture of
strnwberries, aa it-is posgible that
something may be done to stay the
ravages of the pest, it' action bo taken
in time. The great difliculty with the
successul enlivation ‘of strawberries
in the Liyn di~trict is the. scarcity of
pickers. This hus been partially met
iu foriner years by getiing pickers
from oniside districts and, this season
Mr. Geo. W. Gardiner purposes bring-
ing 150 pickers from 8t Regis. The
facilities for shipping bertes feom
Lyn are excellent, as the G. T« R. sta-
tion is «nly abont a mile from the vil-
lage, while those wishing to ship per
the C. P. R. huve only five miles to
draw to the Brockville station.

DARING TRAIN ROBBERS.

Fight Thieves and

Train Men—Two of the Rallway Men

Fatally Injured.

A Cincinnati despatch says: At 11
o'clock last night a daring attempt was
made to rob the *Big four”. train which
left Indianapolis early in the evening. The
train sGopged at Delhi, a small station
sbout eight miles from here, and when
‘about a mile further on its way and run.
ning quite slowly five men jum on
board. Three of them boarded the.bag-
gage car and two entered fhe cab of the
locomotive. The baggagemaster, Joseph
Kitcham, tried to eject them. The three
men jumped upon him, but he fought to
savethevaluablesinthecar. Suddenly there
were five shots and Ketcham fell tothe floor
of the car. In the cab of the engine the
two other robbers were meantime battling
with Engineer James Boyd and hie fire-
man, who ,were trying to compel them to

.. jump off. There was a pitched battle, in
which - the robbers were beaten off the
engine. Condul®™r Wm. Lefer was also
attacked by the ruffians. He rushed into
the baggage car just as the robbers were
preparing to rifle the car. There was
another fight, in which the robbers were
put off the train. The engineer had by
this time stopped the train. On arrival
here Conductor Lefer notified the police.

At midnight a special train was made u;
and twenty-five men in charge of Chief Gill
went to the ecene of the robbery. The
citizens of Delhi, armed with all kinds of
weapons, are searching the woods for the
desperadoes. At 12.30 Sheriff Scott and a
posse of men left for Delhi.. When the
train arrived in this city Dr. Muscraft was
on hand and examined Ketcham. He is
shot twice in the stomach and once in the
back of the head. He cannot live. Engineer
Boyd is also seriously injured. The back
of his head was beat into & pulp with the
butt end of a revolver. Itis feared he can-
not recover.

H. J. Zimmerman, the express messen-
ger, says the men were expert robbers. He
says their pistols were of large calibre, and
that they seemed cool and courageous. The
appearance of the baggage oar indicates a
desperate struggle between Ketcham and
his three assailants. His lantern was
smashed and he had evidently fought
courageously. The railway company will
offer a large reward for the arrest of the
robbers. %‘hare was only $1,000 in express
packages on the train, and the robbers
eould have no particnlar motive except the
general robbery of the passengers and t:ain
men.

The fire department
from Iron Mountain was despatched as
80 a8 ssible. Before they reached
the scene, howdver, & most terrific storm
amounting almost to a cyclone, accom-
panied by terrific rain, struck the burning
city and soon put a stop to the scene of
havoo. Thousands of dollars’ worth of
damages has been done to the household
goods exposed to the storm, while hundreds
of people are homeless. The damage is
fully $220,000. Insurance very light. But
two stores are left, and were it not for the
prompt assistance of the i)eopla of Iron
Mountain much suffering for food would
result. Norway was the first town built
on the iron range, and had about 2,000 in-
habitants. It is on the Menominee branch
of the Northwestern. There were no
fatalities.

ministry was the adequate punishment for
Mr. Longley's crime.
Rev. Thomaas Colling said that while the
extreme of guilt had not been proven, the
crime of the defendant was such that it
merited a very severe punishment.

On Thurgday evening a large aud-
ience assembled in the Methedist
Church; 1o hear the Rev. B. B. Keefer
lecture on the Scoit Aet. The chair
was oceupied by the Rev. Geo. Rogers.
The lecture was precedcd by a mus-
ical programme, given by Piof. Mor
gan, the blind singer, and his littie
danghter, Tairy. . This part of the
proea s was plensing, and scemecd
to meet with the approval of the aud-
ience. There was nothing phenomenal
about the professor’s siuging, but the
lLittle girl possessed a fine voice, in the
use of which she had been well trained.
Her recitations were-good.

Rev. B. B. Keefer begav his lectare
with a reference to the facts in connec-
tion with' the passage .of the
Scott Act through the Senate-und
Commons. It wus c:rvied urnan-
unonsly in hoth Heuses, in respouse
ro the wgent petitions of a vast num-
bar of the ‘people.  T'he temperance
people never liked the Act, owing to
its niimerous defects, bat accepted it
a8 a stepping stone to absolute prohib-
ition. The lecturer combatted the
idea that the Svott Act was prejudicial
10 the trade of the counties adopting
it, and gnoted Dunn, Wiman and Brad-
~treec’s to show that it lad had tle
opposite effect_in IIalton.  He re-
ferred to the édse with which tlie ar-
guments of the *“antis” could be -
ret—simply Ly putting one of their
stitements over against another, by
which simplo and éasy process any
“anti” wouid be utterly discomfiitid,
so illpgical were their argum-nts.
The defects of the Scott Act were
many, including the wholesale cluuse,
the absence of probibition of imports
and manufacture, and the fact that its
local option induced sectionalismi.
Why, then, advocate tho measure?
Because it destroys the, legal retail
sale of liquor. No reasonub]lé man
expected the Act to stop the sale ab-
solutely and at once. The trafiic was
firmly entrcnched, and died slowly.

) 4 _toHe was cerry, to_say,t alco, that the
overflowing 'on Wednesday evenitgeoustabulary and the justices, wnd Ia-

ter the Police Magistrates, had in gen-
eral ‘been slow to enforea the Act, so
great was the pressure brought to
bear'upon them.  And there was the
further drawback of innumerable leg-
al quibbles to avoid comviction, and
the light penalties when a convietion
was got. He would like to see much
heavier penalties, and then the Act
would be moch more effective.  What-
ever the failure- had been, however,
the Act placed the liguor seller on the
same legal fooling as the horse thief,
and even if as much liguor was sold

as formerly, the seller was under the|

ban of the Inw, and the state’ was no
longer a partner_in ‘the unholy traflic.
The speaker con<idered tbe fact of tho
Act being practically a dead letter
during the first year of its being in
force in eleven coonties, as sufficient’
to acconnt for tho reaction against it.
On May 1et, 1885, the Act Went in
force in eleven counties, but owing to
the McCarthy Act muddle there were
no Provincisal officers to enforeeit, and
the Dominion officers ‘did nothing,
sartly on acconnt of their doubtful
egal status. The principal amend-
ment to the Scott Aet by the McCar-
thy Aect was the handing over of half
the fines to prosecutor. - The gnashing
