MECHANICAL APPLE PICKER IS
INVENTED

(From ““The Packer, Chicago.)

Martinsburgy W. Va, Oct. 23—
What appears to be a practical mechani-
cal ;pple picker, tested in his own or-
chard and found satisfactory, has been
devised by Cecil W, Wood, a young
orchardist with extensive holdings near
Hedgeville, this county, who 18 now
seeking a patent on it. It involves use
of streams of condensed air operating
over a vacuum which tend to twist the
apple from the tree and drop it into
the vacuum pocket, which in turn leads
to a canvas spring-buttressed channel
that cai.ies the apple to a waiting barrel
on a truck or wagon, and the handlin
from there on is by hand or mechanica
sorter and grader.

Mr. W figures that the fachine
will reduce the cost per barrel of picki
apples from the present range aroun
lgc.' to'2 or 3 cents. An imperfect ma-
chine used last season for'a short -time
picked 150 barrels per day; an improved
el this season has reached almost
300 barrels per day. The machine re-
quires only two or three men to operate
