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RABBIT BUSINESS
HAS BEZN 500D
AT ROGE3SVILLE

Eutmntod That at Least 35,-
000 Bunnies Snired and
Shipped Out of, Rogersville
During the Winter.

One industry that has flourish-
ed at Rogersville this winter has
been the rabbit business. The
season started the last week in
December and up to March Ist
26,500 has been shipped by the
Rogersville Co-operative Limited
At the present time the rabbits
are coming in at therate of a
thousand a day. The season will
terminate on the 15th inst.

These rabbits which are all
caught in snares, have been shipp-
ed to the cold-storagg at St. John
and from there are sold to the fox
dealers. The price paid will aver-
age 10 cents. There are other
buyers besides the Rogersville Co-
operative, Ljmited, and the total
amount of rabbits shipped from
Rogersville will easily reach 33,-
000. One man’s lowest catch per
week was 151 and his highest 243.

People of British origin con-
stituted 55.40 per cent, of Can-
ada’s population in 1921, accord-
ing to census figures issued by the
Dominion Bureau of Statistics.
In 1911, when the previous census
was taken, this proportion was
54.08 per cent. In 1921 English
made up 28.96 per cent, of the
population, Irish 12.60 per cent
Scotch 13.36, French 27.91 and all
other European races 8.59 per
cent. Asiatics were less than one
per cent of the whole, More than
83 per cent, of the population in
1921 were of British and French
racial stocks.
