NOTICE OF ASSIGNMENT.

FROM THE FROZEN NORTH.
A Missionary Who Has Had Many 

Hardships.

Sixteen years in a land of solitude and 
desolation ! Cut off from communicction 
with the outside world, except at long in­
tervals ; living on the rudest food, dress­
ing as savages dress, ministering, teaching, 
nursing, travelling, and bearing hardships 
of a nature absolutely unknown—this has 
been the lot of Rev. William Spendlove 
and his brave wife.

Now they are on their way back to 
England to see the home they have often 
thought of, and to meet the children, 
whom for almost a decade they have not 
seen.

A quiet-spoken, earnest-looking man is 
Rev. Mr. Spendlove. When a Montreal 
Herald reporter saw him at the Windsor 
last week, he was dressed in the ordinary 
costume of an Anglican clergyman, but 
his bronzed face, and the wrinkles which 
have formed prematurely on his forehead 
and at the corners of his eyes, spoke elo­
quently of vigil and toil without ceasing.

“I have been working for the last six­
teen years among the Indians of the Mac­
kenzie River,” said the missionary. “Mv 
charge extends along the Arctic circle, 
some of the tribes being inside and some 
outside. The Indians among whom I 
have labored, have been the Leucheux, 
Chipewyan, Slavi and Dog-Ribs. The 
first two, I might explain, are distinct 
tribes, but the others speak dialects of 
the same languages.

“Yes,” he continued, in answer to a 
question, “ theicountry is dreary, desolate 
and lonely. The nearest wtite settle­
ment is Edmonton, which is R800 miles 
from the centre of operations. How lone, 
ly for us it, you may judge from the fact 
that there are scarcely more than 50 white 
people in the 100,000 square miles of 
country, these being employes of the 
Hudson Bay Company.

“ We have to live hardy lives, indeed,” 
he continued, “ and travel immense dis­
tances on snow shoes or dog train, these 
being the only mode of progression and 
transportation for the greater part of the 
year. I travel with the natives, live their 
nomadic life, wear the same clothes and 
eat the same food. For five months in 
the year we have lived on fish—twenty- 
one meals a week and) each meal fish. 
Then, for perhaps a similar period we 
would have dried caribou flesh varied 
with pemmican. This fare is not enticing 
but I have known it worse. In times of 
famine we have lived on the skins of ani­
mals. Indeed, anything in the way of 
the food of civilization is tremendously 
dear. Flour, until recently, cost $30 a 
sack, and other things proportionately. 
We used to hear from the outside world 
only twice a year, but lately we have been 
receiving a small mail three or four times 
a year. Of course we get very much out 
of the world’s affairs, but my wife and I 
have patience and when we get a bundle 
of papers, we begin at the beginning and 
go right through.

“ In my work,” he went on to say, " 1 
have met with gratifying success. All of 
my Indians are fairlv>well Christianized.
I have no hesitation in saying that they 
are in advance of the Indians of the older 
part of Canada, and I speaking from ex­
perience. Of course a missionary has to 
be priest, doctor, school teacher and gen­
eral all-round man to them, in fact his 
work is never done. I have had the 
pleasure of inaugurating the first diocesan 
school in the largest diocese in the world—
I think I may make that claim—five years 
ago. Last winter I had four natives in 
my house and succeeded in teaching them 
to read and write their own and the En­
glish language in a fair way. My charge 
is now with Rev. T. J. Marsh, of Wycliffe 
college, Toronto, who has been joined re 
cently by his sister who is a trained 
nurse.

“ You see,” said Mr. Spendlove, “ for 
many years past this missionary work in 
the far Northwest has been in charge of 
the Church of England, but lately the 
Church in Canada has been doing its 
share, and will do more to carry on the 
work, which I think we have so well be­
gun. The Indians amongst whom I have 
worked are tractable, not at all warlike, 
and are easily amenable to the ways of 
white men. Before the introduction of 
Christianity they were devotees of Sham- 
in ism, or a worship of the forces of nat­
ure, but this is rapidly dying out.”

“ What do you think of the future of 
the Mackenzie River district ?” was asked.

The reverend gentleman mused awhile.
“Well,” he answered finally, ‘‘it can 

never, of course, be a success agricultur­
ally. In some few parts succulents and 
cereals may be grown. I have grown 
wheat and barley myself on a small scale. 
Round the Great Slave Lake there are 
spots which may be cultivated, as the 
lake throws off a warm dew, which wards 
off the summer frosts and prevents dam­
age to the crops. The lake itself abounds 
with the finest fish, several species of 
white fish being found in abundance, 
while trout weighing from thirty to forty 
pounds are easily caught. In the spawn­
ing season we catch these and freeze 
them, having them kept so for eight 
months. The Mackenzie river remains 
frozen solid, from five to seven feet thick, 
for seven months in the year, but during 
the remainder it is navigable for 1,800 
miles to the sea coast. Now small steam­
boats are beginning to ply north of Ed­
monton, so that we are coming almost in 
touch with the civilized world.”

Discussed by the Provincial Synod at 
Montreal.

The unfinished business of the previous 
session of the Church of England Synod 
of Canada, now in scs-sion at Montreal, 
ijamely the consideration of the report of 
the joint committee on marriage and di­
vorce, was taken up Wednesday,and gave 
rise to a long and heated discussion, which 
threatened at times to destroy the equani­
mity and equilibrium of the synod.

A voluminous report had been prepared 
by the committee dealing with the various 
issues at stake, and the position of the 
church in past ages with regard to them- 
One clause in particular had reference to 
the right of the innocent party to re­
marry with the sanction and approval of 
the church, and it was this which consti­
tuted the principal bone of contention. 
As far as could lie observed—no vote in­
dicative of the strength of each party had 
yet been taken—the sense of the house 
seemed to favor an indefinite postpone­
ment of the consideration of the report, or 
failing that, to refer the whole matter to 
tile General Synod for action.

Dr. Heneker moved that the matter be 
referred to the General Synod.

Chancellor Walkem, of the Diocese of 
Ontario, favored leaving the matter in 
abeyance until such a time as the Arch­

bishop of Canterbury, the acknowledged 
head of the Anglican communion through 
out the world, together with Bishops of 
the church in all lands, should deal with 
the matter at the ensuing Lambeth Con­
ference.

Dean Partridge, of Fredericton, through 
whose efforts the subject was first brought 
before the attention of Synod, stated that 
if the sense of the Synod were not so 
strong against him, he should have been 
prepared to move the adoption of the 
report.

Dr. Heneker amended his motion to 
read as follows :

That it is the sense of this house that, 
owing to the present state of the question 
of marriage and divorce, and inasmuch as 
since the last session of this Synod the 
church in Canada has been consolidated 
and| unified and a general Synod formed 
for the whole of Canada, therefore, it 
would be unwise to proceed with the 
order, and that, the House of Bishops con­
curring, the order be discharged.

Dean Partridge moved to the effect that 
the report be referred back to the com­
mittee until next session of the Synod, 
with a view of making it more perfect, as 
legislation might progress on the subject 
in the mother country.

In support of his motion, Dean Part­
ridge stated that it was either for the 
Synod to take the matter up boldly and 
state its opinion upon it, or give away 
its rights to the general Synod without 
knowing whether the latter body would 
take it up or not.

Rev. Dr. Adams did not consider that 
any great harm would be done if the 
church in Canada should see fit to pro­
nounce its opinion on the subject of mar­
riage and divorce, irrespective of the 
action of the church in England.

R. Bayley moved that the matter he 
referred to the General Synod for con­
sideration, and such action, by way of 
legislation or otherwise, as commended 
itself to that body.

The debate was adjourned.

HENRY M. STANLEY IN NEW YORK.

The Newly Elected M. P. Talks of Africa.

Henry M. Stanley, the African explorer, 
who was recently elected member of the 
British Parliament, is in New York, and 
will'make a tour of Canada. The chief 
object of his visit is recreation. He will 
return to England in about ten weeks and 
resume his duties as a member of parlia­
ment. He had this to say about Africa .
“ I think the British government’s policy 
in the Dark Continent has been product­
ive of much good. It has been character­
ized by steadiness. Under British auspices 
an enormous trade has been developed. 
Of course, the most desirable part of the 
country is the interior. The coast is un­
healthy and unfit for the European settler.

“ What is needed to develop the tre­
mendous resources of the country is a 
means of quick communication between 
the sea and the interior. Mr. Joseph 
Chamberlain, the colonial minister, has 
recommended the construction of a rail­
road, 057 miles long, from Mombasa to 
Victoria Nyanza, the second largest lake 
in thé world. This road is to cost about

,750,000, and will be built by the govern­
ment undjer the supervision of East Indian 
engineer^, with a large force of Indian 
laborers. Work on the railroad will be 
started in November.

‘ When I was at the lake eighteen 
years ago there was not a missionary there. 
Now there are 10,000 Christian natives and 
200 churches. They would spend their 
last penny to acquire a bible. They are 
not like the blacks of the west coast, in 
fact there are no real Ethiopians among 
them. They vary in color from light 
yellow to dark copper and are much more 
intelligent than the blacks.”

“ Do you expect to again go to Africa as 
an explorer?”

“No; I think my usefulness in that 
line is over. I have marked the way for 
others, and am satisfied henceforth, to do 
what work I can do for Africa, in England. 
Africa is practically explored, and the 
intelligence of its natives has been devel­
oped. What we want to do now is to 
develop the lands, not so much for the 
white man as for the natives. I think 
that Africa never will be, as some seem to 
hope, another North American continent. 
But we must remember that it has been 
only a short time since it. was penetrated 
by civilized forces. Railroads will bring 
with them a higher civilization and make 
it easier for the white man to live in the 
country. In its earlier development by 
European explorers and settlers America 
appeared to be as bad a place to live in as 
Africa appears to be now. Means of quick 
communication, in a large measure, made 
it what it is now.”

In politics Mr. Stanley said he was a 
Unionist. He once had been an American 
citizen, but was now an English subject. 
He does not believe in home rule. He 
thinks home rulers are coercioçists. Their 
doctrines, he said, tended toward socialism, 
and he thought that it was but a step from 
socialism to anarchism. He said he prob­
ably never again would be an American 
citizen, as he had married an English 
wife, he would be impelled by the spirit 
of gallantry to stick to her constitution.

A GREAT SAILING VESSEL.
The monster vessel, * Somali,’ is the lar­

gest vessel in the world. There is one, 
the ‘ France,’ which has a larger register­
ed tonnage, but it cannot carry as much 
cargo, so that the claim of the ‘Somali’ is 
a good one. She has the distinction also 
of being the largest four-masted sailing 
vessel afloat. Her dimensions are : 
Length, 329.9 feet ; beam, 47 feet ; depth, 
27 feet; registered tonnage, 3,336 tons. 
The ‘Somali’ brought to San Francisco 
the largest cargo ever taken to that port 
from Hong Kong by a sailing vessel. It 
consisted of 2,500 tons of coal and 2,100 
tons (measurement) of general merchan 
dise. She has the the largest steering 
apparatus ever placed on a sailing vessel. 
She carries a crew of thirty-eight, all told, 
including four apprentices. She has in 
the chocks two life-boats, a pinnace, a gig 
and dingy. She has four capstans and 
ten bitts on the main deck, and four 
hatches with combings 36 inches high. 
Her three forward masts measure 208 feet 
from deck to truck, and the jigger mast 
162 feet, spanker boom 47.6 feet, spanker 
gaff 36 feet, bowsprit 60 feet from the 
knightheads out ; the lower yards 90 feet 
in length. Her six topgallant yards are 
each 70 feet in length, and no other ship 
afloat has such large ones. The wire rig­
ging is set up by the biggest screws ever 
made in England, and the windlass is the 
largest one ever made in Glagow. The 
anchors weigh in the neighborhood of 
three tons each. In the engine-house is 
a centrifugal pump for pumping water 
for washing decks, condensing water, etc., 
and machinery for working, by means of 
a messenger chain, the pumps, hoisting 
sails and cargo, etc., and working capstans 
and windlasses.

FROM RURAL DISTRICTS.
Interesting and Spicy Gossip from Oar 

Active Correspondents.

GLEANINGS FROM YORK.

Southampton.

Sept 5.—The remains of Mrs. ChasVTay- 
lor, daughter of Mr. John Scott of Lower 
Woodstock, passed through here on the 
way from her late home at Millville to 
the Canterbury burying ground, on Sun­
day last. Deceased was an estimable 
lady and has suffered long from that 
dread disease consumption. She leaves a 
husband and quite a large family to 
mourn her loss and they have the sym­
pathy of a large circle of relatives and 
triends in their sad bereavement.

In conversation with one of the parish 
valuators the other day, it was ascertain­
ed that the feeling of the majority in the 
paristi seems in favor of James T. Masten 
of Campbell Settlement and Mr. Burt of 
Millville for the new councillors. The 
gentleman was emphatically of the opin- 
len that the proposed river candidate “is 
not in it.”

TRILBY’S FOOT.

OR. PARKIN’S INAUGURAL
His Salutation to the Boys of Upper 

Canada College.

41 Now boys, I am here as your new 
principal, to welcome you back to work 
and to play.”

This was the salutation with which Dr. 
Parkin, the recently-appointed principal 
of Upper Canada College, greeted the 
crowd of bright-faced boys who filled the 
college assembly hall on Tuesday morning 
of last week. It was the opening of the 
term, and Dr. Parkin introduced himself 
to the pupils of the institution with a 
speech, in which he outlined the policy 
that he will pursue. Dr. Parkin entered 
the hall accompanied by the members of 
the teaching staff, and received an ovat­
ion at the hands of the boys.

“ If you could see what I think about it 
myself,” he went on, “ you would find that 
you are welcoming me back to work. 
The schoolmaster knows that when he 
tries to exact work from his boys he has 
to exact ten times as much from himself.”

Dr. Parkin gave expression to the de­
light that he felt in looking into the boy­
ish faces before hi#u Whatever he had 
he was going to give it to their service, 
was as simple and humble a man as could 
be. He hoped that they would regard 
him as their friend, and that they would 
come to him for such wisdom as he had 
picked up in life, and such guidance as he 
was able to give them in directing their 
careers in life. Speaking of the college 

-tmiMings and its surroundings, Dr. Parkin 
saM'that he had seen most of the great 
buildings erected for educational and other 
purposes in the world, and he did not 
hesitate to say that Upper Canada College 
in point of architectural beauty and ar­
rangement, impressed him. This meant 
that the people who erected the building 
must have had some noble view in mind 
when they did it. It was a palace of 
beauty far finer than the palaces of many 
of the kings of Europe in older times. 
The justification of the mason for the ex­
penditure of $300,000 or $400,000 in mak­
ing a place like this, lay with every boy 
and master in the collège. AVhat would 
be the use of building a palace like this 
unless they made it a palace of truth and 
goodness? A boy who did not recognize 
what others had done for him had no soul 
worthy of the place he was in. The life 
injhe school must be noble and good. 
The school would not only give the boys 
intellectual strength, but strength of mind 
and muscle. The manners and behavior 
of the boys must also be a cardinal feature 
in the training of the school. Not only 
would the school give a boy manners, but 
character, and this could be concentrated 
in the one word, truth. Anything in the 
form of a liar would find the school too 
hot to hold him. The principal then out­
lined the course that he would pursue in 
maintaining the discipline of the school» 
and his remarks Indicated that in this he 
would appeal not to the rod, but to the 
higher and better nature of the boys in 
his charge.

A LIONESS AT LARGE.

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THE LOCAL OPPOSITION.

A few facts which have leaked out dur­
ing tiie week, show that a condition of 
absolute chaos exists in the local oppo­
sition, not only in this, but other constit­
uencies. The report comes from Kings, 
and seems to be believed, that Mr. Fow­
ler, who headed the opposition ticket in 
that county in the last election, has with­
drawn from the ranks of Dr, Stockton’s 
supporters, and may seek a nomination 
from the government party. It is even 
announced that Mr. Fowler will run on a 
ticket with the Solicitor General and Mr. 
Scovil, and Mr. Fowler has not denied it.

We cannot vouch for the correctness of 
the reports, but we know that Mr. Fow­
ler’s detection is one of the things Dr. 
Stockton an<J his friends are fearing. If 
Mr. Fowler really does intend to cast in 
his lot with the government, it is excel­
lent evidence that as a leading Orange­
man and ex-provincial grand master of 
that order, Mr. Fowler believes there is 
nothing irr-the insane contentions of Pitts 
and his friends regarding the unfair ad­
ministration of the school law dij^this 
province. Mr. Fowler has been one of 
the lawyers employed on behalf of the 
Orange association in the school investi­
gations at Bathurst, and if after having 
seen and heard all that occurred, he 
reaches the couclusion that the govern­
ment are blameless of the charges hurled 
against them, and are worthy of his sup­
port as an Orangeman, the fact will go far 
towards conciliating opponents of the gov­
ernment, who have been led to become 
sucli by placing confidence in the how- 
lings of the Pitts gang. But where does 
it leave Pitts ? Well, from what we can 
hear, the opposition managers in York 
have about settled that. There will be 
no room on the opposition ticket for Mr. 
Pitts. His friends are preparing to throw 
him overboard, and recognizing that, he 
has already started on his canvas of the 
county on his own behalf, giving free 
lectures on Ireland, etc., and writing up 
in his paper the back yard prattle of every 
farm house he visits.

Our opposition friends in this county, 
as well as Mr. Fowler in Kings, therefore 
recognize the fact that no party in prov­
incial politics can hope to be successful 
when its chief aim is the arousing of sect­
arian differences among the people. The 
holy war which such charlatans as Pitts 
attempted to work up, must soon spend 
itself, and is indeed,now no more, although 
spasmodic fefforts may be made by its pro­
moters to renew it, that there only claims 
for public notice may be kept fresh be­
fore the people.

NO LONGER DENIED.

Some weeks ago when The Herald an­
nounced that Mr. Foster had decided not 
to contest York county, a vigorous denial 
went up from all the government organs, 
big and little, but it is observed that no 
such denials are now made by Mr. Foster’s 
friends. The Herald did not make the 
announcement without positive informa­
tion, and now even those who contradicted 
the report are compelled to admit its cor­
rectness. Mr. Foster was in Ne^, Bruns­
wick for over two months this summer,- 
and yet he nevw showed his nose near 
Fredericton, so disgusted was he with the 
treatment he has received from the gov­
ernment party in this county. It is said 
that the first to sour on him among the 
party managers here was Mr. Gibson, who 
nominated Mr. Foster in the first instance, 
and that one by one the others fell into 
line with the Nashwaak king, and the 
Minister was firmly but politely told that 
he was not wanted in York. Of course 
no Tory candidate in this county could 
save his deposit without Mr. Gibson’s 
support, and that gentleman is able to 
dictate to the party who shall be the can­
didate. Mr. Foster out of the race, the 
wirepullers are now looking towards 
Marysville to learn who the great magnate 
desires to fill the gap. Both Mr. Finder 
and Mr. Pitts would be willing to accept 
a nomination provided the funds were put 
up, but it”is not likely Mr. Gibson will 
wink in the direction of either of these 
distinguished statesmen. In the mean­
time, Tory circles are in a “ quondorum,” 
as one of our eminent public mem would 
say, and Mr. Gibson ought to wink 
promptly that their anxiety may be re­
lieved. .

RETURNED TO JOURNALISM.

The St. John Record is now in the 
hands of a joint stock company, and its 
new editor is George E. Fenety, ex- 
Queen’s printer. Mr. Fenety was the 
pioneer of daily journalism in St. John, 
and made the old Daily News a success, 
until he struck a softer snap in the gov­
ernment employ. He was Queen’s 
printer for thirty-two years and made a 
fortune estimated as high as $150,000. 
Now in liis old age (he is past 83) he re­
turns to his former work, in the editorial 
chair. The Record publishes a picture 
of its new editor, who has adopted the 
novel method in New Brunswick journal­
ism of signing his name to the articles 
he writes. Mr. Fenety promises to dis­
cuss the whole political situation from 
the time he was assisted by Mr. XVilmot 
and Mr. Fisher in introducing responsible 
government in this province, down to 
the present, andVill no doubt be able to 
right all the wrongs that have been per­
petrated, during the long time he has 
been outside of active journalism. The 
contract is a heavy one, but doubtless a 
young and lusty youth like Mr. Fenety 
will have no trouble in accomplishing 
the whole business before the snow 
flies. We welcome Mr. Fenety’s return 
to the journalistic ranks.

Surely after the insecurity of the Fred­
ericton post office boxes has been shown 
by the theft of valuable letters belonging 
to the bank of B. N. A., the Dominion 
authorities will see that the boxes are 
made secure in the future. A complete 
outfit of new boxes is required and until 
such is furnished, the public will have 
little confidence in the safety of their 
mail matter while in the post office build­
ing. ________ t________

Ottawa despatches to the government 
papers indicate that a session of parlia­
ment will he called in November to deal 
with the Manitoba school question. There 
appears now to be no prospect of a com­
promise.

MR. BECKWITH’S DISMISSAL

Some of our opposition friends affect to 
believe that the country is no longer safe 
because Mr. A. G. Beckwith has been re­
lieved of his duties in the public works 
department. The government members, 
with the exception of some observations 
made by Hon. Mr. Emmerson to a Monc­
ton reporter, have not spoken publicly of 
the dismissal, preferring probably to let 
Mr. Beckwith down as easily as possible, 
hut it must not be concluded from that 
fact, that there is no defence of the Gov­
ernment’s action. The charge is made 
that the dismissal was for political reasons, 
but Tin: Herald is in a position to state 
that there is no truth in the assertion. 
Mr. Beckwith was relieved of his duties 
simply and solely because the executive 
felt his services could be employed no long­
er to the advantage of the department. 
They had excellent evidence before them, 
and can produce it if necessary, showing 
Mr. Beckwith’s inattention and incompet­
ency, and they parted company with him 
in the same manner as any private indi­
vidual would with a servant who failed 
to satisfactorily fill the position for which 
he was employed.

Tiie Herald does not propose at this 
stage, to go into the circumstances which 
led up to Mr. Beckwith’s dismissal, but if 
he and his friends force a discussion on the 
point, we shall be prepared to furnish 
facts which in the public mind, will be 
more than sufficient to justify the Gov­
ernment’s action.

Since the above was written, the Monc­
ton Transcript lias come to hand, contain­
ing an interview with Hon. Mr. Emtner- 
son, chief commissioner of public works.

The Transcript representative called Mr 
Emmerson’s attention to criticisms ap­
pearing in the Fredericton Gleaner, St. 
John Record, and Moncton Times as to 
the dismissal of A. G. Beckwith, to which 
Mr. Emmerson replied :—

I never was to my knowledge inter­
viewed by any reporter upon the subject ; 
some of my friends have privately asked 
me about the matter, calling my attention 
to the charges in the Gleaner that Mr. 
Beckwith had been dismissed for political 
reasons. I repudiate any such idea, and 
anything which I said was in the form of 
a private communication. If the matter 
has to be gone into, and Mr. Beckwith 
and his friends require that done, I will 
then be in a position to give the public 
some facts which will certainly justify 
my action. In the meanwhile, all I have 
to say is that in the exercise of my dis­
cretion, as the head of the department of 
pnblic works, I deemed it to be in the in­
terests of that department and of the 
public that Mr. Beckwith’s connexion 
with the department as an engineer 
should cease.

The opposition press make a great out­
cry whenever a local government official 
is dismissed, no matter whether the cir­
cumstances justy such dismissal or not, 
but we think if the government cashiered 
a few more persons in their employ, in­
dividuals who are in constant conclave 
with the government’s enemies, the pub­
lic service would not suffer. Just as soon 
as a government official develops into a 
general spy and informer, his usefulness 
is done, and he ought to be sent about his 
business. The government have nothing 
fear from a full and free investigation into 
its acts; its members invite and receive 
that on the floors of the legislature, but 
the administration has a right to expect 
from all its employes, not only faithful 
service, but a policy of ‘‘ mind your own 
business,” and let politics alone.

The school trustees are really to be con­
gratulated on the fact that they have at 
last made a move towards having the 
Charlotte street school premises cleaned 
up. It is about five years since the mat­
ter was attended to before, and the present 
move was not made until the board of 
health called attention to the filthy con­
dition of the premises. It would not be 
a bad idea to get a sprinkling of new 
blood into the school board. The gentle­
men who compose that body at present 
are no doubt all estimable persons, but 
there is no reason why they should con­
tinue in position for all time. There are 
plenty of live, progressive citizens who, 
no doubt, would be willing to serve on 
on the board. Give them a chance.

Hox. Dr. Pugsley, the Conservative can­
didate in Kings county, while in Winni-. 
peg last week, said to a Free Press repoi ter 
in speaking of the llanitoba school quest­
ion, that it would play a conspicuous part 
in the next elections in New Brunswick 
if the government should pass remedial 
legislation. • In New Brunswick, he said, 
there is a strong sentiment that the mat­
ter involves the vital question of provincial 
rights, and any interference therewith by 
the"government would not be regarded 
with favor.

MR. FOSTER AND KINGS COUNTY.
[3t, John Telegraph.]

There seems to be no doubt that the 
Hon. Geo. E. Foster has made up his mind 
to run for thé county of Kings at the 
coming general election instead of for the 
county of York, for which he received 
the Conservative nomination. This re­
port, of course, will be vigorously denied 
by Mr. Foster’s organs, but we have it on 
such excellent authority that we think 
there can be no doubt about the accuracy 
of the statement. When Mr. Foster aband­
oned the county of Kings, and appeared 
to champion the candidature of the Hon. 
William Pugsley, he gave a number of 
reasons why lie should go to York instead 
of remaining in Kings. He had been 
offered the nomination in York, and the 
delicate state of his health maderit prefer­
able to Kings, because, in his opinion, it 
would be easier to run an election in York 
county. While Mr. Foster was making 
certain reasons public for abandoning 
Kings, he was telling his friends privately 
that he was going to York because he 
could not stand the expense involved in 
an election in King’s county. He men­
tioned some fabulous sum that he had ex­
pended in securing his election in 1891, 
and, altogether, spoke in very uncompli­
mentary terms of the solid yeomanry of 
the'eounty which honored him by select­
ing him as its représentave for so many 
years. Now Mr. Foster finds that York 
is not likely to be sucli an easy county to 
carry, and he proposes to make a des­
perate effort to be elected in King’s, not­
withstanding his selection of the Hon 
William Pugsley to take his place. The 
finance minister has been informed that 
it is utterly hopeless for him to expect 
to carry York, in view of the action of 
the Government with reference to the 
remedial order, and so he returns to his 
first love, preferring to expend another 
$10,000 to carry his election rather than 
risk defeat in York.

SEEKING A COMPROMISE.

The Dominion Government 
Backing Away From the 

Remedial Order.

Green way Will Not Recede.

The Quebec L’Electeur publishes what 
it states is the text of the second order 
regarding the Manitoba school question, 
which was approved by the Governor- 
General on July 27, and which has not yet 
been officially made public. The sub-com­
mittee of the Privy Council, to which was 
referred the memorial of the Manitoba 
Government in reply to the first remedial 
order, makes a report to His Excellency 
which forms this second, and suggests 
that the Dominion Government should 
avail themselves of the invitation ex­
pressed in the memorial for further dis­
cussion on the subject, and that the. at­
tention of the provincial authorities 
should be invited to certain considerations 
suggested by tiie foregoing extracts.

In the interest of all concerned, it will 
not be disputed that, if possible, the sub­
ject of education should be exclusively 
dealt with by the Local Legislature.

Upon every ground, in the opinion of 
the sub-committee, this course is to he 
preferred, and with the hope that this 
course may yet be followed, the sub­
committee have now the honor 'to recom­
mend that Your Excellency will be 
pleased to urge upon the Government of 
Manitoba the following further views 
which may be pressed in connection with 
the remedial order.

The remedial order, coupled with the 
answer of the Manitoba Government, has 
vested the Federal Legislature with com­
plete jurisdiction in the premises, but it 
by no means follows that it is the duty of 
the Federal Government to insist that 
provincial legislation, to be mutually sat­
isfactory, should follow the exact lines of 
this order.

It is hoped, however, that a middle 
course will commend itself to the local 
authorities, that Federal action may be­
come unnecessary.

With a view to settlement upon this 
basis, it seems desirable to ascertain by 
friendly negotiations what amendments 
to the acts respecting education in public 
schools, in the direction of the main 
wishes of the minority, may be expected 
from the Manitoba Legislature.

It is believed by the sub-committee 
that the religious opinions and rights 
which have been recognized in the judg­
ment of thA Judicial Committee of the 
Imperial Privy Council could be suffi­
ciently met by the Local Legislature 
without impairing the efficiency or proper 
conduct, management and regulation of 
the public schools.

It is with the object of effecting some 
such changes in the educational system of 
Manitoba that the sub-committee desire 
that an expression of opinion be obtained 
from the Government of Manitoba.

It was with this view that the Canadian 
Government at the last session of the 
Federal Parliament matlp.-the following 
announcement :

“ Though there may be differences of 
opinion as to the exact meaning of the 
reply in question, the Government be­
lieves that it may be interpreted as hold­
ing out some hope of an amicable settle­
ment of the Manitoba school question on 
the basis of possible action of the Mani- 
Government and Legislature ; and the 
Dominion Government is most unwilling 
to take any action which can be inter­
preted as forestalling or precluding such a 
desirable consumation.

“ The Government has also considered 
the difficulties to be met with in prepar­
ing and perfecting the legislation on so 
important and intricate a question during 
the last hours of the session. The Gov­
ernment has, therefore, decided not to 
ask Parliament to deal with remedial leg­
islation during the present session. A 
communication will be rent immediately 
to the Manitoba Government on the sub­
ject, with a view to ascertaining whether 
that Government is disposed to make a 
settlement of the question, which will be 
reasonably satisfactory to the minority of 
that province without making it neces­
sary to call into requisition the powers of 
the Dominion Parliament.

“ A session of the present Parliament 
will be called together to meet not later 
ilhan the first Thursday of January next. 
If by that time the Manitoba Govern­
ment fails to make a satisfactory arrange­
ment to remedy the grievance of the 
minority, the Dominion Parliament will 
be prepared at the next session of Parlia­
ment to be called as above stated, to in­
troduce and press to a conclusion such 
legislation as will afford an adequate 
measure, of relief to the said minority, 
based upon the lines of the judgement of 
the Privy Council and the Remedial 
Order of the 21st March, 1895.”

The sub-committee have therefore the 
honor to recommend that Your Excel­
lency will be pleased to cause communi­
cation to be had through the Lieutenant- 
Governor of Manitoba with the Govern­
ment of that province, in order to ascer­
tain upon what lines the local authorities 
of Manitoba will he prepared to promote 
amendments to the acts respecting educa­
tion in schools in that province and 
whether any arrangement is]possible with 
the Manitoba Government, which will 
render action by the Federal Parliament 
in this connection unnecessary.

The Greenway government, however, 
are evidently not feeling the spirit of 
compromise, as a Winnipeg dispatch says 
that whatever may be the opinion in the 
east, it is the unanimous belief there that 
Premier Green way will not compromise 
in the slightest degree on the school ques­
tion. On every possible occasion he de­
clares his government will not recede a 
particle from its position.

THE PUBLIC NOT CONSIDERED.

(Thursday’s Telegraph.)

A glaring instance of how the public 
conveyance must give way to the man 
at Ottawa, was brought to the notice of a 
representative of the Telegraph at (the 
I. C. R. station yesterday afternoon. The 
IIon.'.George E. Foster, Minister of Fi­
nance, with Mrs. Foster, passed through 
the city on the C. P. R., en route to 
Ottawa. They occupied the special sleep­
ing car Montmorency, which car had been 
advertised to go to Quebec on the express 
for that place yesterday afternoon, but 
the Hob. George E. had made up his 
mind to go to Ottawa, and that settled 
the matter. A private car he must have, 
and a private car he had. Quite a num­
ber of passengers by tiie Quebec express, 
who had paid for the privilege of going in 
the sleeper, found that there was none on 
the train and were compelled to take the 
ordinary cars.

The Nows of the World In Brief — The 
Cream of our Exchanges.

The Provincial Synod at Montreal has 
passed a resolution in favor of restoring 
denominational schools.

Hon. Mr. Harty, of the Ontario Govern­
ment, has been unseated in Kingston for 
corrupt practices by agents. His majority 
was over 000 and he will appeal for re- 
election.

At the session of the Anglican Synod at 
Montreal, Wednesday, a resolution was 
adopted favoring the formation of a new 
diocese in Ontario and another in eastern 
Nova Scotia.

After bring totally blind for many years 
Mrs. F. R. Dykeman of Upper Jemseg, is 
now in full possession of her vision. Her 
cataracts were removed by Dr. J. H. 
Morrison of St. John.

Capt. DeGrace and Wm. G. Tait, charged 
with manslaughter, arising out of the 
steamer Miramichi disaster, have been 
committed for trial at the October term of 
the Northumberland County Court.

Local Government, supporters in West­
morland are to meet in convention at 
Dorchester on the 30th inst., to nominate 
candidates for the House of Assembly. 
There are two vacancies in the county’s 
representation.

At Chubb’s corner, St. John, on Satur­
day, W. A. Lochart sold the late Governor 
Boyd’s residence to P. S. McNutt for $11,- 
500, Mr. McNutt to pay this year’s taxes 
in addition. The building is said to have 
cost about $70,000.

Sidney B. Patterson, late of the Domi­
nion Savings bank, St. John, and a well 
known resident of that city, died suddenly 
at Montreal, Thursday, while visiting 
friends there. He was 01 years old and a 
prominent temperance worker.

Fred Butler, who works in Carling’s 
brewery, London, Ont., found his wife 
dead Wednesday when he returned home. 
One of the window sashes had fallen on 
her neck. She had been out, forgot her 
key, and in entering through the window 
was killed.

After several yeais of talk, says the 
Courier, the St. Stephen and Milltown 
railway is now practically an established 
fact. The greater part of the grading of 
the road is about completed, the fencing 
is well along, and the laying of the rails 
will be commenced at once.

The Westminster Gazette asserts the 
Union Bank delivered jewels of Mrs. 
Langtry, valued at forty thousand pounds, 
on a forged ordet, on August 24. Mrs. 
Langtry has returned to London from 
Baden-Baden, but her jewels are gone. 
The police have been notified.

The property at Bathurst owned by the 
St. Lawrence Lumber Co., of which the 
late Senator Burns was manager, has been 
sold by the English bondholders to the 
Sumner company of Moncton for $29,000. 
The property consists of a saw mill, 240 
square miles of timber lands, stores, etc., 
and some 6,000 acres of wilderness land.

At Wichita, U. S, Thursday, Judge 
Reed broke the record for rapid disposi­
tion of divorce erses. Mrs. Julia A. Leo­
nard obtained a divorce in ten minutes 
and two seconds. Judge Jennings, of 
Woodward, O. T., claimed that he had 
beaten the world’s record when he grant­
ed a divorce in nineteen minutes. Judge 
Reed held his watch during the proceed­
ings to make sure that he had distanced 
all competitors.

In the ranks of the Anglican clergy, says 
the Montreal Witness, there are many of 
the eloquent men in the country, and 
some of the most prominent of these are 
now here in attendance at the Provincial 
Synod here. Dr.Courtney, Bishop of Nova 
Scotia, is admittedly one of the finest 
orators on this continent, and this appa­
rently sweeping assertion was fully en­
dorsed by the large congregations which 
heard him Sunday.

The big law suit brought by the Con­
nollys against the city of St. John, to 
recover $60,000 alleged to be due them on 
a wharf contract, is being tried at St. John 
before Judge Landry. Hon. A. G. Blair, 
Q. C., and L. A. Currey appear for the 
Connolly’s, and Hon. Dr. Pugsley, Q. C., 
Recorder Skinner, Q. C., and Aid. Baxter 
for the corporation. The trial will pro­
bably last two weeks.

During a wedding ceremony near Meat 
Cove, Cape Breton, last Tuesday night, a 
row occured, when Hugh, Alexander, 
John and Allé» McEachren and John 
Donahoe were stabbed by John Burton 
with a large lack-knife. Three of the 
wounded are not expected to live. The 
place is one of the “wildest” on the Cape 
Breton coast, where laws are set at de­
fiance and it is believed the culprit can­
not be taken without assistance of a 
strong military force. •

At Cleveland, Ohio, Monday, Mrs. 
Henry Nolin was fatally burned, and her 
infant son, Henry, was burned to death. 
The mother tried to start a fire with kero­
sene, pouring the oil from a ean into the 
stove. A terrific explosion followed and 
almost in an instant she was enveloped in 
flames. She succeeded in getting out of 
the house with one child, Willie, who was 
also severely burned. Henry was dead 
when found, and Mrs. Nolin will die. 
Several neighbors were badly burned in 
attempting a rescue. The house was en­
tirely consumed.

At Norwich, Conn., Wednesday, Mrs. 
A. W. Cressman’s little daughter Flossie, 
about seventeen months old, died from 
drinking carbolic acid. Between 2 and 3 
p. m. the girl went down to the cellar to 
get her some milk, and unknown to her 
the child followed, and climbing up to a 
high shelf on which were several bottles 
grasped one containing a small quantity 
of carbolic acid and drank it. The little 
thing just gave one scream, then became 
unconscious. Dr. Harvey was there in a 
very few minutes, but nothing could 
save the little one, and in less than an 
hour life was extinct.

A sad fatality occured at St. Therese, 
Quebec, Tuesday night. JMr. and Mrs. 
James Vernier being absent from home, 
their daughter Hermane invited Miss 
Alexina Cadieux and two gentlemen 
friends to spend the evening with her, 
About midnight, while the men were pre­
paring to leave, Joseph Laroche, seeing a 
gun standing in one corner of the room, 
picked it up, not knowing it was loaded, 
and pointed it at his friend Duval, at the 
same time saying, “I will kill you.” The 
weapon was discharged and the contents 
missing Duval struck Miss Cadieux in the 
face, killing lier instantly.

THE POST OFFICE ROBBERY.

A Little Colored Girl Confesses the 
Crime.

Through the energy and detective ability 
of Mr. Gerrard of the bank of B N. A assist­
ed by the Police Magistrate and his men, 
the thief who stole the bank’s letters from 
the post office box has been discovered. 
Mr. Gerrard notified all the banks in the 
city of the character of the papers lost, and 
the first information he received was from 
the Merchant’s bank, where on Wednesday, 
a colored girl named Waters, nine years old 
and living with her mother in Wilmot’s 
Alley presented a draft fur sale. Mr. 
Mitchell promptly notified Mr. Gerrard 
and the girl was taken into custody- 
Shortly afterwards she confessed that 
she had taken letters from the box 
in the post office, and a search fol­
lowed, which produced one of the school 
drafts and some other letters of no value 
addressed to the bank. There is no longer 
any doubt about her being the party. Two 
little boys were with her when she opened 
the box once and these have been rigidly 
examined, but without finding out any 
thing more. The girl sticks to it that she 
was shown how to open the box by these 
boys. She was let go after making the con­
fession.

After she had told her story, Mr. Gerrard 
and Sergeant Phillips, accompanied by P.
O. Inspector King, went to the house of 
Timothy Watters, the girl’s father, and 
made a thorough search. They succeeded 
in finding a number of papers, among 
which was one of the missing school checks 
and a proof of a photograph, which had 
been addressed to Manager Taylor, from 
Halifax, a few days before the robbery oc- 
cured. What has become of the remainder 
of the papers is a mystery.

Mr. Gerrard told the Herald last night 
that the bank loses practically nothing by 
the thefts, but has suffered a great deal of 
inconvenience by the purloining of import­
ant papers. The thief gained access to the
P. O. box by picking it with ajiail.

L. Tilley, who controls "four of the ten fac­
tories in the county, say the supply of milk 
has been the-poorest since cheese making 
was started in the county. The horn fly 
has made destructive work among the cattle, 
and with the dry pasturage has been a 
cause of the slim milk supply. It is also to 
be regretted that the market for cheese is 
not as favorable in this as in previous years. 
Everything else is away down jin price, and 
cheese has naturally also taken a drop. Mr. 
Tilley has shipped a load of cheese, weigh­
ing something over a ton, direct to the Lon­
don, Eng., market. Last year he had several 
offers from that city, but as the home mar­
ket appeared to be as profitable lie did not 
forward any of his product.

But, by what I learn from, 
two or three brokers who were employed 
by him, he must have sold out every 
scrap he held in every company with 
which he was connected and realized the 
lot.”

“ But if auf der Continent man muss 
den Poilzei telegraphiren und hef him 
cote and sent back,” said Mr. Bolckoff, 
nodding his head vehemently.

“My luck again ! ” cried Vane, bring­
ing his hand down upon the arm of thé 
carriage. “.The arrest of this man gives 
me another twenty-four hours to the good, 
and when I have once seen Esther, and 
arranged with her to join me abroad, I 
may snap my fingers at them. ‘The per­
son apprehended and charged with the 
commission of the crime ; ’ by Jove, then, 
Madge must be loyal to me after all, or 
she would have denounced me at once, 
and never allowed this man—whoever he 
may be—to be taken into custody.”

He threw the paper down, and for the 
rest of the journey remained buried in 
thought.

“ Let us clear it out of our throats with 
a dram,” said Yane, for he felt the neces­
sity of some such support ; and he and the 
boatman went into the nearest tavern, 
and swallowed each a glass of of brandy.

When they came out the boatman bade 
his companion good-day, avowing that 
the darkness of the fog had spoiled any 
chance of his getting a job, and that he 
should go home; while Vane made his 
way towards the pier, In the broad open 
space before him, just by the commence­
ment of the pier, the air was lighter, and 
it seemed as though the mist were clear­
ing off ; this effect, however, was but 
momentary, and as Yane ascended the 
steps a black mass of vapor, thicker and 
denser than ever, came stealing silently 
from the sea like a moving wall.

The half-dozen promenaders who had 
been tempted out again by the momentary 
gleam of sunshine, and were now hurry­
ing back, gazed with curiosity at the man 
about to face such weather, and some of 
the young ladies tittered as Philip passed.

He struggled again, but he was 
overweighted with his clothes, and his 
strength was failing. Let him keep his 
head now and made one more trial ; again 
the cold smooth wall and trailing, yield­
ing seaweed ; then a conviction of the 
impossibility to fight much more, a few 
struggles, and one piercing cry.
