Tho Falls of the Tosemito.

The Valley of the Yosemite is unpa-
ralicled in the number, beanty and
grandour of its falls. The Bridal Veil
pusses, from a height of six hundred
feet, into a rochy basin, aad thence, in a
series of cascades, three hundred feet
more, to the bottom of the valley, where
it svon joins the Merced, This fall,
before it reaches the end of its descont,
is transformed into silvery spray, which
gutters and sways in the wind like
delicate tace.

The Yoscmito fall has a descent of
twenty-eight hundred freet, divided in-
to two leaps, the first resting in a basin,
apparently a mere ledge of rock, yet
really fifteen acres in extent. During
the summer and autumn both the Bridal
Veil and the Yosemite falls are mero
threads of streaws, remarkable only for
their great height. But during the
wet season they swell into torrents,
and then becometruly magnificens. The
latter is the grandest mountain water-
fall in the known world.

About two miles up the valley the
traveller reaches Vernal Fall, in which
the Merced takes a leap of three hundred
and fifty feet, and then rushes madly
amid huge beulders in frightful rapids
down to the valley. The scenery is
grand and pictun:}uo in the extreme.

Ascending slowly and laboriously,
sometimes by the means of ladders, u
the precipitous side of the rock, and ai-
terwards winding through a deep and
narrow caiion for about half a mile, the
travellec star.ds at the foot of the Neva-
da Fall, the most unique, beautiful-and

d of the Yosemite- falls. The
erced dashes for a distance of seven
hundred feet down the precipice’s side,
a broad, beautiful, fleece.like cascade.
Near the bottom, it strikes an inclined
rock, and spreads out into & sheetv of
water a hundred and thirm! feet wide.:
Richardson says of fhese different falls :
“Therr names are peculiarly fitting,
Bridal Vgil indeed looks like a yeil of
lace. In’ summer, when Bridal Veil
and Yosemite dwarf, Vernal still pours
its ample torrent. And Nevada 1s al-
ways white as a snow-drift. The Yose
mite is height; the Vernal i# yolume;
the Bridal Veil is softness; but the
Neyada is height, folame and softness
combined. In spring, each fall has
twenty times a3 much water as in sum-
mer.— From To-Day. )

The captain snd men of the Loch
make statements which refloct
deeply against the management of the
French steamship, the discipline which

They allege that tho majority of
the French crew-cxhibited ‘“lamentable
cowardice,” and that mauny of the French
officers reached .the Loch Earn with

Englishumen. This terrible indictment
sorves to darken the gloom which sur-
rounds the previously known facts of
the sad calamity.

Loxpon, Dec. 10:--A despatch from
Birmingham says a serivus collision oc-
curred on the railway near that city this |
morning.

The Committee, having examined the
yarious documents submitted tothem,
report. as follows : 1—That no action be
hEen on the petition of William Hut-
ton and others, asking to have Graham’s
bridge, near Wingham, rebuilt. 2—In
reference to the Clinton bridge, on the
London . Road, referred to in the Engi-
neer’s report,|the Committee recommend
that the contract be let at once, and
that the bridge be built as soon as pos-
sible. They would further recommend
thatit be built with stone abutments,
with a small Howe Truss superstructure
erected thereon. With regard to the
Exeter bridge, the Committe recom-
mend that the abutment be rebuilt next
summer. With regard to the Brussels
bridge, it is recommended that the En-
gineer let the contract for building a new
bridge as soon as convenient, and that
the abutments be of stone, built in a
substantial manner, with a small Howe
Truss superstructure erected thereon,
and of a sufficient width, but not to ex-
ceed 22 feet at the extreme width. With
reference to the Bannockburn bridge,
we recommend that a new superstruc-
ture be rebuilt as soon as practicable.
In reference to the bridge between Hay
and Stanley, as the repairs appear not
to be of a pressing nature,the Committee
recommend that it be deferred to the
January meeting. With reference to
the Rathwell bridge, it is recommended
that the Engineer's suggestion be a-
dopted, and that it be dispensed with.
Regarding the bridge at Turner’s mill,
it is recommended . that the KEngineer
have it rebuilt as soon as practicable. In
reference to the bridge on the boundary
between Grey and Howick, it is recom-
mended that it be bnilt next snummer,
and that the span be wide enough to
do away with the small bridge to the
west of it. With reference to the bridge
on a creek near Zetland, it "is recom-
mended that the Engineer use his own
judgment 1n repa:ring or rebuilding said
bridge next summer.

Diar Sir,—You deserve the thanks
both of the people of Goderich and of the
farmers living in its yicinity for the in-
dependence you have manifested in your
endesvours to poiut out the shortcom-
ings of the produce buyers of your town.

As another illustration of the same
evil I may mention that yesterday 1
went to (Goderich with aload of pork
which Isold for $5.15 percwt, upon
the assurance of the purchaser that that
was the highest price going that day.
My two nearest neighbours in the direc-
tion of Clinton went the same day to
that village with pork and received, the
one at the rateof $5.60 per cwt., and
the other, whose hogs were about the
same weight as mine received at the rate
of $5.75 per cwt., adifference in price
which if I had receiyed for jmine, would
have added £4.35 to my reccipts on that
load, a little too much for the pleasure
of viewing that beautiful structure the
Goderich  market house. While Iam
writing I might mention another cir-
cumst which hap d to me on the
28th of last October. I went to Goderich
on that day with a load of wheatand on
going to the market could find no one
whatever to make me an offer. After
some difficulty 1 found one individual
who as a favour would pay me §1.05 psr
bush. for the same kind of wheat which
I had sold in Clinton a few days preyi-
ously for $1.12, and for which I could
actually have received on that dav $1.15.
Comment is needless. Now Sir, I send
you these facts, for they are such, not
necessarily for publication in this crude
form, but I think for the good of your
town such things should be generally
known and that a speedy remedy be de-
vised, if not,all the railroads that can be
built to Godericle will not atove for the
lack of enterprise shewn by your pro-
duce dealers.
