What aroused him was
the report that Webber, in his testi-
mony before the Grand Jury yester-
day, had gone into details concerning
the payment of 1,000 in cash to “Lefty
Louie”, “Gyp- the Blood”, ‘“Whitey”
Lewis, and “Dago Frank” Cirofici, the
four gun-men who killed Herman
Rosenthal.

According to the published account
of Webber's testimony the informer
said Reich had been sent twice in the
capacity of messenger, to Lieut. Beck-
er, with a demand on that police of-
cer to make good to Webber $1,000
which had been turned over to the
murderers.

When Reich got the full significance
of this he began to boil up, but his
anger did not explode until he, Web-
ber, Rose and Harry Vallon were turn-
€d out at 7 o'clock for exercise in the
corridor outside their adjoining cells.

No sooner had the quartette of
prisoners been turned loose than Reich
who had a reputation as a fist fight-
er, made a rush for “Bridgey"” Webber
ThLe gambler retreated, but Relch got
to him and landed a couple of smash
er, Then keepers and prisoners
erowded in and pulled Relch awa)
from Webber, who retreated to his
cell.

Then Relch cut loose voeally, Hi
denounced the confesslons of Rose and
Wehber as lles, and gave his opinim
of Rose In a tone of volee thal
penetrated to every part of the prison
His denunciation took the form of ac
cusing Rose and Webber of framing u)

Astounding Evidence Before Grand

New York, August 14, —In the 1«
lentless search for evidence to convic
the murderers of the gambler Herma»
Rosenthal, the State’'s attorney anc
the Grand Jury have unearthed :
wealth of information showing tha
gamblers and keepers of disorderl;
houses paid sums aggregating hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars yearly
for police protection.

Evidence.now before the Grand Jury
shows that every form of gambling
and vice paid a prescribed toll, and
that these tariffs varied according i«
the location in the city.

The monthly tariffs paid to the pol-
ice vary. A first class uptown gamb-
ling house paid $1.000; a middle-
class gambling house paid $500; ar
East Side gambling house paid any-
where fom $100 to $400; high-class
pool rooms $600; poker dice gamcs
paid $300; uptown disorderly houses
paid $600; while the East Side re-
sorts paid $100.

The expected murder indictments by
the Grand Jury were not handed
down vesterday owing to the time
taken up by testimony of various wit-
nesses who appeared before that body.
One of these was Jack Rose, who, it
was learned; held the jury spellbound
for two hours when he repeated in an
oratorical flow of excellent English
thie confession of his part in the mur-
der plot and his alleged graft rela-
tions with Lieutenant Becker, whiel
he has already made to District Attor-
ney Whitman in writing. One of the
jurors is reported to have remarked
that he had not heard the equal of the
story portrayed in any melodrama or
saffron-hued dime novel.

The one additional fact of import-
ance which the little bald-headed gam-
bler added to his previous accusations
against the police lieutenant was, it
was learned, that Becker himself was
in effect the paymaster of the murder
crew. When Becker, “Bridgie” Web-
crr and Rose met in front of the Mur-
ray Hill baths on the morning of the
murder, according to the testimony of
the witnesses, Becker borrowed from
“Bridgle” Webber the $1,000 ‘“blood
money' in large bills, handed 1t tr
Rose, who handed it to Schepps, whe
then passed It on to "Gyp the Blood"
and his three thug companions.

Becker, according to Rose, sald t«
Webber, "“Bridgie” T owe you $500 al
rendy, Lend me_another $1,000 anc
['tl make it all right with you,”

“Two days later,” Rose teatifled
"Webber sent Jack Sullivan to Beck-
er to get the money back, but he neve:
got it and he has not got it yet,”
Iuvolves Sullivan in His Confession

Rose also involved Jack Sullivan
the “Newshoy King,” and cloge frienc
of Lieut. Becker, in the murder plot
Rose is said to have declared tha
Sullivan after riding around the cit:
he night of the murder with Lieuten-
ant Becker, went to “Bridgie” Web-
bcr's gambling place, and seeing that
the gun-men were there, went to th
Hotel Metropole to locate Rosenthal
Rose, it is further said, told the Granc
Jury that Sullivan then returned t
Webber's and told the gun-men where
Rosenthal could be found.

For several days it had been 1¢-
ported that Sullivan was on the poinf
of confessing. His indictment fo
murder is anticipated.

Becker Said He (Could Fix Whitman

Webber, who was also a witness
testified, it was learned, that this was
his understanding of Sullivan’s duty
but said he could not swear that th¢
former newsboy had performed it
Both Rose and Webber told of the
assurances which they said Becke
gave them of protection after the mu:
der.

“If we had not known that Whit-
man had the number of the gray auto-
mcbile”. said Rose, “we would hav:
felt all right. Becker said: “Don’i
worry about Whitman, we can fix him
all right,” but it didn’t look to us much
if he could be fixed when we knew
that he got up out of bed less than an
hour after the murder and was on the
scene.”
