With 
trembling lips I pleaded for the life of 
the Emperor, or at least for delay. 
The President said he could not grant 
it; he would not prolong his agony 
any longer; the Emperor must die 
to-morrow. When I heard these 
words I was frantic with grief. 
Trembling in every limb and sobbing. 
I fell-down on my knees and pleaded 
with words that came from my heart, 
but which I cannot remember. The 
President tried to raise m 
held his knees convulsively 
I would pot leave him until he grant­
ed me the life.

I have asked several people lately 
what dates in English history they can 
remember. Four out of five whom I 
asked remembered exactly one date, 
and all, curiously enough, the same. 
Before you read on, ask yourself what 
date in English history you remember, 
and I’ll wager it will be that very one, 
—1666 the Battle of Hastings. Inci­
dentally two of the four could not tell 
what that battle stood for in English 
hisory, or why it was so important,.— 
things that would certainly have been 
more worth remembering than- its ex­
act date.

The average person seems to re­
member more dates in American his­
tory, but even here he has little to 
show for the long lists he once learn­
ed. It is actually true that before I 
started talking with my friends about 
this subject, I could have named just 
four dates in American history, 1492, 
177j>, 1812 and 1861. And the only 
reason *1 remembered two of those 
dates was that they were embalmed in 
in verse,—“In 1492, Columbus sailed 
o’er the ocean blue;” “1775, hardly a 
man is now alive.”—and verse I do not 
easily forget.

Doubtless I am more forgetful than 
the average, but my investigations 
have persuaded me that I am not so 
much so as you might think. Bring 
up the subject of dates sometime 
among your own friends, and, see.

If a child learns the sequence of 
events in history, their casual relation 
to each other, and their approximate 
dates, it seems to me he has learned 
ail that is necessary, and all that lie 
will ever remember.

N pagan times Easter 
was a festival institu- 

♦Sg ted in honour of the
Goddess Eostre, The 

II Deity of Light; of
Aurora; of the rising 
Sun. Christianity 
assumed to itself all 
that could be possi­
bly availed of, • cus­
toms, .usages, festi- 
j a 1 s, terminology, 
•etc., of ancient Pa­

ganism. “I came," 
says Christ, “not tc 
destroy but to fulfil’ 
(Matt. v. 17). Hence 
the holy Apostles 
Christ's representa­
tives and interpre­

ters on Earth, following the cue and. 
inspiration of their Divine Founder, 
wishing to celebrate, and to sanctify 
for all posterity in the Church to the 
end of the world, the great mystery of 
the Resurrection of the Redeemer and 
its corollary, the Resurrection of the 
bodies of all His creatures, appropri­
ated the Pagan festival of the Goddess 
Aurora, or the Rising Sun, and sanc­
tifying it, elevated it into the festival 
of the

Christian Easter.
This festival, then, of the rising of 
Christ from the dead, synchronizing as 
it did with the Jewish Pasch, became 
for the Christian Church the glorious 
festival of the

Resurrection.
This festival has a double object; 
celebrates a two-fold mystery: The 
Resurrection of Christ from the dead, 
on the third day after His Crucifixion; 
and the Resurrection of the Bodies of 
all human creatures on the last day.

The Resurrection of Christ from the 
dead is the pivot of the whole system 
of Christianity; the foundation of the 
Christian doctrine; the Key Stone and. 
the Corner Stone of the whole Christ­
ian edifice. Without the-truth and ex­
istence of this great fundamental fact, 
the whole fabric of Christianity top- 

, pies to the ground. St Paul thus 
tersely puts it (I. Oor. XV. 14.) “I.
Christ be not risen then is our preach­
ing vain and your faith also in vain’ 
with the same clear and clarion tones 
the great and fearl. s Apostle declares 
the Doctrine of the Resurrection of 
our human bodies. “If the dead rise 
not again neither is Christ arisen" 
(verse 16). The doctrine of the 
Resurrection of our human bodies has 
been found hard to believe by many. 
One thing, however, is certain, viz.: 
that no person who disbelieves the 
doctrine of the Resurrection -of our 
bodies has a right to call himself a 
Christian or follower of Christ. 
Christ’s doctrine is clear enough and 
strongly enough announced by His 
Apoetles. If any one so desire, he is 
perfectly free not to believe. But if he 
do not believe, for truth's sake he 
should not call himself a Christian. 
He should not masquerade in the gar­
ments of a Christian.

The doctrine of the Resurrection 
was not a new invention (I speak with 
reverence) of Jesus Christ. It was 
the belief of all good men from the 
time of the creation. It is beautifully 
and forcibly announced by Holy Job 
(xix.25): “I know that in the last day 
“I shall rise out of the earth, and I 
“shall be clothed again in my skin, and 
"in my flesh I shall see God.”

No doubt this doctrine is a hard one 
to believe, and St. Paul tries to miti­
gate the difficulty of it by giÿng us 
an insight into the hidden beauty of 
the doctrine. Although the very same 
body which we now possess shall 
arise from the tomb yet it shall be in 
a very different condition from that in 
which it now exists. It shall be the 
same in substance and essence, but 
different in all its conditions and at- 

• tributes. Sf. Paul beautifully ex­
presses this truth in the xv. Chapter 
of the first Epistle to the Corinthians:

; “So also is the resurrection of the 
dead.” "It (tho body) Is sown in cor- 

éruption, it shall rise in incorruption:
It is sown in dishonour, It shall .rise 

«-in power; It is sown a natural body it 
..shall rise a Spiritual body.” It shall 
be in reality the same body we now 

.possess but, oh! how different in its 
’new condition. It shall no longer be 
subject to the laws and infirmities of 
its present state. It shall no longer 
be subject to corruption and dissolu­
tion of parts. It shall be so trane- 

, formed and transfigured as to be 
almost like a Spiritual being, “like 
angels in heaven” (Matt, xxii-30). It 
jshall be free from all sordid and sen- 
Yual desires, from all concupiscences. 
3t shall not any longer hunger after 
low and fleshly pleasures, but shall be 
able to satiate its entire faculties in 
Hie pure and supernatural enjoyment 
of God. It shall be capable of seeing 
God directly and immediately in all His 
Glory, not as we see Him now 

>as through a glass darkly, but face 
to face” (I Cor xiii-12). The body, 
-united with the soul shall be so ab- 

- Sorbed in the full possession -of the 
Beatific Vision, that It shall have no 
■more desire, no more change for all 
'Eternity.

But with all this, it Is the belief of 
Christians that all the love and joys 

èpf' this world shall not be' forgotten br 
tin-remembered, on the contrary, they 
>hall be perpetuated in a spiritual and 
tm sensual manner. Those who have 
been united with us through all the 
'trials and cares of a long earthly life, 
and knitted to us by the closest ties of 
love, kindred and fidelity, and whom 
we have placed for a time in the tomb, 
we expect to meet again in a purified 
and sanctified sphere to live with them 
ki peace and joy for all Eternity.

Easter proclaims a fact andi con­
veys a hope. The tact, so contrary 
to our experience,' attested t>y the 
Christian Church throughout the- 
ages, is the Resurrection of Christ 
from the dead. The hope, founded on 
this fact, is that of man’s immortal­
ity. Because Christ, the Pattern Man 
nas risen, it is possible for dead men 
;o rise. The same power which raised 
Christ can raise men.

But we may accept the historic fact 
of Christ’s Resurrection as contained 
in the Creeds and yet fail to realise 
the truth which this fact implies. I 
Easter not only proclaims the con-1 
quest over death but it also conveys 
the promise of life. It teaches that a 
new day has dawned for humanity. 
It tells us that it is possible for man 
to rise to a higher life even here oil 
earth; that Christianity is a Religion 
for this world, not a Religion to be 
postponed to the next.

Easter assures us that the same 
power w'hlch raised Christ can uplift 
man even in this life. Christ's Resur­
rection was net only the p rise, but 
the example of man s Rea-rrect.on 
This spiritual Resurrection of man in 
this life is dwelt upon in the New 
Testament more than his bodily Re­
surrection tfr even the Resurrection 
.of Christ. The rising of man now 
from a life of sin to a life of right­
eousness is as great, if not a greater 
miracle, than the Resurrection of 
man’s mortal bo^y. Man’s Resurrec­
tion is a continual process. It does 
not begin but culminates at the last 
day. Man must arise now if he is to 
arise then. *

This is the lesson which Easter 
proclaims. Easter calls all who are 
absorbed in the things of time and of 
sense, all who are buried ip pleas­
ures and in the acquisition of wealth,, 
to arise to the pursuit of higher things. 
It calls men to live the higher life, 
if tells them that their lives may. be 
enriched and ennobled. It teaches us 
that both our individual and public 
life may be raised to a higher plane 
by the power which Christ’s Résur­
rection gives.

Aye look around us and see much 
cause for misgivings. We feel that 
there are many things out of joint 
in this complex life of ours. We See 
class opposed to class, capital And 
labour engaged at times in deadly 
conflict, and we realise the need-- of 
men holding right ideas of their obli­
gations as men and as citizens. We 
all need a deeper sense of our . du­
ties and less of our rights. We all 
believe that a higher standard of 
public life must be the outcome of a 
healthy public opinion.

Many, remedies are suggested as a 
cure for the ills from which we suf 
fer, none, perhaps, of which can be 
safely disregarded, but the real cure 
must tgke place in man himself. He 
must arise from his dead self to a new 
life. His Resurrection must take 
place here and now, and this Resur­
rection is made possible by virtue; oi 
the same power which raised Christ 
from the dead. If a man will use 
this power, if he will bring it. to btear 
upon his daily life, he will be cpn- 
vinced by the experience of his own 
life of the power of Christ’s Resur­
rection, he will not be sceptical of a 
Resurrection at the -last, for he wiU 
be conscious of a Resurrection with­
in himself now and he will realise 
more and more that “If any man will 
do His will he shall know the doc­
trine.”

In thé. Èaater promise of a Resur­
rection lies the great hope of the 
Christian Faith, the foundation stone 
upon which it rests, the secret of its 
power, this promise of eternal life.

The Resurrection of Jesus Christ is 
the Palladium of the Christian Faith. 
Of all celebrated days, Easter is the 
most deceptive and meaningless if 
Christ be not risen from the dead. 
Christmas, although the date be un­
certain, has a rational foundation. 
That Christ was born, and lived in the 
age from which all that is recorded of 
Him dates, there is no room for doubt. 
But if He lived, He also died, and if 
He rose not, what can Easter celer 
brate? The gospels declare that when 
He died His disciples thought that 
their hopes and His promises had 
come to nought. But each |of the 
four gospels culminates in a risen 
Christ. The joy of Easter is, there­
fore, the joy of life, and means victory 
over death. We all love life. We 
cannot understand the mystery, but 
we can enjoy the reality. The 
thought of the termination of the 
current of life causes a shudder. 
Nevertheless, death confronts us all. 
This silver stream of life seems to 
empty into that black and fathomless 
gulf. What mystery is this which we 
call death? Whatever it be It is 
something that seems hard and bitter, 
from which we shrink. But is not 
this shrinking itself a token of im­
mortality? But this faint intimation is 
too dim to satisfy. What light has 
philosophy to throw upon the sub­
ject? Its mysterious depths baffle our 
philosophy. We have speculations 
enough, but speculation is not suf­
ficient. The mind wants a solid 
foundation for its faith, and cannot 
rest without it. We will listen to 
one who can speak with authority, one 
who can show his credentials, and 
make good his teaching. Jesus of 
Nazareth spoke with authority. He 
spoke of the future life as one who 
had experience in the mystery. He 
illustrated his doctrine. He showed 
His credentials. He said: “I am the 
Resurrection and the Life." To make 
good His word He submitted volun­
tarily to death. But as the Prince of 
Life, He could not be holden by the 
power of death. He rose again, 
proving that His words contained no 
vain boast when He said: "I have 
power to lay down my life and I have 
power to take it again." Ail that has 
been said and written about the 
future life is nothing compared with 
what Jesus did and taught. His re 
surrection puts the seal of truth upon

Great our joy this Easter season in 
the absolute and glorious certainty of 
conscious life beyond the grave. 
Christ has removed the question of 
life after death from the realm of 
speculation to that of faith. "He 
hath begotten ua again unto a lively 
hope by the resurrection of Jesus 
Christ from the dead.” It is true 
there is a difference between immor­
tality and eternal life. One is the 

' heritage of our creation, the other is 
the gift of Jesus Christ. But the 
Easter triumph brought immortality 
to light—changed it from a vague and 
dreamy hope to a positive and splen­
did certainty.

Easter speaks of the revelation of a 
new type of human life. There is in 
the course of the ages the record of 
those who have been raised from the 
dead. Jesus himself raised a man 
called Lazarus. This has been called 
a resurrection. If the case of Lazarus 
is worthy to be called a resurrection 
then we ought to have a new name 
for the Easter Hope. They who were 
raised by Christ saw corruption but 
He whom God raised saw no corrup­
tion. The case of Lazarus or any 
other is not on a par with that of 
dur Lord. Lazarus truly was re­
animated but he returned to the old 
life, he was known by his friends, he 
was subject to the same pains and 
diseases as before and ultimately 
passed into death again. Our Lord 
Jesus Christ, differed from this. The 
gospel narrative asserts that the body 
of our Lord was glorified, transfigured. 
Christ was not recognized even by his 
friends, unless he willed it. It was a 
body unhampered by the old condi­
tion what was miraculous before was 
natural now. The very eating on the 
shores of the lake of Galilee, the 
very exhibition of the wounded hands 
tv the disciples were miraculous to the 
glorified Christ. The appearance in 
the Upper Room, the door being shut; 
the vanishing and appearing in Gali-

In Plato’s Phaedo, treating of the 
immortality of the soul, Socrates him­
self is a much more convincing proof 
of immortality than all the arguments 
he uses. The weakness of some of 
those arguments is evident, and all of 
them combined come far short of sat­
isfactory proof. But the man Socrates 
calmly talking with his friends in the 
prison at Athens while awaiting the 
hour of death, fully convinced that 
hemlock could not drug his spirit, that 
death could not catch and keep his 
soul, such noble confidence in the 
hour of death, rising, as it did, out of 
the depths of his own spirit, has gone 
far to convince the thinking world 
that Socrates did not then cease to be. 
So, the best argument for personal im- 
mortalityever made known to theworld'] 
was acted not spoken. It was life not 
logic—the triumphant life that dwelt 
in Him of whom John said: “In Him ] 
was life.” In the van of his argument 
for immortality Paul places a living 
person, the risen Christ. He sets 
forth a fact, not a theory. That fact 
gave Paul his confidence, his ma­
jesty as he stood on Mars’ hill before 
the philosophers of the most philoso­
phical nation of the earth—the im­
pregnable certainty. “Now is Christ 
risen from the dead.”

Christianity as a triumphant force 
began its forward march at the empty 
sepulchre of Jesus. The cross was

Sometimes, however, we who still 
tarry in the halls of Time look wist­
fully after the forms that pass out 
into the night, and wonder where they 
have gone.

On such oecasiehs the -Easter mes­
sage appeals to us with greater power.

But such statements would seem ri­
diculous wpre-they uot pathetic. They 
must even appear a hollow mockery 
to those who know : what life really 
Is. They may be well-meant tributes 
of respect and admiration, wreaths 
laid upon the tOmtas of departed 
greatness. But like: the flowers we 
lay upon the graves in our cemeter­
ies, they are doomed to swift decay, 
and often wither in our grasp.

The message of Easter is altogether 
different. It tells us of one who lived 
on after death. It assures us that

“There Is no -death;
What seems so is transition.”

it points us to Christ as a living 
Saviour; < and to all who are HiS 
friends and followers, it recalls His 
words: “Because I live ye shall live 
also." “He that beliëveth on Me hath 
everlasting life." In fact its message 
is essentially that which Browning 
expresses so well in “The Grammar- 
ian% Fdneral”:—
“Others mistrust, a*4 say: ‘But time 

escape»; lit
’Live now or never!’

He said, ‘What’e time? Leave now to 
dogs and apes!

Sunday, as I knew; and although al­
most no notice of the day was taken 
at that time by the non-Episcopal 
Protestant Churches, it had been my 
custom to preach an Easter sermon, 
end I ventured to bring one with me 
for that service. There were no Eas­
ter flowers, and there was no Easter 
music. I doubt lf.it had occurred to 
the minister or to any member of the 
congregation that it was Easter Sun­
day. 1 thought it prudent therefore 
ing a sermon on the Resurrection, 
to make a virtual apology for preach- 
saying that while we. as the children 
of the Puritans, had little to do with 
sacred days, it might not be unfitting 
for us, on the day when many Chris­
tians were celebrating the resurrec­
tion of our Lord, to turn our thoughts 
in that direction.

After the sermon my good and 
great friend, then pastor of that 
church, had just one word of com­
mendation, and that referred to the 
sentence in which X said that we as 
Congregationalists, had little use for 
sacred days. “I am glad,” he said, 
“that you emphasized that fact.” The 
incident will illustrate the change 
which has taken place in Jhe atti­
tude toward the Easter festival of 
the Protestant churches during the 
last half century. It is now the day 
of the Christian year most generally 
observed in all the churches.

The message of the Easter Day 
to you and me and to ailv men— 
what is it? In what words shall we 
phrase it? We might get some idea 
of the message from the conduct of 
those who hear it.

See that man sitting solitary and 
dejected within his home. There is a 
knock-at the door, and a messenger 
enters. Now he is delivering his 
message. The downcast look has 
gone from the face of the listener; 
he is al) attention; watch him. He 
springs to bis feet;- his hands smite 
each other with a ringing blow; his 
face is all ablaze with joyful emo­
tion; his voice is pitched In a high 
keÿ; : his movements are full of ener­
gy. You have not heard a word that 
the messenger has spoken, but you 
kqpw that he must have brought a 
joyful message.—Washington Glad- 
deny, D.D., LL.D.
