The German submarine blockade
has been on for almost a month and
no large or fast steamers have been
sunk. But a number of small and
slow steamers have succumbed to the

torpedoes of the submarine. On
Thursday morning a new steamer of
2,386 tons was sunk in the British
Channel. On Friday the Indian City,
Headlands and Andalusian were sunk
between the British Channel and the
Scilly Islands. These steamers are
all much about the same tonnage,
comparatively small and slow.
Apparently no lives were lost and
two of the steamers may be salved.
The damage was done by the U. 29.
This. submarine is one of six vessels
added recently to-the German navy.
They have 900 tons displacement
when submerged. On the surface
they are run with heavy-oil engines
which generate 2,000 horse-power,
and when submerged they run by
electric motors of 900 h.p. This sur-
face speed is 18 knots, and the sub-
merged speed 10~ knots. They carry
enough fuel to steam 4,000 miles on
the surface. They are armed with |
two bow and two stern torpedo tubes,
with eight large torpedoes. They
also carry two 14 pdr. Quick-firing
guns, and two 1 pdr. high-angle gun
to protect themselves against air-
craft. “They have wireless telegra-
phic apparatus on board,- and are
specially constructed with long super-

The German submarine U-29, one
of the-largest and fastest German
under-craft, had a successful three
days off Scilly Isles and the English
Channel, where on Thursday, Friday
and Saturday, she succeeded in sink-
ing four British steamers, one French
steamer and damaging three others.
The German commander gave the
crews of unost of the steamers time
to leave the vessels. The submarine
U-29 was chased by patrol boats but
proved too elusive for sthem while
steamers which tried to ram or es-
cape her found that the submarine
was much faster than similar craft
“which had previously been sent on
the mission to destroy Britain’s over-
sea trade. With German submarines
in the waters around the Scilly Isles
through which big liners pass on
their way across the Atlantic, there
is much uneasiness in shipping cir-
cles. During the course of the day,
a ‘report which also reached the Am-
erican Liner New York by wireless,
was circulated to the effect that one
had been torpedoed. The report, it
is believed, arose from the sinking of
the Andalusian which belongs to the
Ellerman Line.

FRENCH SUCCESSES.

PARIS, To-day.

Official advices from the front de-
scribing the occupation of Vauquois,
in the Argonne region, by the French,
say that after several days desperate
fighting, the French troops took pos-
session of the Plateau.

All accounts of the
week’s fighting fiiltering through the
frontier from ‘German sources, chiefly
from the wounded, lay stress .on the
terrible accuracy of the British shell,
which made some eof the positions
wholly untenable. The correspond-
ent -of the Daily Mail telegraphs from
Rotterdam that the British success at
Neuve Chapelle and Epinette was due
largely to the wonderful work of the
Allied aeroplanes. Not a German gun
was laid, not a body of troops moved
without being detected by the eyes of
the British army. German officers in
Bruges admit that their air service is
hopelessly outclassed in numbers, dar-
ing and intelligence by the Allies.

INDIA’S CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE

AR,

Loondon, March 6.—A
spatch from Delhi, India, indicates
that enthusiasm for the -successful
outcome of the war continues unaba-
ted. The Indian relief fund now
reaches the total of $5,000,000. The
largest sum previously raised in In-
dia was $1,263,000, contributed in
1900 for relief of the acute famine
that year. The chiefs and noblemen
of India continue to present valuable
gifts of every description for the pro-
secution of the war. Last month's
donations include $8,100 annually
from the Maraja of Datia and his
Sirdars; from another native poten-
tate, $8,100; from the Nizam of Hy-
derabad, a hospital of fifty beds. Mo-
tor ambulances are given by another;
while from others there are contri-
butions of large quantities of hay
and blankets. One loyal raja an-
nounces that he will pay his soldiers
from the revenues of his estates.

AND TURKS CLASH;
300 KILLED.

London, March 8.—Telegraphing
from Cairo the Daily Mail’'s corres-
pondent says: “During the retreat
of the Turks after the recent Suez
operations the German officers had
an open conflict with their allies, and
three hundred of the latter were
killed in a single affray near Jerus-
alem.”

Crosses.

The institution by the King on Jan-
15t of a new Army decoration for ser-
vice in the field—the Military Cross-—
is a reminder that almost exactly
fifty-eight years have elapsed since
the first and most famous of these
special service decorations—the Vie-
toria Cross—first came into being; it
having been instituted by the Royal
lady whose name it bears' on. Janu-
ary 29th, 1856, at the close of the
Crimean War.

The innovation was not regarded at
all favorable by the veteran generals
apd commanders of those days. Offi-
cers and men had done their duty for
duty’s sake well and truly in days
gone by, they argued; why, then, this
new-fangled fad of decorating sol-
diers for what, after all, soldiers
were expected to do.

Such f)!)jccfions. were, howeéver,
short-lived, and to-day it is, of course
the most highly-prized, because the
rarest, of all similar decoratione.

Jow rare it is may be gathered from
the fact that whereas only about a
score of Vietoria Crosses have been
won so far during the present war,
the awards of Distinguished Service
Orders and Distinguished Conduct
Medals, the decorations which come
next in value and rarity to the Cross,
have .amounted to between two and
three hundred.

The Distinguished Service Order,
it may be mentioned, was- instituted
only so comparatively recently as
1886, it Deing considered that many
deeds which only just missed the ex-
tremely -high standard 'set for the
Victoria Cross, were yet worthy of
some- s0rt.of special recognition.

The recipient of‘it is entitled to the
letters D.S.0. after his name, a priz-
ed distinction which is lacking in the
case of the new Military Cross. The
Distinguished Service Order, it may
be mentioned, can only be won bLy
officers, the corresponding reward in
the case of those of lower rank being
the Distinguished Conduct Medal.

This latter was instituted in 1862,
and toek the place of the old Merii-
orious Service Medal, which had pre-
viously been issued as a reward for

| distinguished ‘gallantry. It carries
‘| with it a gratuity ‘of €20, paid -on
Jdischarge, @r an increase of pension
i of 6d.-a day.

The Victoria «Cross carries, in the
case of private soldiers or non-com-
missioned officers, a special pension

(j of £10 a year, and this, by a com-

paratively recent regulation, may he
increased to £50 if the holder is in-
capacitated from work at any time.

But
many students fill all available shelv-
es in theirs. memory in their sopho-
more year and pile the rest of the
stuff on the floor. s

This is a great mistake. Nothing is
sadder than to see an earnest young
.man wading wearily through 98765
poorly “catalogued facts in the effort
to find a little mislaid information in
the art of holding an eighteen-dollar-
a-week job. -

He becomes confused and discour-
aged not to mention dusty in the pro-
cess. When we see such a oung-man
trying to sell a bill of groceries with
a complete working knowledge of the
style principles of Walter Pater, we
are constrained to believe that he has
overbought at the education shop.

Hé is oyver-stocked and under-cata-
logued. His mental firont door is
blocked with unpacked goods, and his
every-day lines of knowledge are
buried in the coal cellar under a fine
new consignment of ancient history.

Knowledge is a great thing, but
the art of arranging and using it is far
greater. We" should fill our shelves
with the best avallable knowledge
and until we have learned -our stock
and have completed. our mvoice we
should waive further: salesmen: sternly
away.

PLACENTIA.

LCM

CHAPTER XXIII.

In due time our good ship reached
TPlacentia, and amidst rain and storm
the: passengers left the shelter of the
ship. and sought the comforts of the
hotel. The ship having been delay-
¢d so long, theré was quite a crowd
at the hotel all anxicusly waiting to
get away to the westward. DBut all
Lad to wait another day and then the
ships . began their regular ccurse
again. Placentida proper is so full of

* interest and history that one could

hardly remain ‘there twenty-four
heurs without exploring some of its
romantic spots ot climbing some of its
historic heights; and so there was
some of the company who faced the

orm and tramped around and made
14_~,ear(h into the records of the musty
past.

During our ramble we noticed a
very- small house located within the
trenches. of Fort Frederick. The
house is very miniature, and no doubt
it is very old, and one would think
it too small fer cccupation, but see-
ing by the smoke from the chimney
that it was really occupied we ap-
proached it to interview the occu-
pants. The gentleman of the house
seeing us coming, no doubt wonder-
ed who we were, and perhaps thought
we were spies; especially as the day
was so wet, and we had been locking
around the mounds and trenches of
the Fort. The gentleman in question
proved to be a native-of France, but
spoke Eflglish fairly well. He gave
us much information about the Forts,
and told us that when he came from
France many years ago, he brought
with him a bogk containing the €n-
tire history of Placentia when it was
a French pessession. From his con-
verzation we judged that he had a
thorough knowledge of the place,
both from a local and historic stand-
point, and that he had studied the
book very ecarefully. He said the
book contained plans, sketches, and
drawings of the Forts of Placentia at
the time of Louis XIV. and that it was
a very rare hock. s

Cn further c¢nquiry from him, he
tcld us that.some years ago when His
Grace the late Archbishop Howley,
before he was Archbishop, visited
Placentia, that he showed the book to
the Bishop, and then made him a
present of it. “The book truly could
rot have fallen into better hands, as
all our readers so well know thq_/the
late Archbishop was fully versed. in
the whole " history of Placentia, ,and
the book in question no doubt was a
great help in his researches and mno-
tations upon the old French capital.
lf_ seems rather a strange coincidence

1hut a man should come. from France,.

and- bring such a’ book with him; and.
s{tle within one of theé principal
Ferts, and live in sueh a small house,
ond live thére so long and in compara-
tive obscurity without\some . Special

purpose. But such are the ways of
life, and its facts secem to out-do its
fictions.

The gentleman was very kind and
answered all our questions very satis-
factorily, but he did not ask us inside
his dcor, much as we should have
liked to see the interior of such a
small house. Perhaps it was that we
were so wet and muffled up that he
thought we would bother him, and
perhaps it did not occur to him to
ask us in, and perhaps he really
thought, we having asked so many
questions that we had some private
purpose in view; and if we were not
spies, we were probably some sort of
detective.

On leaving the gentleman we con-
tinued our observations of the Fort,
and found that many of the mounds
and trenches were still in good con-
dition, though overgrown @and neg-
lected. Near the Fort, and at its
rear are the old French burial places,
where sleep the soldierst who fell in
battle. No-monument stands to their,
memory,. but many of the graves are
marked by erude stones projecting
from the ground. Unknown their
names and forgotten their work.
they have long rested in a soldier’s
grave; but like tens of thousands of
their fellow soldiers, both British
and French, they paid the price of
Empire and of colonial expansion.'

From Fort Frederick we turned
our steps towards Castle Hill and
soon gained its heights. To climb
such a hill at any time is toilsome,
but amid a terrific rain storm it is
somewhat fatiguing, but when once
the height is gained the sight and
surroundings fully repay for the
step climb. Here, too, may be ' seen
the masonry of We old-time French
soldier, and the strength of former
French occupation. Owing to dense
fog which set in, the view was con-
sidierably eobscured, and therefore, it
was not seen with the same advant-
age as it would h3ve been had the
weather been clear, but as far as our
vision extended the sight was one of
magnificence and 1omantic beauty.
At the base of the hill lay two of the
Reid Co.’s ships, yonder from the
ships lay the picturesque town, and
in the distance behind us lay Little
Placentia, while beyond us stretched
the beauteous arms of water; the
whole being surrounded by rich ver-
dure and greenery. There seemed to
be a two-fold prospect.in the situa-
ticn—its historic a.ssocxa.tions and its
natural beauty. &
