DOGS.

If it is carried into ef-
fect it will relieve the anxieties of the
great majority of dog owners—those
who keep one pet dog. The posses-
sion of one dog will not be interfered
with by way of prohibition or further
taxation, and there will be enough dog
biscuits to keep it fed. The commit-
tee is ‘coming down drastically on
keepers of more than one dog. They
will have to take out a license at much
heavier rates for two or more dogs.
This supertax, while it will not be so
. heavy as was proposed last year, will
be sufficiently so to discourage all but
well-to-do people from indulging in
wholesale dog-keeping. A compromise
has been effected on the question of
breeding. There will be no general
prohibition ot breeding. The breeding
of pedigree strains will continue un-
der license, and, with regard to the
general dog population, a reduction of
numbers will be attained by requiring
a license to be taken out for puppies

within a few weeks of their birth in-
~stead of at.6 months old as at pres-
ent.

An Issue to Face.

No rational person questions the
rights of labor to organize itself into
corporate bodies for the purpose of
preventing exploitation of workers
and to conserve their-individual, as
well as collective, interests. This
right though long disputed and com-
batted by employers and capitalists,
is now recognized, and so long as no
breach of the peace occurs during the
progress of a strike, there is no law
to be invoked by those affected. It is
however an indisputable fact that pre-
ceding a strike negotiations take place
rcgarding the points, or rights of prin-
ciples involved. Sometimes thess are
adjusted amicably: sometimes not. In
the latter case the inevitable happens
and a strike is called. There are times
when under certain conditions, strikes
are or may be justified. Under other
coaditions, particularly in war time,
strikes, unless under great provoca-
tion, have no justification. Whenever
innocent people are obliged to suffer
because of a refusal of labor to work,
injury ensues, and reproach is brought
upon the body responsible for the ac-
tion of calling its members out.

In this city to-day we are faced
with a very grave situation. As every-
body knows Newfoundland is absolute-
ly dependent on the outside world for
a'most everything the people eat or
wear. Our principal fuel supply, our
salt, flour, sugar, barrelled meats,
molasses, and a hundred other neces-
saries have to be imported from
abroad. With the tonnage problem so
acute, consequent upon the dearth of
ships available.for freight carriage, it
becomes a paramount necessity that
this country avail of every bit of ton-
nage that it possesses for the carriage
of our products to market and the
bringing back c¢f the commodities
which are so essential to our needs.
Nothing should be lefl{ undone to bring
about these desiderata. We are more
dependent on our neighbours on the
continent for our very existence than
perhaps any other country in the
world could be and to-day this de-
pendence has become more intensified.
It is, therefore, criminal to allow any-
thing which interferes with, or pre-
vents, the bringing and carrying of
our purchascs and sales. A tie up in
our much depleted merchant fleet at
the present juncture is not at all de-
sirable. Nor is there any grounds up-
on which justification can be set up for
such an occurrence. The people of
Newfoundland, the people of this city,
the people of the smallest ouiport and
remotest fishing settlement, must not
be allowed to suffer becausc of im-
aginary grievances on the part of a
handful of men. Neither must ship-
ping be delayed, which eventually
will mean that there will be a short-
age of supplies at the time when they
are most needed. The exemplary pa-
tience of our people will soon cease to
become a virtue, and unless matters
now requiring settlement are aljusted,
the swift wrath of an arousad popula-
tion will fall. We cannot afford to
fritter away the valuable time, which
Is quickly passing, in fruitless nego-
tiations and conferences. Some per-
son, either the Government, or an em-
ployer, with the courage of his con-
victions, must be bold enough “to
bell the cat” and penalise any and
every attempt to interfere with the
marine business of this Dominion. The
motto of the United States is “Work
or fight.” Its application in St. John's
to-day is very necessary.

Notes and Comments

S.‘ W., that Pansy, the pet cat of Miss
Daphne Davidson, daughter of the
State Governor, Sir Walter Davidson,
has died of a broken heart, in conse-
quence of its exile to Fiji. The ser-
vices of the best cat doctors were un-
availing and the dear feline passed
away, lamented by all who knew it.
An item containing this announcement
apeared in a Sydney paper, and is a
sirong evidence of the sense of humor
possessed by our cousins “under the
line.”

l The War Week By Week.

, -
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Another week of intense fighting has
seen the beginning and end of another
distinct stage of the great campaign
of 1918—a peculiarity whicn has
marked more than one of the weeks
past. The battle of the Aisne was be-‘
gun and, if not ended, at least brought ;
to a standstill in about seven days.!
Last week, after the lull that follow-
od, the Germans made their unsuccess-
ful attempt to pierce the Noyon and '

Montdidier line, and had to acknow-!
ledge defeat between the Monday and |
Suturday. And now, during this week |
past, an ambitious effort by Austria
to repeat against Italy the succasses
of her ally has failed ignominiously
in the same brief space of time. ’

We should not let that very brevity, !
however, blind us to the magnitude of
the effort and the corresponding im-
portance of its failure. For failure it!
Las certainly been, a failure which !
fiom its mere moral effect is likely
to spell the same result to the further |
offensive attempts the enemy is com- |
pelled to make. There was always a
serious danger from this great wing of
the battle-line from the Atlantic to
the Adriatic. No one has questioned
the  serious consequences that would
flow from a breaking through in any,
force by the Austrians onto the Ven-
etian plains: we have merely to con-
sider the matter in terms of man-.
power -alone, realising the necessity,
the Allies would then be under of re-
inforcing Italy, to apprciate this. But
that danger may now be said to be al-
most entirely averted. The Austrians |
are clearly quite incapable of exploit-
ing the new German method of attack-
ing over a very wide front, and if they
now revert to the strategy of concen-
trated attacks they will be met by
similar defensive methods, with the
consciousness of past defeat oper-
ating strongly against them.

In itself, and for its effect upon the
whole situation at so critical a..'im_e,
the collapse of this great offensive 18
as remarkable as it is encouraging. It
would seem to show, among other
things, how really unnecessary the
Italian defeat on the Carso was last
autumn, and what a price the Allies
have had to pay for their carelessness
then. A rapid glance at the map 18
sufficient to show what has happen- |
ed. On the wing of the linz, in the
mountain region about Asiago, the
Austrians made no progress at all, and
seem to be more than held. ‘This part
of the fighting centres in the high
Montello plateau, where the Italians,
after a brief reverse, have restered
their lines and are assuming the ag-
gressive. Further east, whera the
Piave flows out into the lowlands, the
Austrians have here and there forch
a crossing of the river; but .tn.exr
failure elsewhere and a sudden rising
of the stream threaten to turn that
small success into disaster, since here
is more than a chance that a great
part of the troops that hav.e got
across will be cut off. This is es-
pecially true of the position at the
famous Zenson loop and near Venice,
where the Italians claim to be favour-
abiy placed for a counter a}ta-:k that
might turn the Austrian wing. I_n a
werd, as long as the Austrians fail to
secure the mountain passes in the

v cet, progress elsewhere will be 1se-
less and even dangerous to them.

No less gratifying, though less im-
portant, than the Italian victery has
been the thorough beating administer-
ed to a considerable attack by the
Crown Prince’s army against Rheims,

where again the brevity and finality of '

the fighting disguises the extent of
the enemy’s designs. These were evi-
dently to take Rheims, if possible, or
to coptinue further the flanking move-
ment and thus isolate this important
bastion. Like all the other attacks of
the past fortnight it proved only a
costly failure. Possibly it also indi-
cates, as some commentators think,
the slow turning of the tide in the
Allies’ favour.

The only remaining points worth
noticing in the week’s review are the
numerous references to the state of
distress, bordering on starvation, that
prevails throughout Austria, and the
plain hints of a renewal of the Ger-
man attack in France or Flanders.
The former, read in conjunction with
the failure of the Austrian drive, may
soon develop into a factor of the first
importance: her allies are Germany's
fatal weakness, and the connecting
link of the whole coalition, Austria,
may, in spite of increasing German
control (itself the best evidence of
that weakness) snap suddenly and un-
expectedly. There is no need -to specu-
late upon it, but merely to gather en-
couragement from the _economic
troubles of the enemy and wait for
them to have sooner or later a fatal
effect upon their military operations.

As to the approaching offensive, it
seems clear that Ludendorff has
about finished finding weak places in
the Franco-British line, and will soon
drive again—let us hope finally—at
the only points where victory can
avail him anything: i.e. from Amiens
north to the sea. Flanders seems to
be generally agreed upon as the region
to be attacked, with the Channel ports
as the enemy’s last and only effective
goal. We can only wait and see, with
confidence renewed by the events of
the past fourteen days. But one thing
must be borne in mind. It has, I
think, been too readily assumed that
Foch’s strategy consists solely in urg-
ing a defensive war. There is not

! much more room for retreat, and re-

treat is always unavoidable where the
initiative is left entirely to an enemy
who recks nothing of lives lost if his
object be attained. Sooner or later
the Allies will make a great counter-
drive, but it is by no means certain
that later is a wiser policy than soon-
er. To an amateur mind, at any rate,
there is a double advantage in even a
limited counter offensive: it helps to
rectify dangerous salients and, what
is more important, distracts the en-
emy's own offensive plans. And this
latter is precisely what the Allies
want, since it would ogcasion further
delay and give more time for the ar-
rival of American reinforcements. It
is therefore reasonable to expect an
Allied offensive, if not at once, and in
anticipation of the German attack, at
any rate as soon as that attack has
spent its first fury. Time, however,
will shortly reveal Foch’s as well as
the enemy’s plans, and we can put
every trust in their soundness.

She
showed that the Y. W. C. A. aims to
develop the girl physically, intellectu-
aliy, socially and religiously. The
broad principles underlying the As-
sociation are such as will take in
every nationality and every Christian
creed. It aims to place safeguards
around the young girls of the cities,
to give thgm good housing, to see that
they are working under favourable
conditions and in every way to fit them
for their place in the battle of life.
Especially does the Association en-
deavour to make conditions in thz In-
dustrial World such as they shonld be,
for here we find the great body uf the
people. One important brancn is the
Travellers’ Aid Work, that is, me=ting
girls coming from other countries to
C'anada and seeing that they are taken
care of and safely reach thair esti-
nation. The need of such work is
snown by the fact that last year 1,000
girls were lost between the point of
arrival and their destinations. The
community spirit and the application
of the Golden Rule are the real basis
of the work of the Organization. Such
will take one above the petty differ-
ences that exist and will tend to the
good of alt classes. The forces of
cvil are organized to-day as never be-
fore, and steps are needed to have a
purer womanhood assist in tha iecon-
struction of the world when peac? fol-
lows this Great War.

AUSTRIA’S HOME TROUBLES.

LONDON, To-day.

New bread riots started Thursday
in the Favoriten and Brittainy districts
of Vienna, and there are now more
than 150,000 men munition workers on
strike in the Austrian capital, says
an Exchange Telegraph despatch from
Vienna. An attempt to attack the
German Embassy in Vienna, accord-
ing to Vienna correspondents of Mu-
nich newspapers, was dispersed by
the police. There were many arrests
and some persons were injured. There
were cries “Germany is starving us:
down with Germany.” A statement
declares that demonstrators held up
tramways, broke windows and looted
food shops and bakers’ carts. At the
Municipal Council meeting, Herr Nue-
mann, representing the Socialists, de-~
nounced the Brest-Litovsk peace as a
fraud and ‘declared the situation was
untenable.

SINN FEIN AGGRESSIVE.

DUBLIN, To-day.

Leading Sinn Feiners yestserday an-
nounced that in the future any vacan-
cies in Parliament will be contested
as was that of East Cavan, to which
Arthur Grifiths, Sinn Fein candidate,
was elected. Even where the Sinn
Fein candidates are in prison, the
leaders declared they expect to bring
about a complete rout of the National-
ist Party.

MAKING PARENTS RESPONSIBLE.

LONDON (Bulletin) To-day.

According to the Vienna Neue Freie
Presse, during serious street rioting
in Vienna, the police and military
were called out and took strict meas-
ures, and issued warning to parents,
making them responsible for the ac-
tions of their children, says an Ex-
change Telegraph despatch from Co-
penhagen.

CLAIMS ITALIAN VICTORY.

ROME (Bulletin) To-day.

The battle situation is unchanged,
and infantry engagements were not
resumed during Friday, says the state-
ment issued last night, to the Italian
Parliament, by Premier Orlando. It
is now permissible to say that the
battle has been won, the Premier told
the Deputies, Friday merning, accord-
ing to the Tribune. The Austrians,
the Premier added, are now gathering
all available men in certain sections
of the mountain front. Only a small
part of their reserves have been drawn
on by the Italians.

But that all animals can accustom
themselves to sounds that cause fear
is proved by our cavalry horses, dogs
that accompany their masters into the
firing line, and the robins nest in the
empty shell case.

Why “Tanks?”

The story of the origin 6f the name
“Tank” is an interesting one.

A certain Mr. Thomas Tank Burall
was the manager of a well-known
Norfolk firm of engineers, still known
as Messrs. Burrell and Sons, of Thet-
ford. Although the manager’s name
was similar to that of his employers
in sound, he was not a relative.

Tank was the maiden name of his
mother, and Mr. Burall was called
“Tank” for brevity by his friends.

An ingenious mechanical expert, his
employers soon realized his value by
making him manager of the Thetford
Engineering Works. He was always
devising some new. improvement in
agricultural and marine machinery.

At the Royal Agricultural Show at
Derby in 1881 Messrs. Burrell showed
what was described as a “most novel
engine,” a ten-horse power traction-
engine with a Landore steel boiler.
It was said to be a curious type of
compound engine, very simple, “with
a new steam steering-gear which was
the invention of Mr. Thomas Tank
Burall manager to Messrs. Burrell
and Sons.” The gear was stated to be
well adapted for steering ships and
for large marine engines, to which
it has since been widely applied.

Realizing the difficulties these trac-
tion engines experienced in getting
over ploughed fields and uneven
ground, says a writer in “Strand Mag-
azine,” Mr. Tank Burall conceived the
idea of “pattens” for the wheels, and
also the springs which are so much in
use in all the better classes of trac-
tion-engines.

The famous caterpillar wheels are
the outcome of this invention, and
have now led to the ultimate con-
struction of the Tanks as engines of
‘War. Mr. Burall’s ingenuity surpris-
ed his fellow-workers in the factory
and they, in their admiration of his
capacity and originality, gave these
engines, with their “pattened” wheels,
the name of Tanks, in compliment to
their manager. Unfortunately, the
clever expert's career was but a short

The King at the Nore.

Chats With Workers,

The King a few days ago visited the
naval establishments at the Nore. His
Majesty, who was in naval uniform,
first made a tour of Sheerness Dock-
vard. In the course of this he went
into practically every shop and talked
with several employees, both men and
women.

He also saw a number of warships
of different kinds being refitted for
further service. Among these was the
battered hull of a little drifter which
had withstood an attack by enemy
craft and a submarine that had done
a great deal of adventurous patrol
work in German waters.

While inspecting the officers and
men of the trawler patrol the King no-
ticed among them an Australian nam-
ed Jack Langford, whom he had feen
16 years ago in charge of a troop of
Australian natives who gave an ex-
hibition before His Majesty in the use
of their native weapons. The FKing
chatted with him for some time.

Among those presented was a naval
commander, who voluntarily returned
to service after having retired. 'The
King said to him, “I think it is =plen-
did of you to come back in this way
after having so well earned your
leisure.”

87 Years on the Footplate.

After leaving Sheerness Jor Chat-
ham the King took luncheon in the
royal train—a strictly rationed meal
supplied from a luncheon basket. Be-
fore the train restarted his Majesty
sent for William Waters, the driver,
and complimented him on his excel-
lent service. Waters has been in the
railway company’s service for 44 years
~—37 of these as a driver, and has
driven many royal trains. Of his four
sons, all of whom joined the Army,
two have been killed and a third is
n:issing.

The King inspected Chatham Dock-
yard, where he also talked with a
number of the workers in the shops.
He reviewed the officers and men of
the local naval depot, and among those
presented to him was Engincer-Com-
mander Andrews, who was in the Xent
during the Falkland Islands battle.

Before leaving the yard his Majesty
shook hands with a number of ex-
soldiers discharged through wounds
and now working in the establishment.
A review of a rifles training battalion
and an informial inspection of Royal
Marines brought the official program
to a close.
